After many months of preparation, the 59th National
Quadrennial Convention of the PRCUA was held in Buffalo,
NY on August 13 to 16th, 2006. Over 250 delegates, many
guests, family members and honor quests attended. Once
again, Joan Smuda was elected as chairperson of the
Convention. One of the important and significant
accomplishments of this Convention was the appointment
of a Task Force. The Task Force will meet with each district
and meet quarterly with National Directors, delegates to
the Convention from the current 10 districts and will issue
written reports with their recommendation to the Board of
Directors. They can make their recommendations to the
special convention or to the next quadrennial convention to
make necessary changes in the PRCUA Constitution, and
regarding the restructuring and redistricting of PRCUA.

One of the memorable days of the Convention was
Tuesday, August 15. At the Fraternal luncheon, two of the
PRCUA Dance Ensembles performed for the delegates,
members of the clergy, dignitaries and quests. The first
dance group was "Wesoly Lud" from Chicago. The artistic
director is Misia Jaminski and choreographer Richard
Jaminski, who both have many years of experience
stimulating dancers to strive for artistic excellence. The
other dance group was "Piast”, It is the newest dance group
in the PRCUA family due to the merger of Alliance of Poles
- a Division of PRCUA. The choreographers of "Piast"
dance ensemble are Agnieszka Kotlarsic and Malgorzata
Kacka.

Co-coordinators of the group are past Alliance of Poles
President John Borkowski and his wife Ligia and Ewa
Trzeciak. Both dance groups danced up a storm and
