A scramble is a great team event. On every hole, each
team member may hit a tee shot. The team determines
the best shot and then all team members hit from that
location. This team score is recorded and the team
moves to the next hole.

CATEGORIES

The categories are Ladies’ (four women), Men’s (four
men), Mixed (2 men, 2 women), and Seniors (70 and
over); senior foursomes can be all male, female, or
mixed. The attached entry form must be completed and
returned to the Home Office by mail or e-mail along with
the $75 entry fee per golfer by June 21, 2024 (see entry
form for additional details).

CONTESTS

CLOSEST TO THE PIN

This usually occurs on a par-3 hole. Players try to hit
their ball closest to the hole in a single shot from the
teeing ground. The ball must come to rest on the green
in one stroke. The player whose ball is closest to the
hole wins. Men and women may compete separately or
play against each other, taking advantage of different tee
grounds.

LONGEST DRIVE

The winner is the player who hits his or her ball the
farthest in a single stroke while keeping the ball in the
fairway. Men and women may compete separately or
play against each other, taking advantage of the place-
ment of different tee grounds.
