TO THE CENSUS 20207

LAST CHANCE TO BE COUNTED!

Every ten years, the U.S. Census Bureau, a nonparti-
san government agency, conducts a count of the pop-
ulation of the United Staes and five U.S. territories. Each
home received an invitation to respond to a short ques-
tionnaire —online, by phone, or by mail —between March
12-20. From June 2020 through July 2020, census takers
will go door to door to count people who have not re-
sponded to the questionnaire.

The census provides critical data that lawmakers,
business owners, teachers, and many others use to pro-
vide daily services, products, and support for you and
your community. Every year, billions of dollars in federal
funding go to hospitals, fire departments, schools, roads,
and other resources based on census data.

The results of the census also determine the number
of seats each state will have in the U.S. House of Repre-
sentatives, and they are used to draw congressional and
state legislative districts.

The Census is mandated by the Constitution: Article
1, Section 2, mandates that the country conduct a count of
its population once every 10 years. Participating in the cen-
sus is required by law, even if you recently completed
another survey from the Census Bureau. A complete and
accurate count is critical for you and your community be-
cause the results of the 2020 Census will affect community
funding, congressional representation, and more.

PAYMENTS FROM RETIREMENT ACCOUNTS
AT THE TIME OF CORONAVIRUS

In this article, we'll be looking at the new rules that
govern the withdrawal of funds from retirement
accounts. The stimulus act - Coronavirus Aid, Re-
lief, and Economic Security Act (CARES Act) of
March 27 this year has changed some provisions.

Payment from retirement accounts

Premature liquidation of retirement accounts
is not recommended because they are intended to
secure our future. However, when circumstances
warrant, it is good to know that we have access to
them.

The current rules: You must pay income tax
and 10% penalties on funds withdrawn from re-
tirement accounts (IRA, SIMPLE IRA, 401(k),
Keogh, etc.) if the owner is under 59.5 years of age
(early distribution penalty). The tax may not be as
high if you earned a low income in a given year
due to unemployment. In several circumstances,
you are exempted from a 10% penalty, e.g. in the
event of disability, death and when you allocate
funds for the purchase of your first home (up to $
10,000), medical costs and higher education. The
CARES Act has now introduced a new exemption
called "coronavirus-related distributions."

How will it be by the end of 2020?

The CARES Act stimulus package has eased
access to our pension money in times of need.
Here are the rules that apply to IRA accounts
(SIMPLE IRA, SEP IRA) from January 1st to the
end of 2020.

e Withdrawals from IRA up to $100,000 under
the age of 59 and a half are not subject to an
early withdrawal penalty of 10%.

* Withdrawals not exceeding $100,000 can be re-
ported to the IRS as revenue distributed over
three years.

e Withdrawals from IRA up to $100,000 can be
refunded within three years and no tax or
penalty will be due.

® Required Minimum Distributions (RMD)
from retirement accounts are not required in
2020.

The last rule applies to all people who are
committed to RMD, but the other three rules apply
only to those affected by the outbreak.

Who is "affected by coronavirus effects"?

Your withdrawal from your IRA account will
be free of a 10% penalty and your taxes will be
spread over 3 years if you meet any of the follow-

ing conditions:

* You have been diagnosed with COVID-19
disease using a test approved by the Centers
for Disease Control (CDC).

e COVID-19 has been diagnosed in your spouse
or child (using an approved test).

* You have experienced difficulties as a result of
quarantine: being terminated or laid off, had
reduced hours, need to care for a child whose
school has closed, closure or reduction of your
business hours caused by the coronavirus
epidemic.

Since schools and kindergartens have been
closed in most of the country and there is signifi-
cantly higher unemployment, by the end of this
year many of us will meet one of these conditions.

Tax repayment for three years

If you meet any of the above conditions, you
may withdraw up to $100,000 from your retire-
ment account without penalty and spread pay-
ment of your taxes over the next three years.

