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A "MIRACLE" TURNS 10(_)

Celebrating One of Poland's Many

August 15th is always an important date in Poland. It's the Feast of the
Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary and is marked with customs and
traditions, pageantry and celebration - perhaps none as widely known as the
famed "walking pilgrimages" to Jasna Gora. Itis as if the entire nation enters
into the atmosphere of a national retreat.

This year's observance will certainly be more heightened and intense as
it happens to coincide with the 100th anniversary of the Cud nad Wisla -
"The Miracle on the Vistula" - the famed victory of the Polish Armed Forces
led by Marshal Jozef Pitsudski over the advancing Red Army of the Bolshe-
vik Soviet Union in the Battle of Warsaw which, quite literally, saved Europe
from Communist takeover.

The chaotic days following the First World War were marked by the fall
of ancient empires and the instability of fledgling new countries and gov-
ernments. Poland was emerging independent and free after being removed
from the map of Europe for over a century. Germany was precariously start-
ing from scratch as a new democracy. In the October Revolution of 1917,
Russia of the Czars was overthrown and replaced with the world's first com-
munist government under Vladimir Lenin. While not yet firmly entrenched
in power, he saw this situation as a golden opportunity to spread com-
munism abroad which needed to be seized upon before it passed.

Eyeing the fragile nations around him, Lenin assembled vast armies with
marching orders to take the Revolution to the "victim" peoples of the west
who were awaiting "liberation” to join the proletariat masses. Smoldering
beneath the surface were many sympathetic to the communist message just
waiting to join their movement. But, in order to do so, the Red Army would
have to reach them. This meant that the most important target - the gateway
to all the rest - had first to be overcome and subdued: Poland.

Knowing that the fate of the newly reestablished nation was at stake and,
despite seemingly insurmountable obstacles, Poland took to arms knowing
that defeat would mean the end. Without going into an exhaustive treatment
of the political and military situation, suffice to say that the prevailing opin-
ion of the day presumed a total Soviet victory and a complete Polish defeat.
A story is told of a copy of the Polish battle plan falling into the Soviet's
hands. It was laughingly discarded as an amatuer attempt to decoy the Rus-
sians as no one would be thought foolish enough to employ it. All of the
diplomatic missions of foreign nations abandoned Warsaw - except for the
Vatican and Great Britain. Yet, that plan, under these dire circumstances,
was all they had...and it worked.

Doing now what they would prove proficient at in the next world war
as well, the Poles cracked the Soviet secret communication codes. With a
combination of sheer determination, brilliant military movements, success-
fully thwarting Soviet communications, intrigue between the Soviet military
and political leadership, and, perhaps some luck and a "miracle” or two as
well, in the August 12th-15th campaign the Soviets were completely routed
in battle, with many soldiers captured or interned and the rest retreating in
chaos. It would be referred to later as the 18th most decisive battle in world
history. Follow-up skirmishes confirmed the totality of the Polish victory and
led to an uneasy peace with the signing of the Treaty of Riga. (Cont. on pg. 10)

ANDRZEJ DUDA WINS
THE SECOND ROUND OF
POLISH PRESIDENTIAL ELECTIONS

Incumbent President
of the Republic of Poland
Andrzej Duda won the
second round of Poland’s
presidential race against
Warsaw’s Mayor Rafat
Trzaskowski. A run-off
voting was held on July
12, 2020.

Andrzej  Sebastian
Duda was born on May
16, 1972, in Krakéw to
Janina Milewska and Jan
Tadeusz Duda, professors at the
AGH University of Science and Tech-
nology.

He attended Janek Krasicki
grammar school and Jan III Sobieski
high school in Krakéw. Later, he
studied Law and Administration at
the Jagiellonian University (UJ) in
Krakow and received a Master of
Law degree in 1997.

In 2001, he was appointed a re-
search assistant in the Department of
Administrative Law of the UJ’s Fac-
ulty of Law and Administration. He
was also a lecturer at Mieszko I Col-
lege of Education and Administra-
tion in Poznan.

