INFORMATION

Economic conditions in the
United States and throughout the
world, as well as an ever more com-
petitive job market, have made the
need for an undergraduate, gradu-
ate, or professional degree a virtual
necessity for today’s student. At the
same time, the higher costs of educa-
tion pose a serious and challenging
barrier to students and their families
to bear. The PRCUA recognizes the
necessity of assistance for students of
the Polish American community and
has developed several financial ve-
hicles to aid in the pursuit of under-
graduate and graduate degree
programs.

During the 2021-2022 school
year, the PRCUA will offer two types
of scholarships. The PRCUA Educa-
tion Scholarship is open to all who
apply, whereas the PRCUA Frater-
nal Scholarship is open exclusively
to members of the PRCUA. Students
can apply for each scholarship once
annually, but they may receive only
three awards of each scholarship
during their lifetime. Scholarships
are specific to the school and educa-
tional program named in the appli-
cation. The deadline for submitting
applications is June 1, 2021.

PRCUA Education Scholarships
totaling $20,000 are awarded to stu-
dents based on the number of appli-
cations submitted and are available
to all students, even those who are
not members of the PRCUA. Scholar-
ships will be awarded in amounts
ranging from $500-$2,000.

1. Applicants must have suc-
cessfully completed their freshman
year of undergraduate studies before
the deadline for filing an application.
An official transcript or other docu-
mentation from the applicant’s
school must be sent directly by the
educational institution by mail or
electronically to the PRCUA on or
before the deadline of June 1.

2. Eligible applicants include
sophomores, juniors, and seniors en-
rolled full-time in undergraduate
studies or those students enrolled in
a graduate or professional degree
program. Full-time enrollment shall
conform to those guidelines estab-

lished by the federal financial aid
program: a minimum of twelve
credit hours for day students or eight
credit hours for evening students.
Part-time graduate students are also
eligible.

3. Applicants must have a cu-
mulative grade point average (GPA)
of 3.0 or better on a 4.0 scale or 4.0 or
better on a 5.0 scale.

4. All applicants must be either
citizens or permanent residents of
the United States.

The PRCUA Fraternal Scholar-
ship is available to eligible PRCUA
members. For the 2021-2022 school
year, the PRCUA will award scholar-
ships totaling $25,000, in amounts
ranging from $500-$2,000. These
scholarships are open to all current
PRCUA members. Applicants must
fulfill all the requirements listed
above AND be a member of the
PRCUA for a minimum of five years
AND have an active certificate of a
minimum of $5,000 (and must be
current with its payments).

The following options are avail-
able to applicants who do NOT fulfill
the above five-year requirement:

¢ Three-year membership with the
PRCUA holding a $25,000 certifi-
cate, or

¢ Four-year membership with the

PRCUA holding a $15,000 certifi-

cate.

Note: Applicants must have active
certificates and be current with their
payments for five years after receipt
of the final scholarship.

Selection of award amounts and
recipients will be made by an inde-
pendent committee of jurors. For
both scholarships, awards will be
granted to applicants based on the
highest number of points earned, in-
cluding an essay (in English).

The PRCUA acknowledges that
continuing one’s education is impor-
tant to get ahead in life.

Guest speakers paid tribute to Casimir
Putaski, hero of two nations and the father of
American cavalry; commended the Polish-Ameri-
can community for their many achievements; and
encouraged the involvement of the Polish com-
munity in local, state and federal and government
agencies, and the impact it may have on the legis-
lature and politics.

The program included video presentations of
Pulaski’s biography, history of Stanistaw Ba-
towski’s painting Pulaski at Savannah, past Pulaski
Day celebrations, and the artifacts preserved in the
museum's collection presented by PMA staff: his-
torian Jan Lorys, curator Julita Siegel and manag-
ing director Matgorzata Kot.

The artistic program included: recitation of
Pulaski’s farewell address to the U.S. Congress,
with Putaski being portrayed by PRCUA New
Business associate Mateusz Bomba; singing of 4
Melodies Op. 7, No 4. Chiopca mego mi zabrali, com-
posed by L.]. Paderewski, words by Adam Asnyk,
performed by Mirostawa Sojka Topdr; a video rec-
itation of Hymn of the Moravian Nuns of Bethlehem
on the consecration of Pulaski’s Banner as composed
by Henry W. Longfellow, performed by Barbara
Kozuchowska; and two dance performances, first,
a polonez performed by the dancers of the PRCUA
Polonia Polish Folk Song and Dance Ensemble,
and dances from the Tatra Mountain region, per-
formed by members of the Tatra Mountain Foun-
dation Cultural Ensemble.

