NEW ENGLAND FRATERNAL
ALLIANCE 2021 SCHOLARSHIPS

Award: Two $1,000 scholarships
will be awarded by the New England
Fraternal Alliance to students in their
sophomore, junior, or senior year in
college or in graduate school. The
first is named in memory of Pearl
Plante, a loyal and tireless worker for
the New England Fraternal Alliance;
the second is named in memory of
Normand Ouellette, a past president
and heart of the Alliance.

Eligibility: Applicant must be
enrolled as a full-time student in an
accredited college/university or
graduate school.

Applicant must be a resident of
New England and a member (or a
son /daughter of a member) of a fra-
ternal benefit society that holds a
membership in the New England
Fraternal Alliance.

Applicant must have a cumu-
lative grade average of at least 2.0 (on
a 4.0 system). Transcript of grades
from spring 2021 semester must be
submitted with application.

Application for scholarship
award must be completed in its en-
tirety and submitted by September
1, 2021. Incomplete and/or late en-
tries will be disqualified. There will
be absolutely no extension of the
deadline.

Procedures: The $1,000 scholar-
ship awards will be paid directly to
recipients.

Criteria to be used in judging:
overall merits of applicant, cumu-
lative grade average, college activ-
ities/ honors, community activities,
financial need and essay content.

From among the entries, top ten
applications will be selected and re-
ferred to a three member panel for
final judging. Recipients of NEFA
scholarship awards will be notified
by October 15, 2021.

CHICAGO POLONIA CELEBRATED
THE 230 ANNIVERSARY OF THE ADOPTION
OF THE MAY 3R CONSTITUTION

On the first weekend of May, the Chicago’s
Polonia with celebrated Polish National Flag Day,
Polish Diaspora and Poles Abroad Day (holidays
celebrated on May 2), and the 230th anniversary
of the adoption of the May 3rd Constitution. Al-
though the annual May 3 parade did not march
through the streets of downtown Chicago for the
second year in a row, several momentous celebra-
tions were held. The number of participants was
still reduced due to the pandemic restrictions in
force, but this did not prevent the Polish com-
munity in Chicago from celebrating the Polish na-
tional holiday.

On Friday, April 30, the Polish Museum of
America hosted a ceremony of awarding military
promotions by the Defense Attaché at the Embassy
of the Republic of Poland in Washington, General
Cezary Wisniewski. Tadeusz Gubata, Wiestaw
Chodorowski and Szakro Cerdzwadze-Wardis-
ianigeorgis were promoted to the rank of captain.
Tadeusz Gubata, a participant of the Warsaw Up-
rising, received the nomination in person.

During the event, consul Piotr Semeniuk was
decorated with a gold medal in recognition of his
merits in the field of development and strengthen-
ing the defense of the Republic of Poland.

The promotion ceremony was combined with
the opening of a display honoring the permanent
exhibition of the Home Army, and a small exhibit

PRCUA Vice President Micheline
Jaminski was one of the guest speakers
at the wreath-laying ceremony

and Dance Ensemble "Polonia" opened the Sat-
urday’s celebrations with a morning performance
at St. Ferdinand Parish, where the ensemble pre-
sented a spectacle directed by the author Iwona
Puc, entitled "The Declaration of May 3, 1791."

At 11:30 a.m., the virtual 130th May 3rd Con-
stitution Parade in Chicago was streamed from the
headquarters of the Alliance of Polish Clubs.

Sunday celebrations began early with the
wreath-laying ceremony at the General Tadeusz
Koséciuszko monument in downtown Chicago.
The ceremony opened with the singing of three
hymns: Polish, American and Lithuanian. The pro-
clamation of the Mayor of Chicago, Lori Lightfoot,
declaring May 3 as the Constitution Day of the
Polish-Lithuanian State was read out. Speeches
were delivered by: Consul General of the Republic
of Poland Matogrzata Bak-Guzik, Consul General
of Lithuania Matvydas Bekesius, President of the
PAC and PNA Frank Spula, Vice President of the
PRCUA Micheline Jaminski, President of the Alli-
ance of Polish Clubs Jan Kope¢, Congressman Raja
Kirshnamoorthi, Chicago Alderman Ariel Reboy-
ras, Zhanna Charniauskaya, coordinator of Bela-
rusians in Chicago, and others.

