STANISLAW ADAMKIEWICZ

Stanistaw = Adamkiewicz = -
PRCUA President from 1909 to 1913.

Adamkiewicz was born in 1875
in Sumierzyce in the Great Duchy of
Posen (part of the Kingdom of Prus-
sia, created from territories annexed
by Prussia after the partitions of Po-
land). His father owned a brewery in
Sumierzyce, but after losing the busi-
ness as a result of German persecu-
tion, the family moved to Lodz

(Kingdom of Poland), where
Stanistaw  attended  secondary
school.

In 1892, the family left for Amer-
ica on a ship called Wantrom. On the
way, the ship crashed at the mouth

of the St. Lawrence River. About 700
passengers survived the catastrophe
at a small island, where they stayed
for three days before being rescued
and taken to Quebec, Canada.

Adamkiewicz came to Chicago
during the World's Fair in 1893. With
time, he became an important figure
in the Polish community in Chicago.
As a true "Renaissance man" of his
time, he juggled talents in many or-
ganizations and occupied prominent
positions, among them: president of
the Polish Roman Catholic Union,
city councilor, coorganizer of the
parish of St. John Cantius, president
of the Polish National Committee,
member and activist of the Polish
Alma Mater, and the PNA.

For some time after arriving in
Chicago, Adamkiewicz worked on
electrical installations, then for 8
years he was employed in the iron
products factory March & Davis
Company. During the last 5 years of
his tenure there, he was the foreman,
supervising around 200 employees.
Thanks to his efforts, many Poles
were hired to work in the factory,
and many of them later became
prominent Polish-Americans.

In 1900, Adamkiewicz married
Victoria (née Kubicka), a daughter of
older settlers and parishioners of St.
John Cantius Parish.

About the same time, he bought
a photo studio located at 1029 Mil-
waukee Ave. from Jan Idzikowski.
Although, the studio prospered,
Adamkiewicz closed it because he
was too busy being involved with or-
ganizational, national and political
work.

Around 1901, he became in-
volved in the Polish Roman Catholic
Union of America. He was a co-
founder of the St. John Cantius Soci-
ety #194. This society was one of the
first to introduce compatriots from
the Austrian partition into the organ-
ization.

At the PRCUA 29th Convention
in 1905, Stanistaw Adamkiewicz was
elected PRCUA Director for a two-
year term. He was reelected at the
30th Convention in 1907.

At the 31st Convention in Cleve-
land, OH, in 1909, Adamkiewicz was

elected the president of the Polish
Roman Catholic Union of America.
He was reelected to the office at the
32nd Convention in Syracuse, NY in
1911.

In 1910, he was one of three Pol-
ish American delegates to the Grun-
wald Memorial Celebration, held in
Krakow, Poland, in 1910.

In the same year, PRCUA partic-
ipated in the Polish American Con-
vention in Washington, DC. Two
years later, PRCUA together with
other Polish American organizations
founded the National Defense Com-
mittee, where Adamkiewicz played
an important role in establishing the
Polish National Council, in which he
held the position of president for
some time.

During Adamkiewicz’s tenure,
the PRCUA Home Office was built at
the corner of Milwaukee and Au-
gusta in Chicago in 1913 (where it
operates to this day), and the number
of PRCUA societies increased from
460 to 753.

He inspired the writing of the
first history of the Polish Roman
Catholic Union of America. In 1913,
he recommended the founding of the
Polish Union Daily.

Adamkiewicz was very support-
ive of the PRCUA Educational Aid
Department, the Women's Depart-
ment, the Youth Department, and
sports clubs. He fought for the equal-
ity of the Polish clergy, for the rights
of citizens of Polish origin, and for
the due positions of Poles in every
field of work.

He was also very involved in or-
ganizing the Polish Army, partici-
pated in many conferences and
conventions organized by the Polish
American community and in every
national movement aimed at the lib-
eration of Poland.

He became president of the Pol-
ish National Council, which pub-
lished Free Poland.

When the Inter-Allied Commis-
sion came to Chicago in 1918,
Stanistaw Adamkiewicz headed the
reception committee representing
the Chicago City Council. Through
his efforts, the City Council passed a
resolution recognizing the Polish flag
as equal to the flags of other free na-
tions, although Poland was then in
captivity. Adamkiewicz's argument
that American citizens of Polish
origin did not recognize the partition
of Poland won over the City Council.

In 1926, Adamkiewicz received
the Officer's Cross of the Polonia Res-
tituta Order for his patriotic activity
for the liberation of Poland from the
hands of Ignacy Jan Paderewski.

