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       The 63rd PRCUA National Con-
vention convened at the Hilton Chi-
cago/Oak Brook Hills Resort & 
Conference Center in Oak Brook, IL 
from  Friday, August 12 to Sunday, 
August 14. As a result of three-day de-
liberations, a new Board of Directors 
was established and 67 amendments 
to the PRCUA Constitution were 
voted on. The 2022-2026 administra-
tion of the Polish Roman Catholic 
Union of America includes the Na-
tional Chaplain Rev. Canon Walter J. 
Ptak, three Executive Of-
ficers who were running un-
opposed: President James J. 
Robaczewski, Vice President 
Micheline I. Jaminski and 
Secretary- Treasurer Ag-
nieszka Bastrzyk and thir-
teen National Directors: 
George W. David (D-1), 
Gregory B. Olma (D-2), Pat-
rick C. Kosowski (D-4), 
Thomas D. Jesionowski and 
ViktoriaJean Mixon (D-5), 
Andrew T. Lech (D-6), 

Joanna E. Cholewinski and Kevin 
Kucik (D-7), Myron E. Cislo and Eliz-
abeth D. Dynowski (D-8), Elizabeth A. 
Sadus (D-9), and Colleen K. Bon-
kowski and Valerie Brumm (D-10). 
Eleven Directors ran uncontested and 
won by acclamation. The only election 
held was for the District 10 National 
Director where Colleen Bonkowski, 
Valerie Brumm and Kristi Mihalic vied 
for the appointment. 
    There were no candidates running 
for the position of the National Direc-

tor of District 3; the vacancy 
will be declared.     
    The 63rd PRCUA Conven-
tion was hosted by District 8 
and co-chaired by Directors 
Myron Cislo and Elizabeth 
Dynowski. 
    The first registration of the 
delegates was available on 
Thursday, August 11. Walter 
Dynowski was the first reg-
istered delegate of the 63rd 
PRCUA Convention.

       Delegates who arrived early 
were invited to the Hospitality Re-
ception held in the hotel on Thurs-
day evening.  
       Friday opened with early reg-
istration. After breakfast, delegates 
and guests attended the Convention 
Opening Mass at Sts. Cyril and 
Methodius Church in Lemont, IL. 
Mass began with the procession into 
church led by the altar servers Nata-
lya Bonkowski, Emilia and Karolina 
Kroplewski and flag bearers: Paul 
Pawlowski, John Frankowicz and 
Paweł Truchan. They were followed 
by the past and present PRCUA Na-
tional Directors and Executive Of-
ficers and their spouses, and the 
priests. The  Mass was concelebrated 
by PRCUA National Chaplain Rev. 
Canon Walter Ptak, Pastor of Sts. 
Cyril and Methodius Parish Rev. 
Waldemar Stawiarski, who gra-
ciously hosted the PRCUA in his his-
toric parish, and Rev. Eric Orzech, 
Pastor of St. Stanislaus Parish and St. 
Casimir Parish in Cleveland, OH. 
Rev. Ptak, who was the main cele-
brant, also said the homily and of-
fered a blessing to the PRCUA at the 
end of the Mass. 
       Gifts were presented by PRCUA 
Officers: James Robaczewski, Miche-
line Jaminski and Agnieszka Bas-
trzyk. Director Elizabeth Dynowski 
was the lector, prayers of intercession 
were read by PRCUA 2022 Cinde-
rella and 2022 Prince Charming, Na-
talia Bafia and Marcel Duda. 
Miroslawa Sojka-Topor, cantor of the 
parish, sang beautiful hymns at this 
joyful celebration. 
       Before the Mass 
ended, Rev. Stawiarski 
thanked the PRCUA for 
choosing his parish to 
celebrate the Opening 
Mass and presented the 
assembly with a brief his-
tory of the parish, which 
was founded by Rev. Leo-
pold Moczygemba, who 
also founded the first Pol-
ish parish in the United 
States and is considered 
as one of the founders of 
the Polish Roman Catho-
lic Union of America. 
       The Fraternal Lunch-
eon, which took place 
right after the Mass at 
Crystal Grand Banquets 
in Lemont, IL, was well 

