COLD WEATHER WARMER-UPPERS

Need something to put in your thermos on a hunting or ice-fishing trip
or an outdoor job? Want to treat guests to something different or just relax
by the fire on a cold winter's night? These traditional Polish favorites may
just hit the spot. Some are also good for colds and insomnia.
HOT MILK & HONEY: Combine in pot 1 c.whole milk and 1 heaping T.
honey and gently heat to a boil. An excellent remedy for sleeplessness.
TEA & RASPBERRY SYRUP: Sweeten each cup of hot tea with 1-2 T.
raspberry syrup. This is a traditional cold and flu remedy. Other fruit syrups
may be used but lack the medicinal properties of raspberry.
RUM-FLAVORED TEA: To each cup of hot tea, sweetened to taste, add
about 1 t. freshly-squeezed lemon juice and 1/2 - 1 jigger rum. Note: vodka
plus several drops of rum extract may be used if real rum is not available.
MULLED BEER: In pot combine 1 gt beer, 4 T. sugar, 1 bayleaf, 2 pinches
of cinnamon and ground cloves and (optional) a pinch of pepper. Heat to
just below boiling, stirring to dissolve sugar and serve. Adjust to taste.
MULLED WINE: In pot combine 1 qt dry red wine, 5-6 T. sugar, a grating of
nutmeg and a pinch or two of cinnamon and ground cloves and heat to
boiling. You can also use a sweet red wine, in which case omit or decrease
the amount of sugar.
KRUPNIK: In pot combine 1 c. honey, 1/2 c. water, 1 crumbled bayleaf, 1/2
a vanilla pod, chopped (or 1 t. vanilla extract), 1 t. lemon zest, a grating of
nutmeg, 10 cloves and 2 pinches of cinnamon. Bring to boil, reduce heat,
skimming off scum and simmer covered about 10 min. Strain, discarding
spices. Add 3 ¢. 100 proof vodka and heat gently but do not boil! Serve
immediately in tiny cordial glasses. It's potent - a little goes a long way!

Join the “Made in America” Effort

If you look around, you can see for yourself that more and more employment
opportunities in manufacturing continue to leave America’s shores. Televisions, telephones,
cell phones, appliances, furniture and clothing are just a few of the hundreds of products
once largely made in America which are now being made abroad and shipped to the U.S.A.

In my recent radio commentaries, I asked people to contact me to let me know their
thoughts on supporting American-made products, and to share their ideas on how we can
work together as Americans to encourage businesses to relocate a portion of their
manufacturing facilities to America. This is not something we should ask government to do;
this is a function of small and medium size businesses as well as large corporations, who
are able to offer their products and services in the free market economy of America.
Government's role is to keep taxes reasonable and provide tax incentives for businesses,
working to expand manufacturing and employment opportunities. I firmly believe that
what was made in America before can certainly be made in America again, but it’s going to
be up to all of us to support the effort.

Just look at the tags and boxes of the products you purchased recently; they clearly list
where the items were manufactured. Should more of these products be made in America
again? We certainly have to accept what’s happened during the last 10 to 15 years as
businesses closed local facilities and moved abroad, but we don’t have to let the past be our
future. If we demonstrate our concerns at the stores where we shop, if we ask to
talk with store managers and let them know we want to see more American-made
products on their shelves, sooner or later, the word will get to the right people,
the people who need our continued business in order to make a profit and be
successful.

We certainly have a skilled and dependable workforce ready and are able to produce
products for both American and International markets. The demand for change has to start
somewhere, and I'm encouraging you to be part of the “Made in America” effort. As I stated
before, I'm not against imported products. I'm for a balance of products, both foreign and
domestic, being sold in American stores.

I'm really pleased that people are beginning to talk more about this issue because in the
long run it affects everyone’s family, friends and neighbors. Working in the community, I
see first hand that jobs give people a future by enabling them to pay their living expenses
and healthcare costs and to save toward those unexpected needs. In order to keep what we
have and make more employment opportunities possible, we all have to get involved with
the Made in America effort.

One person wrote to ask me if I knew what percentage of items made in America were
being sold abroad compared to the percentage of items being made abroad and sold in
America. That’s a very good question. I don’t know the answer at this point, but I welcome
someone to contact me with those statistics.

In a recent radio commentary, I stated that empty manufacturing facilities don’t
employ people, don’t permit them to have an opportunity to support themselves and their
families and realize the American dream. I was pleased with the responses I received.
Below is a summary of the responses I have been receiving from my radio commentaries:

For 20 years Americans watched jobs leave without an outcry. Now, with so many
industries closed and workers unemployed, we finally recognize our plight.

