MEATLESS LENTEN DISHES

FRIED FISH: Wash and dry 2 -3 1lbs fresh-water or ocean
fish fillets. Sprinkle with lemon juice, intersperse with
onion slices, salt well and refrigerate overnight. When ready
to use, discard onions, dry fillets on absorbent paper, salt &
pepper, dredge in flour, shaking off excess, and fry on both
sides in hot oil until golden brown and fully cooked on the
inside. Serve with sauce of horseradish and sour cream.

LENTEN RYEMEAL SOUP (ZUREK): In pot combine 4 ¢
water, a chopped onion and cook until onion is tender. Add 1
¢ "zurek" (bottled ryemeal sour available at Polish delis), 1/4
of a mushroom bouillon cube and 1 bud crushed garlic. Stir
in 2 T flour dissolved in 1/2 ¢ water, bring to boil, reduce
heat and simmer 2-3 min. Season with salt, pepper and
marjoram and serve over hard-cooked egg slices and/or
cubed cooked potatoes. Add a little horseradish for a zingier
soup and adjust sourness with lemon juice.

POTATO PANCAKES: Grate 2-1/4 1bs peeled potatoes (by
hand or in food processor), transfer to sieve and let drip into
bowl. Allow drippings to settle, pour off liquid from top and
add the white sediment (starch) to the grated potatoes. Add
1-2 fine grated onion, 2 T flour, 2 eggs and salt & pepper.
Mix well and spoon batter into hot fat. With spatula flatten
pancakes slightly, since thin ones cook better. Fry to a
crispy, golden brown on both sides and drain on absorbent
paper. Serve immediately with sour cream or applesauce.

NOODLES AND MILK: In a bowl, beat 2 eggs, 1/4 tsp.
salt, 1 T water. Add 1/2 c. flour and beat well with fork.
Bring 3 c. of milk to a boil. Pour the noodles into the milk
from the end of a spoon and let boil for 2 to 3 min. If poured
into the milk from a considerable height, the shape of the
drops will be improved. Add sugar to taste and serve hot.
Variation: Do the same thing but add the noodles to broth
instead of milk for a delicious dish.

RAW POTATO DUMPLINGS: Grate 2 c¢ of raw potatoes
fine (or process with food processor) Add 1-1/2 ¢ flour, 1 t
salt, 1/2 c. bread crumbs and 2 eggs to make a stiff dough. If
needed, adjust the flour. Drop into boiling salted water from
a wet teaspoon. Dumplings should be about 1.5 “ long and
.5” wide when cooked. Remove with a slotted spoon as soon
as they float to the top. Pour over the noodles fat back (salt
pork) cut into tiny cubes and fry with 1 thinly sliced onion,
until brown or with melted butter or with cheese sauce.

Mieczyslaw Haiman was a writer,
poet, and editor of Polish
newspapers in Buffalo, Boston,
and Chicago. He also published
books on Polish American history.
The archival material he collected
became the foundation of the
Malgorzata Kot & Actor Sanisaw Malec P0lish Museum of America in

Chicago, of which he was the first
curator. The memorial ceremony started with a warm welcome by
the PMA President Maria Ciesla and PMA Director Jan Lorys. The
MC was Malgorzata Kot, PMA Head Librarian. The keynote speaker was Professor Teresa
Kaczorowska, a poet and author of a biography on Haiman. Using the Power Point
presentation, Prof. Kaczorowska gave a synopsis of Mieczyslaw Haiman’s life and his many
achievements. Later the Polish actor, Stanislaw Malec, beautifully recited poems written by
Haiman. Due to the winter weather, a wreath laying ceremony was held at the portrait of
Mieczyslaw Haiman. The wreath was presented by PMA Pres. Maria Ciesla, PMA Dir. Jan
Lorys, PMA Chairman Wallace Ozog and Consul
General of RP Zygmunt Matynia. When the
weather improves, another wreath laying
ceremony is planned at Haiman's gravesite in St.

News from PRCUA St. Stan’s Society #718

Free Assistance with Student Aid
Applications: Students May Be Eligible for
More than $10,000!

