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As required by the Illinois Department of Insurance,
this report is given to all of our members. This is my
evaluation of the financial condition of our fraternal
organization as reported in the statement on page 3.

As most of you know, the economic situation in the
United States deteriorated severely in the last quarter of
2008. Our fraternal organization has not been immune to
this crisis. The Polish Roman Catholic Union of America
has been adversely affected by the stock market. As a
result, we were required to take realized and unrealized
losses that are far greater than any that we have
experienced in our history.

As you look on the charts on page 10, “History of Income
from Operations from 1984 to 2008” and “Net Income”
which also shows Realized Capital Gains, you will see that
we have historically relied upon the stock market for
additional realized capital gains. Our best year was 2004.
We have not been at this level since 2002. Our interest rate
of return this year (2009) continues to be higher than last
year and there is already a positive note: our increase in the

rate of net investment income to mean assets was
5.73%.

The second positive change for the benefit of our
members is an increase in reserves for our dividends to
be paid in 2009 - we have reserved $450,000.00 for
dividends to be issued to our members in 2009. The
Board of Directors approved an additional bonus
dividend of $375,000.00 to be paid this year. This
brings a total of dividends to be distributed to our
insurance members to $825,000.00. This is $367,206.00
more than last year, an increase of 80.2%.

The third positive point is that in 2008 the PRCUA
achieved a new record in Total Premium Income of
$24,763,930.00, which far exceeds all previous years.
This is primarily due to the exceptional efforts of our
deputies in promoting PRCUA annuitiy programs. We
congratulate them for their hard work!

The 2001 CSO plans of insurance have been
approved by the Department of Insurance in all of the
states in which the PRCUA (Continued on page 3)

SENATE PASSES RESOLUTION TO GRANT HONORARY CITIZENSHIP
TO GENERAL CASIMIR PULASKI

Polonia’s friend, U.S. Senator Dick Durbin (D-IL),
usually attends the Annual State of Illinois Pulaski Day
celebration, but he was absent this year because he was in
Washington, where he introduced a resolution on Pulaski
Day to posthumously proclaim Casimir Pulaski as an
honorary citizen of the United States. Senator Durbin was
pleased to announce that the legislation, which he
sponsored, passed the Senate by unanimous consent! The
joint resolution was co-sponsored by Senators Murkowski,
Mikulski, Cardin, Whitehouse, Dodd, Brown, Burris and
Pryor. It was read twice, considered, read the third time,
and unanimously passed.

General Casimir Pulaski, a Polish military officer who
fought on the side of America during the Revolutionary
War, died during a battle in Savannah, Georgia, in October
of 1779. After coming to America, Pulaski wrote to George
Washington, “I came here, where freedom is being
defended, to serve it, and to live or die for it.”

“Casimir Pulaski made the ultimate sacrifice in pursuit
of American freedom,” Durbin said. “When we think of our
nation’s struggle for freedom in its infancy, we must
remember General Casimir Pulaski and his indelible
contribution to our nation’s birth.”

Benjamin Franklin encountered Pulaski while in
Paris and recommended that Washington accept Pulaski
as a volunteer in the American Calvary. Washington
elevated Pulaski to Brigadier General of the American
Cavalry on September 15, 1777—just four days after
Pulaski saved Washington’s life and averted defeat at
the Battle of Brandywine. In 1779, he fought the British
in Charleston, South Carolina and Savannah, Georgia.
It was as a result of his actions in Savannah that he
died.

Pulaski has been honored throughout our nation’s
history. In September, 1929, Congress designated
October 11 as Pulaski Day to be observed by Presidential
Proclamation; it also authorized the Post Office to issue a
Pulaski commemorative stamp. In 1973, Illinois
designated the first Monday of March as Pulaski
Commemorative day in Illinois and in 1986 declared the
day to be a state holiday.

U.S. Representative Daniel Lipinski has sponsored
an identical measure in the U.S. House of
Representatives. This Joint Resolution now would need
to pass the House, as well as be signed by the President,
to grant Pulaski posthumous honorary citizenship.

Traditional Polish Easter Dishes

BEET & HORSERADISH RELISH: Drain a can of red
beets or pickled beets. Dice, grate coarsely or slice thin. Stir
in about 1 heaping T prepared horseradish per 1 c beets,
toss to blend and refrigerate covered until needed. Optional:
It may be seasoned with salt & pepper, a little caraway seed,
lemon juice or vinegar and a bit of sugar. Variation: For a
mellower taste, stir in some applesauce.

PICKLED MUSHROOMS: Choose 2 lbs of small fresh
mushrooms of equal size. Wash well and plunge into a large
kettle of boiling salted water. Cover and cook 15 min. In
separate pot combine 1 ¢ cider vinegar, 1 ¢ water, 1/2 t salt,
1 T sugar, 1 crumbled bay leaf, 3 grains allspice and 10
peppercorns. Bring to boil, reduce heat, cover and simmer 15
min. With slotted spoon transfer mushrooms to jars. Pour
room-temp marinade over mushrooms to cover, seal and
refrigerate overnight before serving.

DEVILED EGGS: Shell 8 hard-boiled eggs, cut in half
lengthwise, remove yolks and set aside whites. Mash yolks
with fork, combine with just under 1/4 lb skinned, ground
smoked kielbasa, 3 T finely chopped chives and stir in 3-4 T
mayonnaise, mixing to blend ingredients and salt & pepper
to taste. Fill egg-white halves with mixture, rounding out
filling to resemble a whole egg, arrange and platter and
drench with 1/2 cup mayonnaise fork-blended with 2 T
prepared horseradish and arrange on lettuce-lined platter.
Drench eggs with 1/2 ¢ mayonnaise fork-blended with 2 T
prepared horseradish and dust with paprika.

HOMEMADE KIELBASA: Grind coarsely 4.5 lbs pork
butts and combine with 1 b fatty ground beef. Sprinkle with
2.5 to 3 T salt, 3/4 t freshly ground black pepper, 1 T
marjoram and 3-4 buds finely minced garlic. Work mixture
well by hand, gradually adding 3/4 c¢ cold water until fully
absorbed. Refrigerate covered overnight. Stuff hog casings
with mixture, twisting into 12" - 13" links and tying them
with white twine. Cook as below.

