Top Annuity Producers 
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Essay Contest for Young
Americans 18 to 22 Years Old

Win $2,000!
The Polish Army Veterans Association of America,

(PAVA) District 2, has teamed up with the Kosciuszko
Foundation to sponsor the 2009 Historical Essay Contest.
They are offering a $2,000 first prize and a $1,000 second
prize to Americans between the ages of 18 and 22 years. The
topic relates to World War II and centers around the
worldwide significance of the 1939 invasion of Poland. 

PAVA District 2 Commander Antoni Chroscielewski, a
decorated WWII veteran who served in Gen. Anders’ Army
and fought at Monte Cassino said, “It is important for Polish
American students to study the history of their homeland.
Poland is now free, but it took decades of struggle against
the Nazis, and then the Communists to get to where we are
today.”

The contest will be spearheaded by Attorney Maria
Szonert-Binienda, along with her co-judges Prof. Donald
Pienkos, U of WI, and Prof. Thaddeus Gromada, Pres. of the
Polish Institute of Arts and Sciences of America.

Contest entrants are asked to analyze the Nazi-Soviet
attack on Poland in September of 1939 by addressing the
following issues: a) the Nazi propaganda war against
Poland; b) Gleiwitz Provocation; c) German attack on
Poland on September 1, 1939 and its political objectives; d)
Soviet propaganda war against Poland; e) Soviet attack on
Poland on September 17, 1939 and its political objectives
and f) the impact of the coordinated Nazi-Soviet attack on
Poland on the international community.

Essay Requirements: The essay shall reflect the
contestant’s own research and original thinking. The paper
shall not exceed 10 typed pages (excluding bibliography),
shall be typed in 12-point font, double-spaced with 1”
margins; pages shall be numbered. All entries become the
property of the Kosciuszko Foundation and will not be
returned. Essay excerpts may be used in future
publications, newsletters and other materials.

Eligibility: The contest is open to all residents of the
USA between the ages of 18 and 22 as of July 1, 2009. Proof
of age is required. A copy of a valid document showing a
date of birth is acceptable. 

Deadline: Entries must be postmarked by July 1, 2009.
Results will be announced by September 1, 2009.

Awards: First Prize is $2,000; Second Prize is $1,000;
additional essays may be considered for special recognition
and publication.

DILLED NEW POTATOES - Use a nylon pot-scrubber to
remove the thin skin from 2 lbs of walnut-sized new
potatoes under cold running water. Place in pot, cover with
boiling water, add 2 t. salt, bring to a rolling boil and cook
until tender. Drain. Return pot to heat, cover and shake
until all moisture steams away. Transfer to serving platter,
dot with butter and garnish with fresh chopped dill.
Delicious served in a bowl with buttermilk.  
COLD SAUERKRAUT SALAD - Drain 1 pt. sauerkraut,
reserving juice. Rinse in cold water, drain, press out
moisture and chop coarsely. Place in salad bowl. Add 1
finely-grated carrot, 1 coarsely grated peeled apple and 1
finely-chopped onion. Toss to blend ingredients, season with
a little sugar and dress with 2-3 T. oil. Optional: Sprinkle
on top several pinches caraway seeds. If salad is not as tart
as you like, add reserved sauerkraut juice. 
POLONAISE VEGETABLES - Place rinsed fresh
vegetables in a pot. Add 1 t salt and 1 T sugar; scald with
boiling water to cover. Bring to boil and cook covered until
fork-tender. Drain and place in a serving dish. In a
saucepan, brown 3-4 T plain bread crumbs in 3-4 T butter
or margarine, salt & pepper lightly. When bubbling, pour
crumbs over veggies. If too thick, add a little more butter to
skillet until it is pourable.
ROASTED LEG OF LAMB - Preheat oven to 350°F. Place
a wire rack in a shallow roasting pan. With a sharp knife,
make short, deep slits all over a 4- to 5-pound bone-in leg of
lamb, shank portion, trimmed of fat. Fill slits with 3 cloves
sliced garlic. Rub the lamb with 2 t oil and sprinkle with 1 t
oregano, 1 t thyme leaves, salt and pepper. Transfer to the
prepared pan. Roast the lamb for 1 hour. Add water to pan
and roast for another 30 min. Transfer the lamb to a
serving platter and let rest for 15 minutes before carving.
Meanwhile, skim off any fat from pan juices and pour juices
into a small saucepan. Reheat gently over low heat, stirring
constantly while sprinkling in enough Wondra flour to
make the gravy thick. Add salt and pepper to taste. Carve
the lamb into thin slices and serve with the gravy.

