Wallace Ozog attended the Mid-year meeting of the NFCA
Investment Section on May 1, 2009.  It was held at the
Chicago Millennium Knickerbocker Hotel.One of the Speakers
was Dr. Donald Ratajczak.

The second indicator is Wealth. We, as a country, took out

(Continued from page 1) which is our home, were turning
negative in the fourth quarter and continue to be negative
in the first quarter of this year. March 9th was the lowest
point of the stock market.  After that, it started to move up.

This information comes out
in the Durable Goods Report. It declined 38% in capital
spending in the fourth quarter and has been in decline
since and is still negative.

This report is still going up and is a lagging indicator.  Job
losses are still there. Hospital employment is starting to
fall.

Report of Polish Roman Catholic Union of
America’s Aggregate Reserves for Life
Insurance Certificates and Contracts

by Its Consulting Actuary
During these uncertain economic times, the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America

wants to assure its members that it has sufficient aggregate reserves to meet its financial
obligations to its members who hold life insurance certificates and annuity contracts. The
following statement issued by our consulting actuary certifies the amount of funds that are
in the PRCUA reserves to cover our financial obligations. This Statement of Opinion was
submitted to the Departments of Insurance.
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CHICKEN-BREAST CUTLETS: Pound 4 skinned and
halved chicken breasts to between 1/8" and 1/4" thick.
Sprinkle with salt, pepper and (optional) hunter's
seasoning, dredge in flour, dip in egg wash and roll in bread
crumbs, shaking off excess. Fry in several T hot butter to a
nice gold-brown (several minutes per side), drain on paper
towels and serve immediately. 

BOILED BACON: In a pot, combine 2 lbs lean, meaty slab
bacon, 2 quartered onions, 6 peppercorn, 2 bay leaves, 2
grains allspice and 1 clove. Add cold water to cover by 1
inch, bring to boil, reduce heat and cook covered on low
about 45 min. Five min before end of cooking add 2 cloves
crushed garlic. Allow bacon to cool to room temp in the
stock. Then remove from stock and refrigerate overnight.
Slice thin and serve cold. The bacon stock is a good base for
beet, sauerkraut, pea or bean soup. 

FRUIT & NUT MAZURKA: In a bowl, combine 1 c flour,
3/4 c sugar, 1 t baking powder and 1/4 t salt. Stir in 1 c
chopped, pitted prunes, 1 c raisins and 1 c chopped
walnuts, mixing ingredients together. Add 1 t vanilla
extract and fold in 4 stiffly beaten egg whites, mixing
gently. Form into a square 1 inch high, transfer to greased
baking pan and bake in 300° oven 40-45 min to a nice
golden-brown. When cool, cut into serving-size squares.

ALMOND-CHERRY MAZURKA: Sift together 3 c flour
and 1 c powdered sugar into bowl. Add 2/3 c ground,
blanched almonds and 7 sieved hard-boiled egg yolks.
Separately, beat 1-1/2 c butter to fluffy; add to flour
mixture. Add 2 t lemon zest, 1 raw egg yolk and 1/4 tsp
salt. Mix into a dough; add a little sour cream if needed.
Knead until smooth, roll into ball & refrigerate 1 hr. Roll
2/3 dough into a circle; transfer to round, greased/floured
pan. Roll remaining dough between palms into strands and
form latticework on top. Brush top with beaten egg yolk;
bake in 350° oven about 25 minutes until  golden-brown.
When cool, fill lattice openings with cherry  preserves.

Peasant names were often derived from animals, foods,
tools and household objects, including Baran (ram),
Wrobel (sparrow), Maslanka (buttermilk), Sloma (straw).

Most Polish names ending in "-owski", "-ewski" and "-
ski" described where people came from: Zaleski (from the
forest), Pawlowski (Paulville), Wisniewski (Cherryville).

New York City Honors Polish Hero

New York, NY - The City of New York paid special
tribute to the legendary World War II hero of both the
Polish and the Jewish people by renaming the intersection
of Manhattan's Madison Avenue and East 37th Street "Jan
Karski Corner." A ceremony unveiling the street sign was
conducted at that intersection across from where the
Consulate General of the Republic of Poland is located on
April 16th.

Mr. Karski was a Polish Catholic diplomat of Poland's
government-in-exile in London while Poland was under
German occupation during World War II. He served
valiantly as a courier for the Polish Underground.  

At the pleadings of  Jewish leaders of the Warsaw
Ghetto, he carried out a secret mission to Great Britain and
the United States to warn the Western Allies that the Nazis
were conducting a campaign of genocide against the Jewish
people and to urge them to take action to stop the
Holocaust.

After delivering this sobering information to the British,
Karski arrived in Washington, DC in the summer of 1943 to
bring the same horrifying message to President Roosevelt.
Regrettably, the response of the American president was
disappointing.  

Also disappointing was Karski’s attempt to persuade
the Jewish community to exert its political influence on the
American government to help the Jews in Poland. Karski
presented the grim facts to Justice Felix Frankfurter of the
U.S. Supreme Court -- a former presidential advisor and a
Jew.  Unfortunately, Justice Frankfurter bluntly told
Karski "I am unable to believe you."

Even to this day, it still remains unclear if
Frankfurter's rebuff to Karski came from a reluctance to
even imagine that anyone could be so brutal and barbaric or
if it came from some latent anti-Polish prejudice.

Because the Nazis became aware of Karski's overseas
mission and would execute him if he returned to Poland, he
stayed in the U.S.  Here, he began his studies and eventual
teaching career at Georgetown University. Jan Karski died
in 2000 at age 86.

The Consul General of the Republic of Poland, Krzysztof
Kasprzyk, presided at the street sign unveiling, in
cooperation with the Georgetown University Alumni
Association.

New York Mayor Michael Bloomberg sent his greetings
on the occasion. Former N.Y. Mayor Ed Koch was present to
express his own personal tribute to Karski.  Ewa Junczyk-
Ziomecka represented the President of Poland.

Three years prior to placing the street sign on Madison
Avenue, the Polish Consulate enlisted the aid of the
Downstate New York Division of the Polish American
Congress as an intermediary to help navigate the varied
municipal rules and regulations which had to be met.  

"It was an honor for us to play a role in saluting the
memory of such a remarkable humanitarian and hero las
Jan Karski," said Chet Szarejko, who heads the Political
Activities Committee of the Downstate N.Y. Congress.

holds a Polish Parade in Hamtramck, MI - a Polish suburb of Detroit. This year, our
President, Wallace M. Ozog, has received the well-deserved honor of being selected as the
Marshall of Hamtramck’s Labor Day Polish Day Parade.

