m o n u -
ment had
been plan-
ned since 1995. It consists of a tall black
granite cross, behind which are white and
grey angel wings - also of granite - in the
shape of Poland's national emblem, a white
eagle.  The wings were hand-sculpted in
India. Assembly of the monument was done
by Venetian Monument Co. in Chicago. In
front of the cross is a mournful "Pieta" - the
Blessed Virgin holding the body of a
murdered Polish officer, whose hands are
tied behind his back with a bullet hole in the
back of his head - just like many of the
Katyn victims were murdered.

A moment of silence was observed to
commemorate the souls of all who had been
murdered in the Katyn forest, followed by
recitation of the poem “Holy Madonna" by

Polish actor  Wojciech Stanislaw Malec, accompanied by Bogdan
Pawlikowski on the violin. Among the speakers were Primate Glemp;
Republic of Poland Minister Witold Waszczykowski; Edward Mika,
Honorary President of the Alliance of Polish Clubs; President of the
Alliance of Polish Clubs, Tadeusz Czajkowski; President of the Katyn
Monument Construction Committee, Wojciech Seweryn; and Frank Spula,
President of the Polish American Congress and the Polish National
Alliance. "There were so many thousands of people killed," Spula said. "It's
a tribute to them by the
Chicago Polish community.
It is a memorial to those
heroes who did so much so
the Polish people could be
free." 

Representatives of
various military, veteran
and Polonia organizations,
societies, clubs, Polish
schools, and scouts served
as honor guards at the
monument.

Pres. Spula said Niles
was chosen to be the
location of the monument
because of the village's
large Polish population and
its proximity to the
northwest side of Chicago,
where many Poles are
concentrated.

Members of Chicago's Polish American
community completed a $290,000 memorial
honoring the nearly 22,000 Poles who were
executed by the Soviets in the Katyn Forest,
which is now in the former Soviet Republic of
Belarus, in the spring of 1940 during World
War II. The victims included the “cream” of
Polish society: military officers, intelligentsia,
policemen, priests and civilian prisoners.

The dedication of the memorial at St.
Adalbert's Cemetery in the Chicago suburb of
Niles was held on Sunday, May 17th. It
began with a Mass at the cemetery,
concelebrated by His Eminence Jozef
Cardinal Glemp, Primate of Poland, Most
Rev. Bishop Emeritus Thad Jakubowski,
Archdiocese of Chicago; Most Rev. Bishop
Thomas Paprocki, Auxiliary Bishop of the
Archdiocese of Chicago;  Rev. Michal Osuch,
Pastor, St. Hyacinth Basilica and Rev.
Tadeusz Dzieszko, Pastor of St. Constance
Parish, as well as various priests from local Polish parishes.

The Chicago-based Alliance of Polish Clubs in the USA erected the
Katyn monument, which was designed by a Polish artist who now resides
in Chicago, Wojciech Seweryn, whose father died in Katyn. Cardinal Glemp
decorated Wojciech Seweryn with the Primate’s Medal for his outstanding
artistic work and dedication to memorializing the Katyn victims.

Away His Daughter in Texas
In April, Kasia Deorsam's father, in Poland, gave his

daughter away to her husband at their wedding ceremony
held in Texas. Her father lives in Wroclaw, Poland.
Although her mother was able to come for the wedding, the
family could not afford to pay for two plane tickets, so Dad
had to stay home. 

Kasia was happy to get married but so sad that her
father would miss the biggest day of her life. The bride’s
pastor then suggested that Kasia's father watch the
wedding via Skype, software that allows people to make
telephone calls over the Internet, send instant messages
and video-conference. Kasia had been using Skype every
day to speak with her family in Poland.

Large TV screens in the church were hooked up to the
Internet and a computer connected Kasia to her father in
Poland. Her brother and sister-in-law also watched the
wedding ceremony with Kasia's father.

