My Dad, some 90+ years old, sat feebly on the
patio bench. He didn't move, just sat with his head
down staring at his hands. I sat down beside him.
He didn't acknowledge my presence and I
wondered if he was okay. Finally, I asked if he was
okay. He raised his head and looked at me and
smiled.

"Have you ever REALLY looked at your
hands?" he asked. I slowly opened my hands and
stared at them, turning them over and wondering
what point he was trying to make.

"They’ve been dirty, scraped, raw and swollen
from hard work. They enabled me to provide for

my family for 70 years. They held you and your
brother as a newborn, played ball with you children,
signed the checks for your college education and
cooked meals for your Mom when she got sick."

"They trembled on the battlefield when I first
fired my weapon, hugged my family when I returned
home from the war and shook with fists clenched in
anger when I buried my beloved wife. They held
precious grandchildren, consoled friends, write
letters and covered my face in times of trial."

“To this day, these hands hold me up, lay me |
down, and again come together in prayer. These |
hands mark of where I've been, what I've done and |

the ruggedness of my life."

"But more importantly it will be these hands
that God will reach out and take when He leads me
home where He will lift me to His side and I will use
these hands to touch the face of God."

Since that day, I never looked at my hands the
same. But when Dad died, I could see God taking
his hands and leading him home. Now, when my
hands are sore or when I stroke the hair of my
children or the face of my husband, I think of Dad. I
know he rests in the hands of God and I owe a debt
of gratitude to Dad and his loving hands.

They took all the awards in the Quality
Service category, one-third of the awards in the Bronze category, 12 out of eighteen awards
in the Silver category with over $32,000 in commissions, 5 out of six in the Gold category
with over $50,000 in commissions, 4 out of six in the Platinum category with over $65,000
in commissions, 1 out of five in the President's Award with over $80,000 in commissions,
and 1 out of four in the Chairman's Council Award with over $125,000 in commissions.

I spent Friday afternoon with the NAFIC presidents and secretaries regarding State
Chapter Leadership Training. NAFIC will fill out the 990 forms and the E990 forms for the
states, just as our Home Office will do for our societies.

Following David was Jeff Peden, and his program on the Power of Relationships - how
to find success in client acquisition and retention in developing rewarding relationships and
accomplishment of your goals. I feel strongly that our deputies, supervisors and agents
really need to have that "one-on-one" contact with the future and current members of the
PRCUA. Grey Giovanine followed with Building a Championship Team; his program dealt
with agencies, rather than with individual sales persons. Ronnie Lear in his program on
Keys to Success spoke about financial advisers and their clients. After the Noon Luncheon,
speaker Raymond Berry, former Baltimore Colt receiver, spoke on how he found Jesus
through Joe Nameth. Ray spoke on the power of one. His famous quote is: "The most
prepared are the most dedicated.” This Convention proved one thing that during these
hard economic times, the time for PRCUA is now! Now is the time to invest in life
insurance and annuities!

KISZKA (kaszanka or
blood sausage): Slice a ring
kiszka into 1" thick rounds
and fry in oil or bacon
drippings until heated
through and crusty on the /
outside. If using bladder (}
kiszka, remove and discard
bladder and fry filling like
hash. May be served with
fried onions. Provide rye
bread, mustard and/or
horseradish.
KISZKA-BURGER: Hash-fried kiszka (with or without
fried onions may be served on a bun fast-food style.
POTATO SALAD: In salad bowl combine 1 qt diced,
cooked, cold potatoes, 4 finely chopped green onions, 1
heaping T capers and 1 - 2 diced dill pickles. Fork-blend
1/4 ¢ vinegar (white distilled, wine vinegar or cider vinegar)
with 1/3 ¢ salad oil, 1 t prepared brown mustard, several
dashes of garlic powder, 1/8 t pepper, 1/4 t ground caraway
and 1 T sugar. Pour over salad. Lace with just enough
mayonnaise to coat ingredients. Chill well before serving.
GROUND CUTLETS: Soak stale 6 white rolls in water or
milk until soggy. Fry 2 sliced onions in a little fat until
golden. Run drained soaked bread and onions through food-
chopper or process briefly. Combine with 2 lbs ground pork
(or pork & veal or pork-veal-beef mixture), add 1-2 eggs,
mix well by hand to blend ingredients and a dash of garlic
powder, a sprinkle of marjoram, and salt & pepper to taste.
Form 12 - 16 meatballs or thick patties depending on size
desired. Fry in hot fat as is or (if you prefer crustier cutlets)
first dredge in flour. Fry to a nice golden-brown on both
sides, flattening them somewhat with spatula. Reduce heat,
cover and simmer on low another 10 min or so until fully
cooked. Serve with cooked sauerkraut (below), or burger-
style as in following recipe.

