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Chicago, IL - With this issue of Narod Polski, the Polish Roman
Catholic Union of America is pleased to present to its members a
new and improved version of its official publication.

Throughout Narod Polski’s 123-year history, improvements
have been made to keep up with the current times. Narod Polski is

one of the few remaining major fraternal newspapers in
American Polonia and the PRCUA wants to continue that
tradition for many more years. However, as with all things,

review and improvements are occasionally required. 
In recent years, many Polish American fraternals have very

prudently changed the frequency of their publications and in
some cases, the format. For example, the Polish Women’s

Alliance of America changed their publication from a monthly
newspaper to a quarterly magazine. These changes were
prompted by constantly rising printing and postage costs,

which are also affecting our fraternal.
At their quarterly meeting held on June 12, 2009, the

PRCUA Board of Directors voted to change the schedule of its
official publication - Narod Polski - from a semi-monthly
newspaper to a monthly newspaper. The number of pages will

remain the same, however the improved version is now enhanced
with full color, giving the editors the opportunity to unleash

their creative talents.  
Format changes have also been

made, such as the elimination of all
display ads for upcoming events and

placement of such notices under the

enlarged two-month “Calendar of Events.” Henceforth, only articles
about PRCUA members, PRCUA news and PRCUA events will be
published in the newspaper. However, important news of interest to
our members may be briefly mentioned in the new “Around Polonia”
column and occasionally we will feature “News Bytes from Poland.” 

The Resident Vice President’s page will alternate monthly
between the Polish and English sections. The First Lady’s page
will be in every 2nd issue. Members are urged to submit news in
a timely fashion because beginning next month, we will strive to
limit articles to events that occurred within the last 3 months. 

Readers will notice less photographs in the newspaper and a
notice at the end of certain articles indicating that more photos
can be viewed on the PRCUA website. 

Not only will all of these changes and improvements
enable the PRCUA to keep its  printing and postage costs at a
minimum, but it will also reduce the consumption of natural
resources, which is an environmental concern for all of us. These
changes are in keeping with the PRCUA’s “Go Green” strategy.
Just  think of how many trees the PRCUA will save by printing
at least 270,000 less newspapers per year!

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Celebrating 233 Years of Freedom
How was the first Independence Day celebrated?

Independence was declared on July 4, 1776 and read to the
ecstatically joyful citizens of Philadelphia, PA twice that
day. John Adams wrote an account of the occasion to his
family: The next day, President Washington and I and other
members of Congress went on board the ship Delaware,
where we were saluted with a 13-gun salute. When the
President returned to the shore, he was saluted with 3
cheers, from every ship, galley, and boat in the river. 

At 3 pm, we went to dinner, and were entertained with
fine music from a band of Hessians taken at Trenton.
Toasts were made in honor of our country and the heroes
who had fallen in their pious efforts to defend her. 

After this, two troops of light-horse, raised in MD
paraded through 2nd St., after them artillery and then
1,000 infantry from NC. All marched into the common,
where they went through their firings and maneuvers.

In the evening, I was surprised to find the whole city
lighting up their candles at the windows. It was the most
splendid illumination I ever saw. Considering the lateness
of the [celebration’s] design and the suddenness of the
execution, I was amazed at the universal joy and alacrity
and at the brilliancy and splendor of every part of this
joyful exhibition, the ringing of bells all day and evening,
bonfires in the streets, and fireworks played off.

Sacred Heart of Jesus
Patron of the PRCUA



Polish immigrants lived, worshiped, socialized, celebrated
life and maintained their ethnic culture and heritage while
also becoming patriotic Americans.

This book expertly weaves the story of Toledo’s Polonia
into the larger tapestry of America’s Polish American
history. It mentions the Paryski Publishing Company,
which printed more than 3 million books in the Polish
language. The book also shows the rapid growth of Toledo
as a port, as well as an industrial and transportation center
in the 19th and 20th centuries. 

