PRCUA Partners with Census CommitteePRCUA Partners with Census Committee
On July 2, 2009, Census Bureau repre-

sentative Carmen Velez visited  the PRCUA to
meet with the Executive Officers regarding
Census 2010. She asked the PRCUA to join the
Census Bureau’s Partnership Program which
combines the strength of community-based
organizations, churches, schools, businesses,
the media etc. to ensure that a complete and
accurate count will be made in all census
tracts in the 2010 Census. 

Census tracts are small, statistical
subdivisions of a county. The Census Bureau
publishes data at many different geographical
levels, including at the tract level.  A tract is
an area of about 4,000 inhabitants that usually
have similar population characteristics,
economic status, and living conditions.  

By using the Census 2000 mail response rates for each tract, towns and cities can
pinpoint areas that will most likely have a low mail response rate in Census 2010.  Tracts
with over 50% of the inhabitants not responding to the census are being targeted for
outreach programs. 

A Community Complete Count Committee in each tract is conducting a grassroots
campaign to encourage people to respond in Census 2010. If a household does not return
their census form, an enumerator will have to "follow-up" in person to collect the
information from that household.  

Each 1% increase in the nationwide response rate will save taxpayers between
$80,000,000 to $90,000,000 in the “Non Response Follow-Up Phase” of the Census.
Partners, like the PRCUA, will promote census participation.

Anniversary
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The pre-war Polish Military Transit Depot
at Westerplatte was aptly chosen as the venue of
Poland's central observances of the World War II
anniversary. It was on September 1st, 1939, at
precisely 4:45 a.m. that the German battleship
Schleswig-Holstein, allegedly paying a “courtesy
visit” to the then largely German-controlled Free
City of Gdansk (Danzig), opened fire on the Polish
depot, thereby launching  the bloodiest war in
human history.

From East Prussia and Germany in the
north and Silesia and Slovakia in the south,
German units, with over 2,000 tanks and 1,000
planes, broke through Polish Army defenses along
the border and advanced on the capitol of Warsaw
in a massive encirclement attack. The Nazis heavy
shelled and bombed Warsaw, which  surrendered to
the Germans on September 28, 1939. Germany
then crushed Denmark, Norway, Belgium,
Luxembourg, The Netherlands, and France within
3 months and later conquered Yugoslavia and
Greece. By mid-1940 only Britain was left fighting.

Just 17 days after the German invasion of
Poland, the Russian Army invaded Poland from the east. Implementing a secret agreement
between Nazi Germany and Soviet Russia. Hitler and Stalin divided Poland down the
middle. Poland was the only Allied country to fight from the first to the last day of the war. 

A symbol of the anniversary is the "Poland - First to Fight" poster. It has been updated
to include the dates 1939 and 1989. Poland was the first country to stand up to Hitler 70
years ago, and half a century later it was the first country to throw off the Communist
yoke. That triggered a domino effect which led to the collapse of one Soviet satellite after
another and eventually to the disintegration of the USSR itself. 

Russian leader Vladimir Putin was among those invited to the Westerplatte
observance, but Moscow has insisted that the ceremony must concentrate only on
Germany's September 1st attack on Poland. There can be no mention of the Molotov-von
Ribbentrop Pact in which Germany and Russia agreed to partition Poland between them.
The Red Army's encroachment, which led to the Soviet annexation of the eastern half of
Poland, must also be ignored. Russian propaganda claims that Stalin was forced to sign a
non-aggression pact with Hitler after Poland had rejected a Soviet proposal to join forces
with Russia against Germany. And the Kremlin calls the annexation of one-half of Poland's
pre-war territory as the liberation of Ukrainian and Belarussian "brother-Slavs" from
Polish subjugation. 

But as the World War II anniversary approached, the Kremlin really outdid itself by
concocting some truly outrageous examples of historical fiction. The website of the Russian
Defense Ministry stated that Poland was actually to blame for the outbreak of the war.
That was because Poles refused to accept  Germany's "moderate and justifiable demands."
After all, all Hitler wanted was to annex Gdansk and build an extraterritorial highway and
rail-line across Poland to connect East Prussia to the rest of the Third Reich.

In addition, the main state-owned Russian TV station aired a prime-time report
alleging that in 1939 the Polish government had forged a secret alliance with Nazi
Germany and Japan to invade the Soviet Union. In a strongly worded protest, the Polish
Embassy in Moscow called the report "deceitful and unreliable -  a striking example of the
falsification of history." 

