SAUERKRAUT - MUSHROOM PASTA BAKE

7 oz. sm. or med. shell macaroni cooked al dente & drained
1-1/2 Ibs. fresh mushrooms, sliced 2 c¢. onions, diced

1 stick (1/2 c.) butter or margarine 1 qt. sauerkraut

1 Thsp. caraway seeds salt & pepper

In a large non-stick frying pan, melt butter or margarine.
Add onions and mushrooms and saute about 10 to 12
minutes. Mix in drained sauerkraut and caraway seeds. (If
sauerkraut is too sour, rinse it with water and drain.) Heat
together until hot. Spray a large 3 qt. casserole with cooking
spray. Add cooked pasta and mushroom-sauerkraut
mixture. Mix together well. Place in oven at 350 degrees
and bake for 45 min. to 1 hour. Serve with fresh rye bread
or rolls. This is even better if you make it a day beforehand.
It’s great for Lenten meatless meals or as a side dish.

The Polish Museum of America (PMA) and the
Paderewski Room Renovation Committee of the PMA are
pleased to announce the grand re-opening of the
Paderewski Room at the Polish Museum, 984 N. Milwaukee
Ave., Chicago, IL. The gala will take place on Friday,
November 6, 2009. The Reception begins at 6 p.m. with
dinner at 7:30 p.m. A short program with tours of the Room
will follow. This is an invitation-only event; to receive
invitation, please call the Museum at 773-384-3352, ext
104, or email: maria-ciesla@polishmuseumofamerica.org

This room is the highlight of the PMA’s archival
collection. It is an extraordinary repository of memorabilia
documenting the life and multi-faceted career of , dedicated
to Ignacy Jan Paderewski (1860-1941) in 1937 - an
influential statesman, a renowned pianist and composer, a
son of Poland and a friend of Polonia.

The Paderewski Room has been closed to the public for
a few years, while the major renovations were made. In
September of 2009, the Paderewski Room Committee was
formed and has been actively involved in planning the “new
look” of this exhibit.

Since the Paderewski Room was not air conditioned and
it had poor heating controls, a combined heating and air
conditioning system was installed and its ductwork was
concealed for a more efficient air flow. Colorful decorative
stencils on the ceiling surrounding the room, which depict
the logos of various Pol-Am fraternals were conserved and
repaired. Other major renovations include replacing the
carpet, upgrading the walnut display cases, and cleaning
and stabilizing valuable upholstered furniture. Security
measures were also taken to protect the display of
Paderewski’s furnishings from his suite in the Buckingham
Hotel in New York City - his last residence - with a
protective glass partition.

The Committee’s In-house Project Manager is Richard
Kujawa, the PMA’s Operations Manager. He has been
reporting the progress of the renovations to the PMA Board
and the Committee and has been working with the many
dedicated contractors, tradesmen, artisans and craftsmen
who have been working on this project.

Chris Jaworowski of Discovery Builders in Chicago is
the general contractor. He specializes in the renovation of
historic buildings and brings experience and a conscientious
perspective to this undertaking.

Since January of 2009, the technological electronic
installations have been upgraded, walls and ceilings have
been painted, new display cases were built to match the
existing walnut cases, and UV protective glass has replaced
the old window glass.

The contents of the Paderewski Room have also been
conserved and preserved, including one-of-a-kind paintings,
important Paderewski documents, papers, letters,
photographs and other memorabilia. The PMA’s
conservators are working hard to have the materials ready
for the long-anticipated re-opening.

The exhibits in the newly-designed Paderewski Room
are based upon the theme of Paderewski’s various roles as a
patriot, musician and humanitarian. The exhibits will
enable visitors acquire an in-depth understanding of this
amazing man. Included in the exhibits will be important
documents and explanations of their significance that, until
now, have been seen by only a few people.

Since the Paderewski Room is the space originally
occupied by the Museum, the Committee has designated an
area in the Paderewski Room in memory of the Museum’s
first curator, Mieczyslaw Haiman. His desk, published
books and other items will be on display.

Some pro-bono labor was donated by tradesmen,
craftsmen and artists involved in this renovation, and some
supplies were donated from companies. However, the
Museum requires additional funds to complete this major
renovation project.

