PRIMARY - Beginning with the primary election on Feb. 2,
2010, Chicago voters can cast an absentee ballot by mail
without giving reasons or excuses. This is one of several
changes in the Election Code that were signed into law this
summer. Voters simply need to sign and submit an
APPLICATION TO VOTE ABSENTEE to receive a ballot
by mail.  Absentee ballots must be postmarked the day
before the election. An  expanded "grace period," will allow
those who miss the registration deadline of Jan. 5 to come
in person to register through Jan. 26, 2010.

SPARE RIBS AND SAUERKRAUT
By Karyn Sobol, Wilkes-Barre, PA

2 lbs. pork spare ribs, country style lemon juice
Worcestershire sauce (optional) 1 jar/bag sauerkraut
1 Tbsp. chopped garlic 3 Tbsp. oil
1 med. onion, sliced thin 3 c. water
2 beef or mushroom bouillon cubes 3 whole bay leaves
2 grains of whole allspice 1 carrot sliced thin 
4 whole black peppercorns 4 potatoes cubed
1 Tbsp. caraway seeds (optional)
Place sauerkraut in a colander, reserving juice for later.
Drain, rinse and drain again. Rub spare ribs with lemon
juice and Worcestershire sauce. Salt and pepper ribs.
Brown spare ribs with onions and oil in soup pot. When
brown, add water, allspice, peppercorns, bouillon cubes,
carrots, drained sauerkraut, garlic and bay leaves. Cover
and simmer 45 minutes. Add potatoes and simmer 45
minutes more. Put 3 Tbsp. flour in a small bowl, add 1 cup
liquid from pot and mix until smooth with a wire whip. Stir
flour mix into the sauerkraut mixture and heat until
thickened. Salt and pepper to taste. If too sour, add brown
sugar 1 tsp. at a time. If not sour enough, add reserved
sauerkraut juice 1/4 cup at a time. If meat falls off the
bone, remove bones before serving. 

MOLDED OREO COOKIE DESSERT
By Julie Young of Sarver, PA

1 (18 oz.) bag oreo cookies 3/4 c. melted margarine
1 (8 oz.) cream cheese 1 c. sugar
1 (12 oz.) Cool Whip 1 lg. instant choc. pudding
2-1/2 c. milk
Crush one-half of the oreo cookies; reserve the rest for the
top. In bowl, mix crushed cookies with melted margarine.
Press into a 9” x 13” pan. In another bowl, mix cream
cheese and sugar until smooth. Add half of the Cool Whip
and mix. Spread over crumbs in the pan. In another bowl,
beat pudding and milk. Spread over the cream cheese layer.
Spread remaining Cool Whip over pudding. Coarsely break
up remaining cookies and sprinkle over the top. Cover with
plastic wrap and chill several hours. This dessert can also
be made one or two days before serving.

2009 Softball
Tournament
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I would like to start this letter with a thank
you to those who have followed my two-year
journey in Uganda, through holidays and my
family's visit. I arrived in Uganda over two years
ago in August of 2007. A lot has changed in
Uganda, America and with me over this period of
time. I am sure there will be a lot of funny stories
as I readjust to life in the States -  the fast pace of
life, the endless choices for food, clothes, and things
to do - and try to explain the past two years of my
life in a 30-second
sound bite. 

As for how
things have changed
in Uganda, there have
been a lot of small
changes in the
community with which

I have been working.
One school now has an

iron-sheeted roof instead of grass, the women's group has
learned new skills and they are able to pay the school fees for
their children and even pamper themselves a bit. The water
project was completed, so now there is a reliable source of
water to the health center. 109 keyhole gardens have been
built, enabling the families to eat more vegetables and sell the
excess for income generation (one widow has now made
250,000 UGX ($125) by selling her vegetables). 100 community
change agents have been trained on the construction of the
rocket lorena fuel efficient stove. All the kids in my community
now know me, but also the importance of safe water, good sanitation and proper hygiene.
But for Uganda, in general, there have been improvements in HIV & AIDS health care,
education, and poverty, but not nearly enough. Some things will be determined by the
outcome of the 2011 election. As the riots on September 10-12th have shown us, there are
many issues that have not been addressed and Uganda has a youth population that is tired
of being left behind in the world. 

It has been very difficult to say goodbye to the friends I have made during my time
here, many of whom I will continue to be in contact with for as long as possible. They have
all made an impact on my life, even if it is just a smile everyday for the few children I have
taught to say "Hello", or if they have shown me what a positive attitude, faith, and a never
ending work ethic can accomplish for a school, a household or a community.  The Peace
Corps claim "this will be the hardest job you will ever love" is true. I have come to
appreciate the community, the challenges faced trying to get things done (sometimes more
complications than seemed possible) and the small successes everyone must celebrate.

