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Traditional IRA Could Now be Rolled
Over into an IRA Roth

Starting January 1, 2010, a new tax law will be in effect in
which the $100,000 adjusted gross income limit disappears for
converting Traditional Individual Retirement Accounts and
employer-sponsored retirement plans to a Roth IRA.

With a Traditional IRA, investors must begin to withdraw
from their accounts after reaching age 70-1/2, which increases
taxable income. There are no required distributions for a Roth
IRA during the owner's lifetime, which results in greater
flexibility and more choices when managing investments and
cash flow.

One of the most important items to consider when
converting an IRA is identifying the best source of funds to pay
the taxes. Converting to a Roth can be expensive - it requires
paying income tax on all pretax contributions and earnings
included in the amount converted.

To lessen the impact of this tax expense, it is possible to
spread the income taxes due on 2010 conversions over two
years. Thus, the conversion amount may be included as taxable
income in both 2011 and 2012. In subsequent years, however,
conversions are included in income during the tax year in which
they are completed.

It has been accepted and argued that converting makes
sense only if an investor can pay the tax from funds outside the
IRA itself, as it gives investors the biggest advantage: the more
IRA dollars transferred to a Roth, the bigger the Roth and the
greater the chance for long-term tax-free growth.

Even though individuals who convert and who decide to
pay the taxes with funds inside their IRA are lowering their
overall IRA balance, their new Roth account eliminates the
requirement to make taxable withdrawals after age 70-1/2.

*In some cases, this allows individuals to stay below the threshold
at which much of their Social Security checks would be taxed; avoiding
higher Medicare premiums (which are tied to income levels) may also
be possible. Some individuals may also be able to leave larger amounts
of money for beneficiaries, since inherited Roth IRAs aren’t subject to
income tax.

ADDITIONAL POINTS TO CONSIDER:

- Those considering Roth conversions should consult a tax
professional and/or a local accountant. Wisconsin didn't drop
the $100,000 income limit, meaning residents over that limit face
a penalty for Roth conversions. There may be similar cases in
other states.

- IRA owners with Medicare Part B who convert to a Roth may
be subject to higher premiums for a period of time.

- Investors under age 59-1/2 who convert to a Roth may pay an
early-withdrawal penalty on IRA assets used to pay tax.

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Announcing the Creation of a District #2 Organization
1st Meeting to be held Saturday, February 20, 2010

The book
relates the experiences of a 19-year-old Pole
o was captured by the Soviets at the
BIAning of World War II and sent to a Siberian
) concentration camp in Kolyma. It is a story that is
kgfly forgotten in most history books today. In

order to survive the unsurvivable, the prisoners

had to work in collaboration with each other. This is the
story of those forgotten lives.

Kowalski received the Siberian Cross at
the WWII Museum in Auburn, Indiana on
Memorial Day, May 25, 2009. The Polish
government instituted the Siberian Cross in
2004 to officially recognize the enforced
deportations in 1939-1956 of Polish citizens to
Northern Russia, Siberia and Kazakstan.

When WWII started, Soviet Union forces
overran Poland 's eastern border and started
forcibly sending families to camps in Siberian forests where
they worked like slaves. Those who were in the military were
sent to the Siberian gulags. Kowalski was sent to Kolyma near
Magadan. Some 1.7 million Polish citizens were deported to
Siberia. Thousands perished in the bleak conditions, while
many of those who survived did not return to a communist
Poland after the war ended.

Born in London, England, the daughter of Stanley
Kowalski, Alexandra Everist came to Chicago in 1960. She
received her B. A. in English from Alliance College and her
MBA from Lake Forest Graduate School of Management. She
has four sons, one daughter, one granddaughter and one step-
son. She has been an active member of Rotary International
since 1988. This is her second published work. A Katrina
Moment, the story of two lovers who remain behind during
Hurricane Katrina and assist in relief efforts, was released in
2008

Stanley Kowalski was born in Jazlowiec, Poland in 1920.
At the age of 19, he was captured by the Soviets and
incarcerated in numerous prisons before being sentenced to
the Siberian gulag in the gold mines of Kolyma. After his
release, Stanley joined the 1st Polish Armored Division and
fought in Normandy, Belgium, Holland and Germany, where
he was shot just before the end of the war. Stanley moved to
England where he met and married the mother of his three
children, Joyce Fleming. The family immigrated to the US in
1960. Joyce died in 1965. Stanley now lives in Auburn, IN
with his second wife, Maryla Garczynska Kowalski.

