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PRCUA Offers Condolences on Polish President’s Death
Message from the President

National President Wallace M. Ozog, the Executive
Committee, Board of Directors and members of the Polish
Roman Catholic Union of America (PRCUA) extend their
heartfelt condolences to the people of Poland and Polonia on
the tragic death of the President of the Republic of Poland,
Hon. Lech Kaczynski and First Lady Maria Kaczynska on
April 10, 2010. 

The PRCUA also expresses sympathy to the Kaczynski
family and the families of all of those in the presidential
entourage who were killed in the airplane crash near
Smolensk, in western Russia, while on their way to
commemorate the 70th anniversary of the atrocious Katyn
massacre. They included many deeply respected Polish
government officials and civic leaders who had devoted their
lives to their country. Among the deceased are President of
"Wspolnota Polska," Maciej Plazynski; President of the
National Bank of Poland, Slawomir Skrzypek; and Wojciech
Seweryn, Chicago's sculptor of the Katyn Memorial at St.

Adalbert Cemetery in Niles, IL - all of whom worked closely
with Poles in the United States of America. 

Throughout history, Poland has demonstrated incredible
resilience in times of adversity; surely it will continue to do so
now, in light of this terrible calamity. The bonds of Polish
Americans with the Motherland run deep. Poland’s loss is also
our loss. Words are inadequate to express the extent of our
deep sorrow.

President Kaczynski, age 60, was the national leader of the
Republic of Poland since 2005. He began his political career as
an activist in the Solidarity Movement. He was a strong
nationalist, who sought to give Poland a more powerful voice
in international affairs. Under his leadership, Poland assisted
the USA in the war in Iraq and Afghanistan. His populist
beliefs commended him to many Poles, especially the large
number of Roman Catholics in Poland. President Kaczynski
was committed to expanding the cultural exchange between
Poland and Polish Americans. In fact, he had planned to visit
the Polish Museum of America in Chicago, IL this May to
promote this purpose. (Continued on page 3)

Another Katyn Tragedy

Warsaw - Hundreds of family members of the thousands of Polish officers,
professionals and intellectuals who were murdered in 1940 by Stalin's NKVD had
arrived in Katyn from Poland via  special trains and were waiting at the Memorial for
70th-anniversary observances to begin. The presidential party was due to arrive at
Russia's nearby Smolensk Airport and then drive to Katyn by motorcade. But rumors
began circulating - something had gone terribly wrong - reports of a plane crash were
heard by the disbelieving crowd.

Gradually the pieces fell into place. President Lech Kaczynski and First Lady
Maria Kaczynska, together with 94 others, including some of Poland's top civilian and
military leaders, had been killed, when their antiquated 26-year-old plane crashed
while trying to land in heavy fog. 

It is one of the greatest tragedies in Polish history. Among the victims are several
members of the presidential cabinet, 17 lawmakers, 10 generals, several army chaplains
and numerous Poles who had lost loved ones in the 1940 massacre. The list included
the Armed Forces Chief of Staff and the Commanders of all branches of the services;
Slawomir Skrzypek, the president of the National Bank of Poland; Janusz Kurtyka, the
head of the National Remembrance Institute (IPN) which researches and prosecutes
communist crimes. The conservative Law and Justice (PiS) party, established by
Kaczynski and his twin brother, Jaroslaw, lost an inordinate percentage of its
leadership in the crash.

A tragic death was also met by such legendary figures as Ryszard Kaczorowski,
91, the last President of the London-based Polish Exile Governments, and Anna
Walentynowicz, the crane operator whose firing sparked the 1980 Gdansk Shipyard
strike that led to the emergence of Solidarity. President Kaczynski, 60, was the first
officiating Polish leader to perish in an air disaster since the 1943 plane crash off
Gibraltar of exiled war-time Prime Minister General Wladyslaw Sikorski.

Russian President Dmitry Medvedev and Prime Minister Vladimir Putin
expressed their condolences to the acting President and speaker of the parliament,
Bronislaw Komorowski. President Medvedev also announced that April 12, 2010
would be a national day of mourning in Russia. Chairman of International Committee
of the State Duma Konstantin Kosachev said that "Katyn claimed yet more victims".
The Polish Embassy in Moscow was surprised by the thousands of Russians who
surrounded the Consulate with floral tributes and lit  candles to express their
sympathy.

