The Polish Roman Catholic Union of America held its 60th Quadrennial
Convention at the Hilton O'Hare Hotel in Rosemont Illinois from August 8 to 11, 2010.
Historically, this was an important Convention because the entire Constitution and By-
Laws of the PRCUA were updated by a PRCUA Task Force, appointed at the previous
Convention to bring the governing rules of the organization into the 21st century.
After the Amendments that were passed at the Convention are approved by the
Department of Insurance, the approved Constitution and By-Laws will be made
available to members through the PRCUA website and other means.

PRE-CONVENTION RECEPTION - A Pre-Convention Reception was held at the
PRCUA Home Office in Chicago on Saturday, sponsored by the PRCUA. Lucia
Seranko, Chair of the Arrangements Committee, cheerfully welcomed everyone as they
entered the Social Hall. Five busloads of guests and delegates were treated to a
delicious buffet in the PRCUA Social Hall and tours of the home office and the
Museum, which concluded with an open bar and entertainment in the Great Hall of the
Polish Museum of America (PMA). 

The opening of the PMA's mini-exhibit,
"Grunwald, Myth and Memory" coincided
with the visit of the delegates of the PRCUA
Convention to the Museum. The purpose of
the exhibit was to highlight the 600th
Anniversary of the Battle of Grunwald (June
15, 1410) between the Teutonic Knights and
the Allied forces of Poland and Lithuania,
under King Jagiello. After the welcome,
PMA Director Jan Lorys invited PMA Pres.
Maria Ciesla, Pres. Stanley Balzekas Jr. of
the Balzekas Museum of Lithuanian
Culture and newly-appointed Polish

Consul Robert Rusiecki to officially open the exhibit by cutting the ribbon with a
sword, symbolizing the joint effort of Poland and Lithuania in the Grunwald victory.
The sword was originally given to Pol-Am actor Ryszard Krzyzanowski for his
dedicated service in the theater of Polish Chicago. Later, his widow, the actress Barbara
Denys, donated it to the PMA. The sword is made in the style of Medieval Polish
swords, though decorated with etchings of a later period.  

The Grunwald Exhibit will be on view through mid-October, when it will be
displayed at the joint Polish and Lithuanian Stamp Show at the Balzekas Museum of
Lithuanian Culture, 6500 S. Pulaski Avenue in Chicago. 

Jaclyn Krysinski, of the
Arrangements Committee, then
welcomed everyone and expertly
served as Mistress of Ceremonies
of a program that focused upon
the musical talents of PRCUA's
juvenile members. She introduced
Nicole Kwasny, 7, and her sister,
Alexandra, 13, who delighted
guests with their lovely violin
music.

Friends of Liberty: 

Thomas Jefferson, Tadeusz Kosciuszko, and Agrippa Hull

Several years ago, Major Ernest L. Cuneo wrote: "It is one of the ironies of history that
had General Thaddeus Kosciuszko been born with a name as easy as General Robert E.

Lee, Ulysses Simpson Grant or John J. Perishing, his name would resound throughout
Western civilization as one of the foremost military geniuses of all time. . . . He was of the

towering genius of a Hannibal, or a Caesar. Most Americans are quite unaware that the
military genius of this man is largely responsible for the victory which gave America its

independence."
In his assessment of Kosciuszko, however, Cuneo did not stop there: "Though the military was

his first profession, Thaddeus Kosciuszko was a Renaissance man. He was a painter, an architect, a
composer, a scholar and a philosopher. He was accepted as an intellectual equal by Jefferson; he was

also a mystical visionary of human rights scarcely second to Abraham Lincoln." 
Despite all this, Cuneo indignantly lamented that Kosciuszko has been neglected by historians, that

his papers had not been fully collected, and that "an authoritative biography" had not yet been written.
Recently, many of these scholarly failures have been corrected. One thinks, for example, of the new

biographies of Kosciuszko penned by scholars such as James S. Pula and Alex Storozynski. Now comes
another valuable addition to a fuller appreciation of Kosciuszko - all the more important because it
focuses, in large measure, on Kosciuszko "the mystical visionary of human rights" and on his relationship
with Thomas Jefferson. 

