transfers up to $100,000 from an IRA to a charity of their choice
for the 2011 tax year, as part of the Tax Relief, Unemployment
Insurance Reauthorization, and Job Creation Act of 2010.

Dear PRCUA Members and Friends, 
In October, I addressed a gathering in Cleveland,

Ohio, in honor of Brigadier General Casimir Pulaski,
sponsored by the Polonia Foundation of Ohio and the
Ohio Polish Legion of American Veterans, USA. That
event was the catalyst that sparked me to see the “hero of
two countries” in light of today’s immigration
requirements.

Hopefully, we Polish Americans all know about
Casimir Pulaski’s military exploits in Poland in resisting
the Russian influence in his homeland, as well as the
report of how his horse soldiers protected the retreat of
Generals Washington and Anthony Wayne and saved
them from capture by the British at the Battle of
Brandywine during the American Revolutionary War.
We know about his heroism at Charleston, S.C. to secure
that city for the Americans, his designation as the "Father
of the American Cavalry" and his heroism at the siege of
Savannah, where he was mortally wounded.

For all this, and more, Brigadier General Casimir
Pulaski was granted Honorary U.S. Citizenship by the
U.S. government in 2009, becoming only 1 of 7 people so
honored. But did you know that today, if Casimir Pulaski
were alive, he would not be able to enter this country
without applying for a Visa? It is incredible to realize
that beloved General Pulaski, who fought and DIED for
our freedom could not enter without applying for a Visa
because of his Polish citizenship!  Every citizen of Poland
must apply for and be issued a Visa in order to travel to
the USA. This process is long, can be embarrassing and is
costly. There are 36 countries that have had this
restriction waived; 28 are Poland's neighbors in Europe.
So why isn't Poland on that list?

To be admitted to the Visa Waiver Program (VWP), a
country must meet various security requirements,
enhanced law enforcement,  security-related data sharing
with the U.S., and timely reporting of lost and stolen
passports. Countries must maintain high counter-
terrorism, law enforcement, border control and
document security standards. Poland qualifies.

Poland is a member of the European Union. It has
met all the requirements to be a member of NATO and
meets all the requirements of the VWP. Poland has
fought alongside the USA in Iraq and Afghanistan. So
why isn't Poland in the VWP?

Ever former President Bush and President Obama
support Poland’s admission into the VWP,  but the
problem is that designation as a VWP country is at the
discretion of the U.S. Congress. Meeting all objective
requirements DOES NOT GUARANTEE VWP
MEMBERSHIP. This seems like subjective discrimination. 

There is an election coming up and WE POLISH
AMERICANS VOTE. We must be VOCAL in support of
elected representatives who support this cause and let
those who oppose Poland’s participation in the VWP
know that we will work against their election. WE MUST
NOT BE SILENT!

In memory of our great Polish and American hero
Casimir Pulaski, we must unite and campaign for Polish
participation in the VWP. This program has floundered
for years in Congress without resolution. WHY? Have
we not been heard? Is Poland not worthy? Who doesn't
like Poland or Polonia?

Come together with one voice! Correct this injustice
being done to Poles who are great friends and partners
with the USA in the quest for peace. In honor of the
memory of our great Brigadier General Casimir Pulaski,
I ask you to be heard and help correct this political
injustice. Sample letters to write to your legislators and a
petition to sign in favor of the House and Senate Bills on
this matter can be found at the PAC website:
www.pac1944.org. Together, we can finally get this goal
accomplished if we all TAKE ACTION. Thank you.

"BEING THANKFUL - Looking Out for Others"

We can all be thankful for the wonderful display of autumn beauty in
nature and the blessings that God has provided for us to enjoy.  Fall is a
Season that sends a message to us -- BEING THANKFUL for all the blessings
that we have received.  Soon we will be celebrating our National Day of
Thanksgiving.  For many of us, family and friends will gather together.  Some
of us may be doing volunteer work or other fraternal activities, serving or
delivering meals for those less fortunate.

In my article last month, "IT'S FALL CHECKUP TIME," I wrote about the
importance of performing a "FALL CHECKUP on YOUR FINANCIAL
SECURITY".  I also mentioned that this "Fall Checkup" should include
reviewing the Primary and Contingent Beneficiaries.

On your PRCUA Life Insurance and Annuity Certificates and other
important legal and financial documents, it is important to conduct a review of
Beneficiaries at least annually.  In the spirit of this season of Thanksgiving and
sharing, it is timely to review your beneficiaries.  Whenever you have a "life
changing event" such as marriage, birth of a child, death of a beneficiary, etc. it
is essential that you immediately revise your recorded beneficiaries.  Part of
maintaining your Financial affairs includes sharing your assets according to
your wishes after you are gone. One way that this can be accomplished is to
make sure that your beneficiary designations are in agreement with your
"CURRENT" wishes and desires.  

I emphasize "CURRENT" because you, as the owner of your Life Insurance
or Annuity, can make changes to the beneficiaries at any time during your
lifetime. In fact, you can make a change immediately after you just changed
them. There is no limit to the number of changes that you can make. You do
not have to give a reason for the change.  It is most important that you take
action and make those changes using the required documents and prescribed
procedures. At your death, the holder of your assets is legally obligated to
disburse any funds or assets according to your direction, as then recorded. 

Now, as you complete your annual review of beneficiaries, it will be
helpful to consider the following pertinent distinctions between Primary and
Contingent Beneficiaries.

