Sen. Kirk & Rep. Quigley Visit Poland to Support Visa Waiver

WASHINGTON, DC – 
On January 14th U.S.

Representative Mike Quigley
(IL-05) and Senator Mark
Kirk (IL) returned to Illinois
after a five-day congressional
delegation trip to Poland
where they met with
Poland’s President Bronislaw
Komorowski and other state
officials to discuss Poland’s
aspirations for inclusion in
the Visa Waiver Program
(VWP), as well as defense
and national security issues.   

“Poland has been an
incredible partner for the U.S.
and their inclusion in the
Visa Waiver Program would
provide substantial economic
opportunities for Chicago,”
said Rep. Quigley. “President
Komorowski and I discussed
how best to move Poland’s
inclusion forward, which
would benefit the people of
Poland as well as the
numerous Polish-American
families in my district who
have loved ones overseas.  In
addition to VWP discussions,
I greatly appreciate the
opportunity this second trip
to Poland has afforded me to
see more of this beautiful
country and meet more of its
people.”

Congressman Quigley
and Senator Kirk maintained
a rigorous itinerary of
briefings and tours while in
Poland. In Warsaw, the
delegation met with
President Komorowski and
U.S. Ambassador Lee
Feinstein to discuss

known historical sites: the
Warsaw Ghetto Memorial
and the Auschwitz-Birkenau
Memorial and Museum.  The
delegation laid wreaths at
both sites.  This was Rep.
Quigley’s second visit to
Auschwitz.

The next day included a
visit in Kraków, where Rep.

Kirk met
with with Mayor Jacek
Majchrowski before visiting
with religious leaders.  They
met Stanislaw Cardinal
Dziwisz before touring St.
Mary’s Basilica and went to

Temple Synagogue to meet
local Jewish leaders.  Later,
the delegation viewed the
future Missile Defense site in
Redzikowo.

The last day was spent
visiting the Patriot Battery
that was on rotation in
Torun.  There they received a
briefing on operations from
the site commander, toured
the facilities and equipment,
and had breakfast with U.S.
troops.

PRCUA President Responds to Reckless Comment That Insults All Polish People

The Polish American community was appalled recently when Gordon Gee, President of the
Ohio State University, made a disparaging public remark about the Polish Army. In response,
PRCUA President Joseph A. Drobot, Jr. wrote the following letter to Mr. Gee on January 19th to
both reprimand and enlighten him about Poles and the Polish Army.

Dear President Gee,
Recently, I have become aware of comments made by you regarding the Polish army. It is

reported that you referenced your staff "were shooting at each other, like the Polish Army."
Your comment is reminiscent of the senseless Polish jokes of the 60's and 70's and the terrible

ignorance and lack of knowledge that prevailed regarding Poland, the Polish people and Polish
Americans. Such a reckless comment certainly should not be expected from an executive officer
and President of so esteemed an educational institution as The Ohio State University and a
reprimand by your superiors is certainly in order.

The Polish people and all Polish Americans deserve better, especially from an institution that
is held in such high esteem. What will you and Ohio State University do to rectify this
unfortunate slur?

Poland with its eternal quest for freedom and independence has been at the forefront of many
pivotal historical events. From leading and winning the battle for Vienna in 1683 where the
Turkish empire was repelled, to the Polish contribution in America's fight for independence, to the historic Polish victory
against Bolshevism at the battle of Warsaw in 1920-21 stopping the western European communist (Continued on page 12)

48 white bread slices cut in 3 in. rounds & flattened & 4 Tbsp.
softened butter; grease sm. muffin pans, place a round in each
cup. Bake at 400° degrees for 10 min. until browned.
Filling: 
8 Tbsp. butter 6 Tbsp. finely chopped onions
1 lb. fresh chopped mushrooms 1 tsp. salt
4 Tbsp. flour mixed with 2 c. heavy cream
2 tsp. chopped parsley 3 tsp. chopped chives
1 tsp. lemon juice 4 tsp. parmesan cheese
1/8 tsp. cayenne pepper
Melt butter in frying pan; sauté onions 3 min. Add mushrooms
and sauté until moisture evaporates - 15 min. Slowly add
cream/flour mixture, stirring constantly until it boils. It will be
thick; lower heat and cook a few minutes. Remove from heat,
add herbs and cool. Spoon into cups. Sprinkle with cheese.
Place on cookie sheet; bake at 350° 15 to 20 min. until brown.

