President Barack Obama Sets the Record Straight 
WASHINGTON, DC - On May 29, 2012, President Barack Obama made a

major blunder in his remarks at the Presidential Medal of Freedom Ceremony
in the East Room of the White House, where medals were awarded to many
recipients, including a posthumous medal to Polish WWII hero, Jan Karski. 

In his remarks about Jan Karski, President Obama stated: “For years, Jan
Karski’s students at Georgetown University knew he was a great professor;
what they didn't realize was that he was also a hero.  Fluent in four languages,
possessed of a photographic memory, Jan served as a courier for the Polish
resistance during the darkest days of World War II. Before one trip across
enemy lines, resistance fighters told him that Jews were being murdered on a
massive scale, and smuggled him into the Warsaw Ghetto and a Polish death
camp to see for himself. Jan took that information to President Franklin
Roosevelt, giving one of the first accounts of the Holocaust and imploring the
world to take action. It was decades before Jan was ready to tell his story.  By
then, he said, ‘I don’t need courage anymore.  So I teach compassion.’” 

President Obama had no idea the fury he unleashed when he unfortunately
said “Polish death camp” instead of “Nazi death camp in occupied Poland.”
Poland and Polonia were in an uproar! The President’s gaffe sparked outrage in
Poland from the right to the left of the political spectrum. Polonian circles in
North America, the United Kingdom and elsewhere were equally distressed. 

PRCUA President Joseph A. Drobot, Jr. wasted no time in sending a letter
to President Obama, informing of his error and requesting an apology. His
letter joined dozens of others received by President Obama from Poland’s
President Bronislaw Komorowski, Consuls of the Republic of Poland in the
U.S.A., as well as leaders of Polonian organizations and others. 

President Obama was quick to respond. In a letter to Poland’s President,
he apologized for the error and took the opportunity to - once and for all - set
the record straight about the abominable concentration and death camps in
World War II being Nazi camps in German-occupied Poland.

The text of his letter is as follows:
The White House
Washington, DC

May 31, 2012

His Excellency
Bronislaw Komorowski
President of the Republic of Poland
Warsaw

Dear Mr. President:
Thank you for your letter of May 30. I was proud to honor Jan Karski with

the Medal of Freedom, our nation’s highest civilian honor. My decision to do so
was a reflection of the high esteem in which the American people hold not only
a great Polish patriot, but the extraordinary sacrifices of the Polish people
during the Nazi occupation of the Second World War.

In referring to “a Polish death camp” rather than “a Nazi death camp in
German occupied Poland” I inadvertently used a phrase that has caused many
Poles anguish over the years and that Poland has rightly campaigned to
eliminate from public discourse around the world. I regret the error and agree
that this moment is an opportunity to ensure that this and future generations
know the truth.

As we all know, the Polish people suffered terribly under the brutal Nazi
occupation during World War II. In pursuit of their goals of destroying the
Polish nation and Polish culture and exterminating European Jewry, the Nazis
killed some six million Polish citizens, including three million Polish Jews
during the Holocaust. The bravery of Poles in the underground resistance is
one of history’s great stories of heroism and courage.

Those Who Risked Their Lives
C H I C A G O ,

“It’s a
valuable addition to our research library,” said Frank Milewski
(left) who currently heads the Holocaust Documentation
Committee of the Polish American Congress.  

Shown with him is Mariusz Szajnert, President of the
PAC’s  Michigan Division, who used the occasion of the Polish
American Congress’ semi-annual National Director’s Meeting
in Chicago as an opportunity to present a copy of the book
“Those Who Risked Their Lives” to Milewski.  The PAC
Holocaust Documentation Committee is based in New York.

The book, edited and compiled by Anna Poray, is a
compendium of statistics and stories written by both Jews and
their Polish rescuers.  It describes the incredible extent to
which these rescuers went to hide and protect their Jewish
neighbors from being hunted down and murdered by the
Nazis during the German occupation of Poland in WWII.  

