Once Upon a Time 
in Poland

This delightful book Once Upon a Time in
Poland is Volume 1 of Old Polish Legends, retold in

English by Anna Janiec-McLaughlin and Monika
Riddell and illustrated by Iwona Soltys. The hard-bound

book presents fourteen well-loved legends, many of
which are tied to Poland’s early beginnings, such as “The

Journey of Three Brothers (Lech, Czech and Rus),” “The
Trumpeter of Krakow,” “The Wawel Dragon,” and “Warsaw
Mermaid,”  in a 12”x8.5” format with large print.

The stories are well-written in English, but the words are
better suited for older children. Each story includes a full-
color, full-page illustration that brings the story to life. The
folk tales reflect different regions of Poland. Stories that take
place in a certain city have a small map of Poland to show the
city’s location, as a point of reference. At the end of each story,
there are three learning activities for youngsters to enjoy. The
correct pronunciation is given for Polish cities and names, and
there is a two-page glossary of terms in the back.

This impressive book embodies everything that Polish
Americans could want for their children or grandchildren:
X it introduces readers to Polish history
X it piques their interest with fascinating legends
X it teaches readers about the geography of Poland
X it teaches correct pronunciation of Polish names
X it presents thought-provoking activities related to the story
X and it exposes children to Polish culture and traditions.
But even better than that, it immerses readers in the wonderful
magical Old World stories, with frolicking mermaids, stout
pirates, cunning witches, fierce dragons, brave princes and
horrible monsters. What more could anyone possibly want
from a story book? 

The book is 60 pages long and printed on top quality
paper. Once Upon a Time in Poland will make a wonderful
gift - from parents, grandparents, aunts, uncles, friends. It is
sure to become a child’s favorite book and it will be a
treasured addition to any Polish American’s library. The price
of the book is quite high, by normal American standards, but
it is the most complete book about old Polish legends that a
person could ever wish to own.

"WHAT'S  REALLY
IMPORTANT"

This year, all of us who regularly go to Mass on Sundays
have been treated to a little retreat built right into the regular
liturgical year.  For, while we are observing the Season of
Ordinary Time as far as the Church calendar is concerned, and
the weeks tend to pass along one after the other without many
big feasts (for example, the first Sunday in September is the 22nd
Sunday in Ordinary Time, and the following one will be the 23rd
etc.) for those who have been attentive, there has been the
opportunity to focus-in on something, which Jesus considers to
be vitally important for all of His followers.

First, a little background, though.  The readings which we
hear each weekend in church follow three cycles which are
referred to as years "A", "B", and "C".

They correspond to readings from what are called the three "synoptic" gospels:
Matthew, Mark, and Luke, and there is a continuous cycle of their rotation.  In each of
these years, one of these gospels is primarily read each weekend so that we cover most of
their account of Jesus' life and ministry from their perspective.  For example, this year, we
are in year "B", which uses the Gospel according to St. Mark.  Virtually every weekend
when we're at Mass, the gospel comes from St. Mark and shows Jesus' life and ministry as
portrayed according to him.

St. Mark's gospel is also the shortest one.  Perhaps because of that, the Church takes a
little "intermission" from reading St. Mark and switches to the Gospel of St. John,
particularly his sixth chapter.  Beginning in late July and continuing through August, we
have heard sequentially the gospel reading coming from this chapter which is often
referred to as Jesus' "Bread of Life Discourse".  It begins with Jesus feeding the multitudes
with the five loaves and two fishes, shows the people following Him for more, and Jesus
challenging them as to what is really important, what their motivation is, and what it is
they should be seeking.

When we look at how this chapter unfolds, we see that Jesus has compassion on the
people.  It should be noted that when He feeds the multitude, they never got to ask Him
for anything. He knew they had been with Him for a long while, were in a deserted place,
and couldn't easily acquire or return home for food.  It reminds us of how God knows our
needs, long before even we do and, also, how He often has answered our prayers and
fulfilled them long before we think of asking Him.  Interestingly, it's sometimes we who
don't realize what He's already done!

