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The Polish Roman Catholic Union of
America (PRCUA) is celebrating its 140th
anniversary this year! To mark this historic
occasion, Narod Polski will run a continuing
PRCUA History Column in each issue of
the newspaper throughout the year,
focusing on different facets of our
fraternal’s history in chronological order. 

EARLY POLONIA - The founders of
the PRCUA are Fr. Teodor Gieryk, who
immigrated to the U.S. from Poland in 1866
and became pastor of St. Albertus Parish in
Detroit, MI; Fr. Vincent Barzynski, C.R.,
who - with his brother Jan - wrote our first
Constitution, and Jan Barzynski, co-author

of our Constitution and Editor of Pilgrzym newspaper. Another influential
early leader was Rev. Leopold Moczygemba (PRCUA President 1875-80), who
founded the first Polish colony in the U.S.A. in Panna Maria, Texas in 1856. 

Joseph Barzynski and two of his sons, Vincent and Joseph Jr., who were
newly-ordained priests, fled Poland because of their involvement in the 1863
Revolution, and eventually joined the Panna Maria colony in Texas. There,
Rev. Vincent gained valuable experience as a parish priest, teacher and
organizer, while his brother Rev. Joseph Barzynski served in a less active role. 

In 1870, the Barzynskis sent for the youngest son - Jan - who had just
completed his studies at the University of Warsaw in education. Jan became
superintendent of a parochial school in San Antonio, TX. Later, he moved to
Union, MO and established the third Polish newspaper in America, Pilgrzym of
which he was editor. His father and brothers moved to Chicago in 1872.

At that time, immigrants from partitioned Poland came to America in large
numbers seeking jobs and freedom from political oppression. They came to
this country with their physical strength, moral integrity, customs and a
willingness to work hard for a better life for themselves and especially for their
children. Polish settlements sprang up mostly in the Northeastern states and
the Mid-West. Chicago quickly became the largest and most important center
of Polish immigrants. In 1873, when the PRCUA was formed, the Polish
community in the U.S.A. was estimated as 200,000 strong.

PRCUA ROOTS - Throughout 1872, Jan
Barzynski wrote editorials declaring: "The Pole on
American soil will never be the same as the European Pole,
but we desire that he believe as a Catholic, that he speak
Polish.  Let him know the history and traditions of Poland.
As for the rest of him, be a Yankee."  This was a completely
revolutionary idea. In a series of rousing editorials, he
called for the establishment of a national organization of
Poles in America. 

At the same time, Fr. Teodor
Gieryk, Pastor of St. Albertus Church in

Detroit, MI, sent similar editorials to a number of Polish
American newspapers, also calling for the establishment of
a unified Polish community in America. Many members of
the clergy joined his group.

In October of 1873, in the Pilgrzym newspaper, Jan
Barzynski proposed the establishment of the Organization of
Poles in America. Over 360 people became members. (This is
considered to be the official founding of the PRCUA.) Fr.
Gieryk contacted Jan Barzynski and they agreed to hold a joint meeting at St.
Albertus’ in Detroit in December 1873. Some of Barzynski’s group objected to
the joint meeting, but Barzynski went anyway, with a group of supporters. The
two groups agreed to merge into a single organization called Union of Polish
Catholics. (This meeting is considered the first Convention of the PRCUA.) Fr.
Gieryk was elected president and Jan Barzynski was secretary. A second
national convention was set for October 1874 in Chicago.

The second Convention was held at St. Stanislaus Kostka Parish in
Chicago, IL, just one month after Fr. Vincent Barzynski, C.R., was appointed
pastor. The 3-day Convention established the organization’s mission: to
promote brotherhood and unity among Poles and to preserve the Catholic faith and the
Polish nationality of the immigrants through education, charity and fraternal aid.

Among its objectives were establishing schools, a Polish
bank, a convent, libraries, a teacher's college and a Polish
hospital. 

Delegates also approved Jan Barzynski’s moving his
newspaper Pilgrzym to Detroit, changing its name to Gazeta
Polski Katolicka (Polish Catholic Newspaper) and
publishing the organization’s news within its pages. Later
the newspaper was moved to Chicago but Jan Barzynski
continued to be Editor. It was agreed that all members of

both groups could join the new organization and henceforth
all new members would have to be Roman Catholic. Fr.

