and getting stronger.

Actions initiated two
years ago in controlling costs,
selling unneeded real estate
and improving the interest
spread on our annuity
program have led to a
substantial strengthening of
our financial picture.

We are profitable for the
second consecutive year,
achieving almost $1 million
profit in 2012, and our
surplus  account that
determines our financial
strength has increased by
almost 40%, improving from
a low of $3.6 million in 2010
to $5 million at year-end
2012.

Because of this success,
for 2013, the PRCUA is
increasing the dividend paid
to our members from $75,000
to $100,000, a 33% increase.
With our improving financial
condition, further increases in
the dividend can be
anticipated.

In this issue on page 6, a
summary of the financial
report that appeared in the
March issue of Narod Polski is
included for you to better
view the results as they are
reported in our ANNUAL
FINANCIAL STATEMENT.

Pope Francis

VATICAN CITY - The world's 1.2 billion Catholics have a new
leader: Cardinal Jorge Mario Bergoglio, now Pope Francis, a name
taken in honor of the humble patron saint of Italy, Saint Francis of
Assisi - whose humility the new pope hopes to emulate.

The former Archbishop of Buenos Aires, Argentina, and a
member of the Jesuit Order, he is the first pope from the new world.
Born in Argentina to parents of Italian descent, he represents a bridge
between the Church's European roots and its future in Latin America.
Cardinal Bergoglio's chosen name, Francis, is a nod to the patron
saint of Italy, Saint Francis of Assisi.

"T know him," Monsignor Anthony Figueiredo, a Director of the
North American College in Rome said, "He is complete simplicity -
down to Earth - a man with the people."

It took the 115 cardinal electors just a day and a half to send a
cloud of white smoke up a chimney above St. Peter's Square,
signaling the conclusive vote that at least 77cardinals agreed that
Bergoglio was the right man to succeed Pope Benedict XVI.

One of Francis' first phone calls as pope was to his predecessor,
the now-Pope Emeritus Benedict. The Rev. Thomas Rosica, deputy
Vatican spokesman, said the new pontiff was already "writing the
playbook" with his unscripted move.

Pope Francis’ Installation Mass was held on March 19th. Pope
Francis is the 266th pope and the 265th successor to St. Peter the
Apostle. With many of the world’s leaders in attendance at his
installation, the Pope told them, "Please, let us be protectors of
creation, protectors of God's plan inscribed in nature, protectors of
one another and of the environment."

Let us keep Pope Francis in our daily prayers, asking that the
Holy Spirit may continually inspire him, as he guides our beloved
Church through this first segment of the 21st century. “Long live
Pope Francis!”

INTERVAL PREMIUM PROGRAM

We know that we are still facing the difficult problem
of the Interval Premium insurance program. We know that
many members who purchased this certificate are upset
with the requests being made to begin making premium
payments. Our organization was not alone in offering this
product. Almost all fraternal and public insurance
companies offered this and were in the same position.

Most acknowledged the error in the actuarial
calculation that made this product so attractive to sell and
to buy. The difference between the PRCUA and all the
others is that they began to call for renewed premium
payments early in the 2000s, while the PRCUA continued
to stand by the promise made in the contract until the
meltdown in the financial markets made it no longer
viable for us to do so.

Had a member purchased this insurance from another
carrier, premium payments would have resumed almost a
decade ago. Our call for renewed payments did not start
until 2010. The PRCUA carried the actuarial shortfall far
longer than other insurance carriers did, before informing
our members of the need to begin making payments.

We are working with each of you on an individual
basis to determine what the best options are for you. We
truly want you to remain our members.

CONCLUSION

All in all, 2012 has been an exciting and rewarding
year, improvements are being made where needed and
service to our members is still and always will be our
primary focus. We know we still have a lot of work to do.

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History of the PRCUA

At the turn of the century, there were more Polish Catholics in Chicago
than the churches could hold. One new parish after another was established in
the City, and Polish Catholics were very verbose about wanting a Polish
bishop to meet their spiritual needs. The PRCUA - as the largest and most
powerful Polish Catholic organization in America - did everything possible to
influence the Pope to appoint a Polish bishop, including meeting with
Archbishop Albin Symon, the Pope’s emissary who was sent to Chicago to
investigate the situation.

In May of 1908, Rev. Pawel Rhode, Pastor of St. Michael’s Church, was
appointed auxiliary bishop of Chicago by Pope Pius X. He was born in
Austrian-Poland and came to the U.S. with his mother at the age of 9, settling
in Chicago. Since he was the first Pole in America to be named a bishop, over
200,000 people gathered in the streets of Chicago on the day of his
consecration, July 29, 1908, to watch a parade in his honor. Over 20,000 uniformed honor guards
from church societies and militia groups, 700 Polish priests, as well as a delegation from the
PRCUA and other Polish fraternals proudly marched behind the Bishop. It was a glorious and
victorious day for Polish Catholics - at last, a Polish bishop!

