The Polish American Congress - an umbrella organization
to which other Polish American organizations belong - is
calling upon each and every Polish American to take action to
assure the passage of Senate Bill 744 - what is likely to be the
final battle of the decade-long campaign for admitting Poland
to the Visa Waiver Program. 

On May 21st, the Senate's three Committees voted
favorably to refer Senate Bill 744 ("Border Security, Economic
Opportunity, and Immigration Modernization Act") "out of
committee" to the floor of the Senate for debate and a vote.

This is VERY GOOD NEWS so long as Pol-Ams initiate a
flood of phone calls, emails and/or letters to each of our state’s
two U.S. Senators. Among the many provisions of this
legislation, the inclusion of Poland in the Visa Waiver Program
is what the Polish American Congress and our friends on
Capitol Hill and in state legislatures have been working to
achieve for a decade!

The Bill is sponsored by Sen. Charles Schumer (D) of New
York, and is co-sponsored by Senators Michael Bennet (D) of
Colorado, Richard Durbin (D) of Illinois, Jeff Flake (R) of

Arizona, Lindsey Graham (R) of South Carolina, John McCain
(R) of Arizona, Robert Menendez (D) of New Jersey, and
Marco Rubio (R) of Florida. This bipartisan "Gang of Eight"
crafted legislation that finally will enable Poland to become a
Visa Waiver Program nation, just one of its many provisions,
the greatest number of which are concerned with immigration,
border security, and economic opportunity benefiting the US.

The Congressional Budget Office is now conducting a
review of the fiscal impact of S.744 on our government's
budget. When that review is completed, the Senate might be
able to begin debate on S. 744, sometime in June and bring the
matter to a vote sometime before its August recess. 

In short, THIS IS THE TIME FOR OUR READERS TO
TAKE ACTION.

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History of the PRCUA 
Part 7 - Compiled by Kathryn G. Rosypal, Executive Editor

In the late 1920s, the Polish American community began to take greater interest in preserving its own
history and culture. Educated, middle-class Pol-Ams formed organizations and institutions devoted to
culture and education, such as the Kosciuszko Foundation (1925) and the Polanie Club of Minneapolis and
St. Paul (1927).  In an effort to preserve its history and honor one of its founders, in 1934 the PRCUA
dedicated a monument at the grave of Fr. Teodor Gieryk (1837-1887) in Radom, IL. 

PRCUA ARCHIVES AND MUSEUM - It was apparent that, as Polonia grew, it was going to need a
central place to preserve its records and memorabilia. Throughout the early 1930s, discussions were often
held among PRCUA leaders about creating a museum. In  1935, the creation of the PRCUA Archives and
Museum was approved, under the leadership of President Joseph Kania. A Committee was created in 1936
to carry out the plans. In 1937, the Museum was opened on the second floor of the PRCUA Home Office in
Chicago, IL. The first curator was Mieczyslaw Haiman, who was also a historian and author, as well as
editor of the PRCUA’s daily newspaper, Dziennik Zjednoczenia.

The Museum’s collection and importance grew very
rapidly. It acquired significant items from the estate of
internationally-renowned Shakespearean actress Helena
Modjeska. 

In 1939, the Second Republic of Poland  marked its
20th anniversary with a large exhibition at the 1939 New
York World’s Fair. After Poland was invaded by Germany
and WWII began, it became clear that the Polish exhibits
could not return to Poland. Therefore, the Museum
purchased nearly 75% of the exhibits from the government of
Poland. Their display required significant expansion of the
Museum into the 3rd and 4th floor auditorium of the
building. In 1941, the expanded Museum was opened to the
public, thereby preserving a very significant collection of art
from the Polish inter-war period, 1919 to 1939, as well as
significant Polish historical items.

A significant donation of the personal possessions of
Ignacy Jan Paderewski, was made to the Museum following
his death in June 1941. Both Ignacy Paderewski and his sister,
Antonina Paderewska Wilkonska, were generous sponsors of
the Museum. The Buckingham Hotel in New York City,
where the Maestro spent his last months, allowed Antonina
to obtain the furnishings from the suite of rooms he had
occupied, which she also donated to the Museum. The
Paderewski memorabilia were arranged for public display in
the original Museum on the 2nd floor and reopen-ed with a
special dedication ceremony on November 3, 1941.

The Archives also grew substantially through
aggressive acquisition policies. Under the direction of
C u r a t o r

Mieczyslaw Haiman (1888-1949), a large collection of books
and pamphlets about Poland was collected. Later, this
collection was catalogued into “Polonica  in English” and
“Polonica Americana.” Complete collections of Polish-
language newspapers, religious records, photographs and
maps were also acquired. The maps of Eastern Europe
turned out to be the only detailed maps of Poland located
outside of German-occupied Europe. In 1943, twenty
employees of U.S. Navy Intelligence Service spent 10 days
doing research at the Museum’s Library, and microfilmed all
the maps.  At the end, they gave the Museum two steel map-
storage cases.

