5. x, { Two Popes Headed to Sainthood

A moment frozen in history - Current Pope Francis - in his younger years -
kissing the papal ring of then Pope John Paul I1, soon to be “ Saint”

VATICAN CITY - Poles throughout the world were overjoyed to
hear the Vatican announce on July 5th that His Holiness Pope Francis
has approved a decree that clears two of the 20th century's most
influential popes to become saints - approving a second miracle
needed to canonize our beloved Blessed Pope John Paul II and
waiving Vatican rules to canonize Blessed Pope John XXIII.

Pope Francis approved a decree that a Costa Rican woman's
inexplicable cure from a deadly brain aneurism was the second
miracle needed to canonize Pope John Paul II. More significantly, he
decided that John XXIII, who convened the Second Vatican Council,
could be declared a saint even without a second miracle attributed to
his intercession. The Vatican said Pope Francis has the power to
dispense with such requirements and could proceed with only one
confirmed miracle attributed to Pope John XXIII's intercession.

Both popes are closely identified with the Second Vatican
Council, the 1962-65 meetings that brought the Catholic Church into
modern times, an indication that Pope Francis clearly wants to make
a statement about the Council's role in shaping the Church today.

A Consistory of Cardinals will meet in September to formally
approve the canonizations and to set a date for the ceremony, which
is expected to occur before the end of the year. The date of Dec. 8 has
been floated as likely, since it's the Feast of the Immaculate
Conception, a major feast day honoring Mary, to whom both saintly

popes were particularly devoted. Polish prelates continue to press for
canonization in October, to mark the 35th anniversary of Polish-born
John Paul's election, but Vatican officials have suggested that's too
soon to organize such a massive event.

The announcement came on a remarkable day melding papacies
past and present: It opened with Pope Francis and Pope Emeritus
Benedict XVI attending their first Vatican ceremony together, sitting
side-by-side on matching papal chairs for the unveiling of a statue in
the Vatican gardens. It continued with the publication of Pope
Francis' first encyclical, a meditation on faith that was largely written
by Benedict before he retired, but was signed by Pope Francis. And it
climaxed with Pope Francis' decision to canonize two of their
predecessors.

Each event, historic on its own, would have captured headlines.
But the canonization announcement topped them all, reflecting the
priorities of this unique pontificate that has already broken so many
rules and traditions, from Pope Francis' decision to shun elaborate
papal vestments to his
housing arrangements,
living in the Vatican hotel
rather than the Apostolic
Palace.

A miracle involving
the healing of an Italian
nun from severe internal
hemorrhages was
attributed to Pope John
XXIII, at the time of his
beatification in 2000.
Perhaps the logic for
setting aside the 2nd
miracle requirement
stems from the desire that
was expressly articulated at
the Vatican II Ecumenical
Council that John XXIII be canonized. On the 50th anniversary of the
opening of Vatican II, the desire expressed by that ecclesial assembly,
which wanted John XXIII to be named a saint, will finally be
embraced, bringing their hopes to fruition.

The PRCUA is happy to announce that our National Chaplain,
Rev. Walter Ptak, was made an Honorary Canon of St. Florian
Cathedral in Krakow, Poland, on June 25th by Cardinal Stanislaw
Dziwisz. The title is given to recognize the work of a priest. The title
Monsignor comes from the Pope, at the request of the priest's Bishop.
Whereas, the title of Honorary Canon is given by a Bishop, Archbishop
or Cardinal to a priest of his diocese, or another diocese, to recognize
his contributions to the Church. That Diocese must be one that has
Canons attached to the Cathedral or a historical church.

Cardinal Dziwisz said he was giving Father Ptak this Honorary
Title to recognize his work in Polonia, especially with the Polish
American Priests Association and the PRCUA, and for his work in
spreading devotion to Blessed John Paul II. The honor allows him to
use the title "Very Rev. Canon" in place of "Rev. Fr." It also comes
with specific regalia - such as a black cassock with purple buttons -
which is worn at important church functions. .

“Personally, I am humbled that Cardinal Dziwisz bestowed this
honor upon me,” said Very Rev. Canon Walter Ptak. Congratulations!

