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History of the PRCUA

PRCUA WOMEN'S DEPARTMENT HISTORY - The PRCUA was the
first Polish American fraternal to grant women membership in their own
name, at its 24th Convention in 1897. Previously, a woman could only join if
her husband was a member. Membership for women was strongly
supported by the clergy. PRCUA co-founder Rev. Vincent Barzynski at the
Convention said, "Women are the Church's greatest ally. They keep the
members of deep religious fervor burning in the hearts of family members.
Let us graciously accept them into our organization and welcome their
participation." His call for “participation” was answered at the 1899
Convention when PRCUA granted women equal rights and the right to vote.

1905-07, VP 1915-17 established, with their own administration. PRCUA women considered this
the beginning of the Women’s

Department. A&

In 1899, the first four Women's Societies
were established in Chicago: Maria Osuch
founded Society of St. Mary #38 at St. Hedwig
Parish; St. Barbara Society #33 was founded by
Barbara Kirschenstein at St. Adalbert's Parish;
Society of the Mother of God of Czestochowa
#53 was founded by Katarzyna Rostenkowski
at St. Stanislaus Kostka Parish, and St. Ann's
Society #66 was founded by Anna
Korzeniewski at St. John Cantius Parish.
History was made in 1901 when the founders
of each of these Societies participated in their
first PRCUA Convention.

In 1905, it was decided to elect a Women's
Representative as an administrative
figurehead, with an advisory capacity. Maria
Osuch from Chicago was elected as the first
Women's Representative (WR). She initiated a
campaign to collect money from female
members to fund the first official PRCUA
banner, which was presented to the Union in
1907. That year, 14 women delegates
represented 383 female members from 10
Societies at the Convention, where Anna
Jozwiakowski was elected as the WR. At the
1909 Convention, Magdalena
Dumanowski became the first
Lady Director, and
Konstancja Chamska was
elected WR. In 1911, the
number of female directors
was increased to 2 with the addition of Franciszka
Nowakowski from Buffalo, NY. In 1913, about 20,000 of the
63,000 PRCUA members were women; delegates from 77
women's societies attended the Convention. Marie Osuch

was again elected WR and 3 female directors were
Anna Jozwiakowski WR elected: Marta Zolinski and Franciszka Czaja, both of

1907-09, VP 1922-25 Chicago, and Franciszka Nowakowski of Buffalo, NY.

A time of outstanding accomplishments for \
women in the Union occurred in 1915. In April of that year, PRCUA women
demonstrated their ardent passion for their homeland when they addressed a
Memorial to the Women's Peace Congress in Hague, Denmark. On behalf of
the 35,000 women members they represented, they demanded a free and Konstancja Chamska
independent Poland. WR 1909-13

History was also made in 1915 when the 35th Convention declared that the WR would

henceforth be part of the PRCU administration with the title of Lady Vice President.
Lady Directors from Chicago increased from 2 to 3, and 2 women Directors from
other states were elected. Delegates also declared that each national committee
would henceforth include at least one female member. Marie Osuch was
\\ elected as PRCU's first Lady Vice President; she served until 1917, thereafter
remaining active until her death in 1949 at the age of 84. Mrs. Osuch was the
wife of Michael Osuch, a charter member of PRCUA's rival, the Polish
National Alliance. She was a remarkable woman who earned the great
| respect of Polonia. She raised a family, organized 3 PRCUA Societies, and
spoke at parishes where she recruited new members.
Agnieszka Klawiter-Osowski (1917-1922) was the next Lady Vice President

(LVP), followed by Anna Jozwiakowski (1922-1925), who was elected for a
Agnieszka Klawiter- 3-year term.

WOMEN’S DEPT. ESTABLISHED - The

Women's Department (WD) was officially
established at the 38th Convention in 1925.
A The effort was led by Marta Zolinski, who
| introduced reforms to give women more
ndependence. The WD first assembled on
June 21, 1925 in Chicago. PRCUA's Lady VP
served as its President and the Lady
Directors served as its officers. Thus newly-
elected LVP Marta Zolinski (1925-31) became

- the first President of the WD; Maria Osuch,
Marta Zolinski

VP 1925.31 V.P.; Waleria Gorski, Fin. &
i Corresponding Secretary; and Anna
Ostrowski, Treasurer. The WD had an Administrative

Committee, Financial Committee and a Press Committee. Its
objectives were: organizing new societies and membership
drives; organizing youth activities, meetings, lectures, recitals,
dances, and social events; persuading women members to
write articles for the PRCUA’s daily newspaper; and sending
delegates to distant Societies.

