October was dedicated as
the annual Polish American
Heritage Month to give
Polish ~ Americans an
opportunity to take pride in
their ancestral roots and
demonstrate that pride to the
world.

This year, the Polish
Roman Catholic Union of
America is celebrating its
140th Anniversary! Our
fraternal organization takes
great pride in the fact that it
has preserved Polish culture,
and customs among its
members for 140 years. This
is no small accomplishment!
Our founding fathers were
seriously concerned that
Polish immigrants would
melt into the American stew
of multi-cultures and lose all
semblance of Polishness.

So, they created the
PRCUA to prevent this from
happening. The PRCUA has
consistently promoted our
precious Polish heritage by
educating children - in its
Polish Language and Dance
Schools - and informing its
members - in the newspaper -
about Polish values, religious
ceremonies and traditions.

Why should we care
about our Polish heritage
when we are Americans,
living in the U.S.A.?

Just because we are
American, this does not mean
that we have to become part
of the diluted “Heinz 57”
ethnic stew that has lost all
touch with its ancestral roots.
There are a great number of
Americans living today,
whose ancestors have
intermarried with so many
other ethnic groups, that they
have no idea where their
ancestral roots lie. These

Americans have no special
traditions or customs that

make their holidays and the
important occasions in their
lives distinctive. They merely
follow the current trends of
society and adopt those
modern trends as their
temporary customs.

On the contrary, Polish
Americans have a rich ethnic
past from which to draw a
wealth of customs and
traditions. What would
Christmas be like without
Wigilia and the sharing of
oplatek - the bread of love?
This heartfelt custom has
become so popular that other
non-Polish Americans have
“adopted” oplatek sharing
and made it their own family
custom.

What would Easter be
like without ornately-
decorated Easter eggs, getting
a basket of food blessed on
Holy Saturday, enjoying
kielbasy and Polish ham with
horseradish or attending
Resurrection Mass?

Polish Americans can
thank God that we know
what country our ancestors
came from and that we are
blessed with such a rich
cultural heritage, because this
is precisely what makes us
unique and set us apart from
other groups in the American

melting pot.

But being of Polish
descent is so much more than
holiday traditions. It’s the
very heart of who we are and
what we stand for. Polish
Americans cherish their
family, have strong family
values and help each other in
times of need. Family loyalty
is unquestionable.

Polish Americans have a
strong work ethic. Coming
from ancestors who made
their own fate by working
hard and who never expected
or accepted a handout from
anyone, defines the current
generations of Polish
Americans as the self-
dependent people we are.

Poles have always placed
a high value on freedom.
Poland was the first
European country to grant
religious freedom to its
people, which is why so
many Jewish enclaves arose
in Medieval Poland. Poland
was also the first country in
Europe to have a democratic
Constitution. Throughout
history, the Poles have
proven, time and again, that
they were willing to sacrifice
their lives for the sake of

freedom.
The legacy of the
Solidarity Trade Union

Movement was built upon
that heightened desire for
freedom. Miraculously, it
resulted in Poland freeing
itself from Communist rule
and becoming the independ-
ent democracy it is today.
That very same freedom-
loving blood flows through
our veins - yours and mine
and all Polish Americans!
Poles also place a high
value on education, and this

trait has also been passed
down from generation to
generation. The Page
University in Krakow was
begun in 1364 by King
Casimir the Great. For
centuries, Poles have known
that the best way for a person
to “get ahead in life” is by
obtaining an education.

How many of our Polish
immigrant ancestors did
back-breaking work for 12
hours a day in factories and
in coal mines throughout
America, just so that their
children would be able to
become educated and have a
better life? The goal in Polish
American families is - and
has always been for the last
200 years - for each successive
generation to achieve a
higher level of economic
freedom. And that economic
advantage is usually attained
through higher education.

And what about our love
of music and dancing, and
appreciation for rituals and
ceremonies? These traits flow
through our Polish
bloodlines, too. Have you
even attended a Polish
American party without
some kind of music and
dancing? Have you ever
attended Mass without
appreciating its ritualistic
qualities? What about those
Polish Catholic liturgies:
litanies, Stations of the Cross
Lenten Lamentations,
praying the rosary? All these
are near and dear to the heart
of Polish Americans.

