Wonderful Time of the Year

We are on the threshold of
another Advent and Christmas Season.
For many, these two seasons are the most
wonderful time of the year! However,
there are many working to strip these
seasons of their Christian roots and make
Christmas a secular holiday. The signs of
the times are all around us: nativity
scenes banned from public display, Merry
Christmas being replaced with Happy
Holidays, and the list goes on and on. So
what do we do to keep Christ in
Christmas and the focus centered on Him,
the Word made flesh? I made my own
list of ways to keep this Advent and
Christmas, Christ-centered.

1. Celebrate Advent, the season of
preparation and the beginning of the new
Church Year, with your family. Buy or make an Advent wreath; place
it on your family table and light the candles at meal time. Explain the
Advent Season to your children - it is the season to prepare our hearts
to meet the Lord by works of charity and kindness.

2. As part of the Advent preparations, decorate your home for
Christmas in a way that reflects the real reason of the season: Jesus
Christ. Make sure your Nativity Scene is in the most prominent place
in your home. Gather the family together, after you return home from
Christmas Mass, and place the Christ Child in the manager. Sing a
Christmas Carol or Koleda. This will reinforce that Jesus is the reason
for our Christmas celebration.

3. Display an outdoor Nativity Scene on your lawn or porch to
remind others of God’s love in sending us His Son as our Redeemer.
Each year, we spend thousands of dollars on inflatable outdoor
decorations, most with a non-religious aspect of Christmas. Why not
pick decorations that reflect who we are, followers of Jesus Christ?

4. When mailing your Christmas cards, purchase the religious
Christmas stamp. It’s the only time of the year that you can buy a
religious stamp in the U.S.A. 1 buy extras and use them throughout
the year to spread the “Good News” in a simple, yet very real way.

5. Continue the age-old custom of Wigilia in your family or restart it,
if it has been lost. This meatless Vigil Meal is centered on Christ and
family. It moves us from the family table, where we are nourished
physically, to the Altar where we are nourished spiritually by Jesus
Christ Himself, Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity. There is no better
way to open the Christmas Season than with this timeless tradition of
love. Or, at least share optatek, the Bread of Love, with those who
celebrate with you on Christmas Eve, Christmas Day or those who
come to your home during the Christmas Season. (Oplatek can be
bought at: PMA Gift Shop 1-800-772-8632 ext. 2601.)

6. Finally, keep at least the 12 days of Christmas, from Christmas Day
to the Feast of the Epiphany, as a time of joy and celebration to
emphasis that Christmas has a season and a reason to celebrate. This
season begins, not ends, on Christmas Day. Keep the tree lit and the
house decorated and celebrate the wonders of this Season. In our
Church, the Christmas Season extends to the Feast of the Baptism of
the Lord on January 12, 2014 this year. In the old Church custom, the
Christmas Season lasted 40 days until the Feast of the Presentation of
the Lord on February 2. Many Poles and Pol-Ams still keep this
tradition.

I hope you will consider some of these ideas as ways to keep
your Christmas, Christ-centered. I know it will enrich your
celebration of Christmas and help restore the beauty of this Season of
God’s love for us!

Christmas Wigilia Recipes

Here are recipes by the Polish Chef Robert Strybel for dishes
served during the meatless Christmas Eve Wigilia. NOTE: The
oplatki, dried mushrooms & mushroom bouillon cubes can be
purchased at www.polartcenter.com
HERRING IN OIL: Drain a 12 — 16 oz jar of marinated non-creamed
herring, discarding onions and spices. Plunge into cold water briefly
and drain well. Cut herring into bite-size pieces and place in jar,
interspersing each layer with a heaping t. chopped onions and a little
lemon juice. Top layer should be onions drizzled with lemon juice.
One small lemon should be used. Drench herring with oil to cover,
seal and refrigerate at least 2 days before serving.

EASY CLEAR RED BEET SOUP: To 3 c vegetable stock add 3 ¢ juice
from canned red beets) and %2 a mushroom bouillon cube dissolved
in 1 ¢ boiling water. Heat. Season with pepper, a dash of garlic
powder, a pinch of marjoram, 1T dry red wine (optional), sugar and
lemon juice to get a balanced tangy/ sweet/flavor. Serve with
dumplings (see below).

LITTLE-EAR DUMPLINGS: Rehydrate and cook 2 oz dried bolete
mushrooms. Soak 1 slice French bread in %2 ¢ warm water. Chop and
sauté 1 coarsely-chopped onion in 2 T butter until tender and It
brown. In food chopper process mushrooms, onion and squeezed-out
bread. Add 1/4 ¢ bread crumbs, stir in 1 egg white, salt & pepper to
taste and mix well. Filling should be stiff; if it's mushy, stir in more
bread crumbs and set aside. Sift 1 c flour into bowl or onto bread-
board, work in 1 egg yolk and water, just enough to bind ingredients
into a dough. Knead until smooth, roll out very thin and cut into 1%2”
squares. Place some filling on each square, fold 2 opposite points
together to form a triangle and pinch shut. Gently join the 2 ends of
the triangle into a ring and pinch them together. Cook in lightly-
salted boiling water without crowding until they float. Remove with
slotted spoon and serve in soup.

SAUERKRAUT & MUSHROOMS: Drain and rinse 1 qt sauerkraut,
place in pot, cver with water, add1 bay leaf, bring to boil, reduce heat
and cook uncovered 1 hr. In 3 T butter, brown 8-12 oz diced
Portobello mushrooms with 1 chopped onion. Stir in 3 T flour and
brown, diluting with several T liquid from sauerkraut pot. When
smooth, stir into sauerkraut. Add 1 crushed mushroom bouillon cube
and cook covered on low flame another 60 min, stirring often. Season
with salt, pepper, 1 t sugar and 1/4 t caraway seeds.

