This distribution is
scheduled to be added to your existing insurance certificate in March of 2014.
The dividend will be paid only to participating insurance certificate owners. This
is an example of the continuing improvement of the financial position of the
Polish Roman Catholic Union of America!

Here it is, 2014, 160 years since Rev. Leopold Moczygemba founded the
first permanent Polish settlement in America in Panna Maria, TX, in 1854. That
was the beginning of the Polish American community (commonly known as
“Polonia”). Now, the U.S. Census Bureau indictates Pol-Ams are nearly
10,000,000 strong! That's 3.2% of the population of the United States who
claim to be of Polish ancestry - the 5th largest ancestral group in the country
behind Germans, Irish, English and Italians (not counting Hispanics).

The U.S. Census Bureas reports that 537,605 or 5.4% of current Polish
Americans are foreign born. At 13.9%, Polish Americans are better educated
than the general population (10.1%) and 21.4% of Pol-Ams have a bachelor’s
degree, compared with 17.3% of the general population. This is a testimony to
the importance that Polish Americans have placed upon their children’s
advancing in life through obtaining a higher education.

VATICAN CITY - In recognition of the widespread
reputations of Blessed John Paul II and Blessed John XXIII for
holiness and exceptional virtue, both Popes will be canonized
saints at a single ceremony on April 27, 2014 - Divine Mercy
Sunday.

Cardinal Angelo Amato, Prefect of the Congregation for
Saints' Causes, highlighted the "service to peace" and the
impact both Popes had "inside and outside the Christian
community" at times of great cultural, political and religious
transformation. The Cardinal said that the testimonies of their
lives were completely dedicated to proclaiming the Gospel; it
shines in the church and “reverberates in the history of the
world as examples of hope and light."

Blessed John Paul, a globetrotter who made 104 trips
outside of Italy, served as Pope from 1978 to 2005 and was

beatified by Pope Benedict XVI on Divine Mercy Sunday, May
1, 2011. Blessed John XXIII, known for convoking the Second
Vatican Council, was Pope from 1958 to 1963; Pope John Paul
IT beatified him in 2000.

Choosing Divine Mercy Sunday for the canonization was
no surprise since it is a feast day instituted worldwide by
Pope John Paul II. In a recent interview, Pope Francis
emphasized God's mercy and forgiveness, and said that Pope
John Paul's promotion of Divine Mercy Sunday showed his
intuition that a new "age of mercy" was needed.

Asked to describe the two late Popes, Pope Francis said
Blessed John XXIII was "a bit of the 'country priest,' a priest
who loved each of the faithful and knew how to care for them;
he did this as a bishop and as a Nuncio." He was holy, patient,
had a good sense of humor and, (Continued on page 7)

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ROAST PORK LOIN WITH PRUNES: Rub a 4-5 Ib pork loin
with salt, pepper, marjoram and 1 — 2 buds crushed garlic,
place in roaster, smother meat with 2 sliced onions, cover and
let stand at room temp 1 hr. Remove loin, pat dry, sprinkle
with flour and brown on all sides in hot oil or lard to seal in
juices. Return to roaster. Brown onions in the pan drippings
and return to roaster. Add 1 c water and bake in 375° oven 1
hr. Meanwhile, soak 2 ¢ unpitted prunes in water to cover 20
min, drain and add to roaster. Bake another 90 min or until
meat is tender but not overcooked.

MEATBALLS IN SOUR-CREAM SAUCE: Soak 1 stale,
broken-up roll in 1 ¢ milk until soggy. Run through meat
grinder; mix with 1-1/4 Ib ground veal, add 1 egg and work
by hand until well blended and smooth. Salt & pepper to taste
and (optional) add 1 T fresh chopped dill. Roll into walnut-
sized balls, dredge in flour and lightly brown on all sides in 3
T butter. Whisk together 1-1/2 ¢ meat stock, 3/4 ¢ sour cream
and 1 t or more flour until smooth and drench meatballs with
mixture. Cover and simmer on low 30 min. Season sauce to
taste with salt, pepper and lemon juice. Serve with mashed
potatoes, rice or noodles and a non-creamed salad. Variation:
Instead of meat stock, make sauce with 1 mushroom bouillon
cube dissolved in 2 ¢ water, 1/2 — 2/3 ¢ sour cream and 1
heaped T flour.

