SAUERKRAUT SOUP: Prepare stock by cooking 1/2 - 3/4 Ibs
meaty pork bones in 8 c water 1 hr; skim off scum. Add 1t
salt, 2 carrots, 1 stalk celery, 1 onion, 1 bay leaf and 5
peppercorns and cook until meat comes away from bone.
Drain 1 qt sauerkraut (reserving juice), rinse in cold water,
drain, pressing out moisture, chop and add to strained stock.
Cook on med heat uncovered 30 min. Dice meat from bones,
and add to pot; reduce heat and cook covered until sauerkraut
is very tender. In skillet fry 4 slices diced thick-sliced bacon
with 1 chopped onion; stir in 3 T flour and simmer until
browned, stirring constantly. Dilute with several T soup and
stir into a smooth paste. Add to pot, stir and simmer several
more min. If soup is not as tart as you like, add some reserved
sauerkraut liquid. Salt & pepper to taste. If desired, 1 t sugar
and 1/2 t bruised caraway seeds may be added.

DILL-PICKLE SOUP: Peel 1/2 1b brined dill pickles, grate
coarsely and simmer in 1 T butter for 5 min or so, until tender.
Add to 6 c meat or vegetable stock, 1 ¢ dill-pickle brine and
bring to boil. Cream soup with 1/2 ¢ sour cream fork-blended
with 1 heaping T flour. Simmer briefly, salt & pepper to taste
and garnish with a little chopped fresh dill. Variation: 2 ¢
peeled, diced potatoes may be cooked in soup until tender.
Note: Bottled dill-pickle purée is available at Polish delis
SPLIT-PEA SOUP: In pot combine 8 c water, 2 c split peas, 1
portion soup greens, 1 extra onion, diced, 3/4 Ibs diced smoked
kielbasa or ham, 1 bay leaf, and 8 peppercorns. Cook covered
on low heat 2 hrs, stirring occasionally, until peas disintegrate.
Add 1 c peeled, diced potatoes and cook until tender. Fry 4
slices diced bacon with 1 chopped onion. Make a roux by
browning 2 T flour in the drippings. Stir into soup. Add 2 buds
crushed garlic, 1 T marjoram and salt & pepper to taste.
Simmer a few more min., then switch off heat and let stand
covered for flavors to blend at least 15 min. before serving.
VEGETABLE-BARLEY SOUP: Soak 4 dried mushrooms in 1 ¢
warm water several hrs. Wash 1/2 b or so meaty beef bones
and place in pot containing 7 ¢ water. Add the mushrooms and
liquid and cook 60-80 min, skimming off scum. Add 1 portion
soup greens, 5 peppercorns, 2 grains allspice, 1 bay leaf and
cook until vegetables are tender. Strain soup. In separate
saucepan cook 1/2 c pearl barley in 1 ¢ of strained stock. Dice
the vegetables, mushrooms and any meat attached to bones
and return to soup together with the cooked barley and 2
peeled, diced potatoes. Cook until potatoes are tender. Salt to
taste and garnish with 1 t chopped parsley.

VITAMIN B-1

As pastor of Our Lady of Czestochowa Parish, in
Coventry, RI, I would visit the parish school at least four
times a year, usually to pass out report cards. One year I
asked the second graders what they wanted to be when
they grew up. Four wanted to be priests, six wanted to be
nuns, one wanted to be a nurse, one a football player,
another a doctor, a policeman. I asked Chester, who sat
there quietly, what he wanted to be when he grew up.
Without hesitation he answered " a Vitamin." Surprised, I
asked, a vitamin? Why? How come? He answered,
because every time he went to the store with his mother,
he would read big signs: " VITAMIN BE ONE!"

Years ago, singer Doris Day had a big hit that went:
"When I was just a little girl I asked my mother, What will I be? Will I be pretty,
will I be rich? Here's what she said to me: Que Sera, Sera. Whatever will be, will
be. The future's not ours to see. Que Sera, Sera. What will be will be."

Fourteen years ago, in 1997, Pope John Paul II instituted a day of prayer for
women and men in consecrated life. This celebration is attached to the Feast of
the Presentation of the Lord on February 2, also known as Candlemas Day. On
this day, candles are blessed symbolizing Christ, who is the light of the world.
So, too, those in consecrated life are called to reflect the light of Jesus Christ to
all people. The celebration of World Day for Consecrated Life highlights the gift
of consecrated persons for the whole church.

The celebration of World Day for Consecrated Life invites the whole church
to reflect on the role of Consecrated Life within the Christian community. Those
who choose to live a consecrated life give public, intentional witness to the
universal call to a life of holiness.

Some Christian women and men respond to God's call to become followers
of Jesus, through profession of vows, and a life dedicated to prayer and service.
They focus on relationship with God and others. They live out the consecrated
life in different ways. Religious sisters, nuns, brothers, religious priests and
monks consecrate their lives through their profession of the evangelical vows,
and live as part of a community.

Single lay people may choose to be consecrated virgins and make private
vows to the local bishop, as they live out their vocation in various walks of life.
Secular institutes are another form of living the consecrated life as single
people.

By their profession of the vows of poverty, chastity and obedience, those in
consecrated life commit themselves to share in the life of Jesus. The challenges
and difficulties of religious life unite them to God with the cross of Jesus. When
the consecrated life is lived lovingly, the power of the devil is destroyed. Jesus
is the model of mutual care, joyful prayer, and generous, selfless service.
Detachment from the things of the world and attachment to the values of our
"merciful and faithful high priest" mark the personality of the vocation to the
consecrated life.

St. Luke reminds us of the importance of family life and the practice of our
faith traditions. Just as Joseph and Mary followed Hebrew law to complete the
days of purification, so, too, should today’s parents realize the importance of
practicing our Catholic faith. Attendance at
Sunday Mass, prayer in the home, service to
those in need, Christian example - all are
strong building blocks for vocations to the
consecrated life.

It is difficult in today's culture to combat
the negative forces at work in our lives.
Today's media bombards us with a false
notion of success. Jesus did not preach
success. He challenged his disciples to
promote the reign of God where holiness
and fidelity, not wealth, success or status,
would be the grounding values. Pope
Francis continually reminds us of the
primacy of the poor and their human dignity
that comes from their creation by and
relationship with God. The consecrated life
today trumpets the beauty and fidelity of a
life, not its success.

In our time, fewer people choose the
consecrated life. Who will invite the present
generation to become our sisters, priests,
brothers, consecrated virgins?

She provided spiritual care, ecumenical services, and grief
counseling as well as hospice care and crisis ministry. After retiring,
Sr. Pat visited the homebound, hospitals and nursing homes. She also
engaged in a compassionate telephone and letter ministry.

Sr. Pat volunteered for PRCUA Fr. Al’s Soc. #1493 at Polish
Festivals and assisted at St. Florian’s Festival in Hamtramck. She was
a charter member of PRCUA Soc. #1593 and volunteered at PRCUA
tournaments, fund raisers and garage sales for the Polish Museum.
“Well done, our dear little Sister Pat. You know that
our Redeemer lives and welcomes you into
Paradise!” Her remarkable life was celebrated by
Rev. Ray Bucon, Pastor, at a Memorial Mass at St.
Sabina Church in Dearborn Hts., MI with interment
at Mt. Olivet in Detroit, MI.
