FINANCIAL REVIEW

The year 2013 was financially successful for the PRCUA; it is the third
consecutive year that we recorded profits in our operations. Our revenues have
improved from $8.2 million in 2012 to over $14 million in 2013, and our bottom line
Net Profit was recorded at $1,091,000, up from $991,000 in 2012, and we increased the
dividends to our insurance certificate holders by 30%.

Significant increases in required annuity reserves resulted in lower income
numbers from what we had expected. However, an even more important financial
number that encourages our improving financial position is the growth in our
Surplus Capital account. From a low of $3.6 million in 2010, we have steadily
improved our position in three years by $3 million, resulting in Surplus Capital of
$6,613,928 at the end of year 2013.

You can be assured that the PRCUA is a stable financial fraternal. (See the detailed
Financial Report on page 8.)

Section Three, Article 03E, Delegates to the Convention, Paragraph 6
“A Society delinquent to the UNION more than two (2) months in its assessments loses its
rights to representation at the Convention."

The accounts of a majority of Societies are current, therefore this notice does not apply to
them. However, any Society which is delinquent is encouraged to bring their accounts up-to-
date immediately, so that your Society will meet the qualifications of the Constitution for
representation at the Convention, which is the most important gathering of our fraternal
organization.

NOTICE TO CANDIDATES SEEKING PRCUA NATIONAL OFFICES

The Candidates Qualifications Committee has announced that all candidates seeking to run
for election to a national office in the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America must contact the
Secretary-Treasurer for an application. All applications must be submitted to the Office of the
Secretary-Treasurer and postmarked by May 30, 2014.

Candidates must meet the following requirements as set forth by the PRCUA Constitution.
Although the Constitution uses masculine terminology, the information applies to male and
female equally. Article 03K Nomination of Officers and Directors
1. Only a Delegate meeting the following requirements shall be nominated for the position of
Officer or Director for the UNION and may be a candidate for that office in the UNION:

a. the Delegates must personally be present and registered at the Convention within the

timeframe of the first session on the second day of the Convention;
must have been a member of the UNION for at least five (5) years;

c. isacitizen of the United States of America;

d. has indicated his desire to aspire for the specified office or his name has heretofore been
presented by a Society or a Circuit with the consent of the candidate. Such an
announcement must be forwarded to the Candidates Qualifications Committee and
postmarked by May 30 of the Convention year. Once approved by the Candidates
Qualifications Committee, all qualified candidates must be published in an issue of the
official publication of the UNION thirty (30) days prior to the Convention. A candidate
for the office of Director must be a resident of the District and he must be a member of a
Society, which is located in the District.

2. No two members of a nuclear family shall be permitted, during the whole or any part of the
same term, to be members of the Board of Directors. Nuclear family shall mean familial
relationships only including husband and wife, parent and child and brother and sister. If and
in the event that two or more members of a nuclear family shall, at a Convention, run for and
receive enough votes to be entitled to be a member of the Board of Directors, then only that
member of the nuclear family who has received the most votes from the Delegates at the
Convention shall be entitled to take the oath and serve the Term of Office provided for the
position for which that member sought election.

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Karol Wojtyla — Poland's Greatest Son to Receive Church’s Greatest Honor

WARSAW - A survey conducted in
Poland, shortly after the death of Pope
John Paul 1I, showed that a majority of
Poles regarded Karol Wojtyta as the
greatest Pole who ever lived. He was
ranked ahead of Copernicus, Madam
Curie, Kosciuszko, Polish Kings Casimir
the Great, Jagiello and Sobieski,
internationally acclaimed composer
Fryderyk Chopin, national bards
Mickiewicz, Stowacki and Norwid. But
unlike the other Poles mentioned, many
considered him to be a saint during his
lifetime. Banners and chants of “Santo
subito” were prevalent at his funeral in St.
Peter's Square in 2005, with mainly young
Italians calling for his immediate
canonization.