When to pay taxes for the disbursed funds? It
is best to pay in the year in which you get the least
income possible to minimize your tax burden. You
have several options from which to choose. If you
have lost your job this year and you have a small
income, it may be worth paying the amount due
for 2020. Each year, you can also declare one-third
of the amount paid. Note that if you got your job
back and tightened your belt, you could take ad-
vantage of the benefit of depositing the funds back
into your account within three years. You would
not pay any taxes, the funds would be returned to
your retirement account and would thus continue
to increase. Read on.

IRA loan for three years

It is easy to withdraw money from a retire-
ment account, but because there are limits, it is dif-
ficult to deposit into it: for IRA it is $ 6,000.
annually plus $1,000 for people over fifty. Finan-
cial advisors advise against premature liquidation
of retirement accounts because they are to ensure
a prosperous old age, and not to ‘fill the gap” in the
budget. It is better to reach for funds from other
sources and even borrow to leave your retirement
savings intact, especially since the stock exchange
has fallen and with it the value of our shares or
mutual funds.

Maybe you can get back to work, even get a
raise, and don't need the pension pool. In this sit-
uation, it's good to know that you can return the
amounts paid to your IRA account within three
years. Funds paid out of the retirement account in
2020 due to the COVID-19 epidemic and returned
to the retirement account within three years, will
be treated as rollover (transferred from one retire-

ment account to another), i.e. they will not be sub-
ject to income taxes or an early withdrawal pen-
alty.

“Borrowing” from an IRA account for 60 days

Not everyone knows that the law has long al-
lowed us to take money from an IRA account
without penalty and tax obligations if it is re-
turned within 60 days. Some call it a 60-day loan
from an IRA account, but it is actually a loophole
in order to allow funds to be transferred to an IRA
account at another institution.

Beware: The bank will want to deduct 20% on the
amount you choose and send it to the treasury as
a tax advance. When you return your money in
two months, you will have to pay the extra 20%
from your own pocket, otherwise the loss will be
read as an early withdrawal and you will have to
pay both income taxes and a fine. How to avoid
paying a 20% down payment? If you do not want
the bank to deduct the advance, all you have to do
is fill out a form in the bank called IRA Withhold-
ing Election Form.

Suggestion: If you are ‘affected by coronavirus
effects’, take advantage of the option of borrowing
IRA funds for three years. If you want, you will be
able to return them before this deadline.

Distribution from Roth IRA accounts

Roth IRA offers easier access to savings be-
cause deposited amounts (deposits or principal)
are always available without penalty and without
taxes. It is different with earnings from the account
(interest, dividends, capital increase) - you can
withdraw them if you opened this account at least
five years ago, and you will not pay early liquida-
tion penalties if you were affected by the epidemic
in 2020 (see above). You will learn more from the
book on individual pension programs "American
Pensions" or from your accountant.

Thirteen in Poland!

As previously announced by the Polish gov-
ernment, ZUS has already started paying out ‘thir-
teenth pensions’. Those who were entitled to
benefits as of March 31—9 million—will receive
additional benefits. Together with the April bene-
fit, they will receive a gift from the state in the
gross amount of PLN 1,200, which after deducting
taxes will net PLN 981. You can see that Poland is
a wealthy country and in the era of the coming
economic crisis it can afford such gifts. Read more
here: https://poradniksukces.com/wp/trzynasta-
emerytura-w-polsce-co-roku/ ("Thirteenth retire-
ment check in Poland every year)."

She
continues to volunteer as a court ad-
vocate for the Chicago Police Depart-
ment (CPD) 16th District, for the
annual Jeff Fest, and as a Eucharistic
Minister at St. John Bellarmine Par-
ish.

She has traveled throughout the

Her most recent project is mak-
ing and distributing, at her own ex-
pense, over 400 COVID-19 masks,
which were distributed to the CPD,
Chicago Fire Department, sanitation
workers in Chicago’s 45th Ward, and
additional first responders on the
Northwest Side of Chicago. The

1924-2020

Stella (nee Kenar) Sobilo (age 96)
of East Chicago, passed away peace-
fully at home on May 9th. She was
preceded in death by her husband of
49 years, Stanley Sobilo Sr. and her
son Larry (Lorna) Sobilo, as well as
11 sisters and brothers.