In January 2005, Duda obtained
a Doctor of Law degree from the Ja-
giellonian University and opened his
own law firm in the spring of 2005.

Duda began his political career
with the now-defunct Freedom
Union (Unia Wolnosci) Party in the
early 2000s. In 2005, he began his col-
laboration with the Law and Justice
(Prawo i Sprawied-liwos¢ - PiS)
Party.

From August 1, 2006, to No-
vember 15, 2007, Duda was Deputy
Minister of Justice. On November 15,
2007, he was elected to the Polish
State Tribunal.

On January 16, 2008, Duda was
appointed as the Undersecretary of
State.

In July 2010, he became a Coun-
cilor of the city of Krakow.

In the parliamentary election on
October 9, 2011, he was elected a
deputy to the Sejm. He took the po-
sition of the Vice Chairman of the
Committee  on  Constitutional
Responsibility.

From November 27, 2013, until

January 9, 2014, Duda
was a press spokesman
for the PiS Party.

On May 25, 2014, he
obtained the mandate to
be member of the Euro-
pean Parliament.

In 2015, Duda was
Bronistaw Komorowski's
rival in the presidential
election. He was elected
President of the Republic
of Poland in a run-off vot-
ing on May 24, 2015 and took the
oath of office on August 6, 2015.

President Duda is married to
Agata Kornhauser-Duda, a teacher
of German language at Jan III So-
bieski high school in Krakow. They
have one daughter, Kinga, born in
1995, who also graduated in law.

In the recent run-off voting,
Duda received 51.03% votes, Trzas-
kowski - 48.97%. Duda won in
smaller cities and towns as well as
the countryside, while Trzaskowski
was more successful in large metro-
politan areas. Turnout for the second
round of the election was approx-
imately 68.2%, the highest of any
presidential poll since the start of
free elections in post-communist Po-
land in 1989.

In the U.S., Polish citizens voted
by correspondence in Chicago,
Houston, Los Angeles, New York,
and Washington. Andrzej Duda re-
ceived 19,698 (55%) votes and won in
Chicago and in New York. Rafat
Trzaskowski received 16,144 (45%)
votes and won in Houston, Los An-
geles and Washington.

A number of election protests
have been filed with the Polish Su-
preme Court.

The resolution on the validity of
the election is to be adopted by the
Supreme Court within 21 days from
the day the election results were an-
nounceed by the National Electoral
Commission (Pan-stwowa Komisja
Wyborcza - PKW). The Supreme
Court decides on the validity of the
election of the President of the Re-
public of Poland on the basis of opin-
ions issued as a result of examining
protests and the election report pre-
sented by the PKW.
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40™ ANNIVERSARY OF THE 1980
STRIKES IN POLAND

At the beginning of the summer
of 1980, protests began to break out
in the factories and plants all over
Poland as a reaction to constantly
deteriorating living conditions,
shortage of food and other products
in the stores, and rising meat prices.
Workers lost faith in promises to im-
prove the situation made by the
managers of the factories and the
leaders of the ruling Polish United
Workers' Party (Polska Zjednoczona
Partia Robotnicza - PZPR).

One of the first protests, broke
out on July 8, 1980 at the Communi-
cation Equipment Factory in Swidnik
in the Lublin region. Within a few
days, workers from other Lublin fac-
tories joined the strike. 154 plants
employing nearly 50 thousand em-
ployees, stopped production for a
few weeks.

The end of the protest without
the use of force and fulfilling the de-
mands of the workers in Swidnik,
gave hope to workers in other places
in Poland and prompted the wave of
protests troughout the country.

On August 8, the management of
Gdansk Shipyard fired Anna Walen-
tynowicz, a shipyard worker and ac-
tivist of the Free Trade Unions of the
Coast (Wolne Zwigzki Zawodowe
Wybrzeza - WZZ), 5 months prior to
her retirement.