The event closed with the laying of the wreath
ceremony by members of the Kosciuszko Guards
assisted by James Robaczewski, Frank Spula,
Uzma Kazmi and Bogdan Ogoorek, followed by a
closing prayer offered by Rev. Andrzej Totzke,
SChr, pastor of the Holy Trinity Mission in Chi-
cago, and singing of “God Bless America.”

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LEADERS OF THE POLISH ROMAN
CATHOLIC UNION OF AMERICA
REV. THEODORE GIERYK

Rev. Theodore Gieryk was a cler-
gyman and one of the founders of
the Polish Roman Catholic Union of
America.

Theodore Gieryk (pol. Teodor
Gieryk) was born in 1837 near
Kwidzyn in Pomerania (Prussian
Province annexed in the First Par-
tition of Poland).

There is not much information
available about Fr. Gieryk’s early
years. He took part in the January
Uprising of 1863. Later, he served as
a chaplain in the Prussian army. It is
uncertain if he was a chaplain during
the Prussian-Austrian war in 1866 or
in the Franco-Prussian War of 1870-
1871.

Rev. Gieryk came to the United
States in 1872 and settled in Detroit,
MI. On September 24, 1873, Bishop
Caspar H. Borgess appointed Fr. Gie-
ryk to be a pastor of St. Albertus Par-
ish in Detroit. He served as its pastor
until April 3, 1875. In the church
records, his last name is also
recorded as: Gierek, Goeryk, and
Goeright.

At the time of Rev. Gieryk’s ap-
pointment, St. Albertus Parish was
troubled financially and religiously
disorganized.

During his one year and a half
Fr. Gieryk engaged in several proj-
ects that made his administration
significant, not only to chroniclers of
St. Albertus Parish, but also to histo-
rians of Polish American Catholi-
cism. He supervised the completion
of the first elementary school in St.
Albertus Parish. (The construction of
the school was suspended by Bishop
Borgess on the account of some legal
inadequacies.)

After it was finished, the school
provided the parish with an impor-
tant social institution that drew new
families to the congregation and en-
sured the parish's future growth.

During his eighteen months pas-
torate, Fr. Gieryk baptized 312 chil-
dren, blessed 100 marriages,
prepared over fifty children for first
Holy Communion, and taught cate-
chism to about 200 children on Sun-

days. In 1874, he founded the par-
ish's first Young Ladies Sodality.

In 1873, Fr. Gieryk donated a
relic of St. Stanislaus Bishop and
Martyr to the Relief Society, which
was working on establishing of the
Church of St. Stanislaus the Bishop
and Martyr, the first Polish parish in
Manhattan in New York.

Shortly after his arrival at St. Al-
bertus Parish, Rev. Gieryk proposed
the unification of all Polish Catholics
into a single country-wide organiza-
tion designed to promote the better-
ment of the Poles in America and to
protect their Catholic identity and
cultural heritage.

Fr. Gieryk issued an appeal to
the Polish newspapers published in
New York City, Chicago, and Union,
Missouri, explaining his proposed
organization and inviting interested
parties to a meeting at St. Albertus
Parish sometime in November or De-
cember of 1873. The meeting was at-
tended by «clergy and lay
representatives from several states.
The assembly founded The Union of
Polish Catholics and drew up a pro-
gram of objectives (such as: the estab-
lishment of Polish institutions of
higher learning, a hospital, a bank,
an orphanage, an immigrant aid
agency, a sister's convent, a teacher's
college, and circulating libraries), de-
signed to serve Polish immigrants
and their children. Fr. Gieryk was
elected first national president of the
Union. (Cont. on page 9)

At its second convention held in
October of 1874, the Union of Polish
Catholics changed its name to Zjed-
noczenie Polskie Rzymsko Katolickie
w Ameryce (the Polish Roman Catho-
lic Union of America) and Fr. Gieryk
was reelected president of the organ-
ization for a second term.

Fr. Gieryk was influential in
bringing the first Polish newspaper
Pielgrzym (The Pilgrim) to Detroit in
1874. The paper was renamed Gazeta
Polska Katolicka (The Polish Catholic
Gazette) and it served as the official
organ of the Union of Polish Catho-
lics. It was printed in Detroit until
October, 1875, when it moved to Chi-
cago, where the Union established its
new headquarters.

Fr. Gieryk submitted his resigna-
tion from the pastorate to Bishop
Borgess on the grounds that he
found it impossible to combine his
obligations as president of the
PRCUA with his duties as pastor of
St. Albertus Congregation. The resig-
nation was accepted on January 11,
1875, but the bishop asked Fr. Gieryk
to remain at the post and complete
the required parish reports for the
preceding year.