At 10 a.m., a solemn Mass was celebrated in
the Holy Trinity Mission in observance of May 3
Constitution Day, the Day of the Polish Diaspora
and Poles Abroad, the Day of the Polish National
Flag, and the 100th anniversary of the establish-
ment of the Polish Army Veterans Association.
Auxiliary Bishop of the Archdiocese of Chicago
Fr. Andrzej Wypych was the main celebrant. He
was assisted by priests from the Polish and Lithu-
anian missions in Chicago. Speeches were deliv-
ered by consul General of the Republic of Poland
Matgorzata Bak-Guzik, Lithuanian Consul Matvy-
das BekeSius, President of the PAC and PNA
Frank Spula and President of the Lithuanian-
American Community organization Arvydas Ur-
bonavicius. Offertory gifts were brought by
representatives of Polish organizations. PRCUA
Vice President Micheline Jaminski represented the
PRCUA officers at this event.

On Monday, May 3, at noon, the ceremony of
raising the flags of Poland, Lithuania and the USA
took place at Daley Plaza in downtown Chicago.
It was attended by state and city of Chicago rep-
resentatives, representatives of municipal offices
of nearby towns, Polish and American military
units officers, Polish, Lithuanian and Belarusian
organizations, and veterans. Speeches were made
by: dignitaries of Polish and Lituanian organiza-
tions as well as by local state officials. The 144th
U.S. Army Military Orchestra played the national
anthems and the May 3rd Mazurka. PRCUA Vice
President Micheline Jaminski and Secretary-Treas-
urer Agnieszka Bastrzyk attended the ceremony.

In the evening, a group of Polish community
activists and educators were honored with state
and departmental medals at the Consulate Gen-
eral of the Republic of Poland. Due to epidemic re-
strictions, the ceremony was held in four
segments. The guests were welcomed by Consul
Piotr Semeniuk and Consul General Matgorzata
Bak-Guzik performed the decoration ceremonies.
Knight's Cross of the Order of Polonia Restituta
was awarded to former Solidarity activist
Krzysztof Wojciechowski; the Gold Cross of Merit
was awarded to the oldest member of the
Kosciuszko Guards Color Unit, Kazimierz Man-
iak. Two bronze Medals for Merit to Culture — Glo-
ria Artis were awarded to the director of "Polonia"
Polish Folk Song & Dance Ensemble Anna
Krysinski (also the National Director of PRCUA
District #7) and the music director of "Polonia"
Mieczystaw Dzi$. Later, distinctions awarded by
the Minister of National Education of Poland were
awarded to: Ewa Koch, President of the Associa-
tion of Polish Teachers in America, Anna Duna-
jewski, Vice President of the Education Congress
of the Polish Diaspora, and directors and teachers
of Polish Saturday schools operating in Chicago
and its vicinity. Among the recipients were the re-
tired principal of the Maria Konopnicka Polish
School Stanistaw Skubisz, and a teacher of the
school, Lilla Czajczyk. The school operates under
the patronage of the PRCUA. Secretary-Treasurer
Agnieszka Bastrzyk represented the PRCUA at
this event.

LEADERS OF THE POLISH ROMAN
CATHOLIC UNION OF AMERICA

KLEMENS BELINSKI

Klemens Belinski

Klemens Belinski (aka Bieliniski)
was an attorney in Chicago and the
5th president of the Polish Roman
Catholic Union of America (1886-87
and 1895-97).

Beliniski was born on October 2,
1853, near Koronowo on the Note¢
River in the Kuyavian-Pomeranian
Voivodeship (area annexed by Prus-
sia in the late 18th century.)

He was married to Jadwiga Nor-
vakorojka (b. 1852 — d. 1922). The
couple had four children: Joseph, Al-
exander, Edward Michael, and
Emilie Rose.