Three years Ilater, he was
decorated by General Jozef Haller
with the Commander's Cross of the
Polonia Restituta Order for his serv-
ices to the cause of the Polish Army.

Adamkiewicz was active in Chi-
cago politics. He was chairman of the
Democratic Party in Chicago from
1893. He was the alderman of the
17th Ward from 1917 to 1921, and
then the 31st Ward from 1923 to 1929.
He was also the secretary of the Mil-
waukee Avenue Building & Loan As-
sociation.

He was elected a delegate to the
Illinois State Constitutional Conven-
tion of Illinois 27th District (1920-22),
and an alternate delegate to the
Democratic National Convention
from Illinois in 1928.

In 1929, Adamkiewicz visited
Poland and (Continued on pg. 16)

The virtual opening of the gala
began with a dramatic video set to
the music of Ignacy Jan Paderewski’s
Fantasie Polonaise with a breathtaking
drone flight over the city of Chicago.
The video then drew guests into the
Polish Museum of America, located
in the headquarters of its founder,
the Polish Roman Catholic Union of
America, and guided viewers to the
grand ballroom atop the historic 108
year-old building. The Gala Chair,
PMA Vice Chair and PRCUA Vice
President  Micheline  Jaminski
greeted all guests, both in-person
and virtual, with the promise that
not only would this night enlighten,
educate and entertain, but would
serve to encourage the continued
support of the museum that not only
maintains a home for the treasures of
a great nation and its people, but
lends a voice to tell their stories. A
short film shared the history of the
museum.

The Mistress of Ceremonies for
the evening was the beautiful and
talented Elzbieta Sawczuk, who dur-
ing her 18 years in Polish media in
Chicago frequented the Polish Mu-
seum of America, always in awe of
the artifacts, materials and infor-
mation it housed and its knowledge-
able staff. Now, as the Director of
Marketing for the PRCUA, she has
“the opportunity to be present daily
in our historic building. Often over-
whelmed with emotion and pride, I
am also apprehensive, as it is truly

up to each generation to fulfill the
mission of our museum.”

Dignitaries for the evening in-
cluded the newest member of the
Polish Consulate in Chicago and
first-time visitor to the PMA, Consul
Agata Grochowska; President of the
Polish American Congress and Pol-
ish National Alliance Frank Spula;
PNA Treasurer Steven Tokarski;
President of the Polish Roman Cath-
olic Union and Chairman of the
Board of the Polish Museum of
America James  Robaczewski;
PRCUA Secretary-Treasurer Ag-
nieszka Bastryk; from the PMA,
President Richard Owsiany, Board
Members Sharon Orlowski (chair of
past PMA Galas), Betty Uzarowicz,
John Chitkowski, Andrzej Paw-
lowski, Marek Kowalczyk, and Bog-
dan Ogorek, who also represented
the Polish and Slavic Federal Credit
Union; Managing Director
Malgorzata Kot with her team of spe-
cialists; PMA President Emeritus
Maria Ciesla; and Legion of Young
Polish Women President Kathy
Lesny-Evans.

Father Andrzej Totzke, PMA
Chaplain and director of the Holy
Trinity Polish Mission in Chicago,
was asked for a prayer of invocation,
blessing the many guests and sup-
porters of the museum. After all,
“Gos¢ w dom, Bog w dom” (Guest in
the house, God in the house).

Consul Agata Grochowska read
congratulatory letters from the Secre-
tary of State of the Republic of Po-
land Adam Kwiatkowski and
Minister of Culture, National Her-
itage and Sport Piotr Glinski, as well
as extended greetings from Poland’s
Ambassador to the U.S. Piotr Wilc-
zek and Consul from the Polish Con-
sulate in Chicago Matgorzata
Bak-Guzik, whose letters would be
included in this year’s gala program
book.

Each year, the Gala boasts a
theme linked to a cultural or histori-
cal milestone. This year is no excep-
tion, as 2021 celebrates the 80th
anniversary of the Paderewski
Room, one of the most significant
and important donations in the his-
tory of the museum. A cousin of the
maestro, Coleen Jan Paderewski, au-
thor of Paderewski: His Journey Home,
which chronicles the legacy of Ignacy
Jan Paderewski and the story of his
living relatives bringing his body
back to Poland, was gracious enough
to send a special video message on

this auspicious occasion.

PMA President Richard Owsi-
any took to the podium and prior to
further reflecting on the history of
the Paderewski Room, related the ef-
fect the pandemic had on the mu-
seum and acknowledged his
gratitude to its supporters, especially
one anonymous donor whose match
challenge was met and surpassed.
This donation of $50,000 was in
memory of Jack and Dorothy Rad-
gowski. Mr. Owsiany acknowledged
the ongoing financial contribution
and cooperation with the Polish
Roman Catholic Union of America,
and expressed his gratitude to Po-
land’s Ministry of Culture, National
Heritage and Sport for its financial
support.