attended by almost 200 people. Co-
chairs of the Arrangements Commit-
tee Myron Cislo and Elizabeth 
Dynowski and District 8’s current 
Vice President and past National Di-
rector Krystyna Lech welcomed the 
guests. Rev. Walter Ptak said a 
prayer before the meal and PRCUA 
Vice President Micheline Jaminski 
led a “right-left’ game which brought 
everyone much enjoyment. 
       After the luncheon, the delegates 
and guests returned to the hotel, 
where the first session of the Con-
vention began with PRCUA Ex-
ecutive Officers and PRCUA Legal 
Counsel John Chitkowski taking 
their seats at the dais and President 
Robaczewski declaring the 63rd 
PRCUA Quadrennial Convention of-
ficially opened. He followed with 
brief remarks, reaffirming the del-
egates that the PRCUA is sound, 
continues to grow financially and is 
looking for ways to increase in mem-
bership. He asked the delegates to 
listen and absorb the presented pro-
posals with an open mind. 
       Fr. Ptak offered an opening 
prayer and administered the oath to 
the delegates, after which the Cre-
dentials Committee presented the 
first count of delegates. The Creden-
tials Committee consisted of: Kristi 
Mihalic, Kathleen Fezler, Krystyna 
Lech and Michael Ozog and Joseph 
Lecznar, who were added to the 
committee later. Counts of delegates 
were presented after every recess 
and the newly registered delegates 
were sworn in throughout the pro-
ceedings of the Convention. 
        The Sergeant-at-Arms and Elec-
tion Committee were appointed. 

President Robaczewski made a mo-
tion to accept the minutes from the 
62nd PRCUA Convention, which 
was accepted.  
       Next, the Budget and Grievance 
Committee (Jerome Lubiarz, Vikto-
riaJean Mixon, Magdalena Panozzo, 
Robert Bugielski, Gerald Tarka) pre-
sented the recommendations for the 
compensation for the Chair, Vice 
Chair and Secretary of the Presid-
ium. The recommendation was ac-
cepted and the Presidium consisting 
of Barbara Toboy, Chair, Christopher 
Ozog, Vice Chair and Wiesława 
Wildhirt, Secretary was unanimously 
elected. Nominees were sworn in by 
Fr. Ptak and took their places at the 
podium.  
       Following a brief recess and the 
report of the Credentials Committee, 
additional committee appointments 
were made to the Committee on 
Rules and Order, Interrogation, Res-
olution, Press, and Young Adult. 
       The Committee of Rules and 
Order consisted of: Anna Kraszewski 
Winkler, Joann Kush, Desiree Sa-
cinski, Mark Ozog and Debra Fede-
rico.  
       The Interrogation Committee 
consisted of: Michael Dykla, Joanne 
Zajac and Constance Bonin. 
       The Resolution Committee con-
sisted of: Elizabeth Cislo, James 
Cwiek, Alicia Sokolowski, Stanislaw 
Skoczen and Sharon Haberski. 
       The Press Committee consisted 
of: Mary Anselmo, Cynthia Cooper 
and Dennis Yurosko. 
       The Young Adult Committee 
consisted of: Kristin Mihalic, Michael 
Mihalic, Michael Federico, Danielle 
Krass, Thomas Robaczewski, Joseph 

Robaczewski, Grace Ozog, Ryan 
Ozog, Anna Toboy, Madison 
Withers, Natalya Bonkowski, Steven 
Sadus, Jennifer Yurosko and William 
Cooper. 
       The second session began at 9 
a.m. on Saturday. Chairman Toboy 
called the meeting to order; Fr. Ptak 
said a prayer and led everyone in the 
Pledge of Allegiance. After the re-
ports were given by the Rules and 
Order Committee and Credentials 
Committee, Rev. Ptak swore in new 
delegates, and additional committee 
appointments were made.  
       The next report was given by 
PRCUA Consulting Actuary Joseph 
H. Steimla, FSA, FCIA, MAAA, FCA. 
       Mr. Steimla summarized as fol-
lows: 
   - PRCUA assets have been capably 
managed by the officers and a high-
quality portfolio of investments has 
been created; 
   - expenses have increased prima-
rily due to the computer conversion, 
the operating system will provide 
protection, speed and availability 
and will benefit the PRCUA and help 
the agents; 
   - the number  and volume of new 
certificates issued have remained 
steady; 
   - premium income has fluctuated 
from year to year, but over $50 mil-
lion of premium was generated in 
2021; 
   - surplus and assets have in-
creased; 
   - the ratio of assets to liabilities in-
dicates that the PRCUA is a sound fi-
nancial organization with adequate 
surplus funds for protection of its 
members and their beneficiaries - the 