How do we get employment opportunities back from overseas? For years, what
made America great was its network of local businesses which supplied products locally and
nationally, employed local people, and enjoyed reasonable profits. Today, foreign-made
products at lower production costs, still cost American customers the same. In order to
bring businesses back, we may have to pay higher prices, but the benefits to the American
economy will be well worth it. If we unite behind American workers and the “Made in
America” label, we will be helping expand small and large businesses, union and non-union
employment opportunities.

Whom can we urge to restore industry-related training in our schools? It is
without question that you and I have the power to create a demand for the “Made in
America” label. We need to fill those empty manufacturing facilities with new employment
opportunities and provide our workers with an opportunity to support themselves and their
families. With more manufacturing jobs we will bring about a variety of management,
sales, services, research and development positions and many others, which can be filled by
Americans ready and able to fill these employment opportunities.

At this time, I'm encouraging you to go out of your way to ask for both American-made
big-ticket items and your day-to-day purchases as well. Without your participation, things
will remain the same and employment opportunities at every level will continue to leave
our shores. We want to trade with the rest of the world, but at this point the balance is not
in favor of American workers. Additionally, foreign manufacturers have no obligation to
look out for the well-being of American workers, they are simply selling what they make to
American consumers for a profit.

Ambassador Nicholas Rey
Fondly Remembered

Warsaw - Former U.S. Ambassador to Poland, Nicholas |
Rey, 70, who died recently in Washington, DC was mourned |
in the land of his birth as a "great friend of Poland". ||
Grateful for his friendship and support, Poles filed through
the lobby of Warsaw's U.S. Embassy to pay their respects to
the deceased by signing a book of condolence.

He was a toddler when his parents fled in a diplomatic
convoy to Austria four days after Nazi Germany invaded [
Poland in 1939. But aside from his birth and speaking
Polish from home, Nick Rey was your typical American who
became a Wall Street banker with few ties to his Polish
heritage. He was a direct descendant of Poland's famous
16th-century poet, his namesake Mikolaj Rej of Naglowice,
but that had no bearing on his life.

A graduate of Princeton and John Hopkins University,
he gained extensive experience in investment banking and
was associated with such financial institutions as Bear, Stearns & Co. and Merrill Lynch.
Rey's Polish adventure began after his ancestral homeland threw off the Soviet yoke and,
for the second time in the 20th century, declared its independence in 1989.

In 1990, the U.S. Congress set up the Polish-American Enterprise Fund (PAEF) and
granted the PAEF $240,000,000 to promote small business private enterprise in Poland.
Due in large part to Rey’s Polish background and business acumen - acquired as a leading
entrepreneur - Rey was approached to help spearhead the initiative. "I was the only gray-
haired, Polish-speaking investment banker they could find," Rey joked in an interview. The
Fund was an outstanding success. The PAEF lent its support to nearly 100,000 Polish
entrepreneurs and injected more than $1.2 billion dollars into Poland's emerging economy
through direct equity investments, home mortgages and consumer financing and employed
over 21,000 people. During the next nine years, $120,000,000 was returned to the U.S.
Treasury and an additional $180,000,000 was used to endow the Polish American Freedom
Foundation.

That was a heady period when everything seemed possible. A few years earlier, Poland
had dumped communism in a peaceful Solidarity-led revolution which touched off the
collapse of one Soviet-backed regime after another across the European continent. A short
while later the Soviet Union itself had ceased to exist.

In recognition of his efforts to promote Poland's transition from Marxist central
planning to free enterprise, President Bill Clinton appointed Rey as the U.S. Ambassador
to Poland in 1993.

During his Ambassadorship in Warsaw, Poland was building a parliamentary
democracy and making a bid to join NATO, and Rey used every opportunity to serve his
ancestral homeland with his expertise and enthusiasm. Poland rewarded his efforts by
decorating him with the Commodore’s Cross of Polonia Restituta.

Ambassador Rey returned to Washington after his term as ambassador ended in 1997,
but he did not abandon his interest and involvement in Polish affairs. He was among the
founders of the American-Polish Advisory Council, a group lobbying in favor of Polish
interests, where he worked with Gen. Edward Rowny and Mark Brzezinski. When the
Polish-American Enterprise Fund set up the Polish-American Freedom Foundation (PAFF)
in 2000, Rey was among its leaders.

In a message of condolence, the PAFF said it owed him a great debt of gratitude. "As a
member of its Board of Directors, he always served it with his extensive knowledge and
experience and was personally involved in many of its projects even at the most difficult
times of his life. We always thought highly of his wisdom, counsel and friendship and will
miss him dearly."

In one of his last interviews, Rey said: "The older I get, the more Polish I feel." He died
of lung cancer in his home in Washington's Georgetown section, survived by his wife Louisa
and three grown children. His funeral was held at Georgetown's Holy Trinity Church on
Friday, January 30, 2009. May he rest in eternal peace and be blessed for all the good he
has done.