Chicago, IL - City Clerk Miguel del Valle has partnered with Ladder Up to provide free
assistance for students filling out the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA)
form. Prospective college students and their parents are encouraged to visit the City Clerk’s
office, Room 107 of City Hall, 121 N. LaSalle St., on Tuesday, April 14 from 5:30-7:30 p.m.
to receive one-on-one assistance in completing the FAFSA form. No appointment is
necessary.

The FAFSA form is required for all students seeking grants, work-study opportunities,
or student loans. Students interested in attending a university, community college, or
technical program may be eligible to receive more than $10,000 in grants for higher
education.

"Every year, thousands of dollars of financial aid marked for students is unclaimed
because students do not complete and submit these forms," said City Clerk del Valle. "Some
people assume they are not eligible because of their income level; while others may be
intimidated by the application worksheets, but the reality is most students are eligible for
some form of financial aid and help is available. I strongly urge anyone planning to enroll
in college to take advantage of the services offered by Ladder Up.”

FAFSA form assistance at City Clerk del Valle's office is a free service that will be
provided to anyone. There are no income restrictions for students or their families.
Students should bring the most recent copy of their tax return and information about any
assets they may have. If a student is supported by his/her parent(s), the student should
also have the tax return, Social Security Number and the birthdates of his/her parents. For
this reason, it is recommended that parents accompany their student to this session.

Submitting the FAFSA is the first step in applying for financial aid for a higher
education. It is used to apply for Pell Grants, Stafford Loans and campus-based programs.
FAFSA collects the information to determine need and eligibility for financial aid.
Information for the College Illinois 529 Tuition Program will also be available.

“Best of the Old and the New”

It has been about 2 1/2 years since July 7, 2007, when our
Holy Father, Pope Benedict XVI, issued his Motto Proprio
Summorum Pontificum, which allowed for the widespread use of
the immemorial Tridentine Mass, now officially referred to as
the Extraordinary Form of the Roman Rite. This papal directive
went into effect in September of that year. This action of the
Holy Father was meant to promote a proper understanding of
the true continuity of the Church’s worship throughout the ages
as well as be a gesture of understanding and reconciliation to
those whose spirituality is attached to this formally universal
manner of celebrating the Mass and sacraments before the forms
instituted by the Second Vatican Council.

Prior to this, our Holy Father of blessed memory, the
Servant of God Pope John Paul II the Great, had made initial
outreaches through his Motto Proprio Ecclesia Dei. This decree
asked the bishops of the world to make available in a generous
way to the people in their dioceses celebrations in the Tridentine Rite. This was done to
varying degrees from place to place with some providing ample opportunities and others
nothing at all. Pope Benedict’s document allows any priest anywhere the privilege of
celebrating the Extraordinary Rite without prior permission and encourages groups of the
faithful to approach their pastors with requests for it when there is a need.

As with most Church documents, the effects of our Holy Father’s Motto Proprio will
take some time to trickle down into the mainstream where it may intersect most people’s
lives. While some parishes have already introduced some forms of the Extraordinary Rite
(or the “old Latin Mass” as many refer to it) and the seminaries are training the future
priest to offer both forms of the Mass, for the most part, most people’s experience in going to
Church has not been effected .

In our Diocese of Cleveland, the administration allowed for regional celebrations of the
Tridentine Mass on a regular basis under Pope John Paul IT’s plan. This built a foundation
for an outreach that included priests and people, servers, musicians, and choirs. Over time,
this formed a core group, which, now that restrictions are removed and there is greater
freedom under Pope Benedict is decree, has begun to serve as an outreach. In other words,
while they stay attached to their regular church on a weekly basis, they also now “take the
show on the road”, so-to-speak, and travel to various parishes for the celebration of seasonal
and special occasions and feasts.

I mention all of this because, for the first time in memory, one of our venerable Polish
parishes in the Diocese of Cleveland was the site for the celebration of such a Mass. On
Sunday, March 8, 2009 at 4:00 pm, in Saint Casimir Church at 8223 Sowinski Avenue in
Cleveland, Ohio, a Solemn High Mass in Latin for Polonia and the greater Cleveland
community was offered. Along with the lovely music, a homily in both English and Polish
marked this important event.