BOILED FRESH KIELBASA: Place 3 lbs fresh home-
made or store-bought kielbasa in pot of cold water which
should cover it by at least 1". Add 1 bay leaf and 1 large
quartered onion and cook on low to a gentle boil. Simmer on
low covered 30-40 min from the time boiling starts. Let
stand in hot liquid another 10 min before serving. Pork must
be fully cooked so make sure it is no longer pink inside. The
kielbasa stock makes a delicious soup base.

OLD POLISH KIELBASA: Place 3 lbs fresh kielbasa in
single layer in baking pan. Drench with 2 ¢ beer and enough
water to barely cover the sausage. Bake in pre-heated 375°
oven 30 min. Turn kielbasa over. Scatter 4 thinly sliced
onions all over the kielbasa, sprinkle with caraway seeds
and bake another 30 min.

EASY POLISH LOG CAKE: Beat 1 slightly heaped c
unsalted butter with 1-1/2 ¢ sugar until fluffy (5 min). Add 7
egg yolks 1 at a time, beating until fully absorbed before
adding the next, and beat until fluffy and lemony. Stir in 2 t
vanilla extract. Separately, combine 1-1/2 ¢ instant flour, c
potato starch and 2 t baking powder and stir into egg
mixture. Beat 7 egg whites until they peak and carefully fold
into batter by hand. Heat overhead broiler in oven. Grease a
tube pan and sprinkle with plain breadcrumbs. Ladle some
batter into the pan to cover bottom and place under the
broiler for 2 min. or until golden brown. Ladle in another
portion of batter and repeat the process. Keep repeating
until all batter is used up. Check for doneness with a
wooden pick. If it does not come out clean, bake in hot oven
a while longer.
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PRCUA Bids Farewell to
A Remarkable Woman
Helen Kmiec - 1915 - 2009

Life is not a journey to the grave with the intention of arriving safely in a
pretty and well-preserved body, but rather a skid in broadside, thoroughly
use up, totally worn out, and loudly proclaiming: “Wow - what a ride!”

Chicago, IL - And what a ride it has been!
Helen was born in Chicago, IL in 1915, the
oldest of five children, and the only daughter
of Polish immigrants. After skipping a grade
or two, she graduated from St. Fidelis
Grammar School and attended Holy Family
Academy's two year business course during
the Great Depression, all while helping her
parents in their Humboldt Park grocery store
in Chicago. Thereafter she spent a year at
the University of Warsaw (Poland).

She then spent a year in Poland in
scouting, where she attended the National
Jamboree of Polish Scouts in 1935 and met §
Sir Robert Baden-Powell, the founder of <
scouting. During this time she had the
opportunity to he within "arm's reach" of
Adolph Hitler, prior to his notoriety, and to shake hands with Polish
General Sikorski, a great patriot. She returned home just before the
outbreak of World War II and continued to help in the store. In 1939 she
attended the World's Fair in New York and in 1941, as a scout and
volunteer at the Polish Museum, was an usher (posted on stage) at
Orchestra Hall in Chicago when Ignacy Jan Paderewski, the first premier
of Poland and a great pianist, came to America.

In September, 1944, after three of her brothers joined the U.S. Navy,
she also joined, against her father's wishes.
She became a WAVE and even outranked
her three brothers. She was stationed in
Washington, DC in the Intelligence Dept.
as a Slavic Language Translator until
peace came. This gave her the opportunity
to meet President Franklin D. Roosevelt.

After the war, she returned to
Chicago and worked at various jobs. She
became involved in the Polish Legion of
American Veterans (P.L.A.V.) holding the
offices of Post Treasurer, Adjutant and
Commander, as well as Illinois State
| Adjutant and National Adjutant. In 1948,
Helen married a guy from the
| neighborhood, Mitchell Kmiec, and settled
in the same house where her parents had
their grocery store. They had a son,
Charles, and a daughter, Mitchelle. She
lived in the same house until 1973 when
the family moved to Jefferson Park.

In the late 1950's she became a
Democratic Precinct Captain under
Aldermen Daniel Rostenkowski, Robert
Sulski and Thomas Keane. It was at this time that she went to work
'temporarily" to help pay for a parochial education for her children. She
worked at the Cook County Highway-Records Department for the City of
Chicago Finance Committee and then the last 30+ years at the Cook
County Highway Dept. as a statistician, where her "temporary"
employment ended when she retired in 1991 at the age of 78-1/2. Prior to
her retirement in 1991, she was awarded the Cook County Public Service
Award. She also belonged to the Edgar A. Lawrence Highway American
Legion Post, holding the position of Post Treasurer, Adjutant and
Commander and she was awarded a Life Membership.

Her political and veteran association involvement gave her the
opportunity to meet Presidents Dwight Eisenhower, John Kennedy and
Lyndon Johnson, Illinois Governors Stevenson, Stranton, Shapiro and

Kerner, State Senators Douglas, Percy,
Simon, State Representatives Rostenkowski,

Byrne, H. Washington and Cardinals
Mundelein, Stritch, Meyer, Bernadin, and
George. She continued to travel throughout
her life until she was 91.

During all of this she always had time for [&
God and thus was an active member of the |
St. Fidelis Ladies Sodality and the Ladies [
Sodality of Our Lady of Victory.

Helen Kmiec’s other accomplishments
include:

- Lived through 16 president and lived long
enough to vote for the 17th

- She cruised on a transatlantic Ocean Liner
before WW 1I, long before cruising was
popular; kayaked the lakes of Poland; rafted on
the Vistula River in Poland; sailed on a feluka
(sailboat) on the Nile; canoed up the Amazon and enjoyed 7 cruises to
various destinations around the world

Helen was proud of her Polish heritage and was an active member of
Society #1000 of the Polish Roman Catholic Union of American, Polish
National Alliance, and the Polish Women's Alliance.