Kresge Foundation Challenges
Madonna University 
to Raise $3.25 Million 

Grant Grant to support the University’s 
Leading the Way Campaign 

Livonia, MI – Madonna University has received a $1.5 million
challenge grant from The Kresge Foundation, of Troy, Mich., to support
construction of its environmentally-friendly, $20 million Science and Media
Building. To meet the challenge, Madonna will raise $3.25 million by
January 2010, as part of the University’s Leading the Way Capital
Campaign. 

Madonna’s new “green” building will provide the University’s growing
science program with laboratories that exceed nationally recognized
standards for higher education, along with state-of-the-art production
facilities that meet the highly technical demands of its broadcast and
cinema arts program. At nearly 60,000 square feet, it will be a significant
addition to the campus, housing instructional laboratories in the physical
and biological sciences, classrooms, seminar rooms, a lecture hall and a
high-definition media studio. 

“In the new building, our broadcast and cinema arts students will
create movies and commercials with the latest digital production
equipment, so that as graduates they are well-equipped to make their
mark on Michigan’s burgeoning film industry and beyond,” said Sr. Rose
Marie Kujawa, Madonna University president. “In addition, the science
laboratories will facilitate undergraduate student/faculty research and
prepare our nursing, education, pre-med and other pre-professional
students to meet employers’ requirements for graduates with strong
science backgrounds.” 

In keeping with the University’s Franciscan values, Madonna leaders
were committed to constructing a sustainable building that would
preserve, beautify and enhance the campus for generations to come.
Recycled materials, energy efficient windows and lighting, a “green” roof
and other environmentally-friendly construction elements will enable
Madonna to qualify the building for LEED (Leadership in Energy and
Environmental Design) certification from the U.S. Green Building Council.
Madonna’s Science and Media Building is the city of Livonia’s first LEED-
certified building. 

“A challenge grant from The Kresge Foundation is an endorsement of
Madonna's vision and mission and an indication they believe in our
success," said Sr. Rose Marie. “We are grateful for this rare opportunity,
and we see it as an incentive for increasing alumni and community support
for Madonna's needed academic building – the first new stand-alone
building on campus in 40 years.” 

Known for funding transformative projects, The Kresge Foundation
historically has supported new facilities and endorsed environmentally
sustainable construction practices. Madonna’s Science and Media Building,
as well as a number of the University’s highly-regarded programs, match
Kresge’s fields of interest in education, community development, and the
environment. 

Madonna's commitment to diversity, opportunity, and environmentally
sustainable construction and development strengthened its candidacy for
the Kresge grant. In a letter to Sr. Rose Marie Kujawa, The Kresge
Foundation President and CEO Rip Rapson outlined the merits of
Madonna’s request for support. “We are especially pleased with your
commitment to the hearing impaired and deaf community, your
commitment to environmental sustainability, and your role as an anchor
institution in Southeast Michigan producing first generation college
graduates,” Rapson wrote. 

Launched in 2006 with a goal of $50 million, Madonna University’s
Leading the Way Campaign seeks to raise funds for the Science and Media
Building, endowed chairs, academic programs and facility renewal to
ensure that Madonna’s intellectual legacy continues to grow. Campaign
commitments to-date total more than $14 million.

HENRYK  SIENKIEWICZ  POLISH  SCHOOL  
PRESENTS  GOOD  FRIDAY  SERVICE

On Good Friday, April 10, 2009, students from the Henryk Sienkiewicz
Polish School at the Alliance of Poles Division of the PRCUA participated
in a moving commemoration of the Passion and Death of Our Lord by
presenting the Good Friday Service at
Immaculate Heart of Mary Church in
Cleveland's Slavic Village.

It was evident, immediately upon
entering the church, that on this day,
something was different from every
other day. There was no water in the
holy water font. The altar was bare.
The tabernacle was open - and empty.
No bells were rung. The organ was
silent. The church was prepared for
Good Friday Service.