Fraternal Insurance Counselors; VP of the Polish American Congress (PAC), Michigan
Division;  Pres. of the PAC Michigan Scholarship Fund; Board member of the American
Polish Cultural Center in Troy, MI;  Chairman of the Warren Multi-Ethnic Cultural
Committee; member of the Advisory Board of the Bishop Abramowicz Seminary; member of
the Board of Trustees of the Pope John Paul II Cultural Center and served as a Director of
the Polish Museum of America and is now the PMA's Chairman of the Board.

Throughout his career, his wife Joann has always been at his side, cheerfully working
in the background and assisting him. Joann received her B.A. in Elementary Education
with a major in Mathematics from Marygrove College and a M.A. in Elementary
Curriculum from the University of Michigan. She accompanies her husband to work, and
spent the past 10 years working diligently as a volunteer at the Polish Museum of America
(PMA), which is housed in the same building as the PRCUA. Joann now dedicates her
volunteer time at the PRCUA, raising funds for the PRCUA Education Fund.

Honors received by Wallace Ozog include the Ed Crowe Catholic Youth Organization
Award; Macomb County Civil Citations; the City of Warren Cultural Commission Award for
involvement in arts and culture; De LaSalle Collegiate "Pilot Club" Award in support of
Pilot Athletics; PAC Illinois Division "2006 Heritage Award";  Merit Award from the St.
Brigida's Basilica in Gdansk; Gold Medal Award for contributions to the Catholic faith from
Jozef Cardinal Glemp; and the Commander's Cross of the Order of Merit of the Republic of
Poland.  

In his youth, Wallace Ozog participated in sports and Polish dance and continues today
by encouraging Polish American youth to do the same. He has been an active hands-on
leader who can rarely be found sitting behind his desk. His 10+ years of leadership at the
PRCUA and PMA have brought growth and improvement to both organizations.  

Wallace and Joann Ozog are honorary Chair -Cabinet of the Madonna University
Foundation Board to help raise $50 million in its "Leading the Way" campaign.

In October 2008, Mr. and Mrs. Ozog received the Community Service Award from the
Council of Educators in Polonia, presented to them at the Annual Celebration of the Polish
America Heritage month at Northeastern Illinois University.

green. On the front of the truck, District # 2 Director Bill
Nowakowski affixed a large copy of the PRCUA logo. On the
sides of the truck were other PRCUA signs. In the back of
the truck Greg placed about 6 chairs for enthusiastic parade
participants. One of the young men from Youngstown
brought along his concertina to play polkas during the
parade ride, which was greatly appreciated by both truck
occupants and parade viewers. Greg Olma's young
daughter, Mira, also rode in the back dressed in a
traditional Polish costume. In addition, Bill Nowakowski
provided PRCUA handouts to distribute along the parade
route. The small, flat, white PRCUA sponges were in a big
hit with the crowd.

Blessing of the Parade
As each parade entry passed the open doors of Corpus

Christi Church, which was the official starting point of the
parade, the pastor of the Pauline Order, Anzlem Chalupka,
sprinkled a few drops of water from a traditional holy water
sprinkler held in his right hand. But then, in his left hand,
from behind his back, the priest pulled out a huge fire hose,
and thoroughly doused parade participants, which was met
with squeals of surprise, laughter and delight.

Music Reaches Fever Pitch
After the parade, everyone entered the Mickiewicz

Library for polkas, piwo, paczki, and pussy willows - before
the return ride home. Inside "Mickey's," as it is known by
locals, music reached a fever pitch, with the Greg Docenko
Orchestra. This author is generally not fond of loud music,
but in this case, as the music grew louder, and the happy
polka rhythms beat ever stronger, polka lovers seemed to
become mesmerized. A feeling of Polish pride seemed to
transcend the entire venue, with a squirt from a water gun
cutting the air, and a tap from a pussy (Cont. on page 13)
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PRCUA DISTRICT #2 AND #5 DIRECTORS
UNITE TO CELEBRATE DYNGUS DAY

Opening Ceremony
Harmonia Chopin Singing Society of Buffalo

organized the first Dyngus Day party in Buffalo
some 48 years ago. Now, Buffalo's party is the
largest in America. The chartered bus arrived
just in time for the opening ceremony of Dyngus
Day, which was held at Hearthstone Manor, in
Depew, a suburb of Buffalo.  Upon arrival,
guests were greeted by young men and women
in Polish costumes offering gifts of pussy willow
twigs and bread and salt, symbolizing
traditional Polish hospitality.  The Cleveland-
Youngstown group was then escorted to

reserved tables next to the Easter table. The Chopin Singing Society opened the program
with several traditional Polish Easter hymns. This was followed by the Blessing of the
Easter Table by a local priest. After a few more hymns, everyone was invited to partake of
the blessed food, which included smoked and fresh kielbasa, sweet kraut, potato salad,
lunch meats, cheeses, condiments, fresh garden salad, rolls, butter, dessert, and coffee. The
table was beautifully decorated with an Easter motif, including several large lambs made
of butter, a staple of the traditional Polish Easter table.

Entertainment
After brunch, the Chopin Singing Society treated the audience to several traditional

Polish folk songs in the style of Mazowsze, the National Folk Song and Dance Ensemble of
Poland. Next, the White Eagle Polish Folk Dancers from Toronto, Canada, displayed their
agility and rhythm with several dance suites from diverse regions of Poland. Costumes
were originals from Poland. The program began with offering bread and salt to all guests.

Slask Suite
The suite of Slask dances was performed by girls in full-length skirts, covered with long

aprons of gold or silver lame, with rich floral embroidery. Headpieces were three layers of
floral wreaths, with short strands of beads hanging down to the forehead. Male dancers
wore traditional coal miner uniforms made of black fabric, with rich gold piping decoration.
On their heads were high hats with beautiful plumes of white feathers jutting from the
front of the caps, similar to the style of hats worn by some marching bands in the USA. 

Lowicz Suite
For the Lowicz suite, girls wore skirts of rich colorful vertical stripes, primarily blue

and green in color, with splashes of red, yellow and orange. Their black velvet bodices were
embroidered with bright multi-hued flowers. Boys wore pants with traditional orange,
yellow and green vertical stripes, white shirts, and black hats decorated with a sprig of
flowers tucked into the headband.

The talent, skill and precision of the White Eagle Dancers were quite impressive. Their
dedication to training and practice was very apparent in their polished performance.
Younger dancers from the White Eagle Ensemble also performed with enthusiasm, grace
and charm. The entire White Eagle program was truly appreciated by the audience.