This new technology completely solved the problem.
Not only could Kasia’s father witness the ceremony, but he
could also participate with two-way communication to
officially give away the bride.

"I came to the USA to study for 10 months and I’ve been
here for eight years already," Kasia said. "I kept saying I
will go back next year, but as I started school and made
friends, I didn't think about going back anymore. But I
really miss my family.”

"It’s incredible that my father could be at my wedding
even though he's on another continent. I didn't even
imagine it would be possible," remarked Kasia. Her dad
told her after the wedding that he loved the ceremony and
her dress, and he was happy that he could participate in
the ceremony in this way.

When it came time to give his daughter away, Kasia's
father recited the phrase in English, to be certain everyone
would understand his message. 

That’s what technology is for; it's to connect people so
they won't miss these important events.

Here are some tasty summer dishes that are perfect
for picnics or as a summer meal on a hot day.

COLD FRUIT SOUP - Start with 3 c. of small
strawberries; blueberries; sour cherries peeled and sliced
apples or pears; or halved, pitted plums. Place fruit in pot,
add 5 -6 c. water, bring to boil, reduce heat,  simmer 8 - 10
min. until fruit is fully cooked. Dissolve 1 - 2 T. cornstarch
in 1/2 c. water and stir into hot soup. Sweeten to taste and
simmer 2 -3 min. Serve over cooked egg noodles. A dollop of
sour cream (or low-fat yogurt) may be added to each bowl.
Serve hot, warm, at room temperature or chilled. 

CREAMY CUCUMBER SALAD - Peel 2 -3 cucumbers,
slice thin into salad bowl, add 1 chopped chives or thinly
sliced onions, sprinkle with salt, pepper, juice of 1/2 lemon
and 1 t. sugar. Lace with 1/2 to 3/4 c. fork-blended sour
cream and garnish with fresh chopped dill if desired. 

LETTUCE POLONAISE - Remove core from 1 heads of
Boston lettuce, wash in cold water, drain and break into
salad bowl. In a separate bowl, mix 3 c. sour cream, 1 tsp.
salt, 1 tsp pepper, juice of 1/2 lemon and (optional) 1 tsp.
sugar. Pour over lettuce and toss gently. Optional: salad
may be topped with sliced hard-boiled eggs and/or sliced
radishes and garnished with chopped chives.

ROAST SPRING CHICKEN POLONAISE - Wash, pat
dry and rub a whole chicken inside and out with salt &
pepper; set aside. Break bread into bowl; drench with  milk
to cover. When soggy, chop it in a food processor with 2 -3
raw chicken livers and 1/4 lb ground raw sage flavored pork
sausage. To mixture add 1 - 2 eggs, 1 grated onion, 3 T.
chopped dill, 1 t. chopped parsley, a dash of nutmeg and salt
& pepper. Mix well.  Add milk if the stuffing is stiff. Fill
chicken. Place on rack in roasting pan, brush with oil and
bake in pre-heated 450° oven uncovered for 15 min. Reduce
heat to 350°, add 1 c. water to pan and bake about 45 min.,
basting frequently. 

LAZY PIEROGI - Grind 1 lb. farmer cheese or dry cottage
cheese in food processor. Add 3 lightly beaten raw egg yolks
and 2 T. soft butter. (Butter may be omitted if you're cutting
down on fat.) Mix ingredients into a uniform mass and fold
in 3 stiffly beaten egg whites. Stirring constantly, work in 1
c. flour, add 1/2-1 t. salt, and mix lightly. Turn dough out
onto lightly floured board and roll by hand into a long 1-
inch roll. Even up sides and flatten top with a wide-blade
knife and cut at an angle into 1-1 1/2 inch pieces. Drop the
dumplings in batches into boiling salted water so as not to
crowd them in pot. After they float up, cook them at a slow
boil about 3 minutes. Remove with slotted spoon and serve
immediately with melted butter or Polonaise topping. 