POLISH BURGERS: The above cutlets can be slipped into
a bun to form a "Polish burger". Served hot or room temp
with a splotch of brown Polish-style mustard and a crunchy
dill pickle on the side.

STEWED SAUERKRAUT: Rinse 2 qts sauerkraut under
running water, and (optional) chop coarsely. Place in pot,
scald with boiling water to cover, bring to boil and cook
uncovered 15 min. Reduce heat, add 1 bay leaf, cover and
cook on med-low 30 min. Add 1 mushroom cube and 1/2 t
caraway seeds (optional). Dice and fry 1/4 1b fatback or
thick-sliced bacon. When pale-golden add a chopped onion
and simmer until browned. Stir in 1 heaping T flour, brown
lightly and add to sauerkraut. Simmer at least another hr
on low, stirring occasionally. Season to taste with salt and
pepper.

SUMMER BIGOS: Skin and dice or slice thin 1 1b. smoked
kielbasa. Place in a large pot, add boiling water to cover
and simmer covered 30 min. Wash well 1 head baby
cabbage at the loose-leaf stage. Trim away base and any
wilted or damaged leaves. Chop cabbage coarsely and add
to sausage. Add 1 large or 2 small bay leaves. Mix well and
simmer under tender, stirring often.

In saucepan lightly brown 2 T flour in 2 T bacon or
fatback drippings and stir into cabbage. Simmer covered for
another 5 min. Season with salt and pepper and sour to
taste with lemon juice or cider vinegar.

Serve with rye bread or boiled, dilled new potatoes.
Note: Any cooked cubed meat you have on hand may be
added.

Milwaukee, WI - As the world's Polonia
marked the 218th Anniversary of Poland's May
3, 1791 Constitution, the second oldest
democratic constitution in the world, the
Pulaski Council of Milwaukee, WI - an
organization made up of all Polish
organizations into one central body - celebrated
at the Polish Center in Franklin, WI.

Pennsylvania Property Tax Rebate

PA Property Tax/Rent Rebate Program applications are now available.
There are new guidelines that let folks who qualify, to receive a rebate
from $250 to $650 from property taxes or rent paid during 2008. Funding
is made possible from the Pennsylvania State Lottery Fund.

No lien or judgment is placed on the home and this rebate will never
have to be repaid. You must be a senior citizen 65 yrs. or older, a
widow or widower 50 yrs. or older, or a disabled person 18 yrs. or
older. Homeowners with incomes of $35,000 or less and renters with
incomes of $15,000 or less may qualify. Only half of your annual Social
Security or SSI income is counted toward the guideline. The application
must be filed by June 30, 2009.

Lech Walesa Hall Dedication at NEIU

(Cont. from page 1) democratic values. We all know Lech Walesa's
history; his vision and courage caused the peaceful fall of
communism. For this he was recognized with a Peace Nobel Prize...
Thank you, Mr. Walesa, for your courage and leadership.”

Walter Dudycz, Chair of the NEIU Board of Directors ,
presented a formal proclamation and dedication to Lech Walesa on
behalf of the University.

Lech Walesa stated, “A long time ago I would have never
expected this! After 20 years, I am honored by this dedication. You
can't even imagine what it is for an everyday, simple citizen to have
a building named after him! I'm happy that today's world is a much
better place than it was 20 years ago. When the opposition and the
Solidarity Movement started, times were very dangerous. Russian congyl Gen. z. Matynia
soldiers were stationed in Poland and all around it's borders. We
were threatened that, in case of any revolution, a nuclear weapon may be used.”

“I joined the opposition in the 1970s. Nobody gave as
any chance for success then. Today, we also have a lot of
problems, but we are smarter - we can learn from our
mistakes in the past and do a better job now. When nobody
believed in us, Karol Wojtyla was elected as Pope. Then
everyone started to recognize Poland. The Pope gave us the
courage to stop being afraid. The fact was that even the
communists didn't know what was going on anymore. They
started to watch us - they also tried to make us fail. They
tried to assassinate the Pope, they proposed Perestrojka and
Glasnost to reform communism - which we knew was not
reformable. Nothing worked. It showed us that we should
not be discouraged by our failures - they should make us
stronger. A whole generation before us had no chance for
reform. Many had to emigrate and they found a safe place
here in America. Let's fix political structures, to leave a better world to our children.”