Of course, since most Polish immigrants were Roman
Catholic, the Church held a central role in their lives. In
Toledo, two Polish parishes were established in two distinct
Polish neighborhood by 1882, Lagrinka in North Toledo
and Kuszwane in South Toledo. The book features
photographs from both of these areas. 

Toledo’s Polonia dates back to the early 1870s when
Polish immigrants were found living among the German
settlers. The book recalls the continued growth and
expansion of Toledo’s Polonia through the mid-20th
century. In fact, at one time, Toledo’s Polish community
was among the ten largest in the USA. 

The book is a treasure house of information about
Toledo’s Polish history. The photographs depict people from
all walks of life and pay tribute to our immigrant ancestors.
The PRCUA is proud to mention that its members Walter
& Teresa Gibala are pictured in the book, representing the
Polish Folk Dance group “Echoes of Poland,” of which they
are both members. The easy-to-read style of the book
makes it an excellent “coffee table” book and certainly one
that folks will want to page through over and over again.

Author Rev. Richard Philoposki, a priest of the Society
for Christ for Polonia, is the grandson of Polish immigrants
on both sides of his family. He has lived and studied in
Poland and has great interest in ethnic and urban history
and geography. He is currently pastor of the twinned St.
Adalbert and St. Hedwig Parishes in Toledo, OH. The
Toledo Polish Genealogical Society eagerly embraced this
book project and assisted in preparing this work.
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Here are some delightful Polish cuisine summer foods
that are perfect for picnics or to accompany sandwiches.

TRIPE SOUP (flaczki): Cut 2-1/2 lbs plain, fully cooked
tripe into thin strips 2" - 3" long. Scald with boiling water
to cover and cook 10 mins., then drain. Combine tripe with
6-7 c beef stock and a portion of soup greens, sliced into
matchsticks and cook on med. until vegetables are tender.
Dissolve 3 T flour in 1 c of slightly cooled stock and return
to pot, simmer briefly. Season to taste with salt, pepper,
marjoram, ginger, paprika and several gratings of nutmeg.
Use Tabasco for those who like it spicier. 

JELLIED PIG'S KNUCKLES: Singe 6 split pig's feet over
flame to remove any bristle. Wash well, place in pot, cover
with cold water and bring to boil. Simmer several min.,
then pour off water. Add fresh cold water to cover (about 2-
1/2 qts) and 1 T salt, bring to boil once again and reduce
heat. Skim off any scum. Add  8 peppercorns and 1 bay leaf
and cook on low heat 2 hr. Add 1 portion soup vegetables
and cook another 2 hr or until meat falls off bone. When
meat is nearly ready, add 2 - 3 buds crushed garlic. Remove
pork feet. Drain stock, discarding vegetables and spices.
(Optional: The carrot may be saved, diced and added to the
aspic for color.)  Remove the meat from bones, discard
bones and dice meat. Transfer meat to glass or crock and
drench with stock. Chill in fridge until set. Before turning
out, scrape off and discard the congealed fat on top. Cut
into serving-size squares and serve with vinegar, lemon
juice, or a 50-50 juice mixture. 

POTATO SALAD VINAIGRETTE: In salad bowl combine
1 qt diced, cooked, cold potatoes, 4 finely chopped green
onions, 1 heaping T. capers  and 1 - 2 diced dill pickles.
Fork-blend  1/3 c vinegar (white distilled, wine vinegar or
cider vinegar) with 1/2 c salad oil, 1 t prepared brown
mustard, several dashes of garlic powder, 1/8 t pepper, l/4 t
ground caraway and 1 t sugar. Pour over salad and chill
well before serving.

BEAN SALAD : In salad bowl combine  5 c  canned, well-
drained navy beans, or pea-beans, 1 peeled diced cucumber,
3 chopped dill pickles, 1 bunch chopped green onions, 1
diced green bell pepper and 2 buds crushed garlic. Toss
gently. Drizzle with juice of 1 large lemon and 3 T salad oil
or to taste. Season with salt, pepper, basil and a little sugar
and vinegar for a tangy, sweet & sour flavor.  Optional:
Stir in 1-2 heaping T mayonnaise and toss gently.  