While it is difficult for today's Germans to deny the atrocities masterminded by Hitler,
there have been attempts to spread the blame, thereby taking some of the heat off
Germany. The news weekly Der Spiegel ran a report attempting to show that Germans
were not the only ones  responsible for the Holocaust. It listed "Polish farmers" as
collaborators and  pointed the finger at Ukrainian police, Latvian auxiliary policeman,
Rumanian soldiers, Hungarian railway workers, Dutch land-register officials, French
mayors, Norwegian ministers and Italian soldiers.

To Jews, WWII was mainly about the Holocaus but even they are helping to diminish
Germany's responsibility for that atrocity. In gratitude for West Germany's bankrolling the
State of Israel after the war, the word "German" rarely appears in Holocaust exhibitions or
literature. It’s always the “Nazis" who are blamed without referring to them as “German.”
In time, young people even won’t know who Nazis were. But Jewish accounts often allege
Polish complicity in the Holocaust and use the words "Polish", "Poles" and "Poland" in that
context. It will be no surprise if younger Americans soon ask: "Not all Polish people were
Nazis, were they?" It is up to us to make sure this doesn’t happen.

Other ethnic groups are spending lots of money to maintain this historical distortion.
The questions remains: Are the people of Poland and Polonia concerned enough to do
something about it? Are there enough activists to create websites, set up exhibitions, write
books and articles or write letters to the editor correcting distortions. Yes, that takes time,
effort and money. Will Pol-Ams spend some money to let the truth be told?

1 lb. butter or oleo 1/2 c. sugar
2 eggs 4-1/2 c. flour
In a bowl, mix all ingredients well. Set 1/3 of the dough
aside. Roll out dough to fit an 11”x17” jellyroll pan. Spread
your favorite jam on top of dough. Roll reserved dough and
cut into strips 1/2 inch wide and lay over top like
latticework.

1 c. mayonnaise
In a large bowl, combine vinegar, sugar and mayonnaise.
Mix well. Add remaining ingredients and mix well.
Refrigerate for at least 3 hours. Serve cold.

PLUM CAKE

Beat 1/2 c butter and 1 c sugar until smooth (about 2 min).
Continue beating, adding 2 eggs, one at a time. Separately,
mix 2 c flour with 2 t baking powder and 1/4 t salt and sift
into bowl. Gradually stir in the butter-sugar-egg mixture,
1/2 t vanilla extract and 3/4 c milk, beating the whole time
until smooth. Transfer dough to greased square or
rectangular baking pan. Top dough with ripe Italian plum
halves (wêgierki) cut-side-up. Dot with about 2 T cold
butter and bake in preheated 350° oven about 40-45 min,
or until inserted wooden pick comes out clean.

In July 2009 the International Children's Festival of Polish Folk Dance Ensembles was held in

"My Mother's native land". Nestled in the Southeastern part of Poland is the small and picturesque
resort town of Iwonicz Zdroj.  Iwonicz Zdroj is one of Poland's oldest health resorts and spas, dating
back to 1578, which was famous outside Poland already in the 18th century.  Three of the PRCUA
dance ensembles attended that Festival:   "Wesoly Ludek"   and "Wesole Ludki" from Chicago with
the dance group Director Krystyna Lech, dance instructors Anna Kraszewski, Danielle Lech-
Kroplewski and choreographers Misia and Richard Jaminski and "Polanie" from Lemont, Illinois,
under the choreographic and artistic direction of Misia Jaminski and group coordinator Krysia
Rozwadowski. 

The Festival was one-of-a-kind experience for our youth. Not only are they fun, the attendees
quickly melted into a group of friends enthusiast--ically sharing the common experience. Many of the
dancers have established long lasting friendships extending beyond the Festival. They learned how to
embrace their strengths as well as weaknesses and applauded the strengths and achievements of
others. This experience inspired and encouraged them to work as a team, challenging them to do their
own personal best. To our dancers this trip was a hugely enriching experience and all of the dancers
hope to have an opportunity to participate in the Festival again. Many of them had never been to
Poland before. Over 500 dancers traveled halfway around the world to share their song and dances
and experience the Polish culture and traditions with others.  All the dancers had the same mission -
to preserve and promote the Polish heritage through singing and dancing.