In May, Narod Polski ran an announcement about a contest whereby the Polish
organization "Wspolnota Polska” offered Polish American youths a chance to visit Poland
for two weeks and acquaint them with the country of their roots, to learn about Polish
heritage, art, culture, architecture and everyday life in Poland. The PRCUA selected 6
members at random to participate in that program. PRCUA Res. V.P. Anna Sokolowski
asked them to write a essay about their trip. Below is one essay and photos. If we receive
more essays and photos of the trip, they will be posted on the PRCUA website:

When I first found out that I had won a
trip to Poland, I didn't believe it. I thought
my parents were playing a very mean trick
on me. But they weren't. Those two weeks in
Poland were the best two weeks of my life!

In the airport, everyone was fairly quiet -
at least, the quietest it ever was on the trip.
When the plane finally set off, we were still
very quiet. In Pultusk, Poland everyone was
exhausted, but didn't want to sleep because
it was all so new and exiting. Our hotel,
Dom Polonii, was beautiful and very old
with lots of history. Dom Polonii was
originally a bishop's castle and over the
years, it has sheltered many important
figures including several Czars of Russia and
Napoleon Bonaparte. It is a horseshoe-
shaped building with three floors and fairly extensive grounds. We were situated on the
third floor, at the base of the horseshoe. The room I was in had a beautiful view, looking out
over the courtyard. One of my favorite things to do in my free time was to sit on the two-foot
wide windowsill, open the window and watch the boys play Frisbee, talk to other friends
staying around the horseshoe or just sit there and enjoy the breeze and the view.

While in Poland, we visited four cities, not including Pultusk. The first was Warsaw. We

saw the president's home, and a basilica, which was beautiful, with exquisite stained glass
windows, but it was very dark. We also went to the Museum of the Warsaw Uprising which
was very interesting, with many artifacts, and it taught me many things that I didn't know
about World War II.
) The next day, we went to Torun. We took a
} tour of the city, which was very old and
beautiful. It hadn't been destroyed during
World War II, unlike Warsaw, which had to
be almost completely rebuilt. We also
sampled and made gingerbread, which is a
food that the people of Torun make
especially well. Unfortunately, we couldn't
eat the gingerbread we made, but the
gingerbread we did get to eat, in my opinion,
was extremely good.

The next city we visited was Czestochowa,
where we visited Jasna Gora, the abbey
where the painting of the Black Madonna
resides. It was one of the most beautiful
places I have ever been. It was also one of
the most touching, for, in the room where the Black Madonna is, the walls are covered with
not only rosaries, but also splints, braces, crutches and even a heart monitor!

We continued on our journey to Krakow, where we stayed for a couple of days. On a visit
to Krakow, we saw many things, including St. Mary's Basilica and the trumpeter of
Krakow. Then it was time to go back to Pultusk, and then back home. Nobody slept on the
10-hour flight though. As we came from all over the place and it wasn't likely we would see
each other again, so naturally we stayed up for
those few hours. When we got to the airport
we were glad it took half an hour to get our
bags, and cried when it was time to leave.

Those two weeks were the best in my life
so far, not only because of the things I did
and saw, but also because of the friends I |
made. Thank you to the Polish Roman
Catholic Union of America, the Polish
American Congress, Wspolnota Polska, and
of course, my parents, for making my trip
possible.

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PRCUA’s “October - Polish American Heritage Month” Coloring

Frederic Chopin was a Polish musical
composer and pianist who was born at Zelazowa-
Wola, near Warsaw, on the 22nd of February
1810. His father, of French origin, had married a
Polish lady, Justine Krzyzanowska, therefore they
resided in her homeland. Frederic was their third
child. His initial music education was received
from Adalbert Ziwny, a Czech musician. Frederic
Chopin was a very gifted musician from an early
age. He published his first composition at age
seven and began performing in aristocratic salons
at the age of eight.

Frederic Chopin also received a good
general education at one of the first colleges of
Warsaw, where he was supported by Prince
Antoine Radziwill, a generous patron of artistic
talent, who was himself a well known composer of
music. Chopin’s musical genius opened many
opportunities for him to play in the best circles of
Polish society, at that time when artistic talent in
all forms was greatly appreciated. These early
impressions had a lasting influence on Chopin’s
development. While in college, he received
thorough instruction in musical theory from Joseph
Elsner, a learned musician and director of the
Conservatory of Music in Warsaw.