As I look back on the past two years, I would love to say that I have made a great
impact on my community, but I feel the greatest impact was made on me by my community.
Yes, I have implemented projects and worked with schools and played with children and I
have helped change those lives, but I have grown in many ways, become more independent
(if that was possible) but also learned how to lean on others. My views of our place in the
world have changed as well. The idea that America has everything, that no one suffers, is a
misconception that was hard to deal with because I know that we have homeless families,
children that can't count on having 3 meals a day, corruption, people who can't access basic
health care, an unfair education system and many other issues. Yet we seem to concentrate
on other issues like celebrities, and getting new clothes or items for the house. Each person
concentrates on what they feel is important for them and their family and friends to survive
and prosper. But I hope we can remember that even in our own backyard we can make a
difference on those around us. One does not have to come all the way to Africa to find a
cause or a family to help. 

Thank you for you continued support and reading about my rants all the way from
Uganda.

- Advent, which now usually lasts just under four weeks, once was six-weeks long like Lent. Advent is
the preparation for Christmas, except it is less somber and penitential.
- The op³atek-sharing ritual on Christmas Eve and the Holy Saturday food-blessing custom are practiced
by more than 95% of all Polish families and are Poland’s most widespread holiday traditions
- The creche-making contest, held in Kraków in early December, is a fairly recent tradition dating from
the pre-World War II period. Participating Christmas cribs, ranging from matchbox size to 10 feet tall, are
displayed round the Adam Mickiewicz Monument in the Main Old Town Square.
- Some tradition-minded families insist on serving 12 dishes for the traditional wieczerza wigilijna
(Christmas Eve supper). In other families it must be an odd number: 5, 7, 9 or 11. 
- It was once regarded as a lucky sign if a male visitor was the first to cross a family's threshold on
Christmas Eve. A female visitor was thought to bring misfortune.
- Poland's two most popular Wigilia fish are pickled herring, usually served in oil or sour cream, and carp,
usually fried or in aspic (jellied). 
- Polish youngsters do not have to wait until the morning of December 25th to get their gifts. These are
passed out on Christmas Eve after the festive Wiglia supper and before Midnight Mass.
- Weso³ych Œwi¹t Bo¿ego Narodzenia (Happy Christmas Holidays) is often shortened to just Weso³ych
Œwi¹t (Happy Holidays)
- The Twelve Days of Christmas were once called Gody or Godnie Œwiêta in Polish and lasted until the
eve of Three Kings (12th Night). As a way of predicting the weather in the year ahead, each day
symbolized a month in the New Year. If the 4th day (Dec. 28) was cold, you could expect a chilly April. 
- The Polish St. Nicholas is often accompanied by a devil helper who passes out switches to misbehaved
youngsters. Polish devils often have such native names such as Boruta, Rokita or Lucyper, and in Polish
folk tales they are often outwitted by crafty peasants. 
- Washing over a bucket of water containing a coin on Christmas Eve was once thought to ensure good
fortune and robust health.
-  In the peasant cottages of yesteryear, not only was hay placed under the tablecloth on Christmas Eve,
but straw was strewn about on the floor and sheaves of grain were placed in the corners of the room. 
- The oldest Polish kolêda (carol) goes back to the 15th century: Anio³ pasterzom mówi³.
- In some parts of rural Poland, special colored op³atek is mixed with the scraps from the Wigilia table
and fed to the family's livestock.
-  Traditionally, the Christmas Eve supper does not begin until the evening's first star appears in the sky.
Small children were usually given the task of standing in the window and watching for the star, which
was a good way to keep them from getting in the way of last-minute preparations. 
- Before the advent of the Christmas tree, Polish peasant cottages were decorated with hanging mobiles
known as paj¹ki (spiders). They were fashioned from straw and paper flowers. 
- A decorated pointed top of an evergreen suspended upside-down from the rafters was known long
before the Christmas tree. Called pod³aŸniczka, it was decorated with homemade ornaments & goodies.  
- The edibles decorating the pod³aŸniczka was what youngsters liked best, because sweet snacks were a
rarity amongst the peasantry. Goodies included sweets in shimmering paper, nuts, apples and pierniczki.
- According to a once widely held custom, every Wigilia guest must sample at least a symbolic portion of
each dish on the table. And no-one is allowed to leave the table during the meal except the server.
- Poland's Christmas gift-giver varied according to region. In some places it was the Christ Child himself,
elsewhere an angel, a female known as Gwiazdka, or a bearded Gwiazdor (Christmasman). Nowadays it
is mainly Œw.Miko³aj (Saint Nicholas), although he is still called Gwiazdor in the Poznañ region.
- A prized possession of every Polish family was once the Kantyczka, a hymnal containing religious
songs for every occasion including a large collection of kolêdy (carols). Their pages were often yellowed
and ragged round the edges, since these hymnals were passed down from one generation to another.

House and Senate Approve
Honorary Citizenship for
General Casimir Pulaski

On October 8, 2009, the U.S. House of Representatives
unanimously passed 422-0 Ohio Congressman Dennis Kucinich’s
resolution, HRJ26, to grant Brigadier General Casimir Pulaski
honorary posthumous citizenship for his service during the
American Revolutionary War .