On Fri,, Nov. 6, a reopening of the newly-renovated Ignacy Jan Paderewski Room
located at the Polish Museum of America (PMA) in Chicago was held. The museum is £
in the same building as the headquarters of the PRCUA and is one of the oldest ethnic ]
museum in the United States.

It was a very beautiful and elegant affair, attended by almost 100 invited guests,
which included a sit down dinner, concert and a tour of the Paderewski Room. The
Paderewski Room highlights the life of the pianist, composer and Polish statesman
Ignacy Paderewski. It holds the largest collection of Paderewski memorabilia
worldwide, including the pen with which he signed the Treaty of Versailles, a
Steinway piano specially constructed for the pianist, and furnishings from the suite he
occupied for the last two years of his life in New York City's posh Buckingham Hotel.

The renovation project involved tearing the room apart in order to restore and up-
grade cabinets, lighting, flooring, add air-conditioning and repaint the walls. All the proceeds from this
event were to help cover the cost of renovations. Some renovation work was supplied by pro-bono labor
and many volunteers; however donations are still needed.

Polish citizens traveling to the United States
would no longer need visas

Washington, DC - The Visa Waiver Program (VWP) is a program of
the United States Government, instituted in 1988 when Poland was still
a Communist-dominated country - which allows citizens of specific
countries to travel to the United States for tourism or business for up to
90 days without having to obtain a visa.

For over a decade, the Polish American community has been trying
to get a visa waiver extension for Poland enacted by Congress, to no
avail. Even after fierce letter-writing campaigns initiated by the Polish
American Congress, the plea has fallen on deaf ears. Not because
individual legislators did not try - Sen. Dick Durbin, Sen. Barbara
Mikulski, Congressman Gutierrez and many other “friends of Polonia”
legislators have done their best to promote a visa waiver extension for
Poland, and have had limited success, but the measure has never made
it into law.

On December 17, 2009 Congressman Mike Quigley (D-District 5,
IL) issued the following statement after his provision to extend the Visa
Waiver Program (VWP) was included in H.R. 4321, the Comprehensive
Immigration Reform for America’s Security and Prosperity Act. The
measure would extend the VWP for an additional two years, so that the
United States can ultimately make permanent the VWP and extend
visa-free travel privileges to Poland.

“Poland is a staunch ally of and great friend to the United States.
As a member of the European Union and the North Atlantic Trade
Organization, Poland has been steadfast in its commitment to freedom
and democratic ideals. Eighteen years ago, the Polish government
repealed a visa requirement for United States citizens traveling to
Poland, and now we must make this diplomatic courtesy a two-way
street.

This is especially meaningful to the members of the thriving Polish
community in Illinois” 5th District, and it will make it much easier for
their relatives to visit the United States. Poland has done so much for
America, and it is our turn to repay this great nation. I am honored that
Congressman Gutierrez and the nearly 100 supporters of this bill felt
strongly that this provision should be included, and I look forward to
working with them to help this bill become law.”

The VWP expired this summer, but Quigley’s provision would
extend it to June 30, 2011. The Homeland Security Department is
currently working on developing plans to modernize the program.

In his first term in Congress, Quigley has emerged as an outspoken
advocate for Poland and Polish-Americans. He has spoken on the
House floor in support of the inclusion of Poland as a country that may
participate in the Visa Waiver Program and also co-sponsored and
helped pass a measure to grant honorary citizenship to Polish general
Casimir Pulaski. Quigley continues to work with the Polish Embassy in
Washington, DC and with Polish Ambassador Robert Kupiecki.

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International Chopin Year

Warsaw - Copernicus, Madame Sklodowska-Curie,
Joseph Conrad, Lech Walesa and our late beloved Pope
John Paul II have certainly all made impressive
contributions to world civilization. But in the musical realm
no other single Pole can hold a candle to Fryderyk
Franciszek Chopin, the brilliant Romantic composer and
unsurpassed piano virtuoso. He is widely regarded as the
greatest Polish composer, and ranks as one of music's
greatest tone poets.