In accordance with the Polish Constitution, Bronislaw Komorowski, the Marshal
of the Sejm (Speaker of the Lower House of Parliament), ordered a week of national
mourning, and said presidential elections will be held by the end of June. 

There are no hints of foul play behind the disaster, but a full-blown investigation
has been launched by both the Polish and the Russian side. Russian eye-witnesses said
one of the plane's wings had struck treetops as it came in for the landing, went out of
control and crashed. Russian air controllers claimed the Polish pilots had ignored their
instructions not to decrease altitude and to land at an alternative airfield nearby.

"Today's loss is devastating to Poland, to the United States, and to the world," US
President Barack Obama said in a statement. "President Kaczynski was a distinguished
statesman who played a key role in the Solidarity movement and was widely admired
in the United States as a leader dedicated to advancing freedom and human dignity.
With him were many of Poland’s most distinguished civilian and military leaders who
have helped to shape Poland’s inspiring democratic transformation.  We join all the
people of Poland in mourning their passing. Today, there are heavy hearts across
America.  The United States cherishes its deep and abiding bonds with the people of
Poland.  Those bonds are represented in the strength of our alliance, the friendships
among our people, and the extraordinary contributions of Polish-Americans who have
helped to shape our nation.” 

It is too early to speculate on the long-range ramifications of this tragedy but there
is no doubt that, except in wars, the upper echelons of a country's political and military
establishment are rarely devastated to this extent in a single stroke. 

Poland Mourns Its 
President & First Lady

Warsaw - The eyes of the world were on Poland's old royal capital of Kraków on
April 18th, where the remains of tragically departed President Lech Kaczynski and First
Lady Maria were enshrined in the crypts of Kraków's Wawel Cathedral - the  final
resting place of royalty and other outstanding Poles, including Polish and American hero
Tadeusz Kosciuszko.

The elaborate state funeral featured a 21-gun salute and the tolling of Wawel's huge
Zygmunt Bell, rung only on major occasions. The Kaczynskis had been among 96 senior
political, military and religious leaders who had died in a plane crash on April 10 in
Smolensk, Russia. They had been en route to Katyn where 70th-anniversary observances
of the 1940 massacre were to be held. 

The magnitude of Poland's biggest post-war tragedy, as well as the unique venue
and circumstances and of the disaster - on Russian soil in connection with the Soviets'
cold-blooded murder of 22,000 Polish officers  - triggered an unprecedented world-wide
reaction. Condolences poured in from around the globe and gestures of national
mourning were made not only by Poland's immediate neighbors but even by countries as
remote as Brazil. Requests for Andrzej Wajda's film "Katyn" came from many different
countries and the hard-hitting movie was shown in the halls of the US Congress.

Nearly 100 world leaders, including US President Barrack Obama, Britain's Prince
Charles, German Chancellor Angela Merkel and French President Nicolas Sarkozy all
said they would attend the Kaczynskis state funeral in Kraków, when a freak accident
disrupted all air travel. The eruption of a volcano in Iceland a few days earlier, sent a
cloud of volcanic ash over Europe thick enough to close airports across Europe. The ash
contains pulverized glass and stone which can damage jet engines in flight.

America's Obama sent his regrets but paid tribute to the deceased Polish statesman
by saying: "President Kaczynski was a patriot and close friend and ally of the United
States, as were those who died alongside him, and the American people will never forget
the lives they led." 

What could have been the biggest world memorial summit since the funeral of Pope
John Paul II suddenly shriveled down to Central-East European proportions. Russian
President Dmitry Medvedev, who ignored the volcanic-ash scare, was the most
prominent world leader attending the Kaczynski funeral. 

Some 600 Polish and foreign VIPs packed St Mary's Basilica for the Requiem Mass to
send-off President Lech Kaczynski and his wife Maria, as 150,000 mourners gathered in
the Rynek Glówny (main square) and adjoining side streets. The proceedings could be
viewed on big-screen TVs strategically located at three prime sites.   