Friends of Liberty, co-authored by acclaimed scholars Gary B. Nash and Graham Russell Gao Hodges,
is presented as "A Tale of Three Patriots, Two Revolutions, and a Tragic Betrayal of Freedom in the New
Nation." The three patriots are Thomas Jefferson, Thaddeus Kosciuszko, and Agrippa Hull. The first two
individuals, of course, need no introductions; they are heroes of their nations and of international acclaim.
Many, perhaps most, on the other hand, are unfamiliar with Agrippa Hull, a free African American who
enlisted in the Continental Army, serving for six years, four of those years as orderly to Kosciuszko. Hull's
story is fascinating -and it is very likely, as the authors of this book propose, that his relationship with
Kosciuszko confirmed the Pole's sense of the humanity, dignity, and equal rights of all human beings,
whether African slaves or Polish serfs; but the primary focus of Friends of Liberty is the story of the
relationship between Jefferson and Kosciuszko. 

The two revolutions mentioned in the book's description are the American Revolution and the Polish
efforts, led by Kosciuszko, to reclaim freedom for Poland. Broadly speaking, "the tragic betrayal of
freedom" focuses on the failure of the new nation to live up to its founding ideals that "all men are created"
and "that they are endowed by their Creator with certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life,
Liberty, and the pursuit of Happiness." More specifically, however, the betrayal examines Jefferson's
failure to be true to his highest ideals of freedom and equality and, even more particularly, his abdication
of the solemn trust which Kosciuszko had placed in him.

After Kosciuszko returned to the United States in 1797, he entered into a profound personal and
intellectual friendship with Thomas Jefferson - a friendship which would endure until the end of his life.
So deep was this bond that Kosciuszko not only asked Jefferson to help him draft his will; he also made
Jefferson the executor of that will in which Kosciuszko directed that his American assets be used to buy
freedom for as many slaves as possible and to provide them with the education and maintenance required
to help them begin their new lives as freed citizens on a footing beneficial to their country, their families,
and their own well being. (The full text of the will is actually inspirational.) Beyond this, however,
Kosciuszko also made Jefferson something of a beneficiary of the will when he added, "I hereby authorise
my friend Thomas Jefferson to employ the whole thereof in purchasing Negroes from among his own or
any others," thus providing Jefferson with the means to put into action, at no cost to himself, the ideals of
freedom and equality which he professed. So deep was the trust between the two men that on one
occasion when Jefferson found himself in need of funds, because of the lifestyle to which he was
accustomed, Kosciuszko allowed Jefferson to borrow funds from his estate. 

The bond between the two men was profound and is traced and analyzed in depth by Nash and
Hodges. Indeed, when Jefferson learned of Kosciuszko's death, he added his voice to an international
chorus of tributes when he declared that Kosciuszko was "as pure a son of liberty as I have ever known,
and of that liberty which is to go to all, and not just to the few or the rich alone."

These two giants shared much in common; but in the end, without denying the many
accomplishments of Jefferson, it is the Pole who was truer to the values which the friends espoused.
Kosciuszko firmly held to the equality of all while Jefferson was never able to shake a belief in the
inferiority of Blacks. As his life drew to an end, Kosciuszko stipulated in his European will that upon his
death the serfs on his Polish estate become "free citizens and full proprietors of the lands they occupy" and
that they be relieved "from all imposts, duties, and personal services which they have hitherto owed to the
lords of the castle." Kosciuszko was doing in his European will what he had requested be done in his
American will. For his part, Jefferson betrayed both the "solemn oath" he had made to Kosciuszko and
some of his own fundamental ideals: he abdicated his role as executor of Kosciuszko's will, and upon
Kosciuszko’s death he freed only five of his slaves. 

Friends of Liberty is an important book. In addition to telling the compelling story of three patriots,
Nash and Hodges speculate on the implications of Jefferson's betrayal for the United States and its efforts
to resolve the evil of slavery. One can challenge some claims (e.g., a careless reference to Poland as
plagued by "religious fanaticism" when, in fact, there was more religious toleration in Poland than in most
of Europe); but these do not undercut the general success of the book.

This is a powerful book which deserves the support of all Americans but, in a special way, should be
championed by Polish Americans. Kosciuszko deserves the accolades which he earned and which are
documented in this book. His "difficult" name should not hinder that recognition - nor should a
community of people with "difficult" non-Anglo-Saxon names be denied so deserving a hero. Check
whether your local school and public libraries own this book; if they don't request that it be purchased. It
would also be a valuable additional to any individual's personal library.

September - Insurance 
Awareness Month

To draw attention to the need for more Americans to
include life insurance in their financial plans, the PRCUA is
encouraging members to take stock of their life insurance
needs during Life Insurance Awareness Month in September.

Many insurance
experts believe the true need for coverage is 10 times their
gross annual income. 