PRIMARY BENEFICIARY is the person or institution that should receive
ALL of the assets (funds) when you are deceased. If the designation is an
individual, then it is also important to designate a Contingent or Secondary
Beneficiary, in case the Primary Beneficiary is already deceased.  This is
especially important for spouses who frequently travel together.  If an
unfortunate accident occurred and both parties were killed, and no Contingent
or Secondary Beneficiary was designated, all proceeds from certificates would
most likely be held and then distributed according to the direction of the
Probate Court. Multiple Primary Beneficiaries can be designated and a
"Percentage of Distribution" of funds can be indicated.  

CONTINGENT OR SECONDARY BENEFICIARY is the individual or
institution designated that would receive the distribution, as indicated, if the
Primary Beneficiary is not living. It is important to remember that the proceeds
of Life Insurance are distributed Income Tax Free.  This is not necessarily true
for the distribution of Annuity proceeds.  

NAME OF A TRUST DOCUMENT or NAME OF A WILL - There are
many different types of Trusts such as - Living Trust, Revocable or Non-
Revocable, Life Insurance Trusts, etc. and Wills.  Because of the variety of laws
in different states, a lawyer familiar with these laws and your particular
financial situation usually prepares these documents.  This "direction" can be
indicated in either the Primary or Contingent Beneficiary designation.  

No matter which category of beneficiary that you are considering revising,
some information that is appropriate for most designations is:
- Your lawyer or accountant will be able to assist you in what designation
will best suit your particular financial situation.
- Consider the potential tax advantages of making a charitable designation
to A Qualified Tax-Exempt Organization.  If you have such a favorite ·

organization, you should check with them to determine if they qualify and
how any designation(s) must be indicated.  Many education, scholarship funds
and museums qualify for this category. Simply contact them and someone will
be more than happy to assist you.  
- When establishing a Trust or Will, the lawyer will usually interview you
to determine your personal information and how you would like to have your
assets distributed.  They will then prepare the appropriate documents for your
review and comments at a later meeting.  You should be aware that some of
the documents need to be "funded" in order to make them function.  Make
sure that you work out these details according to your State's Laws with your
preparer.  The costs for each of these documents vary from location to location,
preparer to preparer and your particular estate.  You will have to research this
and choose an individual with whom you feel comfortable.  Any costs may
well be worth it to avoid future hassles for those that you leave behind.

POURED-BATTER NOODLES: Fork-blend 2 small eggs, 6 T
flour and 2 pinches of salt until mixture is smooth. Stir in 1 T
water or as much as needed for a pourable batter; beat with
fork until smooth. Pour batter in a thin stream into a pot of  4 c
boiling milk and cook about 2 min. Add sugar & salt to taste. 
CHOCOLATE-COVERED PRUNES: Place a lg pc of wax
paper on your table. In top part of double boiler melt 1 bag
milk chocolate or semisweet chocolate chips with 2 T butter.)
Assemble 12 tender, pitted California prunes. Stab one with a
skewer and dip in melted chocolate. Hold briefly over the pot
until dripping stops. Place on paper and repeat. Kids will
enjoy making and eating these!
NO-BAKE CHOCO-PEANUT BUTTER COOKIES: Melt
chocolate with butter and assemble wax paper as above.
Spread a Ritz cracker with a 1/4” layer peanut butter and a
thin layer of jelly or preserves. Top with another cracker and
squeeze together. With spoon, place sandwich into pot of
chocolate; spoon chocolate over cracker till covered. Lift with
tongs and dry on paper. Repeat. Makes @ 12. These taste
awesome, are easy to make, and guests rave about them!
HOLIDAY HONEYSPICE CAKE: Beat 2 eggs with 1 stick + 1
T butter and 1 c sugar. Stir in 1/2 c honey and 2 T cocoa.
Separately, mix 2 c flour with 1-1/2 t baking soda, 1/2 t ginger,
1/4 t cinnamon, 1/4 t cloves, 1/4 t nutmeg, 1/4 t pepper and 1/4
ground allspice. Gradually add dry mixture to moist mixture,
finally stir in 1/2 sour cream. Mix well. Transfer to buttered,
breadcrumb-sprinkled loaf pan. Bake in preheated 350° oven
about 60 min. When cool, cut in half lengthwise, spread
bottom half with plum butter, top with other half and ice cake
with chocolate glaze. Garnish with chopped walnuts.
PLUM CAKES: Combine 1 pkg  dry active yeast, 1 c flour, 1/4
c sugar and 1 c warm milk in bowl, cover with towel and let
rise. Separately beat 2 eggs with 1/2 melted butter and 1/2 t
salt. When yeast mixture has doubled in bulk, stir in butter-
egg mixture and blend together well. Gradually stir in 2 more
c flour, mixing constantly. Knead on floured surface 10 min or
until dough is smooth and elastic. Transfer to buttered bowl ,
cover and let rise about 1  hr or until doubled. Pluck off plum-
sized pieces of dough, roll between palms snowball-fashion
and flatten balls into roughly 2" diameter patties. Brush each
with melted butter, place on greased baking sheet and allow to
rise 30 min. Make depression in center of each cake and fill
with a spoonful of thick plum butter. Bake 13-15 min in
preheated 75° oven. When cool, dust with confectioner's sugar.
POPPYSEED ROLL: Mash 1-3/4 small cakes yeast with 1 T
sugar and 2/3 c warm milk. Stir in 1/3 c flour, cover and let rise
in a warm place. After about an hr beat 2 egg yolks with 1/2 c
sugar until creamy and add to yeast mixture together with 2-
2/3 c flour and 1 whole egg. Work ingredients into a dough.
Work in 4 T melted butter and knead until smooth. Set aside in
warm place to rise. When doubled in bulk, divide dough in
two and roll out each piece 1/4" thick. Spread each dough with
1 to 1.5 cans poppyseed filling leaving a 3/4" margin at edges.
Roll up and place on baking pan(s) to rise. Bake in preheated
390° oven about 50 min. Dust with confectioner's sugar or
glaze with white icing. Optional: Soft icing may be sprinkled
with dry poppyseeds or chopped almonds or walnuts.
TEA-FLAVORED FRUITCAKE: In bowl combine 1-1/4 c
mixed dried fruit coarsely chopped) and whole raisins. Add
1/4 c chopped walnuts, 1 heaped c sugar and drench with 1 c
cold strong tea, cover; let stand overnight. Next day, mix 1-1/2
c flour with 2 t baking powder. Stir into fruit, add 2 beaten
eggs and beat to blend ingredients. Transfer batter to buttered
narrow loaf pans, dot top with butter and bake about 50 min
in preheated 325° oven.