ORCHARD LAKE, MI - Rev. Canon Thomas C. Machalski became
the new Rector of SS. Cyril & Methodius Seminary, Orchard Lake,
Michigan, on July 1, 2011. His official installation took place August
27, presided over by Detroit Archbishop Allen Vigneron. 

Father Machalski, a Brooklyn diocesan priest, became Chancellor
of the Orchard Lake Schools on January 1, 2012 (his official installation
is slated for February 19). He succeeds Rev. Timothy Whalen. 

The Orchard Lake Schools have been ministering to Roman
Catholic Polish Americans since its foundation in Detroit in 1885. Rev.
Joseph Dabrowski founded the institution to supply priests for
Polonian parishes in the United States. The Schools, which today
consist of a high school and a seminary, moved to the northwest
Detroit suburb of Orchard Lake around 1910. 

Fr. Machalski spoke about Orchard Lake, Polonia, and Polish
American Catholic parishes in this interview with The Polish American
Journal, which is reprinted here with  permission. 

Tell us something about yourself: your background, education,
priestly life, and your connections to Poland and Polonia.

I am a 4th generation Polish American. My great-grandparents left
Poland "za chlebem" and came to the United States. I’m the oldest son
of the late Thomas C., Sr. and Regina (Rutkowska) Machalski; I have a
younger brother Michael. I was born and raised in Maspeth, NY,
where I attended Holy Cross Parish and School. After eighth grade
graduation, I attended St. Francis Prep in Brooklyn for one year before
transferring to St. Mary's Prep in Orchard (Continued on page 13)

An Interview with Rev. Canon
Thomas C. Machalski, 

SS. Cyril & Methodius Seminary’s
New Rector

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SS. Cyril & Methodius we also must take into account the fact that the men we
have studying here need to go through a period of enculturation since they
come from a different country and culture and speak a different language.
Some of the enculturation issues are dealt with at our Seminary in Kraków
that the men must "pass through" before coming to Orchard Lake. In Kraków
they complete missing philosophy credits, study English, get an introduction
into the structure of seminary life, have their required psychological testing
completed. Once the men arrive at Orchard Lake, the Seminary is more than
just an academic institution; it is their home since they have left everything
behind to come to the United States. And so, I must also be certain that they
feel that this is their home. I must, along with the other priest faculty that live
in the Seminary, create that home atmosphere.

The Seminary is doing well and the men that we have seem to be happy to
be here.

Although founded as an institution to provide priests to Polonia, some
complain that SS. Cyril & Methodius Seminary has today become a Polish
(rather than Polonian) institution, importing Polish seminarians to the
United States, who do not necessarily end up in Polish parishes or
neighborhoods. How do you respond to this criticism, and do you see a way
that the Polonian clerical presence at Orchard Lake can be enhanced?

The majority of those being ordained each year in many dioceses
throughout the United States are not native born Americans. That is the reality
of the Church in the United States in our times. Polonia is not producing
vocations but yet the spiritual needs of Polonia must be met so these men from
Poland who come to Orchard Lake fill that void. They are, in a very real sense,
missionaries when they decide to leave everything and go off to a foreign land
to serve God, the Church and God's people. While it is true that some of those
ordained from our seminary are not always assigned to Polish parishes, that is
nothing new. Even years ago many graduates of Orchard Lake were assigned
to non Polish parishes. When a man presents himself for Ordination to the
Priesthood he does so with the intention of serving the people of a local
church (diocese). We need to remember that a man is ordained to be a priest of
the Diocese of Brooklyn, Buffalo, Detroit, etc. and not just a priest for the
Polish, Italian, Spanish, etc. parishes of his diocese.

As to how the Polonian presence can be enhanced I say to Polonia's
families: When was the last time you spoke about the priesthood or
religious life with your children? Grandchildren? Do you present this
vocation as worthwhile and viable? 

If your child or grandchild mentions this as something they are thinking
about do you support them? Discourage them? Do you pray asking God to
call one of your children/grandchildren to the priesthood or religious life? I
also say to my brother priests in Polonia: Do we set a good example for young
people by the way we live our priesthood? Are we happy with our lives and
our priesthood? Have we asked a young man if he has thought about the
priesthood? 