Unlike the other European countries under German
control, the Nazis made it official and very clear to Poland’s
Christians that any form of help they gave the Jews would be
punishable by death.  

Despite such a bone-chilling threat directed at the Poles,
many of them defied the warning and offered the Jews the
help for which they begged. There were also many Poles
whom the Germans killed for violating this official order. Even
worse, the Germans often murdered the entire family of these
“Good Samaritans.”   Sometimes even their next door
neighbors... sometimes those who lived on the same floor of
the apartment house.  

The Jewish Talmud states that “he who saves one life saves
the world.”  In gratitude for such selfless sacrifice, Israel
honors these ”Righteous” at its Yad Vashem Memorial in
Jerusalem.  The largest ethnic group honored there is the Poles.

Even though Poles constitute the largest number, there are
many other Poles who deserve to be included but are not,
according to Milewski.  “Yad Vashem requires verification of
every rescue.  Many Poles were murdered along with the Jews
they tried to save but nobody’s around to confirm it.  Luckily,
some Jews who left Poland after the war are speaking out for
their benefactors even now.”  

Among the heart-wrenching accounts in “Those Who
Risked Their Lives” is the story of the 14-member Kosior
family from the villages of Ciepielow and Rekowka. They
were among the 33 victims herded into a barn and burned
alive in accordance with the automatic death penalty for
anyone protecting Jews.

The Polish American Congress formed its Holocaust
Documentation Committee more than 20 years ago when the
U.S. Holocaust Memorial Museum in Washington, D.C. began
compiling information about concentration camp survivors
and rescuers of Jews prior to its opening in 1993.

“Sweet Land of Liberty”
We are the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America!

We are Roman Catholic. We are American. We are of
Polish ancestry. In this month when we celebrate our
nation’s independence, we are proud to be all three:
grateful for the gift of faith which is ours as Christian
disciples, grateful for the gift of liberty which is ours as
American citizens, and grateful and proud of our Polish
heritage. To be Catholic, Polish and American should
mean not having to choose one over the other. Our
allegiances are distinct, but they need not be
contradictory, and should instead be complementary. That
is the teaching of our Catholic faith, which obliges us to
work together with fellow citizens for the common good
of all who live in this land. That is the vision of our founding fathers and our
constitution, which guarantees citizens of all religious faiths the right to
contribute to our common life together.

Freedom is not only for Americans, but we think of it as our special
inheritance, fought for and bought at a great price, and a heritage to be guarded
now. We are the stewards of this gift, not only for ourselves, but for all nations
and peoples who yearn to be free. Polish Catholics in America have discharged
this duty of guarding freedom admirably for many generations.

Unfortunately, the present administration in Washington has declared war
on us Catholics and all people of faith. (See Bishops’ Vow in left column.) As the
U.S. Bishops wrote in their statement on Religious Liberty, “Our First, Most
Cherished Liberty,” last March, “What is at stake is whether America will
continue to have a free, creative, and robust civil society  - or whether the state
alone will determine who gets to contribute to the common good, and how they
get to do it.” From the day they took control of the government, officials in the
present administration began a non-stop assault on our Catholic Faith, our
values, and our beliefs. Recognizing that the Church is their single-greatest
opponent in their obsession to impose their anti-life agenda on all Americans,
they are working around the clock to divide the Catholic Church in America - to
drive a wedge between the bishops and the laity - one of the oldest military
tactics in the world: “Divide and Conquer.”

The bottom line for us Catholics is this: we either compromise our beliefs or
shut down our entire social network... our adoption agencies... our hospitals...
our schools... our orphanages... our homes for the elderly... our soup
kitchens...everything! This is why our bishops are speaking out so boldly! They
wrote: “Catechesis on religious liberty is not the work of priests alone. The
Catholic Church in America is blessed with an immense number of writers,
producers, artists, publishers, film makers, and bloggers employing all the
means of communications - both old and new media - to expound and teach the
faith. They, too,have a critical role in this great struggle for religious liberty. We
call upon them to use their skills and talents in defense of our first freedom.”