Once Jesus fed them He wanted to go away for a
little rest and sailed to the other side of the lake.  The
people, however, ran all the way around the lake
and were waiting for Him when He got there.  This
could have made Jesus very happy, but he realized
that they were just looking for another free meal!  He
began to speak to them phrases that are familiar to
us..."I am the Bread of Life"...the "Living Bread come
down from heaven; whoever eats this bread will live
forever; and the bread that I will give is my flesh for
the life of the world".  He was challenging them to look
beyond their next belly full and beyond the material things of this world.  He was
answering a need they didn't even know they had, in a way they could never have
imagined. He was foretelling for them the great gift which God would freely give to them
in the institution of the Holy Eucharist...  the very gift of Jesus Himself.

But, how did the people react? It is written: "This saying is hard; who can accept it?"
And "As a result of this, many of His disciples returned to their former way of life and no
longer accompanied Him". When presented with the great gift, the gift of Jesus and
eternal life itself, they preferred to just tend to their next belly full!  They went away and
left the gift behind!  Their concern for the stuff of this life overshadowed their concern for
the next life.

How often are the attitudes of people in our world today the
very same?  How come all churches on earth are not enough to
hold all the people who should be coming, if they realized what
was really being freely and lovingly offered?  How come we
ourselves can sometimes look at Mass as uneventful or boring or
that I "don't get anything out of it" when nothing could actually be
farther from the truth!  "Uneventful"?...The greatest event ever is
relived at each Mass!  "Boring"?...How can our part in salvation
history be boring? I "don't get anything out of it"?...That might be
what a person puts into it but it's never what comes out of Mass,
for how could we refer to Jesus Himself as "nothing"!

This time of year gives us all the opportunity to look at our
attitudes toward the Lord.  Do we tend to be so concerned with the

things of this life that we overlook the fact that eternity, while perhaps less of an
immediate concern for some of us, certainly makes the present pale in comparison?  Am I
one of those who walk away from Jesus when it's inconvenient or too hard?  Do I take
advantage of the great gift that He has given in the Holy Eucharist?  What must I do to
make mine the words of St. Peter at the conclusion of the sixth chapter of St. John's
gospel, "Lord, to Whom shall we go?  You have the words of eternal life..."

Granny's Blueberry Pound Cake by Sharon M. Quinn,
Philadelphia, PA
1 pint blueberries, washed and drained well
2 sticks butter or margarine softened 2 cups sugar
1 ½ teaspoons vanilla 4 eggs
1 tsp. baking powder 3 cups flour
½  teaspoon salt
Preheat oven to 325.  Grease and flour a 10-inch tube pan.  Use
mixer to cream butter or margarine and sugar; add eggs one at
a time. Beat well after each egg is added. Add vanilla and beat
until fluffy. Dredge berries with ¼ cup of flour and set aside.
Sift remaining flour with baking powder and salt; fold into
cake batter until well blended. Gently stir in berries. Pour into
pan. Bake 1 hour and 10 minutes or until cake tests done with
a cake tester.  Place pan on rack and cool in pan for 10 minutes
before removing from pan. Serves 12-16

Zucchini Bread by  Loretta Lawlor, Philadelphia, PA
2 ½ cups sugar 3 eggs
½ cup oil 3 cups flour
2 teaspoons cinnamon 3 teaspoons vanilla
1 teaspoon baking powder 1 tsp.baking soda
2 cups zucchini, shredded
Mix all ingredients except zucchini.  Add zucchini and pour
into 2 loaf pans. Bake for 1 hour or until done at 350 degrees.

Pork Chops in Beer by Ed Kwiatkowski, Detroit, MI
Brown 4 to 6 pork chops. Put into baking pan. Mix 1/2 pkg.
dry onion soup mix with 1/2 can beer and 1 can cream of
mushroom soup. Pour over pork chops. Cover baking dish
with foil. Bake at 350 for 1 hour.

Polish Lettuce and Egg Salad by Ed
Kwiatkowski, Detroit, MI
Chop 1/2 lg. head of lettuce or fresh
spinach and place in bowl. Hard boil 4
or 5 eggs and cool. Chop into salad.
Mix all with lots of sour cream. Add
salt or garlic salt to taste to bring out
the flavor.
(Note: If desired, a Tbsp. of lemon

juice can also be added to the sour cream.)