HHIISSTTOORRYY
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Gieryk and Jan Barzynski retained their offices and the organization was
renamed Polish Roman Catholic Union of America.

During the PRCUA’s third Convention, held in Milwaukee, WI in 1875,
Rev. Vincent Barzynski, C.R. was very influential because he, and perhaps
Rev. Banakowski, were responsible for writing the original PRCUA
Constitution (the handwritten document is in the Polish Museum of America,
Chicago, IL) - with the help of Jan Barzynski. The PRCUA also placed the
organization under the patronage of the Sacred Heart of Jesus. 

The most notable feature of the Constitution was that it allowed local
fraternal benefit and mutual aid societies (which had been established at
Catholic parishes in various Polish enclaves throughout the U.S.A.) to join as
PRCUA branches, known as Societies. Although the Constitution established
the organization’s national offices as being in Chicago, for many years
afterwards the PRCUA was a decentralized organization where most of the
interaction between members and the PRCUA took place at the local parish
level, where the Societies were based.

COLONIZATION - At the 1875 Convention, delegates voted to built a
Polish Seminary and to establish a Nebraska Colonization Committee of
which Jan Barzynski took the lead. He became the PRCUA's land agent,
selling real estate in Howard, Greeley, Valley and Sherman counties in
Nebraska to Polish immigrants. The PRCUA was the first group to undertake
a colonization effort in Nebraska and they were the most successful.  

Around 1877, the Union Pacific Railroad was given a large grant of land
by the U.S. government to build a railroad through the West. In order to make
use of the land along the line, the railroad company decided to establish
settlements. They agreed to put three townships aside for Polish immigrants,
who at the time were arriving in the U.S. from Poland in large numbers.
Railroad officials hired Barzynski to contact immigrants, as they came to
Chicago, and encourage them to settle in Nebraska. Jan had seen the
hardships that new immigrants suffered in the city, with little money and no
trade skills, and he knew that most of them were peasant farmers, thrifty, and
industrious.  So he decided that they’d be good colonizers and would have a
better chance to improve their lives in the country rather than in the city.   

Jan moved to St. Paul, Nebraska in 1877 and moved his wife there after
their marriage in 1880, where he established a home and opened an office.  In
his home he had two large extra rooms that were furnished as bedrooms for
immigrants as they arrived.  Many families had only money to buy the land
but no money for a home or equipment. These families stayed at Barzynski’s
home until they could build a "sod house". Then they would move into the
sod house and start from scratch. Within two years, Jan Barzynski had settled
about 500 families in Central Nebraska.   

By 1878, Jan had sold over 20,000 acres of Nebraska land to Polish
colonists. The new Polish colonists - who had never seen anything like the vast
open spaces of the grassy prairies - found thick, fertile soil beneath the grass.
But they faced many hardships including tornadoes, prairie fires, blizzards,
droughts and grasshopper plagues. In 1895, desperate colonists appealed to
the PRCUA for help during a particularly hard winter that followed a very
poor harvest. Chicago Poles raised $435 to help the farmers get back on their
feet and buy seeds for new crops in the Spring. Many of the Nebraska families
lived in great poverty, but weathered their hardships. Thus, the colonization
idea was not as good as the PRCUA had hoped it would be and the project
came to an end.  However, in 1937, the PRCUA still had 4,100 members in
Nebraska.

POLISH SEMINARY - During the 1876 Convention in
Chicago, the PRCUA designated the Nebraska colonies as
the site where the first Polish American seminary would be
built. Opponents wanted it to be built in a metropolitan
area such as Milwaukee, Detroit or Chicago. The matter
was placed in the hand of the PRCUA President Fr.
Leopold Moczygemba. In 1880, he bought 400 acres in
Nebraska for the seminary, however, both the PRCUA and
Rev. Vincent Barzynski, C.R. dragged their feet on the
project and fraternal politics with other groups held up
progress. So, Fr. Moczygemba sold the land in Nebraska and gave the money
to Fr. Joseph Dabrowski, chaplain of the Felician Sisters in Detroit, for him to
build a seminary in Detroit. Thus, the first Polish Seminary in America - St.
Cyril and Methodius Seminary - opened in 1885 on St. Aubin Street in Detroit.  