In November of 1912, Bishop Rhode
blessed the cornerstone for the new
PRCUA headquarters that would be
built at the corner of Milwaukee and
Augusta on Chicago’s near northwest
side. This area was known as the
“Polish Triangle” (intersection of
Milwaukee, Division and Ashland). [z¢
This was the primary hub for Poles in |[LEi
Chicago at that time. Churches, \; : _
fraternal organizations, banks, stores i ———————
and businesses in the area all catered to  PRCUA headquarters with its rounded facade (PMA Archives)
Polish immigrants. Milwaukee Avenue
was then Chicago’s main thoroughfare leading to Wisconsin. It ran at an angle through the city
that is otherwise built on a grid. The corner of Milwaukee and Augusta forms an obtuse angle,
which Architect John S. Flizkowski used to his advantage when designing the PRCUA building.
He built the 127-foot-long structure with a curved facade - 83 feet facing Augusta Boulevard
and 44 feet facing Milwaukee Avenue. The 4-story red brick office building (plus basement)
features decorative terracotta embellishments on its facade and a wide main entrance that was
covered with an elegant copper canopy supported by chains.

The building is fire-resistant, built with fireproof materials from the foundation to the roof -
namely steel, cement, stone, terracotta and brick. Its foundation is 11 feet deep and made of
reinforced concrete. A. Sikorski, who did the building’s masonry work said about this
foundation: "Even cannon shots won’t crash this fortress." Upon this foundation rests 36
columns, which create a massive iron scaffolding, which supports the weight of th edifice.
Construction continued throughout 1913 and by the fall it was completed at the cost of
$163,151.13.

According to an article in Narod Polski in 1912,
the building was designed to have a basement
with a boiler room (with 2 boilers for central heat),
storage areas, coal bin, 42'x70" newspaper print |
shop and a 40'x42" press room.

The first (street level) floor boasted 6 large
storefronts that were projected to rent for $700 per
month. At the rear of the first floor - now the
Social Hall - was the newspaper typesetting room. f

The second floor featured the offices of the
PRCUA president, secretary, treasurer, editor and
general office staff. There was also a 12'x20’
directors meeting room, a 20'x49” committee room
and a 16’x26’ room for the PRCUA Library. The top
three floors were elegantly plastered and decorated with wainscoting. Two large fireproof safes
were installed, one to accommodate all

2\ || treasurer, since business was conducted in
cash in those days. There were also 8 small
offices for the PRCUA to rent out to doctors,
i lawyers etc. Over the printing room was a
small 4-room apartment for the janitor/guard
who was entrusted with the care of the
! building. Some doors were iron and others
heavy oak. A 1500 Ibs.-capacity cargo elevator
| was installed at the back of the building.

The highlight of the building was the
innovative “Great Hall” on the third floor.
This auditorium, complete with raised stage,

could easily accommodate 2,000 people. Measuring 70 ft. wide,
80 ft. long and 24 ft. high, it also had a balcony. Beautiful
scenery was painted on the walls above the stage and on one
side there was a ladies dressing room and storage. The fourth
floor comprised a gallery, meeting room, dining room, kitchen,
pantry, restrooms, etc. The Hall was designated for large
meetings, banquets, performances, concerts, etc. The building
was officially dedicated on October 5, 1913. The first event
held in the Great Hall was a Banquet held to celebrate the
dedication of the new PRCUA head-quarters. In January of
2013, the PRCUA building was named a historic landmark on the
National Register of Historic Places - on the building’s 100th

Habemus papam!

The election of an Argentinian cardinal as Pope last month
was a historical event which the young will remember for many
years, depending on their age.

The election to the papacy of Karol Cardinal Wojtyla of |
Poland on October 16, 1978 - which we all remember so well -
was an especially exciting event for me, too!

Imagine receiving a phone call from the White House
asking whether I would accept an invitation by then President
Jimmy Carter, to be part of the official delegation from the
United States at the inaugural of Pope John Paul II! My answer,
of course, was a resounding “YES!”

Within 48 hours, our traveling party landed in Washington,
DC, where we were met by representatives of our government
and transported to Andrews Air Force Base. The plane was one
of many used as “Air Force 1”7 aircraft. After a refueling stop in
Ireland, we were back in the air and, shortly thereafter, landing at Italy’s military airport.
We were met by Vatican dignitaries and escorted by Italian police on motorcycles to Villa
Taverna, the U.A. Ambassador’s residence in Rome.

That evening, for dinner, I met with friends, who had traveled as private citizens to
attend the Sunday Mass/Inauguration. Some of the other members of the U.S. delegation
included U.S. National Security Advisor Zbigniew Brzezinski, U.S. Senator Edmund
Muskie, U.S. Congressman Eugene “Tip” O’Neill, former New York City Mayor Robert F.
Wagner and Luci Baines Johnson, the daughter of former President Lyndon B. Johnson,
whom I discovered at that time, was a recent convert to Catholicism.

On the Monday after the 1978 papal inauguration, the new Pope met with all the
delegates from around the world in the same hall from which we saw Pope Francis
emerge to be introduced as our new Holy Father.

On Thursday of that week, my Orchard Lake predecessor Father Walter ]J. Ziemba,
Father Zdzislaw Peszkowski, and I were granted a private audience with Pope John Paul
II in the living room of his personal residence. During that visit, the new Pope graciously
sat with us for a photographic opportunity. It certainly was quite a first visit to Rome and
to the Vatican for me!