In succeeding decades, the Museum acquired a large
number of works of art, paintings, sculptures, posters,
Polish folk art and folk dress, religious, maritime and military artifacts, as well as many books, and other
publications. The Stations of the Cross from the original Church in Panna Maria, Texas - the first permanent
Polish settlement in the USA (1854) are among its Pol-Am historical artifacts, as well as a Papal Exhibit on
Blessed Pope John Paul II. Due to space restraints, only a relatively small portion of the Museum’s assets
are on display at any given time. 

The Polish Museum of America (PMA) was
incorporated as a not-for-profit organization in
the State of Illinois on March 25, 1971, thereby
gaining autonomous status, with its own
governing officers and Board of Directors.
However, the Museum still benefits from the
generous support and sponsorship of the
PRCUA. 

In the last two decades, the  PMA has
undergone significant improvements, including
the installation of a new wooden floor in the
Great Hall, which was also repainted; new
electrical, lighting and air conditioning systems;
creation of a Conference Room on the 1st floor;
remodeling of the rest rooms on the 3rd floor;
installation of air conditioning to the Archives;
creation of the Stephen and Elizabeth Ann
Kusmierczak Art Gallery in 2011 in the exhibit
area on the 4th floor; and the complete
renovation of the Paderewski Room from 2007

to 2009. The Paderewski Room Re-Opening was held in November of
2009. The main exhibition area on the 3rd floor was renamed the
Sabina P. Logisz Great Hall, in honor of Miss Sabina P. Logisz (1916-
2010), who dedicated her entire adult life to promoting and
preserving the Polish Museum of America, where she worked for 66
years.

Today, the Museum is an internationally recognized resource for
art and materials pertaining to Poland and the Polish-American
community. The Museum is determined to continue its mission to
preserve the history and artifacts of the Polish and Polish-American
past for the benefit, instruction and education of current and future
generations. The Polish Museum is a unique and priceless treasury of
artifacts, as well as an active promoter of the arts here and abroad.

INTERWAR YEARS - The PRCUA sent major delegations to
Poland in 1927, 1932, 1935, 1938 and 1939. In 1932, the PRCUA
launched a membership campaign to increase juvenile membership.
Priests and Religious Sisters were asked to promote membership in
their parish, and students were encouraged to sign-up fellow
classmates. Catholic schools with the highest number of new
members would get to send one of their students on a free trip to
Poland. About 1,100 new juvenile members joined the PRCUA in that
campaign, and a dozen students were chosen to participate in the trip
to Poland aboard the oceanliner Polonia.

Whenever PRCUA representatives visited Poland, they were
treated like VIPs. During the Interwar years, the PRCUA hosted VIPs
from Poland, including: Nobel prize-winning chemist Madame Marie
Sklodowska-Curie, General Jozef Haller, leader of the “Blue Army”
and His Eminence August Cardinal Hlond, Primate of Poland.

WYANDOTTE, MI - Pope Francis asked Catholics around the
world to join him in a Holy Hour before the Blessed Sacrament on the
Feast of Corpus Christi on June 2nd.  The parishes of St. Stanislaus
Kostka and Our Lady of Mt. Carmel in Wyandotte, MI, held a
traditional Corpus Christi Procession under the leadership of Pastor
Fr. Walter Ptak, PRCUA National Chaplain. .  

Corpus Christi is Latin for “Body of Christ.” Catholics believe that
through the power of the priesthood, handed down through
ordination from the Apostles at the Last Supper and through the
bishops to our priests, the bread and wine at Mass become the actual
Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of our Savior Jesus Christ.
Corpus Christi celebrates this belief.

A procession wound its way through the streets near Our Lady
of Mt. Carmel Church, literally bringing Christ into the
neighborhood.  The procession was led by the parish's recently
repaired Eucharistic banner, estimated to be more than 100 years old.
Following were leaders of the societies and organizations from the
two parishes, including scouts and Polish dancers from PRCUA.
Then came altar boys with bells, incense and torches honoring our
Lord. Fr. Ptak carried the monstrance containing the Holy Eucharist,
accompanied by Deacon Bloomfield, under a canopy held by ushers.
They were escorted by members of the Fourth Degree Knights of
Columbus from the Msgr. Van Antwerp Assembly.  

The choir and more than 200 people followed in the procession
that departed from the church after the 12 Noon Mass.  The
procession stopped at four altars erected at nearby homes, where the
Gospels of Matthew, Mark, Luke and John were proclaimed to the
"four corners of the world": north, south, east and west.  A prayer was
offered, followed by Benediction, a blessing by Christ present in the
monstrance.  Then everyone, singing hymns of praise, proceeded to
the next station.  The procession ended at the John Paul II Peace
Garden, south of the church, with additional prayers, a Litany,
Benediction and more hymns, before the Blessed Sacrament was
again reposed in the tabernacle in the sanctuary of the church.