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History of the PRCUA

The 1930s were marked by increased PRCUA youth initiatives, including sports and scouting
activities. This was true of Polonia, in general, because these youngsters were the first generation to have
the experience of “recreation time” in their lives. It didn’t take long before Polish Americans distinguished
themselves in sports with such greats as wrestler Stanislaw Cyganiewicz called “Zbyszko”, pitcher Harry
Kowalewski (Covelski), baseball star Stan Musial (PRCUA member), boxer Stanley Ketchal, and track star
Stella Walsh Zaharias (PRCUA member).

One of the most popular sports was baseball. PRCUA baseball teams could be found wherever there
were active Societies. They played in leagues with other PRCUA teams, went up against teams sponsored
by other Polish American organizations, and they played teams from other ethnic groups. In fact, Polish
American teams were among the first to invite African-American teams - then banned from regular
competition baseball - to play in exhibition games. Local PRCUA Societies and Councils also promoted
their young members in basketball, track, bowling, tennis, volleyball, football and other sports.

HISTORY OF THE PRCUA SPORTS DEPARTMENT - The Sports Department of the PRCUA was
officially begun in 1925, under President Andrew Kazmierczak, and placed under the administration of the
newly-established Women’s Department. As interest mounted, editor of the PRCUA’s Polish Union Daily,
Emil Banasik, was appointed as Sports Editor and Director of the Sports Department.

By 1928, the PRCUA had organized 37 baseball teams and 15 bowling teams. In
1929, President Jan J. Olejniczak appointed the first Sports Committee consisting of:
Joseph Rostenkowski, chairman; A. W. Czerniak, secretary; Frank Galiszewski, Mary
Lew, Bronislaus Galecki and Anthony Graczyk, all of Chicago; Ann Stempien of
Detroit, MI; Stanley Chelminiak of South Bend, IN; Stanley Kapa
of Washington, DC, & Stephanie Zaremba of Buffalo, NY.

After Mr. Banasik's death, John Czech was selected as
head of the Sports Department and Sports Editor. He was
instrumental in organizing 39 baseball teams, 8 softball teams,
and 46 basketball teams, which were equipped and uniformed
through the Sports Committee's efforts.

In 1931, President Olejniczak formed the 2nd Sports
Committee, which included: Frank Brandt, chairman; Agnes
E“. Kleszyk, secretary; Dr. Stanley Jedlowski of Chicago; Marie

| IN. Through their efforts, in 1934 the PRCUA Sports

Harbor, IN. That same year, the Committee had equipped and
assisted 135 softball teams, 56 basketball teams and 10
women’s teams throughout the U.S. The PRCUA even sent a
J representative to the Olympics held in Los Angeles.

After being elected President in 1934, Joseph Kania
nominated the following Sports Committee: Frank Brandt,
chairman; Angela Gorny, secretary; M. Majewski - all of IL;
Cecilia Kula, St. Louis, MO; and I. Lapczynski, Wyandotte, MI. New teams were
organized in NY, PA, IL, OH, MI, NH, MO, CT, and MA. All the teams were
uniformed by the PRCUA.

In 1936, Pres. Kania reorganized the PRCUA’s programs. He dissolved the
Sports Committee and formed the Youth Department, combining sports and youth
activities. Vincent “Sam” Versen was hired as the first Youth Department Director.
He was instrumental in initiating national bowling tournaments, which began in 1937. At that time the
PRCUA had 73 basketball teams, 52 softball teams, 37 baseball teams and 6 bowling teams. Various
PRCUA Societies sponsored local teams that made the PRCUA proud.

In 1942, Pres. Jan Olejniczak appointed a Sports and Youth Committee headed
by Chairman Edmund Sadowski, who selected John Czech as Director of the Youth
Dept. Czech had assisted Scoutmaster John Troike in the
PRCUA scouting program (see May issue Narod Polski) and
had been in charge of scout sports programs. He continued
his work with the scouts and as Sports Editor for Narod Polski,
but his tenure was short. He went to Europe as an official of
the Polish War Relief agency and died suddenly in January of

1946. His assistant, Lucian Wisniewski, became Director.

During World War II, attention was focused upon the
PRCUA Boy Scout and Cory Zjednoczenia (Union Daughters -
girl scout) programs. Camp activities were popular among the

younger PRCUA members throughout the U.S.A. Over 1,000
PRCUA Boy Scouts and Cory attended camps in MA, CT, NY, IL, WI and MN.