In 1927, the WD organized a Ball, whose proceeds were
used to fund hundreds of food baskets for poor Polish families
at Christmas. This charitable endeavor became a holiday
custom that was observed during the Depression and for many
decades beyond.

At the 39th Convention in 1928 a new position of
State Lady Vice-President was established for:
PA, CT, OH, MI, NJ, IN, and MN and a
Youth Department and Sports Department -
under the administration of the WD - was
established. In 1931, under the leadership
of LVP Klara Palczynska-Donahue (1931-
34), the WD began celebrating Mother's
Day and Swiecone - customs which are
celebrated to this day.
Initially, all PRCUA Lady Vice
Presidents had been from Chicago.
However, in 1934, Aleksandra Bednarko-

Klara Palczynska-

Donahue VP 1931-34 politowski (1934-37) from Pittsburgh, PA,
became the first out-of-state Lady Vice President elected to the
PRCUA's administration.

In the mid-1930s, the WD organized Polish girl scouts

(Cory Zjednoczenia). The PRCUA also sponsored Polish-
speaking boy scout troops within the auspices of the Boy

Scouts of America. In 1935, the WD founded
Union Day (Dzien Zjednoczenia) which included
parades, speeches and outdoor activities at
Humboldt Park in Chicago.

By 1936, the first PRCUA banner was
worn out, so the WD funded the new one,
which was presented at the 1937 Con-
vention. From 1934-37 there were about
60,000 female members in PRCUA, therefore,
in 1938, State Divisions of the WD were
established by the State Lady Directors in
WI, MI, and NY. The WD also initiated Aleksandra Bednarko-
holding an annual Oplatek. ( Cont.) —  Politowski VP 1934-37
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In 1938 the WD, under the {
leadership of LVP Antonina
Wilodarski-Czerniak (1937-45),
donated generously toward the
Archives and Museum of the
PRCUA. It also collected funds to
build the St. Bobola Chapel at
PRCUA's Camp Gieryk in [5#
Yorkville, IL. In 1939, officers of |
the PRCUA and the WD warmly |3
welcomed the great Polish pianist |
and statesman, Ignacy |
Paderewski, to the PRCUA. He |
gave a fund-raising concert on |
March 19th in Chicago to aid the |
Republic of Poland. After the \

German invasion of Poland in PRCUA Women' s Department representatives with President Jan

September of 1939, the WD Olejniczak viewing shipment of aid to Poland in early 1940s
adopted a resolution to help

Poland's citizens, especially women and children. A dinner-dance attended by 500 people was
organized and all proceeds went to the Polish Relief Fund. In 1939, Connecticut and
Massachusetts State Divisions began.

Thanks to the WD, on March 3, 1940, in Wilkes-Barre, PA, 1,000 female
members of Kolo Polek Wzajemnej Pomocy merged with the PRCUA and a fi&
Central PA Division of the WD was formed. At that time, Presidents of the [
WD State Divisions were: CT - Zofia Zysk-Kline; NY - Stefania Babula; PA -
Maria Jedynak; NJ - Anna Maria Swistak; MI - Czeslawa Matkowski; and WI -
Jadwiga Nowaczyk. At the WD’s Swieconka in 1940, the special guest speaker
was General Joseph Haller. That year the PRCUA donated over $100,000 to the
Polish Relief Fund, and the WD donated $2,500 to buy an ambulance for the
Polish Army in France.

On July 23., 1942, the WD apPealed to women worldwide to he.lp Antonina Wodar ska-
women and children who were being murdered in Poland by the Nazis. ~ . \/b1937.45
On December 17, 1942, LVP Antonina Czerniak and the Cory Zjednoczenia
welcomed Polish General Wladyslaw Sikorski, who visited Chicago to apprise Americans of the
situation in war-torn Europe.

In 1943, PRCUA Dir. Aniela Gorny became a Director of the Chicago Branch of the
American Red Cross and PRCUA Dir. Stanislawa (Stella) Wisniewska became President of the
Ladies Auxiliary of the Polish Welfare Association. They encouraged PRCUA’s women to work
side-by-side with the American Red Cross, collecting food, clothing, soap, and cash for Polish
refugees and children. That year, the WD shipped 15,000 parcels to Polish POWs and refugees.
Other Divisions of the WD also held fund raisers to help Poland. In imitation of the Red Cross,
the Michigan Women's Div. wore uniforms of white dresses, golden-lined navy blue capes with
the PRCUA emblem on them and a navy blue cap with the emblem.