Let’s show our Polish
pride this month by telling
our children and grand-
children about their Polish
ancestors and the family

history of their Polish roots.

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History of the PRCUA

History of the
Fraternal Department

The year 1990 marked the beginning of the Fraternal
Department (FD). During the administration of VP Dolores
Spejewski (1990-98) of Munster, IN, Dir. Shirley Galanty founded
the Annual Michigan State Ball in 1992. It awards graduating high
school seniors - who attend MI PRCUA dance schools - for their
loyalty, perseverance and achievements. Students earn the right to
participate in the Ball by attending a PRCUA dance school for 4
consecutive years and performing volunteer community service.
Young men and women - dressed in tuxedos and long white gowns
- perform a graceful waltz and a novelty dance at the Ball. They
each receive a medallion, while their resumes are read aloud, and a
priest blesses the graduates and their parents. In honor of the Ball’s founder, who served as Ball
Coordinator from 1992-2009 and passed away in 2010, Pres. Joseph A. Drobot, Jr. renamed it
the “Shirley A. Galanty Michigan State Ball.” Directors of the MI PRCUA Dance Schools plan
the Ball, which was coordinated by S. Galanty and K. Malinowski in 2008-09, and has been
coordinated by Kelly Malinowski since 2010.

In 1990, RVP Dolores Spejewski was delegated the responsibility of directing all 3 Divisions
of the FD: 1) Juvenile Division; 2) Youth and Sports Division; and 3) Adult Division. This
included Dance and Language Schools (with 1,814 students in 1994) and National
Tournaments. She organized the PRCUA’s 120th Anniversary activities in 1993, which included
a Mass and Reception at the Polish Museum. At that time the FD also sponsored luncheons for
annual Senior Citizen’s Day, Nun’s Day, and Employees” Day. The IN-IL Div. and the
Michigan Division of the Women’s Department (WD) now came under the FD. She wrote a
Vice President’s column in Narod Polski and was an energetic sports enthusiast.

In September of 1997, RVP Spejewski organized and coordinated the “Centennial of
PRCUA Women’s Rights” celebrating the year when women were first allowed to join the
Union back in 1897. The event was marked with a Mass, banquet and presentation on the
history of the Women’s Department.

The Fraternal Department also took over management of the museum gift shop. After
retiring from office, Mrs. Spejewski continued to manage the gift shop on a volunteer basis for
years.

In 1998, for the first time in PRCUA history, both vice
presidential positions were held by the same sex when Jerry S.
Kucharski (1998-2002) of Milwaukee, WI, was elected RVP and
Richard Misiuda of Toledo, OH, was elected as First Vice
President. RVP Kucharski was the first person in the PRCUA to
attain the designation of Fraternal Insurance Counsellor Fellow
(FICF). He promoted the involvement of youth in PRCUA Dance
and Language Schools and in the PRCUA Sports Tournaments.

RVP Anna Sokolowski (2002-14) currently heads the FD and is
now in the final year of her third term of office. At the present
time, the PRCUA sponsors 21 schools: Illinois - Maria Konopnicka
Polish Language School, Polonia Ensemble, Pope John Paul II
Polish Language School and Polanie Dancers; Southwest Center of
Polish Dancing, Wesoly Lud Polish Folk Dance Co.; Indiana - St.
Raphael Kalinowski Polish Dance and Language School; Michigan
- Halka, Gwiazda, Mala Polska, Opole, Polskie Maki, Rogalin
Dancers, Rogalin Gymnastics, Syrena, Tatry, Wieliczka, Zajaczek, and Zakopane; Ohio - Henry
Sienkiewicz Polish Language School, Piast Dancers and Echoes of Poland Dance Ensemble. The
FD also sponsors four national tournaments in basketball, bowling, golf and softball.