SAUERKRAUT & NOODLES: Combine the sauerkraut above with
an equal amount of hot cooked lasagna cut into 1” squares, or any flat
egg noodles; toss and serve.

MUSHROOM STUFFED CABBAGE: In 3 T butter sauté 8-12 oz
Portobello mushrooms, chopped fine, with 2 med chopped onions.
Combine with 3-1/2 ¢ slightly undercooked rice or barley, cooked
with 1 mushroom bouillon cube. Add 1 egg and mix. Salt & pepper to
taste. Fill wilted cabbage leaves and roll up; place in baking pan, add
3 c vegetable stock (in which 1 mushroom bouillon cube has been
dissolved) and bake in preheated 350° oven at least 2 hrs.

History of the PRCUA

Part 12 - Compiled by Kathryn G. Rosypal, Executive Editor

At the 52nd Convention held in Buffalo, NY, in 1978, Stella M. Nowak was
elected as the first woman Treasurer of the PRCUA and Joseph A Drobot, Sr. was
elected as the PRCUA’s 25th President. He exerted most of his attention and efforts
upon increasing the growth of the PRCUA. This was not an easy task because Lucian
Wisniewski, former General Organizer and Underwriter/Manager of the Membership
Department, retired after working for the PRCUA for 37 years. Pres. Drobot, Sr. also
took over the responsibilities of General Organizer. He personally conducted regional
meetings and supervisors’ conferences from New England to California. During his
administration, the maximum age on life certificates was increased from 65 to 70 years,
the PRCUA achieved an all-time high over 25 years by writing over $5 million in new
insurance (1981), and the Union was finally able to sell its subsidiaries: Plaza Drive-In
Bank, Nathan Hale Investment Corp., and Nathan Hale Insurance Co. Under his
leadership, annual production continued to outpace the previous year. Pres. Drobot, Sr.
was responsible for having the PRCUA offices painted, renovated and remodeled, as
well as having air conditioning installed. He also expanded the PMA facilities, remodeled
and redecorated some exhibit areas, and added air conditioning.

The highlight of his presidency came in
October 1978, when Pres. Drobot, Sr. took
part in the official Polonia delegation that
went to Rome to attend the installation of
Karol Cardinal Wojtyla as Pope John Paul Il
A year later, when the Pope visited Chicago,
Pres. Drobot, Sr. headed the PRCUA
delegation at the Field Mass that took place
at Five Holy Martyr’s Parish. In May of 1981,
the President went to Warsaw as an
President Joseph A. Drobot, Sr.,(seated, ctr) honorary pallbearer at the funeral of Stefan

with a PRCUA Committee circa 1982 Cardinal Wyszynski, Primate of Poland.
THE 1980s - In 1980, the Solidarity Trade

Union Movement began in Gdansk and spread across Poland. Polonia held its breath,
wondering how the Communist rulers of Poland would react. They did not have to wait
long. In December of 1981, martial law was imposed upon the Polish people. Solidarity
Trade Union was outlawed. Reports of drastic food, clothing and medical shortages
trickled out of Poland. In response, Pol-Ams banded together across the USA to raise
funds to aid Poles. The PAC Charitable Foundation was the national hub that
coordinated and shipped millions of dollars of food, baby food, clothing, shoes,
medicines, medical supplies and diagnostic machines to Poland. The Catholic Church in
Poland agreed to receive and distribute the life-saving goods to individuals, families and
hospitals. Although martial law was lifted in July of 1983, the relief campaign went on for
about 8 years, during which time PRCUA members - and all of Polonia - donated most
generously. A total of 427 tons of goods were shipped to Poland through the PACCF.

In January of 1986, Pres. Drobot, Sr. resigned from office due to health issues and,
sadly, passed away 4 months later. V.P. Francis A. Rutkowski served as President until
the 54th Convention was held in August 1986. Pres. Rutkowski initiated a membership
contest, encouraged the development of an interest-sensitive life product to make
PRCUA insurance plans competitive, and strongly suggested that a trained insurance
professional be hired as General Organizer. The employee health insurance program
was revamped and updated during his term, along with the manner in which the payroll
was administrated. ADP became PRCUA’s outside payroll processor, providing
substantial savings to the PRCUA. Pres. Rutkowski also renovated the exterior walls
and roof of the Home Office.

In 1986, Edward G. Dykla became the 27th PRCUA President. Delegates approved
combining the Women’s Dept., Youth Dept. and Sports Dept. into the Fraternal Dept.;
these changes took effect in 1990. In November of 1987, the greatest experience in
President Dykla’s life occurred when he visited Pope John Paul Il, had a private
audience and dined with the Pope. Soon he can say he “broke bread” with a saint.

In 1989,the Communist government in Poland
collapsed, followed by the collapse of other Communist
governments in Eastern Europe. Thanks to the Solidarity
Trade Union, it was a relatively nonviolent transition that
no one believed was possible. In Oct. 1989, PRCUA
Pres. Dykla went to Gdansk, Poland, to meet with Lech
Walesa, leader of Solidarity, as part of a PAC delegation.
In Nov., Lech Walesa was given a hero’s welcome in
Chicago, visited the PRCUA and toured the Polish
Museum. He became the first democratically-elected
President of the 3rd Republic of Poland in December
1990. During Pres. Dykla’s administration, he gained
international exposure for the PRCUA by inviting world
dignitaries and clergy to the PRCUA. At the White
House, he met with Presidents Jimmy Carter, Ronald
Reagan and George H. Bush. He also hosted a reception
President Eward G. Dykla with for Polish Prime Minister Tadeusz Mazowiecki, when he