ROAST DUCK WITH APPLES: Wash a 4-5 Ib duck and pat
dry. Rub inside and out with salt, pepper, marjoram and
(optional) 1 bud crushed garlic. Let stand in covered roasting
pan at room temp 2 hrs. Stuff tightly with peeled, cored
quarters of tart cooking apples. Cut off protruding fat at neck
end and sew up neck and tail openings. Place duck on rack in
roasting pan and roast in preheated 450°-500° oven 10-15 min,
turning over to sear on all sides. Reduce to 350°-375°, sprinkle
with 2 T water, prick with fork to release fat and roast 90 —
120 min or until fork tender. Baste with pan drippings
frequently. To get a crisp skin, briefly turn heat up to 450°-
500° towards the end of roasting. Since the apple stuffing
shrinks considerably, prepare additional apples on the side.
Place 2 — 3 additional, peeled apple quarters in pan, drench
with several T duck pan drippings, sprinkle with marjoram
and bake in same oven the last 45 min. Mix separately cooked
apples with those with which the duck was stuffed and serve
in serving dish.

BAKED CRANBERRY-STUFFED APPLES: The roast duck
may also be served with baked apples on the side. Remove
core from 6 lg cooking apples, leaving bottom intact. Fill
opening with whole-style canned cranberry sauce. Place in
pan in water 1-1/2” deep; bake in 350° oven 30-40 min.
OTHER POULTRY STUFFINGS: Any poultry chicken can
also be stuffed with other fillings. Use 3 c bread or grain
stuffing to stuff a 4 Ib chicken, leaving room for it to expand
during roasting. Adjust proportions to the size of your bird.
RICE & MUSHROOM STUFFING: Coarsely dice 8 — 12 oz
washed, drained mushrooms and sauté in 2-3 T butter with 1
chopped onion until cooked, stirring frequently until pan
liquid evaporates. Mix with 3 ¢ cooked, slightly underdone
rice, add 1-2 T chopped parsley and/or dill and salt & pepper
to taste.

BUCKWHEAT-MUSHROOM STUFFING: Rehydrate and
cook until tender 1/2 oz dried bolete mushrooms, cooking to
reduce liquid. Set aside. In small amount of water cook until
tender the bird’s heart and gizzard (cleaned and trimmed of
veins). To what little liquid remains add the bird’s liver,
coarsely chopped, add 2 t butter, bring to boil and cook 1 min.
Coarsely grind mushrooms and giblets and combine with 3 ¢
slightly undercooked buckwheat groats. Add 1 T chopped
fresh dill and salt & pepper to taste.

especially by calling the
Second Vatican Council, was
a man of courage, Pope
Francis said. "He was a man
who let himself be guided
by the Lord."

As for Blessed John
Paul, Pope Francis said, "I
think of him as “the great
missionary of the church,”
because he was "a man who
proclaimed the Gospel
everywhere."

Pope Francis signed a
decree recognizing the
miracle needed for Blessed
John Paul's canonization
July 5; the same day, the
Vatican announced that the
Pope had agreed with
members of the
Congregation for Saints'
Causes that the canonization
of Blessed John XXIII should
go forward even without a
second miracle attributed to
his intercession.

Except in the case of
martyrdom, Vatican rules
require one miracle for a
candidate's beatification and
a second for his or her
canonization as confirm-
ations that the candidate
really is in heaven with God.
However, the pope may set
aside the rule.

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History of the PRCUA

Always concerned about supporting and preserving Polish American institutions,
Pres. Dykla established a successful matching funds drive for both the John Paul Il
Cultural Center in Washington, DC and the Orchard Lake Schools. He also avidly
supported “Respect Life” and had the slogan painted on the side of the Home Office. He
was re-elected to two more terms of office.