Thanks to his successor, Pope
Benedict XVI, those demands have been
met. Pope John Paul II was beatified in
May 2011 and will be canonized on April
27th, 2014. Supreme Pontiff Francis added his signature to the saint-making
procedure. By Roman Catholic standards, this is indeed “fast-track” sainthood.

It is no wonder that Pope Francis decided to canonize John Paul II on
April 27th with Pope John XXIII, who less than three months after his election
announced that he would hold the first diocesan synod for Rome (1960),
convoke an ecumenical council for the universal Church (Vatican Council II in
1962), and revise the Code of Canon Law (the Pontifical Commission for the
Revision of the Code was appointed in 1963.) April 27th is “Mercy Sunday”
and both future saints were known for their emphasis on peace and mercy, as
well as their people-friendly approach, never losing their common touch,
despite all the Vatican pomp and pageantry.

However, the Polish-born Pontiff created a powerful new presence at the
Vatican. The 58-year-old pope added a dynamic dimension to the papacy,
radiating infectious Christian joy. The loss of all his loved ones by age 21, war-
time poverty, Nazi bombardment, as well as life in an officially atheistic state
were among the personal challenges which enabled him to closely identify
with the world's poor, oppressed, downtrodden and war-weary.

The Pope from Poland was a brilliant intellectual, a profound philosopher
whose university lectures attracted throngs of students who latched onto his
every word. His struggle for religious freedom against his country's godless
communist regime had helped hone both his debating skills and strategic
thinking. His acting experience taught him self-discipline and how to interact
with the audience. His fluency in many different languages also facilitated his
mission of spreading the Word of God.

Pope John Paul II scored a number of memorable milestones: 1) the first
non-Italian pope in 455 years, since 1523; 2) not counting the first pope, St
Peter, believed to have reigned up to 37 years, John Paul II (1978-2005) was
the second longest serving pontiff who led the world's Catholics for 26 years, 5
months and 18 days. The longest serving was Pius XI (1846-1878) who reigned
for 31 years; 3) he was ranked among the most influential leaders of the 20th
century; 4) he journeyed more than any pope and was one of the most
traveled world leaders, visiting 129 countries, logging 725,000 miles; 5) he was
seen in person by millions — probably more than any other figure in history; 6)
he spoke more languages than any of his predecessors: Polish, Latin, English,
Italian, French, German, Spanish Portuguese, Russian, Ukrainian and Slovak;
Wojtyta was the first pope ever to have been a Nazi slave laborer as well as an
actor, playwright, poet, underground seminarian and one of the few who
loved soccer, swimming, skiing, camping and kayaking.

The saint-making efforts of John Paul II distinguished his papacy. He
beatified 1,340 men and women and canonized 483 saints — more than all the
popes of the last 500 years combined.. Among them were his compatriots
Jadwiga (Hedwig) Queen of Poland, Sister Mary Faustyna, Albert
Chmielowski, Rafal Kalinowski and Father Maksymilian Kolbe. Some critics
voiced misgivings over such “wholesale sanctity,” but the Holy Father
patiently explained that our materialistic times need such positive role models
more than ever.

Pope John Paul II was also a major force for ecumenism — the movement to
draw estranged Christians closer together. He did a great deal to heal the
wounds of yesterday's mutual recrimination and bridge age-old religious rifts.
He took major strides to make peace with the Eastern Orthodox Church as

well as Protestant denominations and
even “erased” the excommunication once
imposed on Bishop Franciszek Hodur,
the organizer of Polonia's Polish National
Catholic Church. John Paul also publicly
apologized and asked God's forgiveness
for the harm that Christians had done
over the ages to Jews and Muslims. He
was the first pope since St Peter to visit a
synagogue and the first ever to set foot in
a mosque. But in an unprecedented
move, in 1986 John Paul II held the first
World Day of Prayer for Peace in Assisi,
Italy. Some 160 Christian and non-
Christian religious leaders from around
the globe gathered for the first time in
history to pray — each in his own way —
for the gift of peace. Included among
them were Buddhists, Hindus, Taoists,
Shintoists and representatives of Animist
religions.