She is survived by her daughters
Denise Sobilo, Adrianne (John)
Ansay, Stacey (Robert) Zurek, sons
Stanley Sobilo Jr., and Richard
(Cathy) Sobilo, as well as 16 loving
grandchildren, three great-grand-
children, and numerous nieces and
nephews.

Stella was a lifelong East Chi-
cago resident and lifelong parishio-
ner at St. Stanislaus Parish. She was
a graduate of St. Stanislaus School
and East Chicago Roosevelt High
School, class of 1942. Right after high
school, Stella aided the war effort by
helping to manufacture tank track
plates at Blaw Knox in East Chicago.
She also played sports in the
Women'’s Industrial Leagues in the
area during WWIL

A pioneer of women'’s sports,
Stella coached volleyball, basketball
and track at St. Stan’s for over 25
years. She was also instrumental in
the East Chicago CYO that boasted
several teams in both boys and girls
and a high school division at one
time. For her efforts, she was pre-
sented the Fr. Vincent Mooney
Award from the Diocese of Gary.

Her efforts with youth sports ex-
tended to East Chicago recreational
programs and merited her inclusion
into the East Chicago Hall of Fame
in 1993. Stella also coached at the
high school level and was the first
softball coach at Bishop Noll Insti-
tute (BNI), earning conference and
sectional titles. She believed that vol-
unteering and sending her children
to a Catholic high school was impor-
tant, and her dedication to BNI’s
mission earned the Sobilo family,
and Stella as the matriarch, a place in
the Bishop Noll Family Hall of Fame.
Through raising her own six chil-

dren, Stella also helped numerous
brothers and sisters during her life,
caring for them and their families
through hardships and illnesses. She
lost both of her parents before she
was 14, which inspired her belief in
a strong family support system.

Stella was proud of her Polish-
American heritage. She was a
member of PRCUA Society #413
and served as a National Delegate
and Women’s Division President of
the Polish Roman Catholic Union of
America. She also hosted and
chaired numerous National PRCUA
sports tournaments in northwest In-
diana, bringing participants from all
over the country. Stella stayed active
throughout her life, playing softball,
volleyball and bowling well into her
60’s, keeping up with her daughters
and her younger friends.

Throughout all activities and ac-
colades, Stella’s life has been most
guided by her faith. She was a
member of the St. Stan’s Rosary So-
dality, a volunteer at church and
school, a member of St. Stan’s
Happy Timers and devoted Catho-
lic. She was a great admirer of Saint
John Paul II - like him she has suf-
fered and sacrificed much in her
long life and left earth dignified and
full of faith.

A Mass of Christian burial was
held on Friday, May 22, at St. Stanis-
laus Church, followed by a private
burial at Holy Cross Cemetery in
Calumet City, IL.

May she rest in peace.

POSTPONED
PRESIDENTIAL
ELECTION

Poland’s presidential election,
Europe’s first presidential election
since the outbreak of coronavirus
scheduled for May 10, 2020, was
postponed just days before planned
mail-in voting took place, due to the
ongoing coronavirus pandemic as
well as concerns that the election
might not hold up to democratic
standards.

The election will now most likely
take place on June 28. The presiden-
tial election in which the President of
the Republic of Poland is elected
takes place every 5 years and it is
convoked by the Marshal of the
Sejm.

The term of the incumbent Pres-
ident Andrzej Duda ends on August
6, 2020.

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"WHILE AGES COURSE

Among the many (and it often
seems like far too many) hats that I
wear is one which I have had for
many years now in my priesthood.
As it is an "official appointment”,
gets a heading in the Diocesan Direc-
tory, and even warrants a mail box at
the Cathedral Office (!), it can - in
some respects - seem much more "ex-
alted" than perhaps it is. Yet, given
its very purpose and the noble goals
it promotes, I guess in the spiritual
sense it is precisely that: exalted! I
am the Diocesan Director for the En-
thronement of the Sacred Heart in
the Home.