Early in the morning of August
14, the WZZ started a strike at the
shipyard, and presented several de-
mands: rehiring Anna Walentynow-
icz and Lech Watesa (fired in 1976),
wage increases, cost of living supple-
ments, increase of family allowances
to the amount received by the militia,
guarantees that the strikers would
not be persecuted, and creating a
monument dedicated to the victims
of the December 1970 protests.

A strike was planned by Bogdan
Borusewicz, member of the Workers'
Defense Committee (Komitet Obrony
Robotni-kow - KOR). Around 10:00
a.m., Lech Walesa jumped over the
fence and joined the protest. He then
lead the Strike Committee that was
established to negotiate with the
shipyard management.

On August 16, protests ex-
panded to the Komuna Paryska
Shipyard in Gdynia and other plants.
The authorities cut the telephone

connection between the Trdjmiasto
(Gdansk-Gdynia-Sopot) with the rest
of Poland. The management of the
shipyard agreed to increase the
wages (without providing a written
guarantee). Watesa announced the
end of the strike, but shortly after-
wards, he announced continuation of
the strike in the name of solidarity
with other workers. Representatives
of 20 other striking factories arrived
at the shipyard and the Interfactory
Strike Committee (Migdzyzaktadowy
Komitet Strajkowy - MKS) was estab-
lished, with Watesa appointed as a
chairman.

On August 17, shipyard workers
presented the authorities with 21 de-
mands, which concerned all of the
labor workers in the Republic of Po-
land and defended basic human
rights: the right to establish free trade
unions; the guarantee of freedom of
speech, printing and publication; re-
lease of political prisoners; a guaran-
tee of the right to protests; and access
to mass media for representatives of
all denominations. Protests spread
in 20 voivodships.

On August 18, a strike was an-
nounced in three shipyards in Szcze-
cin as the workers showed their
solidarity with the strikers in
Gdansk. Marian Jurczyk, elected as
chairman of the Strike Committee
and the representatives of the ship-
yard employees, conducted talks
with the voivodship authorities.
Szczecin MKS made 36 demands, in-
cluding: the creation of free trade
unions, placing a plaque commem-
orating the workers fallen in De-
cember 1970, and a number of
economic demands.

On August 19, Gdansk MKS,
representing more than 150 factories,
demanded negotiations with the
Prime Minister, Edward Babiuch. 17
factories began separate talks with
Deputy Prime Minister Tadeusz
Pyka but joined the MKS the next
day.

On August 21, Deputy Prime
Minister Mieczystaw Jagielski, re-
placed Minister Pyka. Talks with
MKS continued, with Jagielski in
Gdanisk and Kazimierz Barcikowski
in Szczecin. 347 factories already
joined the strike.

On August 23, Tadeusz Mazow-

iecki and Bronistaw Geremek came
to the Gdansk shipyard with a letter
of support from Warsaw intellec-
tuals. On the same day, the first issue
of the "Solidarity Strike Information
Bulletin" was published.

On August 24, the Expert Com-
mittee, consisting of seven intellec-
tuals was established by MKS to
assist with the negotionations. On
the same day, Edward Babiuch was
removed from the position of Prime
Minister by the PZPR Central Com-
mittee and Jozef Pinkowski was ap-
pointed to replace him.

On August 25, MKS demanded
the release of KOR prisoners and all
political prisoners who were impris-
oned earlier, and that telephone com-
munications with the rest of the
country would be restored.

On August 26, the telephone con-
nection was restored and negotia-
tions resumed. At Jagielski's request,
a working group was established to
conduct talks on the creation of inde-
pendent trade unions.

On August 28, 600 workplaces
throughout Poland were on strike. In
Gdansk, the third round of talks be-
tween MKS and the government del-
egation was conducted. A separate
Expert Committee was established in
the Szczecin shipyard.

On August 30, Kazimierz Barci-
kowski and Marian Jurczyk signed
an agreement between the Polish au-
thorities and the Szczecin Interfac-
tory Strike Committee, ending strikes
in 360 factories in the Szczecin voi-
vodship.

On August 31, an agreement was
signed in Gdansk between Poland’s
government and MKS, which repre-
sented about 700 factories from all
over Poland.