Fr. Gieryk left Detroit on April 3,
1875 and moved to Chicago.

After he did not get reelected as
PRCUA President at the third con-
vention held in Milwaukee in June
1875, and because of his poor health,
Fr. Gieryk sought a more peaceful
pastorate. He moved to Radom, a
town in rural southern Illinois newly
founded by Polish immigrants who
were farmers and workers for the
Ilinois Central Railroad. He briefly
served as a pastor at St. Michael's
Parish.

In July 1876, he headed St. Sta-
nislaus Parish in Berlin, WI, and from
January 1877 to January 1878, he
ministered at St. Casimir Parish in
Northeim, WI. Then he returned to
[linois. He settled at a farm in Jeffer-
son County (14 miles northeast of
Radom) and served German Catho-
lics living in the vicinity. He fell crit-
ically ill in late September of 1878.

Fr. Gieryk died on October 3,
1878, at the age of forty-one, and was
buried at St. Michael’s Cemetary in
Radom. A modest tombstone with
the inscription in English "Rev. Teo-
dor Gieryk, died Oct. 3, 1879. Age
41," was placed on the grave. (This
original tombstone is stored as a part
of the PRCUA collection in the Polish
Museum of America.)

Fr. Gieryk’s remains were
moved twice, first in 1937, and then
in 1970.

In the mid-1930s, PRCUA Pres-
ident Joseph Kania proposed an ini-
tiative to honor Fr. Gieryk by
funding a new monument on his
grave. The PRCUA administration
and board of directors supported the
project and established a fundraiser,
asking members for contributions.
After consulting with Fr. Stanistaw
Berent, pastor of St. Michael Parish in
Radom, Fr. Gieryk’s remains were
moved to a cemetery plot closer to
the church. A 14-foot granite cross
was placed on the grave. The bless-
ing of the grave and new obelisk
took place on Memorial Day on May
31, 1937. After the Mass and the pro-
cession to the cemetery, accompa-
nied by Cory Zjednoczenia and
members of the American Legion,
the tombstone was unveiled by the
PRCUA Vice Chaplain Fr. Pawet Ja-
neczko and blessed by Fr. Franciszek
A. Pudlowski from St. Louis, assisted
by 10 Polish priests from surround-
ing towns. PRCUA Treasurer Jan J.
Olejniczak, Rev. Janeczko, and
PRCUA President Joseph Kania
made ceremonial speeches. Over
four thousand people participated in
the event, including PRCUA
members from many states.

In 1943, PRCUA honored Fr.
Gieryk by naming a summer camp at
Custer Park, IL after him.

On May 20, 1970, Fr. Theodore
Gieryk’s remains and grave were
moved to the American
Czestochowa Shrine cemetery in
Doylestown, PA where he was laid to
rest among other well-known Polish
Americans. The PRCUA Administra-
tion received permission to transfer
the ashes of Fr. Gieryk from church
authorities: Bishop of Belleville (IL)
Rev. Albert Zuroweste, Cardinal
John Krol of the Philadelphia Arch-
diocese, and the Vicar General of the
Pauline Fathers, Rev. Michat
Zembrzuski.

The exhumation and transfer of
Fr. Gieryk’s ashes was coordinated
by PRCUA Chaplain Rev. Walerian
Karcz. Rev. Karcz and Fr. Zem-
brzuski celebrated the funeral Mass.

On June 28, 1970, members of the
PRCUA from various states attended
the Mass at Our Lady of
Czestochowa Sanctuary in Doyles-
town to honor Fr. Gieryk and to cele-
brate the Annual Sacred Heart Mass,
combined with the commemoration

of the 50th anniversary of Cud nad
Wistq (Miracle on the Vistula) of 1920.

Again, PRCUA funded a new
tombstone, over which towers the
figure of the Sacred Hearth of Jesus,
the patron of the PRCUA. The new
monument was unveiled and blessed
on June 29, 1975, after the celebratory
Mass. The celebration was well at-
tended by hundreds of PRCUA
members who also came to partici-
pate in the Annual Sacred Heart

Mass and PRCUA Day in Doyles-
town.