Klemens Belinski was active in
the PRCUA for many years. At the
14th PRCUA Convention in 1887, he
presented two proposals. First, to
change the PRCUA badge to a gold
cross depicting Our Lady of
Czestochowa in the middle, the
Sacred Heart of Jesus at the top, the
Polish eagle and coat of arms of the
Grand Duchy of Lithuania at the two
ends of the horizontal crossbar, and
the coat of arms of the Kingdom of
Ruthenia and the letters Z.P.R K. on
the bottom. The first badges were
available to members shortly after
the convention. Belinski also au-
thored of the proposal to assign
order numbers to the societies.

He was elected the chairman of

the 16th PRCUA Convention in 1889.

At the 20th PRCUA Convention
in 1893, Belinski was elected as a
member of the Constitution Amend-
ment Committee. His committee was
also instructed to seek incorporation
of the PRCUA by the U.S. Congress.

At the same convention, he was
nominated to be one of the PRCUA
representatives (together with Piotr
Kiotbassa and Wojciech Jedrzejek) at
the General National Exhibition
(Powszechna Wystawa Krajowa)
held in 1894 in Lviv on the occasion
of the 100th anniversary of the
Kosciuszko Uprising.

Belinski ~ represented  the
PRCUA at the second meeting of the
Zjednoczenie Mlodziezy Polsko-Ka-
tolickiej w Stanach Zjednoczonych
(The Alliance of Polish Catholic
Youth in the United States), estab-
lished by the PRCUA in early 1894.
The alliance functioned for a short
period of time under the patronage
of the PRCUA, then it reemerged as
the Polish Youth Alliance under the
patronage of the Polish National Al-
liance.

Belinski was  unanimously
elected chairman of the 21st PRCUA
Convention in 1894.

In 1895, he represented PRCUA
at the convention of the Polish Union
(Unia Polska).

On April 17, 1898, Beliniski was
one of the guest speakers at a rally
convened in Pulaski Hall in Chicago,
urging men to organize a Polish regi-
ment and defend the "adopted
homeland" in the Spanish-American
War.

He was a member of the Holy
Name of Jesus Society, Foresters, and
Royal Arcanum.

Klemens Belinski died on May
20, 1916 at the age of 62. Funeral
services were held at St. Adalbert
Church in Chicago on May 24, 1916.
He was laid to rest at St. Adalbert
Cemetery in Niles, IL.

" Sacred Heart of Jesus,

The month of June in the Catholic Church is ded-
icated to the Sacred Heart of Jesus. It is also a special
time for us, as our beloved PRCUA has the Sacred
Heart of Jesus as its patron! The tradition of honoring Jesus” Sacred Heart
goes back hundreds of years. Its theological foundation is contained in the
Gospel of John, in two specific passages: John 7:37-39 and 19:33-37. The first
deals with the Lord’s revelation that living water would flow out from His
heart and the second, that from His pierced heart flowed blood and water,
the source of sacramental life for the Church.

The high point of this month is the celebration of the feast of the Sacred
Heart, which occurs each year on the Friday after the feast of Corpus Christi.
This year, the feast falls on Friday, June 3rd. This feast actually traces its roots
to Poland, as the bishops of Poland petitioned the Pope and were permitted
to celebrate this feast beginning in 1765. In 1865, it was extended to the uni-
versal Church and has since become an important part of the devotional life
of the Church throughout the world. In Poland and in our Polish American
churches, colorful and festive processions make their way with the Blessed
Sacrament to four altars set up around the parish.

Before the actual feast was placed on the universal calendar, many of the
saints and countless others promoted love and devotion to the Sacred Heart
of Jesus. Some of the more notable individuals are St. Ignatius Loyola, St.
Francis de Sales and St. Margaret Mary Alacoque. St. John Eudes also played
a large role in developing our devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus, com-
posing a Mass and Office to Jesus’ Sacred Heart. It is from St. Margaret
Mary’s private revelations that the devotion called the Act of Reparation and
Consecration to the Sacred Heart of Jesus became widespread. This remains
an extremely popular and meaningful devotion to many Catholics today. I
am sure many of you remember or still participate in the weekly devotions
to the Sacred Heart of Jesus during the month of June. As we celebrate this
month dedicated to the Sacred Heart, I would like to share with you with
this prayer to the Sacred Heart of Jesus composed by St. Gertrude. It is one
of my favorites! I hope you will find it meaningful and pray it often.