Returning to the theme of the
night’s event, Mr. Owsiany ex-
plained that “with tenacity and emo-
tion, Mieczystaw Haiman, the
PMA'’s first curator, was able to con-
vince Antonina Wilkoniska, Pade-
rewski’s sister, to donate her
brother’s personal and historical ar-
tifacts, mementos and possessions to
the PMA for a permanent exhibit
dedicated to Paderewski.” These
treasures were received on October
10, 1941, four days after Antonina
passed away — she never saw her vi-
sion come to pass. Since the PMA is
where history comes to life, one
wonders what her reaction would
have been. After hearing the story of
how the Paderewski exhibit moved
from the Great Hall to its own
sanctuary, a tour of the end product
was seen thanks to another short film
produced by the PMA.

On November 3, 1941, the Pade-
rewski Room was formally opened
with a gala similar to this event —
with dignitaries and guests. On our
“Night at the Polish Museum,” An-
tonina Wilkonska, played by incom-
parable actress and PMA staff
member Barbara Kozuchowska,
“visited” the Paderewski Room and
reminisced about her brother. From
here, the film transitioned to an ac-
tual concert by Paderewski from the
movie Moonlight Sonata, culminating
in a live performance by Youssef El
Yakine, a young pianist from the
PaSO (Paderewski Symphony Or-
chestra) Academy of Music. His ren-
dering of Paderewski's Minuet in G
was an exhilarating tribute to the
composer and testimony to his own
talent.

It is the youth that is the future

of the Polish American community
and it is for them and for future gen-
erations that the museum continues
its mission. Many young adults of
Polish ancestry born in this country
study, work, and devote their free
time to learning about the Polish
spirit, culture, history and traditions.
They become actively involved in
Polish organizations throughout Po-
land’s diaspora and at this gala, the
following were presented: from the
Polish Roman Catholic Union of
America, 2020 Cinderella Karolina
Gal and Prince Charming Artur
Rykata; the Queen of the 2021 May
Third Polish Constitution Day
Parade representing the Alliance of
Polish Clubs, Paulina Kosiniska, es-
corted by Piotr Lachowicz; from the
Legion of Young Polish Women,
2020 Queen of the White and Red
Ball Mia Incledon, escorted by Filip
Ogorek; 2021 Queen of the Polish
Highlanders Alliance of North
America, Joanna Chlebek and
Zbojnik Lukasz Kaczmarczyk; rep-
resenting the Polish National Alli-
ance, from the Lajkonik Polish Folk
Dance Group was Natalia Kowalski
and Jakub Parzygnat; and from the
Wici Song and Dance Theatre, Mar-
lena Hadas and Michat Wyczesany.
Thanks to the live music of the An-
thony Kawatkowski trio (Anthony
Kawatkowski, Russell Stern and Jack
Sundstrom), the young adults took
to the dance floor for a waltz.
The musical trio would play
several selections through-
out the evening for the
guests’ listening and danc-
ing pleasure.

The Mistress of Cere-
monies next proceeded to in-
terview “the heart of the
PMA,” Managing Director
Matgorzata Kot, who spoke
of her 27-year connection
with the museum, mentored
by Sabina Logisz herself,

ships are used daily for cataloguing,
collecting, receiving donations, but
also conserving, thanks to the co-
operation with Polonika Institute in
Poland, and preparing videos of the
archives, library and collections. Sur-
rounded by wonderful people “who
are friends, supporters, helpers, vol-
unteers, advisors, on a personal,
metaphysical and international
level,” Matgorzata described the mu-
seum as “a special mechanism,” a
special family that serves the com-
munity.

SPORTS HALL OF FAME

RECOGNIZES PROFESSIONAL
AND HIGH SCHOOL ATHLETES

An individual from Michigan
moved to Chicago, Illinois in 1998.

This year there were four induct-
ees; the late Bronko Nagurski, who
retired from the Chicago Bears in
1943; Mike Krukow, who played for
the Chicago Cubs (1976-1981), the
Philadelphia Phillies (1982) and the
San Francisco Giants (1983-1989); J.
R. Celski, who was the first speed
skater to be inducted into the organ-
ization; and A.J. Pierzynski, who was
a Major League baseball catcher for
the San Francisco Giants, the Chi-
cago White Sox, Texas, Boston, St.
Louis and Atlanta. His crowning
achievement was the World Series in
2005, when he played for Chicago.
Presently, he works for Fox Sports as
an analyst.