ratio compares favorably 
with ratios of most Frater-
nal Benefit Societies and is 
much higher than most of 
commercial insurance 
companies; 
  - the rate of return 
earned on invested assets 
has slightly decreased but 
the overall rate is consider 
excellent by industry 
standards; 
   - the mortality rate in 
2021 increased consid-
erably due to a 28% in-
crease in death claims. 
   The Actuary’s report 
was accepted after some 
questions for clarification 
and explanation were pre-
sented to the delegates. 
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Present and past PRCUA Officers and National Directors with their spouses, Reverends Ptak and Orzech,  
2022 Cinderella and Prince Charming, and flag bearers
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       After a recess, the Constitution 
Committee consisting of Kevin 
Kucik, Nicholas Nowakowski, Mi-
chael Smigiel and Joan Smuda began 
presenting its report.  
       65 proposals for changes to the 
PRCUA Constitution were sub-
mitted. 42 of them were submitted by 
the Constitution Committee itself, 8 
by members, and 15 by the Board of 
Directors. 
       52 items in the report were dis-
cussed and voted on Saturday.  
       The second session closed in the 
early evening due to the Diamond and 
Denim Dinner and Dancing banquet, 
which was to be held later in the 
same ballroom. 
       The banquet began with a cock-
tail hour. Guests were welcomed by 
D-8 Directors Myron Cislo and Eliz-
abeth Dynowski. The national an-
thems were sung by President James 
Robaczewski, and the brief remarks 
were given by D-8 President and past 
Director James Rustik and D-7 Direc-
tor Kevin Kucik offered a short 
prayer before the meal. The toast was 
given by Vice President Micheline Ja-
minski.   
       After dinner, a presentation of 
awards was held. The Executive Of-
ficers presented plaques to the out-
going National Directors: Louis J. 
Perfetto, Jr. (D-2), Jordan Dykla (D-
3), Mitchell J. Bienia (D-5) and Anna 
Krysinski (D-7). Directors Bienia and 
Krysinski served as National Direc-
tors for three full terms - 12 years. 
       The presentation was followed 
by performances of the two dancing 
ensembles in District #8: Mały Ludek 
from the Southwest Center of Polish 
Song & Dance (Anna Kraszewski-
Winkler, managing director, Richard 
Jaminski, artistic director-choreo-
grapher, Danielle Kroplewski, dance 
instructor) and  Wesoły Lud Polish 
Folk Dance Company (Richard Ja-
minski, artistic director-choreo-
grapher). SWCPA presented a lively 
Windy City Polka and Wesoły Lud 
danced a Country Western Polka.  
       Both lively performances de-
lighted guests and received a well 
deserved applause. 
       The evening continued with 
dancing to the music of Marcus 
Band.  
       Sunday began with the Fraternal 
Mass, celebrated  in the Convention 
meeting room before the third busi-
ness session opened. The Fraternal 
Mass was celebrated for the intention 
of  the PRCUA leaders and members  

who have passed away since the last 
Convention, especially for the past 
PRCUA National Chaplain and Vice 
Chaplain, Rev. Canon Anthony D. 
Iwuc and past Vice President Do-
lores Spejewski.  
       Votive candles and the image of 
the PRCUA patron, Sacred Heart of 
Jesus were placed on the table. Rev. 
Canon Walter Ptak was the celebrant 
of the Mass. He was assisted by Di-
rector Kucik. Readings in English 
and Polish were presented by Direc-
tors Cislo and Dynowski, who also 
read the Prayer of the Faithful. In a 
very touching ceremony, Directors 
Brumm and Cholewinski read the 
names of the PRCUA leaders who 
passed away in the last four years, 
while other National Directors 
brought to the altar red roses and 
placed them in the vase next to the 
image of the Sacred Heart of Jesus. 
       The Constitution Committee 
continued its report after the Frater-
nal Mass on Sunday, and two ad-
ditional proposals which came from 
the assembly were added to the dis-
cussion.   
       A few of the proposals dealt 
with the wording, punctuation to 
clarify the language and re-sequen-
cing items. Some of the items were 
moved from the Constitution into the 
By-Laws. 
       Proposal #8 required a majority 
of two-thirds of Convention del-
egates for adoption and was ac-
cepted after a discussion. This 
proposal included some significant 
changes to the Constitution. It will: 
       - give sole authority to the Ex-
ecutive Committee and Board of Di-
rectors to choose the place for 
upcoming Quadrennial Convention;  
       - give new authority to the Board 
of Directors to allow the Convention 
to be held virtually or as a hybrid 
event. 