A: You can begin by visiting: www.cyndislist.com/poland.htm as well as
www.polishroots.com. That should get you started. Of course, you will also need some
vital data about your ancestors: names, dates, places, etc. You may be in for complications if
it is a very common name such as Nowicki. Ancestors with less common names are often
easier to track down.

skeskskoskokok
Q: I purchased your cookbook Polish Heritage Cookery for my wife and we both
love it. We have tried to make sour milk twice without any luck. I know that
unpasteurized milk sours naturally and your recipe, I assume, is for pasteurized
milk. Our milk never seems to clabber overnight. Are we supposed to wait until
the sour cream gets to room temperature also? Do we stir the sour cream once we
add it? Should we do all this during the day when it is a little warmer and keep it
near a sunny window like yeast when rising? ETHAN MUEHBAUER
A: Souring milk in the USA may be a problem because there is homogenized, pasteurized
and UHT milk to which various spoilage retardants are added. This may vary from state to
state. A traditional way of getting around this is to use dairy sour cream as a souring agent.
I suggest fork-blending the sour cream at room temperature until liquefied and stirring it
into the milk in an open bowl with a wooden spoon. Try keeping the milk mixture in a
higher than room-temp. (75-80°F) place. If it doesn't clabber overnight, let it set until it
does. I have heard of Americans using commercial cultured buttermilk for this purpose but
you must use twice as much as sour cream. By the way, Polish groceries and delis in major
northern US cities sell ready to use sour milk such as kefir.

Q: Is this an authentic Polish Recipe? If so, what would it be called in Polish?
Polish Honey Onion Sauce:
1/4 cup vegetable oil; 4 cups thinly sliced yellow onions; 1 tablespoon minced
garlic;
1 cup beef or chicken stock; 6 tablespoons honey; 2 tablespoons spicy whole grain
mustard; 2 tablespoons apple cider vinegar
Heat oil over medium-high heat, add the onions and cook, stirring, until
caramelized. Add stock, bring to boil and cook until reduced by 1/2. Add honey,
mustard and vinegar, and reduce heat to medium-low, simmer until thickened,
about 6 min. Remove from the heat and cool for at least 10 min. before serving
with sausages.
MICHAEL BERDONI
A: Yes, combinations of onion, garlic, honey and vinegar were typical of Old Polish cookery.
This could rightly be called STAROPOLSKI SOS CEBULOWY (Old Polish Onion Sauce).
It would be good with all kinds of meats and poultry, not just sausage.

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MEETING WITH U.S. SENATOR VOINOVICH ON VISA WAIVER PROGRAM

Delegation with Senator George Voinovich (4th from left)

A delegation from the
Alliance of Poles Division of
the PRCUA met with US
Senator George Voinovich
(R-Ohio) on Friday,
December 19, at his office in
the Anthony J. Celebrezze
Federal Building in
Cleveland, Ohio to discuss
the United States
government's Visa Waiver
Program (VWP). John
Borkowski, Francis and Pat
Rutkowski, and Mitchell
Bienia asked the Senator
why Poland was not
admitted to this program at
the recent expansion
announcement made by
then-President George
Bush. Borkowski,
Rutkowski and Bienia,
being officers of the Ohio
Division of the Polish
American Congress, also
represented that
organization.

Visa Waiver Program
The VWP permits nationals
of certain countries to enter
the United States for up to
90 days for business or
personal travel without
obtaining a US visa. On
October 17, 2008 President
Bush announced the
eminent expansion of the
VWP to include seven new
countries, including Czech
Republic, Estonia, Latvia,
Lithuania, Hungary,
Republic of Korea and
Slovak Republic, which join
countries already part of
the VWP, Andorra,
Australia, Austria,
Belgium, Brunei, Denmark,
Finland, France, Germany,

United Kingdom, Iceland,
Ireland, Italy, Japan,
Liechtenstein,
Luxembourg, Monaco, the
Netherlands, New Zealand,
Norway, Portugal, San
Marino, Singapore,
Slovenia, Spain, Sweden,
and Switzerland.

Most Loyal Ally
The Polish-American
community, in general,
takes offense to this most
recent snub by the US
government. Poland has
been one of the most loyal
nations to the United
States. From the very
beginning of this country,
Poles helped build America
by working as glassblowers
and pitch makers in the
Jamestown colony in 1608.
During the Revolutionary
War two military leaders
from Poland, Tadeusz
Kosciuszko and Kazimierz
Pulaski, led American
forces, thereby helping to
overturn British tyranny.
In the Coalition of the
Willing during the second
Iraq war, Poland led multi-
national forces in the
middle-third of Iraq. And
now, Poland will serve as
launching site in the
Missile Defense Shield that
the US is building in
Europe, for which Poland
has incurred the threat of
reprisal from Russia. For
centuries Poles have
immigrated to America and
have distinguished
themselves in all fields of
endeavor. It is a shame
that a country that has

given so much to the USA
and to the world, is now
being denied the right for
its citizens to visit the USA
without a visa, while other
countries are given this
privilege.