For seniors, it was an opportunity to show their children and grandchildren how Mass
celebrations were when they were growing up! This was much more than a nostalgic trip
through time. It was a way to experience the timeless beauty of our faith in action. It was a
moving and uplifting encounter with the Lord that made the special trip worthwhile for
everyone who participated in this very special Mass.

Odbyt podréze studyjne
do Monachium, Norymbergii i Wiednia. Poza zainteresowaniami artystycznymi w roku 1908
rozpoczal dzialalnosé niepodleglosciows. Byt wspoélorganizatorem Zwigzku Walki Czynnej. Byt
instruktorem i jednym z przywo6deow Zwigzku Strzeleckiego. (Do tego Zwigzku nalezal moj ojciec).
W tym czasie przyjat pseudonim "Smigly".

Od potowy sierpnia 1914 roku zaliczany byt do najzdolniejszych oficeréw polskich formacji
wojskowych tworzonych przez Jézefa Pitsudskiego.

_ Jesienig 1917 r. pod nieobecnos¢ Pilsudskiego, ktérego osadzono w twierdzy magdeburskiej,
"Smigly" zostal komendantem Polskiej Organizacji Wojskowej. Ponownie zakonspirowatl ja,
zreorganizowal i przygotowat do wystapien w momencie najwlasciwszym dla odzyskania przez
Polske niepodlegtosci. ;

W listopadzie 1918 r. Rydz-Smigly zostal ministrem wojny w Rzadzie Lubelskim. Po objeciu
przez Pilsudskiego wiadzy wojskowej i cywilnej "Smigly" dowodzit oddziatami, ktére w 1919 r.
zdobyly Wilno, na przelomie 1919-1920 pomagaly kotwie w walkach z Armig Czerwong, a w
kwietniu 1920 r. zajely Kijow. Dowodzit tez odwrotem spod Kijowa.

W potowie sierpnia 1920 r. stanat na czele II armii, ktéra przyczynita si¢ do zwyciestwa w "bitwie
warszawskiej".

W latach 1921-1935 byt inspektorem armii, po $mierci marszatka Pitsudskiego zostatl generalnym
inspektorem sit zbrojnych (maj 1935), a nastgpnie marszatkiem Polski (listopad 1935).

Byl zwolennikiem rzadéw silnej reki, co wprowadzito go w konflikt z prezydentem I. Moscickim
i ugrupowaniami demokratycznymi.

Jako Naczelny Wodz, niestety szybko stracit kontrole nad przebiegiem walk w wojnie 1939 roku.
Od Wschodu na Polske uderzyta Armia Czerwona.

Z 17 na 18 wrze$nia, nocg z prezydentem Moscickim opuscit Polske i, juz w Rumunii
powiadomit narod specjalng odezwa, ktorg w kraju przyjeto niezbyt zyczliwie.

Marszalek Rydz-Smigly byt internowany przez wladze rumunskie w Dragoslavele, skad uciekt
na Wegry (15 grudnia 1940 r.), a 25 pazdziernika 1941 r. przekradt si¢ przez Stowacje do Polski. 25
pazdziernika przybyt do Warszawy pod przybranym nazwiskiem - Adam Zawisza, (nauczyciela z
Malopolski Wschodniej). Zamieszkal u generalowej Jadwigi Maksymowicz-Raczynskiej przy ulicy
Sandomierskiej 18.

Jego zamiarem jest odbudowa organizacji "Obdz Polski Walczacej" i podjecie walki z
okupantami. Nie jest wykluczone, ze spotkat si¢ wéwczas z komendantem Zwigzku Walki Zbrojnej
generalem Stefanem Grotem-Roweckim.

Wiaczyt sie do konspiracji pod pseudonimem "Artur Zawisza".

(Wydawnictwo Ksiezy Pallotynéw 1997 r.)

Marszatek Edward Rydz-Smigly zmart w 1941 r. podczas okupacji w Warszawie. Zostat
pochowany w tajemnicy na Cmentarzu Wojskowym na Powagzkach.