Helen Kmiec died on January 19, 2009. A celebration of her Life was
held at St. Robert Bellarmine Church in Niles and interment in St.
Adalbert’s Cemetery, Niles, IL. May she rest in eternal peace.

In her remarks at the funeral, Helen’s daughter Mitch said:

Where do I start to thank you for "YOU."” There really are no words to
express how lucky Chuck and I were to have you in our lives. You were
always busy yet always there for us, whether it was to type a term paper,
stay up late to crochet a blouse for your "favorite”" daughter the day before 1
left for a cruise, make a Halloween costume to assure a win or make and
pack meals for the crew leaving on the Mackinac race - you were always
glad to help and be involved with us - and with a smile too!

You were always there to support us in whatever we wanted to do even
though you didn't agree with us. You accepted us for who we were. You
attended any program we were in and... your bags were always packed and
ready to go - anywhere - anytime!

You taught us about life, how to believe, trust, forgive, accept and treat
people as we would want them to treat us. Your favorite saying was "think
of the bottle as half full rather than half empty..." You taught us to "seize"”
the moment and grab onto whatever life throws our way. You also taught us
that humor is good for the soul and will get you through the tough times.
You also taught us never to give up or forget about God as HE is always
there for us. You were the "wind beneath our wings. I will miss all the
things we did, the times we have shared, the places we've seen but will
always carry those memories within my heart.

Three Polish Chairs at
UIC Endowed by R. Hejna

Chicago, IL - Romauld Hejna
was, by all accounts, a simple but
private man. So it was a surprise
when he passed away in the
summer of 2008 and left a $10
million gift to the College of
Liberal Arts and Sciences (LAS) |
for the endowment of chairs in
the History of Poland and in
Polish Language and Literature.
The gift, which was the second
largest individual gift ever received by the University
of Illinois in Chicago (UIC) and the largest individual
donation to LAS, will transform the study of Poland
and its culture and language in Chicago, the city
with the largest Polish population outside of Poland’s
Capitol of Warsaw.

“Mr. Hejna’s gift has ensured not only that LAS
will remain on the map for Polish Studies but also
that UIC will become a beacon for scholars who wish
to research and teach in this specialization,” said
Dwight A McBride, Dean of the College. “He has left
an enduring legacy, and in doing so, has given the
College a legacy to nurture in the creation of the
Hejna Chairs.”

In 1995, Hejna established the Endowed
Scholarship in the History of Poland in the Dept. of
History. A few year’s later, he initiated his master
plan by establishing the seed funding for the UIC
Chair in the History of Poland. These prior gifts
amounted to almost $500,000. But his generosity
came with one strict caveat - total anonymity.

“Rom Hejna had tremendous compassion and
warmth, a really big heart. But he didn’t want
anything in return,” said Carla Knorowski, who
worked closely with Hejna. “He wasn’t interested in
building a legacy to himself. He passionately wanted
to give people the opportunity to learn about Polish
history, language and literature. He was
unassuming. He drove an average car. He didn’t put
on airs. He didn’t live extravagantly. While he lived a
simple life, he was loved and respected and he will be
missed.”

Romauld Hejna was born in 1931 in Chicago. He
graduated from Wayland Academy in Beaver Dam,
WI in 1948. He attended the Navy Pier Campus of
UIC for two years, then went to the U. of I. Urbana-
Champaign to earn his BA in History in 1952.

He went on to become a public school history
teacher and worked as a counselor and history
teacher at Bogan High School. He was a Life Member
of the UIC Alumni Association, a UIC Foundation
member and a member of the Torch Light Society.

Hejna loved Chicago and its history. You could
name any Chicago landmark and he would tell you
the history of it. A very learned man, he really knew
and understood Chicago neighborhoods.

But Poland was his passion. He often traveled to
this home of his ancestors to satisfy his profound
interest in Polish culture and arts. He was also
active in Polonia as a founding member of the Polish
Falcons of America, a member of the Polish
American Congress, the Polish Military History
Society of America and a Life Member of the Polish
Museum of America. In 2006, the PMA honored him
as a recipient of the Polish Heritage Award for his
donations that enabled the PMA to maintain,
preserve and display its many Polish treasures.

In the winter 2009, LAS will launch its
international search for the Hejna Professorships. A
faculty search committee will identify some of the
very best scholars in Polish studies. As each of the
new Hejna Professors joins the UIC faculty, the
College will host a formal inaugural lecture and
celebration to which the public will be invited.

The Polish School at the Alliance of Poles Division of
the PRCUA held another successful Polish Dinner on
Sunday, February 22, 2009. This semi-annual event has
become a staple fundraiser for the Polish School. Operating
expenses are high for the school, and it is through
fundraisers that the school stays in existence.

The dinner patrons have come to expect nothing but the
best from the Polish School's kitchen, headed by Ligia
Borkowski and Cecylia Dyczko. A regular hit is the pickle
soup, which the ladies make from scratch. Americans
particularly like the pickle soup because it is not a common
item on menus at American restaurants.

Main Courses

Main courses vary each time the dinner is presented,
but the popularity of stuffed cabbage always makes it a
regular. The Polish School at the Alliance of Poles Division
of the PRCUA has a special recipe for its golabki, handed
down by Ligia Borkowski. The special blend of ground meat
is tenderly and lovingly mixed with the right amount of rice
by the lady chefs. The ratio of meat to rice is just perfect,
with enough rice to make the golabki tender and soft, but
not fall apart when cut. Seasonings are added, and then the
meat is wrapped in par boiled cabbage leaves, pared of
excess cabbage. Finally the finished rolls are placed in
roasting pans, covered with a special blend of tomato sauce,
and baked until done. Mmmm good!!

Two other meats are also served at the Polish
dinner. This time the offering was roast beef and
baked chicken. The roast beef was tasty and tender,
while the chicken was deliciously prepared with a
special barbeque coating before it was baked. Parslied
potatoes, noodles and cabbage, and mixed vegetables
were side dishes that accompanied the main course.