Stations of the Cross
The service, indeed, covered the

passion and death of Our Lord,
beginning with the Stations of the
Cross. Rev. Andrzej Knapik, Associate
Pastor at Immaculate Heart of Mary
Church, led the procession for the Stations of the Cross. The children of the
Henryk Sienkiewicz School followed the cross bearer and servers. Each
child held an electric candle shielded by a purple shade bearing the image
of a cross. Dressed in traditional Polish folk attire, the children brought to
mind processions of ancestors in Poland many years ago.

At each station Fr. Knapik genuflected and announced the particular
event being commemorated. The Mistress of
Ceremonies then read a short meditation,
and a member of the procession read a short
reflection. The congregation sang a hymn as
the procession moved from station to station.

Reading the Passion
Following the Stations of the Cross,

students from the Polish School participated
in the reading of the Passion and Death of
Our Lord Jesus Christ. The priest read the
part of Jesus, and older students read the
parts of the narrator, speakers other than
Christ, and the crowd. It was evident that
each student rehearsed his/her part with
great care, as the readings were done slowly
with clarity and emotion.

A short homily followed, which Fr.

Knapik directed specifically to the children. A few Lenten hymns were
sung by the children as well as by the congregation.

Veneration of the Cross
Fr. Knapik then processed from the rear of the church, with acolytes on

each side holding lighted candles, as he carried a large wooden crucifix
down the aisle for the veneration of the cross. Three times Fr. Knapik
stopped in the center aisle, raised the crucifix high into the air, and recited
a prayer commemorating the crucifixion. At the altar, Fr. Knapik lay on
the floor, face down, with arms extended, prostrated before the crucifix. A
series of prayers followed, after which the children, their parents and
teachers kissed the hands and feet of our crucified Lord in veneration.

Burial
The Good Friday Observance concluded with a communion service. The

congregation was invited to make private their adoration of the cross at
this time. In the meantime, the tomb of Jesus was prepared, and a statue
of the lifeless body of Christ was placed in the grave. Solemn and somber,
this service was filled with the majesty of the Lord. In a mere 100 minutes,
the congregation was able to spend the last moments of Our Lord's life
with Him -  from condemnation, to carrying the cross, to crucifixion and
death, to being placed in the tomb.

The service was very meaningful,
and will have a lasting effect on the
children. Their Polish heritage is
being indelibly impressed upon their
souls, and they will carry these
memories for a lifetime.

Thank You
A sincere "Thank You" is extended

to all who helped prepare the children
for this program: teachers, parents,
priests and the organist. Everyone
worked together to provide a
meaningful service for Good Friday.
The children became intimately
involved by virtue of their
participation. Their innocent voices
rang loud and clear, reflecting many

hours of practice in both reading
scriptural passages as well as singing the Lenten hymns. The large crowd
in attendance was certainly appreciative of the participation of the
children.

For His Mercy
Endures Forever

The second Sunday of Easter
- April 19th this year -  has been
designated by our late, great
Holy Father of blessed memory
Pope John Paul II as DIVINE
MERCY SUNDAY. Based on the
revelations of our Blessed Lord
to St. Faustina Kowalska, the
Divine Mercy devotion has been
the fastest growing devotion in
the Catholic world precisely
because it meets the most
pressing needs of people in our
world today.

St.Faustina died in 1938 with the clouds of World War
II on the horizon. Already, during his pontificate, Pope Pius
XII noted how the great sin of the day was the loss of a
sense of sin. As if to directly address this, the Divine Mercy
revelations remind us of the fact that God’s mercy is greater
than our sinfulness and that His love is stronger than our
weakness. With the comforting knowledge of this truth of
our Faith, we are reminded all the more that the only thing
needed to activate this great gift is our reaching out to
embrace it. 

While no approved devotion of the Church adds
anything new to the deposit of our Faith, they often can
highlight aspects of that faith which people at any given
time need to be reminded of and called back to appreciate.
This is certainly so for the Divine Mercy devotion. While
reminding us of God’s unfathomable mercy and love on our
behalf, it further calls us who partake of it to share God’s
goodness to us with all those we meet, in all that we say
and do. After all, “the measure by which you measure will
be measured back to you.” We are to live our lives reflecting
to others the love and mercy that God has shown us.

This “lifestyle” of Divine Mercy is aptly summed-up in
what are referred to as the ABCs of the Divine Mercy
devotion. ”A”   stands for ASK and is the most basic part of
the message of Mercy. While God’s inexhaustible goodness
is waiting to be poured out on our behalf, WE control the
floodgates. “Ask and you shall receive,” Jesus said.
However, the inverse is also true: Do not ask and do not
receive. Therefore, we have to remember that, as sinners,
we ALL stand in need of God’s mercy and cannot let
anything stand in the way of our asking for it. 