Polish Falcons
Despite the warm hospitality and convivial atmosphere provided by members of the

Harmonia Chopin Singing Society, it was time to leave Hearthstone Manor and move on to
the next party venue on the itinerary, the Polish Falcons, also located in the Buffalo suburb
of Depew, only a five-minute drive by bus.

The atmosphere here was like a private club with dance floor for about 100 couples, and
seating at long tables. The PhoCus Orchestra played lively polkas after a children's folk
dance troupe completed their program. Special tables were reserved for the Cleveland-
Youngstown group. Food and drink were available for purchase at reasonable cost.

Adam Mickiewicz Library and Dramatic Circle
All too soon, it was time to move on to the next party venue, Adam Mickiewicz Library

and Dramatic Circle, which is located in the Historic Polonia District of Buffalo.  It is the
oldest chartered Polish organization in the county. It was here, in front of the Mickiewicz
Library building, that the Cleveland-Youngstown group would watch the Third Annual
Dyngus Day Parade as the marching units wound their way through the Historic Polonia
District of Buffalo. With horns honking, sirens wailing, bells pealing, and flags waving each
parade unit  was decorated with the Polish colors - red and white.

PRCUA Parade Entry
Thanks to the generosity of Greg Olma, chair of the PRCUA Special Task Force, the

“REMEMBERING TO MEMORIALIZE 
ON MEMORIAL DAY”

As the calendar for 2009 quickly flips its pages, it finds us winding-down

our academic year at various institutions, bustling with spring projects and
work outdoors, and moving full-speed toward the big holiday weekend. For
many people, Memorial Day is a weekend of rest and relaxation, with time for
fun, festivities and kicking-off the summer. There is nothing enjoying the day.
However, it is good to remember the origin of the day - which has become our
excuse for frivolity -  so that we might also remain true to its purpose.

Memorial Day, which began as “Decoration Day,” was first officially
observed on May 30, 1898 as a day when people would visit and decorate the
graves of Union Soldiers who had died during the Civil War. By 1890, the
observance had spread to include all of the northern states. The southern
states maintained separate dates for honoring their war dead. This remained
the case until World War I when the emphasis switched to honoring all fallen
soldiers in all wars. By 1971, the observance was so universal that the Federal
Government declared it a national holiday to be observed on the last Monday
in May, thus providing for a holiday weekend.

While most places still begin Memorial Day with parades and ceremonial
observances, overall, recent times have seen a shift away from remembering
deceased veterans with more emphasis on a party atmosphere. Fewer people
take note of the “memorial” in Memorial Day. Flag etiquette is at an all-time
low.  Even some graves and cemeteries have fallen into neglect. . It is sad to
note, but it seems to have taken another war to reignite in people - especially
the young - a renewed sense of the sacrifice which forms the foundation of the
freedom we all too often take for granted.

Since the year 2000, a movement has been underway to help "restore"
Memorial Day and  3:00 PM has been appointed as the time for a National
Moment of Remembrance when everyone, no matter where they are or what
they are doing, can break away from their events and remember those who
gave the ultimate sacrifice on our behalf. Another movement is underway to
have Memorial Day changed to its original May 30th date so that its
observance can have a more proper focus.

I would encourage all readers to do their part on Memorial Day to do some
“memorializing.” A few moments of time is a small price to pay compared to
the price so many fighting men and women paid for our freedom. In closing, I
would like to leave the following poem with you.

12) willow branch adding to the general happiness in the
atmosphere. Free food was available, consisting of slices of fresh kielbasa,
sauerkraut, and potato salad. All that was necessary was a little Tyskie, the official piwo
of Dyngus Day, or a swallow of Sobieski, the official vodka of Dyngus Day. Greg Olma and
Bill Nowakowski are on the board of this club and they really made us all feel at home.

The crowd was so large that by 7 pm the line outside the Library extended down the
sidewalk and around the corner. As 10 people left, 10 more were admitted, to comply with
the fire code.

CORPUS CHRISTIE CHURCH, NEW YORK CENTRAL TERMINAL PARTY, ST.
STANISLAUS AND ADAM PLEWACKI VFW POST

Bill Nowakowski attended a benefit luncheon at Corpus Christie Church. Sitting with
Bill was Buffalo City Council President and PRCUA member David Franczyk. Many other
notable local political leaders attended. The meal was traditional fare with a large
selection of homemade baked goods offered for dessert.  Corpus Christi is a Romanesque
Revival church built in 1907 of Onondaga limestone faced with red Medina sandstone.
The awe-inspiring church interior features some of the finest ecclesiastical art in the city
including the stained glass windows created by Franz Mayer Works in Munich,
Germany."The Father Justin 's Rosary Hour" radio program was originally broadcast
from here starting in 1931 and it continues as the oldest continuing religious radio
program in the Polish language worldwide.

Later Bill and his wife, Mary Lou joined other PRCUA members at several venues to
enjoy the various festivities. Their first stop was the Buffalo Central Terminal, which
opened in 1929 and built in the art deco style. The station was built to accommodate up to
3200 passengers per hour.  A local group has been working to preserve the site. Its size
made it a fabulous event hall for the bands including Those Idiots. There was beer from
Flying Bison Brewery, food from Potts Deli and Grill, Ulrich's Tavern and Wardynski
Meats and heaters were installed to ensure everyone could comfortably enjoy the
entertainment.

The next stop was the Adam Plewacki Post, which once had the largest membership
of any American Legion post in the country. Mary Lou and Bill met up again with David
Franczyk, his wife Ann Marie and fellow member Dave Pfaff. They all enjoyed the music
of Mon Valley Push Polka band.  In completing the day's events, Mary Lou and Bill
stopped by St. Stanislaus Church hall where they enjoyed the music of The Buffalo
Concertina All-Stars and Stephanie and her Honky Band.  The pastor is Bishop Edward
M. Grosz, D.D., V.G., another PRCUA member.

Other Venues
There were over 75 places that held Dyngus Day Parties in Buffalo, some in large

social clubs, some in the Polish churches in the Historic neighborhood, some in the
suburbs of Buffalo, and certainly all bars in the Historic Polonia District. Some of those
who participated in the parade visited the party at the Central Terminal, where the
parade ended. The large hall in the former train station was filled with people watching a
Polish folk dance group complete its program. Soon the hall was filled with the sounds of
thumping polkas as the band called "Those Idiots" began their session. Food and drink
lines were very long, but the foot-tapping music shortened the wait.