MIXED VEGETABLE SALAD: In salad bowl combine 3-4
c cold, cooked, diced potatoes, 2  12-14 oz cans drained peas
& carrots, 2 cans drained navy beans, 4 diced dill pickles, 1
bunch chopped green onions, 1 bunch diced radishes, 2 - 3
peeled, cored, diced apples and 4 - 6 diced hard-cooked eggs.
Toss ingredients gently, season with salt & pepper and
garnish with 3 T chopped fresh parsley. Lace with just
enough sauce to thinly coat ingredients: fork-blend 1/2 sour
cream, 1/2 c mayonnaise and 1 slightly heaped t sharp
brown mustard. Season to taste with a little salt, pepper,
sugar and lemon juice or vinegar.

Constitution Day, commemorating its 218th anniversary. Adopted on May 3, 1791, the
Polish Constitution is the world's second oldest written constitution. The State of Illinois
shares a long-standing partnership with the Republic of Poland under the auspices of the
State Partnership Program. For example, the military forces of the Illinois National Guard
and Poland have cooperated in numerous training exercises and exchange programs.
Joining the Governor were members of the Polish community, including Hon. Zygmunt
Matynia, Consul General of Poland in Chicago and special guests Rafal Baniak, the
Undersecretary of State in the Ministry of Economy of Poland and members of the Polish
delegation; Major General William L. Enyart, Adjutant General of the IL National Guard,
and other IL service members. In his welcoming remarks, Gov. Quinn said: "Polish
Constitution Day marks a day in history when the government of Poland agreed on paper
to serve the rights and will of the people. I am honored to be here today with so many of our
community members to celebrate this historic day."

Polish Constitution Day festivities continued on May 2, 2009 with a breakfast hosted by
the Chicago Society. After breakfast, the Polish Constitution Day Parade was held on
Columbus Drive. The parade featured almost 150 marching groups, including the PRCUA

language schools and dance ensembles and the PMA float.
City of Chicago Mayor Richard M. Daley  joined the parade
and later was on the reviewing stand with Ted Czajkowski,
Parade Chairman, Alliance of Polish Clubs in the US;

The highlight of the
Festival was a musical performance by legendary a Polish
rock band, De Mono, as well as Mandaryna and Funky
Polak.

On Friday, May 8, the Chicago Chapter of the
Kosciuszko Foundation and the PMA held the presentation
and book signing of "The Peasant Prince", written by Alex
Storozynski, an American journalist who is the recently
elected President of the Kosciuszko Foundation of New
York.

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“JOIN HANDS DAY”
IN CLEVELAND

On May 2, 2009,
fraternalists and non-
fraternalists alike came
together in the greater
Cleveland area for "Join
Hands Day," a nationwide
project sponsored by the
National Fraternal Congress
of America, designed to
make a difference in
communities through helpful
projects that connect youth
and adults. 

"Join Hands Day"
gives fraternal benefit
societies and volunteer
organizations the
opportunity to reach out to
people they don't know, to
bring together a range of
generations and to develop

new relationships.
For the second year, the

three active fraternal benefit
societies of greater Cleveland

have joined hands to work in cooperation on a project to clean the Polish Cultural Garden
in Cleveland's Rockefeller Park. The Polish National Alliance (PNA,) the Alliance of Poles

After a winter of snow, freezing rain, and general cold weather, debris collects in the
cultural gardens. The City of Cleveland has its own spruce-up program later in the spring,
but because the Polish Culture Garden is the site for laying a wreath for Polish
Constitution Day on May 3rd, the garden had to be cleaned earlier.

This year a number of younger volunteers joined the campaign. Volunteers from the
Union of Poles in America Division of the PNA included PNA Commissioner Mark

the Shakespeare Garden in 1916. The majority of the
gardens were built in the 1920's and 1930's. Originally the
gardens were mostly European, but recently eastern,
middle-eastern and Asian gardens have been built. The
most recent garden was the Azerbaijan Garden, which was
dedicated in 2008. Today the Cultural Gardens include
paths, fountains, stonework and over 60 sculptures.