PRCUA Pres. Emeritus Edward Dykla - a NEIU Trustee - and his wife, Loretta, met
with Walesa at a private luncheon for NEIU leaders and trustees before the ceremony.
Dykla was very instrumental in urging NEIU to honor
Lech Walesa in this meaningful way. Dykla made an
altruistic presentation at the ceremony in which he
said, “Eighteen years ago, when I was on the Board of
St. Mary of Nazareth Hospital, I had an honor to meet
Lech Walesa. The Hospital wanted to honor the
Solidarity Movement and Lech Walesa. They
commissioned special statues to be made. Due to
unfortunate circumstances, only two statues of Lech
Walesa were made. One was given, at that time, to
Lech Walesa, and the other was given to me. I now
proudly present my bronze statue of Lech Walesa to
NEIU’s Lech Walesa Hall.”

After the ceremony, a reception was held, with
food generously provided by Kasia’s Deli and The
Peninsula Chicago. Several PRCUA officers and
employees attended.

In the evening, the Consulate of the Republic of Poland in Chicago sponsored a concert

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POLISH NEWS BYTES

MORE BIRTHS than deaths were recorded in Poland last year

for the first time in 11 years. At the close of 2008, Poland's population

stood at 38,135,000, or 20,000 more than in 2007. Some 257,000

marriages were contracted in 2008, about 8,000 more than in 2007, and 70% were church

weddings. Although around 80 of all Polish children are born to married couples, the
percentage of illegitimate births has climbed from 6-7% in the early 1990s to 17-20%.

POLAND'S FINANCE MINISTER has been soft-pedaling fears about a global
financial crisis in Central-East Europe, despite serious problems in the Baltic states and
Hungary. "The fact is most central and East European countries are expected to have
better Gross Domestic Product performance than most West European countries," Jacek
Rostowski said in a recent interview. "With comparatively smaller resources, we can do a
great deal to stabilize these economies." EU leaders have double to 50 billion ($66.40
billion) a crisis fund available to struggling member states still using national currencies.

A WORLD WAR II VICTIMS DATA BASE is being set up in Poland ahead of the
70th anniversary of the war's outbreak in September 1939. If everything goes ahead as
planned, the database should be accessible at www.straty.pl and will include the location
and circumstances of the war victims' death. (See next entry.)

POLISH RED CROSS - Searches connected to World War II are still being
conducted by the Polish Red Cross's Tracing Service (tracing.service@pck.org.pl).
According to Red Cross officials, last year alone the tracing service received more than
13,500 letters, and nearly 10,500 people visited its offices in search of information about
loved ones who perished or with whom they had lost contact. Nearly half of the families
inquiring about the fate of their relatives received replies, mostly confirmation of their
deaths. Since 1945, the Polish Red Cross has located some 620,000 people and issued
around 220,000 written statements as to their fate and whereabouts.

POLAND IS SENDING 400 MORE SOLDIERs to Afghanistan in April and May
which will boost the current 1,600-strong Polish contingent to 2,000. The Poles are in
charge of policing that country's unstable and precarious Ghazni province where the
situation is expected to worsen ahead of Afghanistan's presidential elections scheduled for
August. Poland committed the extra troops last year, then reconsidered in early 2009 as a
cost-cutting measure and recently reversed its decision and agreed to provide the added
manpower to the NATO-led operation.

SAGGING NEW CAR SALES IN POLAND are being boosted by buyers from
neighboring Germany. Germans buyers are snapping up one out of every 10 cars sold in
neighboring Poland thanks to favorable euro to z3oty exchange rates and the Berlin
government's incentives, the Deloitte consultancy reported. German authorities are giving
every owner of a scrapped junk car 2,500 ($3,300) towards the purchase of a new one. The
most popular makes among Germans are Polish-built Opels, Volkswagens and Fiats.