SPRING-ONION SALAD: Wash well, drain and chop 4
bunches of green onions. Sprinkle with salt & pepper and
drench with 3/4 c sour cream mixed with juice of 1/2 lemon,
and 1/2 to 1 t sugar Add 2-3 diced hard-boiled eggs (opt.). 

RADISH SALAD:  Trim if necessary, wash, dry and slice
thin (with knife or on slicer blade of hand-held grater) 2 to
3 bunches radishes. Place in serving dish and toss with 1/2
c finely chopped fresh dill. Salt, sprinkle with 1 - 2 t sugar
and drench with 1/2 c fork-blended sour cream.

RADISH, CUCUMBER, GREEN-ONION SALAD: Trim,
wash, dry and slice 2 bunches radishes. Peel and slice thin
1 cucumber. Chop 5 green onions. Toss together and dress
with sour-cream sauce as in Spring-Onion Salad (above).
Optional: Garnish with 2 - 3 sliced  hard-cooked eggs
dusted with paprika.

DISCOVERY - The Polish
Museum of America (PMA) is a
treasure trove with a very
warm-hearted professional staff
that makes one feel like you're
visiting with family.  

I had been aware that my
great-grandfather, Maciej
Woida, had written his Memoirs
many years ago. It was rumored
among family that his Memoirs
resided in a museum in Chicago.
Past efforts to locate them were
fruitless.  A recent internet
search reinforced that it was, in
fact, in a Chicago museum.  

E-mails were sent to the
most prominent museums in the

hope that it could be found. My e-mail to the PMA was
promptly answered by Archivist Halina Misterka with
wonderful news that it was there and that she recently came
across the Memoirs while conducting research for an author.
The news was so exciting that I didn't sleep at all that night
and very little the next two nights.

Arrangements were made to visit the PMA on February
27, 2009 to examine my great-grandfather's Memoirs, which
were nearly 200 pages long.  My wife, Kathryn, and I drove
to Chicago from Madison, Wisconsin.  

Walking up the entry staircase took us past a wonderful
collection of Benda posters which were well worth the trip
by themselves.  

We met with several staff members, each of whom were
very professional and cordial.  We were made to feel very
special.  Then Halina passed the Memoirs to me.  It was one
of the defining moments of my life - to finally scan over the
very notes that my great-grandfather wrote back in 1928.  

There were facts that no surviving family members were
aware of, like burial sites, and formerly unknown ancestors.

With this issue, Narod Polski is initiating a “Question
and Answer” column by William P. Seranko, Supervisor,
District 1 and PRCUA’s Anti-Money Laundering
Compliance Officer. If you have questions about life
insurance or annuities, please email them to Bill at:

Q.: If I purchase an Annuity to provide income for
myself after I retire, will it earn compound interest?
What happens if I die before the entire Annuity
amount is distributed to me?  Will my beneficiary get
the rest and, if so, can they get it in one lump sum?   
K.S. from Pennsylvania

A. Yes, your annuity earns compound interest each month
and continues to grow in value. If the account holder dies
before we start disbursing the funds, the value of the
account will be paid to the designated beneficiary(ies). If the
account holder dies after we start disbursing funds (contract
is annuitized), the beneficiary(ies) will receive payment at
the same frequency as the account holder was receiving
them. 

If eligible, they may even choose to start their own
annuity account with the PRCUA. 

Once your contract is annuitized you or someone else
will receive the required payments that were specified in
the contract payment periods you selected.

When you retire, you may choose to have funds
distributed in a variety of ways. Most funds are distributed
monthly, but you can also choose to receive it less frequently
or not at all.  The choice is yours.  It is recommended that
you consult with a tax advisor to determine which course of
action will best suit your own situation. 

The Annuities that are sold by the PRCUA are Flexible
Premium Deferred Annuities. This means that a member
may make payments at any time before the contract is
annuitized.  The payments could also be Flexible in money
amounts.