After our arrival in Iwonicz Zdroj, there was no time to get adjusted to the time change or to this
year's unusually hot Polish summer. We had no air-conditioning, but cold showers did help. There
were plenty of cool refreshing juices or local spa water to drink and mouth-watering, cooling and
exciting locally made ice cream. Oh, my gosh, that ice cream was the best ever! The dancer's time was
consumed with activities, many hours of busy practice and concert schedules. Many of the
performances were in the nearby towns, but the most important concerts were held in Iwonicz Zdroj.
The Festival started on July 16th with a Mass at St. Iwona Church with Rev. Andrzej Chmura
officiating. Later that day, the official opening ceremony started with a parade through the people-
lined streets of Iwonicz Zdroj. Imagine the excitement of this moving spectacle as over 500 smiling
dancers dressed in the colorful Polish costumes walked, sang and danced their way through the
streets toward the main stage in the center of the town. After welcoming speeches and presentation of
the Keys to the City the opening concert started, where each dance ensemble presented their favorite
dance of Poland. All of the dancers were very well prepared, energetic, and light on their feet as they
presented dances from different regions of Poland. It was a joy to see distinctive styles and pattern of
dance movements, not to mention the beautiful singing on the stage. They were just wonderful!

The two main concerts were: "Performance of Nations" (Tance Krajow Zamieszkania) and the
Gala Concert. At the "Performance of Nations" Concert each dance group performed dances
highlighting a bit of culture that the dancers experience in their own country. "Wesole Ludki" danced
and kicked their heels to the beat of western style music as they performed the   "Square Dance".
"Wesoly Ludek" danced the "Charleston Polka" from the Roaring Twenties with a fast-paced dance to
a Polka melody, which was characterized by outward heel kicks combined with an up-down
movement and bending and straightening of the knees with elaborate arm movements, not to
mention the colorful costumes. That dance made all of us feel that we are 10 again, where you can
just let your limbs go crazy! "Polanie" on the other hand put us in a relaxing mood. They danced in
colorful Hawaiian costumes "Dances from Hawaii" and sang the Don Ho classic song "Tiny Bubbles"
and gracefully with their various hand motions and basic patterns leg steps and rhythms took us to
the beautiful Hawaiian Islands.  I may add that many people remarked about how much fun and
refreshing it was to see something new and different.

The Festival ended with a Gala Concert and introduction of many special guests: RP Speaker of
the Senate Bohdan Borusewicz and President of "Wspolnota Polska" Maciej Plazynski; also present
were Senators from different regions of Poland, officials and VIPs including the Mayor of Iwonicz
Zdroj Pawel Pernal and Festival Director (our "Guardian Angel") Mariusz Grudzien.

September Saints
As we enter the month of September, the

Church’s liturgical calendar is rich in providing
various saints’s days and feast days for our
celebration and reflection. This article will skim-
through this impressive line-up and give at least
a thumbnail sketch for some of them.

The month begins with the Feast of St.
Gregory the Great on September 3rd. He was
perhaps the most influential pope of the first
Christian millennium. With both an impressive
civic and religious body of contributions, he was
the first monk to be elected pope. A great unifier,
codifier and reformer, one of the many lasting
contributions that he made is that wonderfully
distinctive style of church singing that we call Gregorian Chant. 

Mary has two feasts in September: her birthday on the 8th and
Our Lady of Sorrow on the 15th. Along with St. John the Baptist and,
of course, her son Jesus, she is the only one to have a feast celebrating
her birth, or nativity. The latter observance comes the day following
the Feast of the Triumph of the Holy Cross and appropriately marks
Mary’s faithfulness throughout Jesus’ public ministry, culminating at
the foot of the Cross where  she was given to us as our Mother.

One of the greatest saints of the Eastern Church, St. John
Chrysostom (Golden-Mouthed), is observed on the 13th. As his name
implies, he was a renowned preacher and was named their patron by
Pope Saint Pius X. He was exemplary as a bishop, reformer and
theologian and has left such an indelible mark that the primary
Divine Liturgy of the Byzantine Eastern Rite is known as the Liturgy
of Saint John Chrysostom. Among his axioms is this gem for our
reflection: “One man filled with zeal is enough to transform a people”.

One of the more interesting celebrations this month is in honor of
Saint Januarus, or “San Genaro” in Italian. This martyred bishop and
patron of Naples is still much venerated to this day, especially on his
feast on the 19th. It is a holiday in Napoli and all gather for a big
Mass and celebrations, which culminate in the Cardinal taking the
relic of the saint’s blood and turning it upside-down in view of the
faithful. It liquefies - as it does on four dates throughout the year-
much to the joy and relief of the people. Those years when it has not
liquefied, always seems to warn of some impending crisis. This is
historically documented since the middle ages but the celebrations
precede even that.