The government rejected his father's
request for financial aid to send the boy abroad,
so on his own Chopin went to Vienna to try to
arrange the publication of several of his works.
After a successful debut in Vienna on Aug. 11,
1829, Chopin returned home to prepare for a
concert tour, this time through Germany and Italy.
At that time, he was in all respects a fully
developed artist and composer. He did not go
through a transition periods marked by gradual
progress. His genius was apparent even at the
beginning of his musical career. Chopin’s music
had an individuality about it and his style was
different from everyone else’s in Europe at that
time. In 1831, he left Vienna with the intention of
visiting London; but on his way to England he
traveled to Paris. He was so impressed by the city
and its people, that he settled there for the rest of
his life.

In Paris, he again he soon became the
favorite and musical hero of society. His
connection with Madame Dudevant, better known
by her penname of George Sand, is an important
feature of Chopin’s life. When in 1839 his health
began to fail, she went with him to Majorca and it
was mainly owing to her tender care that the
composer recovered his health for a time. Chopin
declared that the destruction of his relations with
Madame Dudevant in 1847 broke up his life. The
association of these two artists has provoked a
whole literature on the nature of their relations, of
which the novel Un Hiver a Majorque was the
beginning. The last ten years of Chopin’s life were
a continual struggle with the pulmonary disease to
which he succumbed in Paris on the 17th of
October 1849. The year before his death he
visited England, where he was received with
enthusiasm by many admirers. Chopin died in the
arms of his sister, who hastened from Poland to
his death-bed. He was buried in France. This year
marks the 160th anniversary of his death.

The wonder of Chopin's music is the
way he conjured up new sounds from the piano.
His pieces explore the full expressive range of the
piano, and he had the ability to create a kind of
musical poetry. The freedom with which he played
is reflected in his extensive use of tempo rubato.
He also extended the harmonies of the Romantic
style; not by bold leaps to new chords and tones,
but by subtle side trips that take his pieces to
those new tone areas. Chopin is remembered as
one of the first nationalist composers because he
used the themes and dances of his native Poland
as the sources for his pieces - especially the
Polonaises and Mazurkas. In every way, Chopin
was the finest "Romantic" composer.

Bolestaw is not Bill,
Jadwiga is not Harriet!

Recently a reader from the Cleveland area asked if it was true that there is no
English equivalent for a popular Polish first name. "Most Polish people say there is no
English translation for 'Bolestaw', yet I have heard that it might translate to 'William',"
wrote Ms. Richarda Ksiazek-Jambrozy of Lakewood, Ohio.

Since this and related questions have been bouncing around Polonia for ages,
perhaps we should take a closer look at the problem. It is not true that there is no
English translation of Bolestaw. The official translation is Boleslaus and can be found
in history books in reference to Boleslaus the Brave (Bolestaw Chrobry), Boleslaus
Wry-Mouth (Bolestaw Krzywousty), etc. The problem is that the official version has
not been widely used in Polonia, so some may think no equivalent exists.

It was probably because the kids of the late 19th-century and early 20th-century
immigrants were under great pressure to become "Americanized" as soon as possible
that they sought similar-sounding English equivalents for their Polish first names, and
that is how Bill came about. And since Bill is short for William....

The above-mentioned letter-writer from the Cleveland area was a case in point.
She wrote: "Because my parents were new immigrant and did not know what Ryszarda
translated into, I was dubbed Rita because that started with an 'R"." Even in Poland
Ryszarda is an extremely rare woman's first name, and this is the first time I ever heard
an English equivalent.

Other more common misnomers include: Chester (Czestaw, correct form -
Ceslaus), Walter (Wtadystaw - Ladislaus), Stanley (Stanistaw - Stanislaus), Harriet
(Jadwiga - Hedwig), Bernice (Bronistawa - Bronislava), Lottie and Laddy
(Wladystawa - Ladislava). And Wactaw is officially Wenceslaus, as in the translated
Czech carol "Good Kind Wenceslaus went out on the feast of Stephen." Some names
such as Grazyna and Wiestaw really have no English equivalents, so resourceful Pol-
Ams have made them up and produced Grace and Wesley as substitutes. And I have
heard Pearl used for Pelagia.

Rather than correct translations, these are customary equivalents that have become
widespread through repeated usage such as Harriet fro Jadwiga and Bill for Bolestaw.
But there are exceptions. I first ran across Boley as a short form of Bolestaw in
America in the novel "Fool's White" by Rev. John Abucewicz. It was about a Polish
immigrant family in a New England mill town back in the 1930s.