“Casimir Pulaski was one of the great heroes of the American
Revolution. He was a dedicated freedom fighter who deserves the
highest recognition the United States can give to an immigrant
war hero. I am honored to join with other Members of Congress to
help enshrine his memory with honorary posthumous citizenship,”
said Kucinich.

General Pulaski left his native Poland and fought on the side
of the colonists against the British in the American Revolution.
George Washington bestowed the rank of brigadier general on
Pulaski, who organized a legion of cavalry known as the Pulaski
Legion. Pulaski is credited with being the ‘Father of the American
Cavalry.’

He famously said, “I came here, where freedom is being
defended, to serve it, and to live or die for it.” After fighting
bravely at Brandywine and ejecting the British occupiers from
Charleston, Brigadier General Pulaski was mortally wounded in
Savannah, Georgia and was taken aboard the American ship USS
Wasp, where he died at sea on October 11, 1779. 

Congress has previously granted honorary U.S. citizenship
posthumously only five times, most recently to the Marquis de
Lafayette in 2002. Lafayette was a Frenchman who, like Pulaski,
fought courageously on the side of America during the
Revolutionary War.

Kucinich first introduced this legislation in 2005.
Congressman Dan Lipinski (D-Ill.) also spoke to urge his
colleagues to vote in favor of the citizenship bill.

A similar bill introduced by Senator Richard Durbin (D-IL)
has previously been approved by the Senate. However, under
congressional rules the House bill and the Senate bill have to be
reconciled, even though the verbiage is the same. It was suggested
that, if possible, the best alternative date for the President to sign
the bill is October 15, the true revised date that is now known as
the date on which Pulaski died in Savannah. It would be the
230th anniversary of his death.

The day following the House vote, President Barack Obama
declared October 11, 2009, to be General Pulaski Memorial Day.

Many
nicknames were based on people's characteristics: G³owacki was big-
headed and Dubiel may have been the village idiot. Others were based
on where someone lived: Zaleski came from the other side of the forest,
Podgórski made his home at the foot of a hill and Mazur hailed from
northern Poland's forested, lake-studded Mazury region.

Œwiêto 11 listopada obchodzone jest w wielu krajach na pami¹tkê poleg³ych w I wojnie œwiatowej
¿o³nierzy i osób cywilnych.  Dzieñ Weterana, dawniej pod nazw¹ Armistice Day.  W listopadzie 1919 r.
prezydent Woodrow Wilson proklamowa³ pierwsze œwiêto Armistice Day.  1 czerwca 1954 roku kongres USA
zatwierdzi³ nazwê Veterans Day, œwiêto jest obchodzone w ho³dzie dla weteranów amerykañskich poleg³ych na
wszystkich frontach wojennych.  W USA jest to œwiêto zarówno pañstwowe jak i stanowe.  

W Polsce 11 listopada to Dzieñ Niepodleg³oœci.  Równie¿ obchodzony w zwi¹zku z zakoñczeniem I
wojny œwiatowej, dla Polski jednak ma szczególne znaczenie, gdy¿ w 1918 r., po 123 latach zaborów pañstwo
polskie odrodzi³o siê i odzyska³o niepodleg³oœæ. 

W nocy z 6 na 7 listopada powsta³ w Lublinie Tymczasowy Rz¹d Ludowy Republiki Polskiej pod
kierownictwem Ignacego Daszyñskiego, w którego sk³ad weszli przedstawiciele PPS, PPSD i PSL
„Wyzwolenie”.  W tym samym czasie powróci³ do kraju Józef Pi³sudski, wiêziony od lipca 1917 r. przez
Niemców.  10 listopada 1918 r. przyby³ do Warszawy.  11 listopada Rada Regencyjna przekaza³a Pi³sudskiemu
Naczelne Dowództwo nad formuj¹cym siê Wojskiem Polskim, a trzy dni póŸniej równie¿ w³adzê cywiln¹.
Pi³sudski powo³a³ nowy centralny rz¹d, który w dniu 21 listopada wyda³ manifest zapowiadaj¹cy reformê roln¹
i nacjonalizacjê niektórych ga³êzi przemys³u oraz wprowadzi³ korzystne dla robotników warunki pracy i
zapowiedzia³ wybory parlamentarne.   22 listopada Józef Pi³sudski og³osi³ siê Naczelnikiem Pañstwa i
razem z premierem podpisa³ dekret o tymczasowych w³adzach Republiki Polskiej. 

Dzieñ 11 listopada zosta³ w 1937 r. oficjalnie og³oszony œwiêtem narodowym.  Od 1919 r. obchodzony by³
jako Œwiêto Niepodleg³oœci. Po II wojnie œwiatowej w³adze PRL usunê³y Œwiêto Niepodleg³oœci z kalendarza,
przywrócone zosta³o w 1989 roku przez Sejm IX Kadencji.