To honor the 200th anniversary of his birth,
UNESCO has proclaimed 2010 “International Chopin
Year.”

Under the auspices of the United Nations
Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization
/ (UNESCO) a ceremonial Chopin concert will be performed
at UNESCO Hall in Paris on June 18th. Special concerts,
festivals, competitions, symposia, exhibitions and other
Chopin-related events are being held across Europe and
around the globe from Finland, Israel and Taiwan to Santiago de Chile, Vancouver, and
Canada.

From Feb. 22 to 28, the Warsaw Philharmonic Orchestra will hold Fryderyk Chopin
Anniversary Concerts in Warsaw, Poland. On February 20-28 Miami, FL will be the scene of
America's 8th Chopin Piano Competition. March 20th - 24th, the Chopin Foundation of the
US is co-hosting a special Chopin conference with the National Music Teachers Association
in Albuquerque, NM. On March 1st, a Gala Chopin Concert will be held at the Polish
National Opera in Warsaw. “Chopin and his Europe” in conjunction with the 6th
International Music Fest will be held in Europe from August 1-31. For more information, go
to_http://en.chopin.nifc.pl/institute.

There are plans to unveil of copy of Warsaw's
Chopin Monument in Chicago, home of America's
largest Polonia. It is designed by Waclaw
Szymanowski, a prolific artist known for his
emotionally charged art. The Chopin Society of
Atlanta, GA will hold an unprecedented 3X Chopin
Concert which features three generations of Chopin’s
musical interpreters on March 21st. And in the
Detroit area, this reporter's old "stomping grounds",
Noreen Snialek-Sinclair, the local pillar of Poland's
musical heritage, has for years organized an annual
Chopiniana Festival each autumn, and this year's will
surely be one of the best. But nowhere will the year's celebrations be more extensive and
inviting than in the land of Chopin's birth.

Chopin was born on March 1, 1810 in the village of Zelazowa Wola near Warsaw to a
naturalized Pole of French origin and a Polish mother. It was she who introduced him to the
piano before he was 5, and by the age of 7 he had composed his firsts Polonaises. A true child
prodigy, he performed before crowned heads, and was recognized as a musical genius. Soon
after he left for Paris in 1830, Poles revolted against their Russian oppressors who crushed
their November Insurrection, and Chopin would never again see his native land.

The main event of Chopin Year in Poland will be the XVI International F. Chopin Piano
Competition, for which eliminations will begin in January. The winners will be announced at
the end of the finals taking place in Warsaw from October 2-23. One of the world's leading
music events, it was first launched in 1927 and since 1955 is held every 5 years. Garrick
Ohlsson, the only American ever to win the competition (1970), will be back in Poland on
March 1st to perform a birthday concert at Warsaw's Fryderyk Chopin Institute. There the
Fryderyk Chopin Museum will be opened and the Third International Chopin Congress will
be held.

Thousands of tourists from around the globe are expected to come to Poland for the
anniversary. The composer's most ardent admirers may decide to take to the Chopin Trail
comprising 34 localities across Poland connected with Chopin. They include the village of
Brochow where he was baptized, the palace of Duke Antoni Radziwill, where he taught the
Duke’s daughter, and Duszniki Zdroj, where he performed concerts for charities. This year's
65th annual Chopin Festival is being held at Duszniki on August 6th -14th.

Chopin died prematurely of tuberculosis at the age of 39, but he left behind a cultural
legacy that will live forever. No one has ever better captured the spirit of Poland than he did
in his stately polonaises, elegant waltzes and sprightly mazurkas. One of Chopin's Scherzos
was based on the Polish Christmas carol "Lulajze Jezuniu." Some say they can detect tinges of
a homesick emigre's nostalgia for his native land in his Etudes, Sonatas and Poems. And
numerous heads of state and other prominent individuals have been laid to rest amid the
haunting strains of his Funeral March.