A day earlier, more than 100,000 people had filled Warsaw's vast Pilsudski Square
for a Memorial Mass honoring all the crash victims, whose large portraits flanked a tall
white cross on the altar platform. "We tremble as we read each of the 96 names and gaze
upon their photographs," Acting President Bronislaw Komorowski told the mourners.
And in an emotional bid, he added: "We remember the words of Pope John Paul II, who
prayed here for the Spirit to descend and renew the face of the earth and of our Polish
land." A year after the Polish-born Pontiff had uttered those words in 1979, the Solidarity
movement was born, ultimately leading to the collapse of communist rule in Poland.

The weekend memorials followed a period of intensive national mourning during
which funeral and historical themes dominated the press and airwaves. For the better
part of the week coffins kept arriving from Russia: that of President Kaczynski, then the
First Lady's, followed by those of 30 other victims and dozens more over the next few
days. By the time of the Kaczynskis' funeral, the identity of about 20 bodies was still
uncertain. The remains of some, obliterated beyond recognition in the crash, may never
be identified.

All week long, thousands of Poles waited around-the-clock in the rain and cold of
night to pay their respects to Poland's First Couple, who lay-in-state in closed, flag-
draped coffins at the Presidential Palace. They filed past, genuflecting, blessing
themselves and saying a short prayer before moving on. Outside the Palace thousands
converged around a veritable sea of tens of thousands of flickering votive lamps which
made the air thick with burning-wax fumes.

In general, the tragedy had rekindled a spirit of solidarity and togetherness in this
often divisively bickering nation. Despite the fatigue and discomfort of waiting in line for
up to 18 hours, people were kind and helpful. The country's political circles, even those
who had violently thrashed the president, acted with dignity and restraint. Only the
leftist-liberal daily "Gazeta Wyborcza" violated the solemnity of national mourning by
protesting against the Kaczynskis' burial at Wawel Cathedral, saying that the hallowed
venue was reserved for kings and national heroes.

A dominant theme of most eulogies and public statements has been the need for
reconciliation. We can differ, because that is our right in a democratic system, but we
should do so in a reasonable and civilized manner. But with snap elections set for June
20th, many Poles wonder how such a lofty ideal could be adhered to in practice.

In many pronouncements, the spirit of goodwill should also be extended to Russia,
with which Poland's relations have been chronically strained. In his funeral homily at St.
Mary's Basilica, Cardinal Stanislaw Dziwisz said: "The sympathy and assistance we have
experienced these days from our brother Russians have rekindled hope for
rapprochement and reconciliation between our two Slavic nations. These words I am
addressing to the President of Russia." 

Seated in a VIP pew, Russian President Medvedev nodded his acknowledgement.
Before leaving for Moscow, he told a Polish TV reporter: "I believe we can make serious
efforts to draw our nations closer together, develop economic relations and find solutions
to the most difficult problems, including Katyn." The Russian head of state has
repeatedly stated that Stalin and his cronies bore the blame for that crime and that Russia
has gone a long way to clear up the doubts and memorialize the victims. But whether the
Kremlin will give Poles access to all the still classified Katyn records remains to be seen.

LLooookkiinngg tthhrroouugghh tthhee WWiinnddooww......

Dear Readers,
As I am writing this article, my heart is very heavy in grief and tears.