X Only 41% of adult Americans have individual life
insurance. Many rely on insurance provided by their
employers, leaving them without coverage if they lose or
change their job. 

X Each year, about 550,000 Americans die prematurely. In
fact, the chances that a 25-year-old male will die before
reaching the retirement age of 65 is nearly 1 in 5; for a female,
the odds are 1 in 9. 

X When premature death occurs, insufficient life
insurance coverage occurs in 75% of the cases with surviving
family members having to take extreme measures to meet
financial obligations. 

“People need to learn more about the benefits of life
insurance so that in the event of a death, the family will be
spared the economic hardships that too often accompany this
type of tragedy,” said President Wallace Ozog. “We hope that
Life Insurance Awareness Month will address the matter of
under-insurance among our members.”

Many members, who purchased life insurance decades
ago, may not realize that simple funeral costs range from
$5,000 to $10,000 nowadays. If they hoped to leave something
behind for their loved ones and their insurance certificate is
only $5,000 or $10,000, there won’t be much leftover for their
loved ones. Take the time to review your insurance needs
with your local deputy or one of our staff members at any of
the PRCUA’s four offices, listed on page 6.

NEWS BYTES FROM POLAND
by Robert Strybel, Our Warsaw Correspondent

POLAND'S NEW PRESIDENT BRONISLAW KOMOROWSKI said he
wanted to play an active role in developing the country's defense and security
policy. The only democratically elected president with hands-on experience in the
military field, he has served as deputy defense minister and defense minister. He
wants to withdraw Polish troops from Afghanistan in agreement with NATO as
soon as possible but feels Poland's involvement there has not been in vain: "Despite
the costs, that is the price we have to pay to enjoy the freedom and democracy which
international terrorism is trying to destroy." 

THE COST OF POLAND'S INVOLVEMENT IN AFGHANISTAN has been
growing. In 2008 it cost Poland $130 million and rose to $230 million the following
year. This year the price tag may amount to $430 million. Behind the increase are
growing urgent needs to upgrade the military hardware of the 2,600-strong
contingent taking part in the NATO-led operation. "Too bad the new equipment is
being purchased from foreign sources, not from our own defense industry,"
remarked military-affairs expert Wojciech Luczak.

MEMORIAL CROSS - Police moved in to clear out people defending a
memorial cross outside Warsaw's Presidential Palace, saying the area must be
cleared for security reasons prior to Polish Army Day celebrations. They were jeered
by the defenders and cheered by their opponents. Two days earlier, a memorial
plaque commemorating national mourning for 96 victims of the Smolensk air crash
was hastily affixed to the side wall of the palace, but the move was criticized since
no one from the government or the victims' families were invited to the unveiling.

POLAND IGNORED an Israeli request not to extradite an Israeli agent
suspected of involvement in killing Hamas leader Mahmud Al-Mabhuh and handed
him over the Germany. The agent, using the name Yuri Brodsky, is suspected of
supplying forged German passports used to carry out the assassination.

Cut bread into cubes. Combine eggs, milk, oil and seasonings;

Former Congressman Daniel Rostenkowski Died at the Age of 82

Former U.S. Representative Dan Rostenkowski, 82, passed away on August
11 at his summer home in Wisconsin, surrounded by family. He was
diagnosed last summer with lung cancer. He was a member of PRCUA Society
#1415 and lived throughout his life in the house his grandfather built, across
the street from St. Stanislaus Kostka Church in Chicago. His grandfather, Piotr
Rostenkowski, served as PRCUA President from 1913 to 1917. 

Born Daniel David Rostenkowski on January 2, 1928 into a leading Polish-
American family, his father Joseph P. was a Chicago Alderman. Dan was
educated at St. John's Military Academy in Wisconsin and Loyola University,
then Rostenkowski was an infantryman in Korea from 1946-48. 

He was first elected to the U.S. House of Representatives 1958 after having
served as an Illinois State Representative and State Senator. Rostenkowski was
a Congressman for 18 terms (36 years) before being defeated in 1994.

As House Ways and Means Committee Chairman, he was known as a
consensus builder and a master of legislative tactics. But he believed in
compromise and expressed dismay at the partisanship that descended on
Capitol Hill after he left. He was fond of closed-door deal making.

Among his most significant accomplishments were the 1986 rewriting of
the tax code, the passing of the 1993 deficit-reduction package and the
ratification of the North American Free Trade Agreement. 