He fought valiantly for
Poland's sovereignty but was eventually forced into exile, and
it was in Paris that he met Benjamin Franklin. Franklin told
him of America's aspirations, and Pulaski journeyed across
the Atlantic to join our struggle for freedom, equality, and
justice. Arriving in America in 1777, he served beside General
George Washington, who appreciated his military experience.
He later formed an independent corps of cavalry known as
the Pulaski Legion, which battled bravely from the New
Jersey coast to the siege of Savannah, where he was mortally
wounded. 

Pulaski's unit was a diverse collection of soldiers,
composed of Americans, Germans, Frenchmen, Irishmen, and
Poles. Their differences were many, but they were united by a
basic longing for human liberty. This same longing -- which
moved Pulaski to make the ultimate sacrifice -- has come to
define America and reflect our lasting ties to the people of
Poland. Today, as we commemorate Casimir Pulaski's
extraordinary life, we recognize that his spirit lives on in all
those who are driven to pursue a freer, more just world. 

NOW, THEREFORE, I, BARACK OBAMA, President of
the United States of America, by virtue of the authority vested
in me by the Constitution and the laws of the United States,
do hereby proclaim October 11, 2011, as General Pulaski
Memorial Day. I encourage all Americans to commemorate
this occasion with appropriate programs and activities paying
tribute to Casimir Pulaski and honoring all those who defend
the freedom of our Nation. 

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, I have hereunto set my hand
this eleventh day of October, in the year of our Lord two
thousand eleven, and of the Independence of the United
States of America the two hundred and thirty-sixth.

Stability, political marketing carry the day
Poland's Ruling Coalition is Re-elected

Warsaw - The center-right party of Prime Minister
Donald Tusk has become the first pre-war and post-Soviet-era
political group ever to win re-election in Poland, which up
until now has been functioning in a backlash mode. Right-
wing rule has normally ended in victory by the left, which in
turn got swept away by a rightist group, only to be replaced
by resurgent leftists and so on. What's more, all previous
coalition governments in the past 22-year post-communist
period fell apart even before the end of their four-year- term.

With 39% voter support, Tusk's pro-business, mildly
conservative Civic Platform (Platforma Obywatelska = PO) party
will be able to resume its tested and fairly tranquil coalition
with its junior partner, the Polish Peasant Party (Polskie
Stronnictwo Ludowe = PSL). The PSL won only 10% of the vote
but together the two parties will have a slim majority in the

460-seat Sejm (lower house), enough to force government-backed legislation through
parliament

The PO's secret appears to lie largely in its cleverly worded propaganda, which struck a
respondent chord with many Polish voters. Relying heavily on political marketing experts,
image consultants and makeup artists, Tusk's party told people what they wanted to hear but
was always willing to backtrack whenever support began to wane. Although Tusk had pledged
no tax increases, his government raised the VAT sales tax, sending up the price of most goods
and services. And his government's grandiose highway-construction program - ahead of the
2012 European Soccer Finals co-hosted by Poland and Ukraine - has fallen short of
expectations.

But, as an unmatched expert in crisis management, the 58-year-old Tusk has been able to
talk his way out of every failure, saying things like, "We're not perfect, but we're doing our
best!" After campaign posters bearing the portrait of his short and frumpy arch-rival Jaroslaw
Kaczynski appeared all over the country, the moderately handsome Tusk was asked whether
he had similar plans. He coyly replied: "No, I'm not good-looking enough."

A major theme of Tusks' campaign was continuity. Taking credit for the fact that Poland
was the only European country which did not slip into recession during the ongoing global
crisis, the prime minister pledged continued stability and warned against changing horses in
midstream. He also warned of the dire consequences of a return to power of Kaczynski's
national-conservative Law and Justice (Prawo i Sprawiedliwosc = PiS) party which he repeatedly
accused of advocating revenge, hatred and aggression.

The biggest surprise of the October 9th elections was the success of dark-horse Janusz
Palikot, who broke off from Tusk's PO last year to set up his own group immodestly called the
Palikot Support Movement (Ruch Poparcia Palikota = RPP). Although early surveys had shown
the RPP to be below the 5% threshold required to win parliamentary seats, it ultimately won
nearly 10% of the vote. A millionaire businessman, Palikot ran on a libertine-leftist anti-Church
platform supporting homosexual marriage, abortion on demand and legalizing marijuana.  

It won the support of some younger voters disenchanted with the mainstream political
stage and siphoned off quite a few votes from the post-communist Democratic Left Alliance
(Sojusz Lewicy Demokratycznej = SLD). Palikot is known for his street happenings, which include
downing tiny airline-sized bottles of vodka in the street to ridicule the alleged drunkenness of
former President Lech Kaczynski. At present, RPP members pledge an oath to fight for "a
modern, progressive, tolerant and friendly Poland", while raising a Hitler-like salute.