With the demise of your alma mater, St. Mary's College, and the closure
of the Polish National Alliance's Alliance College, there is now no
institution of higher education in America that serves - at least as part of its
mission - the Polonian community. How do you see the intellectual
situation of Polonia and Orchard Lake's role in its intellectual leadership?

The demise of both those institutions was a sad day for Polonia. In many
ways, it was our fault as Polonia, because we did not support those
institutions the way that we should have supported them- financially, sending
our children to study at these institutions, much weaker support from alumni
than other institutions, etc. Recently, Orchard Lake received a bequest to
establish the Polish Mission. The Polish Mission is entrusted with preserving
Polish culture through lectures, exhibits, art competitions and shows, concerts,
etc. The Polish mission also is entrusted with ensuring that the Archives of
Polonia are properly stored and preserved. They are also responsible for the
various museums on campus. Scholars and experts from various institutions
in Poland have visited our campus to help us better preserve our archival
material and works of art that we possess. The Polish Mission is Orchard
Lake's contribution to the intellectual situation of Polonia today.

Thirty years ago there were over 700 Polonian parishes in the United
States. Today, there are perhaps 300 - less than half the number that existed
three decades ago - and diocesan consolidation and clustering schemes
suggest that number will still decline. What do you see as the future of the
Polonian parish system? How does one preserve a Polish religious context -
for newly arrived immigrants as well as established Polonians of the third
or fourth generation, who still prefer that to a "mainstream" territorial
parish?

The future of the Polonian parish system in many ways depends on
Polonia. As Polonia assimilated and the second and third generations moved
out of Polish neighborhoods and took part in the "flight to the suburbs," the
pews of Polish parishes became empty.                               (Continued on page 14)

Lake, MI. I graduated from St. Mary's Prep in
May 1976 and then entered St. Mary's College
from which I graduated with a B.A. in
Philosophy in May 1980. In the fall of 1980 I
entered the Seminary of the Immaculate
Conception in Huntington, NY. 

In the Spring of 1985 I was awarded a
Master's of Divinity degree from the seminary.
On May 18, 1985, I was ordained a priest for the
Diocese of Brooklyn. After ordination, I served
as Parochial Vicar of the parish of Ss. Cyril &
Methodius, Brooklyn (1985-1991); then as
temporary administrator of the Parish of Our
Lady of Czestochowa / St. Casimir, Brooklyn
(1991-1993). While serving at Our Lady of
Czestochowa / St. Casimir, I also attended
Fordham University to study Educational Administration (I received a M.S.
Ed. in 1996 from Fordham University.) In 1993 I was transferred to Our Lady of
the Blessed Sacrament where I served as Parochial Vicar from 1993-1997. 

In 1997 I was informed by the Bishop that I was being sent to study canon
law at the Catholic University of America in Washington, D.C. In 1999, I
completed my studies and was awarded a J.C.L. degree and appointed as
Adjutant Judicial Vicar of the Diocese of Brooklyn and assigned to be in
residence at St. Josaphat's Parish, Bayside. In September 2007 I became Pastor
of St. Josaphat's while remaining as Adjutant Judicial Vicar of the Diocese.
From 1999-2011, I also served as Priest- Secretary/Master of Ceremonies of the
Most Rev. Rene A. Valero, D.D., Auxiliary Bishop of Brooklyn. I also served as
the Bishop's liaison to SS. Cyril & Methodius Seminary, Orchard Lake, and
Vocation Director for Polish speaking vocations and on various diocesan
committees and commissions.

I participated in the summer program of Polish language, history and
culture at the Catholic University of Lublin in the summer of 1984 and also
participated in their year long program for foreign students form 1987-1988.

I am involved with and a member of many Polish American organizations.
In 2005, I was named a Honorary Canon of the Chapter of Canons of the

Cathedral of St. John the Baptist and St. John the Evangelist, Lublin, Poland.
On September 22, 2011 President Bronislaw Komorowski personally

bestowed on me the Krzyz Oficerski Orderu Zaslugi RP at the Polish Consulate
in New York for my service to Polonia and Poland.