U.S. Catholic Bishops Vow to Fight HHS Edict
WASHINGTON, DC—Earlier this year, Cardinal-designate Timothy

Dolan of NY, President of the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops, sharply
criticized the decision by the Obama administration in which it “ordered
almost every employer and insurer in the country to provide sterilization and
contraceptives, including some abortion-inducing drugs, in their health
plans.”

“Let
your elected leaders know that you want religious liberty and rights of
conscience restored, and that you want the administration’s contraceptive
mandate rescinded,” he said.

DILLED NEW POTATOES: Try to get young, walnut-sized
new potatoes. They are truly the immature Polish-style "mlode
ziemniaki" if they do not need to be peeled because their skin
is thin enough to scrub away under running water. Place 2-1/2
lbs scrubbed (or peeled) new potatoes in pot, cover with
boiling water, add 1 t salt and cook on medium heat about 30
min or until fork-tender. Drain. Dot with 1 T butter and
garnish with finely chopped fresh dill. Toss gently to evenly
coat potatoes with melting butter and dill. 
NEW POTATOES & BUTTERMILK: Prepare dilled new
potatoes as above and serve as a light warm-weather meal in a
bowl with cold buttermilk.
CAULIFLOWER POLONAISE: Place whole cauliflower stem
side up in pot, add 1 t salt and cold water to nearly cover.
Bring to boil, reduce heat and cook covered at a gentle rolling
boil 20-30 min or until fork-tender. While it cooks, heat 2-3 T
unsalted butter until bubbly and add 2-3 T plain dry bread
crumbs, simmer, stirring frequently, until brown and bubbly.
Spoon breadcrumbs (known worldwide as Polonaise topping)
over drained, cooked cauliflower.
BABY BEETS-GREEN SOUP: You'll need 1 lb of baby red
beets plus their greens for this recipe. Cut away and set aside
the greens. Peel the beets, dice or cut into matchsticks and
cook in 2 c salted water containing 2 t vinegar for 20 min.
Transfer to pot with 4 c pork stock or bouillon. Wash and chop
beet greens, add to stock and bring to boil; simmer on low 5
min. Remove from heat. Add 1 t sugar and 2 t lemon juice and
salt & pepper to taste. Fork-blend 1/2 c sour cream with
heaping T flour until smooth; gradually stir 3 to 4 T of the hot
soup into the sour cream 1 T at a time, then stir into the soup
and mix. Heat several min below boiling. Garnish with fresh
chopped dill & chives; serve over hard-boiled egg wedges or
slices (1 egg per serving). 
SUMMER BIGOS: Remove the skin from 1 lb smoked
kielbasa; dice or slice into thin rounds. Place in pot, add
boiling water to cover and simmer covered 30 min. Wash well
1 head baby cabbage at the loose-leaf stage. Trim away base
and any wilted or damaged leaves. Chop cabbage coarsely
and add to sausage pot. Mix well and simmer until tender.  In
saucepan, lightly brown 2 T flour in 2 T bacon fat and stir into
cabbage. Simmer covered another 5 min. Season with salt and
pepper, sour to taste with lemon juice (1 to 2 t) and garnish
with chopped dill. Note: Mature cabbage may also be used,
but requires somewhat longer cooking. 
COLD FRUIT SOUP: Start with 3 c. of strawberries,
blueberries, sour cherries, peeled and sliced apples or pears; or
halved, pitted plums. Place fruit in pot, add 5 -6 c. water, bring
to boil, reduce heat, simmer 10 min. until fruit is fully cooked.
Dissolve 1 to 2 T cornstarch in 1/2 c water and stir into soup.
Sweeten to taste and simmer 3 min. Serve over cooked egg
noodles. A dollop of sour cream (or low-fat yogurt) may be
added to each bowl. Serve hot, warm or chilled. 
CREAMY CUCUMBER SALAD: Peel 2 to 3 cucumbers, slice
thin into bowl, sprinkle with salt, pepper, juice of 1/2 lemon
and 1 t sugar. Mix in 1/2 to 3/4 c sour cream and garnish with
fresh chopped dill, if desired. Optional: add several thinly
sliced green onions, or reg onions and/or radishes.
LETTUCE POLONAISE: Remove core from 2 heads of Boston
lettuce, wash in cold water, drain and break into salad bowl.
Into 1/2 to 3/4 c sour cream, mix juice of 1/2 lemon and
(optional) 1 t sugar.  Pour over lettuce.  Toss gently. Season
with salt and pepper to taste. Optional: salad may be topped
with sliced hard-cooked eggs and/or sliced radishes and
garnished with chopped chives.