Aluminum Foil Steak by Ed Kwiatkowski, Detroit, MI
Brown a 2 to 3 lb. chuck or round steak in frying pan with oil.
Sprinkle 1/2 pkg. dry onion soup mix on lg. piece of aluminum
foil. Place steak over it. Sprinkle remaining onion soup mix on
steak. Fold foil around steak loose enough so juices can form.
Cover bottom of a roaster with water so that foil won’t stick to
it.. Put steak in foil inside roaster. Cook at 350 degrees for 90
min. if steak is thin, and longer if it is thick. When done, pour
juices from inside foil into a pan; add a little water and flour to
thicken into a gravy.

Easy Bean Soup by Huget Kobi of Calabash, NC
In pot mix 1 can cream of potato soup, 1 can pork and beans, 1
chopped onion and 1 piece chopped celery. Mix well, heat and
serve with a dollop of sour cream on top.

Lemon Torte by Huget Kobi of Calabash, NC
Process 2 lemons, rind and all, in food processor. Place in
bowl. Add 2 c. white sugar. and mix well. Let stand 2 hours. In
separate bowl, beat 4 eggs. Add beaten eggs to lemon mixture,
mixing well. Pour into 9-inch frozen pie shell. Bake at 450
degrees for 15 min, then lower temp to 375 degrees and bake
for another 20 min. Cook on rack.

Before getting back into the
grind, take advantage of these last few weeks of summer and have some fun! 

The International Children's Festival of Polish Folk Dance Ensembles was held in July in the
beautiful resort town of Iwonicz Zdroj, in the Krosno Province in southeastern Poland. It’s one
of Poland's oldest health resorts and spas, dating back to 1578.  The town is also a center for
Polish culture because every 3 years this dance festival attracts groups from all over Europe and
North America. This year, 17 dance groups of children age 5-16 (over 400 dancers plus
choreographers and instructors) attended this prestigious event. From the PRCUA, "Mloda
POLONIA" and "Mala POLONIA" from Chicago participated, under the watchful eye of their
young and very talented choreographer Jaclyn Krysinski. Also present was “POLONIA’s”
renowned choreographer - Cecylia Roznowska; dance instructor, Adam Krysinski; Dance
School Director, Anna Krysinski; and some of the dancers’ parents who were chaperones.

The Festival opened with a Mass at St. Iwona Church with Rev. Andrzej Chmura, Pastor,
and Rev. Stanislaw Slowik, Chaplain of Wspolnota Polska - Rzeszow Region officiating. All the
dance groups, attired in a great variety of colorful Polish folk dress, participated in the Mass
with many dignitaries, organizational representatives from Poland and other countries. A very
moving, patriotic and inspiring Homily was given by Rev. Slowik. At the end of the Mass,
"Mloda and Mala POLONIA" sang in sweet harmony "Barka" - a favorite song of our late
Blessed Pope John Paul II. An emotional moment came while singing "Barka," when one older,
taller dancer lifted the smallest, youngest dancer to the microphone so everyone could hear her
powerful and passionate voice. What a superb ending to a Mass that many will never forget!

After lunch, the main streets were cordoned off as the parade of over 400 dancers, in
traditional Polish folk dress, proudly marched, danced and sang their way through picturesque
Iwonicz Zdroj, to the delight of throngs of onlookers. The colorful parade ended in the center of
the town at the outdoor main stage. Flags flying, people cheering, music playing - the
atmosphere was electric.  

The Festival started with welcome speeches,
introductions of groups, dignitaries and special
guests. The dance group from Iwonicz Zdroj region
welcomed all dancers and guests with traditional
home baked bread and salt. Then it was time for the
festival to be underway!  Dance groups from many
countries presented an extensive repertoire of
traditional Polish dances and songs from different
regions of Poland. All dancers were lavishly dressed
in Polish costumes and looked happy to be there.
Mala and Mloda POLONIA performed a very
graceful and joyful dance from the Warmia region; a
most romantic dance, Kujawiak, from the Mazowsze

region; a robust and rousing suite from the Kurpie
region; and a suite of lively rhythms from the Opoczno region.  All the dance groups
entertained the audience until the late hours of the evening. 