The original Seminary’s academic program consisted of 10 years of
studies: 5 in the preparatory classical department, 2 in philosophy and 3 in
theology. In 1927 three 4-year administratively independent schools were
established: SS. Cyril &Methodius Seminary, St. Mary’s College, and St.
Mary’s Preparatory, known collectively as the Orchard Lake Schools. Since its
inception, the PRCUA has continually supported the Orchard Lake Schools.

Our founders chose "For God and Country" as our motto and encouraged
early members to become patriotic citizens of their new homeland. For 140
years, our organization has never wavered in its faith in God - and the Roman
Catholic Church - or its loyalty to the United States of America.

BREADED CHICKEN ROLL-UPS - Pound 4  skinned and
halved chicken breasts on both sides into 8 cutlets 1/4" thick.
Thinly spread each cutlet with plum butter, and a dash of
pepper and marjoram. Roll cutlets up from wider towards
narrower end. Salt & pepper, bread in flour, egg wash and
bread crumbs and place seam-side-down in hot butter or oil to
seal. Brown on all sides; reduce heat; simmer 8-10 min or until
fully cooked. Drain on absorbent paper and serve at once.

HUNTER STYLE ROAST CHICKEN - Wash and pat dry,
whole 3-lb broiler-fryer. Rub inside and out with salt, pepper,
1 t  marjoram, 1/2 t ground juniper and 1 crushed garlic. Rub
outside of chicken with 1 T oil. Bake in uncovered baking pan
in pre-heated 450° oven for 10 min., then reduce heat to 350°.
Brush chicken all over with Polish plum sauce (see below),
adding 2 - 3 T to the cavity. Pour 1 c water into bottom of pan
and bake 1-1/4 hrs or until done, basting occasionally with pan
drippings.   After 45-50 min. of baking, add 12 small peeled
potatoes 2- 3 carrots, 6 small onions, 6 fresh mushrooms 12
radishes and let them cook in the pan drippings.

POLISH PLUM SAUCE - In saucepan combine 1 c plum
butter, 1/4 c tomato paste or ketchup and 3/4 - 1 c peach
marinade. (If not available, add 1/3 c cider vinegar, 1/2 c water
and 1 T sugar.)  Add 1/2 t salt, 1/2 t marjoram, 1/2 t ground
juniper, 1/4 t ground black pepper and 1 t Maggi liquid
seasoning or Worchestershire sauce. (Variation: For more zing,
add 2 - 5 dashes of Tabasco or other red-pepper sauce.) Mix
well, bring to boil, reduce heat and simmer covered on low
about 15 min, stirring occasionally so it doesn't scorch.
Remove from heat and let stand about 20 min., then pack into
jar and seal. When cooled to room temp, store in fridge. A nice
glaze for roast meat and poultry, it is also a great condiment
for cold cuts, enriches the flavor of bigos and other dishes and
can be used in place of store-bought steak sauce.

ANGEL WINGS/CHRUSCIKI - Mound 4 c flour on
bread-board, make a volcano-like crater at top, in which to
deposit 4 raw egg yolks and 1 T white distilled vinegar. With
knife blade shovel flour into crater, fold in 1/2 c sour cream
and combine ingredients well. Knead dough until nice and
firm, roll it into a ball and then beat the living daylights out of
in with a heavy wooden rolling-pin. Re-form into a ball and
continue beating until air blisters appear. Roll out 1/4 of the
dough at a time very thin, keep the rest wrapped in plastic
wrap so it doesn't dry out. Cut into  4 × 1 inch strips, make a
vertical slit at center and pull one end through the slit to form
a bow. Fry briefly in hot lard or shortening until pale golden
brown on both sides and gently remove with slotted spoon to
paper-towel-lined tray. Dust with confectioner's sugar.
Proceed the same way with the
remaining dough.

MARDI  GRAS
ROSETTES - The same dough
is used as for faworki but its
preparation and assembly are a
bit more involved. After rolling
out dough thin, cut it into
circles of three different sizes
and make 4-5 slits at equal
intervals round the outside of
each circle. Dab center of biggest circle with egg white, cover
with medium-sized circle, press down at center with thumb,
dab some egg white at center and cover with the smallest
circle. Press down with thumb so circles stick together. Fry in
deep hot lard or shortening until light golden brown on both
sides, then transfer to paper-towel-lined tray. Place a well-
drained cherry from cherry preserves at the center of each
rosette and sprinkle with confectioner's sugar.