The sincere plea of our Holy Father, Pope Francis, for us to remember him in our
prayers, must be taken seriously.As members of the PRCUA, we need to pray for one
another - not only during board meetings and the Annual Mass of the Sacred Heart of
Jesus, but on a daily basis.

During this month of April, let us remember the Feast of Mercy (Divine Mercy
Sunday) that is celebrated on the First Sunday after Easter - April 7th this year. June,
when so many people observe the anniversaries of their marriage, and priests observe the
anniversaries of their ordination to the Priesthood, we should show our love and
appreciation for them, by keeping them in our prayers, too. Also, concern for vocations
should be a concern for all of us. “Dearest Jesus, send us many, holy priests!”

On a more somber note, today I learned of the death this week of two of my
schoolmate priests: Father Robert Morand and Father James O’Leary, both 82 - may they
rest in eternal peace. (I'm 83!) I will be attending their funerals in the next couple of days.
Please say a prayer for them.

Sejm 27. zebral si¢ w hotelu Empire House w Syracuse, NY w dniu 1 pazdziernika 1901 r.
Obecnych byto 78 delegatow, reprezentujacych 214 glosow. Nabozenistwo sejmowe odprawione
zostalo w kos$ciele Najsw. Serca Jezusa. W czasie obrad ustanowiono dodatkowy urzad
wicekapelana i rozszerzono prawo zapisywania posmiernego na cele dobroczynne. Postanowiono
ponadto o wystaranie si¢ licencji wtadz asekuracyjnych w stanach liczacych ponad 500
cztonkéw. Na tymze Sejmie po raz pierwszy zasiadly na tawach poselskich kobiety.

20 maja 1901 r. rozpoczat si¢ we Wrzesni w zaborze pruskim strajk dzieci, ktory
przyciagnat migdzynarodowa uwage. Niemiecki nauczyciel wymierzyt karg cielesng dzieciom za
odmoweg odpowiadania w jezyku niemieckim na lekcji religii. Zastrajkowato 118 uczniow i
uczennic, a ich rodzicow wtadze niemieckie ukaraly wigzieniem. Za przykladem dzieci
wrzesinskich poszli uczniowie w innych szkotach zaboru pruskiego. Zarzad ZPRKA zaincjowat
w ramach popracia dla strajkujacych dzieci, szereg wiecow protestacyjnych w parafiach w
Chicago oraz zbidrke pieniedzy. ZPRKA zebralo na ten cel $552,17.

W pazdzierniku 1903 odbyt si¢ w Detroit, MI 28. Sejm ZPRKA. Reprezentowanych bylo
342 glosow. Na Sejmie tym postanowiono przyjmowac¢ do ZPRKA mtodziez od 16 roku zycia.
Uchwalono tez min., iz w razie przyjmowania catych towarzystw, ZPRKA przyjmie wszystkich
cztonkow w wieku do 50 lat, pojedynczo przyjmowano nowych cztonkéow tylko do 45 roku
zycia.

3 pazdziernika 1905 roku zebral si¢ w Chicago, IL 29. Sejm ZPRKA. Msza $w. odprawiona
zostala w kosciele §w. Jozafata. Na Sejmie reprezentowanych bylo 245 Towarzystw (ogdtem
bylo w ich wowczas ZPRKA 250). 29. Sejm byt jednym z wazniejszych w dziejach
Zjednoczenia. Na Sejmie tym m.in: ulepszono skalg optat za ubezpieczenie; uchwalono
czgsciowa wyplatg posmiertnego (zaleznie od lat przynaleznosci do ZPKA i stopnia niezdolnosci
do pracy) dla kalek i starcow (suma wyptacona miata by¢ odciagnigta od sumy ubezpieczenia po
$mierci cztonka); uchwalono, iz na przyszto$¢ Sejmom ma przewodniczy¢ obierany marszatek a
nie prezes ZPRKA; uregulowano sprawe reprezentacji Towarzystw na Sejmach; obrano stata
referentke dla spraw kobiecych, kora miata wejs¢ w sktad zarzadu; zmieniono dotychczasowa
odznakg ZPRKA. Najwazniejszym postanowieniem tego Sejmu bylo uchwalenie funduszu na
wyzsza o§wiatg, co bylo zaczatkiem Wydziatu Pomocy Naukowej ZPRKA. Sejm 29. byt
pierwszym, ktory wybrat nowy zarzad za pomoca balotéw. Pierwsza referentka zostala
jednogtosnie wybrana Marja Osuch z Chicago.

Po reformie skali optat za ubezpieczenia, ZPRKA miato najbardziej nowoczesny system
ubezpieczen. W maju 1907 r. zatozony zostat w biurze ZPRKA pierwszy telefon.

W latach 1905-1907 nastapil duzy wzrost cztonkostwa w Zjednoczeniu (byly miesiace,
kiedy do ZPRKA przystgpowato 500 i wigcej cztonkow), liczba cztonkow zwigkszyla si¢ w tym
okresie o ponad 10 tysigcy, a majatek prawie dwukrotnie.