The Corpus Christi procession through the neighborhood of the
Parish is an old Polish religious tradition that has been observed in
Poland for centuries. It is also very popular with many other cultures
throughout the world. It was good to see the tradition kept alive in

POLAND AGAIN BATTERED BY FLOODS - Again this year, torrential
rains have caused rivers and streams to burst their banks, flooding towns and
villages, and destroying cropland around Poland. As usual, the first to be hit
was low-lying Lower Silesia in SW Poland, whose people have had to rebuild
their homesteads, businesses and lives every few years due to repeated
inundation. Also affected were the Lublin, Lódz, Malopolska, Wielkopolska
and Mazowsze regions. Rescuers in amphibians have been evacuating
victims to temporary shelters until the flood waters recede, but some have
refused to be moved for fear of looters. The brunt of the recent deluge was
borne by neighboring Germany and the Czech Republic.

POLISH STUDENTS ARE TOPS - Polish students won the top two
prizes in this year's University Rover Challenge, an international student
competition to design a working Mars rover. Participants included student
teams from the US, Canada, India and Poland. Mechanical-engineering
students from Bialystok University scored the most points in the Challenge's
history for their Hyperion, a remote-controlled exploration vehicle designed
to detect signs of life and collect rock and soil samples. Students of Wroclaw
University came in second at the event which has been held since 2007. The
Challenge is held in the Utah desert, whose barren landscape resembles that
of the Red Planet.                   

Oh Good St. Anne, 
we call on your Name…

The month of July is upon us, and so the beautiful
Feast Day of St. Anne on July 26th is approaching.  For
anyone who has a devotion to Our Lady, a love for St.
Anne should follow, as she is the Mother of our Blessed
Mother and the Grandmother of the Messiah!  In recent
years, her husband, St. Joachim, has also been added to
this Feast Day celebration, as he is the Father of Mary
and the Grandfather of the Messiah.

Since the Second Vatican Council in the mid 1960's,
devotions to the Saints have been on the decline.  Yet in
recent years, there seems to be a renewed interest in
devotion to the Saints, and along with it, a deeper
understanding in the role they play in assisting us on
the road to Salvation.              

Do you remember a few years back when the relics of St. Terese, the Little
Flower, made their way throughout the United States?  Great crowds came to
venerate her relics and pray that she intercede on our behalf before the Throne of
God.  I think this speaks volumes of this renewed interest in the Saints and the
role they play in our lives.

Some would say that there is no need to pray to the Saints and that we
should pray only to God.  Of course, we should pray to God directly as He is the
Loving Father who gave us His Son as our Redeemer, and our prayers to Him
are always heard and answered according to His will for us.  However, it is also
appropriate and encouraged by the Church for us to also ask the Saints to come
to our aid and present our intentions before God as well.  I look at it in this light:
if the Saints live with God in Heaven, why not ask them, as they are so close to
Him, to present our needs and plead our cause.

As far as actual historical records go,
there is not much known about the parents of
the Blessed Virgin Mary.  A great deal of what
we know is based on oral tradition.  This
tradition is rich, and the devotion to Mary's
parents is long-standing.  Images of St. Anne
with the child Mary are found in a great
number of Churches throughout the world.
Many Churches and Parishes are named in St.
Anne’s honor, and many of us have made the
trip to the famous Shrine that bears her name in
Beaupre, Canada.  History tells us that the first
church in St. Anne's honor was dedicated in 550
in Jerusalem, near the site where the family
resided.  St. Anne is considered the Patron Saint
of Mothers and women in labor.

Growing up at Our Lady of Mt. Carmel
Parish, the Feast Day of St. Anne was, and still
is, celebrated with a solemn Novena to St. Anne,

which begins the day after the Feast of Our Lady of Mount Carmel.  This novena
is prayed, in both the Polish and English languages, and concludes with a Mass
of Thanksgiving on her Feast Day, July 26th.  After Mass, veneration of the Relic
of St. Anne takes place, followed by a special breakfast in the Social Hall.  This
day has long been a highlight of the year for us at Our Lady of Mount Carmel, as
it rounds out our devotion to Mary, the Glorious Queen of Carmel, by paying
tribute to her Mother.

In our Polish tradition, the Feast of St. Anne is a reminder that Summer is
flying by, and Fall and Winter are just around the corner. This saying goes,
"From St. Anne's Day, the Evenings and Mornings are cool."