After WWII, the fraternal began new initiatives to encourage
greater youth participation in the PRCUA. In 1947, Pres. Kania
reorganized the Youth Department that he had established in 1934,
by appointing a PRCUA National Sports and Youth Committee made
up of F. Brandt, chairman; Rev. F. Kachnowski, chaplain; A. Gorny,
vice-chairman of the Cory Committee; Z. Stefanowicz, secretary; Leon
Krempec, chairman of the Finance Committee and Vincent Versen,
director and chairman of the Scout Committee. Chairman Brandt
tirelessly worked to create an attractive sports program that would
entice returning servicemen to join in the activities.

For example, during the PRCUA's 75th Diamond Jubilee in 1948,
the Committee sponsored three successful sports events in Chicago: a
basketball tournament with 11 teams; a bowling tournament with
1,148 bowlers and a softball tournament with 12 teams. A Grand Ball
for youth in Chicago and four 10-day scout camping sessions at
Camp Gieryk, in Custer Park, IL, topped off the jubilee year.

In 1952 the first national golf tournament was held, which
became very popular among middle-age men and in 1953 the
PRCUA held its first national softball tournament.

Throughout the 1940s and 1950s, tension mounted between
PRCUA youths - who were not fluent in Polish and preferred to
speak English - and the PRCUA administration, who insisted upon
the use of Polish at its meetings and in its publications. The first
generation immigrants saw their children and grandchildren
drawing further and further away from their Polish roots, and were
rightfully concerned that the younger generation’s appreciation of
their Polish heritage would be lost if they did not “draw the line”
somewhere. Clinging to Polish was that line. Meanwhile, PRCUA
youth saw the use of English as the reality of the situation - they were
living in America, not Poland, and their friends were not Polish.

In the 1950s, this is one of the reasons why membership in the
PRCUA scouting programs - conducted in Polish - declined, while
the popularity of the English-language Boys Scouts and Girl Scouts of
America increased in local communities. In 1954 , the PRCUA’s most
active scouts were in Holyoke, MA. PRCUA President Kazimierz
Kozakiewicz called for a revitalization of PRCUA scout programs in
1954, and again in 1958. Scouting was seen by the PRCUA
administration as the lifeblood of Polish culture. Nevertheless,
participation continued to dwindle until the PRCUA scouting
programs were finally forced to end.

Joseph Osmanski, former fullback for the
Chicago Bears football team from 1946 to 1949
became PRCUA Sports Director in 1959. He
remained in that position for 28 years, until he
retired in 1988. Sports continued to be an
important hub around which PRCUA
members gathered together. National
tournaments were held in many different
states. In 1966, the Basketball Tournament had
28 teams (900 players); the Bowling
Tournament boasted 180 teams (43 female
teams), there were 133 golfers who
participated in the 1966 PRCUA Golf
Tournament; 23 teams (299 members) played in
the Softball Tournament and the 9th Annual
Duckpin Tourney, held in Hartford, CT, had 17
squads (6 female).

In the 1960s, it was common to have over a
thousand people participate in a tournament,
plus hundreds of spectators. The PRCUA also
began swimming competitions and, in some
local areas, swimming lessons were also
offered.

In 1988, Russell Duszak was appointed as
PRCUA Sports Director.  (Cont. on next page)

Under his direction, the Sports Department also hosted bus trips to
the PolishFest in Milwaukee, W1, and an annual bus trip to a White
Sox baseball game. In 1991, Mr. Duszak resigned from his position as
Sports Director. Since the Sports
Dept. was made part of the
Fraternal Dept. at the 1990
Convention, the Resident Vice
President became responsible for
the Sports Department’s activities.
The National PRCUA Bowling
Tournament has always been very
| popular. Since this tournament
requires figuring in players’
bowling averages, preparing for a
tournament is a tedious, precise
and time-consuming endeavor.
Therefore, beginning in 1992,

FOR EXAMPLE: PRCUA ribbons or elaborate pins were
awarded to convention delegates and/or officers in the first
half of the organization’s history. They were proudly
displayed on members’ lapels in official group photographs.
This is a perfect example of the kind of artifact the Archives
wants. Another would be a Society’s banner or old group
photos. A word of caution: when submitting a photo, please
do not write on the back of the photo. Write the description,
year, place, event, and people in the photo from left to right (if
known) on a separate piece of paper and tape the corners of
the paper to the back of the photo or place a sticky note on the
back of the photo (not the front).

IMPORTANT POINT - It needs to be pointed out that the
PMA Archives have very limited space for storage, therefore
only significant documents or artifacts should be submitted.