The charitable activities engaged in by the WD during WWII ranged from distributing food
among poor families locally, to helping Polish refugees in such distant places as England and
India. For example, the group donated money to the Paderewski Hospital in Great Britain, and
in 1944, they gave $4,000 to Rev. Bonifacy Slawik to aid Polish orphans in India.

In July of 1943, LVP Antonina Wlodarska-Czerniak welcomed to Chicago the first group of
706 Polish refugee orphans who came via Russia, Iran, England and Mexico to settle in the
Chicagoland area. The WD contributed financially toward the support of these orphans for
many years.

During WWII, the Youth Dept. - under the administration of the WD - was very active in
the USO Club organized in 1942 at the PRCUA Youth Center, located at Noble and Cortez in
Chicago. The popular Club provided buffet dinners, dances and entertainment to help soldiers
on leave in Chicago to forget their cares and enjoy the company of young Polish American
ladies. It was a welcome respite from the horrors of war.

In 1947, Secretary General Jan Nikliborc passed away and, for the first time, a woman -
Maria Skoczylas was elected to the position of National Secretary General of the PRCUA. She
served three consecutive terms of office 1947-1958.

In 1947, thanks to the efforts of LVP Aniela Gorna (1945-54
and 1962-66), the Central School of Singing, Dance, Drama and [
Culinary Arts for Girls was established in Chicago. Girls
learned to sew, cook and do needlework, as well as to
express their creative talents through plays, nativity dramas,
performances, contests and recitals. This demonstrated the
PRCUA's commitment to preserve Polish culture among \'#
younger generations, by sponsoring schools for PRCUA (&
members at various parishes.

In 1948, women made up almost 50% of the
convention delegates. In 1949, the WD celebrated its 50th
anniversary (using 1899 as its beginning), which began
with a recruiting contest that brought in 4,260 new members and included a
Mass and banquet. Cultural and educational programs were developed and
more schools were established across the country. Each Division organized
local festivities in honor of the golden jubilee. At that time, there were 6 Lady
Directors and 68,734 women in the PRCUA.

The WD was active in the 1950s, adding an annual trip to the
"D\ American Shrine of Our Lady of Czestochowa in Doylestown,
¥\ PA, to its trips to numerous festivals and cultural events. In
o\ 1954, Stella Wisniewski (1954-62) was elected LVP; she was
il very active in the Polish Welfare Assn., having served as
- | both its President and VP. She was also Secretary of the
| Polish American Congress Illinois Division. She also served
3 terms as a Director before becoming LVP. Under her
administration, PRCUA Polish dance schools increased. She
died in office on March 25, 1962.

The first PRCUA Dance School, Wieliczka, was begun
in 1955 by Shirley Hojnacki Galanty in Detroit, MI. Mrs.
Galanty traveled to Poland several times to learn Polish
dances/culture and sponsored a choreographer from

Poland to teach Polish dances to Detroit-area choreographers. A dymanic
person, she was Director of Wieliczka for 45 years, Director of the Syrena Dance
Ensemble, President of the PRCUA Michigan Women's Division and PRCUA
Michigan State Director (1982-94).

In 1960, the WD sponsored a pilgrimage to SS Cyril & Methodius
Seminary in Orchard Lake, MI and in 1961 it hosted a trip to the Chapel of Our
Lady of Czestochowa in Washington, DC. Social events were added
throughout the year,. Particularly popular was the Fur Fashion Review in 1962
and the Hat Show, which started in 1962 and continued for quite a few years.

Stella M. Nowak (1966-78) was elected LVP in 1966. She was
a staunch supporter of PRCUA Nuns and Teachers Day, which
honored women in the teaching profession at a special £%
annual luncheon. During her tenure of office, many new [
schools were formed. In 1978, the PRCUA had dance groups
in: Derby, CT; Port Chester, NY; Michigan - Dearborn
(Tatry); Warren (Gwiazdki); Detroit East Side (Halka),
Hamtramck (Polskie Maki); Warren (Opole); N. Detroit
(Syrena); Wyandotte (Westside Dancers); Illinois - Northwest
Group 1 and 2, and Polonez; South Chicago: Chopin at St.
Turibius, Pani Nowak Dancing School at St. Daniels,
Wesoly Lud, Mlody Lud, Five Holy Martyrs Youth  SellaM. Nowak
Dancers, St. Bruno’s, and Maria Konionicka Polish VP 1966-78
Language School; Indiana - District 9 Polish Dancers and La Porte Dancers;
Wisconsin - Milwaukee Dancers.