RVP Anna Sokolowski communicates with members through her column in Narod Polski,
alternating monthly between English and Polish. Her column keeps members informed about
PRCUA activities and also the personal achievements and milestones of members and their
families. She is most proud of the fact that she took the “politics” out of the Fraternal Dept., by
revising guidelines for the PRCUA Polish Language and Dance Schools and for national sports
tournaments, to establish equality in financial support. She has also made a concerted effort to
attend as many school events and fund raisers as humanly possible - sometimes attending 2 or
3 events in the same day.

VP Sokolowski is certainly a well-traveled Vice President. During her first term of office,
she organized a "Castles and Palaces of Poland” trip for PRCUA members. Under her
leadership, for the first time in PRCUA history, PRCUA Dance Groups participated in the
International Children's Polish Folk Dance Festival in Iwonicz Zdroj (2003, 2006, 2009, 2012).
She attended 3 festivals at her own expense. She encouraged the PRCUA to send young
teachers to Rzeszow and Lublin, Poland, during the summer, to attend a certified 4-year
choreographer course.They all passed the exam and Mrs. Sokolowski attended their graduation
in Poland. She attended the Worldwide Convention of Polonia (Zjazd Polonii i Polakow z
Zagranicy) organized by Wspolnota Polska in 2007 and 2012. She also accompanied PRCUA adult

dance groups to the festivals
in Poland, Ukraine, Lithuania,
and China - at her own cost.

In 2009, the DPolish
American Congress organized
a Conference “Polonia in the
21st Century: Organizational
Challenges and
Opportunities." RVP Anna
Sokolowski was one of its
organizers and a speaker. In
2011, she participated in the
"Third Conference of Learned
Societies Abroad" on the topic
of Polish language schools
abroad.

RVP Sokolowski, a visible
and honored representative of
PRCUA in Polonia, together RyP Anna Sokolowski having received
with three other major Polish  she Gold Medal of Merit from the
American fraternals - Polish Republic of Poland
National Alliance, Polish
Women’s Alliance of America, and Polish Falcons - jointly
orgnized annual Polish-American Days at Six Flags/Great
America, Chicago White Sox, Chicago Wolves, Chicago Bulls,
Chicago Fire, Sleeping with the Dinos at the Field Museum,
Adult Bowling, and Casino Outings. This has fostered greater
cooperation between the four major Polish American
fraternals.

Being interviewed on television and radio in the U.S.A.
and in Poland is RVP Sokolowski’s forte. She promotes the
PRCUA everywhere she goes. She is also an avid
photographer; her photos have enhanced Narod Polski,
PRCUA’s Facebook, and PRCUA’s website. They will someday
also be treasured as a pictorial history of PRCUA in the Polish
Museum of America Archives.

RVP Anna Sokolowski has enjoyed the honor and
distinction of being a recipient of the “Gold Medal of Merit”
from the Republic of Poland and Bronze "Gloria Artis" Medal
from the Republic of Poland’s Ministry of Culture and National
Heritage for contributions to Polish culture. She also received
special recognition from the Archdiocese of Chicago for
generous support of its Polish Youth programs. In 2011, she
was awarded a Certificate of Appreciation from the Polish
Teachers Association of America for contributions to the Polish
language schools in Polonia. Her term will end in 2014.

The Resident Vice Presidents have done an excellent job in
leading the Fraternal Dept. They have promoted Polish
language, culture, customs and traditions, as well as
camaraderie at PRCUA sports tournaments. But most
importantly, they have carried on the legacy of the Women’s
Department by being the PRCUA’s primary catalyst that not
only brings in new members, but also gives a reason WHY 2, 3,
4 and even 5 generations of Polish Americans have remained
active in the PRCUA: our Polish Dance and Language Schools
and National Sports Tournaments.

Without a Fraternal Department, the PRCUA would be no
different from any other company that sells life insurance and
annuities. It is the Fraternal Department that makes all the
difference, and distinguishes the PRCUA as special. Its
programs preserve our Polish culture and heritage, for
youngsters and adults alike. These are the programs that keep
members interested and involved in our organization.