Pres. Dykla initiated the very successful Annual Pulaski Day Celebration at the PMA,
which continues to this day. In 1988, he appointed Russell Duszak as part-time PRCUA
Sports Director; he continued in that position until 1992. Under Pres. Dykla’s leadership,
the PRCUA was brought into the computer age, starting with the appointment of Kathryn
G. Rosypal as PRCUA’s first woman Executive Editor of Narod Polski. She transformed
the newspaper with desktop publishing, so it could be designed and typeset right at the
PRCUA. Andrew Azarjew, who had been Executive Editor, was appointed as Managing
Editor in charge of the Polish section. The printing of the newspaper was moved from
Michigan to Lansing, IL.

The modernization project continued with the computerization of all departments
within the PRCUA, under the direction of Computer Dept. Managers Jim Lochen,
Marlene Mikos and later, Kevin Ryba. Pres. Dykla also had the Board Room refurbished
so that board meetings could once again be held there. He purchased land around the
Home Office, expanded the parking facilities and had an elevator installed in the Home
Office to service the PRCUA and visitors to the Polish Museum. He refurbished parts of
the PMA and, on January 1, 1989, the Polish Museum of America became autonomous
from the PRCUA, as a non-profit organization.

THE 1990s - During the Dykla administration, PRCUA assets increased in 1990 by
$8 million and the Union reached the highest amount of insurance written in one year -
$26 million! The year 1990 marked the Centennial of Ellis Island. Polonia, including
PRCUA, donated a total of $600,000 to the Ellis Island Museum in NYC, where so many
Poles were processed through immigration. The PRCUA was well represented at the
Grand Opening. In 1991, Editor Andrew Azarjew retired and Lidia Kowalewicz became
the first woman Managing Editor of Narod Polski. The PRCUA offices were updated with
new desks, carpeting and partitions.

In 1993, the 120th anniversary of PRCUA was celebrated with a special Mass and
Banquet. The following year, Pres. Dykla participated in a PAC delegation that met with
U.S. Pres. Bill Clinton and V.P. Al Gore in Washington, DC to urge them to support
NATO membership for Poland. In 1997, Pres. Dykla negotiated a merger with the Union
of Polish Women in America from Philadelphia, PA. The PRCUA opened a Philadelphia
Office with Sharon Quinn as manager. In 1997, the Women’s Dept. celebrated the
“Centennial of Women'’s Rights” with a Mass, Banquet and presentation on the History of
the PRCUA Women’s Department.

Appropriately so, the 57th Convention was held in Philadelphia, PA in 1998 where
PRCUA members met members from the newly-merged UPWA. The PRCUA also
celebrated its 125th anniversary in conjunction with the Convention.

In 1998, Wallace M. Ozog was
elected as PRCUA’s 28th President
and, for the first time, a man was
elected as Resident VP - Jerry
Kucharski. The following year, Atty.
Joan Smuda became the first woman
to hold the position of PRCUA
General Counsel.

21ST CENTURY - Pres. Ozog
brought the PRCUA into the 21st
century by seeing it through the Y2K
computer issue in 2000, and initiating
a greater Internet presence. He
advocated professionalism among
| PRCUA agents and training in the
Fraternal Insurance Counselor
programs.
He introduced annuities to the
PRCUA, as a financial vehicle for
members’ retirement savings, and to help secure PRCUA's financial future. He also hired
insurance professionals in numerous states to sell PRCUA products. He reorganized the
Membership Dept. and published quarterly financial statements in Narod Polski to show
members the economic progress of the PRCUA. To save money, he also consolidated
office jobs by attrition; whenever employees retired or left, they were not replaced.

Pres. Ozog was re-elected to two more terms of office in 2002 and 2006. The Eagle
and the Cross PRCUA history book by John Radzilowski was published on the PRCUA’s
130th Anniversary in 2003. In 2005, Pres. Ozog negotiated the mergers of the Federation
Life Insurance of America in Greenfield, WI and the Alliance of Poles in America in
Cleveland, Ohio, with the PRCUA, thereby increasing membership. During his 12 years
in office, Pres. Ozog faced the financial disruptions of the economy in 2008.
Nevertheless, the PRCUA was still able to more than double its assets from $93,421,649
in 1998, to $187,483,364 in 2010.