John Paul II was among the few who
consistently championed life as a gift of God from conception to natural death.
He simultaneously opposed the killing of the unborn, the death and suffering
caused by war, capital punishment and euthanasia. The taking of human life
for whatever reason reflected what he called “the culture of death” which was
contrary to God's plan. Manipulating life and death in the pursuit of selfish
goals violates the sanctity and dignity of the human person. He therefore
defended Catholic tradition regarding family life and sexual morality,
emphasizing “the whole human person” — a physical, spiritual, cultural, social
and psychological entity.

The admiration and respect Pope John Paul II commanded was
exemplified by what was probably the biggest funeral in recorded history. It
was attended by crowned heads, presidents, prime ministers and other
international dignitaries, nearly 3,000 Catholic churchmen, representatives of
all the world's religions and some three million faithful. Over a billion people
around the world followed the requiem Mass on television.

During his first papal homecoming in 1979, John Paul uttered prophetic
words to the huge throngs packing a central Warsaw square: “May Your Spirit
descend and renew the face of the earth (...) this earth.” More people all over
the country turned out to welcome their “Papiez Polak” than had ever greeted
any Soviet or Polish communist ruler. Poles were able to stand up, be counted
and realize that Catholic Poland, not the oppressive, Soviet-installed regime,
was their true homeland. That realization in turn gave them the courage and
self-confidence to stand up for their rights.

The pope's unswerving moral support for Poland's freedom and
independence enabled Solidarity to survive General Jaruzelski's martial-law
crackdown and emerge triumphant in 1989. Their success in overthrowing
communism led to the collapse of communist rule across Europe, also ending
the arms race and the cold war.

The great following John Paul II had among young people, who flocked
by the thousands to World Youth Days and wanted him declared a saint at
once, prompted some to speak of a “JP2 Generation.” The Polish Pope's
charisma and influence led to an upsurge of priestly vocations in his
homeland, and many in other countries also heard God's call. Pilgrims who
received the sacraments from Pope John Paul have been positively marked for
life. The same holds true for most of the thousands who met him at general
Vatican audiences and elsewhere. Photos with John Paul II are proud family
keepsakes in homes across Poland, Polonia and around the globe.

Pope John Paul II was criticized allegedly as being out of touch with the
modern world and its “anything goes” lifestyles. The Holy Father did not
deny the existence of the sexual revolution and the counterculture of the 20th
century's final decades. But unlike those who promote it for financial gain and
brainwash a part of public into believing moral decay is “progressive,” he saw
the bitter fruits it had produced and where it was all leading.

John Paul II was not “out of sync” with modern times, as some detractors
contend. He simply remained true to the high standards that he himself had
always epitomized, and the Church promotes. He saw that replacing such
basic values as altruism, patience, restraint and modesty with self-indulgence
and other forms of egoism was a blueprint for disaster. By remaining true to
these values, he set an example for us to follow in his footsteps - the footsteps
of a much-beloved, modern-day saint. - Robert Strybel, Warsaw Correspondent

PRCUA Privacy Statement

Protecting your privacy is important to the Polish Roman Catholic Union of
America. We want our customers to understand what information we
collect and how we use it.

Information We Collect About You

You have provided the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America certain
nonpublic personal information, such as your name, age, residence, marital
status and social security number. If you have applied for life insurance or
an annuity, you also provided us with employment and medical
information and authorized us to obtain further information concerning
your health history, mode of living, avocations and other personal
characteristics. Based on this authorization, only the minimum amount of
information necessary to underwrite your application has been collected. If
you have applied for a mortgage or a student loan, you also have provided
us with information about your employment, income and assets.