As we now have entered the
Month of June, the month dedicated
to the Sacred Heart of Jesus (the
Feast of the Sacred Heart will be cele-
brated on June 19th), and as our Or-
ganization - the Polish Roman
Catholic Union of America - has as
its patron the Sacred Heart, I thought
how appropriate to offer a reflection

umn on this
theme.

The de-
votion to the
Sacred Heart comes from France
through the revelation to and efforts
of St. Margaret Mary Alacoque. In
the 1600's, the errors of Jansenism
were rampant. Jansenism takes a
very negative view of human na-
ture...we are bad sinners...God can
barely tolerate us...even at our best
we shouldn't think too much of our-
selves - let alone think we're worthy
of receiving the sacraments. As these
errors seeped into the lives of the
people over time, their spiritual ef-
fects were devastating. People lost
hope. People stopped celebrating the
sacraments. What to do?

Well, as always, it was Jesus to
the rescue. In appearing to St. Mar-
garet Mary and introducing the de-
votion to the Sacred Heart, it was as

if Jesus was sending the world a "Val-
entine's" to set things straight. While
in a certain respect the devotion
offers nothing "new", it does provide
a renewed emphasis of that part of
revelation which was most needed at
the time. If God became one like us
and if He loves us beyond telling and
holds us in the highest esteem, than
who are we to think otherwise? The
devotion quickly became very pop-
ular and spread throughout the
Church. It was the perfect remedy.

Early in his pontificate, our Holy
Father, Francis, offered a little reflec-
tion on the Sacred Heart where he
said "Popular piety highly prizes
symbols, and the Heart of Jesus is the
ultimate symbol of God's mercy —
but it is not an imaginary symbol, it
is a real symbol, which represents the
center, the source from which salva-
tion for all humanity gushed
forth...But the mercy of Jesus is not
just sentiment: indeed it is a force
that gives life..."(Angelus, June 9,
2013)

In the Church's devotional life,
we often use symbols to convey a
deeper meaning. Just so, the Sacred
Heart is not some "thing" that looks
nice in statues, stained-glass win-
dows, and paintings, but rather,
stands for the essence of our faith:
God's love not only resulted in the
gift of our life, but his merciful love
had brought about our salvation and

redemption through Christ which, if
we cooperate with God's Will,
renders that life immortal.

In Poland and Polonia, devotion
to the Sacred Heart has always been
strong. Many of our Polish Parishes,
mine included, offer regular
"Czerwcowe" or "June" devotions to
the Sacred Heart of Jesus. I encour-
age everyone to makes these devo-
tions a part of your spiritual
observance this month.

Wearing my above mentioned
hat, I often have the honor of offering
a diocesan-wide Mass of Reparation
on the Feast of the Sacred Heart
where people come from all over to
make reparation and consecrate
themselves to the Sacred Heart of
Jesus. One of the great old hymns
which is always sung at that Mass is
from - fittingly - an old French
melody. Iam sure many of you will
be humming-along by the time we
bring this article to a close by quoting
its opening verse:

"To Jesus” heart all burning
With fervent love for men,
My heart with fondest yearning
Shall raise its joyful strain.
While ages course along.
Blest be with loudest song
The Sacred Heart of Jesus
By every heart and tongue...

Okazuje sig, ze tak.

Wiele firm wprowadza utatwienia na wykupienie
polisy z agentem w sposob zdalny tzn. przez tele-

Mozemy
wypelnic polise elektronicznie i w ten sam sposob
ja podpisa¢ rozmawiajac jednoczesnie z agentem
przez telefon.

Wykupienie
polisy na zycie najczesciej nie wiaze si¢ z jedno-
razowq oplata tylko ze zobowigzaniem
dtugoterminowym.