In August 1980, a labor workers
and social movement was born. It led
to the creation of NSZZ "Solidarnosc¢"
and contributed to systemic changes
that subsequently led to the collapse
of the People's Republic of Poland
and other changes in other Eastern
block countries.

The victory made a national hero
out of Marshal Pitsudski and his fel-
low military leaders became house-
hold names in Poland. It ensured the
establishment of the Republic of Po-
land and, quite literally, saved the
western world from communist
takeover. Lenin called the battle an
"enormous defeat," and it had the ef-
fect of pushing back Soviet expan-
sion possibilities for a generation. It

should be noted that a young politi-
cal commissar's antics played a sig-
nificant role in the Soviet defeat.
Somehow, Joseph Stalin survived the
ensuing intrigue and would return
with a vengeance on history's stage.
But, at that moment, as it has in the
past and since, though often over-
looked and seldom repaid, the world
owed Poland a debt of gratitude.



100™ ANNIVERSARY OF THE 1920
BATTLE OF WARSAW

The Battle of Warsaw, also
known as the “Miracle on the Vis-
tula,” took place between August 13-
25, 1920 in the ourskirts of Warsaw.
It was a decisive armed encounter
fought between Soviet Russia and
Poland during the Polish-Bolshevik
war that lasted from February 14,
1919 to October 18, 1920. It is recog-
nized by some historians as one of
the eighteen most important battles
in world history. The Battle of War-
saw was an influential factor for Po-
land to maintain its independence
and stopped the march of the Bolshe-
vik revolution on Western Europe.

The immediate causes of the out-
break of the war were: the evacuation
of the German army from the eastern
territories proclaimed as formally in-
dependent (including Estonia, Lat-
via, Lithuania, Ukraine and Belarus)
under the peace treaty signed on
March 3, 1918 in Brest-Lithuania and
the takeover of these lands by Bol-
sheviks, as well as Russian ambitions
to extend the Bolshevik revolution to
the entire territory of Russia and
abroad. Particular attention was paid
by the Bolsheviks to the northern
areas of newly independent Poland,
because they wanted access to the
borders of Prussia.

As early as October 1918, a mili-
tary plan "Operation Wista" was
codenamed under Lenin's order. Its
implementation was aimed at defeat-
ing Poland, which would make it
easier to help the communists, who
at the same time tried to start a rev-
olution in Germany and in the coun-
tries resulting from the breakup of
Austria-Hungary.

At the turn of 1918 and 1919, the
Bolshevik Western Army occupied
Minsk and Vilnius. On February 14,
1919, Polish and Bolshevik forces
clashed for the first time in the vicin-
ity of the town of Mosty in Belarus,
Polish militias and Bolshevik soldiers
fought in a series of skirmishes in
Kresy (Eastern Borderlands).

After three days of fighting, Vil-
nius was recaptured on April 21. The
recapture of Minsk followed shortly
after. On May 7, 1920, Polish-Ukrain-
ian forces entered Kiev. Since the
end of the offensive against Kiev, the
Polish side remained in retreat and
withdrew to the west. The attempt to

stop the Bolshevik offensive of the
Bug river line was unsuccessful, the
Red Army had an open road to War-
saw, and Polish forces seemed close
to dissolution.

The Red Army, commanded by
Mikhail Tuchaczewski, was pushing
Poles away from the territory and,
moving deeper into the country,
aimed to capture Warsaw. At the
same time, Siemion Budionny's army
attacked the Poles in the Lviv region,
and the Gaj-Khan cavalry corps were
ready to take over northern Mazovia
in order to surround (and even-
tually) defeat Polish forces.

The Bolsheviks approached War-
saw, thinking that it would sur-
render within a few hours. The
capital was to be directly attacked by
three armies, while the fourth army,
along with the Gaj-Khan cavalry
corps, marched on Witoctawek and
Torun with the intention of crossing
the Vistula River in Kujawy, then re-
turning south, and taking Warsaw
from the west.