Poland tightens pandemic restric-
tions over Easter — In mid-February,
as the Covid-19 pandemic appeared
to be leveling off, Poland began eas-
ing restrictions. But within a month,
the daily number of new cases had
soared to 17,260, the highest since
last November. Over the next few
days the daily new infection figures
were already in the 25,000 range, and
officials feared it could soon top the
30,000 mark. A three-week partial
lockdown running over the Easter
holidays has been declared. Nearly
all businesses are ordered to close ex-
cept for groceries, pharmacies and
essential services. Strict distancing is
to be observed in churches, and
home holiday dinners were limited
to household members and no more
than five outside guests. Under a na-
tionwide vaccination campaign five
million Poles in this land of 38 mil-
lion were immunized by the end of
March. Polish Health Minister Adam
Niedzielski said the highly infectious
British coronavirus variant was re-
sponsible for the majority of new
cases. By the first day of spring 2021
from the start of the pandemic in Po-
land over two million Poles had been
infected with the coronavirus and
more than 49,000 died.

Poland now has the EU’s lowest un-
employment rate — With an unem-
ployment rate of only 3.1%, Poland
has recently eclipsed the Czech Re-
public (3.2%) as the European
Union’s least jobless nation. The un-
employment rate for the Netherlands
was 3.6%, Germany was at 4.6% and
France at 7.9%. The highest percent-
age of jobless was recorded in Greece
(16.2%) and Spain (16%). The Polish
government's effective policy of fi-

nancial assistance to pandemic-af-
fected businesses has helped save
some 6.9 million jobs. The Fitch rat-
ing agency recently confirmed Po-
land's A-rating and stable outlook.
“The stable outlook reflects Poland's
resilience to the pandemic shock and
expectations that GDP growth will
rebound and the budget deficit will
decline this year,” the agency ex-
plained.

South Koreans to help Poland
create super-airport — South Korea’s
Incheon Airport serving the Greater
Seoul area has signed a commitment
to help Poles build one of Europe’s
major air hubs. The South Koreans
were chosen to share their experi-
ence and expertise, because Incheon
is ranked amongst the world’s most
modern airports. The Polish air hub
will be located between Warsaw and
L6dz near the country’s geographic
center. Planners hope high-speed
trains will be able to whisk pas-
sengers to the airport from nearly
every part of Poland within two
hours. Prime Minister Mateusz Mo-
rawiecki called the Seoul airport “an
exceptional strategic partner.” The
hub is expected to handle its first
passengers in 2027.

Women score high in Poland’s man-
agement posts — Forty-seven percent
of Poland’s general management po-
sitions are held by women, according
to figures released recently by Euro-
stat, the European Union’s statistical
agency. That is much below top-
ranked Latvia (56%) but exceeds
France (38%), Britain (37%) and Ger-
many (30%). Poland is worse off in
terms of senior executive posts, only
13% of which are held by women.
Front-runners in that field include
Lithuania (28%), Latvia (27%) and
Romania (25%).
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PAINTING CHOPIN AT THE PRCUA

The sounds of Frederic Chopin's music once
again filled the Great Hall of the Polish Museum
of America during the "Painting Chopin" event,
sponsored by the PRCUA and organized as part
of the 2021 Chopin in the City Festival. It was one of
the first events under the patronage of PRCUA
since the outbreak of the pandemic in March 2020.
We’ve really missed our live cultural encounters!

On Sunday, February 28, PRCUA hosted a
limited group of young artists to take part in a live
art-music event, which was held in compliance
with all required safety protocols and available
virtually to a wider audience.

It was a one-of-a-kind concert for piano with
canvas and brushes, an artistic feast involving tal-
ent and imagination. While listening to a piano
concert of Chopin’s beautiful masterpieces, the
young artists painted what was playing in their
souls. The participants of the event were students
of the PatriciaArt Studio from Chicago.

Svetlana Belsky, narrator of the event, played
the piano and introduced the young people to

Chopin's work.

Music and artistic education is part of the mis-
sion of the annual Chopin in the City Festival organ-
ized by the Sounds and Notes Foundation and its
founder, renowned jazz vocalist Grazyna
Auguscik. Due to the ongoing pandemic, the fes-
tival this year was held entirely virtually. The con-
certs are available for viewing at
www.soundsandnotes.com.

A special guest of the "Painting Chopin" even-
ing, James Robaczewski—Chair of the Executive
Committee of the Polish Museum and PRCUA
President—spoke to the participants, who were in-
terested in the history of the facility and its ex-
hibits. At the end of the event, all of the
participants received gifts from the PRCUA and
promised to visit our headquarters again as soon
as it opens to the public.

We would like to thank all the participants
and everyone involved in the organization of this
unique event. In the future, we hope to be able to
accommodate more people. See you next year!