Hail! O Sacred Heart of Jesus, living and strengthening source of Eter-
nal Life, infinite treasure of the Divinity and burning furnace of Divine
Love. You are my refuge and my sanctuary, o my amiable Savior. Consume
my heart with that burning fire with which your own is inflamed. Pour
down on my soul those graces which flow from your love and let my heart
be so united with yours, that our wills may be one and my will in all
things, be conformed to yours. May your Divine Will be the guide and
rule of all my desires and of all my actions. Amen.

Finally, the month of June is also the month in which we honor our
fathers with a special day to celebrate their contributions to family life. How
appropriate that this day falls during the month of the Sacred Heart of Jesus!
I'hope that all of you will take time out to honor your dad on his special day.
If he is no longer with you, a visit to the cemetery, a Mass offered for his in-
tention or a prayer for his eternal repose is most appropriate. If you are lucky
enough to still have him with you, I know you will find an appropriate way
to honor him on Father’s Day. A blessed and happy Father’s Day to all our
PRCUA dads!

Biden invites Poland’s Duda, other
leaders to climate summit - U.S.
President Joe Biden has invited a
number of world leaders including
his Polish counterpart, Andrzej
Duda, to a virtual climate summit.
Biden wants to convince the world of
America’s return to the frontline of
struggle with man-made climate
change, from which his predecessor
Trump withdrew the United States.
Those invited include the leaders of
Russia, China, Japan, Israel, Ger-
many, Britain, France, Italy and Tur-
key. Poland, which now still gets
80% of its electricity from coal-fired
powerplants, is committed to shut
down its coal mines over the next
three decades. Wind farms are being
built, solar panels are getting in-
stalled and the coutnry’s energy sec-
tor hopes to develop its nuclear-
power potential.

Expert expects vigorous Polish post-
COVID recovery - Barring any un-
foreseen developments, the pace of
Poland's economic recovery from the
COVID-19 crisis may be much faster
than expected, economist Bartosz
Marczuk of the Polish Development
Fund said recently. “Taking into ac-
count what could have happened
with the economy after March 2020
(when Poland’s first coronavirus in-
fection was reported), the Polish
economy has managed to overcome
the pandemic crisis very well,” he
said. As proof, he pointed to the
growth of GDP, industrial produc-
tion, retail sales as well as the EU’s
lowest unemployment rate. Marczuk
added that Poland has been among
the global leaders stimulating its
companies to the tune of nearly $57
billion in incentives, the equivalent
of eight percent of the country’s
GDP.

Potato starch can protect the envi-
ronment — Widely used in Polish
baking and cooking, potato starch
can also help protect the environ-
ment by providing an alternative to
the huge volume of plastic waste pol-
luting our planet. Polish chemicals
giant Grupa Azoty (Nitrogen Group)
recently launched a factory produ-
cing thermoplastic potato starch

used in the manufacture of fully
biodegradable packaging. Located in
the southeastern city of Tarnéw, it is
the first such factory in Central-East
Europe. The launch came in re-
sponse to the 2019 European Parlia-
ment Directive to reduce the
environmentally adverse impact of
plastic products. Plastic bags and
packaging appear likely to be
banned in the foreseeable future.

Polish daredevil climbs and skis
down more tall peaks - Andrzej Bar-
giel, 33, recently climbed and skied
down Pakistan’s 20,000-foot Laila
peak. A few days earlier, the Polish
highlander became the first man in
history to climb the slightly taller Ya-
wash Sar Il peak and ski back down
its slope. It was part of Bargiel’s on-
going project to quickly conquer tall
peaks without setting up camps and
speedily descend without oxygen on
foot or skis. Born and raised in Po-
land’s Tatra Mountains, in 2013 and
2015 the Polish daredevil climbed
several over-26,000-foot summits
and in 2018 became the first man
ever to climb and ski back down K2,
winning National Geographic’s “Ad-
venturer of the Year” award. In 2019,
Bargiel had hoped to ski down
Mount Everest but had to abandon
the plan. In view of his passion for
setting mountaineering records,
those who know him are sure he
may eventually give it another go.