In 1993 the National Polish-
American Sports Hall of Fame paid
tribute to the 20th anniversary of
Stan Musial’s induction by establish-
ing a scholarship fund in his name to
benefit graduating high school stu-
dents of Polish-American descent
who compete in varsity sports. Since
there was no banquet in 2020 due to
the coronavirus, winners for that
year and 2021 were announced at the
banquet. For the two years, fifty-four
applicants from 17 states applied and
six winners were selected for each

year.

ONE STAR AWAY

One Star Away. Imogene Salva. 2020.
311 pp. amazon.com. 2020. 311p.
$14.99. ISBN# 9780578928159.

This is a book that demanded to
be written and that needs to be
read —read not just by members of
the Polish Roman Catholic Union
and the Polish American community
at large but by as broad an audience
as possible.

Inspired by her mother’s stories
of her family’s deportation to Siberia
during the early months of World
War 1, their efforts to escape, the
eventual separation of family
members because of Soviet threats,
and the rescue of her mother and two
of her siblings through Turkmenistan
and Iran to a refugee camp in India,
author Imogene Salva determined to
preserve her mother’s history and to
share it with the world; One Star
Away tells that story with excep-
tional skill and deeply-felt passion.
The book, however, is not only a
well-deserved tribute to Salva’s
mother but a much-needed reminder
of the history of the one and a half
million Poles deported to the Soviet
Union during World War II.

The experience of these Poles is
virtually unknown in the West; his-
torian Norman Davies summarizes
the situation nicely:

The history of the Soviet depor-
tations of 1939-40 from the occupied
territories has been obscured by the
passions which attended later events.
It can be seen as the culmination of
the Stalinist terror which started to
snowball during the collectivization
campaign and the Purges, and which
did not cease until the German attack
on the USSR in 1941. Its horrors were
known and published long before
Solzhenitsyn wrote his Gulag Archi-
pelago but were largely ignored by a
western public as yet unconditioned
to receive them. The Poles were
among the foremost victims. They
were deported in four vast railway
convoys which left for the east in
February, April, and June 1940, and
June 1941. They had all been pro-
cessed by the NKVD and sentenced
to either lagier (concentration
camps), to hard labour, or to penal
exile. The vast majority were con-
victed for no known offence, but
simply because the Polish nation was
seen as the inveterate enemy of its
Russian masters. The conditions in
those trains defy coherent language.
The passengers were told to pack
emergency rations for one month,
but to take a minimum of personal
belongings. They were packed in a
standing position in sealed, window-
less, and unheated cattle-wagons, for

a winter journey of three, four, five,
or even six thousand miles. Their
only view of the outside world was
through a small opening which
could be used for passing out excreta
and corpses. Instances of derange-
ment, frostbite, starvation infanti-
cide, even cannibalism occurred.
Those who survived the trains often
faced further journeys in the holds of
riverboats, or on the back of open
lorries, to the farthest recesses of the
Soviet wilderness. (God’s Play-
ground: A History of Poland: Vol-
ume II: 1795 to the Present, Norman
Davies, Columbia University Press,
1982, New York, pp. 448-449)

Salva reports her mother’s story
in the form of a “dramatized narra-
tive” which closely resembles a
novel; and although she is not a pro-
fessional writer, she displays narra-
tive skills worthy of a seasoned
author. Her handling of characteriza-
tion is key to the book’s success.
Readers are introduced to the char-
acters at a personal level. The focus
is on her mother’s family —Kostek
and Tola Nowicki and their children
Tadek, Janka, Jadzia, Jozek, Ziuta
(Salva’a mother), and baby Hela. We
get to know the Nowicki family,
especially Ziuta, as individuals and
as a family unit and come to care
deeply about them and their fate. It
is one of the achievements of the
book that Salva is able to report the
family’s experiences primarily from
the moving perspective of a pre-teen
child but does not lose a clear over-
view of the larger historical picture.
Salva, however, also brings to life
other characters as diverse as Rami,
the Sikh driver who risked his own
life to deliver Ziuta to safety in India;
Citizen Alexandra, the Soviet teacher

who attempts to indoctrinate Polish
children; and Maharaja Jam Saheb
Digvijay Sinhji who literally adopts
the Polish children in his care in
order to protect them from deporta-
tion back to the Soviet Union. Bey-
ond characterization, Salva is also
adept at description and setting,
helping readers experience the fear
and crowding of the jammed boxcar
which transports the family to the
“inhuman land” and the freezing
cold of Siberia. Dialogue, a very diffi-
cult narrative element, is handled
with remarkable skill and allows us
to hear the struggle of the family
members not only to survive but to
preserve their identity and values.