       The most significant of the pre-
sented proposals - Proposal #62 also 
required a majority of two-thirds of 
Convention delegates for adoption of 
the recommendation. After some dis-
cussion from the floor, it was ac-
cepted by the majority, with a few 
delegates opposing and a few ab-
staining from the vote. 
       Adoption of the Proposal #62 au-
thorized the major change in the 
structure of the PRCUA administra-
tion. Starting with the 64th PRCUA 
Quadrennial Convention, which will 
be held in 2026, only nine (9) Na-
tional Directors will be elected as Di-
rectors-at-Large.    
       A few proposals were with-
drawn for additional language clari-
fication, re-wording, or changes and 
were re-submitted for further consid-
eration and discussion. Three propo-
sals were completely withdrawn by 
those who proposed them and three 
were rejected. 
       At the end of the Constitution 
Committee report, Kevin Kucik, 
chair of the committee, thanked the 
delegates for taking part in the con-
structive discussion on the proposals 
and for voting on some decisive 
matters which will change the 
PRCUA Constitution and By-Laws 
and impact the operation of the 
Union in the future. 
       Reports from the Budget and 
Grievance Committee, Audit Com-
mittee (Andrew Lech, Joanna Chole-
winski and Mitchell Bienia), 
Enterprise Risk Management Com-
mittee (Thomas Jesionowski, Patrick 
Kosowski, Myron Cislo and Valerie 
Brumm), and Long Range Planning 
Committee (James Robaczewski, Mi-
cheline Jaminski, Agnieszka Bas-
trzyk, Andrew Lech, Elizabeth 
Sadus, Myron Cislo and Patrick Ko-
sowski) were also presented and ac-
cepted after some clarification, 

discussion and adjustments were 
made to some of the content. 
       After all reports were read, the 
Election Committee met to work on 
the election issues. 
       In the meantime, a report was 
presented by the guests speakers 
from the Polish Museum of America, 
President Richard Owsiany and 
Managing Director Małgorzata Kot. 
Director Kot, who also showed a  
Power Point presentation.  
       In its last report before the elec-
tion of the Director of District 10 
began, the Credential Committee an-
nounced that the final count of the 
registered delegates stood at 156. 
Chairman of the Election Committee 
explained the rules of voting and the 
election began with the present and 
past PRCUA Officers and Directors, 
followed by the rest of the delegates.  
       Additionally, one more proposal 
that was presented was discussed, 
voted on and approved, establishing 
a standing Young Adult Committee.  
       The Resolutions Committee and 
Interrogation Committee declared 
that they had nothing to report on 
and the Press Committee presented 
its report. 
       Because of the very tight sched-
ule of the Convention proceedings, 
there were no more guest speakers 
attending, however a letter from the 
Polish National Alliance President, 
Frank Spula, was read by Chairman 
Toboy. 
       The voting officially closed at 
5:35 p.m. The results were an-
nounced after all the votes were 
counted at 6:15 p.m. as follows: 
       - 171 ballots were prepared; 
       - 144 ballots were voted on; 
       - 27 ballots were returned un-
used; 
       - 1 ballot was questioned for its 
validity and approved after a thor-
ough review; 
       - 73 votes were needed for each 
candidate to be elected. 
       As a result of the election Col-
leen Bonkowski received 97 votes, 
Valerie Brumm - 95 votes and Kristi 
Mihalic - 65 votes. 
       After the presentation of the 
newly elected PRCUA administra-
tion, Barbara Toboy declared the 
63rd PRCUA Quadrennial Conven-
tion adjourned. 
       PRCUA President James Roba-
czewski thanked everyone for com-
ing and deliberating and stated that 
he is looking forward for the next 4 
years as President. (cont on pg. 10)

It may serve us well as we grow older and 
time indeed seems to fly. Let’s pray for each other that we use our time well 
as we prepare for eternal life.

Nieprawda. Każdy plan tego typu 
oparty jest o te same wytyczne 
pochodzące z CMS, które zmieniają 
się co roku. Każda prywatna firma 
ubezpieczeniowa ma prawo do 
ulepszenia pewnych jego elementów 
w zamian za dodatkowe premium. 
Poza tym, każdy z planów zniż-
kowych na leki na receptę może 
posiadać indywidualne Formulary 
(listę leków pokrywanych przez 
plan), która zmienia się co roku            
i dzieli lekarstwa na co najmniej pięć 
kategorii. Każdej kategorii odpowi-
ada inna cena. Co roku każda firma 
ubezpieczeniowa podaje uaktual-
niona listę leków w odpowiednich 
kategoriach.