Rejected
Bulgaria, Cyprus, Greece,
Malta and Romania join
Poland on the rejection list.
However, Senator
Voinovich claims that it is
of the highest priority to
include Poland in the VWP
at the next round of
admissions in 2009.
According to the Senator, it
is a "win-win" situation to
include other countries.
The US wins because
countries that are admitted
will adhere to measures of
increased safety and
security for the USA. And
newly admitted countries
win because their nationals
will be able to visit the USA
without the expense and
time required to obtain a
US visa, not to mention the
humiliation of the process.
US Senator Diane
Feinstein (D-California) is
a primary opponent of the
expansion of the VWP. In
fact, she is totally against
to the entire program, not
just its expansion.

Criteria
To be admitted into the
VWP, countries must meet
certain legislatively
established criteria. Among
the criteria are:
1. The country must have
reciprocal visa-free travel
for US citizens
2. The country must have
machine readable passports
3. Passports must contain
biometric identifiers, which
are tamper-proof and
difficult to forge
4. Theft of blank
passports must be reported
on a timely basis
5. The country must have
a very low visa refusal rate
(10% or less at present)
6. Visa violations must be
less than two percent

Additional requirements
In addition, it is also
required that the

Homeland Security
Department and the
Secretary of State evaluate
the effect a VWP country
would have on the law
enforcement and security
interests of the United
States. Among the issues
that constitute this part of
the criteria are: (1) each
nation's  security  of
passports and other
documents, (2) nationality
and citizenship laws, (3)
evidence of and efforts to
address such threats as
terrorism, organized crime,
money laundering, human
and drug trafficking, as
well as (4) efforts to
address immigration
controls, alien smuggling
activities, in addition to (5)
political and economic
stability of the government,
and (6) cooperation of law
enforcement issues,
including extradition.

Total Requirements
It is this total package of
requirements that is taken
into consideration when
admitting countries to the
VWP. In fact, there is a full
protocol that each country
must complete, and non-
compliance in any one area
may be cause for non-
acceptance into the VWP,

At last report, 13% of
Polish nationals who
applied for a visa to visit
the USA were rejected,
which exceeds the standard
by 3%. Senator Voinovich
stated that he was in favor
of completely eliminating
the visa rejection rate from
the criteria, but his
proposal was not adopted.

Reasons for
Rejection
US Consular
officials in
Warsaw and
Krakow reject
applications
for US visas
primarily for
two reasons:
(1) the
applicant will
overstay the
designated
date of
departure from

the USA, or (2) the applicant
will work illegally in the
USA. Many applicants
complain that these
decisions are made on an
arbitrary basis, subject to
the whim of the interviewing
officer. There appears to be
no standard by which to
judge the probability of
overstay or illegal work in
the USA. The Senator took
note of this problem.
Senator Voinovich also
indicated that it is only two
years that the US State
Department is tracking the
exit of foreigners from the
USA. It appears that until
this time, there was no
information gathered on
when, and for that matter, if
foreigners left the USA. In
the past, it was not possible
to tell the overstay rate of
citizens from any country,
but now that data is being
recorded.

Signs of Return

The Senator reminded the
delegation of typical signs
that a person will return to
his/her home country. Chief
among them are possession
of property, including real
estate, such as a home, or a
business, or a car or a bank
account. Students still in
school or university usually
want to return home to
finish their education. For
others who have no
compelling reason to return
home, it is often assumed by
consular officials, that they
would overstay their visa or
remain indefinitely in the
USA, often working illegally.
Therefore, a visa to the USA
is frequently denied.

John Borkowski and Senator Voinovich
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Poland's Only Successful
Ubprising Celebrated

Warsaw - As you read this, Poland will be in the midst of
celebrating the 90th anniversary of the Wielkopolska
Insurrection, the only truly successful Polish uprising against
foreign occupation. The last two centuries of Polish history has
been peppered with ill-fated risings, starting with the 1794
Kosciuszko Insurrection and followed by 19th-century November
Insurrection (1830-1831) and January Insurrection (1863-64).
Also, crushed by foreign occupants were the 1905 Revolution, the
Warsaw Ghetto Uprising (1943) and the Warsaw Uprising (1944).