Rolls and butter were served with the meal, and a
variety of homemade pastries was available for
dessert. Small plates were prepared with a selection of
desserts on each dish. Coffee and tea were self-service
items.

The Adam Mickiewicz
Institute, a government body
that promotes Polish culture
world-wide, is changing its name
to Institute of Polish Culture.
One reason for the change is that
not all foreigners are able to
pronounce Mickiewicz, the name
of Poland's 19th-century bard,
Poland's Culture Minister
Bogdan Zdrojewski explained.
The institute's competence will
also be expanded to become the
Polish equivalent of Germany's
Goethe Institute, the British
Council or Spain's Cervantes
Institute. The Adam Mickiewicz
Institute was formed in 2000 for
the promotion of Polish culture
and art abroad.

Father Adam Boniecki, the
editor of Poland's influential
Catholic weekly "Tygodnik
Powszechny", has criticized a
Polish-American woman for her
unsanctioned ordination and said
she was "was doing a disservice
both to the Church and the
women's cause." US-born,
Milwaukee-raised Janice Sevre-
Duszynska was recently
"ordained" in Lexington,
Kentucky by a Father Roy
Bourgeois in contravention of
Canon Law which specifies that
only men may be ordained and
only bishops are authorized to

ordain. Both face excom-
munication. For over a decade,
Duszynska has staged

demonstrations to back demands
for female ordinations.

Polish Canadian Dariusz
Slowik has broken the Guinness
world record in hurling washing
machines in the northwestern
Polish town of Bialogard. In
2003, the 30-year-old Polish-born
Canadian discus-throw champion
set a Guinness World Record for
the longest car push by pushing a
Dodge Neon over a distance of 56
kilometers (35 miles) in 10 hours'
time. He donated the $10,000.
prize to a small Canadian boy
suffering from cancer, and the
present prize will go to 14-year-
old Weronika, a Polish girl
suffering from leukemia.
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PRCUA REPS ATTEND LITHUANIAN
INDEPENDENCE DAY CELEBRATION

On Saturday, February 21, John Borkowski,
Francis Rutkowski and Mitchell Bienia represented the
Prcua and the Ohio Division of the Polish American
Congress at the Cleveland Lithuanian community's
celebration of the 756th Anniversary of the
Establishment of the Lithuanian Kingdom, and the 91st
Anniversary of the Restoration of Independence.

Fr. Ilgauskas, Pastor of Our Lady of Perpetual
Help Church, delivered the invocation. The main speaker
for the event, Audrius Bruzga, Lithuanian Ambassador to
the United States and Mexico, was introduced by Ingrida
Bublys, Honorary General Consul. Ambassador Bruzga
brought greetings to the assembly from the government of
the Republic of Lithuania. His speech reflected
Lithuania's past, its current status among the democratic
nations of the world, and its hopes for a good relationship
with the new government of the United States.

Proclamations were presented from the local
Cleveland City Councilman, Mike Polensek, and by George
Brown, who represented Senator George Voinovich (R-OH). Awards were given by
directors of the Lithuanian Language School.

The formal program was followed by an evening of Lithuanian songs and dances.
Juozo Janusiacio, of the Kaunas State Music Theater - Lithuania's 2nd largest city -
performed excerpts from operettas and popular Lithuanian songs. The audience enjoyed
his performance very much, with great applause. Juozo Janusiacio was accompanied by
his brother Vytautas, who played the accordion.

Following the entertainment, a few special guests were invited to dinner in the lower
hall, where a wonderful homemade meal was served. Seated with the PRCUA delegation
were the Ambassador, the Lithuanian General Consul, the local Lithuanian parish
priest, and representatives of the Lithuanian Committee.

It was a good opportunity to discuss common concerns. The economic situation in
both Lithuania and Poland has been deteriorating, along with that of the rest of the
world. Another topic of conversation centered on the forthcoming announcement of
church closings by the Bishop of the Diocese of Cleveland. The Lithuanian community is
as concerned as the Polish community about losing ethnic parishes. As always, both
groups discussed ways to maintain and increase community participation in ethnic
events. Numbers seem to be dwindling in both the Lithuanian community as well as in
the Polish community.

The most fruitful benefit of discussions between the Ambassador and the PRCUA
delegation was his promise to support Poland's request to the US government to be
admitted to the Visa Waiver Program, of which Lithuania recently became a member.

Following the dinner, guests were invited back to the upper hall for music, dancing,
and dessert. Very warm and heartfelt relations have been established at the grass roots,
local level, between the Polish community and the Lithuanian community in northeast
Ohio. May the relationship continue to the benefit of both ethnic groups.

ITE AD JOSEF-
GO TO JOSEPH

Readers of this column will
know well by now that the various
days of the week and months of the
year are all dedicated to certain
devotional points. May is the month
of Mary and Saturday is her day of
the week. June is the month of the
Sacred Heart and this is
commemorated on each First
Friday. Well, the month of March is
dedicated to Saint Joseph, the
spouse of the Blessed Virgin Mary
and the foster father of Jesus. His
dedicated day of the week is
Wednesday. Saint Joseph also is privileged with two major
feasts during the Church year. The first, principle one is a
solemnity that came on March 19 and the second one, under
the title of Saint Joseph the Worker, falls on May 1st. We
could not ask for a better subject to ponder during this time of
the year nor a more effective heavenly intercessor.

The Scriptures record Joseph as being of the House of
David, a necessary element to pass along to his foster child so
that the Scriptures and prophesies could be fulfilled. They
refer to him as a “just man” who was a carpenter by trade,
passing these skills along to Jesus. Notably, not one of his
words is recorded in Scripture. Far more important than his
words is his faithful obedience to God that was recorded in his
actions. Thus, he is exemplary in his discipleship.