“B” stands for “BE”, as in BE MERCIFUL. As noted
above, how can we ask from God and receive what we are
unwilling to share and offer to others who stand in need of
it from us? Quite simply, that would be hypocritical.
Therefore, the “gift you have received, give as a gift” and
watch your life blossom in the process.

Lastly, there’s “C”, as in COMPLETELY. To be more
precise: TRUST COMPLETELY. It might seem that all of
this is too good to be true. It might also seem that it might
be nice and fine for other people, but it could not possibly be
true for me. Well, “fear is useless, what is needed is trust,”
so our faith in God must also recognize that the good things
He has promised are also intended for us and there is
nothing which we should ever allow to stand in the way of
their being realized in our life.

The story of Divine Mercy is a beautiful one, which we
should strive to become more and more familiar with and
apply more and more to our lives. Let us all take advantage
of the wonderful opportunities that Divine Mercy Sunday
offers and live the message of Mercy in our lives.

Swieconka Preparations at the Stefan Batory
School of Polish Language and Culture

On the last day of school before
Easter, the adult students of the
Stefan Batory School of Polish
Language and Culture learned
about Swieconka. In Polish
communities, this custom of
blessing foods to be eaten on
Easter Sunday takes place on
Holy Saturday at the local
Catholic Church. This tradition
dates back to the 8th century and
is still observed in Poland today.

Students learned that the
Easter basket, Welkanocny
Koszyczek, is made of wiklina
(wicker). The most popular are oval in shape and can be a
single color or multicolored.  The basket is decorated by

attaching colorful ribbons and sprigs of greenery - symbols of joy and new life harkened by
the spring season to celebrate the Resurrection.  A white liner is placed inside the basket,
then the food. Items placed in the basket depend upon the family's food choices and
finances. There are also 7 offerings that are most popular and generally included in the
basket: 1.) chleb (bread) a round loaf, sometimes topped with a cross -  symbolic of Jesus,
who is the Bread of Life; 2.) jajka (eggs) and pisanki (decorated eggs) -  symbols of new life
and Christ's Resurrection; 3.) szynka (ham) and kielbasa (sausage)  -  symbolic of great joy
and abundance; 4.) sol (salt) - a necessary element in physical life; 5.) ser (cheese) -
representing friendship between humans and the forces of nature;
6.) chrzan (horseradish) - symbolic of the Passion of Christ; and
7.) ciasta (sweets) - served as a symbol of perfectionism and the
good culinary abilities of the homemaker.

Members of the class also discussed the preparation of the
Easter Sunday meal -  Swiecone. They learned that the table is
set with a white tablecloth and a centerpiece that should include
a Baranek (Easter Lamb), pisanki, pussy willows and greens.
Many students became nostalgic during the discussion of the
traditional Easter meal menu, as the instructor talked about
zurek, white barszcz, hard-boiled eggs prepared in many
different ways, ham, cold meats, vegetable salads, and
wonderful Polish pastries and seasonal cakes such as babka,
mazurek, sernik. The class shared some of their family meal
traditions that have been passed down from their ancestors.

Then, a brief demonstration of coloring eggs using onion
skins was presented. This technique, called Kraszanki, is still
very popular in Poland.  The students created many fine looking
kraszanki following this demonstration!

The class discussion came to life on Saturday, April 11 when,
at home, students created their own Easter baskets.  On Holy Saturday, they took their
baskets to Immaculate Heart of Mary Parish on Lansing Avenue in Cleveland, Ohio, to be

Blessed. Carol Stafinski brought a beautiful country-style basket as
large as a picnic basket that had, in addition to the seven foods,
wine, vinegar, goat cheese, herring, and a bouquet of flowers.
Robert Stefanski’s basket featured homemade bread called Paska
that was surrounded by many beautiful hand-carved butter
baranki (lambs) created by his mother. Rob Gordon and his
daughter, Taylor, with the help of Rob's mother-in-law from
Bialystok, Poland brought a very traditional Polish-style basket,
as did the other students. My family joined in this celebration. In
our basket were 4 pisanki decorated by my daughter Olivia, 5, her
way of remembering each of our family members.