Regina and Ron Shevik, of New Castle, Pennsylvania, walked from the Mickiewicz
Library to St. Stan's Church for the Dyngus Day Party at this venue. They were
impressed with the large hall, ample seating, and two polka bands. Food was available
there also. The Bienia ladies did some shopping at the Broadway Market, which was the
only place to buy souvenirs of Dyngus Day.

Shuttle Buses
There are three distinct geographical areas of Buffalo where Dyngus Day Parties are

held, (1) the Historic Polonia District, (2) Depew/Cheektowaga suburbs, and (3) the Black
Rock/Dnipro area. Keeping the theme that driving and drinking don't mix, shuttle bus
routes connected all venues in each area. There is also a fourth route called Polonia
Connector/Cross town shuttle. Dyngus Day sites within the Polonia District are fairly
walkable, but it is comforting to know that shuttles are available for those who wish to
ride between venues.

Pussy Willow Pass
Last year a Pussy Willow Pass system was created to facilitate the opportunity for

partygoers to visit more than one Dyngus Day site in an economical manner. The Pussy
Willow Pass wristband can be purchased for $10.00 at the first cooperating site, and then
admission to other participating locations costs only $2.00. The shuttle bus is free to
Pussy Willow Pass holders. A Pussy Willow Pass was provided to each charter bus
participant.

Publicity
The Cleveland-Youngstown group was well received in Buffalo, with preferential

seating at most events, and feature television coverage on local Buffalo stations. Rick
Bentley of Cleveland was the primary spokesperson for the group on Buffalo's Channel 2,
along with Ann Mikoll, founder of the Harmonia Chopin Singing Society's Dyngus Day
Party in 1961. A sweeping panorama of the Cleveland-Youngstown group was also
included in the footage aired on Buffalo TV.

As with all good things, the Dyngus Day bus trip had to come to an end. The party
bus finally headed west, back to Ohio but participants vowed to return again next year. 

If you missed the Dyngus Day bus trip this year, plan on attending in 2010 for a day
of pandemonium and a plethora of Polish pride.

Stanis³aw Moniuszko - twórca
narodowej opery, urodzi³ siê 5 maja
1819 roku w Ubieli, ko³o Miñska w
rodzinie ziemiañskiej.  Muzyki uczy³
siê u kompozytora i znakomitego
organisty Augusta Freyera w
Warszawie w latach 1827-1830.
Nastêpnie w Miñsku u Dominika
Stefanowicza. 

Lata 1837-1840 studiuje w Berlinie u Karola
Rungenhagena.  Ju¿ wtedy widaæ by³o jego talent
kompozytorski i pasjê muzyczn¹, która poczê³a owocowaæ, gdy
osiad³ w Wilnie, gdzie rozwija³ dzia³alnoœæ jako kompozytor i
organista w Koœciele œw. Jana.  Sta³ siê tam wielkim
organizatorem imprez artystycznych i jednoczeœnie œwietnym
pedagogiem. 

W Wilnie powstaj¹ jego pierwsze sceniczne kopozycje -
operetki i wodewile.  Nocleg w Apeninach, Karmaniol, Nowy
Don Kiszot, ¯ó³ta szlafmyca i pierwsze Œpiewniki domowe.
(Napisa³ 278 pieœni, z których zebrano 268 do 12 Œpiewników
Domowych).  Moniuszko za³o¿y³ Towarzystwo œw. Cecylji, dla
którego napisa³ piêkn¹ Mszê oraz 4 Litanie Ostrobramskie.

Tu w Wilnie w roku 1848 odby³o siê prawykonanie opery
"Halka" (wtedy dwu-aktowej).  Libretto napisa³ W³odzimierz
Wolski, poeta o postêpowych przekonaniach, którego
realistyczna treœæ libretta zawiera prawdê artystycznego
wyrazu.  Przeœliczna aria Jontka: "Szumi¹ jod³y na gór
szczycie"... - ju¿ te s³owa przenosz¹ s³uchaczy myœlami "do
kraju Tego, gdzie kruszynê chleba, podnosz¹ z ziemi przez
uszanowanie dla darów nieba"... 

A  piêkna muzyka potêguje te serdeczne uczucia têsknoty!
Dopiero w Warszawie 1 stycznia 1858 r., odby³a siê

premiera opery "Halka" w 4 aktach, która zas³ynie w historii
polskiej muzyki. 

Moniuszko skomponowa³ opery: "Hrabina", "Verbum
Nobile", "Paria" i, najbli¿sz¹ memu sercu operê "Straszny
Dwór", do której przeœliczne libretto napisa³ Jan Chêciñski,
niezwykle zdolny literat, a zarazem aktor i re¿yser. 

Równie piêknie napisana aria Stefana, zaczynaj¹ca siê od
s³ów: "Cisza doko³a, noc jasna czyste niebo"... 

Jest w niej i mi³oœæ i wspomnienie dzieciñstwa, serdeczne
wspomnienie ukochanej, zmar³ej matki.   

Stanis³awowi Moniuszce opera "Straszny Dwór" przyniesie
laury s³awy, jest bowiem najdoskonalszym dzie³em w ca³ej
polskiej twórczoœci operowej XIX wieku.  

Moniuszko przez pewien czas przebywa w Pary¿u, gdzie
opracowuje operê "Flis".

Po powrocie do kraju zostaje na sta³e w Warszawie i
obejmuje dyrekcjê Opery Warszawskiej.  Pracuje tak¿e jako
pedagog w Instytucie Muzycznym.

Stanis³aw Moniuszko obok Fryderyka Chopina by³
postaci¹ wybitn¹ na gruncie polskiej muzyki XIX wieku.

Do historii przeszed³ jako twórca Narodowej Opery!  Jego
dzie³a operowe wystawiano poza granicami Polski.
Wystawiano "Halkê" m.in. w Berlinie, Wiedniu, Budapeszcie,
Moskwie, Mediolanie i Nowym Jorku.

"Halka" œwiêcila jubileusz tysiêcznego przedstawienia w
czasie I Wojny Œwiatowej. 

Opera "Straszny Dwór" - jest dzie³em najdoskonalszym
wœród oper Stanis³awa Moniuszki.  Rozpocz¹³ pisaæ w 1861 r.,
aby dopiero pod koniec Powstania Styczniowego znów do
pisania powróciæ.  Opera Straszny Dwór porusza³a polskie
serca swym piêknem, w którym by³y i akcenty pe³ne
patriotyzmu.  