The Polish Cultural Garden, graced with a sunken
octagonal fountain, was dedicated in 1934 at the corner of
East Boulevard and St. Clair Avenue. The Polish Cultural
Garden was once honored with busts of eight famous Poles,
including Frederick Chopin, Nicholas Copernicus, Maria
Konopnicka, Adam Mickiewicz, Helen Modrzejewska, Ignac
Paderewski, Henryk Sienkiewicz and Marie Sklodowska
Curie. There was also a small statuette of the Polish
Renaissance poet Jan Kochanowski's daughter, who died at
a young age. Over the years, the busts disappeared, but
recently the busts of Copernicus and Sienkiewicz were
replaced. On June 7, 2009 the bust of Marie Sklodowska
Curie will be unveiled and dedicated, and the bust of
Frederic Chopin is scheduled to be dedicated in 2010.

Each year one cultural garden is selected to host "One
World Day," which is held in late September. "One World
Day" is a festival held at Cleveland's Cultural Gardens to
celebrate the diversity of the city. Besides a Parade of
National Flags, there will be an induction ceremony for
new citizens of the United States. Many of the cultural
gardens offer ethnic food accompanied by traditional music
on this day. For 2009, the Polish Cultural Garden has been
selected to be the host garden for "One World Day."

“June and the Sacred Heart”
The Month of June is a month dedicated to the Sacred Heart of Jesus. The

beautiful expressions of our Polish Catholic faith are filled with many ways to honor
the Sacred Heart and the “Czerwcowe”, or June Devotions, are a popular part of
many parishes’ annual observances. 

June is the “Month of the Sacred Heart” because the Feast of the Sacred Heart
usually falls within it. Why? Because that is the way our blessed Lord wanted it
when he revealed to St. Margaret Mary: “I am asking you to have the Friday after
the Feast of Corpus Christi set apart as a special feast in honor of my Heart – a day
on which to receive Me in Holy Communion and to make reparation for the
indignities I have received in the Blessed Sacrament while exposed on the altars of
the world. I promise you, too, that I shall open my heart to all who honor me in this
way and who get others to do the same. They will feel in all its fullness the power of
my love.” Our Lord appeared to St. Margaret Mary and revealed devotions to His
Sacred Heart. She was favored with many apparitions, the most special ones took
place between 1673 and 1675.

This year, that day falls on June 19. In our Diocese of Cleveland, it is the day in which the Sacred
Heart Apostolate, of which I am Diocesan Director, holds its Annual Mass of Reparation to the Sacred
Heart at one of our area parishes.  Saint Colette’s Church in Brunswick, Ohio, will host us this year
and the Mass will begin at 7:00 PM. It is always well-attended by the faithful and has a good turnout
of priests, especially in recent years, those newly ordained priests in our diocese. As many areas offer
similar special events in honor of this Feast, I encourage all of our readers to find a way to celebrate
and honor the Sacred Heart of this day and during the Month of June.

Since this Feast has, as an important part of it, the dimension of reparation, I think it would be
good to include for our readers, especially those who might not be able to get out, a copy of the Act of
Reparation to the Sacred Heart of Jesus, which is recited during these celebrations. It is printed
below, along with the wonderful promises made by our Lord to St. Margaret Mary, to encourage all to
include devotion to the Sacred Heart as part of your prayer routine this month and always.

ACT OF REPARATION TO THE SACRED HEART OF JESUS
O sweet Jesus, whose overflowing charity for men is repaid by so much forgetfulness, negligence

and contempt, we kneel before you to repair by an act of homage the indifference and insults to which
your loving Heart is subjected. Aware that we ourselves had a share in such great disrespect, which we
now deplore, we ask your pardon, and declare our readiness to atone, not only for our own personal
offenses, but also for the sins of those who, far from the path of salvation, refuse in their obstinate
infidelity to follow you, their Shepherd and Leader, or, renouncing the vows of their baptism, have cast
aside your law. 