A CHAIR OF POLISH STUDIES will be inaugurated next year at New York's
Columbia University, Polish government representatives announced in Warsaw. Since
November 2007, $3 million has been raised as a joint effort of the Foundation for Polish
Science, the Polish Consulate in New York and Columbia's Professor John Micgiel. The
academic unit will offer course in the humanities, social and political sciences relating to
Poland as well as other countries and cultures of Central-East Europe.

ZLOTY OR EURO? Just over one-half of Poles surveyed favor scrapping the zloty
and adopting the euro, the European Union's common currency, in 2012,while 38 percent
are opposed. against. Prime Minister Donald Tusk's centre-right, pro-business
government has set 2012 as the target date for entering the euro zone, though many
economists say this is overly ambitious, especially at a time of global economic crisis.
Other polls show that many Poles fear adopting the common currency will lead to higher
prices.

POLISH SPECIALISTS are still being sought in Europe, even though the recession
has cut into the demand for general unskilled manpower. Norway is seeking Polish
doctors and pharmacists, the UK needs welders and butchers and the microscopic Duchy
of Andorra, nestled in the Pyrenees could use 30 firefighters. Engineers, teachers, medical
personnel, nannies and caregivers are still in demand in many EU countries.

POLAND'S ROMAN CATHOLIC CHURCH is witnessing a slight downturn in
church attendance and vocations to the priesthood. According to a recent survey, 695 men
entered Poland's seminaries in 2008, 91 fewer than the previous year. Since the death of
John Paul II, the Polish Church has lost some of its evangelical fervor. But the number of
people going to confession has risen - 89% receive Penance at least once a year as
required, and more than 60% do so several times a year.

POLES EAT TOO MUCH PORK, SUGAR AND GRAIN PRODUCTS and too little
fruit, dairy products, fish, poultry and vegetable oil, according to findings released by
Poland's Institute of Agro-Food Economy. Poland is ranked in a group of countries known
for high starch and low protein consumption, and poor eating habits have been further
compounded by fast, snack and convenience foods. The average Pole has a daily calorie
intake of 3,000, which exceeds the 2,200-2,800 recommended.

EUROPE'S LARGEST SURVIVING WETLANDS will not be disrupted by a
highway bypass designed to re-route heavy truck traffic away from the town of Augustéow,
the government announced recently. For the past several years, environmentalists have
agitated against the plan and the European Union actually forced construction to halt.
The revised plan will build the road around rather than through northeastern Poland's
Rospuda Valley, a natural wildlife habitat. Residents of Augustéw have long demanded
the bypass to protect their town from the noise, vibration, pollution and traffic hazards
caused by thousand of semis passing through daily.

END-OF-YEAR PROGRAM AT
HENRYK SIENKIEWICZ SCHOOL

The 2008-2009 school year ended with pride, joy and a sense of achievement for
students of the Henryk Sienkiewicz Polish School at the Alliance of Poles Division of the
PRCUA. On Sunday, May 17, students displayed their accomplishments with confidence
and poise, reciting poetry, singing both traditional and new melodies, reenacting history
and dancing several suites.

Stage Setting

The stage was set as the parlor of a traditional home of the 19th century, with two
armchairs, one on each side of a table that had a lamp with an ordinary shade. Opposite
was a desk with fresh flowers. Hanging on the back wall was a sign, Maria Konopnicka,
1842-1910.

School Programs in 2008/2009

Throughout the school year, the Henryk Sienkiewicz Polish School has focused on the
heritage of Poland. Last year's program highlighted the school's namesake, Henryk
Sienkiewicz. Students performed a Christmas program, and there was a special program for
grandparents. Two religious events included student participation at a special mass as well
as at Good Friday services at Immaculate Heart of Mary Church.

Program Opening

The Rev. Andrzej Knapik opened the program with prayer and thanked the children for
their participation in several liturgical services during the year. He invited them to
participate again next year, indicating that it is necessary to continue the Polish language
and culture. Finally Fr. Knapik gave his blessing to all present.

Maria Konopnicka

This year's program honored Maria Konopnicka, famous Polish poet, novelist, essayist
and translator. Konopnicka was a representative poet of the Positivist period in Polish
literature. She composed sensitive poetry that projects realism, freshness and spontaneity.
Her writings touched on many questions that beset society in her time, and thus influenced
the next generation of Polish poets and novelists.

Student Roles

Justyna Krupa, dressed in traditional 19th century attire, introduced herself as Maria
Konopnicka She began to recite details of Konopnicka's life.