The Sacred Heart
and the 

Year of the Priest
As our readers should already be

aware, on Friday, June 19th, the Church
celebrates the Solemnity of the Sacred
Heart of Jesus, a feast that reminds us of
the great love that God has for each one of
His people. What makes this year’s
celebration more significant is that our Holy
Father, Pope Benedict XVI, has selected
this date as the beginning of a special
commemorative year to be celebrated
throughout the Church: The Year of the
Priest.

Such specially designated years happen from time to time,
often coinciding with significant anniversaries (like the Year of
Saint Paul, which will conclude on June 29th, the Solemnity of
Saints Peter and Paul) or to highlight important aspects of our
Faith (such as Marian years). The Year of the Priest happens to
fall into both these categories in that it marks the 150th
anniversary of the death of the famed Cure of Ars, Saint John
Vianney, who happens to be the patron saint of parish priests and
whose patronage will now be widened as he becomes the patron
saint of priests - meaning all of them regardless of their types of
ministry.

Since the person, role, and function of priests is, according to
God’s plan, so vitally important to the life of the Church, the Holy
Father sees this commemorative year as serving a number of
significant purposes both personally for priests, as well as for the
wider Church community.

Pope Benedict has given this Year of the Priest a special title:
“The Faithfulness of Christ, the Faithfulness of the Priest.” In this
regard, he sees it as serving as a type of year-long retreat and
means of renewal for priests throughout the world. Ample
opportunities for spiritual enrichment will be provided along with
special events designed to foster a deepening of priestly
spirituality. As the Holy Father wrote, he hopes this year will help
“…to encourage the striving for spiritual perfection…. on which,
above all, the effectiveness of their ministry depends.”

In this regard, Pope Benedict shows us how this special year,
while focusing on the priesthood, invites all of us to participate as
well. As we all know, the quality of the Church’s priests greatly
contributes to the quality of the Church’s priestly service, and
therefore the quality of the function of the Church itself. Thus,
this year cannot be simply their task, but all of ours, too. 

Two particular areas surface for our participation. The first is
to remember to pray for priests and to keep this intention as a
regular part of our prayer life. We should pray for our own parish
priests. We should pray for the priests whom we know. We should
pray for priests in the missions and those in difficult ministries
and circumstances. We should pray for persecuted priests. We

should pray for priests whom we don’t even
know, asking God to bestow blessings upon

those whom He knows stand in
greatest need. Prayer works wonders
and we need to keep our priests in
our prayers!

Secondly, we all need to work to ensure
the continuing life of the Church through
the priesthood by praying and working to
encourage vocations to the priesthood. In

writing about the Year of the Priest ,
Cardinal Claudio Hummes, Prefect of the

Congregation of the Clergy, noted that
“particular attention to the indispensable
priority of the promotion of vocations to the
ordained ministry” should mark the lives of
the faithful, especially during this special time.
No one can be exempted from these two
obligations. Let us work together, then, to see
this special Year of the Priest truly become a

year of grace for us all!

DEDICATION OF MADAM CURIE BUST
It was a huge crowd that gathered at

the Polish Cultural Garden in Cleveland's
Rockefeller Park for the dedication of the
restored bust of Madame Marie Sklodowska
Curie on Sunday, June 7, 2009. Leaders
from Cleveland's civic, religious, cultural,
fraternal and social organizations joined
together to celebrate the life and
contributions of one of the world's great
scientists.

Thanks to the generosity of many
Clevelanders, especially women - Curie’s
bust was finally returned to its place of

honor on a pedestal in the Polish Cultural
Garden, joining the busts of Henryk
Sienkiewicz and Nicholas Copernicus.

The dedication ceremony began with the singing of both National Anthems by Prof.
Joanne Uniatowski. Hon. Diane Karpinski called the Rev. Eric Orzech, President, Polish
American Priests Association, to give the invocation. He prayed over the marriage of science
and art, blessing those who continue this noble endeavor.