Perhaps we can conclude with two additions to the September
calendar given by our late Holy Father of blessed memory, Pope John
Paul II: the Korean martyrs Saint Andrew Kim and his companions
celebrated on the 20th and their Filipino counterparts, Saint
Lawrence Ruiz and his companions, observed on the 28th. Canonized
in 1984, 113 Korean martyrs add a rich chapter to the Church’s
martyrology. They remind us of the universality of God’s gift of
salvation. It is meant for all –provided that we respond to it. To quote
St. Andrew Kim, “We have received baptism, entrance into the
Church, and the honor of being called Christians. Yet, what good will
this do us if we are Christians in name only and not in fact?” 

St. Lawrence Ruiz and his multinational companions were
actually missionaries to Japan. Their fervent evangelization and
ultimate sacrifice formed the foundation of the faith in that country.
Afterward, following hundreds of years of persecution and no priests
or nuns present, when missionaries once again arrived, they found a
thriving underground faithful community which had survived from
generation to generation passing on the teachings and examples they
had received from St. Lawrence and his companions. The blood of
martyrs, as they say, are indeed the seed of the Church. 

This article has only touched upon some of the saints and
celebrations that we will encounter as we journey through this month
of September. Might I suggest to all our readers that, by celebrating
daily Mass at your respective parishes, or following along with reading
and reflection as you are able, that you make this the most spiritually
fruitful September ever by journeying through this month along with
the “September Saints”. You will be glad you did !

W œcianie boskietu znajdowa³y siê naprzemiennie przejœcia do kolistych zielonych gabinetów i
nisze na pos¹gi.

Polski samolot brawurowo zaatakowa³ samolot wroga i nagle, nie wiedz¹c sk¹d,
nadlecia³y jeszcze cztery samoloty niemieckie. 

Wiele jeszcze potem w tej wojnie walk powietrznych widzia³em, ale ta
pozosta³a w mej pamiêci jako ¿ywy przyk³ad, ¿e "Bóg, Honor i Ojczyzna" by³
najwy¿szym przykazaniem dla bohaterskiego polskiego ¿o³nierza.

Ten pilot móg³ siê wymkn¹æ niemieckim oprawcom, ale walczy³ zaciekle do
koñca.  Do ostatniego naboju!  Kiedy skierowa³ maszynê na pedz¹ce samoloty
wroga w celu zderzenia, Niemcy siê rozproszyli, potem zobaczyliœmy, jak polski
samolot zatacza ko³o i stara siê l¹dowaæ na skrawku polanki.  Niestety, pilotowi
zabrak³o ju¿ si³.  Kiedy wyci¹gniêto go z kabiny jeszcze oddycha³.  Ca³a kurtka by³a
pociêta od kul. Do koñca ¿ycia nie zapomnê tej m³odzieñczej, zalanej krwi¹ twarzy i
mojej piewszej, w tej wojnie, dzieciêcej rozpaczy nad zabitym polskim pilotem.
Potem dowiedzieliœmy siê, ¿e mia³ 27 lat, nazwisko Piotrowski i pochodzi³ z
Piotrkowa Trybunalskiego.

Zgin¹³ na osiedlu warszawskim o nazwie Choszczówka.  Tu znajdowa³y siê
piêkne letnie rezydencje, które zamieszkiwali - wtedy jeszcze nie wiedzieliœmy, ¿e
bêd¹ to jedni z wielu -  wojenni polscy bohaterowie. 

W bliskim s¹siedztwie z nami mieszka³ p. Maurycy Krawczyk z rodzin¹,
którego brat Bogus³aw by³ dowódc¹ ORP "WILK".  Patrzy³em z podziwem na tego
wspania³ego kapitana okrêtu podwodnego "Wilk", w chwili, kiedy przyjecha³, aby
siê po¿egnaæ z bliskimi.  Wtedy jeszcze nie wiedzieliœmy, ¿e widzimy go po raz
ostatni. Bohaterskie dzieje wojenne kapitana Krawczyka i jego za³ogi opisane s¹ w
ksi¹¿ce "Wielkie dni Ma³ej Floty" i innych wydawnictwach. 

Po drugiej stronie naszego ogrodu s¹siadowa³ pan dr. Boles³aw Szarecki.  Czêsto
widzia³em go w rozmowie z moim ojcem.  Pan dr. Szarecki mówi³, ¿e chce na tym
terenie wybudowaæ sanatorium dla chorych na nerki poniewa¿ tu znajduj¹ siê z³o¿a
leczniczej wody.  (Po wojnie "m¹dre" w³adze PRL-u wybudowa³y wiêzienie).
Rozmowa koñczy³a siê jednak zawsze na tematy ewentualnej wojny. 