Since Ms Ksiazek-Jambrozy signed her letter "Richarda", she apparently uses that
form instead of the customary Rita which has absolutely no relation to Ryszarda. Rev.
Czestaw Krysa, a well-known professor and pastor from the Buffalo area, in his
childhood had been written down and signed up everywhere as "Chester", but as an
adult had it officially changed to Czestaw. And on a Polish Internet discussion forum
one Polish American with an English-sounding name plans to deliberately change it to
something very Polish: Czestaw Mieczkowski.

This may not yet be a widespread trend among Polonia, but it would of been
unheard of amongst the children of the late 19th-century and early 20th-century
immigrants. Having their long Polish names repeatedly Anglo-mangled by teachers
and classmates alike and subjected to ethnic ridicule by uppity WASP, Irish and other
"200% American" types, most of them wanted to shed their Old World ways as soon
as possible.

A Humble Man’s
Happy Milestone

On Sunday, October 25, 2009, Cleveland Polonia
will be invited to gather and share in a truly historic
occasion marking a singular milestone: Reverend
Monsignor Leo Telesz, Pastor of Saint Casimir Church
in Cleveland since 1973 (36 years!), will celebrate the
70th anniversary of his priestly ordination.

At 92 years of age, Monsignor Telesz is the
Patriarch of Cleveland’s Polish priests and our oldest
serving pastor. The last half of his priestly life has been
dedicated to Saint Casimir Church, while its first half
was spent in the service of Cleveland Polonia through
assignments at various other Polish parishes. Born
here, Monsignor was formed and ordained in Poland just nine days after the
outbreak of the Second World War. He was fortunate to have survived
during that most difficult of times and he returned to Cleveland where he
has been laboring in the Lord’s vineyard ever since.

I have known Monsignor Telesz for over twenty years, since my arrival
at Saint Mary Seminary in Cleveland, which was located just down the
street from his parish. Having a Polish parish in the neighborhood was just
too good to pass-up, so I began to attend Mass and assist there as my
seminary schedule would allow. Monsignor was always very kind and
hospitable to me and so grateful for even the smallest gesture on behalf of
the parish. He was a strong supporter for my priestly vocation and helped
Saint Casimir’s to become like another home to me. Following my
ordination, one of my First Masses was celebrated there followed by a
wonderful reception in true “staropolskie” style!

parish was named our “Solidarity” church in 1980 and was charged with
ministering to new immigrants. Together with others who traveled to make
Saint Casimir’s their home parish, they helped preserve this historic and
landmark edifice which stands as one of our true artistic gems. As is typical
with our Polish parishes, the entire complex is in fine repair and you could,
literally, eat off the floor as it is kept so clean.

You’d be hard pressed to find a more “honey” and welcoming parish than
Saint Casimir’s, which operates like a real family in that everyone has a
place and a role to play. Their perseverance through the years has anchored
the community and may, God willing, finally have begun to pay off. The City
is building a fine, large, new school adjacent to the parish property and the
long-awaited neighborhood revival may be around the corner .

Ironically, Saint Casimir’s might not be there to see it happen. Having
survived all that has come its way from without, it has fallen victim to
internal considerations as the diocesan bishop has decreed it is to close as
part of a downsizing program. While protests to the contrary have proved
fruitless, a final hope rests in an appeal to the Vatican to see this valuable
symbol of Polonia and this neighborhood preserved in some manner, shape,
or form. Only time will tell. Please add your prayers to ours to make this
happen.

OCTOBER - POLISH AMERICAN HERITAGE
MONTH TO BE CELEBRATED WITH
SCREENING OF "WORLD WAR II -
BEHIND CLOSED DOORS"

Cleveland, OH - As a joint project to celebrate October - Polish American Heritage
Month, the Alliance of Poles, a Division of the PRCUA, will join with Ohio Division of the
Polish American Congress to present the first episode of the powerful film "World War II -
Behind Closed Doors" on Wednesday, October 7, 2009.

This film is based on the book of the same title written by Laurence Rees. It is one of
the few accounts of WWII that accurately expose the deception foisted upon the people, not
only of America, but the world at large. Roosevelt, Stalin and Churchill plotted in secrecy to
deliver Poland to the Communists, while pretending to keep their hands clean. Well
documented details provide a rare glimpse into the Machiavellian minds of these three
world leaders.

Episode 1 - subtitled Unlikely Friends lays bare the history of the secret allegiances
that Stalin wanted to hide and the alliances he was later forced to make with the West.
Here is the inside story of the infamous Nazi/Soviet pact, the Soviet invasion of Poland, the
heinous crime that became known as the Katyn Massacre, and the early days of the
difficult alliance between the Soviet Union, Great Britain, and the United States.