Perhaps Polonia would do well to more widely promote the Chopin heritage at its
events. His beautiful compositions filling our halls, churches, schools, ballrooms and
restaurants would greatly enhance our love of heritage and sense of cultural worth.

throughout their youth. Natalie, 20, has a twin brother,
Nicholas, and an older brother, Edward.

Natalie has played tennis since age 4, when she began
hitting tennis balls against the garage door with an old
wooden racket. She began lessons then. She graduated from
Northgate High School, where she lettered in basketball (4
yrs.), tennis (3 yrs.) and cross county (1 year).

Natalie is a sophomore at the University of Tennessee. In
her freshman year, she showcased her ability in doubles
during the 2009 season, joining junior teammate Caitlin
Whoriskey for a Lady Volunteers tandem that advanced all the
way to the semifinals of the NCAA Doubles Championships at
Texas A&M.

Pluskota and Whoriskey, ranked 10th nationally, were
held off by Stanford's No. 8 team of Hilary Barte and Lindsay
Burdett, 6-4, 3-5, 7-6 (4) to finish their season with a 15-7
record that included 12 victories against nationally-ranked
opponents.

On October 12th, for the second time in three years it was
a University of Tennessee pair who took home the doubles
title at the Riviera/Intercollegiate Tennis Association All-
American Tournament in Pacific Palisades, CA. It was the No.
7-ranked Lady Volunteer duo of junior Caitlin Whoriskey and
freshman Natalie Pluskota emerging victorious after a thrilling
three-set comeback. They battled the tough freshmen team of
Lauren Embree and Allie Will from Southeastern Conference
rival Florida, in what was the first-ever contest between the
two pairs. This marked the first national championship for
Whoriskey and Pluskota.

The pair became the 13th and 14th All-Americans in the
history of Tennessee's tennis program. During her freshman
year, Pluskota had the following accomplishments::

- Made All American

- Nominee for Volscar for Rookie of the Year

- Nominee for Volscar for Volunteer of the Year -
community volunteer hours completed

- Southeastern Conference Academic Honor Roll

- Southeastern Conference Freshman of the Week - twice

- Southeastern Conference Second Team Member

- Southeastern Conference All Freshman Team Member

- NCAA Semifinalist in Doubles

Pluskota may have had immediate goals for reaching All-
America status. And she didn't forget to remind Tennessee co-
head coach Sonia Hahn-Patrick.

"Natalie has been telling her coach the entire season that
her All-American picture will have to hang on the wall right
outside her office so that every time the coach exits her office
she has to look at Nat's picture,”" said Pluskota's mother,
Sherry. "Sonia told her if she did it this year, she would move
the existing picture and replace it with Nat's."

It didn't take too long after earning All-America status by
defeating Notre Dame's Kelcy Tefft and Kristy Frilling 7-6 (4),
6-3 in the second round of the NCAA tournament that
Pluskota reminded her coach of the promise made earlier in
the year.

"That was the first thing they discussed following the
Notre Dame win," said Sherry Pluskota.

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POLISH NEWS BYTES

POLAND AND THE US have signed a delayed Status of Forces Agreement (SOFA) allowing
the US to station its troops and military hardware on Polish territory. Following 14 months of
grueling negotiations, the deal paves the way for the installation of US-pledged Patriot missiles
and American troops to man on Polish soil as part of a NATO air-defense upgrade plan. SOFA
will require American troops to pay taxes in Poland and be tried by a Polish court for any off-
base crimes they commit. Last September the Obama Administration reneged on a long-
standing pledge to install parts of a missile-shield in Poland and the Czech Republic.

POLAND HAS BEEN THE LONE BEACON OF GROWTH in Europe where other countries
hover at or below zero Gross National Product. Poland achieved 1.7% GDP growth in the third
quarter of 2009, up from 1.1% in the second quarter of the year, and will probably top the 2%
level in 2010. Prime Minister Donald jubilantly tried to take credit for the results, but the
opposition was quick to note that during the crisis most countries' GDP dropped by about six
percentage points and slipped into the recession zone. Poland's was higher than the rest at the
outset and therefore did not drop below zero level.