As many of you know, on Saturday, April 10, 2010 an airliner crashed in
Smolensk, Russia carrying the Polish President Lech Kaczynski, his wife
Maria and the military's chief of staff and the heads of Poland's land
forces, navy and air force  and other top leaders of Poland's political and
business sectors, many dignitaries and special guests. The presidential
delegation was traveling to a commemorative ceremony marking the 70th
anniversary of the Soviet secret police massacre in Katyn forest in Russia
of over 22,000 Poles - doctors, professors, teachers, politicians and officers
of Polish army. Upon hearing this devastating news, the grief and shock
gripped us in disbelief.  As was done in Poland, many of us here wore
black ribbons, sought solace in our churches, lit candles in churches and at
the Katyn monument in Niles, IL or at the Polish Consulate in Chicago.
The flag at the Polish Consulate flew at half-staff where mourners,
including the PRCUA and the PMA delegation and members, laid flowers -
red and white - the colors of the Polish flag, and signed a book of
condolences. In our homes, offices, places of business, we displayed Polish
flags draped with black ribbons. Cars on the city's Northwest Side and
Southwest Side flew the Polish flags, with black bunting attached. The flags at our PRCUA Home Office
also flew at half-mast and the entrance to the PMA was wrapped in black ribbons. This tragedy touched
me personally, since among the victims were people whom my husband and I had met, some on several
occasions, in the US, in Poland and in Italy. Among them President Lech Kaczynski and his wife Maria;
President of Wspolnota Polska and great friend of Polonia- Maciej Plazynski; co-founder of the Solidarity
Movement and former Solidarity activist - Anna Walentynowicz; Polish Undersecretary of State and
Presidential aide - Mariusz Handzlik; Vice Marshall of the Polish Senate - Senator Krystyna Bochenek;
Deputy Culture Minister - Tomasz  Merta;  Head of the National Remembrance Institute - Janusz Kurtyka;
Poland's last "President-in- exile" - Richard Kaczorowski; Chicago artist and talented sculptor - Wojciech
Seweryn - whose sculpture commemorating the Katyn massacre was dedicated last year at St. Adalbert
Cemetery in Niles.

We all are overwhelmed by grief and pain at the Polish nation's heavy losses. In these moments of
sadness, we express our sincere condolences to the entire Polish nation and Polonia. We will pray for all
those people who died and we believe that Katyn will now be remembered not only for the innocently
killed people, but also for Poland's best and brightest citizens - the country's political elite, who were going
to commemorate them and died on this pilgrimage. May Poland and its people, in the depths of such grief,
find the strength to carry on. We know that Poland will recover, as it always does, but the hearts that
broke on April 10, 2010 will never mend. Our thoughts and prayers are with the victims’ families.

Let me share with you what was happening in the last few months.  Due to a limited space I am not
able to mention all the events that I attended. They were all important.  The first week of March was very

busy as we prepared for our annual meeting with the
Budget and Grievance Committee to present our
financial reports, as well as the quarterly Board of
Directors meeting. After our Board Meeting, on
Saturday, March 13, we had the pleasure to attend the
25th Anniversary Concert of the Southwest Center of
Polish Dancing with a special guest appearance by
"Wesoly Lud" The two-hour concert contained a
wealth of beautifully detailed dance routines and
colorful costumes. Each dance routine was beautifully
choreographed and very memorable. The various
programs by each age group displayed folk dances

from different regions of Poland that ranged from
delicate to athletic routines. In addition they entertained
us with jazz, the Charleston and Polka dances. The
performances by the youngest group of children were
absolute show-stealers, as they playfully danced and
sang their way to everyone's hearts.   

Wesoly Lud (group I, II, and III) performed several
dances beautifully with grace, passion and excitement.
As usual, the performance of the Spisz Suite (my
favorite) was spellbinding!  It was full of fast turns,
leaps, and jumps - these young dancers performed

with increased athleticism and energy. Oh, don't I wish
that I was young and could dance like that! The entire
repertoire was under the direction of very talented

choreographers Richard and Misia Jaminski, with assistance from Ania Kraszewski, Virginia Gavaghan-
Stekala, Danielle Kroplewski, Kalina Dziadkowiec and Andrew Lech. Our sincere congratulations to
Southwest Center of Polish Dancing under the direction of Krysia Lech. Congratulations and best wishes
to the dancers, choreographers, dance assistants, the Anniversary committee and parents for their hard
work, talent, time and many years of sacrifice to make this 25th Anniversary Concert a truly breathtaking
and memorable even. You all did a wonderful job! You are truly providing a fine legacy to the Polish
American community. Thank you for your continued dedication and may you have many more years of
prosperity.

What is the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America
(PRCUA) Education Fund, Inc.? It’s a non-profit organization
under the laws of the State of Illinois.  It is a 501©(3)
organization under the Internal Revenue Service Code. Its
purpose is to provide financial assistance to students seeking
undergraduate, graduate or professional degrees.