In a 1992 scandal, he was charged by a Washington grand jury with 17
counts “of misusing government and campaign funds.” He stepped down as
Ways and Means Chairman. "I was there 36 years," he said in 1996. "They
changed the rules 30 times. I can honestly say I was not fully cognizant of the
rules and where there were changes. Maybe I was brazen, I ignored it."

In 1994, he was defeated. In the end Rep. Rostenkowski did plead guilty to
two counts of mail fraud. Yet he insisted afterwards that what he did should
not have been classified as a crime but just as “a violation of House rules.” He

served 17 months in prison, during which he
went out of his way to help others. He was
pardoned in 2000 by President Bill Clinton.

Rostenkowski once said, "I think the epitaph
I'd like to see, even on my gravestone, would be,
'He wrote good law. That it was fair." After his
prison term, he amended this sentiment
admitting that “his legacy would always be
tainted by his stint in federal prison.” 

Former Secretary of Commerce William
Daley said no public official in Washington got
more done for Chicago than Rostenkowski. "He was one of the most effective
leaders in Washington of the 20th century," said Mayor Richard M. Daley. As
longtime chairman of the House Ways and Means committee, his ability to
deliver federal funds to Illinois is legendary. U.S. Sen. Dick Durbin recalls a
meeting with Rostenkowski shortly after his arrival in Washington. "He looked
at me with that gruff look and said, 'There's one thing I want you to remember
on the appropriations committee," and I said yes Mr. Chairman. And he said:
‘Chicago!’ Chicago was his heart and soul," said Sen. Durbin. The bottom line is
that Daniel Rostenkowski did significant good for Illinois, America and the
Democratic Party and this is his true legacy.

He spend his last years out of the limelight, staying either in his home in
Chicago and at his summer home in Wisconsin. Daniel Rostenkowski is
survived by his wife, LaVerne, and daughters Dawn, Kristie and Gayle -- who
all shortened their names to Rosten. One daughter, Stacy Rosten-McDarrah,
died of a kidney ailment in 2007. Visitation was held at St. Stanislaus Kostka
Church and Mass of Christian Burial was held there also, followed by
interment St. Adalbert Cemetery in Niles. May he rest in eternal peace.

There, he was responsible for the direct
administration of banking and cash management for this multi-million
dollar industrial materials engineering company with foundry
operations in the USA, Canada, United Kingdom and France. Mergers
and acquisitions were his specialty and his duties included managing
data processing, accounting, risk management and pension funds.
With a background that includes such solid financial knowledge and
experience, members of the PRCUA can rest assured that the future of
the PRCUA is in very capable hands.  

Joseph A. and Judith Drobot, Jr. celebrated their 45th wedding
anniversary this August. They are the proud parents of four children:
Kathryn (David) Sznewajs; Julie (David) Miller, Timothy and Michael
and were blessed with seven wonderful grandchildren: Max, Jack,
Charlie, and Henry Sznewajs, as well as Bella, Noah, and Evie Miller.
As many PRCUA members do, Joseph and Judith passed on the
legacy of PRCUA membership to their children and grandchildren -
making the Drobot Family a 100% PRCUA family.

Mr. Drobot is active in Michigan Polonia, where he has
volunteered his experience with finances, accounting and investments
for the benefit of several groups. Since being named to the Orchard
Lake Schools (OLS) Board of Regents in 1991, he has served as its Vice
Chair and Budget Committee Chair. In 2009, he was named Chair of
the Board of Regents of OLS. 

He also serves on the Finance Committee for Lourdes Senior
Community in Waterford, MI and is on the Board and Finance
Committee of Freedom House in Detroit, MI, which is a safe haven for
political refugees seeking asylum in the United States and Canada. It
provides shelter and legal services during the immigration process.
Under threat of torture and death, these individuals left their
homeland (Congo, Rwanda etc.) to find freedom in this country.
Freedom House offers hope to the politically oppressed.

Mr. Drobot's motto is: "Behind every success is effort... Behind
every effort is passion... Behind every passion is someone with the
courage to try." He seeks to provide PRCUA members with a
financially stable organization that features quality products, services
and fraternal activities. He promises to work together with the other
officers and the Board of Directors to strengthen the PRCUA's
financial position, to increase membership through use of effective
sales and marketing tools, and to promote fraternal activities that meet
the needs of our members - perhaps even expanding into areas where
there are no fraternal PRCUA Polish language and/or dance schools at
the present time.

deliberations from the two
organizations that he
represented.