Maybe Tusk's politically marketed glibness and Palikot's off-the-wall antics only show that
Poland has finally joined the "modern" age, where celebrity imaging and offbeat goings-on
have been increasingly setting the tone for political campaigns the world over. It seems that
only our US Polonia still remains faithful to the world of values. 

Such old fashion notions as "God, Honor and Homeland" and the resolve to protect
Poland's national interests and retain the strategic assets, which the Tusk camp wants to sell
off, to foreign investors, still speak to US Polonians with Polish citizenship. Kaczynski's PiS,
which advocates such values, received only some 30% of the vote in Poland, but won the
support of a whopping  80% of those voting in America.

NANATIONAL WOMEN’S HALLTIONAL WOMEN’S HALL

Seneca Falls, NY - On October

1st, U.S. Senator Barbara A. Mikulski
(D-MD) was inducted into the
National Women’s Hall of Fame in
Seneca Falls, NY, home of America’s
women’s rights movement.  

“We’re here today to honor and
learn from the past,” Senator Mikulski
said. “The founding mothers of Seneca
Falls had the passion and
determination to seize the day and to

make a difference. They lived and acted
in the present. They understood the power of now. This is our
lesson…our time is now - we need to seize it.”

As a U.S. Senator, Mikulski puts her values into action to make a
difference in people's lives, fighting for access to quality education,
standing up for America's seniors, working for cures and research,
leading on women's health, fighting for America's veterans and
military families, and supporting volunteers and national service. 

Senator Mikulski was among 11 of the Hall’s 2011 inductees,
who include: Dr. Loretta C. Ford, an internationally renowned
nursing leader; Helen Murray Free, a pioneering chemist; Lilly
Ledbetter, a pay-equity advocate; Dr. Donna E. Shalala, a
groundbreaking educator and politician; and Kathrine Switzer, the
first woman to officially enter the Boston Marathon. Acceptors will be
on hand for the following historic inductees: Coretta Scott King;
Abby Kelley Foster; Dorothy Harrison Eustis; Billie Holiday; and
Saint Katharine Drexel.

Senator Mikulski remarked: “We are gathered here tonight to
honor and learn from the past, to live and act in the present, and to
inspire the next generation. I am so proud to be with you today in
such an historic place. Seneca Falls is the home of one of the greatest
social movements of our time.”

In 1848, Elizabeth Cady Stanton and Lucretia Mott stepped up to
meet the challenges of their times. They mobilized and organized the
American women’s rights movement at Wesleyan Chapel in Seneca
Falls, NY. A crowd of 300 men and women gathered to discuss the
social, civil, and religious conditions and rights of women. They
didn’t know what awaited them or who they would find there. These
women put their lives on the line to declare their sentiments. They
were not just attending a meeting—they were starting a movement to
determine their own destiny, and that of American women for
generations to come. 

They were there to debate and vote on the “Declaration of
Sentiments” - an adaptation of the Declaration of Independence that
added two words to a well known sentence. “We hold these truths to
be self-evident: That all men and women are created equal…” They
had the audacity to include a 9th resolution calling for women to
have the right to vote. Frederick Douglass played a central role in the
movement by joining his voice to Elizabeth Cady Stanton’s. His
participation came to the surprise of those in attendance, and a shock
to the press.  The Declaration was approved by a slim margin on the
second day of the convention. In 1848, it was revolutionary. 

“Tonight we continue that revolution,” declared Sen, Mikulski, “
I am so honored to join so many women of course, grit, and
determination in the National Women’s Hall of Fame.  Hillary
Clinton put 18 million cracks in the tallest glass ceiling of them all
when she ran for president. Her role now shows the power of one to
help so many...

“I never thought of myself as historic, although I am the first
Democratic woman Senator elected in her own right. Just 15 women
served in the Senate before me. Up until now, only 39 women have
been U.S. Senators. Yet today, 17 women serve in the Senate at one
time. One January 5, 2011, I was honored to become the longest-
serving female Senator. 

“Asking for the right to vote was controversial at the first
Women’s Rights meeting. In fact, Elizabeth Cady Stanton’s husband
told her that if she did something that daring, he would leave town.
She went ahead, and he left. But women won the day.” 

“Every social movement faces opposition and setbacks. The most
important thing is to keep on going. Three years ago, when we lost
the first vote in the Senate on the Lily Ledbetter Fair Pay Act., I went
to the floor and spoke up for women... The next year we passed that
bill, put change in law books, and also in womens’ checkbooks. 

“I am so proud to be here with you... We must not only honor
the past—we must learn from it. We must commit ourselves to seize
the day and to live and act right now. It is imperative that we women
must be at the table and on the agenda.. Never forget the ladies.
Good night, and God bless.

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Walesa will accept the award February 9 in Chicago

Former Polish President Lech
Walesa, who helped lead his country
to a new era of freedom and became
the first democratically-elected leader
in Polish postwar history, will receive
the Lincoln Leadership Prize from the
Abraham Lincoln Presidential Library
Foundation during a special ceremony
February 9, 2012 in Chicago.  

This prize is awarded to
exceptional men and women for a
lifetime of services in the Lincoln
tradition, marked by great strength of
character, individual conscience, and
an unwavering commitment to the
defining principals of democracy. It recognizes those individuals who accept
the responsibilities imposed by history and demanded by conscience.

"The Lincoln Leadership Prize was established in 2006 to recognize
outstanding individuals whose lives and actions exemplify Lincoln's legacy of
leadership," said Foundation CEO Dr. Carla Knorowski.  "President Lech
Walesa embodies these ideals with a lifetime of work devoted to individual
equality, reform, and democracy."