You are becoming Chancellor of the Orchard Lake Schools and Rector of
the "Polish Seminary" in Orchard Lake. What was your reaction when you
were asked to take on this responsibility?

My first reaction when Bishop Frank Reiss called me was to say "no thank
you" and in fact I did say that I did not think it was for me. The Bishop made a
few more calls to me and we discussed the needs of Orchard Lake. I also
discussed the whole scenario with Bishop DiMarzio, my bishop, who was
supportive of whatever decision I would eventually make. I was torn in two
directions-going to Orchard Lake which I loved or leaving my Diocese, family,
parish which I loved. (I also admit that another big reason was having to have
to give up being the chaplain of the NY Mets). On Holy Thursday, I was
kneeling before the Blessed Sacrament after the evening celebration of the Mass
of the Lord's Supper and I asked Our Lord for direction. At that moment, I
heard the Lord say in my heart "I know you do not want to go but that is the
place I want you to be," and at that moment I realized that I could not run
away from God, and so I surrendered to His will for me. 

You've been associated with Orchard Lake since your teen years. How
has it changed, and what do you see as the major challenges facing you as
Chancellor over the next five years?

Well there are obvious changes: The Preparatory is a day and boarding
school unlike in my day when it was only a boarding school, the college is no
longer operating, the Felician Sisters are gone, there are fewer priests on the
faculty to name a few. A major challenge is to keep the Orchard Lake Schools
financially solvent. Our alumni base needs to be more active in raising funds
for and donating funds to our schools. We need to keep advertising this "gem
of Polonia" to Polonia because, believe it or not, there are many people out
there even in Polonia who have no idea that Orchard Lake exists! We also need
to pay off some major loans that were taken out for building projects that were
necessary.

As rector of the SS. Cyril & Methodius Seminary, what are the major
challenges you see ahead of you in that job? How is the "Polish Seminary"
doing these days?

A major challenge for any rector is to create an atmosphere where the
seminarians can develop spiritually, emotionally, intellectually, pastorally. At

Rector
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Last Surviving Polish RAF Pilot
from the Battle of Britain Died

WARSAW, Poland — A Polish
World War II airman, believed to be
the last surviving Polish RAF pilot
from the Battle of Britain, was
buried on Wednesday, November
30th in a State ceremony in Warsaw,
following decades in exile.

Brigadier General Tadeusz
Sawicz died on October 19 in
Toronto, Canada, at the age of 97.
He fought in the 1940 Battle of
Britain and served with the Polish
Air Force in Britain until 1947. 

At the time of his death, a
spokesman for Britain's Royal Air

Force said the RAF was saddened to
hear of Sawicz's death. "There is
widespread admiration for the major
contribution that the Polish aircrew

made to the Allied victory in World War II and their commitment in
the face of significant losses, especially those who so bravely fought
in the Battle of Britain . Their vital contributions will be long
remembered," he said.

Sawicz’s remains — an urn of ashes— were brought to Warsaw
for burial at the historic Powazki Military Cemetery. His wife,
Jadwiga, also came from Canada for the State ceremony.

The memorial for Sawicz opened with a Catholic Mass at the
Armed Forces Cathedral in Warsaw. In attendance were Defense
Ministry officials, and a large contingent of Polish armed forces
officers with army standards and troops from the RAF Queen's Color
Squadron.

Deputy Defense Minister Czeslaw Mroczek said that Sawicz
"wrote a beautiful page in the service of the motherland" and gave an
example of "true patriotism." 

A procession of military personnel carrying candles, Sawicz’s
photograph and the urn of his ashes took place in the cemetery. The
national anthem was played and an army salute honored Sawicz.

The British Ambassador Robin Barnett, speaking in Polish,
praised Sawicz and Polish airmen who fought in Britain's defense
during World War II. The U.S. Embassy and Air Force sent a wreath.

At the start of the war in 1939, Sawicz fought in Poland's air
defense against the invading German Nazis. At one point, he flew
under German fire to carry orders to troops defending Warsaw. 

When the city's defense collapsed on Sept. 17, he fled the
country, going first to Romania, then to Yugoslavia and then to
France, where he joined Polish pilots fighting in France. After the
surrender of Paris in July, he made his way — with tens of thousands
of Polish airmen, soldiers and sailors — to Britain, making up the
largest foreign military force in the country. Historian Adam
Zamoyski – author of "The Forgotten Few: The Polish Air Force in
the Second World War" said that some 17,000 Poles – pilots,
mechanics and ground staff – served in the Polish Air Force in Britain
at the time.