no “Polish death camps.” The
killing centers at Auschwitz-
Birkenau, Belzec, Treblinka,
and elsewhere in occupied
Poland were built and
operated by the Nazi regime.
In contrast, many Poles
risked their lives - and gave
their lives - to save Jews from
the Holocaust.

This is why I paid tribute
to Polish victims of the
Holocaust during my visit to
the U.S. Holocaust Memorial
Museum in April. This is
why I was honored to pay
my respects at the Tomb of
the Unknown Soldier and the
Monument to the Heroes of
the Ghetto during my visit to
Warsaw last year. And it is
why, during the 65th
anniversary of the liberation
of Auschwitz-Birkenau in
2010, I commended the
government and people of
Poland for preserving a place
of such pain in order to
promote remembrance and
learning for the world.

I know well the bonds of
friendship between our two
countries. I was proud to
welcome you to the NATO
Summit in my hometown of
Chicago, which is home to
the largest Polish community
in the world outside of
Warsaw. As President, I have
worked with you to
strengthen the enduring ties
between our nations so that
our alliance is stronger that it
has ever been.

Poland is one of
America’s strongest and
closest allies. We stand
united in facing the
challenges of the 21st century
in Europe and around the
world, and I am confident
that, working together, we
can ensure that the
unbreakable bonds of
friendship and solidarity
between us will only grow
stronger in the days and
years ahead.

Passing of Msgr. Walter Joseph Ziemba, Ph.D.

ORCHARD LAKE, MI -
Orchard Lake Schools (OLS) in MI
lost one of its greatest leaders
when Msgr. Walter Ziemba, 85,
passed into eternal life on June 8,
2012, in Petoskey, MI. Msgr.
Ziemba had been on the Schools'
campus for 68 years! He
graduated from St. Mary's
Preparatory at Orchard Lake
(1944) and St. Mary's College in
1947. He was appointed to the
OLS’ faculty in 1951, served as
Rector-President-Superintendent
from 1967-1977 and retired in 1996.

Born on Detroit’s East side, the
son of Thomas and Sophia (nee Sosnowski) Ziemba, Walter was
ordained in 1951 for the Archdiocese of Detroit. In 1966, he was
awarded a doctorate in higher education administration from
the U. of MI. Msgr. Ziemba taught in the Seminary, college and
prep. He was librarian, Dean of St. Mary's College, Executive
Secretary of the Alumni Association, Director of the Friends of
Orchard Lake, Secretary-General of OLS, Charter Member of
Founder's Day, and Director of the Pope John Paul II Center.

Msgr. Ziemba was a member of PRCUA Society #798. He
was grateful to the PRCUA for the assistance OLS received:
annual gifts, matching gifts, etc., which were all gratefully
received and acknowledged by him during his decade of
leadership. He also founded the Center for Polish Studies and
Culture, the Center for Pastoral Studies, the Polish American
Liturgical Center and the Orchard Lake Ambassadors. He
hosted visits by Cardinal Karol Wojtyla - Pope John Paul II - to
the campus in 1969 and 1976, and served as translator-
interpreter for the Cardinal's visits to other areas of the USA.

In 1971, Msgr. Ziemba and Edward Piszek, then president-
owner of Mrs. Paul's Kitchens, inaugurated "Project:  POLE," a
$500,000 nationwide public relations campaign to promote a
positive image of Polish culture and heritage.