At the end of the concert, dance groups were rewarded with not only a standing ovation,
but also with loud cheering that lasted several minutes - genuine appreciation for an exceptional
program. Each day was filled with practices and performances in nearby towns and villages,
where dancers connected to the history and traditions of this region, met with the locals, tasted
the wonderful food that was prepared especially for them and also did some sightseeing. 

The highlight of the festival was concerts in Iwonicz Zdroj and in Krosno, of dances
representing each group's home country. All of the groups put on a beautiful show. Mala and
Mloda POLONIA presented a Cowboy Polka, a lively quick-moving dance of unique hop steps
and very fast turns - they were fantastic and
never ran out of energy! The week-long
Festival was scheduled to end with a Gala
Concert at the outdoor auditorium in the center
of the town. About 20 minutes into the concert,
it started to rain. Organizers postponed the
concert, but when thunderstorms approached
with high winds and lightening, the concert
was cancelled due to severe weather and safety
concerns. The decision was not taken lightly
and it was the most difficult decision that the
festival organizers had to make.

They all
look forward to coming to Poland in the next few years to
participate in this unforgettable Festival one more time.

I wish to express my sincere appreciation to all the dance
groups from all over the world, especially PRCUA Mala and
Mloda POLONIA for the fantastic performances. It was such a
joy to share their enthusiasm.  A special thank you goes to our
talented choreographers, especially Jaclyn Krysinski - “Jaclyn
you were great and I am so proud of you.”

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ZAKOPANE-STYLE CHAPEL

BUILT IN MASSACHUSETTS

TURNER FALLS, MA - A chapel was built in
the Polish “Zakopane” style in the Turners Falls,
Massachusetts Cemetery of Our Lady of
Czestochowa. The new chapel was dedicated on
Memorial Day of this year. Built and completely
funded by 88-year-old parishioner Lawrence
Krejmas, as a labor of love and devotion, the
cemetery shrine was modeled after the chapel of
the Sacred Heart of Jesus in Jaszczurowka,
located in Poland’s Tatra Mountains. It will
provide shelter for burial services during
inclement weather, and serve as a focal point of
prayer for cemetery visitors and pilgrims. 

The Chapel was designed by the Pastor of
Our Lady of Czestochowa, Rev. Charles Jan Di
Mascola - a longtime member of PRCUA - a
number of years earlier, but shelved when the cost
estimates from contractors proved to be much more than the church could afford. However,
Lawrence Krejmas volunteered to completely fund and construct the chapel with two of his
friends, Gary Norman and George Asselin, to help him with the heavy work. “It comes from
the heart,” said Krejmas, “it’s the love of the people for the parish and parishioners that
made this possible,” said Krejmas. 

The chapel is dedicated to Mary, Queen of the Polish Martyrs of World War II, honoring
the 108 Polish martyrs beatified and canonized by Blessed Pope John Paul II in 1999. The
chapel honors three bishops, 52 priests, 26 monks, 3 seminarians, 8 nuns and 9 lay people, as
well as a number of others World War II Polish Martyrs who have since been canonized. Fr.
Di Mascola compiled a book on these 108 Polish clergy martyrs a few years ago, called, Out
of the Cross. “Their stories of courage, faith and love were a very strong incentive for this
project,” said Father Di Mascola

An icon was created to preside over the altar in the chapel by parishioner Anna Maria
Greene-Smith. It depicts Our Lady of Czestochowa protecting the Martyrs. A unique thing
about the icon is that every martyr is portrayed with their actual likeness taken from old
photographs. The stories of the Martyrs moved Anna, as she created the icon, to describe
them as “Amazing people.”

Touching close to home, Rev. Stanislaus
Szczepanski, one of the former pastors of Our Lady of
Czestochowa Parish, had been a prisoner in the
infamous Nazi Concentration camp at Dachau, which
was primarily reserved for Catholic clergy. Several
hundred clergy were tortured and murdered there; the
majority of them were from Poland . 