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"WESOLY LUD" ENCORE PERFORMANCE CHINA
CHICAGO, IL - Friday, October 12th, 2012 - six o'clock in the evening and

reality had not quite sunk in yet. The thought of traveling to China to perform
was still hypothetical to many of us at the time. Yet, we all gathered at O'Hare
International Airport in Chicago, IL to embark on what we all knew was going
to be the “trip of a lifetime.”

Shortly after the success of the group's 35th Anniversary performance in
March, Wesoly Lud Polish Folk Dance Ensemble received an invitation to
travel, for the second time, to Shanghai, China to perform for the Second
Shanghai Pudong "Shanghai  Telecom Cup" International Folk Dance Festival.
Naturally, it was an opportunity we could not pass up. From then the mission
was on full throttle. Fourteen dancers from the group expressed their great
interest and eagerness to attend the international event: Kathryn Avila,
Katherine and David Bialas, Deanna Crouchelli, Alexander Kopinski, Evelina
Pabijanski, Natalia Paprocki, Derrick Remiasz, Kamil and Natalie
Rozwadowski, Camilla Steczek, Jacob Stypula, Kacper Szumiec, and
Alexander Zleczewski.  

Our Artistic Directors and Choreographers, Micheline (Misia) and Richard
Jaminski, began arranging our repertoire. After weeks of preparations and
rehearsals, October 12th quickly rolled around, and it was time to commence
our oriental adventure. Accompanying us on our journey were PRCUA's
President Joseph Drobot Jr. and his wife, Judy; Vice President Anna
Sokolowski and her husband, Mark; parents Krystyna Rozwadowski and
Veronica Crouchelli, and Misia's niece, Joline McConachie.  

Prior to attending the Festival in Shanghai, we decided to spend a couple
of days in Beijing. We landed on Saturday, October 13th, with only enough
time left in the evening to check into our hotel and get settled, before it was
time to grab some shut-eye on our first night in China. The following day
began with our first taste of authentic Chinese breakfast food.  It was a slight
adjustment from the usual milk and cereal combination, but we were all
surprisingly satisfied and became excited to try other forms of Chinese
cooking throughout the rest of our trip. After breakfast, we all gathered at our
bus where we met up with our guide, Water. He was a fantastic guide and
really expanded our knowledge of the great city of Beijing. Water outlined our
itinerary for the day, which included seeing the Summer Palace, Tiananmen
Square, and the Forbidden City.  Each of these sites was as beautiful and
majestic as we had imagined them to be.  At the Summer Palace, we had the
opportunity to take a ride along a nearby river on a Dragon Boat, which
provided us with one of the most stunning views of the palace.  In the
Forbidden City, we each took a chance of rubbing one of the golden spheres
that were shaped into the massive doors entering the city. Doing this is a
symbol of good luck and good fortune in the Chinese culture.  Between these
sites, we grabbed lunch at a restaurant located above a local jewelry shop that
specialized in the production and selling of pearl items.  We were all taught
how to distinguish a real pearl from a fake pearl and we were asked to guess
the number of pearls a single fresh water oyster produced over a given time.
Alex Zleczewski had made the closest estimate and was able to take two pink
pearls home as a prize. 

Monday, October 15th was a very anticipated day amongst the dancers.
Our first two stops were the Ming Graves, which provided for some very nice
group photo opportunities, and a Jade Factory, where we watched the
formation of different figures being made from one of China's most valued
minerals - Jade.  But the attraction each one of us was waiting to see was the
magnificent Great Wall of China.  We spent a few hours there, which gave us
time to climb as much of the Wall as we could.  I was among a group of 12
dancers to accomplish climbing to the furthest tourist point of the wall.  Those
who climbed it, agree that it was a very rewarding experience - an endeavor
that could not be surpassed, and one that would forever be remembered.  But
before we left the Great Wall, we took a moment to wish Pani Misia's niece,
Joline, a very Happy Birthday by gathering on the steps to hold up a little sign
that was made in honor of her special day!