As I finish these thoughts on St. Anne, I leave you with this beautiful prayer,
to her, the Mother of Mary and the Grandmother of the Messiah:

Good St. Anne, mother of her who is our life, our sweetness and
our hope, pray to her for us and obtain my request _____.(three times)

News from Poland

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FRUIT COMPOTE: Many PolAms encounter this refreshing,
home-made fruit drink when they visit Poland. It can be made
with any fresh fruit except tropical varieties and melons.
Rinse, hull, pit or peel (as needed) about 1 lb fresh fruit. Place
in pot with 6-8 c water, add ½ to 1 c sugar, bring to boil,
reduce heat and cook briefly several min until fruit is tender.
Cool to room temp and chill. Favorites include strawberries,
sour cherries, apples, pears and plums. 
FRUIT SOUPS:  A fruit soup is nothing more than a compote
(see above recipe) to which a 1-2 t cornstarch dissolved in ¼ c
water is whisked in during cooking. Flavor it with a tiny pinch
of cinnamon or several drops of vanilla extract if desired. The
soup may be served warm, at room temp or chilled.  Serve in
soup bowls, and provide sweet or sour cream for your diners
to help themselves. Add cooked egg noodles. 
POLISH APPLE CAKE: Combine 2-3/4 c flour with 1 c
confectioner's sugar, 4 egg yolks and 1/4 t salt and blend
ingredients into a uniform dough. Do not knead!  Roll into
ball, wrap and refrigerate at least 30 min. Meanwhile, in pot
combine 1 lb tart apples, peeled and sliced, with 1/2 c sugar
and simmer on low heat until apples are tender. To cooked
apples add 1-1/4 lb peeled, diced or sliced uncooked apples.
Season with several pinches cinnamon, nutmeg or ground
cloves or a combination of any. Divide chilled dough in half.
Roll one half out thin into a rectangle or square to fit your
baking pan. Pierce all over with fork and bake in preheated
390° oven 10-15 min. Sprinkle surface of baked dough with 3-4
T crushed vanilla wafers and spread apple filling evenly over
surface. Roll out remaining dough half and cover apples.
Reduce heat to 350° and bake about 45-60 min. 
STRAWBERRIES & SOUR CREAM: Hull, wash, drain and
slice 1 qt strawberries. Sprinkle with granulated or
confectioner's sugar. Liquify sour cream by fork-blending, for
guests to help themselves. Also have sugar available for those
desiring additional sweeteness. 
STRAWBERRIES & NOODLES: Hull, wash, drain and  slice
1 qt strawberries. Sprinkle with granulated or confectioner's
sugar; let stand at room temp. Cook egg noodles a bit longer
than indicated on pkg, so they are tender. Drain well, transfer
to serving dish; spoon sugared strawberries and their syrup
over them. Provide liquefied sour cream for guests to help
themselves. A nice, light summer lunch or supper! 
APPLE PANCAKES: Beat 2 c buttermilk with 2 eggs until
creamy, adding 2 c flour, 1/2 t baking powder, 1/2 t baking
soda and 1/2 t salt; beat smooth. Stir in 2-3 peeled and cored
cooking apples, coarsely grated or thinly sliced. Heat 4 T
butter or oil in skillet, spoon in batter and fry pancakes to a
golden-brown on both sides. Add more fat as needed. Drain
on paper towel; serve at once with confectioner's sugar. 
BAKED CRANBERRY-FILLED APPLES: Core but do not
peel 6 lg baking apples. Be sure not to cut through the base of
the apples. Fill apples with cranberry jam (Poland's Lowicz
brand Zurawina is recommended), place in baking pan, add 1c
or so water to pan and bake in 350° oven 60 min. 
PLUM-FILLED DUMPLINGS: Boil a lg pot of lightly salted
water. In another pot, cook 1-1/2 lbs peeled potatoes until
tender, drain and mash until lump-free. Add 1-1/2 c sifted
flour, 1 egg and 1/2 t salt; work by hand into a uniform dough.
Divide into 3. On floured board roll each part into a 1-1/2" log,
flattening top with flat of knife. Slice log into 1-1/2" pieces,
with hand, flatten each piece into a sm patty, place a whole
pitted plum (Italian plums are best!) thereon, fold dough over
it and roll snowball-fashion into a ball. Drop into boiling
water, stir gently and cover. When boiling resumes, uncover
and cook 2-3 min. Remove with slotted spoon; serve at once.
Provide sugar and liquefied sour cream on the side

BIPARTISAN SENATE CAUCUS ON POLAND
ANNOUNCED

WASHINGTON – On June 4th,
U.S. Senator Barbara A. Mikulski
(D-MD) was joined by co-chairs
Senators Jim Risch (R-ID) and
Chris Murphy (D-CT) to announce
the formation of the Senate Caucus
on Poland during a meeting at the
United States Capitol with Polish
Foreign Minister Radek Sikorski
and Polish Ambassador Ryszard
Schnepf.