CONTACT: Members, who have old documents or
artifacts that they would like to submit, are encouraged to call
the archivist and consult about whether or not the material
you have is the kind that should be preserved in the Archives.

Polish/Polonian historical & cultural trivia

DID YOUKNOWTHAT...?

- From 1025 to 1795 Poland was ruled by 28 different kings. The first was
Boleslaw Chrobry (Boleslaus the Brave) and the last - Stanislaw August
Poniatowski. After Poland was partitioned in the late 1700s, two successive
Russian tsars added insult to injury by adding "King of Poland" to their titles.
- The airport in the Baltic Port of Gdansk bears the name of Solidarity's
legendary founder and is called "Gdansk Lech Walesa Airport."
- Warsaw is located 2,631 miles from the North Pole and 3,619 miles from the
Equator. The distance between Poland's capital and Berlin is 323 miles,
Moscow - 714 miles and London - 902 miles. New York is 4,254 and Los
Angeles - 5,982 miles from Warsaw.
- If you press the numeral "1" in a Polish elevator you will end up on what
Americans call "the 2nd floor". To get down to street level, press the "P" which
stands for "parter" (ground floor). "0" will take you down to the basement.
- In a recent survey, 59% of respondents said they felt that Poland and the
Polish people had not taken advantage of the opportunities the change-over to
democracy and a market economy had provided. Only 27% said the
opportunities were taken advantage of as far as possible.
- Common Polish gestures: tapping one's forehead indicates that someone has
lost his marbles. Tapping one's neck means someone is drunk.
-16-year-old Polish American Jack Andraka of Crownsville, MD received a
$75,000 prize for inventing a quick and inexpensive cell-phone-sized device for
early detection of several types of cancer.
- The standard Polish flag comprises and upper white half and a lower red
half. The flag with the White Eagle emblem is flown over Polish diplomatic
missions abroad and on Polish ships at sea.

PRCUA'S WESOLY LUD Performs at
Milwaukee's 32nd Annual POLISH FEST

PRCUA's Wesoly Lud Polish Folk Dance Company with Res. V.P. Anna Sokolowski (center)

MILWAUKEE, WI - Milwaukee's three-day PolishFest - hosted by the Polish Heritage
Alliance, Inc - was held at Henry W. Maier Festival Park, on the shores of Lake Michigan on
June 14-16. Polish Fest boasts of being the largest Polish festival in the country and covers all
Polish interests - folk dancing, polka dancing, children's entertainment, shopping, lectures,
and even cooking demonstrations.

Since 1985, when Marian Hansen (Polish Falcons) was Entertainment Chairman, Polish
dance groups from beyond Wisconsin were invited to perform at Milwaukee's PolishFest
and PRCUA’s Wesoly Lud was one of the first to be invited.

A little about the participants of this Gala - celebrating the 30th Anniversary of PFDAA:

The Polish Song & Dance Ensemble "Lajkonik", founded in the fall of 1991, was
established at the Holy Trinity Polish Mission in Chicago and is sponsored by the Polish
National Alliance. Managing Director is Rev. Andrzej Maslejak, S.Ch. Since the Spring of
1997, Halina Misterka - who is Archivist at the Polish Museum of America - is the Artistic
Director and Choreographer. Other staff includes: Choreographer, Malgorzata Lyda; Music
Director, Marta Dudek; and Administrative Director, Maria Grzebien.

The Lechici Dancers of the Polish Scouting Organization from Chicago was founded in
1965. Directors are: Jurek Dzieranowski, Administrative; Katarzyna Napierala,
Organizational; Iwona Kumpin, Musical Director and Konrad Wiecek, Artistic Director.

Polanie Song & Dance Ensemble has been representing the Emilia Plater Polish School
since 1991 and currently is located in Bartlett, Illinois. As of 1997, the Artistic Director and
Choreographer is Margaret Skrzypkowski. Administrative Director is Ewa Tyrawa.
"Polanie" are sponsored by the Polish National Alliance and the Illinois Arts Council.

The Syrena Polish Folk Dance Ensemble of Milwaukee, W1, was founded in 1975, and
is a proud member of the International Institute of Wisconsin. Since 1979, the Ensemble has
been under the direction of Ada Dziewanowska, an internationally known Polish folklore
authority, dance choreographer and author of a comprehensive work entitled, Polish Folk
Dances and Songs: a Step by Step Guide. More recently, Syrena has added the talents of Duane

The Wesoly Lud Polish Folk Dance Company from Chicago is
the Representative Ensemble of the Polish Roman Catholic Union
of America and was founded in 1977.