LVP Nowak led a pilgrimage to Poland in 1976 and 1977 where the group met
with Stafan Cardinal Wrszynski and toured Czestochowa and Warsaw. The
WD donated $3,000 to Laski Center for blind children in Poland. During a
period of time while PRCUA President Osajda was ill, Stella Nowak admirably
took over as President. In 1978, Stella Nowak was the first woman elected as
PRCUA Treasurer (1978-82).

PRCUA's cultural activities continued to develop. In 1969, the Adult
Culture Group was formed at Five Holy Martyrs Parish in Chicago for adults
who prized their Polish heritage, and were eager to showcase Polish culture.
Founded by LVP Stella Nowak, and Directors Regina Ocwieja, Helen
Kucharski and Lorie Gorny, the group performed Polish dances and served as
a harbor into which the PRCUA could channel its teens. The group entertained
at various fraternal events and promoted pride in their Polish heritage.

In 1971, under the sponsorship of the Adult Culture Group, District 8 Dir.
Regina Ocwieja (1966-74) realized her dream of serving PRCUA youth by
founding the Cinderella-Prince Charming Ball, along with LVP Stella M.
Nowak, Dist. 7 Dir. Lorie Rose Gorny and Dist. 9 Dir. Helen Kucharski. The
Ball enables teenage members, from IL and IN, to be presented to society by
their parents in a formal social setting. Attired in tuxedos and long white
gowns, the couples perform a beautiful waltz. One young man is chosen by
lottery drawing as Prince Charming, and one young lady is chosen as
Cinderella. First Runner-Ups are also selected. The winners reign for 1 year as
PRCUA's royal couple, representing PRCUA at various social functions. The
winners receive large scholarships and all the participants receive smaller
scholarships funded by the group's Annual Fashion Show, coordinated for its
first 30 years by the very dedicated Sue Buras, and now by other members.

In 1993, the Adult Culture Group merged with the Maria Konopnicka
Polish Language School, creating the M. Konopnicka Adult Culture Group to
assure the continuation of the Ball. Micheline Jaminski has served as the Ball’s
artistic director/choreographer for 37 years and her husband, Richard, has been
dance instructor/musical coordinator since 1989.

Under the leadership of LVP Lorie Rose Gorny (1978-82), a
third-generation PRCUA member, the WD initiated several
dance and language schools and held a grand concert at the
prestigious Auditorium Theater in Chicago. All PRCUA
dance schools in Illinois participated and showcased their
pride in their Polish heritage, as well as Polish culture. LVP
Gorny also led an entourage to Kosciuszko, Mississippi, for
a national celebration held by the U.S. government honoring
General Thaddeus Kosciuszko. i

LVP Regina Ocwieja (1982-90) was an >
enthusiastic organizer. She was the
founder of the Coalition of Polish
American Women in Chicago as well
as the Cinderella-Prince Charming Ball. By 1985, the
PRCUA had 22 schools: 10 in Illinois, 10 in Michigan, 1
in Indiana and 1 in Wisconsin. At the 1986 Convention,
the WD and the Sports Department combined into the
"Fraternal Department." Titles were changed from “Man
Vice President” and “Lady Vice President” to "First" Vice
President and "Resident" Vice President (RVP) and either sex

could hold either VP office. These changes became
effective in 1990, which marked the end of the Women’s

Department on the national level. The Illinois-Indiana
Women’s Division and the Michigan Women’s Division of the Fraternal Dept.
still exist. The year 1990 was the beginning of the Fraternal Department, whose
history will appear in the next issue.

Icon of Our Lady of
Czestochowa is in America

After traveling 40,000 miles through 24 European nations, the
icon of Our Lady of Czestochowa, viewed by millions, landed on the
shores of America in August for the next leg of an historic journey in
the movement to build a Culture of Life.

The Black Madonna, a replica of the original in Jasna Gora
monastery in Poland, was received at a ceremony on August 24, 2013
on St. Clement’s Island, MD - the site of the first landing of Catholic
pilgrims in the colonies in the 1600s.

Its “Ocean to Ocean Pilgrimage in Defense of Life” - sponsored
by Human Life International - will encompass over 180 stops in the
USA at Catholic and Orthodox Churches and outside abortion
clinics, before continuing to Central and South America. It will
eventually circle the globe. Details and a short video can be found at
www.hli.org/oceantoocean.