The PRCUA would never have become the largest Polish
Roman Catholic fraternal in the United States, without the
crucial contributions of the Women’s Department and the
continuous fund-raisers they held to offset the cost of many
PRCUA youth programs, such as scouting and schools. And
today, it is the Fraternal Department that puts into action the
original goals of the PRCUA: to preserve our Catholic faith and
our Polish heritage.

May God bless all the leaders of the PRCUA Women's
Department and Fraternal Department - as well as all the
dedicated members who have volunteered countless hours to
raise funds for PRCUA fraternal projects, organize various
projects and see them through to fruition. They selflessly gave
their very best, so that the PRCUA would live on, through
these past 140 years, and beyond!

34th Anniversary of Pope John
Paul IT’s Visit to Five Holy
Martyrs Parish

CHICAGSQO, IL - Pope John Paul II holds a special place in the
hearts and homes of the people of Five Holy Martyrs Parish,
as well as the Brighton Park community on the southwest side
of Chicago, since he celebrated a Mass on October 5, 1979 at a
special altar that was erected in our parish parking lot
specifically for his visit. The Mass was attended by hundreds
of thousands of people (an estimated attendance of 170,000),
who crowded the lot and the streets before dawn, just to catch
a glimpse of our Holy Father and be a part of that historical
day.

The main part of this altar still remains in our lot and a
Mass commemorating the anniversary of Pope John Paul II's
visit is celebrated at this altar every year on the first Sunday of
October. The Pope John Paul II Centrum Committee of our
Parish has raised over $58,000 so far, and continues raising
funds to renovate this altar, to make it a more permanent
fixture in our community, where one can come and honor
Blessed Pope John Paul II in prayer.

The 34th anniversary Mass commemorating Pope John
Paul II's visit to Five Holy Martyrs Parish will take place on
Sunday, October 6, 2013 at 11:00 a.m. at 4327 S. Richmond St.,
Chicago, IL. Weather permitting, this bilingual Polish-English
Mass will be celebrated at the Papal Altar in the Parish
parking lot. In case of inclement weather, the mass will be
celebrated in the church. The main celebrant and homilist at
this Mass will be Rev. Michal Skiba, S.Ch., a religious order
priest from the Society of Christ.

This year will be the third time that during this Papal Visit
Anniversary Mass, we will not only pray and thank God for
the gift and presence of Pope John Paul II among us, but we
will also pray to him, asking him to continue to bless us. For
32 years, Pope John Paul II was spiritually with us at these
anniversary Masses, but since 2011, Blessed John Paul II was
with us during the Mass physically - in the presence of his
blood.

On September 24, 2011, Five Holy Martyrs Parish was
very fortunate to have received a relic of Blessed John Paul II
from His Eminence, Stanislaw Cardinal Dziwisz, the
Archbishop of Krakow, Poland, and the former personal
secretary to Pope John Paul II. The relic is a drop of Blessed
Pope John Paul II's blood on a cloth protected by a lunula, a
small, round glass encasement. The lunula has been mounted
into a reliquary, a vessel in which a relic is held and exposed.

Since receiving this relic, Five Holy Martyrs Parish has
begun a new tradition of sorts! Every first Sunday of the
month we celebrate and honor the life of Blessed John Paul II
by sharing interesting facts, stories, and poems about him in a
special bulletin insert; by offering up our petitions to God
through his intercession and venerating his relic at the 9:00
a.m. English and the 11:00 a.m. Polish Masses; reciting the
prayer for his canonization as a community of believers; and
finally by receiving a special blessing with the relic at the end
of Mass. Immediately after these two Masses, parishioners
and friends are invited to gather in the Bishop Abramowicz
Parish Hall for cake, coffee, and fellowship. This first Sunday
of October will be no different!

We hope that everyone will attend this unique celebration
and that you invite your family and friends to come with you.
All Parish, cultural, and neighborhood organizations are
invited to attend this Mass on October 6, 2013, and walk in the
entrance procession. By being with us at this Mass, you will
prove your love and admiration for the deeds and works of
Blessed Pope John Paul II as we communally pray for and
await his canonization!