One of Pres. Ozog’'s
greatest accomplishments was
the establishment of the PRCUA
Education Fund Inc. - which
brought in contributions from
both PRCUA members, as well
as non-members - to fund
scholarships for PRCUA
members and other deserving
Polish Americans. The Fund
continues to support young
people in their quest for a higher
education.

Pres. Ozog
devoted much time and effort to autographed jersey;, PRCUA member Tom donated $2,500
revitalizing the Polish Museum of to establish a scholarshp via the PRCUA Education Fund
America - one of Polonia’s
greatest treasures. He reintroduced the PMA membership committee to raise funds for
the Museum and established new categories of membership, including the Life
Member.

Realizing the importance of this institution, his wife, Joann, volunteered, full-time, at
the PMA for 12 years during her husband’s three terms in office. She exponentially
increased its volunteer base, re-instituted the publication of its newsletter, initiated
annual contests and created children’s workbooks on the PMA, Gen Pulaski, I. J.
Paderewski, and Polish Settlers. She organized Polish folk art workshops, a Christmas
Wigilia program, pierogi workshops, as well as Polish cultural programs. Money was
raised from PRCUA members and friends from across the country for items that brought
the PMA up to 21st century standards. All these efforts - plus recurring membership
drives - resulted in deposits of over $1 million into the PMA membership account. Mr.
Ozog also oversaw the renovation of the PMA, including the installation of new wood
flooring in the Great Hall and the redesign of various work areas.

In July of 2009, Narod Polski changed from a semi-monthly publication to
monthly, and it became available to members on-line. The PRCUA also added its
presence to the social media of Facebook, Twitter and My Space.

TODAY - The 60th Convention
was held in Rosemont, IL in 2010. The |
Constitution and By-Laws were revised |
and divided into two separate |
documents. The Constitution can only
be changed by the Convention
delegates, whereas the By-Laws can be
changed by the PRCUA Board of
Directors. Joseph A. Drobot, Jr. was
elected as 29th PRCUA President; his
father had been PRCUA President from
1978-86. This is evidence of the loyalty
and dedication that the Drobot Family
shared for the PRCUA.

In 2012, Pres. Joseph Drobot,
Jr. had the distinction of being awarded
the Knights Cross of the Order of Merit
from the Third Republic of Poland. In
2013, the general offices were remodeled
and computer systems were updated..

Faced with a downturn in the economy, Pres. Drobot has successfully made
the PRCUA financially stronger than it was when he first took office. He has also
emphasized providing excellent service to members as a priority, which is being
achieved. His goal is for the PRCUA to be a financially strong, competitive fraternal
benefit organization that will continue to fulfill its mission for another 140 years.
Everything that he has accomplished, so far, has been in this direction: stronger
financials, professional sales personnel, competitive products, and stream-lining
operations. While great strides have been made in accomplishing these goals, they will
only progress further with the help and dedication of our Directors, Officers, staff and
members. All are needed to participate in making the Polish Roman Catholic Union of
America, the greatest organization that it
can be.

Education Fund Committee members Joann Ozog, Joe
also Boruta and Pres.

His Eminence Francis Cardinal George
Celebrated 50 Years in the Priesthood

CHICAGQO, IL - Beloved Francis Cardinal George, O.M.L, celebrated half-a-century
in the priesthood several times in December 2013 - with Polonia on Dec. 8th and at Holy
Name Cathedral on Dec. 18th. This will also, most likely, be his final year as Archbishop
of Chicago. At 75 years old, he is awaiting the acceptance of the required resignation
that he submitted to the Holy See and the naming of a replacement by Pope Francis.