Information We Collect Through Our Website www.prcua.org

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WHITE EASTER BARZSCZ: In pot combine 3 ¢ water in
which fresh or smoked kietbasa has been cooked with 3 c cold
water. Add 1 c ryemeal sour (zur),” bring to boil and simmer 5
min. Remove from heat. In small bowl, fork-blend 1 heaping T
flour with % c sour cream (or plain yogurt) until smooth. Add
1 c hot stock 1 spoonful at a time to sour-cream mixture, fork-
blending or whisking constantly, then stir mixture into pot.
Return to heat and simmer 2-3 min just below boiling point.
Add 1 bud crushed garlic and %2 t marjoram. Serve over hard-
boiled eggs and sliced cooked kielbasa.

COLD SAUERKRAUT SALAD: Drain, lightly rinse and press
out moisture from 1 qt sauerkraut. Chop coarsely. Add 1 large
grated carrot, 1-2 chopped onions and 1 peeled, diced cooking
apple. Toss, season with some pepper, sugar and (optional)
caraway seeds and drizzle with salad oil. For best results,
refrigerate several hours or overnight before serving.
NOODLES & COTTAGE CHEESE: In lightly salted water
cook 1 Ib. egg noodles (thicker kluski noodles work well) until
tender. Drain. Fry 1 chopped onion in oil. Into noodles mix
onions, 2 T butter, and 16 oz well-drained cottage cheese or
farmer’s cheese. Sallt & pepper to taste and serve hot. .
EASTER EGG-BREAD: This leaner and less sweet version of
babka makes this bread suitable for eating together with Easter
ham. Dissolve 1 oz fresh yeast (or 1 pkt. dry yeast) in %2 c
lukewarm milk, mix in a heaping T flour and set aside to rise.
When it rises add 4 whole eggs, V2 c sugar, a pinch of salt and
Y2 ¢ milk, mixing well. Gradually add about 1-3/4 c flour and
work ingredients into a smooth dough. It should not stick to
your hands. If too wet, work in a bit more flour. Melt 1 stick
minus 1 pat of unsalted butter and gradually add to dough,
working it until butter is absorbed. Cover and set dough in
warm place to double in size. Transfer dough to greased,
breadcrumb-sprinkled babka, brioche or Bundt pan and again
allow to rise until doubled. Brush exposed top with beaten egg
yolk and bake in pre-heated 330°oven 30-40 mins.

EASTER BABKA: Mash 1 cake
yeast (or 1 dry yeast pkt. or 2-1/4 t
dry yeast) with 1 T sugar, stirin 1 c
lukewarm milk and 1 ¢ flour. Mix,
cover with cloth and let stand in
warm place to rise (about 15 min). i
Beat 5 egg yolks with 1/4 t salt on M}-.: R
low speed, add 3/4 c confectioner’s sugar and 2 T vanilla sugar
(or 1t vanilla extract) and beat on high speed until thick and
fluffy. Sift 3 c flour into bowl, add yeast and egg mixtures, mix
to blend and work by hand until smooth and glossy.
Gradually add 1/2 ¢ melted butter and keep kneading until air
blisters appear and dough no longer sticks to hands. Add 1-1/2
c rinsed, dried raisins, floured raisins and knead to distribute
them evenly. Cover with cloth and let rise in warm place until
doubled in bulk (about 1 hr). Fill generously buttered and
flour-dusted babka pan only 1/2 full, cover with cloth and let
rise again. When doubled, bake in 375° oven about 45 min.
When cool, remove from pan and glaze with icing.

EGGS IN SPRING SAUCE: Fork-blend 1/2 c. mayonnaise
with 1/4 c. sour cream. Season with 1/4 t. sugar. Add 2
chopped gherkins, (or 1 dill pickle), 2-3 coarsely grated
radishes, 4 T finely chopped chives, 1 t chopped parsley and 1
heaping t drained capers, 1 t caper liquid and 1 t lemon juice.
Salt & pepper to taste. Place 12 shelled, hard-boiled egg halves
cut-side-down on lettuce-lined platter and drench with sauce.