All decisions on actions in the
east were made in accordance with
the will of Marshal Jozef Pitsudski,
the Head of State of the Republic of
Poland, who planned the great bat-
tle. He created the general concept of
the battle, and the operational plan
was developed by his staff: Gen. Ta-
deusz Rozwadowski, Col. Tadeusz
Piskor and Capt. Bronistaw Regulski.

The operation consisted of three
coordinated phases: defense on the
Wieprz, Wkra and Narew lines.

The Warsaw Battle began on Au-
gust 13, when the Red Army ap-
proached the town of Radzymin on
the eastern outskirts of Warsaw.
Radzymin changed hands several
times before Polish soldiers recap-
tured it on August 15.

On August 14, fierce battles were
fought at the Modlin fortress, and
near Puttusk and Serock. Soviet units
moved towards Brodnica, Wtocta-
wek and Plock.

On August 15, the Kalisz 203rd
Regiment of Uhlans captured the
staff of the 4th Soviet army in Ciecha-
now, and with it - an army office,
warehouses and one of the radio sta-
tions, which the Soviets used to
maintain contact with the command
in Minsk.

On August 16, Gen. Sikorski at-
tacked and captured Nasielsk.
Pitsudski's strike groups launched an
attack from the south, from Wieprz,
breaking the enemy's defense front at
Kock and Cycow and smashing the
rear of Bolshevik forces attacking
Warsaw. Polish counterattack forced
Russians to withdraw to the east and
beyond the Niemen River.

The Bolsheviks suffered the final
defeat at Osowiec, Biatystok and
Kolno.

On August 17, Polish forces
reached the Biala Podlaska-
Miedzyrzec-Siedlce-Katuszyn-Minsk
Mazowiecki line. On August 18, after
clashes near Stanistawow, Losice and
Stawatycze, they approached the
Wyszkéw-Stanistawdw-Drohiczyn-
Siemiatycze-Janow Podlaski-Koden
line. At the same time, Gen. Sikorski's
army advanced to the east and cap-
tured Puttusk and Serock.

On August 19, Polish units went
into pursuit, trying to prevent the re-
treat of Tuchaczewski's main forces.
On August 21, divisions of the Polish
infantry cut off the Soviet's retreat to-
wards Biatystok, in the region of
Ostroteka and Wtoctawek. Some of
the Soviet troops were disarmed at
the border of East Prussia on August
24. On August 25, Polish troops
reached the Prussian border, thus
ending pursuit activities.

Polish troops were led by: Jézef
Pitsudski, Tadeusz Rozwadowski,
Jozef Haller, Franciszek Latinik, Ed-
ward Smigly-Rydz, Wiadystaw Si-
korski, Bolestaw Roja, Leonard
Skierski, Zygmunt Zielinski and
Wactaw Iwaszkiewicz.

As a result of the Battle of War-
saw, the losses of the Polish side
amounted to: approx. 4.5 thousand
killed, 22 thousand injured and
10,000 missing. The losses of the
Russian side are not exactly known.
It is assumed that about 25,000 Red
Army soldiers were killed or se-
riously injured, 60,000 were taken
into Polish captivity, and 45,000 were
interned by the Germans.

On October 12, 1920, a del-
egation of the government of the Re-
public of Poland and a delegation of
the government of the Russian Fed-
eral Soviet Socialist Republic signed
a truce in Riga and entered into
peace negotiations.

On March 18, 1921, a peace
treaty was signed in Riga by Poland,
Russia and Ukraine. The treaty con-
sisted of 26 articles. The parties
agreed not to interfere in the internal
affairs of the other states.

The treaty ended the Polish-Bol-
shevik war of 1919-1920, determined
the border lines between these coun-
tries, and regulated other disputed
issues.

polsko-bolszewickiej, toczacej si¢ od
14 lutego 1919 r. do 18 pazdziernika
1920 r. Uznana zostala za jedna
z osiemnastu przetomowych bitew
w historii $wiata. Bitwa Warszawska
zadecydowala o zachowaniu nie-
podleglosci przez Polske i zatrzy-
mata marsz rewolucji bolszewickiej
na Europe Zachodnia.