POLISH EASTER
BRUNCH

SAND BABKA (babka piaskowa): Combine 3/4 ¢
flour, 3/4 ¢ potato starch and 4 t baking powder
and sift together. Cream 1 c + 2 T butter with 1-1/2
c confectioner’s sugar, gradually adding 4 raw egg
yolks, zest rind and juice of 1 lemon and mix will.
Gently fold in 4 stiffly beaten egg whites. Transfer
to greased, flour-dusted babka pan and bake in
350° oven 1 hr or so. When cool, dust with confec-
tioner’s sugar.

BABCIA’S CHEESECAKE (sernik babuni): Com-
bine 1-1/4 cups flour, 3/4 t baking powder and 1/4
t salt. With fork mash in 1/4 c butter or margarine.
Beat 1 egg with 3 T sour cream and stir into flour
mixture with 1/3 ¢ confectioner’s sugar. Knead
well until dough is smooth and roll out on floured
bread-board into a rectangle. Line a 13x9x2 inch
pan with the dough and bring it part way up the
sides. Separately, beat 6 eggs with 2 ¢ confec-
tioner’s sugar at high speed 5 min, add 1 t vanilla
extract and beat until fluffy. Process in food pro-
cessor or sieve 1 1b farmer’s cheese, combine with
1-1/2 ¢ mashed potatoes, add 2 t baking powder,
1/2 t salt, 1 T lemon or orange zest and a pinch of
nutmeg. Combine well with egg mixture, transfer
to dough-lined baking pan, smoothing out the top.
Bake at 350° 45-55 min or until set. Cool well be-
fore cutting into portions.

CRUMB-TOP PLUM MAZURKA (mazurek
z powidtami i kruszonkq): Cut 1/2 Ib butter into 3
¢ flour, gradually mixing in 4 egg yolks and 1
scant ¢ confectioner’s sugar. Quickly work ing-
redients into a smooth dough, wrap in foil and re-
frigerate several hrs. Divide dough into 2 parts.
Roll out one half and fit it into square or rectangu-
lar baking pan. Spread with powidta (Polish plum
butter). Coarsely grate the remaining dough,
evenly covering the entire surface. Bake in pre-
heated 390-400° oven about 20 min or until nice
and golden. When cool, cut into squares.

EASTER CHEESE DESSERT (pascha): Sieve 2-
1/4 lbs full-cream (not fat-reduced!)) farmer’s
cheese. Separately, cream 5 egg yolks with 1-1/4 ¢
sugar, stir in 1 c coffee cream. Stirring constantly,
heat mixture nearly to boiling point, but do not
boil. Remove from flame, stir in the cheese, 1 1/4
Ib unsalted butter, 3/4 ¢ plumped raisins, 1/2 c
chopped blanched almonds, 1 t orange zest and 1
t vanilla. Mix well and place mixture on cheese
cloth. Tie cheese cloth into a ball and hang it up to
drip-dry, twisting ball to extract moisture. When
no more moisture can be extracted, refrigerate in
cheese cloth over night. Remove cheese cloth and
decorate cheese ball pascha with chopped candied
orange rind, slivered almonds and raisins.

AND WILL SURVIVE

Hopefully only the Easters of
2020 and 2021 will go down in his-
tory as the years of the pandemic-
lock down, with things returning to
normal come 2022. But even this year
there is a positive note. Easter cus-
toms are being suspended over pan-
demic concerns, but today’s
stay-at-home mode provides an op-
portunity to read up on our Polish
holiday heritage.

To many Americans (including
some PolAms) Swigconka (shfyen-
TSAWN-kah) may be hard to pro-
nounce but easy to get attached to. In
fact, it is often referred to as one of
two Polish traditions with the great-
est popular appeal, the other being
Wigilia which includes the sharing
of optatek (Christmas wafer).

Ritual food blessing goes back to
pagan times, but in Poland its Easter
version was first recorded in the late
13th century. Originally, a priest

would visit the local manor house
and bless tables laden with meat,
eggs, cakes and other delicacies. Pea-
sant women toting their wicker bas-
kets would wait outside so the priest
could sprinkle their food on his way
out. Later the custom was transferred
to parishes. Over the generations,
Polish emigrants have taken this tra-
dition to the far-flung corners of the
globe.

The traditonal foods all have a
symbolic meaning. Eggs symbolize
the new life brought about by
Christ's Resurrection. The lamb in
whatever form is the Lamb of God
(Jesus), and bread — the Bread of Life
(again symbolizing Jesus). Salt is to
preserve us from corruption, and
horseradish is one of the bitter herbs
of the Passover.