Poland’s Paradise Cave wins
UNESCO’s Geopark designation -
The Swigtokrzyskie (Holy Cross
Mountains) geopark has joined the
Global Geoparks Network. The net-
work comprises 161 Geoparks in 44
countries described as “unified geo-
graphical areas with sites and land-
scapes of international geological
significance.” South-Central Po-
land’s geological landscape park fea-
turing rock formations dating back
400 million years was awarded a
UNESCO Geopark Label following
four years of lobbying. A notable
geological feature and major tourist
attraction of the park is Paradise
Cave, a karst limestone cave with
five chambers and caverns, formed
during the Middle Devonian period
around 360 million years ago.

German business wants to tap into
Poland’s economic boom - German
companies are eager to harness the
potential of Poland’s economy, Ger-
man broadcaster Deutsche Welle
said. The European Bank for Recon-
struction and Development (EBRD)
expects 3% growth in 2021, which
would make Poland the only EU
country to reach pre-crisis levels by
the end of this year. Other forecasts
have estimated 4% to 4-5% GDP
growth. EBRD chief economist Beata
Javorcik said two aspects distinguish
Poland's recovery from others in Eu-
rope: diversity and flexibility. “Gen-
erous incentive packages have also
helped during the crisis.” Deutsche
Welle stressed that the German and
Polish economies were increasingly
linked, pointing to German invest-
ments in Poland, including Daimler
and Volkswagen.

Polish Primate and a blind nun to
be beatified September 12th - The

delayed beatification of former Pol-
ish Primate Cardinal Stefan Wy-
szynski and Mother Réza Maria
Czacka would be held on September
12th in Warsaw, Pope Francis de-
cided recently. At the ceremony, the
Holy Father will be represented by
Cardinal Marcello Semeraro, Prefect
of the Congregation for the Causes of
Saints. As Primate of Poland,
Wyszynski shepherded the Polish
Church and nation through 33 years
of Soviet-style oppression and lived
to see the emergence of the anti-com-
munist Solidarity union. R6za Maria
Czacka (1876-1961) was a noble-
woman who went blind at the age of
22 and devoted her life to the care of
the sightless. She was best known for
establishing a blind children’s village
at Laski on the outskirts of Warsaw.
She also set up the Franciscan Order
of Sister Servants of the Cross. The
beatification had originally been
scheduled for last summer, but was
postponed due to the pandemic.

POLISH RECIPES

Robert Strybel, Polish Chef

CHICKEN NOODLE SOUP

Wash 2 lbs chicken parts such as
backs and necks, place in pot, add
1 T salt and 2-1/2 - 3 qts water, bring
to gentle boil and cook 60 min. Skim
off scum until no more forms. Add
2 carrots, 1 parsley root, 1 leek and a
slice of celeriac (or 2 stalks celery),
1 halved onion (impale it on fork and
charr over flame first), 1 whole to-
mato, 6 peppercorns, 2-3 grains all-
spice and 3 bay leaves. Cook until
vegetables are tender and meat
comes away from the bones. Strain
and discard all spices. Remove meat
from bone, dice and return to soup.
Vegetables may be used in some
other dish, but the carrots may be
diced and served in the soup. Serve
over store-bought egg noodles or
poured-batter noodles. Garnish with
a little finely chopped parsley and/or
dill before serving.

ROAST CHICKEN POLONAISE
Soak 2 broken-up stale white bread
rolls in milk to cover until soggy.
Process or grind together with 6-8
raw, deveined chicken livers. Com-
bine mixture with 1/2 1b raw ground
veal, 1 -2 eggs, 1-2 T soft butter or
margarine. Work well by hand until
fully blended. Season with salt,
pepper, a dash of nutmeg, 2 heaping
T or more finely chopped fresh dill
and (optional) 1 t finely chopped
parsley. Mix well. Rinse 2-1/2 - 3 1b
chicken well and pat dry. Rub inside
of cavity with salt, pepper and a
pinch of marjoram and stuff just be-
fore roasting. The general rule of
thumb is to allow about 3/4 ¢ stuffing
per 1b of chicken. Sew up, tying legs
together. Rub chicken all over with a
little oil, sprinkle with pepper and
paprika and rub in. Bake in pre-
heated 375°F oven about 75-90 min.
Baste occasionally with pan drip-

pings.