Simply put, One Star Away is a
good and moving read, but it is more
than that. Although the book is pri-
marily the powerfully story of the
Nowicki family, it becomes a micro-
cosm for the one and half million
Poles who shared a similar fate and
whose story is virtually unknown or
ignored. Furthermore, through the
skillful inclusion of journals, letters,
conversations, and footnotes, Salva
places her mother’s story in the
larger historical context of the Soviet
invasion of Poland, World War II (in-
cluding the Battle of Monte Casino),
and the immigrant experience. Fi-
nally, the book is a celebration of
family, national identity, and reli-
gious faith—the Nowicki family’s
Catholic devotion plays a key role in
their survival.

This is a book that belongs in the
personal library of members of the
Polish Roman Catholic Union; it is
also a book which members should
request for local public and
school/university libraries.

The Polish diaspora in Cleve-
land, OH celebrated Polish American
Heritage Month with the National
Pierogi Day on October 10 and Na-
tional Pulaski Remembrance Day on
October 11.

The Ohio Division of the Polish
American Congress (PAC) held a
very patriotic Mass at St. Charles
Borromeo Church in Parma, cele-
brated by Fr. Ramser, a priest of Pol-
ish American heritage.

The Mass began with a tradi-

New national holiday to commem-
orate the Wielkopolska Uprising —
President Andrzej Duda recently an-
nounced plans to establish a new na-
tional holiday. It will be celebrated
on December 27th, the day in 1918
when the insurgence erupted to re-
cover the Poznan region, occupied
by Prussia since the 18th-century
partitions of Poland. The uprising
was sparked by a patriotic speech de-
livered from a Poznan hotel balcony
by world-renowned piano virtuoso
and composer, Ignacy Jan Pade-
rewski. Although it lasted only half a
year, the Wielkopolska Uprising was
one of Poland’s two most successful
insurrections. The other also broke
out in Wielkopolska in 1806, when
Napoleon’s armies entered what the
Prussians called the Grand Duchy of
Posen. The new holiday will be cele-
brated with historical commem-
orations but will not be a work-free
day.

Poles bring home 25 medals from
Tokyo Paralympics — Disabled Pol-
ish athletes brought home 25 medals,
including seven gold, from the 16th
Paralympic Games held in Tokyo re-

cently. Poland was represented at the
games (August 24-September 5) by
89 competitors in 12 different sports.
Track and field competitors and
table-tennis players topped the po-
dium in Tokyo. Gold medals were
won by Renata Sliwiriska (shot put),
Karolina Kucharczyk (long jump),
Piotr Kosewicz (discus throw), Réza
Kozakowska (club throw), Barbara
Bieganowska-Zajac (1500m - T20)
and table tennis players Patryk
Chojnowski (men's singles - class 10)
and Natalia Partyka and Karolina
Pek (women's team - class 9-10). Po-
land’s tally also included six silver
and 12 bronze medals, allowing the
country to finish 17th in the overall
medals classification. Polish para-
lympic athletes fared better than
their non-disabled compatriots had
at the Tokyo Olympic Games, where
Poland won 14 medals. But their
tally fell short of the 39 medals won
at the previous 2016 Paralympics
held in Rio de Janeiro.

World-renowned Polish opera star
Zylis-Gara dies at 91 — Teresa Zylis-
Gara, the most famous Polish so-
prano, passed away recently in
Monaco, where she lived since 1980.
She made her operatic début in
Stanistaw Moniuszko’s Halka in 1956
before launching an international ca-
reer in the 1960s in Paris in Mozart’s
comic opera Don Giovanni. She later
signed on with New York’s presti-
gious Metropolitan Opera, where

Zylis-Gara performed 233 times over
14 seasons. She sang alongside Car-
reras, Pavarotti, Corelli, Domingo
and other opera greats and per-
formed on the stages of Milan’s La
Scala, London’s Covent Garden and
opera houses in Moscow, Warsaw,
Madrid, Chicago, Buenos Aires, Am-
sterdam and Miami. Her hallmark
was her crystal-clear lyric soprano
voice, which will be missed by many.

Poland’s Orlen signs wind-farm
agreement with GE - Polish petro-
leum giant PKN Orlen has signed an
agreement with the Paris-based GE
Renewable Energy company to
jointly develop offshore wind-farms
in Poland. GE Renewable Energy is
already an active player in the Polish
wind market, with over 300 onshore
wind turbines delivering 900 MW of
engergy. GE also employs some
1,000 workers at its plant in the Baltic
coastal town of Goleniéw, which
manufacturers wind-turbine blades.
”Poland is well positioned to use off-
shore wind resources to help accel-
erate the energy transition,”
remarked Jérome Pécresse, GE Re-
newable Energy CEOQ, at the signing.
Coal-fired power plants, which still
generate most of Poland’s energy,
are to be closed down by 2050.