Unlike other countries, for which World War I ended in
November of 1918, Poland did not emerge from 123 years of
partitions as a fully free and independent country until 1922
when it finally secured its post-war borders with the Soviet
Union, Lithuania and Germany. Resentment against Germany's
anti-Polish and anti-Catholic policies had been especially strong
in Wielkopolska and a speech delivered in Poznafi by Polish
composer-diplomat Ignacy Paderewski inspired its people to
reclaim their region from the occupying Germans. The uprising
lasted several months and claimed thousands of lives but
ultimately led to the withdrawal of German troops.

Were it not for that armed rising, the Poland that emerged
after World War I might well have not included Wielkopolska, the
western Polish region containing such important cities as Poznan,
Kalisz, Pila, Konin and Leszno. At the anniversary, President
Lech Kaczynski said: "This rising was well organized, the balance
of forces was well calculated, and not only courage but also reason
came into play. The Wielkopolska Uprising showed that without
rational responsibility one cannot win." The celebration also
included a multi-media cultural program involving hundreds of
actors, singers and dancers and including a re-enactment of
Paderewski's arrival in Poznan and some of the actual fighting.

Coincidentally or not, an earlier Wielkopolska upheaval in
1806 had set the stage for the emergence of the Grand Duchy of
Warsaw, a truncated ersatz state that lasted only from 1807 to
1815 and depended on Napoleon's support. But even if we
disregard that first rising whose results were short-lived, perhaps
the above title is not entirely accurate. Wasn't the Solidarity
revolution a peaceful insurrection that changed history?

But sometimes the
applicant is his own
worst enemy. The
stress of  the
interview may cause
the applicant to
"freeze up." If he
can't answer simple
questions, or if
answers are
contradictory, the
interviewer becomes
suspicious of the
applicant's motives,
and rejects the
application for a US
visa.

Request for
Transparency
The PRCUA
delegation asked
Senator Voinovich
to investigate the
reasons for which
judgment is made to
reject an application
for a US visa. It
seems that there
should be a
universal standard
that is transparent
and common to all
consular officials, so
that visa applicants
would know why
they were rejected
for a visa to the
USA. Oftentimes
the visa applicant
feels humiliated and
embarrassed by the
treatment received
from US consular
officials, which is
not an appropriate
way to act towards
citizens of a country
that have been loyal
to the USA for

many, many years.

A quick look to the calendar reveals
that February 25, 2009 is ASH
WEDNESDAY, the beginning of this
year’s Season of Lent. As we know,
Lent is our annual, built-in, forty-day
“retreat” which offers all of us the
opportunity to break out of our normal
routines, look at many aspects of our
lives, and hopefully make an effort to
improve ourselves and draw closer to
the Lord in the process.

Fasting
(which is limiting the amount of our
food and drink) and abstaining (giving
up certain types of foods - meat on
Fridays) help us in myriad of ways. It
helps build-up self control... and, if we
can do it for something small, we give
ourselves a better chance to be
successful in things that are more important. It helps us also to
realize the difference between what we NEED verses what we
WANT... priceless in and of itself! In addition, according to what
the medical people keep reminding us: it is the HEALTHY things
to do. Make sure some thought is given to productive ways of
incorporating these practices in your life this Lent.

Almsgiving, or charity, is another Christian characteristic
given greater emphasis during this time. It is not only concerned
with what we have to give away, such as our financial resources,
but also, and more importantly, with how we share the gift that is
ourselves. If you want to know what is important in your life, give
yourself this little test: What gets your money and what gets your
time? Honestly looking at the answers to this can help identify
both strengths and weaknesses. A sincere effort to incorporate
active forms of charity — both personal and material —will go a
long way in helping this Lent be a fulfilling time of renewal.

Forty days is a long enough time to make great progress if we
apply ourselves using these tried-and-true methods. It is also
much too much time to waste away without any effort. My prayers
are that this Lent will be spiritually productive and very fruitful
for all.

Wiecej Ci powiem -
wystaw sobie chlopaka bogatego z rodzing j ]uz czytac umiejgcg - za sto lat - w cichym gdzies
domku pod Krakowem. Odpoczywa po wojnie - szczeSliwy - ogien pali si¢ w izbie, a przy
kalendarzu juz i niektére ksigzki znajduja si¢ na stole.

Wystawze go sobie, ze czyta Balladyne - ten utwor bawi go jak basn, a zarazem uczy jakiej$
harmonii i dramatycznej formy, bierze Lille - to samo"...