The Church has continued its steadily growing honor of
Saint Joseph. In addition to being heralded as the Patron
Saint of fathers, carpenters, workers, and of a happy death,
Saint Joseph is further honored. In 1870, Blessed Pope Pius
XI proclaimed him as Patron of the Universal Church. Saint
Pope Pius X - who was baptized “Giuseppe” which is Italian
for Joseph - honored his patron saint by approving the Litany
to Saint Joseph. Pope Pius XII often referred to Saint Joseph
in his addresses, instituted the Feast of Saint Joseph the
Worker on May 1, and composed a prayer to him under that
title. You will recall that May 1 is celebrated as “May Day” in
communist countries, so this was deliberately meant to
counter that holiday. Blessed Pope John XXIII named Saint
Joseph as Protector of the Second Vatican Council and
inserted his name into the Roman Canon, the First
Eucharistic Prayer. Our own Pope John Paul II the Great
added, to date, the last significant contribution with his
encyclical letter “REDEMPTORIS CUSTOS,” Guardian of the
Redeemer in commemoration of the 100th anniversary of the
last major document issued on Saint Joseph by Pope Leo XIII
in1889. This document is easily available through various
means (including the Internet) and is well worth reading and
reflecting upon.

All of this has developed because Saint Joseph, in addition
to being a worthy example to emulate, has also proven himself
to be a powerful intercessor. His record of having heavenly
favors granted through his intercession is remarkable.

A quick look to the story of Blessed Andre of Montreal,
builder of the magnificent Oratory of Saint Joseph, will
provide ample testimony to this. Therefore, perhaps as part of
our Lenten prayers, we can include some to Saint Joseph.
With faith, we can ask him to bring our intentions to his foster
Son, Jesus. I hope you honored him in a special way on his
Feast Day, March 19 (a true oasis in Lent as celebrating St.
Joseph supersedes our requirement to fast). Maybe we will
find out first hand then, why many saints have encouraged
people for centuries to ITE AD JOSEF... GO TO JOSEPH!

W tym roku minie 70 lat od wybuchu Il Wojny Swiatowej i 65 lat od Powstania Warszawskiego.
Wiasciwie do uczczenia tych rocznic zostalo kilka miesiecy, c6z wiec sie stalo, ze juz teraz
postanowilem wspomnie¢ te S$wiete rocznice naszych narodowych tragedii. Ano stalo sie,
sprowokowany zostalem haniebng rozrubg jaka rozpetalo grono niemieckich "nieszczeSliwych
wypedzonych" pod dowdédztwem Erici Steinbach. Nie pierwszy to raz i nie ostatni. Dlatego
uwazam, ze czas najwyzszy uswiadomié¢ calemu $wiatu, ze Polska - zgodnie z prawem
miedzynarodowym moze si¢ ubiega¢ rowniez o odszkodowania, wielokrotnie przewyzszajace
roszczenia niemieckie!

Debata w niemieckiej telewizji utwierdzila mnie w przekonaniu, ze niemieccy przywodcy
"wypedzonych" sg na "bakier" z historig. Oto, jaka ustyszelismy wypowiedZ na temat Polski (cytuje):

Krach na Wall Street w 1929r., gospodarcza ruina Niemiec, przy morderczej inflacji i
zwiekszajacego si¢ bezrobocia, byly pozywka dla partii narodowosocjalistycznej. Po wyborach w
lipcu 1932 r., NSDAP - stala si¢ najwieksza partia w Reichstagu, a 30 stycznia 1933 r., Hitler zostat
mianowany kanclerzem! W marcu Reichstag zapewnit Hitlerowi dyktatorska wiadze! Co robi
wladca, ano wydaje pierwsza ustawe pozbawiajaca praw niemieckich Zydéw. W 1935 nie byli juz
nawet obywatelami! Potem palono ksigzki Einsteina, Tomasza Manna, Prousta, Zoli i innych
pisarzy!

Horst Wessel Lied - hymn NSDAP i, te miliony rak wyciaggniete w rzymskim pozdrowieniu: Sieg
Heil! Przemianowane potem na Heil Hitler!

Nie trzeba bylo dlugo czekaé by te same, ryczace Sieg Heil - kolumny, pomaszerowaly z
bagnetami na wschdd, potudnie i pénoc oraz zachdd siejac pozoge i Smierc!

Dzien napasci na Polske nie byt ustalony az do stynnego Paktu Ribbentropp-Mototow.
Wiadomo tez, ze Stalin (zanim zostal marksistg, uczyt sie¢ w prawostawnym seminarium) ze swojg
armig atakujac Polske 17 wrzesnia dopomégt Niemcom w opanowaniu znacznej czesci Polski biorgc
do niewoli niemal potowe zdolnej do walki Armii Polskiej, jak i duzg czesé sprzetu wojskowego.

W okupowanej Polsce rozpoczat sie terror okupantéw hitlerowskich i komunistycznych.

Dzi$, po latach pamietamy jakich morderstw dokonali okupanci. Przypomnijmy, co powiedziat
w swoim przeméwieniu Heinrich Himmler do dowddcow okregdw i komendantéw szkot
wojskowych 21 wrze$nia 1944 r., o Powstaniu Warszawskim: "walka ta jest najbardziej zazarta ze
wszystkich, jakie przeprowadziliSmy od poczatku wojny. Mozna jg porownac z walkami ulicznymi
w Stalingradzie (...) skonczymy z tym w ciggu pieciu-szasciu tygodni. Wtedy zostanie zlikwidowana
Warszawa, stolica, jadro, kwiat inteligencji ongi$ siedemnastomilionowego narodu polskiego, tego
narodu, ktéry od siedmiuset lat zamyka nam droge na Wschéd i stoi nam ciagle na drodze od czasu
pierwszej bitwy pod Tannenbergiem".

A juz 17 pazdziernika 1944 r., ten sam Himmler na konferencji wyzszych oficeréw SS we wiasnej
kwaterze powiedzial o Warszawie, cytujagc za Hitlerem: "To miasto ma catkowicie znikng¢ z
powierzchni ziemi i stuzy¢ jako punkt przeladunkowy dla transportu Wehrmachtu. Kamien na
kamieniu nie powinien pozosta¢. Wszystkie budynki zburzy¢ az do fundamentéw..."