During the service, not only were students participating in a
long-lived Polish tradition, but they also were continuing to
develop their language skills as they listened to Father Knapik
offer prayers and the basket blessing in Polish.  After the service,
Fr. Knapik discussed Polish Easter traditions with the class.  The
sharing that occurred among the participants of this activity
broadened everyone’s understanding of the many wonderful
Polish Easter traditions.

Œw. Wojciech urodzi³ siê oko³o 956 roku; by³ synem czeskiego
mo¿now³adcy S³awnika.  Po œmierci pierwszego biskupa Pragi, Dytmara,
zosta³ jego nastêpc¹, otrzymuj¹c sakrê biskupi¹. 

Na skutek zatargu z ksiêciem dwukrotnie musia³ opuszczaæ sw¹ stolicê.
Ostatni raz uczyni³ to w 995 roku, gdy zamordowano czterech jego braci. 

Schroni³ siê wtedy w Polsce, witany przyjaŸnie przez Boles³awa
Chrobrego.  Za panowania Chrobrego nast¹pi³o zjednoczenie i rozszerzenie
pañstwa.  Przeœcign¹³ ojca (Mieszko I), tak wielkoœci¹ celów, jak i podziwu
godn¹ zrêcznoœci¹ i wytrw³oœci¹.  Wypêdzi³ najpierw przyrodnich braci wraz
z macoch¹ Od¹, a tym samym przywróci³ jednoœæ pañstwa.  Nastêpnie w
krótkim czasie rozci¹gn¹³ w³adzê nad Pomorzem, a Prusów zmusza³ do
uznania swego zwierzchnictwa.  Posiad³szy w ten sposób wszystkie ziemie
polskie, wszcz¹³ wojnê z Czechami i odebra³ im Morawy. 

W zdobytych krajach popiera³ lub zaprowadza³ wiarê chrzeœcijañsk¹.
Gdy przyby³ do niego biskup praski, Wojciech, z zamiarem pracy apostolskiej,
Chrobry wys³a³ go do Prus.

Niebawem Wojciech wyruszy³ na Wybrze¿e Ba³tyckie, aby nawracaæ
ówczesnych Prusów.  Jednak misja siê nie powiod³a i œw. Wojciech zgin¹³
œmierci¹ mêczeñsk¹ 23 kwietnia 997 roku, przebity siedmioma w³óczniami.
Prusowie wyzwolili siê z pod zwierzchnictwa Boles³awa Chrobrego.  Zw³oki
Wojciecha - mêczennika Boles³aw wykupi³ i z³o¿y³ w Koœciele gnieŸnieñskim,
gdzie niebawem zas³ynê³y cudami.

Wojciech zosta³ kanonizowany i uznany za patrona Polski
oprac. A. Mirecki

Szczególny odpust nada³ tej modlitwie papie¿ Pius XI w 1933 r. Warto
przypomnieæ, ¿e zanim zosta³ pape¿em Piusem XI, mieszka³ w Warszawie jako
Pierwszy Nuncjusz Stolicy Apostolskiej msgr. Achilles Ratti.

Kiedy Polska zosta³a napadniêta w 1920 r. przez bolszewików, nie opuœci³
Polski.  Pozosta³, i modlitw¹ dodawa³ otuchy narodowi polskiemu. 

Mieszka³ w Warszawie, w domu, który na szczêœcie ocala³, przy ulicy
Ksi¹¿êcej, ocala³a te¿ tablica pami¹tkowa.

Modlitwie nada³ odpust: "Wiernym, którzy o œwitaniu, w porze po³udniowej
i pod wieczór, albo skoro tylko bêd¹ mogli odmówiæ "Anio³ Pañski", a w czasie
Wielkanocnym "Królowo niebios" albo piêæ zdrowaœ, udzielamy 10 lat odpustu
zupe³nego pod zwyk³ymi warunkami dla odmawiaj¹cych tê modlitwê co dzieñ
przez ca³y miesi¹c".

Pierwsze pisane wzmianki o "Anio³ Pañski" w Polsce pochodz¹ dopiero z
XVII wieku, ze Statutów Synodu Prowincjonalnego w GnieŸnie z 1621 roku.
Dawniej, jak notuj¹ nasi kronikarze, "Anio³ Pañski" by³ modlitw¹ powszechn¹ w
ca³ym kraju.