Stanis³aw Moniuszko zmar³ 4 czerwca 1872 r. w
Warszawie.

oprac. Andrzej Mirecki
Zród³o: P.W.Muz.  

Wiadomoœci z Cleveland, Ohio
Zwi¹zek Polaków w Ameryce - Dywizja ZPRKA

CZERWONE MAKI NA MONTE CASSINO,
ZAMIAST ROSY...

GPO - G³ówny punkt opatrunkowy - jest pierwszym punktem na którym dokonuje siê operacji.
Korpus Polski bij¹cy siê o Monte Cassino mia³ na ka¿dym szczeblu sanitarnym od GPO w górê
oficera transfuzyjnego. Bristol-bottle - butelka z krwi¹ skondesowan¹. Teraz ta krew ratuje ¿ycie
rannym ¿o³nierzom!

Kiedyœ Egipcjanie poili wykrwawionych ¿o³nierzy krwi¹ bydlêc¹. Myœleli o ratowaniu krwi¹
uczniowie Hipokratesa, na pró¿no. Jagniêc¹ krwi¹ próbowa³ ratowaæ w 1666 r. francuski lekarz
Denis. Tê myœl rozwinêli Amerykanie po raz pierwszy transfuzjonuj¹c krew ludzk¹. W wojnach
1866 i 1870 próby w wiêkszoœci nie udane! Uczony wiedeñski w 1900 r., odkry³ w³œciwoœci zlepne
surowicy krwi.

Dopiero w 1910 r., warszawski uczony prof. Hirszfeld ustali³ cztery grupy krwi i ¿e dobieraj¹c
odpowiedni¹ grupê dla transfuzji mo¿na j¹ wykonaæ bezpiecznie, ratuj¹c chorego! 

Teraz, co dzieñ z angielskiego sk³adu krwi (Blod-Bank) przyje¿d¿a³ do polskich czo³ówek
transfuzyjnych ³azik z termosem zawieraj¹cym butelki "Bristol". Chodzi³o o to, aby punkty
opatrunkowe by³y jak najbli¿ej dzia³añ wojennych. Nieprzyjaciel niezw³ocznie pokwitowa³ decyzjê
wysuniêcia do przodu przez Polaków GPO i, zaatakowa³. Polegli lekarze Graber, Napora, ks.
Huczyñski i sanitariusz.

Przed akcj¹ naczelny chirurg Korpusu, gen. dr. Boles³aw Szarecki, sam przyjecha³ i stan¹³ do
pracy na tym najbardziej wysuniêtym posterunku operacyjnym. Melchior Wañkowicz -
Korespondent wojenny Korpusu relacjonuje: "Spotykam dr. Rymkiewicza, mówi mi, ¿e dr. Szarecki,
licz¹cy siedemdziesi¹t lat, stoi ju¿ ca³¹ noc przy stole operacyjnym (sta³ tak i ca³y dzieñ, i ca³¹ noc
nastêpn¹).

(Dzieje tego polskiego chirurga, zas³uguj¹ na nastêpny artyku³, zna³em genera³a dr. Szareckiego
od dzieciêcych lat).  Wañkowicz relacjonuje:

Na stole operacyjnym strzelec Kaca, twardy Œl¹zak z 15 baonu. Rêka poszarpana, koœæ
strzaskana - le¿y na stole bez narkozy...

Jest pó³mrok. Ciê¿ko ranni s¹ nieprzytomni. Nikt nie prosi o ratunek. Bia³y fartuch doktora
przesuwa siê bezszelestnie jak anio³ œmieci.

W namiocie transfuzyjnym - napiêcie cichego misterium.
W pó³cieniu dwanaœcie le¿aków, na nich ludzie, w których z rezerwuarów umieszczonych

wysoko wlewa siê krew.
Patrzê, jak ranni, le¿¹cy bezw³adnie jak œciête k³ody, zwolna wracaj¹ do ¿ycia. [...} 
Ranny otwiera oczy - wzrok pada na butelkê, zwolna rozeznaje, ¿e ta butelka ma jakiœ zwi¹zek

z jego cia³em. Do zanemizowanego mózgu dop³ynê³a ju¿ krew.
- Panie doktorze, co to jest?
Anio³ œmierci materializuje siê nagle i mówi ciep³ym ludzkim g³osem. -  To krew. Bêdziesz mia³

w sobie krew piêknej dziewczynki angielskiej.
(Co dzieñ przed punktami pobieraj¹cymi krew w dalekiej mglistej Anglii stoj¹ kolejki dziewcz¹t

bezinteresownie daj¹cych sw¹ krew).
Przy polskiej placówce GPO z powodu jego masakry, pracowa³a dodana czo³ówka operacyjna

angielska.
Oto urywek z angielskiego listu:

"Teraz pracujemy z Polakami. Jest wielce zabawne czasem jak siê usi³ujemy porozumieæ. Mimo
tego s¹ bardzo pomocni i nic nie jest dla nich trudnoœci¹.

Wierz mi, ¿e oni wk³adaj¹ swe serce i duszê w sw¹ pracê i s¹ przejêci myœl¹ o walce z
Niemcami wspólnie z angielskimi ch³opakami. Oni mieli dwie sekcje chirurgiczne, wielu z nich
zginê³o i to jest powodem, ¿e jesteœmy z nimi razem".

Ciesz¹ siê, ¿e trafili do polskiego szpitala. ("Anglik siê nawet nie namyœli, tylko nogê obetnie...")
A doktór Szarecki, noce i dnie ratowa³ rannych, i bohatersko trwa³ na posterunku wraz z ca³ym

personelem sanitarnym. 
Utar³o siê przekonanie, ¿e byle dotrzeæ do G³ównego Punktu Opatrunkowego, to ju¿ ³apiduchy

wyci¹gn¹ œmierci.
Sanitariuszka Krysia Broniatowska pochyla czarn¹ g³ówkê nad nie daj¹cym siê rozsup³aæ

wêz³em ¿o³nierskiego buta. Podnosi oczy i widzi pe³en jasnoœci, pe³en dobroci wzrok ranionego
ch³opaka.

- Siostro - pokazuje w stronê jêcz¹cego jeñca - to on ode mnie dosta³, razem nas wieŸli... Niech
mu siostra da kakao...