We resolve to satisfy, each and every deplorable outrage committed against Christian modesty in
unbecoming dress and behavior, for the temptation of the innocent for the frequent violation of
Sundays and Holy Days, and the blasphemies spoken against you and your saints. We wish also to
make amends for the insults to which you Vicar on earth and your priests are subjected, for the
desecration by neglect or act of sacrilege against the Sacrament of your Divine Love, and for the crimes
of nations who resist the rights and teaching authority of the Church you have founded. 

We now offer in reparation for these violations of your Divine honor, the satisfaction you once
made to your Eternal Father on the cross and which you continue to renew daily on our altars; we offer
it in union with the acts of atonement of your Virgin Mother and all the saints and of the faithful on
earth; and we promise to make recompense, with the help of your grace, for  all neglect of your great
love and for the sins we and others have committed in the past. We will live a life of unwavering faith,
of purity of conduct, of perfect observance of the precepts of the gospel and especially that of charity.
Loving Jesus, through the intercession of the Blessed Virgin Mary, our model in reparation, receive the
voluntary offering we make of this atonement and by gift of perseverance, keep us so that we may all
one day come to that happy home where you, with the Father and Holy Spirit live and reign, God,
world without end. Amen.

Of the many promises Our Lord Jesus Christ revealed to Saint Margaret Mary in favor of souls

devoted to His Sacred Heart, the principal ones are as follows:
1. I will give them all the graces necessary for their state of life.

WORK CONTINUES ON
PULASKI HONORARY

CITIZENSHIP

On Thursday, April 23, 2009 Alliance of Poles Division
President John Borkowski, General Secretary Francis Rutkowski,
and PRCUA District # 5 Director Mitchell Bienia flew to
Washington to meet with US Congressman Dennis Kucinich - D
(OH) and US Congressman Steve King - R (IO) at Congressman
King's office in Washington, D.C. in the Longworth House Office
Building, to discuss a bill to grant honorary US citizenship to the
Polish-American hero and patriot, Casimir Pulaski.

On March 2, 2009 Senator Richard Durbin - D (IL) introduced
the joint bill in the US Senate, where it was passed by unanimous
consent. On March 3 the bill was received in the US House of
Representatives. 

Hon. Dennis Kucinich is the main sponsor of House Bill, with
22 cosponsors. It was referred to the House Judiciary Committee
with the message on Senate action. The proposed bill is now in the
Subcommittee on Immigration, Citizenship, Refugees, Border
Security and International Law. Congressman King holds the key
position of ranking minority member of this committee.

The purpose of the meeting with the Congressmen was to
continue the work to have General Pulaski proclaimed an
honorary US citizen posthumously. Congressman Steve King was
honest and straightforward in stating that only deserving people
should be made honorary US citizens. He will continue to research
the facts about Casimir Pulaski and he will give an honest
assessment of his findings. Only six persons in the history of the
United Stated have been proclaimed honorary citizens of the USA. 

What is needed for this bill to become law is for the
Immigration Subcommittee to discharge the bill back to the House
floor with a favorable recommendation. When the bill is passed by
the House of Representatives, the president's must sign it into law. 

This bill was introduced and passed the US Senate last year,
during the 110th Congress, but languished in committee in the US
House. It is hoped that the bill will become law this year.

Following the meeting in Congressman King's office,
Congressman Kucinich invited Bienia, Borkowski and Rutkowski
to his office in the Rayburn Building. He reiterated his pleasure at
representing the people of the 10th Congressional District in his
official capacity in Washington. He also explained his eagerness
for Pulaski to be made an honorary US citizen. 

After a long and exhaustive one-day trip to Washington,
Bienia, Borkowski and Rutkowski flew back to Cleveland with the
satisfaction that they may have some small part in the granting of
honorary US citizenship to Casimir Pulaski.