Ela Suhak and Grzegorz Siwik then sang solos about spring, which were followed by a
series of verses performed by the youngest students, Danielle, Lauren, Antos Suhak,
Claudia Lesisz, Johnny Borkowski, Taylor Gordon, Antek Kacki, Oliwia Gutowski and
Kevin Reid.

Children's Themes

Justyna Krupa again led the group by telling that the theme of Maria Konopnicka's
writings holds a special place for children. Asia Turolska and Filip and Kuba Kossakowski
recited children's verses written by Konopnicka.

An entertaining musical interlude, called Kukuleczka, was sung by the next group.

A tableau was then presented by Paulina Kossakowska, who served as narrator, as she
introduced the poem called "Szkolne przygody Pimpusia Sadelko." Natalia Grabowska,
Grzegorz Siwik and Max Niebrzydowski each read portions of this poem.

Paulina and Kuba Kossakowski then sang a duet entitled "Ogrodek," which was
followed by recitations by Natalia Grabowska, Gustav Kotlarsic (who was dressed as an elf)
and Ashley Budzilo, who concluded this scenario in song.

Patriotic Themes

Justyna Krupa again spoke as Maria Konopnicka, stating that her writings also focused
on patriotism. Love of country was often the theme of her verses. Jacob Dyczko and Tomek
Malicki then recited patriotic poems written by Konopnicka.

The final tableau was introduced by narrator Ela Suhak, which was followed by
recitations of Konopnicka's poetry by Jacob Zimnoch, Ewelina Siwik and Megi Budzilo.
Closing Remarks

Ela Suhak closed the theme of Maria Konopnicka by stating that the writer died of
pneumonia in 1910. During her entire life Konopnicka was concerned about social problems
of the time. She was always a friend of children. Thanks to this stance of her life, her poetry
and her prose, and her love of children, the first, and perhaps only monument funded by
children to this poet, was established in the Saxon Garden in Warsaw in 1965.

“Learning from
the Saints of
June”

As the month of June began, its first
few days were observed on the Church’s
liturgical calendar by observing the feast
days of certain saints. While it is
certainly not uncommon to have any
given day be a particular saint’s feast
day, the ones which begin the month of
June offer some valuable insights to our
contemporary times despite the

who died in the year 166. A layman
who was a great seeker of truth, he
~ | was led to Christianity by an old

| scribe he met who directed him to
| study the scriptures. He became a

staunch defender of the truth whose
apologetical works remain exemplary.
“I have tried to learn about every
system, but I have accepted the true
doctrines of the Christians,” he wrote.
A great advocate for our Faith, he was
quoted in the Second Vatican Council’s
document on evangelization, Evangelii Nunciandi.

The fact of his martyrdom testifies to the important reality
that, once he found the “pearl of great value” — our Faith — he
would not let anything deprive him of it. What better example for
the people of our time who, despite the availability of the truth, all
too quickly turn to embrace and “rights” which lead to popularity
and acceptance... but at what price?

Mentioned in the Roman Canon, Saints Marcellinus and
Peter are celebrated on June 2. These martyrs of antiquity were
beheaded in the persecution of Diocletian around the year 303.
Pope Damascus (383) stated that when he was just a boy, he
heard the tail of the martyrdom of these two saints from the
elderly man who was their executioner in his youth and who later
became a believer himself. Pope Damasus stated that they were
killed at an out-of-the-way spot by the magistrate Severus or
Serenus, so that other Christians would not have a chance to bury
and venerate their bodies. The two saints happily cleared the spot
chosen for their death: a thicket overgrown with thorns, brambles,
and briers 3 miles from Rome. They were beheaded and buried in
that spot. Later, their bodies were found and properly buried near
the body of St. Tiburtius on the Via Labicana in what became
known as the Catacombs of Marcellinus and Peter.

Across the years, it teaches us the importance of perseverance
and of a good example. While we do maintain them out of proper
principle, we never know how the good Lord will bless and
multiply our efforts for the greater good of others. They still
matter and make a difference in people’s lives today. What better
encouragement do we need to redouble our efforts in this regard?