M.C. Karpinski recalled a short history of the Marie Sklodowska Curie bust. The
original sculpture, sponsored by American Polish Women's Club, was dedicated on June 9,
1947. Now, some of those original donors, along with their daughters, have contributed to
the current bust because they want to continue the legacy of this remarkable Polish woman.

The original sculptor was Frank L. Jirouche; the restoration sculptor was Timothy
Riffle; engravings are by Milano Monuments; and art consultant was Teresa M. DeChant.

Karpinski said, "One of our own members of Polonia, here today, reminded me that
Marie Sklodowska Curie, founded an underground school in Warsaw during the time of
partitions because it was illegal to have Polish schools at that time. Thad Cooke's mother
was a student of Marie Sklodowska in that very school." She then introduced the delegates
from the Polish Garden to the Cleveland Cultural Garden Federation: Ben Stefanski, Chair,
Gary Kotlarsik and Glenn Sobol. Paul Burick, President of the Cleveland Cultural Garden
Federation, introduced all members of the Federation who were present. Donors of the
restored bust were also introduced: Christine and Barbara Burke, the Cooke Family,
Elizabeth Dabrowski, the Daughters of Helen Karpinski, Grazyna Palczewski, Maria
Siemionow, Margaret Wong and the Liberty Holden Trust Fund.

John Borkowski, President of the Ohio Division of Polish American Congress introduced
Polonia leaders and officers in attendance. The bust was unveilied by guest speaker Maria
Siemionow, M.D., Ph.D., world-renowned physician who performed the first face transplant
in the USA. She highlighted the accomplishments of Madam Curie. "We have the tendency
to compare her accomplishments to others," Dr. Siemionow said, "but no one could possibly
match her. In the 75 years since her death in 1934, no man or woman has equaled her
achievement of being awarded the Nobel Prize for Physics in 1903 for discovering polonium
and radium, and the Nobel Prize for Chemistry in 1911 for her work in radioactivity.
Between these events, Madam Curie held a heavy teaching schedule, and she gave birth to
2 daughters, Irene and Ewa." Besides winning 2 Nobel Prizes herself, the Curi family won 4
more Nobel Prizes. Her husband, daughter and son-in-law are also Nobel Laureates.

"Marie Sklodowska Curie was the first woman member of the faculty at the Sorbonne in
Paris. She founded the Curie Institute in Paris in 1911, and twice traveled to the USA to
seek funds to establish a Curie Institute in Poland," Siemionow continued. She added,
"Madame Curie is an icon in the field of science. She is an unbelievable human being who
stimulates us to be very proud of our countryman. She considered her accomplishments to
be normal achievements in the world. We are very proud of her."

Ben Stefanski, Polish Cultural Garden
Chair, reminded everyone that nearly 62
years to the day that the original Curie
bust was dedicated. Next year, the restored
bust of Frederick Chopin will be dedicated;
and in 2011 Ignacy Paderewski's bust will
be restored. Donations are being accepted
for these projects.

Stefanski brought to the attention of
the gathering two exhibits on display at the
entrance to the Polish Cultural Garden. As
part of National History Day, 3 students
prepared projects.

Unveiling of the Bust of Marie Sklodowska Curie

Dignitaries involved in the program
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Stefan Batory School Researches Warsaw
Learning about Warsaw, Poland was the research section of our

language and culture class during this school year.  Class members
reported on the "old city," churches of Warsaw, the history of Warsaw,
and Wilanów.  “The Songs of Warsaw” was student Ted Kowalski's
project which he made into an audio presentation for the class.  What
follows is the text of this audio project.  (Iwona Gutowska, Instructor)

If you think about it, some of the most popular songs that have
been recorded over the years are songs about places. "New York, New
York", "Sweet Home Alabama", "I Left My Heart in San Francisco".
And our beloved Warszawa has many songs written about her, too.