Kiedy ta wojna wybuch³a, dr. Szarecki wraz ze swym adiutantem, p.
Urbanowiczem po 17 wrzeœnia, uciek³ z konwoju jeñców, których prowadzili do
obozu sowieccy oprawcy, uniknêli tym samym Katynia, by wreszcie z gen.Andersem
i wojskiem polskim wyjechaæ ze Zwi¹zku Sowieckiego.

Tak, to ten sam doktór gen. Szarecki, który podczas bitwy pod Monte Cassino
operowa³ przez 24 godziny rannych polskich i, sojuszniczych armii, ¿o³nierzy!  O
czym tak piêknie w swej ksi¹¿ce p.t. Monte Cassino opisa³ Melchior Wañkowicz.

Po wojnie spotykaliœmy siê w tym samym miejscu z naszymi bohaterami.
D³ugie by³y Polaków rozmowy w owym czasie.  Po przejœciach, o których
wszystkim wiadomo z tamtego okresu gen. Szarecki, w dowód wiernej s³u¿by odda³
swemu adiutantowi swoje posiad³oœci, a sam, jako wspania³y chirurg zosta³
profesorem Akademii Medycznej. 

Nie opodal, w piêknej willi zamieszkiwali pañstwo Pluciñscy z synem
Andrzejem, który przed sam¹ wojn¹ ukoñczy³ PIST (Pañstwowy Instytut Sztuki
Teatralnej) i przybra³ na scenê nazwisko panieñskie swej mamy - Szalawski.
Pañstwo Pluciñscy przed wojn¹ posiadali palarniê kawy sojowej.  Niezwykle
czcigodni ludzie, którzy podczas wojny prze¿yli równie¿ moralny dramat.

Andrzej Szalawski po wojnie zas³yn¹³ rol¹ Juranda ze Spychowa w filmie
"Krzy¿acy" w re¿yserii Aleksandra Forda i wieloma kreacjami teatralnymi.

Jako oficjalny pretekst agresji
zamieszczono niezgodne z prawd¹ oœwiadczenie o rozpadzie
pañstwa polskiego, ucieczce rz¹du polskiego, koniecznoœci
ochrony mienia i ¿ycia zamieszkuj¹cych wschodnie tereny
polskie Ukraiñców i Bia³orusinów oraz uwalnianiu ludu
polskiego od wojny. ZSRR uzna³ wszystkie uk³ady zawarte
uprzednio z Polsk¹ (w tym
traktat ryski z 1921 roku i
uk³ad o nieagresji z 1932
roku) za nieobowi¹zuj¹ce.

Wojna zakoñczy³a siê
w Europie - 8 maja 1945
roku  (na Dalekim
Wschodzie - 2 wrzeœnia
1945 r.).  Zasiêgiem
dzia³añ wojennych objê³a
prawie ca³¹ Europê,
wschodni¹ i po³udniowo-
wschodni¹ Azjê, pó³nocn¹
Afrykê, czêœæ Bliskiego Wschodu i wszystkie oceany.  Poza
prawie wszystkimi pañstwami europejskimi, bra³y w niej udzia³
g³ówne pañstwa Ameryki Pó³nocnej i Ameryki Po³udniowej,
Australii i Azji. G³ównymi stronami konfliktu by³y pañstwa osi i
pañstwa koalicji antyhitlerowskiej (alianci).

Tragiczne wydarzenia z wrzeœnia 1939 roku na d³ugi czas
przekreœli³y zdobyt¹ wielkim trudem wolnoœæ i niepodleg³oœæ
Polski, zmieni³y geopolityczn¹ mapê œwiata, przynios³y
nieobliczalne straty materialne i kulturowe, ich ¿niwem by³o
ponad 60 milionów istnieñ ludzkich (w tym oko³o 6 milionów
obywateli polskich).

Ubezpieczenie na ¿ycie, to umowa pomiêdzy osob¹ ubezpieczon¹, a instytucj¹ ubezpieczaj¹c¹, na
mocy której ubezpieczaj¹cy siê zobowi¹zuje siê do wniesienia jednorazowej, lub regularnej op³aty sk³adki
ubezpieczeniowej, natomiast ubezpieczyciel zobowi¹zuje siê do wyp³aty odszkodowania w przypadku
œmierci osoby ubezpieczonej.