Not only had Poland been swallowed up by Russia, Prussia and Austria in the
partitions at the end of the 19th century, and endured the aggression of Nazi Germany
during the war, but now it was to become a puppet state of Communist Russia. The tragic
story of back room politics is clearly exposed in this story. This film is a "must see,"
especially for Polish Americans who believe that the US government is righteous and noble,
and has always acted positively on behalf of those seeking freedom and democracy.

A British Broadcast System video, this film was first shown on Public Broadcast
System in the USA.

Following the film will be a panel discussion presented by Polish veterans who actually
fought in the Warsaw Uprising, thus giving first hand account, and veracity, to these
dastardly deeds.

Episode 1 of the film will be shown at the regular monthly membership meeting of the
Polish American Congress - Ohio Division after a short business meeting. Episodes 2 and 3
will be shown at a later time.

Q: Are the bonds issued by pre-World War II Poland
of any value?

A: According to Poland's Finance Ministry, a law passed by
the communist regime in 1950 stated that claims would
become invalid in 1968 unless other legislation to the
contrary is enacted. In the 1970s, in a bid to gain Western
credits, the new communist boss Edward Gierek redeemed
some of the pre-war bonds. The latest cut-off date was
2005, and only legal suits lodged before then may be
pursued. Tomasz Gérniak, who heads the Polish Pre-War
Bondholders Association, was recently awarded 50,000
zlotys in compensation by a Warsaw court, but he had
instituted the suit before 2005. He is hopeful, however,
that a new law may some day be enacted to redeem other
outstanding claims.

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Powstanie lotnisko w Modlinie - Wojewoda Mazowiecki wydal pozwolenie na budowg portu lotniczego w
podwarszawskim Modlinie - lotnisko bedzie wspomagaé warszawskie Okgcie. Nowe lotnisko ma przeja¢ m.in.
potaczenia krajowe i obstugiwac¢ samoloty przez cata dobg. Do 2014 roku lotnisko ma mie¢ mozliwo$¢ obstugi
1,85 mln pasazerow rocznie. Dokument obejmuje m.in. pozwolenie na budowg terminalu pasazerskiego,
budynkéw strazy pozarnej, stuzb granicznych i celnych. Bedzie to jedna z najwazniejszych inwestycji na
Mazowszu.

Warszawa nagrodzona prestizowa nagroda za iluminacje murdéw Starego Miasta - Stoleczna Stardwka wpisana na
liste Swiatowego Dziedzictwa UNESCO w tym roku dostata prestizowa nagrode imienia Jeana-Paula L'Alliera za
projekt o$wietlenia zabytkowych muréw staromiejskich. Wybrano go sposrod 16 projektow nadestanych z catego
$wiata. [luminacja fortyfikacji Starego Miasta byla ostatnim etapem renowacji muréw obronnych. Opracowany
zostal rowniez projekt oSwietlenia calego wyremontowanego niedawno Traktu Krolewskiego. Jego
najwazniejsze obiekty architektoniczne sa iluminowane: m.in. kosciot §w.

Nie powiodta si¢ wspotpraca dworcoOw z biznesem - zagospodarowanie czg$ci komercyjnej przynosi zyski tylko
w przypadku okoto 30 polskich dworcéw. Zakrojony na szeroka skalg¢ plan obejmujacy trzy dworce w
Warszawie oraz m.in. w Krakowie, Wroctawiu czy Sopocie nie powiddt sie. Firmy, ktore zglaszaty si¢ do
zagospodarowywania poszczegdlnych obiektow wycofywatly si¢ z uméw z PKP po tym, jak nie udato im sig
uzyskac finansowania. Spotka Dworce Kolejowe, do ktorej zostato przydzielonych 100 najwigkszych dworcow,
ponosi straty. Wina za taki stan rzeczy obarcza obecny kryzys. Kilka lat temu NIK zarzucit PKP Ze nawet nie
stara si¢ wynajmowac czy sprzedawa¢ dworcowych nieruchomosci. W przysztym roku PKP planuje rozpoczaé
remont 33 dworcow z §rodkdéw przyznanych po raz pierwszy na ten cel przez budzet panstwa. W pierwszej
kolejnosci te, ktore sa na szlaku zmodernizowanych torow z Warszawy do Poznania i z Gdyni przez Warszawg do
Katowic.