The term "Polish concentration camp" appearing in the world media is regularly protested by
Polish diplomats and Polonian anti-defamation groups, but despite apologies and occasional
retractions, they soon reappear elsewhere. Recently the German Foreign Ministry for the first
time intervened and ordered a German public TV channel what had used the term to clean up
its act. Polish public television has suggested that Poles should not settle for apologies or
retractions but take the offenders to court the way Jews do with Holocaust deniers.

YOUNG POLES between the ages of 16 and 29 constituted the majority of the some 350,000
people that moved to Great Britain in 2008 from the eight ex-communist countries, according to
figures provided by the British Office for National Statistics. Unlike the early immigrants who
mainly descended on London, the later arrivals began spreading across the country and now
only one-third live in the London metropolitan area. But the economic crisis that erupted in
2008 saw a considerable exodus of recent immigrants. Some have returned to Poland, while
others have sought greener pastures in Germany, Spain, France and even distant Australia.

78% OF POLES ARE HAPPY WITH THEIR PRESENT JOBS, according to a survey conducted
by Poland's largest polling organization, CBOS. Only 11% dislike what they are doing and
another 11% have mixed feelings. The highest level of job satisfaction was found among
respondents aged 55-64 and university graduates and those who are financially well off. 72% of
Poles describe their work as interesting but only 40% are satisfied with their wages, and 15%
would like to change jobs.

KRAKOW'S ROYAL WAWEL CASTLE has announced a competition for writers and artists to
create a comic book inspired by the victory of Polish and Lithuanian troops over the Teutonic
Order on 15 July, 2010. It is open to young people aged 16-26 and is part of a large-scale
educational project to mark the 600th anniversary of the Battle of Grunwald. One of the biggest
battles of medieval Europe ended with the victory of King Wladyslaw Jagiello's forces over the
hated Teutonic Knights. Wawel Castle has also announced a competition for an orchestral piece
to be performed during the Grunwald anniversary celebrations on July 15, 2010.

TALKING MUSICAL BENCHES have appeared along Warsaw's historic Krakowskie
Przedmiescie and surrounding areas in connection with the 200th anniversary of Fryderyk
Chopin's birth. The 15 special benches have been installed at various places connected with the
composer's life and work in Poland's capital. Each is fitted with an audio device explaining the
site's significance in Polish or English and provides a sample of one of Chopin's compositions.

$13 MILLION NAME - The name "PGE Arena Gdansk" was worth nearly $13 million. That was
how much the Polish Energy Group paid to rename the Baltic Arena, a modern sports stadium
being built for the 2012 European Soccer Championships co-hosted by Poland and Ukraine. The
city of Gdansk agreed to sell the naming rights to the stadium in order to cover some of the
$244 million in construction costs.

A JEWISH OPEN UNIVERSITY is due to be launched in Warsaw in early 2010. The project is
essentially a lecture series, open to the general public; everyone over the age of 16 years can
attend. Participants will be able to learn about the tradition, creativity and social aid by Jews in
four modules on the subjects, which will contain extracts from literature, music, culture and
philosophy. The Jewish Open University is under the patronage of Warsaw University. More

POLISH STRONGMAN MARIUSZ PUDZIANOWSKI needed only 44 seconds to beat the
living daylights out of heavy-weight boxer and kick-boxer Marcin Najman in a Mixed Martial
Arts contest held at Warsaw's packed Torwar Arena. Five-time world strongman
Pudzianowski, 32, downed his 30-year-old rival with a series of powerful punches and kicks
and pounded him with his fists after he fell to the ground in the no-holds-barred encounter.
The two men had gotten into a bar-room brawl at a Warsaw pub last August which may have
contributed to the ferocity of Pudzianowski’s fighting.

Living the Christmas Season

As we usher in the New Year of Grace,
2010, we find ourselves within the most
wonderful time of the year: THE
CHRISTMAS SEASON. Unfortunately,
many people find it difficult to celebrate
this special time because they have
already exhausted themselves by diving
headlong into the ever-expanding
secular version of the “holiday season”
which begins after Halloween and ends
on December 25th.

How sad! Why? Because, now that
all of the work and preparation is
completed, instead of being able to relax

putting away everything for another
year and rushing off to whatever comes
along next.