Who is eligible to apply? Applicants are eligible PRCUA
members who are full-time undergraduate sophomores,
juniors and seniors enrolled, and full-time or part-time
graduate or professional students. On occasion, assistance
could be given to non-PRCUA members.

How can I donate to, or establish a scholarship in my
own name, as part of the PRCUA Education Fund, Inc.?

“Our Polish Golgotha”
By the time this issue goes to print, already

the tragedy which claimed the lives of Polish
President Lech Kaczynski, his First Lady, and the
95 others of the cream of Polish society and those
at their service, will in some ways seem to be
behind us with the official state funeral past and
those yet remaining to follow in due course. The
time since that horrific airline crash and now has
seen shock turn to individual and collective grief
and then to national and international solidarity.
This is an iconic moment in Poland’s history and
one in which all of Polonia shares whole-
heartedly.

Much has been noted-and rightfully so-of the purpose of this
presidential delegation’s journey in the first place: to further
memorialize the victims of Katyn on the 70th anniversary of their
sacrificial extermination. It has become unconscionable to see the hand
of fate eerily reach across time to revisit this Polish Golgotha with
suffering and death once again. Yet, in a way unique among nations,
when tragedy strikes Poland, it allows its imitable blend of millennial
faith, history, culture and tradition to be a light shining in the darkness
and a witness to the truth.

In the midst of this Easter Season, when the scriptures and liturgy
call upon us all to bear witness to the Risen Christ’s victory over sin
and death, Poland finds itself like a prophet to the nations as a people
who knows how to mourn, but not like those who  have no hope. As a
witness to the resurrection in the very reality of its existence, the Polish
nation does a great service to mankind.  

It has been noted in the media that references were made to Katyn
as a “cursed” or “damned” place which once again victimizes the
Polish nation. But, nothing could be father from the truth! Our Easter
faith reminds us that, because of Christ, no such place exists in our
admittedly fallen yet also redeemed world. If the very “cursed’ cross
which claimed the life of Jesus is now the “tree of life” and the very
“damned” tomb which claimed his mortal remains is now a witness to
new life, so too, Katyn is the farthest thing from “cursed” or “damned”
as one could get. It is, rather, hallowed ground made holy through the
sacrificial blood of those slain for honor’s sake which has now been
reconsecrated by the blood of those in the 21st century who came to
pay honor and respect to that sacrifice.

As a country of faith, Poland has produced a people of faith. From
the indomitable Cardinal Sapieha, the Primate of the Millennium,
Cardinal Wyszynski , to that singular witness of hope, Pope John Paul
II the Great, countless men and women both great and small have
produced a nation of people who stand firmly in the present because
they reflect and build upon the foundation of faith handed on to them
by their forebears. This is their most precious heritage and it is this,
which they now share with the world. Amidst their grief, they are
ambassadors of hope.

United with them in our common faith, let us join our prayers to
theirs. Let us pray for the repose of the souls of President and First
Lady Kaczynski and all those who perished. Let us pray for those left
behind who struggle with grief and loss. Let us pray for the Polish
nation, that it may grow from this tragedy and that the spirit of
solidarity which has been its result may not be a superficial one but
and enduring legacy bringing forth life and good from tragedy and
death. Let us pray also for ourselves and all of Polonia, that we,
through our faith and common calling, may live in a way that makes
us true witnesses and worthy recipients of the legacy of faith, history,
culture, and trad-
ition handed on to
us. 

Lord, grant
them your eternal
rest. Lord, grant us
the strength to carry
on. Amen.

Aleksander Kwasniewski,
President of the Republic of Poland
from 1995 to 2005, was the guest of
honor at a private dinner party in
Cleveland, Ohio in December of 2009.
The hosts were Dr. John Flower,
retired president of Cleveland State
University, and his wife Maxeen
Stone Flower.  The couple had once
met the President aboard a cruise,
and issued an invitation upon
hearing that he would be lecturing at
the University of Michigan.  