R E G U L A R
CONVENTION BUSINESS
SESSION continued with the
report of the Actuary, Joseph

Steimla, who reported that the
PRCUA has had losses in its
surplus, which is difficult to
rebuild when interest rates are
so low. He also said the
PRCUA's assets have increased
due to annuity premiums; we
currently have $90 million in
annuity funds and $4.3 million
in surplus funds. 

This was followed by
the REPORT OF THE
BUDGET AND GRIEVANCE
COMMITTEE: Eileen Hanley,
Chairperson, of Sparks, MD;

Elizabeth Kaniewski of Franklin, WI; Teresa Gibala of Erie, MI; Joseph A. Drobot, Jr. of
Bloomfield Hills, MI; and Edward Muszalski of Burbank, IL. The Committee recom-
mended lowering the salaries of officers, chaplains and directors, as well as lowering
their ground transportation reimbursement rate. About 95% of their proposed budget
for the next four years was approved; only a few minor modifications were made.

This was followed by a REPORT OF THE TASK FORCE, Chaired by Greg Olma
of D2, Buffalo, NY. Other members, representing all Districts, on the Task Force
included: Marsha Mikuszewski, D1, of Adams, MA; Mary Louise Turkiewicz
Nowakowski, member-at-large, of Buffalo, NY; Walter Schultz, D3, of Philadelphia,
PA; Michael Turkiewicz, D4, of Portland, OR; John Borkowski, D5, of Parma, OH,
Susan Plewa, D6, Secretary until 2008, of Milwaukee, WI; President Emeritus Edward
Dykla, Vice Chair, D7, of Barrington, IL; Anna Toltzman, D8, of Rockford, IL;
Michaeleen A Lamont, D9,  of Hammond, IN; Christopher Ozog, D10, Secretary as of
2008, of Madison Heights, MI, along with non-voting Advisors Donald V. Versen, Sr.,
of DesPlaines, IL, Chairman of the Long-Range Planning Committee; David Marutzky
of Chicago, IL, Chairman of the Constitution and By-Laws Committee and Ted
Klamerus of Dearborn Heights, MI, Chairman of the Redistricting Committee. 

This Task Force was charged with revamping the Constitution, reviewing state
statutes and other fraternal organizations’ constitutions, conducting in-District
meetings to learn about members’ concerns and reporting their findings to the PRCUA
Board of Directors. Fifteen meetings and eight Open Forums were held. Only a total of
103 PRCUA members attended the Open Forums. A website was created at the PRCUA
with an email connection so that members could give feedback to the Task Force. 

From the Open Forums, the Task Force discovered that the PRCUA has a declining
membership, an aging population, a need to cultivate youth involvement, lack of
diversity in financial products, declining support for fraternal activities and a need to
expand qualifications of membership. The final draft of the Proposed Constitution was
made available online in June. Data was collected from 37 fraternal life insurance
organizations. It was determined that the PRCUA has 20.5% members below the age of
30 years, 36.9% between 30 and 60 years and 42.6% over 60 years of age. 

The Task Force learned that the Constitution has the highest level of importance
because it gives the organization its structure as defined by state statutes and it is
maintained by the Convention every four years. The By-Laws have the second level of
importance; they can be adapted by the Board according to legal, social and economic
needs that arise. The third level of importance is “Procedures and Documents” which
includes oaths of office, orders of business, charters, established organizational rules
and code of ethics, regulatory practices, insurance procedures and documents. 

Our old PRCUA Constitution and By-Laws had no differentiation between the
Constitution and the By-Laws for levels of importance. Therefore, the Task Force
created three separate documents: 1) Constitution, 2) By-Laws, and 3) Procedures
(Rules). Amendments to the Constitution require the approval of 2/3 of the accredited
delegates at the Convention. Amendments to the By-Laws requires 2/3 votes of the
entire Board of Directors at a Board of Directors Session. Regarding the resolution of
disputes, three different levels of matters require different levels of attention, therefore
three distinct processes were created for the resolution of 1) Constitutional disputes; 2)
fraternal disputes; and 2) insurance disputes.

The Task Force strove to adapt fraternalism that will be relevant in our rapidly
changing world. Today’s fraternalism is one of action. It is community focused, not
inwardly focused. Fraternalism is getting our members motivated to do something to
help others. The Proposed Constitution and By-Laws was discussed in sections.  It was
decided by the delegates that the Proposed Constitution warranted further work and
would be voted upon the next day. With applause and comments, the delegates
demonstrated their appreciation for the monumental job that this Task Force

accomplished. 
This was followed by

The number of directors and districts remained the
same: ten districts and 15 directors.