"I am honored to be awarded the Lincoln Leadership Prize," said Walesa.
"This prize from the Abraham Lincoln Presidential Library Foundation also
pays homage to the Polish nation, which more than two decades ago
peacefully and democratically conducted an economic and social revolution.
As a result of this transformation, Poland entered a period of prosperity and
justice."

Walesa's journey from work in the massive Lenin shipyard at Gdansk,
Poland, to the first democratically-elected President in Poland's postwar
history was an arduous one.  Working as an electrician in the shipyards in the
early 1970s, he witnessed violent government crackdowns ordered by Poland's
Communist Party leadership against its own citizens.  Walesa decided to take
action and became recognized as a labor leader and activist, but was dismissed
from the shipyard in 1976 for his anti-communist rhetoric.  

Four years later, when rising food costs led to a general strike inside the
Gdansk shipyard, Walesa scaled a fence and rejoined his fellow workers, and
was quickly appointed their leader.  The strike, which was soon joined by
thousands of workers from across the country, forced the Polish government
to agree to significant labor reforms.  For his leadership, Walesa was elected
the first Solidarity Chairman at the First National Solidarity Congress in
Gdansk.

These victories, however, were short-lived as the Communist government
quickly reasserted its authority across the nation and Walesa was imprisoned
for 18 months for his activities.  After his release in the fall of 1983, he was
awarded the Nobel Peace Prize for his struggle to win workers' rights in
Poland.  

Over the next seven years, a deteriorating economy and a reduced Soviet
military presence forced the Polish Communist government to negotiate with
Walesa and his Solidarity brethren.  In 1990 he became the first democratically
elected President of postwar Poland and helped to usher the country into the
modern era by laying the foundation for Poland's eventual admission into
NATO, and, as a free nation, into the United Nations.  He served as President
through 1995.  

Since then, he founded the Lech Walesa Institute to bring together many
social groups around the never-ageing ideas of state decentralization, ethics in
politics and the necessity to nurture the tradition of independence. It enables
Walesa to promote Poland worldwide and to advocate for the ideals of
solidarity and freedom that he has always cherished. 

Past Lincoln Leadership Award honorees include Supreme Court Justice
Sandra Day O'Connor, Archbishop Desmond Tutu, Astronaut James A. Lovell
Jr., and the late television journalist Tim Russert, as well as others.  

The Abraham Lincoln Presidential Library Foundation supports the
educational and cultural programming of the Abraham Lincoln Presidential
Library and Museum; fosters Lincoln scholarship through the acquisition and
publication of documentary materials relating to Lincoln and his era; and
promotes a greater appreciation of history through exhibits, conferences,
publications, online services, and other activities designed to promote
historical literacy.

PAC President Meets with 
Polish President Bronislaw Komorowski
On September 23, 2011 the President of

Poland, Bronislaw Komorowski, and Polish
American Congress (PAC) President Frank J.
Spula met in New York City to discuss a wide
range of issues important to the Polish
diaspora living in the United States, including
the need to dramatically improve the U.S.
Visa Waiver program.

President Komorowski was in New York to address the General Assembly
of the United Nations on behalf of the country which holds the Presidency of
the Council of the European Union. In his address, he said: “The [European]
Union, the former Community, has become in recent decades a laboratory of
huge positive developments in international life. The beginning of the
integration process, with the creation of the European Coal and Steel
Community sixty years ago, was the Copernican revolution in international
relations. A mechanism, to effectively eliminate war between countries that
seemed to be permanently in conflict with each other, was successfully
introduced. Arch enemies have become irreplaceable friends.” 

“The number of countries that have opted for co-operation rather than
conflict, has been steadily growing. This has given Europe an unprecedented
long period of peace and enabled the economic and social development, not
only in the sphere of the market, but also in the field of human rights and in
equalizing the levels of development.”

“The European Union provides its members with security, stimulates their
development and provides assistance to the less developed regions and social
groups. This is possible since it is guided by the principle of solidarity which
goes beyond states borders.”

Afterwards, Komorowski had an hour-long private meeting with Spula
that enabled them to exchange views on upcoming national elections in both
Poland and the United States, as well as for Spula to express his gratitude to
the Polish leader for his country's support for Polonia overseas.

"The chance to get together amidst several international crises was itself a
sign of the unwavering support that the Polish government gives to Polonia
and to the Polish American Congress," Spula noted.

"Both President Komorowski and the Polish Senate have been closely
monitoring Polonia's situation and have been instrumental in supporting,
where possible, our vitality and organizational health.”

Spula invited President Komorowski to attend upcoming events organized
by the Polish American Congress, including a conference scheduled for early
2012 in Chicago as well as the PAC's 70th anniversary gala celebration to be
held in 2014.

We thank those of you who have already contacted your Representatives and Senators regarding

Poland’s admission into the Visa Waiver Program (VWP). It is largely due to your efforts that we are
slowly making progress. However, our ultimate goal of visa-free travel for Polish citizens will not be
attained if your efforts do not continue.

Now that both chambers of Congress are back in session, it is CRUCIAL to continue our work. We ask
those of you who have not yet contacted your Representatives and Senators to do so now. Furthermore,
please ask your Polish American friends, relatives, and co-workers to also contact their legislators as soon
as possible.

Rep. Quigley (D-IL) and Sen. Mikulski (D-MD) and Sen. Kirk (R-IL) sponsored bipartisan bills to
include Poland in the VWP. Under the shared title of “Secure Travel and Counterterrorism Partnership
Program Act of 2011,” they are H.R. 959 and S. 497. They were introduced in March and both bills are still
being considered by the Senate Judiciary Committee and the House Subcommittee on Immigration Policy
and Enforcement.

Our goal is to show legislators how very important the Bills are to us and to have the Bills pass the
two committees and return to the floors of both chambers for discussion and vote.