In the summer of 1940, Gen. Wladyslaw Sikorski — head of
Poland's Government-in-Exile in London — signed an agreement
with the British Government to form a Polish Air Force in Britain, in
which Sawicz served.

After training on Hurricane fighter aircraft, Sawicz was
incorporated into RAF Polish Squadron 303. In February 1941 Sawicz
was moved to the  316th Battalion "Warsaw” where he was an air
force instructor. In September 1942, he assumed command of the
315th Battalion "Deblin". He also trained in the 9th US Airforce,
serving as the liaison officer. From 1944-45, he was a Commander of
the 1st and 3rd Polish Hunting Wing. He attained the rank of Major.
On May 3, 2006, Poland’s Pres. Lech Kaczynski bestowed the rank of
Brigadier General upon Tadeusz Sawicz.

General Sawicz was among the 145 Polish pilots who fought in
the Battle of Britain, 31 of whom died in action. In that battle,
German bombers pounded Britain's ports, airfields and cities in an
attempt to destroy its defenses in preparation for either invasion or
surrender.

A few British pilots from the battle are still alive, but it is not
known how many of the international aviators — known collectively,
after a phrase coined by Winston Churchill, as "The Few" — remain
because they emigrated around the world after the war. In 1957,
Sawicz moved to Canada where he worked in the aviation industry.

During his time as a pilot in Britain, Sawicz is credited with
shooting down 3 German aircraft. He was awarded Poland's highest
military order the Virtuti Military medal, and the Distinguished Flying
Cross from Britain, the United States and the Netherlands.

(Continued from page 13) Many of the newer immigrants from Poland speak English upon their
arrival in the United States, so for them to go to an "English parish" is not a problem, unlike for
example my great-grandparents when they arrived in the United States. I spent the vast
majority of my priesthood in Polish parishes and I must tell you that many of the Polish
customs with a "religious context" if you will, i.e., the ciemnica on Holy Thursday, the "grób" on
Good Friday are more important for Polonia than for the newer immigrants. The difference in
outlook has certainly affected Polish parishes and their existence.

Many members of Polonia feel that as long as they have the finances to keep a parish open
that is all that matters. A parish is more than just being able to pay your bills and not be on
subsidy from the diocese. A parish must be alive first and foremost with the celebration of the
Mass and Sacraments but also with people, ministries, community activities, on a regular basis;
being present for Pasterka or Rezurekcja is not enough! A parish must also see itself not as a
single entity but as part of the Diocese and should partake in diocesan celebrations and
initiatives. On the other hand, I have seen large parishes that provide many services for Polonia
and newly arrived immigrants but the financial contributions of the parishioners are not
enough to help the pastor pay the bills. Like I said at the beginning of the response the future of
the Polonian parish system depends in many ways on Polonia itself.

With the decline of Polish parishes, there is also a decline of Polish parochial schools.
Our institutions of tertiary education are gone, parochial high schools are generally extinct,
and Polish parochial schools are closing at least as fast, if not faster, than Polonian parishes.
As an educator, how do you suggest we educate future generations in things Polish?

While it is sad that our parochial schools and high schools are almost extinct, we as Polonia
can, at least, be thankful that in many Polish parishes here in the United we have the so called
"Polish Saturday Schools" where the children of Polonia come to study Polish language, history
and culture. Where such schools do not exist they need to be established as quickly as possible.
However, I believe that there is an even more fundamental course of action that Polonia can
take: celebrate holidays Polish style, incorporate our beloved customs and traditions into your
celebrations, speak about days of historical significance for Poland with the younger
generation, take the younger generation to Polish cultural activities and events. Every October
is Polish Heritage Month in the United States. Do you celebrate it? If you want to make sure
that our heritage is preserved you must be the one to ensure its preservation.

As the leader of Orchard Lake, you occupy an important place in American Polonia. With
the creeping decline of our parishes and the loss of our schools, where do you see Polonia
itself in ten to twenty years? 