Major construction projects during his leadership included
a $2.1 million residence hall in 1971 and a fieldhouse donated
by alumnus Robert Dombrowski in 1973.  

In 2001, Msgr. Ziemba was awarded the OLS 2001 Fidelitas
Medal for "fidelity in serving God and country through the
realization of the religious and cultural ideals of the
forefathers." He shared the honor with his dear friend, Msgr.
Stanley E. Milewski - PRCUA National Vice Chaplain.

In Sept. 2005, Pope Benedict XVI conferred the title of
Monsignor upon Rev. Walter Ziemba. The ceremony was held
on October 19 at Most Blessed Sacrament Cathedral in Detroit. 

Msgr. Ziemba translated the prison notes of Cardinal
Stephen Wyszynski titled A Freedom Within, for which he
received the Christopher Award, and he wrote several books of
poetry and numerous articles about American Polonia.

The Funeral Mass was held on June 12 at Our Lady of
Orchard Lake Chapel. His Eminence Adam Cardinal Maida
concelebrated the Mass with Bishop Francis Reiss of the Detroit
Archdiocese, PRCUA Chaplain Fr. Walter Ptak, Vice Chaplain
Fr. Anthony Iwuc and Vice Chaplain Msgr. Stanley Milewski,
who gave a wonderful eulogy about his life-long friend. At
least 40 additional monsignors and priests also participated. 

The PRCUA was represented by Pres. & Mrs. Joseph A.
Drobot, Jr., V.P. & Mrs. Robert Bielenda and Mr. & Mrs. Ted
Klamerus. Burial was at Holy Sepulchre Cemetery. 

God blessed Msgr. Ziemba with many talents. As a priest,
teacher and administrator, he based his life on the teaching that
talents and love are treasures that need to be shared for the
glory of God and the welfare of others. He loved God, the
Blessed Mother, the United States, Poland and Polonia.

Surely he has taken his love for all Polish American fraternals
with him to God's throne in heaven, asking the Holy Trinity to
inspire the current generation of Polonia to love and support
these precious organizations.

May we, in turn, remember him in our prayers with
gratitude for all the blessings we received from God, thanks to
his leadership and prayers. May he rest in eternal peace,
assured that he made a positive difference in the world.

PRCUA Past Controller 
Lucian Biegacz Passed Away

Lucian Biegacz, 86, who
worked for almost 39 years as
PRCUA’s Controller from 1960
until his retirement in 1999,
passed away on June 11, 2012. 

Born in Poland, he fought in
the Polish Underground
Resistance Movement during
World War II and later worked
for the Red Cross. In 1953, he
volunteered in the U.S. Army in
Germany and then enlisted for 5
years. After completing his

service, his status as a U.S.
veteran enabled him to enter the
U.S. as a resident without a

passport or visa. Under the G.I. Bill, he attended Metropolitan
Business School in Chicago, where he learned accounting. 

When President Turkiewicz hired Lucian Biegacz in 1960,
as a clerk in PRCUA’s Accounting Department, the Sacred
Heart of Jesus must have been guiding him. His decision was
pivotal and eventually affected PRCUA finances for the next
four decades. A fast learner and a profuse reader of financial
newspapers, Lucian soon became the assistant to Stephen
Kobelinski, head of the Auditing Dept. When he retired in
1970, Mr. Kobelinski recommended Lucian for his position,
which was approved by the Board. 

With the security of the PRCUA in his hands, Lucian was
ever vigilant of the stock market and current trends; he made
wise investments, consistently striving to keep our fraternal’s
solvency ratio high. His crowning achievement occurred in
1987 and 1988, when the investments he made earned over $1
million each year for the PRCUA.