The new chapel’s reredos and altar were
modeled after the altar in the chapel of St. John the
Baptist in the Church of the Holy Family in Zakopane,
Poland, and were hand carved by Larry Roux with the
help of his two sons, Justin and William. Lifesize,
hand-carved, wooden statues of the Blessed Virgin
Mary and St. Joseph, placed on either side of the altar,
were donated by the Sisters of Providence. 

Other artwork includes 6 stained glass
windows from a nearby closed church, a carved
wooden statue of the Frasobliwy Chrystus - a folk
carving of Jesus carrying the cross. 

“Seeing the chapel, as you drive into the
cemetery, is like miraculously being transported to Poland,” said Fr. Jan Di Mascola, “and it
always chokes me up to see it, even after all this time!”

As the
mother church of Detroit’s Polonia, St. Albertus is not only an inspiring
example of our Polish heritage, but also an example of people willing to
work together to maintain this precious historical gem of the city of
Detroit.

Members of the PRCUA dance groups donated the plant and flowers
and came ready to get down and dirty.  In addition to the dance students
working, many of our School Directors, Teachers and Officers sank their
hands into the dirt.  

Director Lisiecki brought drinking water to help keep all the workers
energized. Directors Chris Ozog and Tom Lisiecki and the PAHSA
would like to thank all those who participated physically and by
donating supplies.  Together, you all made the 2012 Michigan “Join
Hands Day” a success.

A “Pinch of Poland” atA “Pinch of Poland” at
Boyne Falls Polish FestivalBoyne Falls Polish Festival

"A pinch of Poland"is the way the Petoskey News Review of
Petoskey, MI, described the celebration of the 38th Annual Boyne
Falls Polish Festival in their "Entertainment Section" on August 3,
2012.   The article included a half-page picture of the PRCUA dancers
that performed at last year's Festival.  Tom Lisiecki (Dir. of District
10) was shown marching in the parade, held before the dancer's
afternoon performance which resulted in great exposure.  For the
second year in a row, the PRCUA participated with an Information
Booth at the 4-day Festival held August 2-5, 2012. Again, it was
manned by Bill Seranko (AML Compliance Officer and Supervisor,
District 1) and his wife Lucia.  

Northern Michigan has a large Polish population that
immigrated to the area in the late 1800's to work in the logging
industry.  Even though this industry has currently diminished, the
descendants of these early settlers have increased and remain in the
area. Currently, the PRCUA has some presence with members in this
area.  PRCUA took the occasion of the Festival to spread awareness
in Northern Michigan, with the goal of obtaining local sales agents
and thereby growing our organization’s membership.  Responses
indicated that Festival attendees came from areas of Lower, Central
and Northern Michigan.  In fact, as evidenced by a drawing that was
held, attendees also came from Illinois, Ohio, Texas and even as far
away as California. 

Our ad in the local newspapers
attracted claimants for the Free Gift
offer. Festivalgoers came by and
said they remembered the PRCUA
"Information Booth" from last year.
A chartered eleven-car passenger
train from Chicago - on its way
north of Boyne Falls Festival to
Petoskey - scheduled a layover stop

at the Festival for a few hours to
allow the passengers to disembark and enjoy the Festival and visit
the PRCUA Booth.  The video playing on our TV was an effective
attention-getter. Once at the Booth, people reviewed the colorful
poster board displays and received our brochures. While not
everyone that stopped for information signed up for the drawing,
fifty-four people did. Deb C. of Gaylord, Michigan, and Sharon D. of
Petoskey, Michigan, each won a $50.00 gas card.

The questions asked reflected that many were learning about the
PRCUA for the "first" time.  The Booth therefore achieved new
awareness in this area, as we handed out information about the many
Fraternal Benefits that the PRCUA offers.  Folks were impressed by
the monthly publication and they took copies of Narod Polski.   They
were struck by the "range" of benefits including Dance and Language
Schools, sporting events like baseball, basketball, bowling, golf and
softball, scholarships, loans both for education and mortgages, in
addition to the promotion of Polish culture events. 

We had the opportunity to explain and positively contrast how
PRCUA as a "non-profit" Fraternal returns value via benefits to its
Members vs. a "for-profit" commercial insurance company.