Tuesday, October 16th was our second travel day. It was time to say
goodbye to Beijing and hello to Shanghai!  We packed our bags, said our
goodbyes to Water and quickly headed over to the Beijing International
Airport.  The flight was a quick two-hour trip, just enough time for some of us
to take a nap or finish a little homework.  Once we arrived in Shanghai, we
were introduced to our second guide for the trip, Kelvin. He had just turned
21 and was a university student, so he was fun and many dancers could relate
to him. He was volunteering with the dance festival organization and planned
on helping us get to all of our events while we were staying in Shanghai. After
introducing himself, we all hopped on a bus and headed to our hotel to check
in, unpack, and get ready for the Welcome Dinner later in the evening that
would commence the International Folk Dance Festival.  We all dressed to

impress that night: the ladies looked beautiful in their casual dresses and
heels, while the gentlemen were equally handsome in their dress shirts and
ties. At the banquet, we met 14 other competing groups from around the
world, including Germany, New Zealand, Austria, Ireland, Peru, and of
course various groups from China.  It was a fantastic dinner that allowed us to
mingle with the other groups and take a few pre-competition pictures with
each other.  Afterwards, we headed back to our rooms to iron our costumes
and get ready for the week ahead.

Wednesday, October 17th was the day of our first performance. In the
morning, we went into the city to do a little shopping, and then went to our
first rehearsal. Later that evening, we gave our first and most important
performance of the trip, beneath the Oriental Pearl Tower in Shanghai. We
performed a short five-minute version of our Nowy Sacz suite, for which we
were awarded "Most Energetic" for our presentation. All the groups were
spectacular! Seeing the different cultures come together for this one event was
exciting and fun, for both those watching, as well as those performing.

On Thursday, October 18th, we had a busy schedule!  Our first
performance was at 9:30 in the morning at the 14th China Shanghai
International Arts Festival at the Shanghai East Nanjing Road Plaza. We
performed our Nowy Sacz to a very enthusiastic group of people.  Our second
performance later that afternoon was at Riverside Avenue at the venue on the
bank of the Huangpu River.  The view couldn't have been more stunning.  We
decided to change things up a bit and performed our Country Western Polka,
which received a huge response!  Everyone loved the energy and the lifts that
were part of the dance.  It was fun teaching members from other groups how
to polka to our music for the finale. There were some very quick learners!
Then, to conclude the day, all of the participating groups in the Festival united
in the evening for a spectacular boat ride along the Huangpu River to see
Shanghai-at-night. We danced, laughed, and had a great time starting dance
lines and a momentary dance off!  It was tons of fun and a great way to end
the night!

Friday, October 19th, we performed our Eastern Krakow suite in the
morning on the Shanghai East Nanjing Road.  Following, we had the privilege
of going up to the top of the Oriental Pearl Tower, where we took pictures on
the glass floor of the building.  It was a bit terrifying at first, but you couldn't
find a more fascinating view of the city in its entirety. In the evening, we
performed our Country Western Polka in the commercial area of the city at the
First Yaohan point venue, a landmark in the Pudong area of Shanghai.  The
bright flashing lights made the performance even more exciting and lively for
those who stopped to watch.  

Saturday, October 20th was our final day in the great city of Shanghai.
We had our last performance first thing in the morning. But even more
exciting was the privilege of celebrating the 70th birthday of PRCUA's First
Lady Mrs. Judy Drobot - a wonderful woman of character - loving, youthful,
and full of kindness. It was an absolute honor to have celebrated with her.
Congratulations once again, Mrs. Drobot!  For her, we performed our Eastern
Krakow one last time on the city's Century Avenue Venue of Pudong.
Afterwards, we met up with Garcia, the young woman whom Wesoly Lud
had as their guide on a previous visit to China, and she took us through the
Chinese public transportation system to a cultural shopping area in the heart
of the city. It was there that we had the opportunity to buy souvenirs for
friends and family, and see two different sides of China simultaneously - Old
and New.  It was a perfect and relaxing way to conclude our trip.

Sunday, October 21st marked the end. We checked out of our hotel and
quickly hopped onto a bus heading towards the Shanghai International
Airport.  Our adventure had finished and it was time to head home.  On the
13-hour flight home, we all reminisced about the memories, going over some
of the highlights of the trip and everything that we would miss. We all learned
how to speak a little Chinese, understood what it felt like to be a superstar,
and mastered the art of eating with chopsticks.  But most importantly, I think
we all could not have bonded as a group of friends more perfectly.  I could not
have asked to have been a part of a more fun and exciting group of people.
The trip became a “once-in-a-lifetime” experience for everyone, and one that
would be talked about amongst us for years to come.  It was an absolute honor
to attend this event with the Wesoly Lud Polish Folk Dance Ensemble.  Thank
you to President Joseph Drobot Jr., Vice President Anna Sokolowski and their
spouses for joining us. Thank you to everyone who supported us and made all
of this possible. And an even bigger thank you to Misia and Richard Jaminski
for giving us such an amazing opportunity.