Dance Association of the Americas, Inc., recipient of the Illinois
Arts Council Grant and recently joined the International Council
of Organizations of Folklore Festivals (CIOFF).

The Wici Song and Dance Theater from Chicago is the
Representative Ensemble of the Polish National Alliance and a
recipient of the Illinois Arts Council Grant. Artistic Director and
Choreographer is Magdalena Solarz. Wici is a member of CIOFF
and will be travelling to Colombia this summer.

The Assumption
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COLD CUCUMBER SOUP: Peel 2 cucumbers, cut in half
lengthwise, then slice thin into bowl. Add 1 bunch green
onions chopped, 2 coarsely-grated dill pickles and 1 c. of the
pickle brine plus 2 -3 T. finely chopped fresh dill. Drench with
6 - 8 c. cold buttermilk (regular or low-fat). Mix well, salt &
pepper to taste and add 1 t. sugar. Refrigerate until well
chilled. Serve cold over sliced hard-cooked eggs (1 egg per
serving).

CHILLED LITHUANIAN BORSCHT: Proceed as in
preceding recipe, but use only 1 cucumber, add 1 bunch
coarsely grated radishes and 1 small can sliced beets, including
the juice.

BLUEBERRY PIEROGI: Set a large pot of lightly salted
water on to boil. Rinse 1 qt fresh blueberries in a bowl or pan
of cold water and drain well in colander. Combine 2 ¢ flour, 1 ¢
sour cream, 1 small egg and 2 t salt and work by hand into a
smooth dough. On floured surface roll out half the dough very
thin - about 1/16 of an inch. Leave the other half under a warm
inverted bowl until ready to use. Cut rolled-out dough into
circles with drinking glass or biscuit cutter. Place a spoonful of
berries on one half of a dough circle, cover berries with the
other half and pinch edges together to seal. Proceed identically
with the remaining dough. Transfer pierogi to boiling water in
small batches without crowding. When boiling resumes, cook
another 5 - 10 min, testing one for doneness. Remove with
slotted spoon and drain well in colander. Provide granulated
sugar and sour cream as a topping.

HOMEMADE CHERRY CORDIAL: Wash and drain well
1 Ib sour cherries. Remove and discard all but 4 of the pits.
Place cherries and the 4 pits in saucepan, add 1 ¢ water and 1 ¢
sugar and heat gently until sugar dissolves and cherries
release their juice. Remove from heat and let cool slightly.
Transfer to large jar, drench with 3 ¢ 100 proof vodka, seal and
store in dark place, shaking jar once every few days. After 4
weeks, strain into bowl and allow to settle. Then strain liquid
through cotton-filled funnel into bottle or decanter. Seal and
store until ready to serve. It mellows with age!

HOMEMADE PLUM BRANDY: Rinse well 5 oz unpitted
plums, drain, dry, place in jars and drench with 2 qts 100 proof
vodka. Into each jar add a 1 inch piece of vanilla pod and a
sliver of orange peel that has been scrubbed well with hot
soapy water and then scalded with boiling water. Seal jars
tightly and store in dark place for 4 weeks. Shake jars every
few days. After four weeks, pour mixture through cotton-filled
funnel into bottle or decanter, seal and store in dark cool
basement several months. At Christmas, it will be ready.

EASY BRAISED BEETS: Drain enough canned beets (but
NOT ‘pickled beets’!) to make 3 c. Chop or grate, place in pot,
add 1 c. apple sauce, stir and bring to boil. Remove from heat.
Fork blend 1 heaping T. sour cream with 1 heaping t. flour
until smooth and stir into beets. Simmer several min., adding a
little water, if there is too little moisture. Season to taste with
salt, pepper and garlic powder and simmer a while longer.

SILESIAN PORK STEW: Cut 1-1/2 Ibs boneless pork into
1/2-inch cubes, dust with flour and brown on all sides in 3 T.
hot oil or lard. Reduce heat, add 3 med. chopped onions, 2
small carrots sliced thin, 1/2 c. drained, well-packed sauerkraut
chopped fine, 1 peeled, diced cooking apple and 3 T. water.
Stir, cover and simmer on low until onions are tender. Add 1/2
c. beer, 1/2 c. water and 1/2 t. caraway seeds and simmer
another 30 min. or so until meat is very tender, stirring
occasionally. Add 1 crushed clove garlic and season with salt,
pepper, 1 t. Maggi liquid seasoning and a pinch or two of
marjoram and/or paprika.