The icon was blessed by Archbishop Stanislaw Nowak of
Czestochowa, Poland, in January 2012, at the Jasna Gora. Fr. Roman
Majewski, prior of Jasna Gora, said the pilgrimage has “enormous
significance” in the struggle to protect the dignity of all human life.

“The pilgrimage of the Czestochowa icon ‘From Ocean to Ocean’
through the world is an unprecedented historical event and has
enormous significance,” he said. “I am expressing my great joy and
heartfelt gratitude to all those who arranged for Our Lady to travel
through the world in the sign of the image of Jasna Gora, and to
remind everyone of the value and dignity of human life from
conception to natural death.”

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CZARNINA (pronounced: char-NEE-nah), duck blood
soup, has long been a favorite of many Polonians. Nowadays
fresh duck blood is only available from local poultry
farmers/shops. Below is a recipe without the blood and it
tastes exactly like the original. Amazing!

In Old Poland, czarnina was served to a suitor to indicate
that his advances were not welcome. In Old Polonia, US-born
PolAm kids used to call it "chocolate soup and bullets". The
bullets were the raw grated potato dumplings in it.

BLACK DUCK OR GOOSE SOUP: Place 2-rib portion of
pork ribs and the cleaned giblets (make sure to cut open the
gizzard and remove any grain lodged there), neck, wings and
rump of 1 duck or goose in pot containing 7 ¢ water; cook 1 hr,
skimming off scum. (Stuff and roast the bird separately.) To
soup, add 1 portion soup greens, 1 bay leaf, 2 cloves, 2 grains
allspice and several peppercorns; cook until vegetables are
tender. Strain. Remove meat from bones, dice giblets and
return to stock. Add chopped duck or goose liver, ¥2 ¢ or more
pitted prunes, %2 c diced dried apples and/or dried pears, and
1/2 c raisins; cook until fruit is tender. Remove from flame.
Fork-blend blood (mixed with several T vinegar) with 1 T
flour and whisk into soup. Simmer several minutes, but do not
boil. The trick to getting a balanced sweet & sour soup is to
gradually season it with a bit of sugar and a little cider vinegar
until you get it just right to taste. Add 1 t marjoram and salt to
taste. Serve over egg-noodle squares or other kluski, diced
cooked potatoes or potato dumplings (see below).

POTATO DUMPLINGS: Put a large pot of lightly salted
water on to boil. Peel 10-12 medium-size potatoes and grate on
fine side of grater or in food processor. Transfer mixture to
sieve above a sm bowl to collect the drippings. When dripping
stops, transfer potatoes to a bowl, pour off the dark collected
liquid. Add the white sediment from the drippings in the sm
bowl (starch). Add 1 c flour, 2 eggs and 1 t salt and mix to get
a uniform batter. It should be on the stiff side, so work in a bit
of flour if it is too soft and moist. Use teaspoon or melon scoop
to scoop up portions of potato mixture and drop into boiling
water. Dip the spoon in the boiling water between scoopings.
When noodles float up, cook at a gentle rolling boil for 5 min.
The smaller the dumplings - the quicker they cook. Test one
for doneness. Drain in colander and use in czarnina.

(Note: These dumplings can also be served alone, drizzled
with butter, or fried fat back and its drippings, or bacon and
bacon fat or serve with a basic cheese sauce.)

BLOODLESS DUCK SOUP: For those who can’t obtain the
blood or are squeamish about eating it, try this recipe. Place
the cleaned giblets (make sure to cut open the gizzard and
remove any grain lodged there), neck, wings and rump of 1
duck or goose in pot containing 6 ¢ water and cook 1 hr,
skimming off scum. To soup pot add 1 portion soup greens, 1
bay leaf, 2 cloves 2 grains allspice and several peppercorns;
cook until vegetables are tender. Strain. Remove meat from
bones, dice giblets and return both to stock. Add ¥2 c or more
chopped pitted prunes, %2 c¢ diced dried apples and/or dried
pears, and 1/2 c raisins; cook until fruit is tender. Stir in 1/2 ¢
Polish powidla (prune butter or lekvar) or 1 ¢ prune juice.
Dissolve 1-2 T flour in 1 ¢ water and stir into soup. Adjust to
taste by gradually adding cider vinegar and sugar a bit at a
time until you get just the right sweet and sour taste you like.
The powidla is already quite sweet, so be sure to taste the soup
before adding sugar. Add 1 t marjoram and salt to taste.
Simmer briefly and serve as above.