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Fall is here again and it's apple season. Below are some easy
recipes for your cooking and eating pleasure. Smacznego!

APPLE-NUT INDIVIDUAL STRUDELS

1/2 cup chopped nuts

1/2 cup raisins

1 (14-ounce) can apple pie filling

1 stick butter

3 tablespoons sugar

1 teaspoon ground cinnamon

1 package thawed phyllo dough sheets

Preheat oven to 450 degrees F. In small pot over med heat,
toast nuts 3 min. Remove from heat and stir in raisins and the
apple filling. In separate pot, over med heat, melt butter. In a
small bowl, combine the sugar and cinnamon and set aside.
Unwrap the phyllo sheets; cover with moist towel. Put 1 sheet
on table and brush with the melted butter, repeat 2 more
times. Keep the unused phyllo covered with a moist towel
until ready to use again.

Cut the buttered phyllo stacks into thirds. Put approximately
2 Tbsp apple filling at the tip of the strip closest to you. Fold
into triangles by repeatedly folding to the right, then up to the
left, and repeat until you reach the end of the strip, making
sure to keep the shape of a triangle. Repeat with remaining 2
strips of phyllo. Brush the last fold with butter to seal. Brush
the tops of triangles with butter and sprinkle with cinnamon
sugar. Repeat until filling is used up. Arrange triangles on a
sheet pan that has been lined with parchment paper or
sprayed with oil, and bake until well browned, about 6 to 8
minutes. Serve warm or cold.

APPLES AND NOODLES

1 pkg. kluski noodes (thick egg noodles)

5 apples

3 Tbsp. butter

2 Tbsp. sugar

1 tsp. cinnamon

Cook kluski noodles in salted water according to package
directions. Drain and put back into pot. Peel and slice 5 apples.
Melt butter in frying pan, add apple slices and cook over med.
heat until soft and 1t. brown. In bowl, mix sugar and
cinnamon. Sprinkle over apples and cook 5 minurtes. Pour
apples over noodles and mix well. Makes a meatless meal.

APPLE CRUMBLE

6 g apples (Granny Smith, Winesap, Rome) peeled & diced

6 tablespoons sugar, divided

3/4 cup all-purpose flour

1 tsp. cinnamon

6 Tbsp. cold butter, cut into pieces

1 lemon, juiced

1/3 cup brown sugar

vanilla ice cream

Preheat oven to 400 degrees F. Place apples and 3 Tbsp sugar
into pan and cook over med heat for 10 minutes until apples
begin to soften. Set aside.

TOPPING:

Combine remaining 3 Tbsp sugar, flour, cinnamon and butter
in a bowl. Blend with fingertips until the mixture resembles
coarse crumbs. Set aside.

Coat apples with juice of 1 lemon and spoon into a square
baking dish. Top with the crumble mix; sprinkle with brown
sugar, and bake until done, about 30 minutes.

Cool and serve, topped with vanilla ice cream

In particular for our consideration, this year's
observance of Polish American Heritage Month gives us all some extra reason
for celebration and appreciation. In addition to the many annual local
observancess held by our various organizations throughout the month, across
the country, in every community where Polonia may be found, I'd like to make
special note of two.

As a first point, if we were to have a quiz asking which observance for
Polonia during the year is actually the only one recognized by the Federal
Government and, therefore, nationally observed, what would the answer be?
PULASKI DAY, which is held on the 11th of October and often celebrated on a
weekend close to that date, except if your live in Illinois, where it is celebrated
on the first Monday of March. Formally known as "General Pulaski Memorial
Day" the observance has been an annual event by Presidential Proclamation
every year since 1929 and was established to recognize Gen. Kazimierz Pulaski
as the founder of the American Cavalry and for the sacrifice of his life in the
service of our country at the Siege of Savannah during the Revolutionary War.
It seems, though, that throughout the year, many other of our celebrations seem
to get much more attention from us that this one. However, this day remains
our only true "window" to the nation as a whole and it really behooves us to see
that its observance gets more heightened recognition in our centers of Polonia.