On Sunday, Dec. 8th, Cardinal George presided at a Mass with the Polish American
community of the Chicago Archdiocese, held at 3 p.m. at St. Ferdinand Church, where
Fr. Jason Torba in Pastor. Most Rev. Andrew Wypych, Auxiliary Bishop of the
Archdiocese of Chicago, was the main celebrant of the Mass and the Homilist.

In attendance, besides hundreds of faithful, were Polish and Pol-Am priests,
religious brothers and sisters, Consul General of the Rep. of Poland Paulina
Kapuscinska and Vice Consul Robert Rusiecki, as well as a huge delegation representing
Polonia’s many organizations. President and Mrs. Joseph Drobot, Jr., Vice President
Anna Sokolowski and her husband, Mark, and the POLONIA Polish Folk Dance and
Song Ensemble represented the PRCUA.

During the homily, Bishop Wypych praised Cardinal George for all the good he has
done in the Archdiocese of Chicago and far beyond. He warmly thanked the Cardinal
for being the kind of church leader that the faithful can look up to and follow the good
example he has set.

After Mass, Cardinal George addressed the congregation, saying it has been his
pleasure to serve them for so many years in service to God. After Mass, a reception was
held in the adjacent school hall, where guests had the opportunity to meet with Cardinal
George. In the Hall, PRCUA’s POLONIA Ensemble led everyone in singing “Sto Lat”
and performed a repertoire of exhilarating Polish dances and songs for the Cardinal,
dressed in their colorful Polish folk attire. Afterwards, PRCUA officers and Polonia
representatives met with the Cardinal and extended best wishes to him on behalf of the
PRCUA.

Cardinal George is the first native Chicagoan to serve as Archbishop of Chicago. St.
Pascal Church, his home parish, is where he was ordained a priest by Most Rev.
Raymond Hillinger on December 21, 1963.

Cardinal George earned an M.A. in philosophy at the Catholic Univ. of America in
Washington, D.C. in 1965; a Ph.D. in American philosophy at Tulane Univ., New
Orleans, LA, in 1970; and a M.A. in theology from the Univ. of Ottawa in Canada. He
taught philosophy at the Oblate Seminary in Pass Christian, MS (1964-69), Tulane Univ.,
New Orleans, LA (1968) and Creighton Univ., Omaha, NE (1969-1973).

He was Provincial Superior of the Midwestern Province for the Oblates in St. Paul,
MN (1973-74), then Vicar General of the Oblates and served in Rome from 1974-1986.

He returned to the U.S. and became coordinator of the Circle of Fellows for the
Cambridge Center for the Study of Faith and Culture in Cambridge, MA (1987-90).
During that time, he obtained a Doctorate of Sacred Theology in ecclesiology from the
Pontifical Urban University, Rome, Italy (1988).

Pope John Paul II appointed him Bishop of Yakima (1990-96); then Archbishop of
Portland, OR, (1996-97). On April 8, 1997, he was named the 8th Archbishop of Chicago.
His installation by the Most Rev. Agostino Cacciavillan, Apostolic Pro-Nuncio, took
place at Holy Name Cathedral on May 7, 1997. On January 18, 1998, Pope John Paul II
announced Archbishop George’s elevation to the Sacred College of Cardinals. At the
Consistory of February 21, 1998, Cardinal George was assigned San Bartolomeo all'Isola
in Rome, as his titular church. He was a member of numerous Holy See Congregations
over the years. In 2010, Pope Benedict XVI appointed Cardinal George to the Pontifical
Council for the Study of the Organizational and Economic Problems of the Holy See.

Cardinal George was President of the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB)
from 2007-2010, and Vice-President from 2004-2007. He has also served on numerous
USCCB Committees.

He wrote two books, The Difference God Makes: A Catholic Vision of Faith, Communion,
and Culture, published in 2009, and God in Action: How Faith in God Can Address the
Challenges of the World, published in 2011. HThe Cardinal speaks five languages.

The PRCUA extends best wishes to His Eminence Francis Cardinal George on the
50th anniversary of his ordination into the priesthood and for faithfully and expertly
leading the Church in Chicago for so many years. May God bless Cardinal George.