Bezposrednimi  przyczynami
wybuchu wojny byly: ewakuacja nie-
mieckiej armii z wschodnich terenow
proklamowanych jako niepodlegte
(m.in. Estonia, Lotwa, Litwa, Uk-
raina i Biatorus) na mocy traktatu
pokojowego podpisanego w dniu 3
marca 1918 roku w Brzesciu Litew-
skim i przejmowanie tych terenéw
przez bolszewikow, a takze rosyjskie
ambicje rozszerzenia rewolugji bol-
szewickiej na cate terytorium Rosji
i poza jej granice. Szczegdlna uwage
bolszewicy przywiazywali do tere-
now poinocnych odradzajacej sie
Polski, poniewaz zalezato im na
dostepie do granic Prus.

zostal opracowany z rozkazu Lenina
militarny plan pod kryptonimem
,Operacja Wisla”. Jego realizacja
miata na celu pokonanie Polski co
utatwitoby udzielenie pomocy ko-
munistom, ktérzy w tym samym
okresie  probowali  rozpoczaé
rewolucje w Niemczech i w krajach
powstatych z rozpadu Austro-
Wegier.

wojska polskie i bolszewickie starty
sie po raz pierwszy w okolicach mia-
sta Mosty na Bialorusi, polskie bo-
jowki i bolszewiccy Zolnierze
walczyli w szeregu potyczek na Kre-
sach.

21 kwietnia, odbite zostato po
trzydniowych  walkach ~ Wilno,
anastepnie Minsk.

Niepowodzeniem zakonczylta
si¢ proba powstrzymania ofensywy
wojsk bolszewickich na linii Bugu,
Armia Czerwona miata otwartg
droge na Warszawe, a sity polskie
wydawaly sie bliskie rozpadu.

Armia Czerwona, dowodzona
przez Michaita Tuchaczewskiego,
wypierata Polakdw z kolejnych tere-
now i posuwajac sie w glab kraju
miata na celu zdobycie Warszawy.
Jednoczesnie armia Siemiona Bu-
dionnego zaatakowata Polakéw
w rejonie Lwowa, a korpus kawalerii
Gaj-Chana mial opanowa¢ poinocne
Mazowsze, aby w ten sposéb otoczy¢
i ostatecznie pokonac sity polskie.

Bolszewicy zblizali si¢ do War-
szawy sadzac, ze podda si¢ ona
w ciaggu kilku godzin. Stolice mialy
bezposrednio atakowac trzy armie:
III, XV i XVI, natomiast IV Armia
wraz z konnym korpusem Gaj-
Chana maszerowata na Wloctawek
i Torun z zamiarem przejécia Wisty
na Kujawach, powrotu na potudnie
i wziecia stolicy w kleszcze od za-
chodu.

Decyzje dotyczace dziatann na
wschodzie byly podjete zgodnie
z wolag marszatka Jozefa
Pitsudskiego, Naczelnika Panstwa.
Stworzyt on og6lna koncepcje bitwy,
a plan operacyjny opracowali szef
sztabu generalnego gen. Tadeusz
Rozwadowski, ptk. Tadeusz Piskor
i kpt. Bronistaw Regulski.

Operacja skladata sie z trzech
skoordynowanych faz: obrony na
linii Wieprza, Wkry i Narwi.

Bitwa Warszawska rozpoczeta
sie 13 sierpnia 1920, kiedy sity Armii
Czerwonej zblizyly sie na wschodnie
przedpola Warszawy do Radzymina.
Radzymin kilkana$cie razy przecho-
dzit z rak do rak zanim polscy
zolnierze go odzyskali w dniu 15
sierpnia.

14 sierpnia rozgorzaty zaciekle
walki o Twierdz¢ Modlin, pod
Pultuskiem i Serockiem. Sowieckie
jednostki posuwaly si¢ w kierunku
Brodnicy, Wtoctawka i Ptocka.