Following Brexit, Poles need pass-
port to enter the UK - Starting Oc-
tober 1, 2021, Polish citizens wishing
to enter the United Kingdom (Eng-
land, Wales, Scotland and Northern
Ireland) have to show a valid Polish
passport, Poland’s Embassy in Lon-
don announced. The exception, at
least until the end of 2025, will be
people with the status of “settled” or
“temporarily settled” in the UK who
obtained that status on the basis of
an ID card. Brexit is the term used to
describe the UK’s withdrawal from
the European Union in 2020.

Poland at Expo 2020: “Creativity in-
spired by nature” — Nearly 2,500 Po-
lish companies are showcasing their
wares at Expo 2020 in the Persian
Gulf Emirate of Dubai. Postponed
for a year due to the COVID-19 pan-
demic, this is the first time the
World’s Fair is taking place in an
Arab country. At fairgrounds dom-
inated by modernistic glass and steel
structures, the three-story 2,000 m?
(22,000 square foot) Polish pavilion
stands out for its natural and homey
wooden fagade reflecting the motto

of Poland’s presentation: “Creativity
inspired by nature.” The pavilion
which features a mini-playground
for children and a nearby Polish Res-
taurant, will be the venue for numer-
ous business meetings and cultural
events. Polsih exhibitors are particu-
larly focused on the planned Polish-
Arab and Polish-African business
forums. Never have so many African
participants been represented at a
World’s Fair. Poland’s LOT Airlines
have launched special Warsaw to
Dubai flights for the duration of
Expo 2020. It will enable any PolAms
visiting Poland over the next six
months to add a side trip to the
Dubai event.

Leave No Traces — Poland’s Oscar
nominee — Jan Matuszynski’s drama,
Leave No Traces, which recently was
released across Poland, is the Polish
Oscar contender in the foreign-lan-
guage film category. It was based on
real-life events surrounding Grze-
gorz Przemyk, a Warsaw high school
student who was beaten to death by
communist police in May 1983. The
son of a dissident poetess, Przemyk
was celebrating the end of the school
year in a Warsaw square with class-
mates when he was picked up and
driven to a police station for inter-
rogation. His funeral was a massive
demonstration of Polish society’s
strong anti-communist sentiment.
The title of the film reflects how in-
terrogating police officers were in-
structed to leave no telltale bruises,
lacerations or scars on their victim’s
body. Coproduced by France and the
Czech Republic, the movie had its
world premiere at September’s Ven-
ice International Film Festival.

Poles unveil Europe’s first hy-
drogen-powered locomotive — A
hydrogen-powered locomotive, pro-
duced by the Pesa Railway Works of
Bydgoszcz, made its world debut at
this year’s International Railway Fair
held in the Baltic Port of Gdansk.
This was the first locomotive of its
kind in Europe, and second in the
world after one developed in China.
Work on the Polish emission-free
workhorse lasted two years. The Pol-
ish hydrogen-fuel-cell locomotive
was hitched up to a passenger train
manufactured by France’s Alstom
company for a trial run on a test
track in Zmigréd, not far from the
SW Polish city of Wroctaw.

While there's never really a bad time of year to ex-
perience life in Poland, as each time and season has its own unique offerings,
certainly one of the riches times is during the month of November.

As we know, the month starts off on the 1st with the celebration of the
Feast of All Saints. For some reason, being in a land which gave the Church
so many saints and having the places where they lived and worked still so
much a part of everyday life just seems to make this feast that much more
real. Walking the streets of Krakow, for example, is to walk in the footsteps
of countless saints. The churches where they worshiped are still there and
open to us today, too. The places and the buildings they visited are also often
very much intact. This gives a concrete feel to the realization that all this isn't
just something from the past but rather, what we are called to contribute to
and build upon in our own day as well. It's a reminder, as is this feast itself,
that sainthood is something we are all called to embrace. It isn't something
that happens because we wake up dead one day...(!)...it's something that
happens because of everything we do between now and that day!

The next day, November 2, ushers in All Souls Day which gives the en-
tire month its prayer theme - the Poor Souls. In Poland, this is the #1 travel
day of the entire year as everyone who is able makes a point to journey back
to their "roots" and make a prayerful visit to the graves of family and friends.
Bunches of flowers and countless lit candles are present in every cemetery
and memorial throughout the land - so much so that there is no "dark of
night," but only the eerily evocative amber glow that carries our intentions
on to the dawn of a new day. The beautiful Wypominki or remembrance serv-
ices offer prayers for all of the faithful departed from every walk of life and
give us the important reminder to pray for all of our deceased family and
friends and, especially, those already forgotten and known but to God. Won't
it be something if one day we get to heaven and are greeted there by all those
we helped to make it?! Wouldn't it be something if one day we end up get-
ting there because someone else helped us...?!