Juz z tego fragmentu mozemy sie zorientowac jak widziat Stowacki wiasng dramaturgie.
A dalej w liscie do matki czytamy:

"Pro$ Boga najwyzszego w dzien i w nocy o poezje dla zywych ludzi. Kto pierwszy z
taka poezja przyjdzie, ja mu z wszystkich ksigzek moich postument zrobi¢ i sam si¢ potoze

A, "mury rung!", Spiewat Kaczmarski i..runety! A, ze to dziato sie 20 lat
temu, az sie wierzy¢ nie chce...

14 lutego 1942 roku - z dotychczasowego Zwigzku Walki Zbrojnej ZWZ,
zostala utworzona Armia Krajowa.

ZWZ - byta to konspiracyjna organizacja wojskowa dzialajaca w latach
1940 - 1942 na obszarze panstwa polskiego w granicach 1939 r. ZWZ byt
podlegly Naczelnemu Wodzowi i rzgdowi polskiemu na emigracji.

Celem organizacji byto wyzwolenie kraju spod okupacji hitlerowskiej i
sowieckiej oraz odbudowa panstwa polskiego. Zadaniem byto: formowanie sit
w konspiracji i przygotowanie powstania powszechnego. Odtwarzanie sit
zbrojnych.

Komendantami gléwnymi byli: generat Kazimierz Sosnkowski pseudonim

ZWZ powstal z SZP (Stuzba Zwyciestwu Polski), konspiracyjnej
organizacji wojskowej powotanej we wrzeSniu 1939 r. w Warszawie w
przededniu kapitulacji. Dowddca zostal gen. M. Tokarzewski-Karaszewicz
pseud. "Torwid", zastepcg i szefem sztabu mianowano putk. Stefana
Roweckiego pseud. "Grabica".

Przy komendzie gléwnej dzialala Gléwna Rada Polityczna (dzialacze PPS,
SL, SN) i komisarz cywilny M. Niedziatkowski.

Kadre SZP stanowili gléwnie zawodowi wojskowi; dzialalnos¢ SZP
obejmowata wojewddztwa centralne : warszawskie, lubelskie, 16dzkie, kieleckie,
krakowskie.

Rozkazem Naczelnego Wodza przeksztalcona w listopadzie 1939 w ZWZ,
aw 1942 w AK, ktéra dziala przez calg okupacje. Gdy Naczelny Dowddca gen.
Stefan Rowecki zostaje aresztowany, dowddztwo przejmuje generat Tadeusz
Komorowski pseudonim "Bér", "Lawina", ktéry w latach 1940-1941 jest
komendantem obszaru Krakéw-Slask, ZWZ.

polityczny na emigracji.

W okupowanej przez Niemcéw Warszawie z kazdym rokiem narastal terror okupanta.
Kedyw Komendy Gléwnej Armii Krajowej postanowit przeprowadzi¢ akcje zbrojne przeciwko
funkcjonariuszom hitlerowskim. W poczatku roku 1943 "scentralizowano" w Kedywie akcje
likwidacyjne funkcjonariuszy niemieckich, szpiegéw i konfidentéw. Przygotowano w tym celu
liste najokrutniejszych zbrodniarzy hitlerowskich, ktérej nadano kryptonim do$¢ makabryczny
"Glowki". Z tej listy kilka wyrokéw do wykonania otrzymat oddziat "Agat-Pegaz-Parasol". W
ciggu roku swej konspiracyjnej dziatalnosci Oddziat wykonat 12 duzych akcji zbrojnych. Wsrod
nich Akcja "Kutschera".

25 wrzesnia 1943 r., zostal mianowany "dowddcg SS i Policji na dystrykt warszawski Franz
Kutschera. Zaraz po jego przyjezdzie, 13 pazdziernika rozpoczely sic w Warszawie fapanki o
niespotykanym zasiegu. W oblawach na ludno$¢ stolicy oprdcz policji niemieckiej brato udziat
wojsko, a nawet czlonkowie Hitlerjugent.

Z megafonéw ulicznych (ktére zwykliSmy nazywaé "szczekaczkami"), oglaszano przez
dowoddztwo SS i Policje o publicznych egzekucjach wraz z imienng lista zakltadnikéw. Salwy
niemieckich plutonéw egzekucyjnych rozlegaly si¢ niemal w kazdej dzielnicy Warszawy, po
ktérych rozlepiano na murach obwieszczenia z nazwiskami rozstrzelanych.

"Rajski" (taki miat pseudonim oficer z Kedywu AK), zwrécit uwage, ze na plakacie widnieje
podpis dowddcy SS i Policji - Franz Kutschera. Postanowit zebraé blizsze informacje o dowo6dcy
S. Pomagala mu poczatkowo wywiadowczyni "Hanka", ktérej prace ocenit bardzo pozytywnie.
Potem zostaly przydzielone dwie Iaczniczki II plutonu: "Dewajtis" i "Kama".