I teraz miat si¢ dokonad, ostatni akt bandycki, hitlerowskiej zemsty nad miastem, ktére powstato
zbrojnie, bo nie moglo znies¢ dtuzej morderstw i niemieckiego terroru.

Sprowadzono do Warszawy specjalne oddziaty niemieckich oprawcéw, podpalaczy i burzycieli
tzw. Verbrennungskommando i Sprengkommando, ktére dokonaly drugie tyle zniszczen, co w
czasie Powstania.

Dzielnice Warszawy zajete przez Niemcow, ktére w czasie Powstania uniknely zniszczenia, teraz
byty systematycznie burzone i palone. Caty dobytek wypedzonych mieszkaficow Warszawy byt
grabiony i wywozony do Rzeszy!

Patac Saski wraz z Grobem Nieznanego Zotnierza, mury Zamku Krélewskiego i inne, ktére
przetrwaly Powstanie, byly w sposob barbarzynski wysadzane w powietrze. Ten sam los spotkat
Archikatedre warszawskg §w. Jana. Mury katedry oparly sie niemieckim Stukasom, ale w koncu
pazdziernika zostaly wysadzone przez bandyckie oddzialy Sprengkommando. 27 listopada potezny
wybuch zamienil mury Zamku Krolewskiego w wielkie rumowisko! Od paZdziernika 1944 r. do 17
stycznia 1945 podpalano i burzono ocalale budynki Warszawy! Tymi barbarzynskimi oddziatami
dowodzit mjr. Sarnow!

To wszystko warto przetlumaczy¢ na jezyk niemiecki i przedstawié Erice Steinbach, ktéra probuje
coraz ostrzej rewidowacé historie. A przeciez juz niemiecki historyk, dzialacz SPD Heinrich August
Winkler napisat: "Niemcy nie mogg si¢ pozby¢ sklonnosci do popadania w skrajnosci. Raz sg ponad

wszystko, innym razem sa ofiarami wojny'. WyraZnie
nawigzal tu do ofensywy Zwiazku Wypedzonych, ktéry
prébuje wraz z Fricg rewidowa¢ historie. Dzi§, znowu
Niemcom nie dopisuje wyobraznia i pamig¢. Pani FErica byla
w czasie wojny dzieckiem i jak powiedzial pieknie nasz
minister Spraw Zagranicznych p. Sikorski "przyszia do
naszego kraju z Hitlerem i z Hitlerem musiata wyjs¢". A ja,
bedac wtedy tez dzieckiem dopowiem: FErica Steinbach moze
jeszcze nie wie, ze Polska - zgodnie z prawem
miedzynarodowym moze si¢ réwniez ubiegaé o
odszkodowania, wielokrotnie przewyzszajace roszczenia
niemieckie.

Wtem Bog nad Mojzeszowym pokazat sie krzakiem

I rzekt: "Chceesz ty, jak widzg, by¢ dawnym Polakiem".
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ELEKCJA JANA SOBIESKIEGO

Jan Sobieski urodzit sie¢ w 1629 roku, jako
syn kasztelana krakowskiego Jakuba Sobieskiego,
znakomitego polityka i meza stanu i Teofili
Danitlowiczowny. Po kadzieli byt prawnukiem

hetmana Stanistawa Zétkiewskiego.
Mlody Jan posiadal wszechstronne
(| wyksztalcenie, zainteresowania naukowe i

artystyczne i wielki talent wojskowy, ktory rozstawi
orez polski w calej Europie. Jan Sobieski od roku
1668 zostaje hetmanem wielkim koronnym.

Od roku 1669 panuje w Polsce - obrany na
krola w trakcie elekcji - Michat Korybut
Wisniowiecki (syn Jeremiego WiSniowieckiego i
Gryzeldy Zamojskiej). Ozeniony z siostrg cesarza
Eleonorg, zwigzat sie z politykg prohabsburska, co
przyspieszyto wojne z Turcja. Kiedy padt Kamieniec
Podolski, krél zmuszony byt odda¢ Turkom Podole
i Ukraing. Turecki sulttan Mahomet IV triumfowat,
palit po drodze co si¢ dalo i zblizat sie do Lwowa. W
tym czasie hetman Sobieski rozgromit w kilku bitwach czambuly tatarskie. Sity polskie byty
jednak zbyt stabe wobec sit tureckich.

Zamiast wojska wystano na spotkanie z Turkami komisarzy dla ukiadéw pokojowych.
Rozpoczeto w Buczaczu rokowania.  Traktat buczacki zawarto z koniecznosci.
Zabezpieczono sie tym manewrem przed dalszym pochodem nieprzyjaciela, ktéry musiat
odstgpi¢ przed nadchodzacg zima.

Tymczasem Sejm polski uchwala podatki na armig i jej rozbudowe, ktéra w nastgpnym
roku musi stawié¢ czola ogromnej armii tureckie;j.

Pod Chocimiem dochodzi do wielkiej bitwy, w ktérej Hussejn basza i jego armia zostaja
pokonani. Sobieski szturmem uderza na obdz turecki i odnosi wielkie zwycigstwo, jedno z
najswietniejszych polskiego oreza! A dziato sie to Roku Panskiego 1673 w dniu 11 listopada!
(dzien 11 listopada powtdrzy sie w 1918 r).

"Wyzyskaniu zwycigstwa chocimskiego przeszkodzita $mier¢ kréla Michala
Wisniowieckiego. Nowe bezkrélewie bowiem, w ktérym starty sie znowu gléwne partie,
francuska i austryjacka, bylo, jak zwykle burzliwe. Gdy nie mozna bylo przeprowadzi¢
francuskiego kandydata, poset francuski wystgpit z kandydaturg przychylnego Francji, a
$wieza slawg okrytego, marszatka i hetmana Jana Sobieskiego. Z zapalem przyjeta ja Korona;
a gdy Sobieski oswiadczyt, ze tylko jednomyslny wyboér przyjmie, sklonita sie do niej w koricu
i Litwa po czym Sobieski przez wszystkich obrany zostat krélem"!