"Na g³os dzwonu przerywali swe zajêcie mieszczanie i kupcy, rolnicy na roli.
Odmawiali tê modlitwê król, senatorowie i dworzanie.  Milk³y gwarne sejmiki i
rady koronne, zgie³ki jarmarczne, a nawet rycerz w boju czy w marszu szuka³
stosownej chwili, by odmówiæ sw¹ ulubion¹ modlitwê".

Nowego blasku nabra³a ta modlitwa po wyborze  na papie¿a naszego rodaka
Jana Paw³a II, który ju¿ w dzieñ inauguracji swego pontyfikatu tak powiedzia³ do
zebranych na placu œw. Piotra w Rzymie: "Pragnê podj¹æ wspania³y zwyczaj
moich poprzedników i odmówiæ z Wami, drodzy bracia i siostry, "Anio³ Pañski"...

Na zakoñczenie swego pierwszego papieskiego "Anio³ Pañski" us³yszeliœmy
jego s³owa skierowane do rodaków: "Dziœ odmawiacie "Anio³ Pañski" z papie¿em.
Wnet wrócicie do Polski.  Gdy go bêdziecie odmawiaæ, a proszê, byœcie odmawiali
go czêsto, odmawiajcie go razem z papie¿em, synem naszej Ojczyzny".

S³owa te pad³y na podatny grunt, przyjê³y siê w ca³ym spo³eczeñstwie. 
W wielkim skarbcu modlitw Koœcio³a "Anio³ Pañski" zajmuje jedno z

pierwszych miejsc, bêd¹c przejawem wielkiej czci dla Bogurodzicy, a zarazem
streszczeniem katechizmu chrzeœcijañstwa.

W kwietniow¹ Rocznicê œmierci naszego Wielkiego Papie¿a Jana Paw³a II,
módlmy siê o jak najszybsz¹ Jego Kanonizacjê.

Urodzi³a siê w 1844 roku w Lourdes, ma³ym miasteczku francuskim
po³o¿onym u stóp Pirenejów.  Jako kilkunastoletnia dziewczynka zosta³a
najêta do pasania byd³a i owiec. 

11 lutego 1858 roku wyprawiwszy siê z gromadk¹ dzieci do lasu, spotka³a
ko³o groty Massabielle "Bia³¹ Dziewczynê, nie wiêksz¹ ode mnie", z któr¹
odmówi³a ró¿aniec; w ten sposób objawi³a siê Bernadecie po raz pierwszy
Matka Boska. 

W nastêpnych dniach objawienia siê powtarza³y, wokó³ zaœ groty
gromadzi³y siê coraz wiêksze t³umy.

W tym samym okresie zanotowano pierwsze cudowne uzdrowienia w
Lourdes.

Sama Bernadeta przebywa³a najpierw w przytu³ku, a w 1866 roku
wst¹pi³a do Kongregacji Sióstr Mi³oœci i Wychowania Chrzeœcijañskiego w
Saint-Gilard.  Jako siostra Maria Bernarda, wiele choruj¹c, przebywa³a tam a¿
do œmierci. 

Zmar³a 16 kwietnia 1879 roku.

W niedzielê, 3 maja br. w Chicago odbêdzie siê brunch absolwentów, by³ych pracowników i
sympatyków Szko³y G³ównej Handlowej w Warszawie/Szko³y G³ównej Planowania i Statystyki
mieszkaj¹cych w Stanach Zjednoczonych i Kanadzie.

Podczas spotkania utworzony zostanie klub absolwentów i sympatyków SGH w USA i
Kanadzie.

Wychowanków SGH. W miarê jak internacjonalizuje siê sama uczelnia, równie¿ stowarzyszenie
szerzej otwiera siê na wspó³pracê z absolwentami, by³ymi pracownikami i sympatykami osiad³ymi
za granic¹, pe³ni¹cymi czêsto wa¿ne funkcje w lokalnym ¿yciu gospodarczym i politycznym.

Gospodarzem spotkania bêdzie Rektor SGH, prof. Adam Budnikowski. Uczelniê bêd¹ tak¿e
reprezentowaæ m.in. dyrektor Instytutu Gospodarki Œwiatowej, prof. Marzenna Weresa,
pe³nomocnik rektora ds. absolwentów, dr. And¿elilka KuŸnar oraz rzecznik prasowy, Tomasz
Rusek.