Zaszokowane, zamglone oczy budz¹ siê na œwiat przemo¿nym jaœnieniem. Ten cz³owiek ju¿ ca³e
¿ycie, we wszystkich okolicznoœciach bêdzie ¿o³nierzem spod Monte Cassino. Do tego wspomnienia
przymierzy ka¿d¹ gorzk¹ okolicznoœæ ¿ycia i, daj Bo¿e, ka¿d¹ radosn¹, a tych nie bêdzie w ¿yciu
tych ¿o³nierzy zbyt wiele. To, ¿e by³ pod Monte Cassino, zapisz¹ kroniki rodzinne, jeœli bêdzie
jakowa rodzina". 

A pieœñ Czerwone naki na Monte Cassino, zamiast rosy, pi³y polsk¹ krew, stanie siê wieczn¹
prawd¹, tych wydarzeñ wojennych. 

W Rocznicê Zwyciêskiej Bitwy pod Monte Cassino, Wszystkim Weteranom sk³adamy
serdeczne ¿yczenia zdrowia i wszelkiej pomyœlnoœci. Aby duch i ¿o³nierska energia nigdy Was nie
opuszcza³a!

To w Wasz¹, ch³opcy, siln¹ d³oñ Honor i Wolnoœæ siê zamknê³a
i bêdziem mówiæ Wam to czeœæ, ¿e jeszcze Polska nie zginê³a!

Reakcja moja by³a b³yskawiczna i, nie bardzo przemyœlana, zreszt¹
jak zawsze, i tym razem g³oœno wypowiedzia³em, co myœla³em, ¿e to
robota KGB!  Wtedy jeszcze nie wiedzieliœmy, ¿e by³ w teatrze agent
sowiecki. 

¯al serdeczny i obawa o ¿ycie papie¿a, nie pozwoli³a, aby
zastanawiaæ siê nad tym, co powiedzia³em.

Ulgê odczuliœmy dopiero wtedy, gdy dotar³a wiadomoœæ, ¿e papie¿
¿yje i jest w szpitalu operowany.  Zosta³ przewieziony do Polikliniki
Gemelli. 

Zdawaliœmy sobie sprawê z tego, ¿e sytuacja jest groŸna.  Strzêpy
wiadomoœci jakie do Polski dociera³y nie przynosi³y dok³adnych
informacji.  W ty samym czasie w Warszawie ciê¿ko chory by³ Prymas
Polski kardyna³ Stefan Wyszyñski, który prosi³ wiernych, aby modlili
siê nie o zdrowie dla niego, a o papie¿a.  Zmar³ dopiero wtedy, kiedy
dowiedzia³ siê, ¿e ¿ycie papie¿a nie jest ju¿ w niebezpieczeñstwie. 

Smutek jaki nas opanowa³ trwa³ nieprzerwanie, a¿ do chwili, gdy
17 maja 1981 roku papie¿ Jan Pawe³ II przemówi³ z Polikliniki
Gemelli;

"Niech bêdzie pochwalony Jezus Chrystus!
Umi³owani bracia.  Wiem, ¿e w tych dniach, specjalnie w tej

godzinie modlitwy "Regina coeli" jesteœcie zjednoczeni ze mn¹. 
Ze wzruszeniem dziêkujê wam za modlitwy i wszystkich was

b³ogos³awiê.
Jestem szczególnie bliski dwóm osobom zranionym wraz ze mn¹,

oraz modlê siê za brata, który mniê zrani³, a któremu szczerze
przebaczy³em.

Zjednoczony z Chrystusem-Kap³anem Ofiar¹, sk³adam moje
cierpienie w ofierze za Koœció³ i œwiat

Tobie, Maryjo, powtarzam: "Totus Tuus ego sum".
Dwie osoby zranione, to dwie turystki Amerykanki, po drugim

strzale.  Zamachowcem by³ Turek Mechmet Ali Agca. 
Papie¿ bêd¹c jeszcze w Poliklinice powiedzia³: ..."modlê siê za

brata, który mniê zrani³, a któremu szczerze przebaczy³em".
Turek nigdy nie poprosi³ o przebaczenie, a podczas rozmowy z

papie¿em powiedzia³: " Wiem, ¿e strzela³em celnie.  Wiem, ¿e nabój by³
œmiercionoœny.  Dlaczego zatem Ty ¿yjesz?"  Nie móg³ poj¹æ kto
przeszkodzi³ mu w zabiciu tego cz³owieka.

Papie¿ Jan Pawe³ II by³ zaskoczony tym pytaniem. 
Kula, która zrani³a papie¿a Jana Paw³a II znajduje siê obecnie w

koronie figury Matki Boskiej Fatimskiej.

ROCZNICA URODZIN
5 maja 1846 roku - w Okrzei, urodzi³ siê Henryk Sienkiewicz (pseudonim

Litwos).  Jako pisarz zyska³ s³awê jednego z najwiêkszych twórców prozy polskiej i
œwiatowej i, jako autor powieœci historycznej w cyklu zwan¹ Trylogi¹, w której
przedstawia w sposób barwny, s³u¿¹cy pobudzeniu patriotycznych uczuæ obraz ¿ycia
i wydarzeñ dziejowych w Polsce XVII wieku.

W "Krzy¿akach" - przedstawi³ obraz zmagañ rycerskiej Polski z Zakonem
krzy¿ackim. 

Za powieœæ "Qvo vadis", w której opisa³ czasy Nerona i przedstawi³ sugestywn¹
wizjê upadku imperium rzymskiego i triumfu chrzeœcijañstwa; zostaje laureatem
Nagrody Nobla. 

Napisa³ wiele nowel, w których przedstawi³ przejmuj¹cy obraz niedoli ch³opskiej
("Janko Muzykant", "Bartek zwyciêzca").  Napisa³ piêkn¹ powieœæ wspó³czesn¹
"Rodzina Po³anieckich" i powieœæ dla m³odzie¿y "W pustyni i w puszczy".

Nie bez powodu Henryk Sienkiewicz zyska³ s³awê najwiêkszego twórcy prozy
polskiej, wystarczy przypomnieæ jego przemówienie, jakie wyg³osi³ nad trumn¹
Juliusza S³owackiego - jednego z najwiêkszych polskich poetów okresu romantyzmu.
Obaj, i Sienkiewicz i S³owacki nale¿¹ do najwiêkszych miloœników jêzyka polskiego,
którzy pos³ugiwali siê po mistrzowsku tym jêzykiem w swoich utworach!

Henryk Sienkiewicz tak przemówi³:
"Opatrznoœæ tworz¹c narody hojnie obsypa³a naszych praojców rozlicznymi

darami.  Da³a im obszerne i ¿yzne ziemie; da³a im zarazem lwie i go³êbie serca,
szlachetne dusze i bystre umys³y, zdolne do najgórniejszych lotów.