Podczas audiencji specjalnej 13 kwietnia 1996 roku do
rodzin katyñskich Jan Pawe³ II mówi³: “Ojcze, przebacz im, bo nie wiedz¹ co czyni¹”.  Te s³owa
s¹ szczególnie aktualne dla ludzi, których dotkn¹³ dramat niewinnej œmierci ich bliskich.  Ta
¿ywa pamiêæ powinna byæ zachowana jako przestroga dla przysz³ych pokoleñ - mówi³ Ojciec
Œwiêty.  Jan Pawe³ II by³ zawsze zwi¹zany mocno z Ojczyzn¹ i jej losami.  Po latach
pontyfikatu papie¿a widzimy jak przybli¿y³ Polskê i Poloniê ca³emu œwiatu.

Warto rónwie¿ przywo³aæ w pamiêci niedawno zmar³ego kapelana rodzin katyñskich,
duszpasterza polonijnego, ksiêdza pra³ata Zdzis³awa Peszkowskiego, który bardzo interesowa³
siê budow¹ Pomnika Katyñskiego w Chicago.  To on wo³a³ o prawdê o Katyniu, o
sprawiedliwoœæ, o uznanie tej zbrodni za ludobójstwo na forum miêdzynarodowym. By³
rzecznikiem has³a, które stworzy³: “Prawda, pamiêæ, pojednanie”.

W dniu 8 paŸdziernika 2000 roku prymas Polski poœwiêci³ kamieñ wêgielny pod ten
pomnik.  Dziœ natomiast cieszymy siê Ksiê¿e Kardynale z tego faktu, ¿e dokonasz ods³oniêcia
Pomnika Golgoty Wschodu.  

Chcemy Tobie, Ksiê¿e Kardynale z³o¿yæ wyrazy wdziêcznoœci, gdy¿ sprawowa³eœ pos³ugê
pastersk¹ na prze³omie wielkich wydarzeñ upadku komunizmu i budowania nowej Polski.

Dziêkujemy Ci Kardynale Prymasie, ¿e
zechcia³eœ poœwiêciæ ten pomnik, symbol naszego
patriotyzmu, a tak¿e naszej wiary.  Œwiadomi wagi
mordu katyñskigo, wyci¹gamy z tego dziedzictwa
duchow¹ si³ê dla ¿ycia wspania³ej patriotycznej,
ofiarnej Polonii chicagowskiej.

Wspominamy te¿ naszych rodaków, którzy nie
do¿yli obecnej chwili.  Oddajemy im ho³d. To oni na
tej ziemi amerykañskiej siali wartoœci wyros³e z
wiary, wyniesione z Ojczyzny, z naszego ¿ycia.  Ten
Pomnik Katyñski w Chicago niech bêdzie symbolem
utrudzonej na emigracji naszej Polonii.  Niech z tego
katyñskiego lasu, ziemi czerwonej od polskiej krwi,
wyrasta œwiêtoœæ i piêkno ludzkiego ducha, aby one
s³u¿y³y nowym czasom i pokoleniom, które tak
bardzo potrzebuj¹ œwiadectwa wiary i mi³oœci

narodów.
W tym roku Ksi¹dz Kardyna³ Józef Glemp obchodzi 30-lecie œwiêceñ biskupich.  Polonia

Tak jak w dniu
przylotu 16 maja i
serdecznym powitaniu na
lotnisku O’Hare, tak te¿
powrót kardyna³a Glempa
dnia 18 maja, by³ bardzo
entuzjastyczny i
podnios³y, ¿egnany by³
przez orkiestrê góralsk¹,
m³odzie¿, dzieci i
dzia³aczy polonijnych.

20)  odby³ siê bankiet w
restauracji "White Eagle".  Goœci
powita³ uroczyœcie prezes KBPK,
pomys³odawca i projektant budowy
pomnika Wojciech Seweryn.