Bringing our “triduum” to a conclusion are St. Charles
Lwanga and his many companions from Uganda who are the
protomartyrs of black Africa from 1886-1887. As the blood of the
martyrs is indeed the seed of the Church, the faith now flourishes
where it was only recently persecuted! Faced with the option of
standing firm in faith or going along with the status quo, they
remained faithful to the truth and were martyred for it. How this
reminds us today of the vigilance and firm, active resolve needed
to preserve what we too often take for granted! We may ourselves
be moving to the day when doctors are told to act against their
conscious “or else” because we are no longer free to do what is
right. That may only be the beginning.... if we are not careful.

These reflections show how so very much in life remains the
same. We must harvest the good from history and weed out the ill
to promote a civilization of life and love. Let this begin where it
should: no place else than with ourselves.

Ksigzke przetozyt z
angielskiego Stawomir Kedzierski. Tytut oryginalny: "Friendly Fire. The Secret War
between the Allies".

Ksigzka juz na wstepie zainteresowala mnie, tym bardziej, ze zostala napisana
przez autoréw, ktorzy juz na pierwszych kartach w "Podziekowaniu" wykazali, iz
oparli swoja wiedze na relacjach z ludZmi ktérzy stuzyli informacjami i
doswiadczeniem oraz skorzystali z personelu bibliotek i archiwéw: British Library i
British Newspaper Library, Cambridge University Library po Arhiwum Historyczne,
Imperial War Museum, Biblioteka miasta Wiednia, US National Archive (Public
Record Office), US National Archive (Washington DC i Maryland).

Wymienitem kilka najwazniejszych, aby podkresli¢, z jakich Zrodet korzystali
autorzy tej niezwyktej ksigzki "historycznej".

Stowo historycznej celowo wziglem w cudzystéw jako moje podkreslenie.

Autorzy zwracaja uwage na podobiefistwo Il wojny §wiatowej z wojng w Iraku,
cytuje:

Media zbadaly szczegbétowo rozmaite twierdzenia o manipulowaniu i
"ubarwianiu" danych wywiadowczych w celu przekonania brytyjskiej i
amerykanskiej opinii publicznej, ze Saddam Husajn to ewidentne i aktualne
zagrozenie dla Zachodu. Tymczasem Winston Churchill w latach, kiedy dziatat w
opozycji, formutowat swoje stynne ostrzezenia na temat zagrozenia stwarzanego
przez narodowosocjalistyczne Niemcy na podstawie przekazywanych mu
przeciekéw z MI-6 i szeSciokrotnie zawyzyl stan Luftwaffe. A w 1940 roku
najpierw przesadnie przedstawit zagrozenie inwazja, a nastepnie §wiadomie ukryt
przed Rooseveltem i swoimi ministrami informacje, ze Hitler zrezygnowat z planéw
ataku na Wielkg Brytani¢. Churchillowi odpowiadato, by sojusznicy wierzyli, iz
inwazja jest nieuchronna. Roosevelt nadal dostarczatby pomoc (...)

I dalej czytamy: Po drugiej stronie Atlantyku prezydent Roosevelt kiamat
jeszcze bezczelniej, mowiac na przyktad w 1938 roku kongresmanom, ze
amerykanski wywiad ma dowody, iz Niemcy, Japonia i Wiochy przygotowaty plan
wspolnej ofensywy przeciwko Zachodowi - gdy tymczasem taki plan nie istnial.

Nie sposéb przytaczaé dalszych, niezwykle ciekawych, ale takze watpliwych w
prawdziwo$¢ opiséw, chciatbym zacytowaé fragment, co sami autorzy méwia o
sobie:

"Chociaz niewatpliwie zostaniemy oskarzeni o pisanie historii na nowo i
stronniczy dobdr faktéw, naszym zamiarem bylo uczynienie z historii tego, czym
powinna byc¢, a wiec oczyszczenie jej z pokladéw wojennej propagandy, ktére staty
sie wersjg oficjalng".

Szanuje autoréw, ktérych "zamiarem jest uczynienie z historii tego czym
powinna by¢". Ksigzka jest niewatpliwie ciekawa ale niestety to, co przeczytalem w
nastepnych rozdziatach tej ksigzki wprawito mnie w zdumienie i niesmak.

Nie wolno nikomu zaklamywac historii, a tymbardziej autorom ksigzek
historycznych! Historia nie znosi dyletanckich manipulacji i klamstw!