This presentation is in no way a complete history of the songs of
Warsaw.  Like any old-European country, Poland has songs and poems
set to music that is potentially 1,000 years old or older!  Written music
manuscripts can be traced back to the 13th century in Poland. Folk-
style story songs, passed down from generation to generation around a
campfire, can date back many more centuries prior to then.  I'm not attempting to present a history of
the music of Poland, or even a history of the songs of Warsaw.  Instead, I'm introducing a few of the
most popular songs of Warsaw.  Songs that every Pole knows - songs with which every member of
Polonia should become acquainted!

Our first musical stop in Warsaw is a song called "Jak przygoda to
tylko w Warszawie", which roughly translates to "How to have an
adventure only in Warsaw".  It's a song from a movie that came out in
1953 called "Przygoda na Mariensztacie". The actors featured in this
clip from the film are Lidia Korsakówna and Tadeusz Schmidt. The
actual female voice singing on the soundtrack is Irena Santor. Irena
Santor started her professional career in a group of singers and
dancers very well known in Europe and North America as Mazowsze.
She left the group to pursue a solo-musical career in 1959. Her
importance to the musical scene of Poland could be compared to the
impact Frank Sinatra made upon American music. She is now retired
from the music business, but to this day, she does perform
occasionally.

Next up is a song called "Sen o Warszawie" or "Dream of Warsaw".
The recording of this legendary song is by Czeslaw Niemen.  Niemen
is one of the most important and original Polish singer-songwriters
and rock balladeers of the last 40 years. His singing and song
arranging are instantly identifiable. He was one of the first Polish
performers to wear long hair and colorful clothes.  He introduced the
styles of psychedelia and progressive rock into Poland-much to the
annoyance of the communist officials of the time. Americans would

find his musical adventurism, his brilliant songwriting, his defiant attitude, and his musical stature
comparable to Bob Dylan.

Let's go back to the movies for our next
selection: " Warszawa, Ja i Ty" or "Warsaw, you
and me".  This song is from the film "Skarb", a
very popular movie from 1949.  The arrangement
presented here of this legendary song is sung by
the trio called "Do-Re-Mi Sisters".

Next up, it's "Piosenka o mojej Warszawie"
or "Song about my Warsaw". This recording is
from post-war Poland. The images of a destroyed
city come to mind as the singer wonders what
has happened to his beautiful hometown. This is
just a small sample of Warsaw songs. There are
so many!  What I've tried to do is present a few
songs that you may have heard of.  If not, you
owe it to yourself to listen.

There are hundreds of versions of these songs
in existence.  Every singer in Poland records or performs these songs at some point in his career.
Think of these songs as you would think of "God Bless America", or "America The Beautiful".  Every
good singer attempts those songs at some point in his career, too.  Think of Willie Nelson and Ray
Charles - radically different arrangements - but the same beautiful songs.

Why do so many artists sing songs of Warszawa?  The answer is simple -- because they love the
city!

To conclude the dedication ceremony, US Congressman
Dennis Kucinich reminded guests of his efforts to pass a
bill in the US legislature to grant honorary US citizenship
posthumously to the Polish-American patriot and hero,
Casimir Pulaski, who died fighting for the freedom of the
USA during the Battle of Savannah on October 15, 1779.
Thaddeus Kosciuszko received recognition from George
Washington himself during his lifetime, but Pulaski, who
saved the life of President Washington at the Battle of
Brandywine on September 11, 1777, died two years later,
before he could be given official recognition.

Fr. Orzech gave the benediction, Michael Carey played
the Hejnal and a reception and cultural program was held
at the social hall of St. Casimir Parish. Delicious Polish-
style open face sandwiches were served with coffee and
home made pastry prepared by Ligia Borkowski, Cecylia
Dyczko and Frances Lisowski.

Under the direction of Agnieszka Kotlarsic and
Malgorzata Kacki, the Piast Polish Folk Dance Ensemble
entertained the audience that gathered at St. Casimir
social hall. Asia Sychla performed a very moving and
graceful solo dance to the music of a Kujawiak, a regional
dance of Poland. Basia Sychla mesmerized the audience
with two solo vocal numbers in Polish. Zosia Prochoroff
skillfully played a complicated piece on the violin. The
cultural program concluded with the Piast performance of
their newest suite, Old Warsaw Dances.