The Christmas Season - or Christmastide - is, as the name
implies, the best time to celebrate the holidays! I can never
understand why almost everyone insists on trying to have
their Christmas parties and gatherings during Advent. I don’t
know about you, but there is no busier time of the year for me.
In addition to all the extra work at Church, there are all the
other things that have to be taken care of, too... like shopping
and decorating, writing Christmas cards (and articles for
Narod Polski!) And in the midst of all that, we're asked to take
huge chunks of time for their leisurely activities when there’s
not enough time to finish all the work! And people wonder
why their holidays are stressful!

Well, the cure for that is actually quite easy: live the
Season itself! Things are calm during it. There’s time for
everything —and everyone - now, after Christmas. The pace
slows down and there is no hustle and bustle. The only
problem is: try to find a Christmas celebration during it... or a
Christmas song on the radio. Perhaps, just like Advent,
Christmas itself - if it is to be properly observed - calls us to be
more and more counter-cultural all the time.

How can we buck the trend? Well, the Church’s liturgical
calendar can help. It allows the familiar stories of the season to
unfold as we celebrate the Feast of St. Stephen (Dec. 26th) and
the Holy Innocents (Dec. 28th). It includes the Feast of the
Holy Family as a reminder of what the model for our family
life should be and the observance of New Year’s Day when we
celebrate the Feast of Mary, the Mother of God, and remind
ourselves of who our role model for discipleship should be
throughout 2010.

It carries us to the Feast of the
Epiphany, when the Three Kings
finally arrived at the manger (note: our
nativity scenes should still be up and
the Magi should not be there before
then). It is the favorite time of year for
the celebration of the Blessing of
Homes and the marking with chalk of
the inscription 20+C+M+B+10 - as a
reminder that our home, just like our
life, is blessed by the presence of Christ
among us. The Feast of the Baptism of
the Lord brings the Christmas Season to a formal close, calling
us, who are united with Christ in Baptism, to continue His
mission of building up God’s Kingdom.

For the more traditional, ethically minded, the Season is
extended until February 2nd and the Feast of the presentation
of the Lord in the Temple, also called Candlemas Day, when
Jesus last appears as a Child in the scriptures, and we are
called to be bearers of Christ’s Light to the world.

NORTHEAST OHIO POLONIA CELEBRATES AT DEBUTANTE BALL

The Polish American community of
northeast Ohio gathered to celebrate an
elegant and extravagant Debutante Ball
sponsored by the Cleveland Society of Poles
on Saturday, January 2, 2010 at La Centre
Conference and Banquet Center in Westlake, Ohio.
Six young ladies made their debut this year, including:
Catherine Balbier, Theresa Claire Krawczyk, Julie Marie Lecznar,
Hallie Elizabeth Rybka, Laura Sokolowski and Emily Lynn Tomon.

The tradition of a Debutante Ball dates back to the
last half of the 19th century, when aristocratic families in Europe officially
presented their daughters to society as having reached the age of maturity.
Now they were ready to participate in social functions as fully matured
adult young women. Also implied was the fact that these young women

were now ready to date, and were eligible for
courtship and eventual marriage. The Balls
were a time to meet many prospective
suitors.

Of course, the Debutante Ball is
anachronistic during these modern days, but
the Cleveland Society of Poles keeps alive
the tradition in order to showcase their
daughters, granddaughters and nieces, and
instill in them a sense of pride in their Polish
heritage, as well as a sense of self-
confidence, poise and charm in their
personal and social lives.

The year 2010 marks the 41st
Debutante Ball sponsored by the Cleveland
Society of Poles since 1954. Over 185 girls
have been presented as debutantes by
members of the Cleveland Society of Poles.
| The year 2010 marked the first time that
girls, who are not daughters,
granddaughters or nieces of Society
members, where invited to participate as
debutantes.