The President arrived from
Ann Arbor accompanied by a
bodyguard, of course, and Marysia
Ostafin.  She heads the University of
Michigan Copernicus Endowment
and serves as program manager for
the Center for Russian, East European
and Eurasian Studies.  

Dr. and Mrs. Flower invited
around 80 people to their beautiful
home in the Shaker Heights
neighborhood.  Most of the guests are
notable members of the Polish
community in Cleveland.  In honor of
President Kwasniewski, Dr. Flower,
an accomplished pianist, performed
selected compositions by Frederyk
Chopin.

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PRCUA Delegation Celebrates Dyngus Day
Amid squirts from

water pistols, switches of
pussy willows and a sea of
red and white shirts, a
delegation from the Polish
Roman Catholic Union of
America celebrated Dyngus
Day in high style on April 5
and 6 in Buffalo, New
York, the Dyngus Day
capitol of the USA. And the
weather for the day could
not have been more perfect,
a full 20 degrees above
average for that time of
year.

PRCUA District # 2 Director William Nowakowski coordinated Dyngus
Day activities for the group in Buffalo, while District # 5 Director, Mitchell
Bienia, organized an overnight bus trip to Buffalo to celebrate Dyngus Day.

Dyngus Day is an official holiday in Poland where the day after Easter is
remembered as the beginning of new life, symbolized by the Risen Christ. After
six weeks of fasting, praying, abstaining from meats, dairy and other foods,
Poles around the world celebrate Dyngus Day with a great festive party.

In America, Dyngus Day gives an opportunity for Poles to show pride in
their Polish heritage. Young, old, teens, and those in the middle, wear shirts
printed with every imaginable symbol of Polish pride. It's a time to recharge the
Polish pride battery. 

Director Nowakowski
registered the PRCUA in the
Dyngus Day parade. He also
obtained a beautiful new PRCUA
banner through the office of
PRCUA Secretary-Treasurer
Joyce Szarowicz. The Ohio
delegation joined the parade,
along with some Buffalo
members, and proudly carried
the PRCUA banner, raising the
visibility of the PRCUA in the
Buffalo area.   Rocco played the
concertina atop the sun roof of a
car, decorated with PRCUA

signage, following our marchers. He was enthusiastically cheered on.
One Dyngus Day tradition is sprinkling with water. The origin of this

custom dates to the founding of the Polish nation, when Mieszko I converted
Poland to Catholicism. On Easter Monday 966, he - and symbolically the whole
country - was baptized. In memory of this event, Poles sprinkle each other with
water. However, the custom goes beyond a sprinkle. It is possible to get
drenched with a bucket of water by good-natured pranksters. Or, some boys
sprinkle their sweethearts with perfumed water as a sign of love.

Another custom of Dyngus Day is lightly tapping the legs of the young
ladies with pussy willow branches. The girls, in return, spank the boys with
pussy willows, but a little harder. This tradition gives rise to girls taking the
initiative of inviting boys to dances and parties, a little like the old Sadie
Hawkins custom in the USA.

The City of Buffalo celebrates Dyngus Day in grand style, with almost 50
official parties taking place in the traditional Polish neighborhood and in the
suburbs of Black Rock and Cheektowaga. Parties start at noon and continue
until the next morning. Thousands of party-goers pack each venue. One party
had more than 1,500 guests pass through its doors before 6:00 pm. And by the
evening hours, guests wait in line from 45 minutes to over an hour to get into
the parties. A spirit of excitement and fun fills the air as lively polkas waft
through the doors, which raises the level of anticipation while waiting in line.

Dyngus Day actually starts on Easter Sunday, and continues for several
days. The PRCUA bus from Ohio arrived in time for the Blessing of the Easter
Table, groaning with Easter goodies, including
butter lambs, colored eggs, ham, both
smoked and fresh sausage, sauerkraut, a
huge variety of  potato/vegetable salads, a
large array of Polish Easter breads and
pastry, condiments, tea and coffee.