Then the CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS COMMITTEE gave its report.
Members are William F. Marutzky, Chairman, Chicago, IL; Christopher Pasternak of
Warren, MI; Richard Orlowski, Jr. of  Pittsburgh, PA; Mary Ann Zielinski of Center
Line, MI and Pamela Tuytens of Chicago, IL. They also concurred with the
recommendations made by the Task Force. 

The TELEGRAMS AND
COMMUNICATIONS COMMITTEE reported
that they received a telegram from Barbara
Raczynski Toboy of Wyandotte, MI, outgoing
Director of District 10, who was unable to attend
the Convention, based upon the advice of her
physician, since she was due to deliver her
second baby any day.

1 wrzeœnia mija kolejna, 71. rocznica najciê¿szej wojny w dziejach nowo¿ytnych, wojny
która pozostawi³a po sobie dziesi¹tki milionów ofiar - zabitych, osieroconych, zmuszonych do
przesiedlenia, zniewolonych.

Wybuch wojny œwiatowej poprzedzi³y wojny lokalne, m.in.: wkroczenie wojsk
niemieckich do Nadrenii (1936), atak faszystowskich W³och na Abisyniê (1935-36),
hiszpañska wojna domowa (1936-39) oraz trwaj¹ca od 1937 r. wojna chiñsko-japoñska,
trwaj¹cy na pograniczu Mand¿urii konflikt sowiecko-japoñski.

W 1938 roku Niemcy przy³¹czy³y do III Rzeszy Austriê, jesieni¹ 1938 na konferencji w
Monachium uzyskali zgodê na anektowanie czêœci Czech i Moraw.  Nastêpnie Niemcy
wyst¹pili wobec Polski z ¿¹daniami dotycz¹cymi Wolnego Miasta Gdañska i Pomorza.
Odrzucenie tych ¿¹dañ przez rz¹d polski spowodowa³y, ¿e 31 III Hitler postanowi³ rozpocz¹æ
bezpoœrednie przygotowanie do wojny z Polsk¹.  Porozumienie zawarte 23 sierpnia 1939 roku
w Moskwie przez ministrów spraw zagranicznych Rosji - Wiaczes³awa Mo³otowa i Niemiec -
Joachima von Ribbentropa, opatrzone tajnym protoko³em zak³adaj¹cym rozbiór Polski, da³o
Hitlerowi pewnoœæ, ¿e kampania w Polsce zakoñczy siê sukcesem.

1 wrzeœnia o 4.45 niemiecki pancernik Schlezwig-Holstein zaatakowa³ Westerplatte,
rozpoczynaj¹c II wojnê œwiatow¹.  Wojska niemieckie wkraczaj¹ do Polski od zachodu, od
po³udnia - z zajêtej przez Niemców Czechos³owacji, i od pó³nocy - z Prus Wschodnich.
Niemcy dysponuj¹ 1,8 mln ¿o³nierzy, 11 tys. dzia³, 2,6 tys. czo³gów, 2 tys. samolotów; Polska
ma oko³o 1 mln ¿o³nierzy, 3 tys. dzia³, 500 czo³gów, 400 samolotów (w tym tylko 100
nowoczesnych). 

17 wrzeœnia Polskê zaatakowa³ ZSRR, ³ami¹c traktat o nieagresji.  Prezydent Polski, rz¹d i
Wódz Naczelny wyje¿d¿aj¹ do Rumunii.  ZSRR na mocy nowego uk³adu z Niemcami zajmuje
52% terytorium Polski.  Niemcy czêœæ polskich ziem wcielaj¹ do Rzeszy, z czêœci tworz¹
Generaln¹ Guberniê ze stolic¹ w Krakowie.

II wojna œwiatowa trwa³a ponad 5 lat, nios¹c za sob¹ nieobliczalne straty w ludziach i
dorobku kulturalnym.
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by³ uroczysty bankiet.  Godzinê przed
obiadem delegaci i goœcie udali siê do
sali bankietowej w hotelu, gdzie spotkali
siê przy koktajlach.  Czêœæ oficjaln¹
bankietu rozpoczê³a przewodnicz¹ca
Komitetu Organizacyjnego Lucia
Seranko, która powita³a wszystkich
ciep³o.  Wiceprzewodnicz¹cy Steven
Cieœlicki przedstawi³ nastêpnie