We have a great opportunity that must not be squandered. The more frequently we contact members
of Congress on this issue, the more they will see that the Polish American community is a powerful
electorate whose voice is important and cannot be dismissed.

We strongly urge you to saturate the legislators of all states by phone, letters, and Internet. 
1. Especially contact those Representatives and Senators from your state who also serve on the

Committee of the Judiciary (see below). Tell them the Bill is vitally important to you and urge them to
support the bill and ensure that legislation's referral "out of Committee" for a vote.

2. If your Repesentatives and/or Senators are not in the Committee to which the bill was referred, please
urge them strongly to support the Bill by becoming its co-sponsor AND when the bill comes up for a vote,
urge your Representatives and Senators to vote to pass the Bill.

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KAKATYN - UNFINISHED INQUIRTYN - UNFINISHED INQUIRYY
On September 15, 2011, on the

initiative of Congresswoman Marcie Kaptur
(OH), a Conference was held at the Rayburn
Congressional Office Building in
Washington DC. Its objective was to bring
the unfinished inquiry of the Katyn atrocity
to the attention of the U.S. Congress. 

On August 19, 2011, Marcie Kaptur
jointly with Cong. Daniel Lipinski (IL), send
a letter to President Obama asking for a full
and complete disclosure of all Katyn-related
materials in US possession.  These materials,
withheld for almost 70 years, should be
declassified and disseminated. The U.S.
Government shares some responsibility for
preserving a distorted historic account. 

Among Conference attendees were
Sen. Mark Kirk; Cong. Marcy Kaptur; Cong.
Dennis Kucinich; (PAC) Frank Spula; IL Div.
PAC Pres. Mary Sendra Anselmo; and
Wesley Adamczyk - author of "When God

Looked the Other Way". Maria Szonert, President of Libra Institute from Cleveland, opened the
Conference by thanking attendees and expressing gratitude to Pol-Am organizations for their
support.  

Dr. John Lenczowski, Dir. of Soviet Affairs at the Institute of World Politics, stated that the
20th century was the bloodiest period in human history. Nazi Germany and Soviet Russia
jointly started WWII. At least 125,000 Polish soldiers, officers and intellectual leaders were
arrested by the Soviets. 22,000 of them, by the orders of Stalin and Beria, were shot in the
spring of 1940. No one has ever been punished for this atrocity. Poland represented traditions
of liberty that never existed in other parts of the world. These traditions were considered by the
Kremlin as dangerous, and the Soviets wanted them eliminated. 

PAC Pres. Frank Spula said that last year he was invited by Poland’s President Kaczynski
to join his delegation in commemorating the 70th anniversary of the Katyn massacre. Earlier
commitments prevented Spula from doing so, otherwise he would have been on the fatal flight
of April 10, 2010. He stated that the Polish community will never forget the crimes at Katyn. He
spoke of the significant Andrzej Wajda movie on Katyn and the movie "The Officers Wife" by a
Polish Director from California. Spula concluded with: "Truth must be remembered". 

Hon. Aurelia Pucinski, Judge on the Illinois First District Appellate Court, talked about the
involvement of father, Roman Puchinski, with the 1952 Congressional Commission
investigating Katyn. U.S. Pres. Franklin Roosevelt and British Prime Minister Winston
Churchill were informed about Katyn by General Sikorski. In 1943 Soviet Russia decided to
break diplomatic relations with the Polish government-in-Exile. Poland was accused of
collaborating with the Germans. Aurelia Pucinski said that her daughter, Rebecca, will
continue the work of her grandfather Roman Pucinski.    

The 1952 Madden Committee of the U.S. Congress requested the U.S. President to establish
an international commission to investigate the Katyn mass murders of Polish military and
civilian elite. Recommendations by the Madden Committee were never adopted by the U.S.
Congress nor implemented by the U.S. President. 

There was a war going on in Korea, and it was politically "inconvenient". The U.S. State
Department refused to accuse Russia on Katyn.  Recently, several legal experts have said that
the Madden Commission recommendations should be revisited. U.S. Government should
recognize the wrong that has been done through suppression of evidence and should issue an
apology. Recommended are provision of compensations through the establishment of a Katyn
Truth and Reconciliation Institute and payment of compensations to the Katyn families with
U.S. citizenship.   

In acknowledgement of her father’s contribution to the Katyn Crime investigation, the PAC
established a Roman Pucinski Award presented this year for the first time to Senator Mark Kirk

for his leadership in the US
Congress and his continued
goodwill to Polonia. Senator
Kirk, who turned 52 on this
day, affirmed his stance
toward Poland, his
commitment to the Visa
Waiver Program and to
recognize Poland's continued
support of the United States in
its war on terror.  

Professor David Crane
summarized the Symposium -
"Katyn - Justice Delayed or
Justice Denied" that was held
on February 4, 2011, in
Cleveland, OH. Katyn is being
considered as a crime against

humanity that was aimed at Polish military and Polish
civilians. Others felt that this was an act of genocide, aimed at
destroying the Polish national group. Some experts said  that
Poland has a valid claim against the Russian Federation as the
successor to the Soviet Union for failure to prosecute the
Katyn Crime. The Polish-Russian reconciliation should be
based on full disclosure of all documents in respect to Katyn
and compensation to the Katyn families and to Poland. This
should be a foundation for a future agreement between Russia
and the European Union. 

In 1959, the Soviet Union Council of Ministers ordered
destruction of about 22,000 files of Polish citizens shot as a
result of the March 5, 1940 Execution Order. 

In June 1956 Colonel Tichonov from the Ukrainian KGB
ordered destruction of 2,500 evidentiary cards of Polish
citizens executed by shooting in 1940 in the Ukraine. 