Well, that is a tough question. However, I do believe that the future of Polonia depends on
Polonia itself - if we show our young people that our Polish heritage is important, and we do so
with action and not just with empty lip service, then Polonia will flourish and grow. We need to
instill a sense of Polish pride in our youth now so that when we - "the older generation" - are no
longer here, Polonia will still be alive and well!

What is your favorite memory of Orchard Lake?
There are so many memories of my seven years here as a student. I guess my favorite

memories have to do with the various Polish celebrations we had as students: Wigilia, Jaselka,
Odpust, 3-go maja, etc. They are fond memories, but also were lessons for me in preserving our
heritage and culture which I tried to share with the people of the parishes and my diocese that I
have served throughout my priesthood.

NEW BRITAIN - W jednym z wielu dramatycznych momentów II wojny œwiatowej, które mo¿na znaleŸæ na
YouTube, jest samotny japoñski samolot, wy³aniaj¹cy siê z zachmurzonego nieba, kilkaset metrów nad lotniskowcem.
Nurkuje pod prawie idealnym k¹tem 45 stopni, wyrzuca dym z ogona, tylko u³amek sekundy przed uderzeniem w kabinê
za³ogi USS Essex (CV-9) na Morzu Filipiñskim, 25 listopada 1944 r. po czym wzbija kulê ognia i zabija 12 marynarzy.

Jan Danielewicz ma 93 lata i mieszka w New Britain, gdzie siê urodzi³ w 1918 roku.  Jego rodzice wyemigrowali z
Polski. Syn, z którym mieszka ma komputer, ale Jan nie jest pod³¹czony to YouTube czy Facebooka.  I chocia¿ byæ mo¿e
nie widzia³ koci¹t graj¹cych na fortepianie i dzieci z napadami z³oœci, nie potrzebuje YouTube, ¿eby zobaczyæ kamikadze
uderzaj¹cego w Essex.  Jedyne, co musi zrobiæ, to zamkn¹æ oczy i wtedy widzi na nowo, wszystko z odleg³oœci 90 metrów.

Kiedy mia³ 3 lata, rodzina Danielewicza przenios³a siê z powrotem do Polski. Osiemnaœcie lat póŸniej:
- S³ysza³em w radiu krzycz¹cego Hitlera.  Nie lubi³em go.  Wkrótce mia³ zamiar uderzyæ na Polskê. Wyjecha³em trzy

miesi¹ce przed okupacj¹ - powiedzia³ niedawno w swoim domu w pobli¿u Central Connecticut State University.
Wróci³ do New Britain i zacz¹³ pracowaæ dla wytwórni ³o¿ysk, Fafnir Bearing.  7 grudnia 1941, tañczy³ w Polskim

Domu Narodowym w Hartford, kiedy rozesz³a siê wiadomoœæ, ¿e Japoñczycy zaatakowali Pearl Harbor. Kilka miesiêcy
póŸniej wst¹pi³ do Marynarki Wojennej.

By³ czêœci¹ oryginalnej za³ogi Essex, lotniskowca z za³og¹ ponad 2600 marynarzy.  Lotniskowiec potrzebny by³ do
wojny na Pacyfiku, a Danielewicz chcia³ walczyæ z nazistami, ktrzy napadli ojczyznê jego rodziców, wiêc poprosi³ o
przeniesienie na Atlantyk.  “Jesteœ teraz w Marynarce Wojennej” - to odpowiedŸ, jak¹ otrzyma³.

Maynarz pierwszej klasy, ³adowa³ piêcio-calowe armaty. Kiedy po raz pierwszy zobaczy³ akcje wojenne:
- Trz¹s³em siê. Wszyscy trzêœliœmy siê - powiedzia³.
Ale w ci¹gu trzech lat i trzynastu najwiêkszych bitew, w których zaanga¿owany by³ Essex, Jan zestrzeli³ 4-6

kamikadze.
Bior¹c pod uwagê jego wiek, mo¿na mu wybaczyæ, ¿e nie mo¿e wyklepaæ nazw siedmiu medali, które otrzyma³: Medal

Azji i Pacyfiku, Medal Wyzwolenia Filipin, Medal Zwyciêstwa, Medal za Dobre Sprawowanie, ma trudnoœci przypomnieæ
sobie dwa inne, ale jeden, z którego jest najbardziej dumny to Presidential Unit Citation.