Lucian took great pleasure in having a role in the
PRCUA’s growth and prosperity. When he retired in 1999,
Lucian was feted with a party among his co-workers at the
PRCUA Social Hall and with a banquet at the House of the
White Eagle, where hundreds of people came to pay tribute to
Lucian for his dedication and loyalty to the PRCUA. He had
worked under the guidance of seven PRCUA Presidents and
their administrations. Without a doubt, Lucian Biegacz played
an important role in the security of our fraternal, and for this
we are forever grateful.

Mr. Biegacz was a highly respected member of the
PRCUA. He lived a quiet life after his retirement. Although he
was assailed by blindness and illness in recent years, the
loving care he received from his beloved wife made his final
years better.

A long-time resident of Chicago, Lucian was a member of
Our Lady of Victory Parish in Chicago. He was married to
Anna (nee Scislowicz) for 38 years. He was the loving father of
Eva (Michael) Koepke, Lucien (Ute) Biegacz, and the late
Michael (Lisa) Biegacz; he was also the proud grandfather of
Peter and Sofia Koepke.

Visa Waiver
Language Included in
Homeland Security

Appropriations
Legislation

WASHINGTON – U.S.
Senators Barbara A. Mikulski
(D-MD), a senior member of
the Senate Appropriations
Committee, and Mark Kirk
(R-IL) announced that the
Senate Appropriations
Committee approved
language to modernize the
existing Visa Waiver Program
(VWP), providing a path for
participation from Poland
and other strong U.S. Allies
excluded under current law.
The language was included in
the Fiscal Year 2013
Homeland Security
appropriations bill. The
provision mirrors the
Senators’ legislation – the
Visa Waiver Program
Enhanced Security and
Reform Act introduced in
January 2012, as well as
companion legislation in the
U.S. House of Represent-
atives introduced by Rep.
Mike Quigley (D-IL), and is
co-sponsored by U.S. Rep.
Dan Lipinski (D-IL). The
legislation now goes before
the full Senate for
consideration, an action
which has yet to be
scheduled.

“Today’s action to
improve the Visa Waiver
Program will create and
sustain American jobs. It
strengthens our alliances,
enhances our security, and
allows millions to visit the
United States and spend their
money here,” said Senator
Mikulski, a senior member of
the Senate Appropriations
Committee. 

Rep. Quigley said, "I
applaud the Senate for
including the language
Senator Kirk and I worked
across the aisle to create and
am confident they will see its
value to the nation’s economy
and homeland security.”

“There are more than
100,000 people of Polish
ancestry in my district,” he
continued, “and for them, this
is about the ability to have
family and friends attend
important events like
weddings and baptisms. Plus,
our local economy stands to
gain from increased tourism
and spending. This is long
overdue.”

Return of Rare Documents to the
Polish Museum of America 

CHICAGO, IL – The
Polish Museum of
America (PMA) is
pleased to announce,
through the efforts of
several individuals
and the Federal
Bureau of Investig-
ation (FBI), the return

of rare documents
previously thought to
be lost, misplaced, or
unofficially removed
from the Museum

sometime in the 1970s or 1980s.
The Museum was contacted by Harlan J. Berk, founder

and president of Harlan J. Berk, Ltd., Chicago, IL, when
individuals brought items to sell at his establishment. Thanks
to their attentiveness, Mr. Berk and his staff realized these
materials were the rightful property of the Polish Museum.
Mr. Berk stated, “It’s great to be recognized for doing
something good, and I’m glad we could help the PMA.” The
PMA would like to formally thank Mr. Berk for his efforts.

Subsequent investigation led the PMA to seek the
assistance of the FBI. The PMA would like to express its
genuine gratitude to the FBI’s Art Crime Team, whose diligent
efforts were instrumental in recovering most of the missing
property. The recovery included about 120 additional
documents and artifacts, including rare priceless letters from
Polish kings, a French Emperor, American Revolutionary
heroes, both Polish and other nationalities, letters from U.S.
presidents concerning Polish matters, letters from Polish
authors, rare Polish prints and sketches, Polish medals, and
captured Nazi medals and propaganda against Poland, etc.. 