RECOGNIZING A STROKE
Sometimes symptoms of a stroke are difficult to identify. This lack of

awareness can spell disaster. The stroke victim may suffer severe brain damage
when people nearby fail to recognize the symptoms of a stroke. Doctors say a
bystander can recognize a stroke by asking 4 simple questions:
1. Ask the person to SMILE. Some stroke victims can’t control facial muscles.
2. Ask the person to TALK and repeat a simple sentence coherently. A stroke

victim may have slurred speech or trouble comprehending.
3. Ask him or her to RAISE BOTH ARMS . A person having a stroke may not 
be able to raise one arm at all, or can’t raise it as high as the other one. 
4. Ask the person to STICK OUT THEIR TONGUE.  If the tongue goes to one 
side or the other, it is an indication of a stroke.

If he or she has trouble performing ANY ONE of these tasks, call 911. A
neurologist indicated that if he can get to a stroke victim within 3 hours of a
stroke, the effects of a stroke can often be minimal or even reversed. Waiting too
long can result in permanent damage, or even death.

Different types of stroke have very similar symptoms. If an individual
experiences mild stroke symptoms and recovers after a short period of time,
then he or she may have experienced a transient ischemic attack (TIA), or  "mini
stroke." While TIAs are usually not deadly, they are serious precursors to a full-
blown ischemic or hemorrhagic stroke that may follow, if symptoms are left
untreated. Hemorrhagic strokes are the deadliest type of stroke, as affected
individuals may collapse within minutes after the first onset of symptoms and
may remain unconscious. Therefore, TIAs should not be ignored and should be
met with prompt medical attention.

W zjeŸdzie
udzia³ wziêli przedstawiciele 32 towarzystw z ró¿nych oœrodków polskich w Stanach
Zjednoczonych. Obecnych by³o oko³o 60 delegatów ze stanów Illinois, Wisconsin,
Michigan, Missouri, Minnesota, New York, New Jersey, Ohio i Indiana.  Sejm
poprzedzi³a uroczysta Msza œw. w koœciele œw. Stanis³awa Kostki, w której udzia³
wziê³o ponad tysi¹c wiernych.  Obrady odbywa³y siê w hali Schermanna obok
koœcio³a.  Sejm otworzy³ ks. Teodor Gieryk, marsza³kiem wybrany zosta³ ks. Józef
Musielewicz z Parisville, MI, sekretarzem Jan Barzyñski, a asystentem sekretarza ks.
Józef Molitor z Chicago.  

Sejm drugi poœwiêcony zosta³ w du¿ej mierze sprawie za³o¿enia polsko-
amerykañskiego kolegium.  Sprawa kolegium i szkolnictwa dla polskiej spo³ecznoœci
omawiana by³a przez prawie ca³y pierwszy dzieñ obrad.  

Kolejnym punktem poddanym pod dyskusjê by³a sprawa konstytucji ZPRKA,
prawdopodobnie opracowanej przez Jana Barzyñskiego.

Wytyczne dzia³alnoœci organizacji ujêto w program ogólny, który przedstawiony
zosta³ w Konstytucji: “Bratnia pomoc Rodakom, rozszerzanie i podnoszenie ducha
braterstwa, zaufania wzajemnego, utrzymanie polskoœci, popieranie cywilazacyi i
moralnoœci chrzeœcijañskiej”.  Praktycznie oznacza³o to oranizacjê Polaków katolików
do pracy dla dobra polskich emigrantów w Ameryce, dla dobra Polski, popieranie
akcji humanitarnych, budowê koœcio³ów, za³o¿enie seminarium nauczycielskiego,
zak³adanie i wspieranie szkó³, bibliotek, sierociñców, przytu³ków dla osób starszych i
szpitali dla Polaków.  Uchwalono te¿, ¿e sejmy ZPRKA odbywaæ siê bêd¹ co roku.  