BISHOP THADDEUS ). JAKUBOWSKIL, D.D.
1924 - 2013

CHICAGO, IL - Most Rev. Thaddeus /s
“Thad” Jakubowski, 89, Retired Aux.
Bishop of Chicago, died on July 14, at St.
Mary of Providence facility in Chicago. He
was a priest of the Archdiocese for 63 years
and an auxiliary bishop for 25 years.

“Jake” as he was called, was born in
Chicago on April 5, 1924, grew up on
Chicago’s southeast side, and graduated
from St. Mary Magdalene Catholic School,
Quigley Preparatory Seminary and St.
Mary of the Lake University/Mundelein
Seminary, where he earned a Licentiate in
Theology. He later earned a M.A. in
Classics from Loyola University. He was
ordained in 1950 by Cardinal Stritch.

Fr. Jakubowski served at St. Ann Parish in Chicago for 7 years,
before being assigned to Quigley Seminary as a professor of classical
languages and Dean of Students. From 1966-76, he was assistant
pastor of St. Bartholomew Parish, then he was made pastor of St.
Robert Bellarmine Parish, where he served for 12 years. He was also
Urban Vicar for Vicariate IV (1977-82) and a Vicariate IV Dean from
(1984-88).

Appointed a Bishop in February, 1988, he was ordained a bishop
by Cardinal Bernardin on April 11, 1988 and in May he was assigned
as Episcopal Vicar for Vicariate IV.

Bishop Jakubowski served as the Cardinal’s liaison to the Polish
community and was consistently involved with Chicago’s Polish
Catholics. His work was recognized in 1997 with the Copernican
Award and in 2009 with the Commander Cross with Star and White
Eagle of the Order of Merit of the Republic of Poland, the highest honor
medal awarded to a non-citizen of Poland. He served as the
executive director of the Catholic League for Religious Assistance to
Poland. He often attended Pulaski Day celebrations at the Polish
Museum and was a true friend to the PRCUA and Polonia.

Bp. Jakubowski retired in 2003 and was appointed a co-vicar to
serve senior priests in the Archdiocese. He visited elderly priests and
was a point of contact for many in planning visitation and funeral
arrangements when they died.

Bishop Jakubowski’s wake was held at St. Robert Bellarmine
Church. His Eminence Francis Cardinal George was the main
celebrant at the Funeral Mass held on Friday, July 19 at Holy Name
Cathedral. Interment was in Holy Cross Cemetery, Calumet City, IL.
Bishop Jakubowski is survived by his brother, Edward, nieces and
nephews.

May Bishop Jakubowski rest in eternal peace, content in the
knowledge that he had experienced a life well-lived, in service to
God and the children of God. Bég Zaptaé.

Bridge Named for
Pol-Am Great Stan Musial

WASHINGTON, DC - A bill sponsored by U.S. Rep.
Rodney Davis (IL-13) and co-sponsored by U.S. Rep. Dan
Lipinski (IL-3) to call the Interstate 70 bridge over the
Mississippi River at St. Louis the “Stan Musial Veterans
Memorial Bridge” has passed both houses and been signed
into law. Rep. Lipinski, co-chair of the Congressional Caucus
on Poland, co-sponsored the bill with 15 other legislators from
[linois, and helped spearhead the effort to name the bridge
after the St. Louis Cardinal great and Polish-American legend.

“Stan Musial is the greatest Polish-American player to
ever step on a baseball diamond. His exploits on the field and
his status as the National Polish-American Sports Hall of
Fame’s first inductee, alone are worthy of our admiration. But
his deeds off the field, including service to his country and
unquestionable character, make him one of America’s greatest
heroes and especially deserving of this tribute,” Rep. Lipinski
said.

Stan Musial - a PRCUA member - died in January, 2013, at
the age of 92. His entire Hall of Fame career was spent playing
for the St. Louis Cardinals, where he amassed 3,630 hits, a .331
lifetime batting average and three World Series titles. Musial
also was a World War II veteran, who served in the U.S. Navy,
as well as a Presidential Medal of Freedom recipient.