In Cleveland, we've seen some progress along these lines already. Our
event, sponsored by the Polonia Foundation of Ohio, has moved from a local
park to City Hall and a much more solemn, recognized, and expanded
observance that we hope will keep getting bigger and better each year. Such an
initiative throughout Polonia would be a worthwhile effort for all of us to make.

Secondly, as I'm sure you all know, this year marks the 140th anniversary of
the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America. This will be celebrated officially
and solemnly in Chicago the first weekend of this month and then throughout
October and November on location in the various districts where our fine
organization has significant representation. Here in Cleveland, it will be our
pleasure host the District 5 celebration on October 13th at St. Casimir Church
where I happen to serve as Pastor. We are all looking forward to that date!

But, if we are all already aware of this fact, why bother mentioning it here?
Quite simply because it's one thing to "know" of something and quite another to
"appreciate” its significance. 140 years is a long time, not just to survive, but
more importantly, to be of service. As one of Polonia's great fraternal assets, the
PRCUA's presence has and continues to be felt across a broad spectrum of
cultural, educational, social, and yes - financial and insurance fields. This
doesn't, however, happen by chance, but rather through the support,
appreciation, participation, vigilance, and indeed passion, of its membership
and leadership. If this should ever be forgotten - the role that we all play in its
existence and success - then it won't be too long afterwards that we'll turn
around and it might all be gone.

Anniversaries are opportunities to look back in appreciation of the past, but
also to assess the present with renewed commitment so as to secure a more
vibrant and lasting future.

May this be true of our 140th anniversary, for all of us, and for our beloved
PRCUA!

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RESCUING JEWS FROM THE NAZIS: MORE
POLES DIED DOING IT THAN ANYONE ELSE

BROOKLYN NY - There is good reason why the Polish
American Congress chose Henryk Cioczek, M.D. Ph.D.
(above) as one of its honorees when it holds its Annual
Awards Banquet at the Polish & Slavic Center in Greenpoint,
Brooklyn on October 26th.

Dr. Cioczek’s family is an outstanding example of Polish
people who personally cared enough to risk being killed by
the Nazis for trying to rescue Jews during the German
occupation of Poland in World War II.

At last year’s observance of International Holocaust
Remembrance Day at New York City’s Queens College, the
Brooklyn oncologist presented a copy of his most recent book,
“The Polish Jerusalem — A History of Endurance.” Dr. Cioczek
described how both of his parents and both of his
grandparents were awarded Israel’s Yad Vashem Medal of
Honor as “Righteous Among the Nations” for their heroic
achievements in saving the lives of Jews. Dr. Cioczek is now in
possession of the medal and displayed it to the Queens
College audience.

Despite the fact that Poland was the only country in all
German-occupied Europe where an official death penalty was
ordered for anyone who dared to help a Jew, more Poles are
honored at Yad Vashem than any other group. “Many Poles
who helped Jews were overlooked and never counted in this
number because they were killed, along with the Jews they
were trying to rescue,” said Dr. Cioczek.

He also cited the gruesome statistic that 6 million Polish
citizens perished during the Holocaust — three million Polish
Jews and three million Polish Christians. “Among these were
ten members from my own family,” he said.

As an example of Holocaust misrepresentations about
Poland, Dr. Cioczek deplored the disturbing habit of some
American media, which identify concentration camps the
Germans operated during World War II as “Polish camps”
instead of “German camps.”

Such allegations were so misleading that the United
Nations declared several years ago that the only correct way to
describe the Auschwitz death camp was “Auschwitz-Birkenau
Nazi German Concentration and Death Camp.”

Misstatements like these may simply be a deplorable
display of journalistic incompetence. Skeptics may be inclined
to suspect something more sinister intended to imply that the
Polish people are to be blamed for the Holocaust and bear the
guilt for it, rather than the Germans.

“The effort to blame the Poles for what the Germans did is
a continuing campaign. When reporting recently on the
prosecution of elderly Germans who once had been Auschwitz
guards, ABC-TV ignored the United Nations declaration and
protests of the Polish American Congress and called
Auschwitz a ‘Polish camp’,” the Holocaust Documentation
Committee of the Polish American Congress stated.