15 sierpnia kaliski 203. Putk
Utanow zdobyt sztab 4. armii so-
wieckiej w Ciechanowie, a wraz
z nim kancelari¢ armii, magazyny
i jedna z radiostacji, stuzacych sow-
ietom do utrzymywania tacznosci
z dowddztwem w Minsku.

16 sierpnia 5. Armia gen.
Wiadystawa Sikorskiego zaatako-

Polacy z Ameryki w Armii Hallera, ktéra z poczatku walczyta na froncie zachodnim we Frahi:ji
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z Niemcami, a nastepnie w Polsce z bolszewikami (zdjecie z Pamigetnika obchodu dziesigciolecia

przypuscity atak z potudnia, znad
Wieprza, przetamujac pod Kockiem
i Cycowem front obrony przeciw-
nika i rozbijajac tyty wojsk bolsze-
wickich nacierajacych na Warszawe.

Kontratak polski zmusit sity ro-
syjskie do wycofania si¢ na wschod
i za Niemen.

Ostateczna kleske bolszewicy
poniesli pod Osowcem, Bialymsto-
kiem i Kolnem.

17 sierpnia sity polskie osiagnety
linie Biala Podlaska-Miedzyrzec-
Siedlce-Katuszyn-Minsk Mazowie-
cki. 18 sierpnia, po starciach pod
Stanistawowem, Losicami i Stawaty-
czami, znalazly si¢ na linii
Wyszkdéw-Stanistawdw-Drohiczyn-
Siemiatycze-Janow Podlaski-Koden.

W tym czasie Armia gen. Sikor-
skiego przeszta do natarcia w kie-
runku wschodnim i zdobyta Puttusk
oraz Serock.

19 sierpnia jednostki polskie
przeszty do dziatan poscigowych,
probujac  uniemozliwi¢ odwrot
gtéwnych sit Tuchaczewskiego.

21 sierpnia dywizje piechoty
polskiej odciety sowietom droge
odwrotu w kierunku na Biatystok,
w rejonie Ostroteki oraz Wloctawka.

24 sierpnia oddzialy sowieckie
przekroczyty granice Prus Wschod-
nich, gdzie czes¢ z nich zostala roz-
brojona.

25 sierpnia polskie oddzialy

doszty do granicy pruskiej, konczac
tym samym dziatania poscigowe.

Oddziatami polskimi dowodzili
m.in.: Jozef Pitsudski, Tadeusz Roz-
wadowski, Jozef Haller, Franciszek
Latinik, Edward Smigty-Rydz,
Wiadystaw Sikorski, Bolestaw Roja,
Leonard Skierski, Zygmunt Zielinski
i Wactaw Iwaszkiewicz.

W wyniku Bitwy Warszawskiej
straty strony polskiej wyniosty: ok.
4,5 tys. zabitych, 22 tys. rannych i 10
tys. zaginionych.

Straty strony rosyjskiej nie sa
doktadnie znane. Przyjmuje sig, ze
ok. 25 tys. zolnierzy Armii Czerwo-
nej polegto lub byto ciezko rannych,
60 tys. trafito do polskiej niewoli, a 45
tys. zostato internowanych przez
Niemcow.

12 pazdziernika 1920 r. delegacja
Sejmu RP i rzadu Rzeczypospolitej
i delegacja rzadu Rosyjskiej Federa-
cyjnej  Socjalistycznej Republiki
Radziecka podpisaty w Rydze ro-
zejm i podjety rokowania pokojowe.

18 marca 1921 r. podpisany
zostat w Rydze traktat pokojowy za-
warty przez Polske i Rosje oraz
Ukraine. Traktat sktadal sie z 26
artykutow. Strony zobowiazaty sie
w nim do nieingerowania w sprawy
wewnetrzne drugiego panstwa.

Traktat zakonczyt wojne polsko-
bolszewicka z lat 1919-1920, ustalat
przebieg granic miedzy tymi pan-
stwami oraz regulowat inne sporne
dotad kwestie.
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