November 11 marks Polish Independence Day commemorating the end
of World War I at the 11th hour of the 11th day of the 11th month. It is
marked by parades and gala civic celebrations. Nobody has parades like in
Poland! Be sure to look some up on your computer and watch from home!
On the Church's calendar, it also happens to be the Feast of St. Martin of
Tours - one of the most popularly observed feasts in Europe and one which
gives a definitive flair to the days preceding and following it. While it might
be akin to a European Thanksgiving Day, the dish of choice is roast goose
and goose in all of its myriad forms suddenly makes appearances on menus
everywhere. Why goose? Well, it seems that St. Martin was the popular
choice to be acclaimed the new Bishop of Tours but, as he wished to remain
a hermit, he went into hiding to avoid being discovered by the townspeople.
He hid very well and was almost scott-free when, suddenly, a goose started
honking and led the people to where he was. Yes, St. Martin was "forced" to
become the Bishop, but each year on his anniversary he ordered roast
goose...and the custom has remained to this very day! I already have my
goose reserved!

The month of November winds down coinciding with the end of the
Church’'s liturgical year and the celebration of the Feast of Christ the King.

HISTORIC POLISH HERITAGE
CENTER GRAND OPENING IN
PANNA MARIA, TX

The grand opening of the new Pol-
ish Heritage Center, a 16,500 square
foot state-of-the-art interactive mu-
seum, took place on Saturday, Oc-
tober 23 in Panna Maria, TX. On
Saturday, a ribbon-cutting ceremony
took place, with Consul General of
the Republic of Poland Robert Ru-
siecki and Bishop Emeritus John W.
Yanta cutting the ribbon. The festiv-
ities continued with PHC tours,
family-friendly activities, music and
entertainment on both Saturday and
Sunday afternoon.

What is The Polish Heritage Center
(PHO)?

Bishop Emeritus John W. Yanta
is the visionary, founder, and moti-
vational force behind this ambitious
multi million-dollar project that will
serve as a national effort to recognize
Polish contributions in America. “We
have to preserve our inherited
values, share them with new genera-
tions of our families, and with pride
and thanksgiving share them with
the entire world.”

The PHC is a unique destination
for families, educational groups,
scholars, researchers, and visitors —
both local and worldwide. The PHC
has permanent and temporary gal-
lery exhibits, a library, a genealogy
research room, archives, a theater, of-
fices, and a conference room. The
PHC includes self-guided audio
tours in English, Polish, Spanish, and
one specifically for school groups.
The library will contain books in Pol-
ish and English for reading and re-
search, the archives and collections
area will house and preserve artifacts
and documents, while the genealogy
room and oral history collection will

offer opportunities for visitors to ac-
cess family records and photos. The
PHC creates professional high-tech
interactive and immersive experi-
ences for visitors from early Polish
history to the present.

The PHC will offer a trove of lo-
cally focused materials, along with
books covering a wide array of Pol-
ish history, culture, politics, war, re-
ligion, socioeconomics, and even
cookbooks (ranging from the found-
ing of Poland to modern Polish im-
migration) and books explaining the
impact of Polish culture on American
communities such as Panna Maria.
The library will also boast a technol-
ogy station with computers for vis-
itors to conduct additional research,
such as genealogy of their Polish an-
cestry.

The PHC will serve all those in-
terested in learning more about the
Polish impact on Texas history and
its settlements. Even those not from
the Polish community will have the
opportunity to learn about the im-
pact and influence of Polish history
on the rest of the United States.

The Beginnings

The Polish Heritage Center at
Panna Maria relates the story of the
Silesian Polish immigration to Texas
through the “Polish Renaissance”
that began in Texas in the late 1960s.

In early December 1854, nearly
one hundred Polish families from the
region of Upper Silesia sailed into
Galveston on the Texas gulf coast,
sailed further south to Indianola, and
then trekked inland more than 200
miles to acreage secured for them by
their kinsman, a Polish priest named
Father Leopold Moczygemba. They

finally arrived on December 24th and
celebrated Midnight Mass under the
sheltering branches of a great oak
tree which still stands today. They
named their new home Panna Maria
(Polish for Virgin Mary), which is
now honored as the first and oldest
permanent Polish settlement in
America. Panna Maria would also be
the first of many Polish communities
that settled mostly south and east of
San Antonio, but also as far away as
the Texas Panhandle, as more immi-
grants joined their friends and coun-
trymen in this new land.