Rozpoznanie polegalo na ustaleniu czasu, w ktérym Kutschera wyjezdza do pracy, jakim
samochodem (numer samochodu, marka), nastepnie rozpozna¢ i ustali¢ jaka ochrona jest
budynku w ktérym mieszka, a mieszkat w domu przy al. R6z 2 (ulica prostopadla do Alei
Ujazdowskich).

Wzig¢ pod obserwacje budynek przy Alejach Ujazdowskich 23, w ktérym miescilo sie
dowddztwo SS i Policji na dystrykt warszawski.

Teren byt bardzo niebezpieczny, naszpikowany agentami, zandarmerig, cywilnymi
przechodniami.

Wykonanie akcji powierzono zolnierzom I plutonu, jednocze$nie przewidziano udziat
dziewczat, ktére dokonaly rozpoznania.

Wprawdzie przebieg akcji jest znany z filmu "Zamach", i r6znych publikacji, warto jednak
przypomnie¢ w rocznice tych wydarzen, cho¢ w skrécie akcje i jej fragmenty, w ktérych
dzielnoscia odznaczyty si¢ dziewczeta - zolierze "Agata-Pegaza-Parasola" oraz bohaterscy
zolierze AK.

1 lutego 1944 roku rano z lokalu przy ul. Mokotowskiej 59 laczniczki pobraly bron dla
kierowcow i uczestnikow akcji.

Przed godzing 9 rano uczestnicy akcji zajeli stanowiska.

Jak widziala przebieg akcji "Dewajtis", uczestniczka tamtych wydarzen. Oto jej relacja: (...)
"stawitam si¢ na wyznaczonym stanowisku w Al Ujazdowskich naprzeciw ul. Chopina. Ranek
byt pochmurny. Na prawo przy ul. Piusa (obecnie ul. Pickna, przyp. A.M), widzialam drobna
sylwetke "Lota", w poblizu niego krecacg sie na przystanku tramwajowym "Hanke" w czarnym
palcie. (..)

Dla mnie najwazniejsza byta "Kama", stojgca na lewo w Al Ujazdowskich naprzeciw al. R6z.
Od niej mialam przekazaé¢ dalej sygnat.

Nagle "Kama'"wywiesila na prawg reke jasng peleryne od deszczu. Byl to znak, ze woéz
Kutschery zajechat przed dom. Zblizylam sie do skraju chodnika i wyjetam z teczki bialg torbe
kapeluszniczg. Dla samochodow byt to znak ostrego pogotowia.

Lada moment bedzie jechat Kutschera. Nie spuszczam oka z "Kamy". W pewnej chwili
"Kama" zeszla na jezdnie przechodzac na drugg strone ulicy: Kutschera wsiada do wozu...(..) W
porzadku - jedzie. Goni¢ na drugg strone ulicy, widzac jeszcze "Kameg", biegnacg w strong ul.
Chopina.

Spojrzalam w prawo i stanelam jak wryta. Nasz woz tarasuje droge samochodowi
Kutschery,(..) Do Kutschery strzela "Lot" w rozchylonym ptaszczu, drugg seri¢ wysiat "Juno" do
wartownika. Wyciggaja z samochodu martwego Kutschere i zabieraja jego dokumenty. Z
zagapienia wyrwal mnie krzyk "Kamy" - Ela, Ela! Obrécitam sie¢ i krzyknelam: - Uciekaj!

"Kama" stala bowiem na linii strzatu pistoletu Niemca celujgcego z ul. Chopina w kierunku
Alei. Wpadty$my obie do bramy (...)

Z Alei dobiegala nas coraz ostrzejsza strzelanina.."Kama" bardzo zdenerwowana,
zachowywala sie niespokojnie, obawiajac sie¢ o los chlopcéw i wynik akcji. Przed bramg
przejechaly dwa nasze samochody, drugi byt potrzaskany i zatloczony. Z pewnoscig ranni -
przemkneta mi mysl. Jeszcze za nimi lecialy od strony Alei serie strzatow".

Dalsze dzieje bohaterskich zolnierzy sa znane. "Juno" wraz z kierowcg "Sokotem" odwieZli
rannych do szpitala Przemienienia Pafiskiego. W drodze powrotnej, jadgc przez most Kierbedzia
(obecnie Slgsko-Dgbrowski), zostali osaczeni przez Niemcéw. Ostrzeliwali si¢ dzielnie. Nie
mogac sie przebi¢ przez zablokowany wyjazd, skoczyli z mostu i zgineli w nurtach Wisly.

Przebywajacych w szpitalu dwéch cigzko rannych nie
zdolano uratowaé. Walka lekarzy o ich zycie zostala
przegrana. "Lot" zmart 4 lutego, "Cichy" w dwa dni pdZniej.

Wywiadowczynie "Agat-Pegaz-Parasol" ich pseudonimy,
imiona i nazwiska rodowe: "Hanka" (Anna Szarzynska-
Rewska), "Dewajtis" (Elzbieta Dziebowska), "Kama" (Maria
Styputkowska-Chojecka).

Stuzba wywiadowczyn nie byta lekka. Wymagata duzej
inteligencji, spostrzegawczosci, opanowania, zelaznych
nerwow, a takze niezwyklej odwagi. = Wywiadowca
zachowac¢ musiat rzetelnos¢, skrupulatnos¢ i specjalne srodki
ostroznosci. Tak sie zachowywaé, aby nie zwraca¢ na siebie
uwagi otoczenia.

Takimi cechami odznaczaly sie nasze dzielne
Wywiadowczynie, ktérym w rocznice tamtych wydarzen
oddajmy nalezng Czes¢!

Z raportu wydanego przez National Association of Secretaries of State w 2008 roku, wynika
iz 20 stanow zezwala na faksowanie (fax) kart wyborczych "absentee" od wojska, dziewie¢ innych
stanéw oraz Dystrykt Kolumbii zezwala na to w wyjatkowych okolicznosciach.

SRODA POPIELCOWA

Dobiega konca karnawal, jego ostatnie dni zwane byly w dawnej Polsce ostatkami lub
migsopustem. W ostatki urzadza si¢ ostatnie huczne zabawy przed nadchodzacym okresem
wstrzemigzliwosci.

Karnawat konczy definitywnie Sroda Popielcowa (Wstepna Sroda), ktéra jest pierwszym dniem
Wielkiego Postu i oczekiwania na Wielkanoc. Jest to dzien pokuty przypadajacy 40 dni (nie liczac
niedziel, ktore sa pamiatka Zmartwychwstania Jezusa Chrystusa) przed Wielkanoca. Wedlug obrzedow
katolickich tego dnia kaptan czyni popiotem znak krzyza na glowie wiernego, mowiac jednoczesnie:
“Prochem jeste§ i w proch si¢ obrocisz” lub ‘“Nawracajcie si¢ i wierzcie w Ewangeli¢”, co ma
przypomnie¢ cztowiekowi o kruchosci jego zycia i nieuchronnej $mierci.

Popiot jest takze znakiem pokuty za grzechy. W Kosciele pierwszych wiekoéw biskup naznaczat w
ten sposob jedynie tych, ktorzy czynili publiczng pokutg za bardzo cigzkie grzechy i az do Wielkiego
Czwartku byli wylaczeni ze wspolnoty Kosciota.

Tradycja posypywania gtéw popiotem na znak pokuty pojawita si¢ w VIII wieku. W XI wieku
papiez Urban II uczynit go obowiazujacym zwyczajem w catym Kosciele. Wowczas postanowiono, ze
popidt bedzie pochodzil z palm poswigconych w Niedziele Palmowa z ubieglego roku. W Srode
Popielcowa obowiazuje post $cisly - od 14 roku Zycia nie spozywa si¢ pokarméw migsnych, od 18 roku
zycia do 60 - ogranicza si¢ ilo$¢ positkow do trzech: jednego sytego oraz dwoch skromnych. W dzien
ten nie obowiazuje dyspensa.

Tak pisat o Wstepnej Srodzie Jedrzej Kitowicz (1727-1804):

W ten dzien w kos$ciotach dawano ludowi popielec, to jest przyklekajacym przed wielkim ottarzem
lub przed innym pobocznym po odprawionej mszy swigtej ksiadz posypowat glowy popiotem z palmy
w Kwietng Niedzielg swigconej (nie z trupich kos$ci, jak rozumie prostactwo) upalonym, przypominajac
ludowi tym sposobem, ze kiedy§ w proch si¢ obroci, zatem zeby si¢ do marnosci $wiatowych, a tym
bardziej do rozpusty nie przywiazywal, ale owszem za zbytki i swawole migsopustne miat si¢ przy
poscie swietym do pokuty. Na ten popielec zjezdzali sig i schodzili do ko$ciolow wszyscy katolickiego
wyznania, panowie nawet najwigksi nigdy go nie opuszczali. Ale ze nie wszyscy byli sposobni w Stepna
Srode do przyjecia tego obrzadku, przeto dawano go drugi raz po kosciotach, mianowicie po wsiach, w
pierwsza niedzielg postu. Taka za$ byla jeszcze poboznos¢ Polakéw pod panowaniem Augusta III w
latach poczatkowych, ze nawet chorzy, nie mogacy dla stabosci przyja¢ popielcu w kosciele, prosili o
niego, aby im byt dany w 16zku.