Nalezy przypomnieé, ze zaraz po elekcji, odlozywszy koronacje na pdzniej Sobieski
pospieszyt konczy¢ wojne z Turcja.

W 1674 odzyskat cze$¢ Podola. W 1675 opanowat calg niemal Ukraing, zjednujac swa
tagodnoscig i umiarkowaniem tamtejsza ludno$é. Turcy ponosili kleske po klesce. Prowadzili
tez wojne z Moskwa, w ktérej kozaccy wodzowie na zotdzie tureckim wystugiwali sie raz
jednej, raz drugiej stronie. Jednym z takich byt Jerzy Chmielnicki, syn Bohdana. Przez pare
lat byt lennikiem tureckim na skrawku Ukrainy przeddnieprzanskiej. Raz stracony przez
Turkéw potem znowu osadzony, zostal wreszcie przez nich skazany na $mierc i stracony.

Turcja nadal prowadzita zaborcza polityke i marzyta o podboju Europy. (Mysle, ze jej sie
uda w XXI wieku)

Krol Jan III Sobieski najlepszy w 6wczesnej Europie znawca stosunkow tureckich, tym
razem byl bardzo zaniepokojony. Sultan Mahomet IV zatwierdzit traktat zérawinski, ale
Turcy naruszali go na kazdym kroku. Niepokoily kréla Sobieskiego wypadki na Wegrzech,
gdzie, gléwnie protestanci, bezczescili koscioly i pladrowali polskie pogranicze w okolicach
Zywca. A wielki wezyr, Kara Mustafa, nie chciat stysze¢ o zwrocie Podola. W ten spos6b
przechylila si¢ opinia publiczna w Polsce na rzecz wojny z Turcja.

Tymczasem wielki wezyr Kara Mustafa wkroczyt do Austrii. Byt rok 1683. Wojska
tureckie, w ktérych byto okoto 300 tysiecy zotnierzy tureckich, wloskich i innych zdolnych do
grabiezy Tatar6w i innych nieregularnych rabusiow, ruszyly pod Wieden.

Wierny przymierzu krél Jan III Sobieski podazyt na odsiecz majac 30 tysiecy doborowego
wojska. Na Legu Tulnenskim polaczyly si¢ wojska polskie z austryjackimi pod dowédztwem
ksiecia Karola Lotarynskiego z positkami niemieckimi.

Krél Jan III Sobieski obejmuje naczelne dowoddztwo nad calg, liczacg okoto 76 000
zohierzy armig. 11 wrze$nia zajat Kahlenberg, by 12 wrze$nia 1683 roku stoczy¢ pamigtna,
zwycieska bitwe pod Wiedniem!

Bitwe, w ktorej wszystkie wojska wypelily z honorem swa powinnos¢, a atak
roztrzygajacy wykonata cigzka konnica - husaria polska! Armia turecka w poptochu uciekata
spod Wiednia! Sobieskiego z entuzjazmem witano w Wiedniu. Spotkal si¢ jeszcze w

Szwechacie z cesarzem, by ruszy¢ potem z Karolem Lotarynskim
za uciekajagcymi Turkami na Wegry.

Pod Parkanami wojska tureckie zostaly dobite. Czg$¢ wojska
polskiego i austryjackiego zostala na Wegrzech.

Krél Jan III Sobieski powrdcit do swej Marysienki, do
Wilanowa.

Zachodni kapital ucieka z Polski - W ubieglym roku z rynku skarbowych obligacji wycofana
zostala rekordowa kwotao niemal 20 mld zt.

Poczatkowym celem istnienia organizacji, na mocy traktatu waszyngtonskiego, byta obrona
militarna przed atakiem ZSRR. W tym roku NATO $wigtowac¢ bedzie 60. rocznicg istnienia.

NATO, ktére w chwili obecnej posiada 26 cztonkdw, jest organizacja stawiajaca sobie
za cel zbiorowa ochrong swoich cztonkow, jako podstawe zachowania pokoju i umocnienia
bezpieczenstwa migdzynarodowego. Przygotowuje si¢ rowniez do pozamilitarnych wyzwan
zwiazanych m.in. z globalnym ociepleniem i bezpieczenstwem energetycznym.

Polska przystapita do NATO 12 marca 1999 roku.

Jako kraj cztonkowski Uktadu Warszawskiego, Polska nie miata szans na cztonkowstwo
w NATO, jednak po przetomie 1989 r. podjeto starania o nawigzanie stosunkéw z Zachodem
i otrzymanie ochrony ze strony instytucji zachodnich. W pazdzierniku 1989 r. po raz
pierwszy w historii, na obrady Zgromadzenia Parlamentarnego NATO w Rzymie zaproszono
parlamentarzystow z Polski.

1990 r. - Oficjalne kontakty dyplomatyczne nawigzano w marcu, gdy minister spraw
zagranicznych Krzysztof Skubiszewski ztozyl wizytg¢ w Kwaterze Glownej NATO w
Brukseli, przy ktorej Polska utworzyta misjg¢ tacznikowa. W lipcu na szczycie w Londynie
sojusz zaproponowat panstwom Ukladu Warszawskiego partnerstwo i rozwoj kontaktow
wojskowych. Odtad Polska mogta uczestniczy¢ w spotkaniach NATO bez prawa gltosu. We
wrzesniu do Polski pierwszy raz przyjechat sekretarz generalny NATO, Manfred Woerner.

1991 r. - 31 marca rozwiazane zostaty struktury wojskowe Uktadu Warszawskiego, a w
lipcu Uktad Warszawski zostat formalnie rozwiazany w Pradze. Wkrotce rozpoczgto starania
o przyjgcie Polski do NATO. We wrzesniu premier Jan Krzysztof Bielecki na forum Rady
Atlantyckiej w Waszyngtonie wystapit z postulatem przyjecia panstw Europy Srodkowej i
Wschodniej do NATO.

1992 r. - W marcu sekretarz generalny sojuszu Manfred Woerner o$wiadcezyt, ze "drzwi
do NATO sa otwarte". W kwietniu odbyto si¢ pierwsze posiedzenie Komitetu Wojskowego
NATO, w ktorym uczestniczyli ministrowie obrony i szefowie sztabow panstw Europy
Srodkowej i Wschodniej. W czasie posiedzenia dowddca polskich wojsk lotniczych
zaproponowat wykorzystanie lotnisk w zachodniej Polsce jako lotnisk zapasowych NATO.

1994 r. - W styczniu na szczycie w Brukseli NATO przestawito panstwom Europy
Srodkowej i Wschodniej propozycje wspotpracy w ramach programu Partnerstwo dla Pokoju
(PdP) - nawiazania dwustronnych kontaktow, mozliwo$¢ wspdlnych ¢wiczen wojskowych,
udziatu w operacjach pokojowych i humanitarnych oraz konsultacje w razie zagrozenia
bezpieczenstwa. 2 lutego premier Waldemar Pawlak podpisal dokumenty o przystapieniu
Polski do PdP. 5 lipca Polska i NATO podjety Indywidualny Program Partnerstwa (IPP). We
wrzesniu w Biedrusku pod Poznaniem, w ramach PdP odbyly si¢ pierwsze wspolne
¢wiczenia wojskowe, w ktorych uczestniczyty jednostki z 13 panstw cztonkowskich Sojuszu
i z krajow partnerskich.

1995 r. - W lutym Izba Reprezentantow Kongresu USA przyjeta uchwatg o Odrodzeniu
Bezpieczenstwa Narodowego, przewidujaca rozszerzenie NATO o Czechy, Polskg, Stowacje
i Wegry.

1996 r. - 8 lutego Ministrowie obrony i spraw zagranicznych RP, w liscie do sekretarza
gen. NATO oficjalnie przyjeli wystosowane przez Sojusz 29 stycznia zaproszenie do
rozpoczgcia z NATO dialogu indywidualnego. 4 kwietnia Polska przekazata NATO
Indywidualny Dokument Dyskusyjny. 7 maja w Brukseli odbyto si¢ pierwsze spotkanie w
ramach indywidualnego dialogu Polska-NATO. W pazdzierniku prez. Clinton rekomendowat
przyjecie nowych cztonkow najpdzniej w 1999, w rocznicg 50-lecia utworzenia NATO.

1997 r. - W lipcu 1997 na madryckim szczycie NATO wystosowano zaproszenia do
Republiki Czech, Wegier 1 Polski. Poza pierwsza tura rozszerzenia pozostaly Rumunia i
Stowenia. W pazdzierniku i listopadzie prowadzone byly rozmowy akcesyjne Polski z
Sojuszem. W listopadzie Polska, Czechy i Wegry po raz pierwszy wzigly udzial w sesji
wielostronnego planowania obronnego. 10 listopada minister spraw zagranicznych Polski
wystosowal do sekretarza generalnego NATO list, w ktorym strona polska oficjalnie
zaakceptowala wysokos$¢ swych sktadek do cywilnego i wojskowego budzetu Sojuszu oraz
Programu Inwestycyjnego NATO w Dziedzinie Bezpieczenstwa. 14 listopada minister spraw
zagranicznych RP Bronistaw Geremek przekazal na rgce sekretarza gen. NATO list
wyrazajacy wolg RP przystapienia do Traktatu Péinocnoatlantyckiego i potwierdzajacy wolg
RP otrzymania zaproszenia do Sojuszu oraz gotowos$¢ przyjecia obowiazkéw zwiazanych z
czlonkowstwem. 25 listopada oficjalng wizyte w Brukseli ztozyt premier RP Jerzy Buzek,
ktory spotkal si¢ m.in. z sekretarzem generalnym Sojuszu i sekretarze generalnym UZE. 16
grudnia w Brukseli ministrowie spraw zagranicznych panstw NATO podpisali Protokoty
Akcesyjne dla Polski, Czech i Wegier. Protokoty te zostaly nast¢pnie przedstawione 16
panstwom Sojuszu do ratyfikacji. 28 grudnia przedstawiciele Polski, Czech 1 Wegier po raz
pierwszy uczestniczyli (na prawach obserwatoréw) w cotygodniowym spotkaniu Rady
Potocnoatlantyckiej na szczeblu ambasadorow.

1998 r. - Kanada jako pierwszy kraj Sojuszu ratyfikowata Protokoty Akcesyjne (2
lutego), kolejno potem protokoty ratyfikowaty: Dania (3 lutego), Norwegia (3 marca),
Niemcy (26 marca), Stany Zjednoczone (30 kwietnia), Wiochy (13 maja), Grecja (14 maja),
Francja (20 maja), Hiszpania (23 maja), Luksemburg (27 maja), Islandia (4 czerwca), Belgia
(9 lipca), Wielka Brytania (17 lipca), Portugalia (16 wrze$nia), (dok. na str. 17)

Senator Durbin
byt jednym ze sponsoréw rezolucji. Innymi sponsorami byli: senator Roland
Burris (Illinois), senatorowie Barbara Mikulski i Benjamin Cardin (Maryland),
sen. Lisa Murkowski (Alaska), sen. Christopher Dodd (Connecticut), sen. Mark
Pryor (Arkansas).

We wrzesniu 1929 roku Kongres Stanow Zjednoczonych ogtosit dzien 11
pazdziernika oficjalnym Dniem Putaskiego, przyjetym na mocy proklamacji
prezydenckiej. Kongres zatwierdzit wtedy takze wypuszczenie przez poczte
Stanow Zjednoczonych, pamiatkowego znaczka przedstawiajacego Putaskiego.

W 1973 roku w stanie Illinois pierwszy poniedzialek marca ogloszony zostat
Dniem Pulaskiego, a w 1986 r. ustanowiono ten dzien $wigtem stanowym.

i gubernator stanu Pennsylvania William Callowhill Pen oraz administratorka
stanu, jego zona, Hannah; w 1996 r. Agnes Gonxha Bojaxhiu - znana jako Matka
Teresa.