Ale nie by³ to jeszcze kres darów.  Mo¿na by mniemaæ, ¿e Bóg tworz¹c Polaków,
rzek³ im: "Oto na domiar wszystkiego dajê wam spi¿ dŸwiêczny a niespo¿yty, taki, z
jakiego ludy ¿yj¹ce przed wami stawia³y pos¹gi swym bohaterom; dajê wam z³oto
b³yszcz¹ce i giêtkie, a wy z tego tworzywa uczyñcie mowê wasz¹".

I zosta³a ta mowa, niespo¿yta, jak spi¿, œwietna i droga, jak z³oto, jedna z
najwspanialszych na œwiecie, tak wspania³a, piêkna i dŸwiêczna, ¿e chyba tylko
jêzyk dawnych Hellenów mo¿e siê z ni¹ porównaæ".

Henryk Sienkiewicz zmar³ w 1916 roku, pochowany zosta³ w Katedrze œw. Jana
w Warszawie przy ulicy Œwiêtojañskiej w pobli¿u Zamku Królewskiego.

ROCZNICA ŒMIERCI
28 maja 1883 roku - na obczyŸnie, w Pary¿u zmar³ Cyprian Kamil Norwid,

najwybitniejszy poeta okresu póŸnego romantyzmu.  Utwory jego by³y zbyt trudne
dla ówczesnego pokolenia.  Zosta³y w pe³ni ocenione dopiero w wiele lat po œmierci
poety budz¹c zachwyt.  Norwid napisa³ wiele utworów o treœci religijnej, jeden z
nich, to Litania do Najœwiêtszej Maryi Panny (fragment), w którym zawar³ jakby
obraz w³asnej œmierci:

"Duch ginie w Tobie, ja niemocen stojê,
Lecz jako szata bliska zewleczenia
Podnoszê z siebie, co wcale nie moje,
I zawi¹zujê u Twego promienia,
I spadaj¹ce czujê na kolana
To cia³o, dusza im bli¿ej u Pana...
A¿, zewleczone na dó³, na dó³, gnie siê,
A duch go³êbiem wystrzela do góry,
Anio³ go potem, mój Stró¿ Anio³ niesie,
Przezroczystymi obejmuj¹c pióry -
Anio³ mój dobry, co zawsze jest ze mn¹
Choæ mu godzina ka¿da nieprzyjemn¹,
Choæ, jak nieczu³y m¹¿ cnotliw¹ ¿onê, 
Mêcz¹ go moje cielesne narowy;
Anio³ milcz¹cy i patrz¹cy w stronê,
Kiedy miê zamêt porywa œwiatowy. [...]
Wiêc - z tym Anio³em, ponad szat¹ cia³a
Co na kolana zgiê³a siê i pad³a,
Ja, duch, stan¹³em, jak fontanna bia³a,
Odrywaj¹ca  siê z swego zwierciad³a - 
I nucê: Kyrie Elejson i Chryste
Elejson... niby krople przezroczyste"...

W 1905 roku ukaza³ siê w Warszawie osobny tom Norwida.
"Ojczyzna jest to wielki - zbiorowy - obowi¹zek, g³osi³ z przekonaniem Norwid.
"Myœlê - pisa³ w r. 1866 - ¿e je¿eli w sekund kilka mo¿na ju¿ przes³aæ literê jedn¹

z Ameryki do Londynu (...), myœlê, ¿e nie tylko na szerokoœæ, ale i na wysokoœæ
zwyciê¿ona jest tak¿e przestrzeñ (...)

Stwierdza³, ¿e..."Nie-prze-palony jeszcze glob, Sumieniem!'
(...)" jak¿e bowiem mo¿na moralizowaæ, filozofowaæ i krytykowaæ, je¿eli
do nowych "wdziêków" poezji nie w³¹czy siê i takich elementów, jak
"myœl i prawda, sens i rozs¹dek".

Wspó³czesnoœæ nie docenia³a poezji Norwida ale Norwid
odpowiada³: "...nic piêkniejszego nie ma nad to, kiedy jeden cz³owiek
wyzywa ca³y choæby œwiat do walki".

Cyprian Norwid walczy³ a¿ do samego zgonu z owym wrogim mu
œwiatem, ale wierzy³, ¿e "póŸny wnuk" doceni jego poezje.

Napisa³ ironicznie: 
"Wspó³czesnoœæ minie niestateczna,
Lecz nie ominie Przysz³oœæ: Korektorka - wieczna!..."

Kocha tw¹ poezje "póŸny wnuk" bo...
Jest w niej Polska, "od zenitu
Wszechdoskona³oœci dziejów
Wziêta, têcz¹ zachwytu - 
Polska - przemienionych ko³odziejów!
Ta¿ sama, zgo³a,
Z³oto-pszczo³a!...
(Pozna³-ci-¿e bym j¹ - na krañcach bytu".

Andrzej Mirecki
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I Ojciec Œwiêty zastosowa³ tê zasadê do historii Polski, mówi¹c, ¿e “tego, co naród polski
wniós³ w rozwój cz³owieka i cz³owieczeñstwa, i co w ten rozwój równie¿ dzisiaj wnosi, nie
sposób zrozumieæ i oceniæ bez Chrystusa”. W tym kontekœcie Jan Pawe³ II zacytowa³ piêkne
s³owa ks. Piotra Skargi: “Ten stary d¹b tak urós³, a wiatr go ¿aden nie obali³, bo korzeñ jego jest
Chrystus”.

A po tych s³owach, na temat nierozerwalnej wiêzi dziejów Polski z wiar¹ w Chrystusa,
pop³ynê³a przed Bo¿y tron niezapomnina modlitwa, aby zst¹pi³ Duch Œwiêty i odnowi³ oblicze
ziemi - tej ziemi.  Te s³owa modlitwy sta³y siê póŸniej rzeczywistoœci¹.  Oto dlaczego
królowanie Maryi w dziejach naszego narodu jest nieod³¹cznie wpisane w królowanie Jezusa
Chrystusa, który w Duchu Œwiêtym odnawia oblicze tej ziemi.

Czy¿ wiêc odpowiedzi¹ na to wszystko, “co naród polski wniós³ w rozwój cz³owieka i
cz³owieczeñstwa, i co w ten rozwój równie¿ dzisiaj wnosi” - nie powinna byæ dzisiaj nasza
szczera wdziêcznoœæ?

Niech wdziêcznoœæ Bogu i ludziom ogarnie wielkie wydarzenia z przesz³oœci
naszego narodu.  Wspomnijmy dzisiaj szczególnie dzie³o Konstytucji 3 Maja, i tych wszystkich
póŸniejszych wydarzeñ, które ostatecznie doprowadzi³y do odrodzenia polskiej pañstwowoœci,
pomimo ciemnej nocy zaborców, wojen i przeœladowañ.  Wspomnijmy tych wszystkich, którzy
nie wahali siê oddaæ swoje ¿ycie za Ojczyznê, pozostawiaj¹c nam tym samym dziejowy
testament odpowiedzialnej troski o prawdziwe dobro ca³ego narodu.

Pokornej wdziêczonœci, w której centrum jest Jezus Chrystus Zmartwychwsta³y, Pan i Król
ludzkich dziejów, uczy nas od wieków Maryja na Jasnej Górze i przy Jej Obrazie w Ostrej
Bramie, a tak¿e w tylu innych sanktuariach w OjczyŸnie i poza jej granicami.  To s¹ te miejsca,
Drodzy Bracia i Siostry, w których powtarzaj¹c Jej hymn uwielbienia, trzeba nam gor¹co
dziêkowaæ Bogu za wszelkie dobro, jakie zosta³o wpisane w dzieje naszego narodu: “Wielbi
dusza moja Pana, gdy¿ wielkie rzeczy uczyni³ mi Wszechmocny, a Jego Imiê jest Œwiête!”

2. Maryja prowadzi nas do zawierzenia Bogu
Wdziêcznoœæ Bogu i ludziom, wraz z refleksj¹ nad nieraz gorzk¹ prawd¹ o dziejach naszej

Ojczyzny i o nas samych, trzeba nam dope³niæ podjêciem postanowienia, jakie p³ynie z
religijno-patriotycznego prze¿ycia dzisiejszej uroczystoœci.  Gdziekolwiek wiêc obecnie
jesteœcie, Drodzy Bracia i Siostry, przyjmijcie pewne postanowienie - bardzo konkretne - a przy
tym na tyle uniwersalne, ¿e ka¿dy mo¿e w nim odnaleŸæ osobist¹ wskazówkê dla siebie. Chodzi
o potwierdzenie wyboru Maryi, Matki Chrystusa i Koœcio³a, jako naszej Królowej.

W tak ujêtym postanowieniu mo¿e siê odnaleŸæ tak pojedynczy cz³owiek, jak i ca³y naród.
Bo akt zawierzenia Maryi, przez potwierdzenie wyboru Jej jako swojej Matki i Królowej, jest
aktem na wskroœ religijnym.  Ostatecznie bowiem to, czym jesteœmy i co posiadamy, nasze
zamiary i plany, smutki i radoœci oddajemy w rêce samego Boga, czyni¹c to za Jej przemo¿n¹
przyczyn¹.  Niech nikomu z nas nie zabraknie wiêc dzisiaj wielkodusznego zawierzenia wobec
Matki, do której z wysokoœci krzy¿a Jezus powiedzia³: “Niewiasto, Oto syn Twój” - wskazuj¹c
na ucznia.  A zwracaj¹c siê do ucznia - czyli tak¿e do ka¿dego z nas - rzek³: “Oto Matka Twoja”.
W tamtej chwili na Kalwarii, œw. Jan Ewangelista uczyni³ to, czego Jezus dla niego zapragn¹³: “I
od tej godziny, uczeñ wzi¹³ J¹ do siebie”.

Tak¿e ka¿dy z nas niechaj dokona takiego zawierzenia Chrystusowi poprzez zawierzenie
siê Jego Najœwiêtszej Matce.  I jeœli tak uczynimy, to jestem przekonany, ¿e spe³ni siê bodaj
najg³ebszy sens s³ów wypowiedzianych 30 lat temu w Czêstochowie przez Jana Paw³a II:

“Wielka Boga-Cz³owieka Matko, Najœwiêtsza Dziewico i Pani Jasnogórska...  Tymi
s³owami wielekroæ razy biskupi polscy na Jasnej Górze przemawiali do Ciebie, przynosz¹c w
sercach doœwiadczenia i troski, radoœci i bóle, a nade wszystko wiarê, nadziejê i mi³oœæ swych
rodaków.

Niech mi wolno bêdzie dzisiaj od tamtych samych s³ów rozpocz¹æ nowy jasnogórski Akt
Oddania, który rodzi siê z tej samej wiary, nadziei i mi³oœci, z tradycji ojczystej, w której
poprzez tyle lat uczestniczy³em, a równoczeœnie z nowych zadañ, które za Twoj¹ spraw¹, o
Maryjo, zosta³y powierzone mnie, niegodnemu cz³owiekowi, a równoczeœnie Twemu
przybranemu synowi. [...]

Obyœmy w tym wielkim dziele [odnowy Koœcio³a] coraz dojrzalej spotykali siê z naszymi
braæmi w wierze, ze Wschodu, i z Zachodu, z którymi ³¹czy nas tak wiele, choæ jeszcze niejedno
dzieli.  Obyœmy, poprzez wszystkie œrodki poznania, wzajemnego poszanowania, mi³oœci,
wspólnego dzia³ania na wielu polach, mogli stopniowo odnaleŸæ boski zarys tej jednoœci, w
któr¹ mamy sami wejœæ i wszystkich wprowadziæ, aby jedna owczarnia Chrystusa rozpozna³a i
prze¿y³a z radoœci¹ swoj¹ jednoœæ na ziemi.

Spraw, a¿eby Koœció³ [...] cieszy³ siê wolnoœci¹ i pokojem w
spe³nianiu swojej zbawczej misji!  Niech staje siê w tym celu dojrza³y now¹ dojrza³oœci¹ wiary i
wewnêtrznej jednoœci.  Pomó¿ nam przemóc opory, trudnoœci i s³aboœci!  Pomó¿ nam ujrzeæ na
nowo ca³¹ prostotê i godnoœæ chrzeœcijañskiego powo³ania!  Spraw, aby nie brakowa³o
“robotników w winnicy Pañskiej”.  Uœwiêcaj rodziny. Czuwaj nad dusz¹ m³odzie¿y i sercem
dzieci.  Pomó¿ w przezwyciê¿eniu wielkich zagro¿eñ moralnych, które w ró¿nych narodach
godz¹ w podstawowe œrodowiska ¿ycia i mi³oœci.  Daj nam odradzaæ siê wci¹¿ ca³ym piêknem
œwiadectwa dawanego Krzy¿owi i Zmartwychwstaniu Twojego Syna...”