Aby nie by¢ gotostownym zacytuje fragmenty z rozdzialu p.t. "Polska - i potem":

Gdy prezydent Roosevelt potepit hitlerowska napa$é na Polske, z
charakterystycznym dla siebie lekcewazeniem faktow okredlit ten kraj jako "sasiada,
ktéry pragnie jedynie zy¢ w pokoju jako panstwo demokratyczne i to jako liberalna,
postepowa demokracja. Wprawdzie Polska byla dostownie sgsiadem Niemiec, ten
sympatyczny opis byt jednak pod kazdym innym wzgledem nieprawdziwy.

Prosze zwréci¢ uwage, co teraz "prawdziwego" dalej napisali autorzy ksigzki o
Polsce, cytuje:

Od przewrotu wojskowego w 1926 roku Polska byla panstwem
demokratycznym jedynie z nazwy, rzadzonym przez wojskowa junte (rzady
"sanacji" - uzdrowienia). Wybory tolerowano pod warunkiem, ze wygrywala strona
rzagdowa - przeciwnikéw systematycznie zamykano w specjalnie zbudowanych
obozach koncentracyjnych. Trudno tez uzna¢ Polakéw za mitujacych pokdj, skoro
w czasie kilku lat po odzyskaniu niepodlegtosci w 1919 roku stoczyli sze$¢ wojen,
ktérych wiekszos$é rozpoczeli, zeby zrealizowac swoje ambicje terytorialne. W
przeciwienstwie do Hitlera Polska nie miala zamiaru po prostu cofngé zegara do
1914 roku ale postanowita odzyska¢ wszystkie polskie ziemie utracone od
osiemnastego wieku - i byt to powdd rozpoczgcia wojny z nowo powstatym
Zwigzkiem Sowieckim w latach 1920-1921. Poza tym polski rzad (pomimo
zawartego z Hitlerem paktu o nieagresji) w 1934 roku powaznie rozwazat
zaatakowanie narodowosocjalistycznych Niemiec jako pierwszy, ale Brytyjczycy i
Francuzi przekonali Polakéw, by tego nie robili.

Czesto sie zapomina, ze antysemityzm, gleboko zakorzeniony w Polsce, az do
poczatku drugiej wojny §wiatowej nie ustepowat bardziej ostawionym pogromom w
narodowosocjalistycznych Niemczech. Wybitny ekonomista John Maynard Keynes

napisal o Polsce w swoim potepieniu postanowien wersalskich, The Economic
Consequence of the Peace (1920): Ma by¢ silng, katolicka, militarystyczng i
wierng malzonka, albo przynajmniej faworytg zwycigskiej Francji, bogatg i
wspanialg pomiedzy popiolami Rosji i ruinami Niemiec [..] A jednak o ile jej
wielcy sgsiedzi sg bogaci i dobrze zorganizowani, Polska jest gospodarcza
niemozliwoscia, bez przemyshy, ale za to draznigca si¢ z Zydami.

Tyle o Polsce madrego napisat "wybitny" ekonomista! I dalej, co napisali
autorzy ksigzki:

Dopiero w 2003 roku rzad polski ostatecznie potwierdzit to, o czym
wiedziano od wielu lat - ze niektére dokonane w czasie wojny masakry
polskich Zydéw, przypisywane przez szesédziesigt lat niemieckim okupantom,
byly w rzeczywisto$ci dzietem Polakéw. Inng wspdélng platformg z
narodowymi socjalistami byta nienawis¢ do komunistycznej Rosji. Wprawdzie
Polacy wiedzieli, ze hitlerowskie Niemcy mogg przysparza¢ im probleméw,
jednak nawet poczatek wojny nie zmienit ich pogladéw. Prezydent Polski
marszalek Jozef Pilsudski jako pierwszy podpisat pakt o nieagresji z rzadem
narodowosocjalistycznym [...] (autorzy nie wiedzg nawet kto byt prezydentem w
Polsce!) i dalej czytamy: Polski premier marszalek Smigty-Rydz (nazwisko tez
napisane nieprawidlowo powinno byé Rydz-Smigly) powiedzial tuz przed
wybuchem wojny: "W przypadku Niemcéw grozi nam utrata wolnosci, w
przypadku Rosjan utracimy dusze".

Jakkolwiek stek klamstw napisali autorzy, to cieszy fakt, iz przytoczyli
prawde jaka wypowiedzial Rydz-Smigly. Dodam od siebie: W przypadku Rosji
utraciliSmy dusze, a podczas okupacji rosyjskiej i wolno$¢! A jesli chodzi o
ziemie rdzennie polskie, to te ziemie zostaly zrabowane!

Wprawdzie ttumacz Stawomir Kedzierski dokonuje sprostowan i podkresla
nieprawdy zawarte w ksigzce, ale jest to napisane w jezyku polskim.

Groze budzi fakt, ze ksigzka jest wydana w jezyku angielskim i bedzie
czytana z zawartymi w niej klamstwami historycznymi bez sprostowan!
Wobrazam sobie jakie spustoszenie poczyni w umystach studentéw i przysztych
pokoleni! Zanim to nastgpi...

Polecam te ksigzke czytelnikom i, jeszcze zyjacym swiadkom tamtych
wydarzen. Przepraszam, ze powstrzymam si¢ od dalszego komentarza, ktéry
przygotowuje na inng okazje.

28 czerwca 1919 roku w Wersalu Polska podpisata Traktat Pokojowy z
Niemcami.

Zanim to nastgpito, warto wspomniec, ze prace Konferencji Pokojowej
przyniosty kilka traktatow, z ktérych dla Polski wazny byt podpisany w czerwcu
1919 .

Konferencje Pokojowg Paryska poprzedzila najpierw Rada Dziesieciu, ktéra
szybko ustgpita miejsca Radzie Czterech, ktérg reprezentowali przywddey rzagdéw
najwigkszych panstw: prezydent USA W. Wilson, Francji Clemenceau, Wielkiej
Brytanii Lloyd George przy wspétudziale delegata Japonii.

Rada Czterech miala glos decydujacy, a nowopowstajace panstwa, w tym i
Polska musiaty poddac sie jej decyzjom.

W Radzie byly réznice zdan. Prezydent Wilson od razu zajmowat stanowisko
odrebne. Jego program pokojowy oparty byt na zasadzie samostanowienia
narodéw. A, co zastuguje na szczegdlng uwage, program Wilsona polegat na
daznosci do utworzenia Ligi Narodéw, ktéra czuwaé bedzie, aby w przysziosci
unikng¢ wojen. Liga Narodéw wedtug zamierzen Wilsona "powinna by¢ wielkg
instytucja, ktéra ponad panstwami roztrzyga¢ bedzie sprawy wojny i pokoju
miedzy cztonkami Ligi".

Tymczasem mocarstwa koalicyjne w Europie zwigzane byly traktatami, ktére
ustalono tajnymi porozumieniami dyplomatycznymi, na podstawie ktérych
przystepowaly do wojen; czego stanowczym przeciwnikiem byt prezydent Stanéw
Zjednoczonych W. Wilson.

Anglia, Francja i Wlochy pragnely podzialow tupéw po przegranej wojnie
Niemiec i Austrii. Na powstajacg z zaboré6w Polske Konferencja Pokojowa
patrzyta z nieufnoscia, ale mimo wszystko obawiano si¢ Polski na przysztosc.

Wiadomym byto, ze prezydent Stanéw Zjednoczonych Thomas Woodrow
Wilson widziat Polske jako panstwo suwerenne i dazyt, aby tak sie stato.

(Stawne 14 punktéw prezydenta St. Zjednoczonych W. Wilsona. Program
ogloszony 8 stycznia 1918 r., precyzujacy warunki pokoju i unormowania
stosunkéw miedzynarodowych po I wojnie Swiatowe;.

Punkt 13 dotyczyt utworzenia niepodleglego panstwa polskiego z dostepem do
morza!

Warto jeszcze przypomniec, ze Wilson byt prezydentem od 1912 r. do 1920, za
jego kadencji USA przystapity do I wojny swiatowej. Byt wspdttwoérca Ligi
Narodéw. Laureatem Pokojowej Nagrody Nobla!)

Zadania Polski jakie wysuneli delegaci polscy z Dmowskim na czele sktonna
byta poprzec i Francja, a zadania te byly: odzyskanie wszystkich ziem polskich
zaboru pruskiego, wiaczenie calego zaboru austryjackiego ze Slaskiem Cieszyfiskim,
a na wschodzie: Wilno z Kownem, Dynaburg, Minsk, Pinsk, Wotyn i cze$¢ Podola
z Kamiencem.

Dla Wioch i Lloyda George'a, zagdania Polski do Prus byly niewygodne.

Ustalenie granic polsko-rosyjskich zostalo odroczone.