Cecylia Dyczko, Director of the Henryk Sienkiewicz
Polish School of the Alliance of Poles Division of the
PRCUA, thanked everyone for coming. Special thanks were
offered to the Rev. Leon Telesz, Pastor of St. Casimir
Church, for his donation to the Piast Polish Folk Dance
Ensemble.

The dedication ceremony, reception and cultural
program again provided an opportunity for Polonia to
gather together in a social setting and bring strength to
Polonia of greater Cleveland.

1991 roku Polska znios³a obowi¹zki wizowe
wobec Amerykanów podró¿uj¹cych do
Polski.

Kilku kolegów kongr. Mike'a Quigleya
popar³o projekt, w tym kongr. Luis
Gutierrez (IL-04) i kongr. Dan Lipinski (IL-
03). Oczekuje siê, ¿e szersze poparcie
ustawa uzyska w trakcie procesu
legislacyjnego.

W zwi¹zku z przenoszeniem spraw z wydzia³ów grodzkich odpowiednio do wydzia³ów cywilnych
czy karnych w s¹dach rejonowych przejœciowo mog¹ wyst¹piæ pewne komplikacje, np. czas trwania postêpowania
mo¿e siê nieco wyd³u¿yæ, skróci siê za to w sprawach powa¿niejszych.  Sêdziowie ze znoszonych s¹dów grodzkich
zasil¹ wydzia³y karne i cywilne macierzystych s¹dów rejonowych.  Reorganizacja w s¹downictwie przynieœæ ma te¿
oszczêdnoœci. Zlikwidowanych zostanie np. 117 stanowisk przewodnicz¹cych wydzia³ów i tyle samo kierowników w
sekretariatach wydzia³ów; nie trzeba bêdzie te¿ p³aciæ za wynajem i u¿ytkowanie pomieszczeñ.  Pomys³ likwidacji
wydzia³ów grodzkich jest ró¿nie odbierany przez œrodowisko, niektórzy ze zrozumieniem przyjmuj¹ argument
racjonalnego wykorzystania etatów, inni obawiaj¹ siê problemu dotycz¹cego dostêpnoœci i bliskoœci s¹du dla
obywatela.   Decyzjê o tworzeniu czy znoszeniu s¹dów podejmuje minister sprawiedliwoœci. 

Wiêcej atrakcji dla turystów - Ponad dwa razy wiêcej zabytkowych koœcio³ów i cerkwi, ni¿ przed rokiem, otwarto w
tym sezonie turystycznym dla zwiedzaj¹cych Szlak Architektury Drewnianej w Ma³opolsce.

Klucznikami s¹ osoby z lokalnej spo³ecznoœci, zaakceptowane przez w³adze parafii.  Ich praca op³acana jest z bud¿etu
województwa.  Otwieraj¹ zabytki, czuwaj¹ nad ich bezpieczeñstwem, a czêsto potrafi¹ opowiedzieæ kilka s³ów o
historii obiektu.  W 2008 r. turyœci mogli zwiedzaæ wnêtrza 30 koœcio³ów i cerkwi na Szlaku Architektury Drewnianej
w Ma³opolsce.  Od czerwca do po³owy paŸdziernika, kiedy obiekty by³y otwierane dla zwiedzaj¹cych, z oferty
skorzysta³o 80 tys. osób. - 90% stanowili turyœci krajowi.  Wœród goœci z zagranicy przewa¿ali Niemcy, Francuzi i
obywatele Wielkiej Brytanii. Zagraniczni turyœci w wiêkszoœci odwiedzali cztery koœcio³y wpisane na Listê
Œwiatowego Dziedzictwa UNESCO, czyli zabytki w Binarowej, Dêbnie Podhalañskim, Lipnicy Murowanej i Sêkowej.
Wœród polskich turystów prawie po³owê stanowili mieszkañcy Ma³opolski, 11% przyjecha³o ze Œl¹ska, a 7% z
Mazowsza.  Wed³ug w³adz marsza³kowskich województwa ma³opolskiego, oferta turystyczna Ma³opolski jest wci¹¿ za
ma³o znana za granic¹, a sam region jest praktycznie nieznany zagranicznym turystom.  W wiêkszoœci koñcz¹ oni swój
pobyt w tym regionie na Krakowie.  W tym roku samorz¹d Ma³opolski przeznaczy na promocjê Szlaku Architektury
Drewnianej 450 tys. z³.

Prymas Polski ks. kard. Józef Glemp.  By³ osiemdziesi¹tym arcybiskupem metropolit¹
gnieŸnieñskim i dwunastym arcybiskupem metropolit¹ warszawskim.

2 lutego 1983 roku mianowany zosta³ kardyna³em.
Ks. kard. Józef Glemp urodzi³ siê 18 grudnia 1929 roku w Inowroc³awiu w rodzinie

ch³opskiej. 
Podczas wojny zosta³ wywieziony na roboty przymusowe do Niemiec.  Po wojnie

koñczy gimnazjum w Inowroc³awiu, a nastêpnie kszta³ci siê w seminariach
duchownych w GnieŸnie, Poznaniu, a tak¿e w Rzymie.

W 1956 roku otrzyma³ œwiêcenia kap³añskie, a w 1979 roku zosta³ mianowany
biskupem ordynariuszem warmiñskim i przyj¹³ jako swoj¹ dewizê: Caritati in iustitia
(Mi³owaæ w sprawiedliwoœci). 

W styczniu 1982 roku pod patronatem Prymasa Polski ks. kardyna³a Józefa
Glempa zosta³ powo³any Prymasowski Komitet Pomocy Osobom Pozbawionym
Wolnoœci i Ich Rodzinom, celem niesienia pomocy osobom internowanym po
wprowadzeniu stanu wojennego przez w³adze komunistyczne PRL.

Komitet gromadzi³ informacje o uwiêzionych, organizowa³ porady prawne,
poœredniczy³ w dostarczaniu do wiêzieñ i oœrodków internowania ¿ywnoœci i odzie¿y,
zbiera³ fundusze ze sk³adek spo³ecznych; g³ówny oœrodek przy Koœciele œw. Marcina w
Warszawie (klasztor sióstr franciszkanek).  Podobne inicjatywy by³y w diecezjach na
terenie ca³ego kraju pod patronatem miejscowych biskupów.

Warto przypomnieæ s³owa prymasa Józefa Glempa jakie wypowiedzia³ 10
paŸdziernika 1982 r. w Sanktuarium œw. Maksymiliana Kolbego, w Niepokalanowie:

"Dotkliwym bólem jest delegalizacja "Solidarnoœci" jako organizacji zwi¹zkowej.  A
przecie¿, Bracia, my wiemy, ¿e to, co jest sprawiedliwe, to, co jest idea³em, co zawiera w
sobie niezniszczalne dobro, jako idea³ zgin¹æ nie mo¿e.

Independence Day
lub Fourth of July) — to œwiêto pañstwowe w Stanach Zjednoczonych
obchodzone ka¿dego roku w dniu 4 lipca w rocznicê og³oszenia w 1776 r.
deklaracji niepodleg³oœci Stanów Zjednoczonych od Wielkiej Brytanii.

Œwiêto nieoficjalnie obchodzone by³o od 1777 roku, ale dopiero w 1870
roku Kongres Stanów Zjednoczonych oficjalnie ustanowi³ czwarty lipca
dniem wolnym od pracy.  Urzêdnicy federalni nie otrzymywali pocz¹tkowo
zap³aty za dzieñ wolny od pracy, w 1931 roku zmieniono prawo, przyznaj¹c
im wynagrodzenia.

W Dzieñ Niepodleg³oœci w USA odbywaj¹ siê liczne koncerty, parady,
festyny, przemówienia o tematyce patriotycznej wyg³aszane przez polityków i
urzêdników pañstwowych oraz pokazy sztucznych ogni..