There is no charge to participate in
the Ball, but families are expected to fill at
least one table of guests. Several years ago a
Debutante Scholarship was instituted, for
which the debutantes were required to write
an essay about a famous Pole from a list of
names provided by the Ball chair. Initially
the list contained the names of 100 Polish
persons who distinguished themselves in
science, music, literature, art, social service,
education, medicine, politics, religion or
history. At first the most well-known names
in Polish history were subjects of the essays,
such as: Pulaski, Kosciuszko and Maria
Sklodowska-Curie. But now the list has
narrowed, in order to avoid repeats, to about
"8l 25 personalities who are known in Poland,
but not generally known in the USA. This
year the debutantes wrote essays about
Stanislaw Moniuszko, the writer of Polish
operas; Igancy Jan Paderewski, pianist,
composer, and statesman; Cyprian Norwid,
poet, painter, sculptor and writer; Joseph
Conrad, Nobel Prize novelist; Hugo
Kollataj, co-author of the Polish
Constitution of 1791, and educational
reformer; and Zygmunt Wroblewski, physicist. The essays are printed in the
program book along with a biography of each girl.

Catherine Balbier is a freshman at Wheeling Jesuit University in
Wheeling, WV. She is majoring in chemistry, with the intention of attending
medical school in the future. Theresa Claire Krawczyk attends Cuyahoga
Community College and is enrolled in the human services program. Julie
Lecznar also attends Cuyahoga Community College, and will transfer to
Bowling Green State University in the fall to study early childhood education
and special education. Hallie Elizabeth Rybka is in her second year at Loyola
University in Baltimore where she is studying communications and writing.
Laura Sokolowski is a junior at Kent State University and is majoring in

managerial marketing. Emily Lynn Tomon is a senior at St. Vincent St. Mary
High School in Akron, OH and plans to study aerospace engineering in
college.

The Cleveland Society of Poles Debutante Ball is the highlight of the
social season in northeast Ohio. The Ball Chair raised common Polish
customs and traditions to the highest level possible. For example, hors
d’oeuvres included potato pancakes that were presented as a mini appetizer
with a topping of caviar, smoked salmon or applesauce. Oval slices of Polish
gourmet sausage were presented with horseradish or spicy mustard. La
Centre Conference and Banquet Center, the premier party center on the west
side of Cleveland, agreed to prepare special recipes for the banquet. The soup
was the famous mushroom and barley recipe from Sokolowski's University
Inn. Instead of a potato item with the entre, a Polish Christmas Eve buttered
noodles with poppyseed and honey was served. The vegetable was also
made according to a Christmas recipe for
sweet and sour grated beets. Dessert was an
American specialty, flambee bananas
foster.

Throughout the entire evening there
was an open bar containing the finest of
spirits, including Belvedere and Chopin
Polish vodkas. At about 10:00 pm an after
party table was presented in the foyer with
ham and turkey finger sandwiches, as well
as petite pastries. After dinner drinks
included Irish coffee made with Irish Mist
liquor, sugar, and whipped cream, as well
as Spanish coffee served with Kahlua,
sugar and whipped cream. Heated Polish
honey wine, called miod, was also served.

Music was preformed by the Sound
Traxx Orchestra, that specializes in
traditional Polish melodies, as well as
ballroom dances. The color scheme for the
evening was black and white, with an
accent of red. Tablecloths were white floor
length, while chair covers were black.
Napkins and chair bows were red.
Centerpieces were tall black vases holding
sprigs of white birch branches bundled
with a red bow.

Debutantes wore long all white gowns
and opera length gloves, complimented by
a bouquet of red roses. Fathers who
presented the girls, and their escorts, wore
black tails with white bow tie, vest and
white gloves, highlighted by a red
carnation boutonniere.

A special accent of the evening was the
dancing of an elegant Polonaise, performed
by debutantes and their escorts. Music used
for the Polonaise was taken from the final
scene of the film Pan Tedeusz, which is a
grand march, rich in patriotic appeal.

After the formal presentation there was
the Fathers Waltz, danced to the tune called
"Daddy’s Little Girl," originally recorded by
the Mills Brothers. Everyone gets misty-
eyed as the vocalist sings the lovely lyrics.

The evening will be long remembered
by the debutantes and their families, as well
as by the guests at this glamorous event.
Best wishes are extended by the President
of the Cleveland Society, George Sobieraj. Chairman of the Debutante Ball
was Mitchell Bienia.

The Cleveland Society of Poles is an organization composed of men of
Polish ancestry who are engaged in the professions, business, arts or
education. The purpose of the Cleveland Society is to foster the customs,
culture and traditions of Poland through support for the arts, music and
educational programs.