Following the meal, a wonderful choral
program was presented by Buffalo's Chopin
Singing Society. The repertoire consisted of
Polish music, both religious Easter pieces,

and traditional folk melodies. Next was a performance by Toronto's White
Eagle Folk Dance Ensemble. In addition to traditional selections, their
presentation included numbers from lesser-known regions of Poland,
including the southern border with Slovakia, and a Polish gypsy suite. The
large ensemble was well-rehearsed and quite proficient in their intricate
footwork.

So what goes on that attracts so
many people to Dyngus Day in
Buffalo? First, some of the best polka
bands in the USA are playing toe-
tapping, foot-stomping polkas with
wild enthusiasm, and general
abandon. The halls are truly packed,
with chairs at all tables filled, and the
standing crowd filling half of the
dance floor. One can feel the floor
thumping as the crowd dances to the
frenetic beat of the music. And all
nationalities join the fun because the
bands play their music, too, including
the Italian Tarantella, an Irish Jig, the
Mexican Hat Dance, a Hungarian/
Ukranian/Russian Czardas, the Israeli
Hava Nagila, and even the humorous
Chicken Dance.

Then there's food, and lots of it!
Food at most establishments is free,
especially if their pussy willow pass
was purchased. Steaming cauldrons of kielbasa boil on the stove, right next to
the bubbling sauerkraut. Usually bread, pickles and mustard complete the
menu. Some venues sell pierogi, sausage and kraut sandwiches, hot dogs,
pizza, potato skins and fried bologna with onions.

There is also plenty to drink, in bottles, cans and kegs upon kegs - all
reasonably priced. The official beer of Dyngus Day is Tyskie; and the official
vodka is Sobieski.

It seems that every church, club, bar and party center in Polish
neighborhoods of Buffalo celebrate with a huge party on Dyngus Day. The
goal of revelers is to stop at as many parties as possible. And to make this goal
a reality, Sobieski Vodka sponsors a fleet of shuttle buses to take guests from
party to party. There are four routes, including the old Polonia neighborhood,
Black Rock, Depew and Cheektowaga. There are even two dedicated transfer
stops where guests can change from one route to another.

What also makes it easy to go from party to party is the Pussy Willow
Pass. About ten of the larger establishments have grouped together to sell this
wrist band. The price is $10.00, but then it includes admission to any
participating venue for only $2.00. There
is no admission charge at local bars.

Director Nowakowski obtained
Pussy Willow passes for all members
of the PRCUA delegation. He also
reserved a table for the group at the
party held at the Adam Mickiewicz
Library and Literary Circle. The
reserved table was greatly appreciated
in light of the huge throng crowding
every vacant space.

Katastrofa wydarzy³a siê o 8.56 czasu polskiego.  Polski prezydencki samolot T-154 rozbi³ siê dwa kilometry przed
lotniskiem wojskowym w miejscowoœci Pieczersk przy podchodzeniu do l¹dowania w Smoleñsku.  W tym czasie w okolicy
panowa³y bardzo z³e warunki pogodowe, nad lotniskiem unosi³a siê gêsta mg³a. 

W wypadku zginêli oprócz prezydenta Kaczyñskiego: ma³¿onka Maria, ostatni prezydent RP na uchodŸstwie Ryszard
Kaczorowski oraz cz³onkowie rz¹du, dostojnicy Koœcio³a katolickiego, prawos³awnego i ewangelickiego, szefowie sztabów
ró¿nych jednostek wojskowych, szef IPN, prezes NBP, przedstawiciele kancelarii prezydenckiej, biura ochrony rz¹du,
przedstawiciele Rodzin Katyñskich,  przedstawiciele œwiata kultury i sportu, ca³a za³oga samolotu.

Do niedzieli, 18 kwietnia og³oszona zosta³a ¿a³oba narodowa.  W ca³ym kraju oraz w polskich placówkach dyplomatycznych
za granic¹ wystawione zosta³y ksiêgi kondolencyjne.  Wyrazy wspó³czucia zaczê³y nap³ywaæ z ca³ego œwiata.  W ca³ym kraju
odwo³ane zosta³y imprezy kulturalne i sportowe.  Ca³a Polska okry³a siê ¿a³ob¹ - rozpoczê³y siê przygotowania do pogrzebu ofiar.
W Moskwie, dok¹d przewo¿ono cia³a ofiar, trwa³y czynnoœci  identyfikacyjne i œledztwo w sprawie katastrofy.

Ofiary katastrofy, po zidentyfikowaniu sprowadzano do kraju.  W niedzielê 11 kwietnia przyby³a do Polski trumna z cia³em
prezydenta Kaczyñskiego i spoczyê³a w kaplicy w Pa³acu Prezydenckim.  Dzieñ póŸniej obok niej ustawiona zosta³a trumna
Pierwszej Damy, Marii Kaczyñskiej.  

We œrodê 14 kwietnia na lotnisko Okêcie przylecia³ samolot z 30 trumnami ofiar katastrofy.  Po ceremonii wojskowej
kondukt z cia³ami ofiar przejecha³ przez Warszawê - trumny zosta³y przewiezione w karawanach do hali na Torwarze, gdzie
odby³o siê czuwanie modlitewne.  W taki sam sposób Warszawa po¿egna³a cia³a kolejnych 34 ofiar, które przywiezione zosa³y w
czwartek, 15 kwietnia.  Rownie¿ w czwartek na lotnisku wojskowym Okêcie wyl¹dowa³ samolot z cia³em prezydenta
Kaczorowskiego.  Trumna w asyœcie honorowej zosta³a przewieziona do Belwederu, gdzie by³a wystawiona na widok publiczny.
16 kwietnia do kraju powróci³y cia³a kolejnych 8 osób.  Ostatnie cia³a ofiar zosta³y sprowadzone do Polski w pi¹tek, 23 kwietnia.

W koœcio³ach w Polsce oraz za granic¹ odprawione zosta³y nabo¿eñstwa za zmar³ych tragicznie cz³onków delegacji.  
Nabo¿eñstwo ¿a³obne w intencji wszystkich ofiar katastrofy odprawione zosta³o w Warszawie w sobotê, 17 kwietnia na

Placu Pi³sudskiego.  W niedzielê, 18 kwietnia przedstawiciele w³adz pañstwowych i koœcielnych, delegacje zagraniczne oraz
kilkadziesi¹t tysiêcy ¿a³obników ¿egnali prezydenta Lecha Kaczyñskiego i jego ¿onê Mariê w Krakowie.  Msza œw. odprawiona
zosta³a w Koœciele Mariackim, nastêpnie kondukt ¿a³obny przewióz³ trumny z cia³ami pary prezydenckiej na Wawel, gdzie
z³o¿one zosta³y w sarkofagu w Krypcie Srebrnych Dzwonów pod katedr¹ wawelsk¹. 

Na krakowskie uroczystyœci pogrzebowe prezydenckiej pary przyjazd zapowiedzieli przedstawiciele 98 pañstw: 69 delegacji
pañstwowych i 29 ambasadorów.  Wybuch wulkanu na Islandii i chmura z niebezpiecznym dla samolotów py³em spowodowa³a,
¿e przybycie odwo³a³o oko³o 50 delegacji.  Wiêkszoœæ pañstw, których przedstawiciele nie dotarli do Krakowa, podczas
uroczystoœci reprezentowali ambasadorowie.

W niedzielê 18 kwietnia równie¿ w Chicago odby³y siê kolejne nabo¿eñstwa w intencji ofiar katastrofy pod Smoleñskiem.
O godzinie 7 wieczorem w katedrze Najœwiêtszego Imienia w Chicago, odprawiona zosta³a msza œw. koncelebrowana przez
ksiê¿y z archidiecezji chicagowskiej.  G³ównym konclebransem by³ J.E. biskup Thomas Paprocki.  We mszy uczestniczy³
równie¿ J.E. kardyna³ Francis George.  Obecni byli przedstawiciele instytucji stanowych, miejskich i powiatowych, organizacji
polonijnych oraz b. prezydent Litwy Valdas Adamkus i licznie reprezentowania Polonia.  Obecny na mszy sekretarz stanu Jessie
White przekaza³ w imieniu w³adz stanu na rêce konsula RP w Chicago, Zygmunta Matyni kondolencje dla narodu polskiego.