In June, 1969, General P. Fieszczenko reported on the
liquidation of mass graves of Polish citizens in the Piatichatki
Forest by using chemicals. Remains of 3,739 Polish officers
held in the Starobelsk camp were destroyed with caustic soda
and ground up by heavy machinery equipment.  

Following the April 10, 2010 tragedy at Smolensk, Russia
promised to hand over to Poland all classified documents
from the Katyn investigation. Only 148 out of 183 volumes
from the Russian investigation into Katyn were given to
Poland. The other 35, classified as top secret, together with the
final justification for the discontinuance of the Russian
investigation into Katyn, have not been released, leaving the
matter incomplete. In the released documents were lists of
people who were given medals for "cleaning out" the Polish
prisoners-of-war camps. These people certainly were the
perpetrators. Experts agree that this is only a small fraction of
the perpetrators because many more were needed to kill
22,000 people.  

Spula, in the name of John Borkowski, President of PAC
Ohio Division, presented the 2011 Congressional Leadership
Award to Hon. Marcy Kaptur in recognition of her exceptional
public service, support in preserving the memory of World
War II and quest for truth regarding the Katyn atrocity. She
has been serving in Congress for 29 years and is the most
senior Democratic Congresswoman in the U.S. House of
Representatives. 

Also recognized
at the conference
was Congressman
Dennis Kucinich,
who is an advocate
for human rights.
He was presented
with an album of
artistic graphics
c o m m e m o r a t i n g
WWII. 

John Van
O u d e n a r e n ,
Director of the Word
Digital Library,
Library of Congress,
discussed the Declaration on Culture, Memory and Identity,
that was adopted, in cooperation with UNESCO, in Warsaw,
in May 2011. Losses of documentary heritage through natural
and man-made disaster have been very sensitive for many
societies all over the world. The Register will preserve records
from all continents and encourage better understanding of
different societies and their cultures. It's a virtual museum that
will preserve historical materials connected with Katyn and
Siberia. 

The Conference was closed by Wesley Adamczyk, whose
father was murdered at Katyn. He said that grinding of the
bones and planting of trees on the graves of the victims could
not prevent hiding of the truth. He called for full disclosure of
all documents relating to this crime. 

In the Conference Room photos were displayed of the
National Katyn Memorial that was erected in Baltimore,
Maryland.  The monument has words of Poland's Greatest
Poet Adam Mickiewicz: "Should I forget them, may God in
Heaven forget me" (Jezeli zapomne o Nich, Ty Boze w Niebie
zapomnij o mnie).   - Article and photos by  Jan S. Plachta

Zakopane Polish Folk Dance
Ensemble of Warren, Michigan
decided to travel to Poland this
past July, members of their own
families knew it would be a great
opportunity to tag along.    From
the 11 Zakopane members that
planned on going, an additional
11 joined us for an unforgettable
adventure. This diverse group of
22, that ranged in age from 5 to
50+, spent 10 beautiful (and
sometimes rainy) days in the cities
of Krakow and Zakopane.    

Tom Lisiecki, Choreo-
grapher of the Zakopane Polish
Folk Dance Ensemble, with
assistance from its Director Colleen
Bonkowski, developed a tour
package that perfectly balanced
sight-seeing and free time. The trip

started with visits to the somber museum of Auschwitz and then the fascinating underground carved
chambers and chapels of the  Wieliczka Salt Mines.  After 3 nights in Krakow, the group traveled in their
spacious tour bus to the Tatra Mountains and the town of the their  group's namesake, Zakopane.    

The first night in Zakopane was highlighted with a traditional mountaineer's dinner, including live
folk musicians and the infamous "Highlander's tea" which brought many of the group to their feet to show
off  their fancy footwork. The next morning we went to Tatra National Park, the favorite site for many
scenic photo opportunities. After an hour ride on a horse-drawn carriage, the group ascended to the
magnificent site of a glacier-made-lake, Morskie Oko, and the vast mountains that surround it.  In the days
to follow, we had time to shop in Zakopane. The men hunted for the perfect ciupaga, or mountain hatchet,
to bring home as a souvenir. Figuring out how to bring those canes home was a team effort in itself!  While
in Zakopane, the group decided to commission two custom-made wood-carved plaques from a local
vendor, with the Zakopane insignia etched in it.  They were presented to Tom and Colleen for all their
hard work in planning this wonderful vacation. 

Returning to Krakow, the group took a raft ride down the Dunajec River through the Pieniny
Mountains National Park, which was exciting, but unfortunately had the group testing all the rain gear
they had brought. Once back on land, the sun was shining as the group made one more stop at the
pilgrimage centre, Kalwaria Zebrzydowska, on the hill of Zarek.  This proved to be a special site since
Pope John Paul II, who was born in nearby Wadowice, was a frequent pilgrim there.    

Our last scheduled tour was the Old Town of Krakow, the Jewish District and Wawel Hill. At the top
of the tower in the Wawel Cathedral, everyone touched the clapper of the Sigismund Bell for good luck
and then waited for the fire to emerge from Smok the Dragon at the base of Wawel Castle. The agenda for
the final day included more shopping, an indoor water park, Park Wody, for the kids, more cultural sites
and even a fishing exhibition. That last night in Krakow, the group met at the Sukiennice in the Main
Square as usual, deciding what would be the final delicious Polish meal, enjoying their last lody (ice cream)
and wishing they could stay longer.

The Zakopane Polish Folk Dance Ensemble is a great example of commitment to the PRCUA in
Michigan, as shown by the dedication that its members have to the PRCUA dance schools.  Tom Lisiecki is
not only the choreographer of Zakopane, he is beginning his 21st year as teacher of the PRCUA Halka
Dancers, from which he graduated in 1985.  Tom is also National Director of District 10.   

Colleen Bonkowski, Director of Zakopane, is also the director of the PRCUA Zajaczek Dance School,
as well as Secretary for St. Maximillian Kolbe Society.

PRCUA National President Joseph A. Drobot, Jr. had the honor of
delivering the main address at the Polonia Foundation of Ohio, Inc.’s
commemoration of Pulaski Day on October 8, 2011 in the rotunda of City Hall,
Cleveland, Ohio

In attendance were Congressmen Dennis Kucinich, Cleveland Councilmen
Anthony Brancatelli (Slavic Village)  and Joe Cimperman (downtown council
ward), members of the Polish Legion of American Veterans (PLAV,) Polish
Army Veterans, Polish Veterans Alliance, Ladies Auxiliary Chapters,
representatives from the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America, Polish
National Alliance, Polish Women’s Alliance, Polish American Congress - Ohio
Division (PAC,) Cleveland Society of Poles and many, many individuals from
throughout Polonia.

The event began with the Color Guard presentation of the colors at the
Cleveland City Hall, which was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance and the
singing of the anthems of both Poland and America by Walter Borkowski.

Rev. Eric Orzech, National President of the Polish American Priests
Association, gave both the invocation and the benediction. Master of
Ceremonies was Francis Rutkowski, Chairman of the event, member of the
Board of Directors of the Polonia Foundation of Ohio, Inc., and Past President
of PRCUA.

WELCOMING REMARKS -
Michael Polichuk, President of
the Polonia Foundation of Ohio,
Inc., gave welcoming remarks.

Congressman Dennis
Kucinich presented a
Congressional Proclamation to
Michael Polichuk as president
of the Polonia Foundation of
Ohio, Inc. 

KUCINICH SPONSORED BILL - It was Congressman Kucinich who was
a primary sponsor of a bill in 2009 which proposed that the US Congress grant
posthumous honorary US citizenship to Brigadier General Casimir Pulaski. In
fact, in the Spring of 2009, Congressman Kucinich invited John Borkowski,
Francis Rutkowski and Mitchell Bienia, all officers of the PAC - Ohio Division,
to go to Washington to meet with the primary opponent of the bill,
Congressman Steve King of Iowa, to express Polonia’s desire to have the bill
adopted. As member of the House Judiciary Committee, and ranking member
of the House Subcommittee on Immigration, Congressman King had the
power to release the bill from the Subcommittee, thereby calling for a vote on
the floor of the US House of Representatives. The bill passed unanimously on
October 8, 2009.

Ohio Foundation President Polichuk presented Congressman Kucinich
with a plaque to commemorate the occasion.

DROBOT’S ADDRESS - Rutkowski then called upon PRCUA President
Joseph A. Drobot, Jr. to present the main address. Pres. Drobot recalled the
many reasons for Pulaski’s fame, including his extraordinary military exploits
in Poland, his saving the life of George Washington at the Battle of
Brandywine and his death at the Siege of Savannah.

But, despite the sacrifices made by Pulaski, if he were alive today, he
would not be permitted to enter the Unites States unless he had an American
visa. At this time, every Polish citizen who wants to travel to the USA must

apply for, and be issued, a US visa. “There are 36 countries,” continued
Drobot, “that have had this restriction waived, including many of Poland’s
neighbors. So, why isn’t Poland on that list?” Drobot demanded to know.

With a national election coming up, Drobot encouraged all Poles to “vote,
vote, vote.” “We must be vocal in support of our elected representatives who
support this cause,” he urged. “WE MUST NOT BE SILENT!” He invited all of
the Polish community and Polish organizations of Cleveland, and all of Ohio,
to unite and campaign for Poland’s participation in the Visa Waiver Program.

This rousing message earned Drobot resounding applause and a standing
ovation.

W uznaniu jego zas³ug, podczas Pierwszego Krajowego Zjazdu Delegatów
NSZZ “Solidarnoœæ” w Gdañsku, Wa³êsa zosta³ wybrany pierwszym przewodnicz¹cym
zwi¹zku.  Sukces ten okaza³ siê krótkotrwa³y, poniewa¿ rz¹d komunistyczny szybko przej¹³
zwierzchnictwo nad krajem, a Wa³êsa zosta³ za swe dzia³ania uwiêziony na okres 18 miesiêcy.
Po zwolnieniu z internowania jesieni¹ 1983-go roku, zosta³ laureatem Pokojowej Nagrody
Nobla, za walkê o prawa pracowników w Polsce.

Przez kolejne siedem lat s³abn¹ca gospodarka i zmniejszaj¹ca siê militarna obecnoœæ wojsk
radzieckich w Polsce, zmusi³y polski rz¹d komunistyczny do negocjacji z Wa³ês¹ i jego
solidarnoœciowymi dzia³aczami. W 1990 r. zosta³ pierwszym demokratycznie wybranym
Prezydentem powojennej Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej i rozpocz¹³ przygotowanie gruntu pod
wejœcie Polski, ju¿ jako wolnego narodu do NATO oraz Organizacji Narodów Zjednoczonych.
S³u¿y³ Polsce jako jej Prezydent do roku 1995.

Poprzedni laureaci nagrody ‘Lincoln Leadership Award’ to sêdzia Najwy¿szego S¹du
Stanów Zjednoczonych Sandra Day O’Connor, arcybiskup Desmond Tutu, astronauta NASA
James A. Lovell, Jr. oraz nie¿yj¹cy ju¿ amerykañski dziennikarz Tim Russert.