- Dostaliœmy go od prezydenta Trumana - powiedzia³.  - W New Britain widzê kilku innych ch³opaków z innych
statków.  Oni nie dostali.  Ja by³em jedyny.

Essex straci³ 16 mê¿czyzn w ataku kamikadze, wed³ug raportów opracowanych przez historyków lotnictwa, chocia¿
Danielewicz pamiêta liczbê 12.  Ale ze wszystkich niebezpiecznych bitew z wysok¹ adrenalin¹, z bombowcami i z
kamikadze, pogoda by³a najbardziej niebezpieczna.

- 14 grudnia 1944 roku przeszliœmy przez tajfun na Morzu Chiñskim - 193 km/godz., fale siêga³y 12 metrów.  Uderzy³y
mnie dwie takie fale.

Pamiêta, ¿e modli³ siê, trzymaj¹c za ko³o ratunkowe na rufie statku, kiedy uderzy³a pierwsza fala, a kiedy zbli¿a³a siê
druga:

- Powiedzia³em do siebie, “Teraz idê”.  Widzia³em œmieræ, jak st¹d do okna.  Prze¿y³em. Fale wywróci³y i zatopi³y
trzech niszczycieli, na ka¿dym 250 mê¿czyzn, to razem 750.  Prze¿y³o tylko 91.

Jan Danielewicz wspomina³, ¿e podczas bitwy o Iwo Jima, bomba wyl¹dowa³a w wodzie oko³o 15 metrów od jego
armaty.  Eksplozja wstrz¹snê³a i uwolni³a jeden z 25 kg pocisków piêcio-calowej armaty.  £uska pocisku spad³a na jego
stopê.

- Ch³opaki mówili mi, ¿ebym poszed³ do rewiru, “Jesteœ ranny!”.  Powiedzia³em im: “Zostajê z Wami”.  I zosta³em do
koñca, oko³o pó³ godziny.  Bola³o, ale by³em wtedy twardy.  Potem poszed³em do lekarza.  Zbada³ mnie i sprawdzi³ moje
serce.  Mia³em bóle w klatce piersoiwej. Wszyscy miliœmy bóle w klatce piersiowej. Lekarz powiedzia³: “Synu, masz
mocne serce”.

Stopa Danielewicza by³a czarna i sina, ale nie krwawi³a, dlatego nie otrzyma³ Purpurowego Serca.
Essex by³ 96 km od Tokio, kiedy na Hiroszimê spad³a bomba atomowa.  Kiedy Japoñczycy siê poddali:
- Tañczyliœmy na statku. Skakaliœmy z radoœci.  Kamikadze wykoñczyliby nas.  Myœla³em, ¿e nie prze¿yjê.
Danielewicz pokocha³ Marynarkê, a szczególnie Essex.  To nie powstrzyma³o go od picia w jedn¹ noc na zachodnim

Trzeciego dnia podró¿y, delegacja amerykañska
z³o¿y³a wieñce w dwóch historycznych miejscach w
Polsce: przy Pomniku Getta Warszawskiego i w
Muzeum Auschwitz-Birkenau. By³a to ju¿ druga
wizyta kongr. Quigley u Oœwiêcimiu. 

Czwartego dnia delegacja z³o¿y³a krótk¹ wizytê
w Krakowie, gdzie kongr. Quigley i sen. Kirk
spotkali siê z burmistrzem miasta Jackiem
Majchrowskim oraz z lokalnymi przywódcami
religijnymi.  Krótko spotkali siê z J.E. kardyna³em
Stanis³awem Dziwiszem, zwiedzili Bazylikê
Mariack¹ oraz synagogê, w której spotkali siê z
przywódcami spo³ecznoœci ¿ydowskiej.  PóŸniej tego
samego dnia, delegacja odwiedzi³a miejsce, w
którym ma w przysz³oœci zostaæ zainstalowana tarcza
antyrakietowa, w Redzikowie.  Podczas ostatniego dnia podró¿y delegacja uda³a siê do Torunia, gdzie stacjonuje
obecnie bateria rakiet Patriot.  Tam otrzymali od dowódcy jednostki instrukta¿ o operacjach, zwiedzili obiekty i
wyposa¿enie i zjedli œniadanie z amerykañskimi ¿o³nierzami.