The FBI held a
press conference on
June 20 where they
officially announced
the return of the items
they recovered to the
PMA. PMA.

The PMA staff will
devote their time and
cataloguing these tems
and caring for the
Museum’s collect-ions.
The PMA now follows
the standards of the
profession, for safety and security, for preservation and
conservation, and for service to the public. The PMA assures
security measures are in place to preserve these materials for
use and study by future generations. 

The PMA’s purpose was, and is, to be a reflection of
national culture and historic events, as a center and workshop
for academic and scientific research. It contributes to the
growth of enlightenment, within, and for, the community of
Poles in America. We thank all of Polonia for their continued
support and interest in the PPMA.

BY£Y KONTROLER ZPRKA

Lucjan Biegacz urodzi³ siê na WileñszczyŸnie 21
wrzeœnia 1925 r. 

W 1940 roku zosta³ aresztowany przez NKWD.
Po ucieczce z wiêzienia przedosta³ siê na tereny
okupacji niemieckiej, gdzie ponownie zosta³
schwytany, tym razem przez Niemców.  Uda³o mu
siê uciec po raz drugi.  Przez resztê okupacji by³
czynny w polskim ruchu podziemnym.  Jego ojciec
Ignacy Biegacz zgin¹³ w hitlerowskim obozie
koncentracyjnym w Auschwitz w 1942 roku. 

Po zakoñczeniu wojny p. Lucjan dzia³a nadal w
podziemiu, tym razem walcz¹c przeciwko
komunistom.

By³ przeœladowany przez Urz¹d Bezpieczeñstwa.  W 1947 r. UB “daruje mu
winy”, jednak po dwóch tygodniach jest znowu poszukiwany.  Postanawia uciec
z Polski.  Dociera do Czechos³owacji, gdzie zostaje schwytany i odstawiony do
Polski.  W 1949 r. ponownie ucieka z Polski przez Czechos³owacjê. Tym razem
mu siê udaje.  Dociera do amerykañskiej strefy okupacyjnej w Niemczech
Zachodnich.  Rozpoczyna s³u¿bê w Amerykañskich Kompaniach Wartowniczych
w jednosce w Heidelbergu.  

W 1953 r. zaci¹ga siê do armii amerykañskiej, podpisa³ kontrakt na 5 lat.  W
1958 r., po 5-letnim okresie s³u¿by, przeszed³ do cywila.  Przybywa do Chicago,
gdzie podejmuje siê ró¿nych prac.  Zapisuje siê na studia handlowe.  

W 1960 roku rozpocz¹³ pracê w ZPRKA  Najpierw jako biuralista w dziale
ksiêgowoœci.  Dziêki kolejnym awansom, pnie siê wzwy¿.  W 1970 roku zosta³
mianowany kontrolerem ZPRKA.  

Polskê odwiedzi³ po raz pierwszy po 42 latach, w 1991 roku. W czasie
wizyty mia³ okazjê spotkaæ siê z maj¹c¹ wówczas 90 lat matk¹ i bratem
Czes³awem, który po wojnie by³ przez 7 lat wiêziony za swoj¹ dzia³alnoœæ.  

P. Biegacz pracowa³ w ZPRKA przez 38 lat i 10 miesiêcy, do czerwca 1999
roku.  Przeszed³ na zas³u¿on¹ emeryturê, jednak nadal s³u¿y³ swoj¹ porad¹ i
pomoc¹ w kwestiach finansowo-inwestycyjnych.  Bra³ udzia³ w wielu Sejmach
ZPRKA oraz czynnie uczestniczy³ w ¿yciu Zjednoczenia do chwili, gdy
pozwoli³y mu na to si³y i zdrowie.  Jak sam mówi³, ZPRKA by³o jego “drugim
domem”.  Przez wiele lat by³ równie¿ prezesem Tow. #1228 ZPRKA.

Scis³owicz), syna Luciena, córkê Ewê (Michael) Koepke i wnuków Petera i Sofiê
Koepke oraz dalsz¹ rodzinê.