Na zakoñczenie sejmu wybrano nowy zarz¹d: prezes ks. Teodor Gieryk,
wiceprezes Piotr Kio³bassa, sekretarz Jan Barzyñski, aystent sekretarza J. Iwaszewski,
skarbnik August Rudziñski.  Oprócz zarz¹du wybranych zosta³o 12 radnych (tzw.
Senat): ks. Jan Rodowicz, ks. Józef Militor, ks. Józef Musielewicz, ks. Józef
D¹browski, ks. Kandyd Koz³owski, ks. Franciszek Ksawery Szulak, Jan Nowka,
£ukasz Sonnenberg, Norbert Wróblewski, Józef Niemczeski, Julian Piotrowski, kapt.
Józef G³oskowski.  Zadaniem radnych by³o sprawowaæ kontrolê nad pracami zarz¹du i
z zarz¹dem wspó³pracowaæ.  

Kolejny Sejm odby³ siê w Milwaukee, WI w dniach 8-9 czerwca 1875 r.  Udzia³
w nim wziê³o 80 delegatów z dziewiêciu stanów.  Reprezentowane by³y miasta:
Detroit, Buffalo, Cincinnati, South Bend, Wyandotte, St. Louis, Washington, Missouri,
Grand Rapids, Dulth, San Antonio, Bay City, Polonia, Milwaukee, Northeim, Radom,
Parisville i Chicago.  

Sejm otwarty przez ks. Gieryka wybra³ na marsza³ka ks. Dominika Majera, a na
sekretarza Jana Barzyñskiego.  W czasie tego Sejmu przyjêto Konstytucjê ZPRKA,
która zawiera³a dziesiêæ artyku³ów.  W obradach du¿o czasu poœwiêcono na sprawy
szkolnictwa, kontynuowano dyskusjê nad za³o¿eniem kolegium (w tym celu
opodatkowano cz³onków $1 rocznie), dyskutowano nad ulepszeniem szkó³
prafialnych; wyznaczono równie¿ komitet do wyszukiwania miejsc na polskie osady
farmerskie.  W sk³ad nowego zarz¹du weszli: prezes ks. Leopold Moczygemba,
wiceprezes Norbert Wróblewski, sekretarz Jan Barzyñski, pomocnik sekretarza Ignacy
Wendziñski, skarbnik Józef Niemczewski. Wybrano równie¿ nowych cz³onków
Senatu.

Na 4. Sejmie, który odby³ siê w 1876 r. w Chicago powo³ano nowy komitet
kolonizacyjny w osobach Antoniego Klawittera, Jana Barzyñskiego i Józefa
Niemczewskiego, który mia³ na celu zaj¹æ siê spraw¹ stworzenia osady Zjednoczenia
w Nebrasce.  Pierwsi osadnicy, po przewodnictwem (dok. na str. 16)  

“Skoñczy³em pisaæ historiê Zjednoczenia, i po zbadaniu
wszystkich rekordów i zapisków, jakie musia³em zbadaæ, aby dzie³o

opracowaæ jak nale¿y, przekona³em siê, ¿e historia Zjednocznia, to historia Polonii
amerykañskiej.  Nie mo¿na sobie wyobraziæ, aby Polonia amerykañska mog³a
poszczyciæ siê takim dorobkiem jaki posiada, gdyby nie Zjednoczenie”.

W tym roku Zjednoczenie Polskie Rzymsko Katolickie w Ameryce obchodzi 140-
lecie istnienia.  Z tej okazji, w 12 kolejnych wydaniach “Narodu Polskiego”
zamieszczaæ bêdziemy wyj¹tki z historii naszej organizacji.  Zapraszamy do
zapoznania siê z histori¹ najstarszej polonijnej organizacji bratniej pomocy w Stanach
Zjednoczonych, opartej na wznios³ych ideach, bogatych tradycjach i g³êbokiej wierze.

Nie wiadomo dok³adnie, kiedy przybyli pierwsi Polacy do Ameryki.  Podania

wymieniaj¹, ¿e w roku 1476 dotar³ do Labradoru, jako komendant okrêtów duñskich,
Jan z Kolna.  W 1562 r. do Ameryki przyby³a rodzina Zborowskich (póŸniej pod
nazwiskiem Zabierski).  W paŸdzierniku 1608 roku, do pierwszej osady kolonistów
angielskich w Jamestown, przyby³a na brytyjskim statku "Mary and Margaret" grupa
polskich rzemieœlników, specjalistów produkcji myd³a, pota¿u oraz szk³a.  Wiêkszy
nap³yw emigracji z Polski notuje siê w okresie wojny o Niepodleg³oœæ Kolonii w
drugiej po³owie XVIII wieku.  Kolejne fale Polaków przybywa³y do Stanów
Zjednoczonych po kolejnych powstaniach w Polsce, w okresie rozbiorów.  

W pocz¹tkach XIX wieku osadnicy polscy byli rozsiani po kraju Waszyngtona,
nie gromadzili siê w wiêksze skupiska.  WychodŸstwo polskie do Ameryki wzmog³o
siê w po³owie XIX wieku.  W tym czasie powsta³a pierwsza osada polska w Panna
Maria w stanie Texas.  Wkrótce potem powsta³y pierwsze osady polskie w stanach
Wisconsin i Michigan.  Oko³o roku 1870 liczba Polaków w Stanach Zjednoczonych
wynosi³a ok. 50 tys. osób, piêæ lat póŸniej, w roku 1875 - 200 tysiêcy!  Polacy skupiali
siê w 300 osadach i posiadali 50 parafii.  W 1890 roku liczba Polaków wzros³a do 800
tys, a koœcio³ów polskich do 132.

Motywy natury moralnej i materialnej: potrzeba samopomocy i ochrony, troska o
wychowanie dzieci w duchu polskim i wierze macierzystej, zachowanie odrêbnoœci
narodowej, by³y g³ównymi przyczynami, dla których zaczêto rozpatrywaæ ideê
stworzenia organizacji polskiej.  W latach 50-tych i 60-tych XIX wieku zaczê³y
powstawaæ towarzystwa.  W roku 1870 pojawi³ siê “Projekt Ustawy Zjednoczenia
Polaków w Ameryce”, który jednak nigdy nie zosta³ zrealizowany.  Inicjatywa
organizacyjna jednak nie wygas³a.  

Gor¹cym zwolennikiem i orêdownikiem sprawy po³¹czenia emigracji polskiej w
jedn¹ organizacjê by³ ks. Teodor Gieryk, by³y kapelan armii pruskiej, proboszcz
parafii œw. Wojciecha w Detroit, MI.  Wyje¿d¿a³ do Chicago, gdzie w sprawie
powstania organizacji, konsultowa³ siê z OO. Zmartwychwstañcami z parafii œw.
Stanis³awa Kostki w Chicago oraz innymi ksiê¿mi i dzia³aczami œwieckimi.

Myœl ks. Gieryka podj¹³ Jan Barzyñski, brat ks. Wincentego Barzyñskiego,
dziennikarz i dzia³acz polsko-amerykañski, absolwent prawa Szko³y G³ównej w
Warszawie.  W 1870 r. wyjecha³ do Teksasu, gdzie w 1872 r. zreorganizowa³ pismo
“Orze³ Polski” i przekszta³ci³ je w “Pielgrzyma”, na ³amach którego szerzy³ has³a
po³¹czenia organizacyjnego ca³ego wychodŸstwa polskiego w Ameryce.  W 1873 roku
Jan Barzyñski podaje pomys³ utworzenia “Organizacji Polskiej w Ameryce”.   Odezwa
ta zosta³a przyjêta przez Polaków w Stanach Zjednoczonych bardzo entuzjastycznie.
W niespe³na pó³ roku 360 cz³onków zg³osi³o swój akces do formuj¹cej siê organizacji.

W czerwcu 1873 r. ks. Teodor Gieryk, og³asza odezwê, wzywaj¹c¹ do za³o¿enia
polskiej organizacji katolickiej.  Na zjeŸdzie organizacyjnym “wszystkich œwieckich i
duchownych” w dniu 3 paŸdziernika w Detroit wybrano komitet do przygotowania i
zwo³ania nastêpnego Sejmu do Chicago.  Wœród organizatorów obecni byli: ks.
Teodor Gieryk, red. Jan Barzyñski, ks. Wincenty Barzyñski, Piotr Kio³bassa.
Przewodnicz¹cym wybrano ks. Leopolda Moczygembê, zas³u¿onego za³o¿yciela osad
polskich w Teksasie. 

Nowo-powsta³a organizacja otrzyma³a nazwê Zjednoczenie Polskie Rzymsko
Katolickie w Ameryce.  Struktura ogólno-krajowej organizacji oparta zosta³a na
pojedyñczych towarzystwach lokalnych.  Ks. Gieryk bêd¹c gorliwym i wzorowym
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