Dr .Cioczek is a member of the Downstate New York
Division of the Polish American Congress and adviser to the
Holocaust Documentation Committee.

Celebrating 25 Years of Free Poland

WARSAW - Polish President Bronislaw Komorowski
has announced Freedom Year to mark a quarter-century of
Poland's regained independence. The event was kicked off
with a nationally televised presidential pep talk extolling
Free Poland's achievements since 1989 and plenty of
documentary footage on TV recalling the country's road to
freedom. And in what was called a Solidarity Olympiad,
some 3,000 students from 432 schools around the country
demonstrated their knowledge of Poland's recent history.

Rather than starting on January 1st, Poland's Freedom
Year is to run until June 4th 2014, marking 25 years to the
day when Poles voted to put an end to the Soviet-style communist rule. As part of a round-table
deal thrashed out between Poland's communist rulers and the Solidarity-led opposition,
partially democratic elections were held in which Lech Walesa's Citizens Committees won all
they were permitted (35%) in the Sejm (lower house), and 99% of the freely-contested Senate.

General euphoria swept the land as thousands of Poles triumphantly marched through the
streets in victory parades waving Polish flags and Solidarity banners. In September 1989,
Catholic journalist Tadeusz Mazowiecki became post-war Poland's first non-communist prime
minister. A year later, Solidarity leader Lech Walesa was elected president.

But the general enthusiasm soon began petering out when it became apparent that the
anticipated "freedom and prosperity” did not necessarily go hand in hand. Consumer
abundance soon emerged, as new supermarkets and discount stores tempted shoppers with
modern goods - a far cry from the empty store shelves and long lines of the communist era. But
after a shock-therapy economic reform slashed the Poles' purchasing power in the early 1990s,
most had only enough cash for the bare necessities.

Pol-Ams visiting Poland after a long break have generally been impressed by what they see.
Big cities display an aura of modernity and pizzazz comparable to that of other world cities.
There are modern shopping malls with large chain stores and trendy boutiques, McDonald's,
Pizza Hut, Starbucks etc. There are gourmet restaurants and fashionable cafés, bowling alleys
and even clean public restrooms, the lack of which was once a common tourist complaint. But
when Pol-Am visitors sit down and chat with their Old Country cousins, they soon learn things
are not quite as rosy as they may seem.

A major problem Poles had never experienced earlier is unemployment. The sale of state-
owned factories to private, foreign businesses deprived many of secure, life-long jobs. The
unemployment rate reached 20% in 2002-03, and now stands at an alarming 14%. In small
towns, as well as in certain groups such as recent college graduates, it is even higher. And it
would be worse still, if some 2 million Poles now working in the British Isles and elsewhere
were to suddenly return.

An important gain of Free Poland has been the freedom to travel. Under communism, Poles
had to apply for permission to travel abroad and authorities decided whether or not to give
them their passport, which was kept at a government office. Now Poles keep their own passport
and don’t even need it to freely travel to other European Union countries.

Most Poles support Poland's EU membership for the financial aid that it has provided, but
many complain the bloc's Brussels headquarters are interfering too much in Poland's internal
affairs. But a milestone that nearly all Poles favor is Poland’s membership in NATO which it
joined in 1999. There is general agreement that the country has never been so secure in its more
than 1,000-year history. Historic foes like Germany and Russia no longer pose a threat under the
protective Euro-Atlantic umbrella.

Poland has had its ups and downs since 1989. There have been violent street protests,
scandals and scams. Poland's political scene has traditionally been rough, and the 2010
Smolensk air disaster that killed Poland's First Couple and 94 other mostly prominent political
and military leaders has polarized public opinion like no other single issue.

But a recent opinion poll has shown that 75% of those surveyed were satisfied that Poland
was no longer a communist country, down from 83% 3 years ago. Many observers believe that
some of the 25% who now claim things were better under communist rule would not really
want to go back if that were possible. Mainly, they are venting their frustration with the
economic crisis, unemployment, high prices, a deteriorating healthcare system and other
shortcomings of daily life.