The stories seen in the PHC will

serve as a mirror to reflect the history
of our nation and will function as a

lens to focus on the meaning of faith,
family, and community. Bishop
Yenta’s dream to build a Polish her-
itage center, one that would record
the history of the Texas Silesian im-
migration from the 1850s to the pres-
ent, has come to fruition.

The PHC’s vision is to become
the beating heart of Polonia and to
actively contribute to the future of
our nation from the unique perspec-
tive of Polish beliefs and traditions.
We celebrate and honor the ancestors
and all of Polonia who sacrificed so
much to preserve their Polish iden-
tity, their faith, family, and com-
munity traditions.

Turkey scallopini with capers and
lemon
11/21b (1/4 inch thick) sliced raw tur-
key cutlets; 1/2 cup all-purpose flour;
4 Tbsp olive oil; 2 garlic cloves,
minced; 1 cup chicken broth; 1 to
1 1/2 Tbsp fresh lemon juice; 2 Tbsp
capers, rinsed; 2 Tbsp chopped fresh
flat-leaf parsley; salt and pepper.
Pat turkey dry and season with
salt and pepper. Dredge half of the
turkey slices in flour, shake off ex-
cess. Heat 1 1/2 Tbsp olive oil in a 12-
inch skillet over high heat (be careful
not to burn the oil). Saute turkey
until browned on both sides for
about 4 minutes total. Transfer to a
platter and cover to keep warm. Add
another 1 1/2 Tbsp oil to the skillet
and saute the remaining turkey.
Add remaining oil and garlic to
skillet and cook on medium-high
heat for about 30 seconds. Add
broth, and deglaze over medium-
high heat, scraping up browned bits.
Boil until broth is reduced to about
3/4 cup. Add lemon juice, capers,
parsley and salt and pepper to taste,
stir. Return turkey to skillet with any
juices on platter and simmer until
heated through for about 1 minute.
Best to serve with steamed rice.

Turtle nut pie

3 eggs; 1 cup Karo light corn syrup;
2/3 cup margarine, melted; 1/2 tsp
salt; 1 cup pecans; 2 ounces semi-
sweet chocolate, melted; 1 9-inch
frozen, unthawed deep dish pie
crust; 1/2 cup caramel flavored top-
ping for ice cream.

Preheat oven to 350 F. In me-
dium bowl, beat eggs with fork. Add
corn syrup, sugar, margarine, and
salt. Stir until well blended. Reserve
1/2 cup egg mixture; set aside.

Stir pecans and chocolate into re-
maining egg mixture, pour mixture
into frozen pie crust. Mix caramel

topping and reserved egg mixture.
Gently pour over pecan filling. Bake
50-55 min or until filling is set about
3 inches from edge. Cool completely
on wire rack.

Potato salad

1 c light mayonnaise; 2 Tbsp creamy
dijon mustard; 2 Tbsp chopped fresh
dill; 1/2 tsp salt; 1/4 tsp freshly
ground pepper; 1 1/2 1b small red po-
tatoes, cooked and quartered; 1 cup
sliced radishes; 1/2 cup chopped
green onions.

In large bowl combine may-
onnaise, mustard, dill, salt and
pepper. Stir in potatoes, radishes
and green onions. Cover and chill.

Microwave Beets

2 tsp cornstarch; 1/4 tsp salt; 14 tsp
grated orange peel; 1 can (16 oz)
sliced beets, drained (reserve 1/3 cup
liquid); 2 Tbsp cider vinegar, 1 Tbsp
orange juice, dash of black pepper
and ground allspice.

Combine cornstarch, salt, orange
peel, pepper and allspice in 1-quart
microwavable casserole. Blend in re-
served beet liquid, vinegar, and or-
ange juice. Microwave on HIGH for
1 3/4 to 2 1/3 minutes or until thick-
ened, stirring every minute. Add
beets and microwave on HIGH 2 to 4
minutes or until heated through.

Apricot Glazed Ham
2 Tbsp butter; 1/2 cup dry sherry;
1 cup apricot jam; 12 dried apricots;
8 slices smoked spiral sliced ham.
Preheat oven to 325 F. Melt
butter over low heat in small casse-
role or ovenproof skillet. Add sherry,
jam and apricots. Stir until sauce is
smooth. Add smoked ham to casse-
role, spoon sauce over ham. Cover
and bake 30 minutes. Baste ham;
bake until ham is glazed, 5-10 mi-
nutes.

Okres ten pozwala na
nastepujace dziatania posiadaczy od-
powiednich dodatkéw do Medicare:
