(Continued from page 1) Auxiliary Bishop of the Archdiocese

of Chicago, offered the Invocation, followed by the Polish
and American National Anthems being led by soloist
Aleksandra Podowski, accompanied by pianist Wladyslaw
Stechly.

Chairman Drobot introduced U.S. Congressman Mike
Quigley (IL-5th), who was the first to speak. He reiterated
how tirelessly he has advocated Poland’s inclusion in the
Visa Waiver Program. He said, “The Visa Waiver Program
should allow Polish citizens and their families to travel to
the U.S. visa-free for a stay of 90 days or less” and pledged
his continued support.

Brigadier Gen. Jaroslaw
Strozyk, Defense, Military, Naval,

and Air Attache for the Republic of Poland then gave
remarks. He said the today’s military generals and
soldiers invariably pursue the same values that guided
General Casimir Pulaski so long ago: to defend their
homeland. Although they all hope it will not be
necessary, they are ready, as was Gen. Pulaski, to
defend freedom.

Hon. Robert Rusiecki, Vice Consul, Consulate of the
Republic of Poland in Chicago, addressed the audience.
He noted that some Polish Americans have joined
Chicago's Ukrainian community in urging the U.S. government to step up its
opposition to the recent actions in the Ukraine by Russian President Vladimir

Putin. ''Poland will
not tolerate
Russian actions in
Ukraine,' '  said
Deputy Consul
Robert Rusiecki,
calling for an end
to the violence in
Ukraine.

(IL - 9th), gave her
remarks, followed
by Mayor of the
City of Chicago

Rahm Emanuel. During his remarks, the Mayor spoke about how intertwined
the roots of Polish Americans and the history of Chicago are, and the
importance of the Polish community in Chicago.

U.S. Senator Richard Durbin, a true friend of Polonia,  then spoke. He led
the bipartisan movement to gain posthumous Honorary U.S. citizenship for
Gen. Casimir Pulaski. Senator Durbin also donated a saber - used by General
Pulaski - to the Polish Museum. The saber is on display in the PMA’s Great
Hall. Senator Durbin met with Chicago’s Ukrainian community over the
weekend, and said that he can't promise a U.S. military intervention, but
supports diplomacy and an economic response to the crisis. ''At this point, I
don't see any sentiment in this country for sending our forces anywhere in the
world, so I'm not calling for that. I want to make that crystal clear, but there is
a lot more that we can do short of that,'' Sen. Durbin said. 

PMA Pres. Maria Ciesla then called upon the Scholarship Committee - Dr.
Geraldine Balut-Coleman, Richard Kujawa and Jon Osada - to present two
$1,000 PMA Pulaski Day Scholarships to deserving college students. The 2014
winners are: Joanna Jaros and Beata Staszewski.

Hon. Sheila Simon, Lieutenant Governor of the State of Illinois, gave her
brief remarks, saying that the Revolutionary War should remind people about

the importance of freedom. She also called for a peaceful
resolution to the conflict in Ukraine.

Hon. Judy Baar Topinka, Comptroller, State of
Illinois, spoke about General Pulaski and how important
it is for the Polish American community to continue to
acknowledge his contribution to American freedom.

Next, Hon. Aurelia Pucinski, Justice, Illinois Appellate
Court, addressed the assembly. In the 28 years that these
annual celebrations have been held, Judge Pucinski has
consistently been present year-after-year, taking great
pride in her Polish heritage.

PMA President
Ciesla then recognized Jerry Furby,
Executive Vice President and Business
Banking Market Manager for PNC Bank
for underwriting the 2014 Pulaski Day
Program with a check to the PMA for
$5,000.

Polish American Congress President
Frank J. Spula, who is also President of the
Polish National Alliance, spoke on the
need in Ukraine for a modern day
Pulaski and stated that  Poland and the
U.S. are in solidarity with Ukraine.

Remarks continued by Hon.
Anita Alvarez, State’s Attorney, Cook
County; followed by Hon. Maria
Pappas, Treasurer, Cook County; and
Hon. Dorothy Brown, Clerk of the
Circuit Court of Cook County.
Alderman Ariel Reboyras, 30th Ward,
City of Chicago, also addressed the
audience.

The benediction was given by
Most Rev. Andrew Wypych,
followed by the singing of “God

Bless America.” A wreath-laying
ceremony at the painting of “Pulski at
Savannah” by S. Batowski, then took
place, with the primary dignitaries
participating. Guests were then
invited to a reception in the PRCUA
Board Room on the second floor with
food provided by Kasia’s Deli.

This year, the PMA will honor Joann Shirley Ozog as
recipient of the esteemed  Polish Spirit Award. Joann, a

lifelong resident of Michigan, is the daughter of the late
John and Victoria Kushel. She is married to Wallace
Ozog, PRCUA President Emeritus, and they have three
sons: Michael, Mark, and Christopher, and two
grandchildren Grace and Ryan. She was First Lady of

the PRCUA from 1998 to 2010 and is still a very active member and Financial
Secretary of Society #1593. 

From 1998 to 2009, Joann volunteered at the Polish Museum of America,
often putting in a 40-hour week, graciously serving as Membership Chair,
Events Coordinator and Volunteer Coordinator. When she began volunteering,
the Polish Museum was simply a repository of Polish and Polish American
artifacts - little known outside of the circle of Chicago’s Polonia. Mrs. Ozog
recognized the value of this important institution and was determined to make
the Polish Museum well-known throughout the USA. 

In 1999, when a Nationwide Membership Campaign was launched, she
spent much time recruiting new members. That campaign brought in about
$500,000 which was used for museum renovations, maintenance of exhibits,
much-needed materials and new programs. 

Joann re-established the quarterly PMA Newsletter, which had been
defunct for years. Next, adding on as the years went by, she initiated
workshops on Polish Christmas Ornaments, Palm Weaving, Pisanki Making,
Easter Egg Painting, Wycinanki, Polish Genealogy and Pierogi Making. These
workshops reached out into the community, giving Pol-Ams the opportunity
to learn Polish folk arts through first-hand experience. 

As a former teacher, Joann especially focused on activities for youth, to
increase their awareness about their Polish heritage and preserve Polish
culture and traditions - art contests, concerts, dinners and “October - Polish
American Heritage Month” events. She noticed that students who came to the
Polish Museum were often bored by the tour, so she created an interactive
workbook for students that guided them through the Museum’s exhibits,
challenging them to find certain objects, which made the experience enjoyable
and more educational. With design help from PMA Newsletter editor Kasia
Rosypal, Joann also wrote workbooks about General Casimir Pulaski, Ignacy
Jan Paderewski, and Polish Immigrants in Chicago. 

She initiated the PMA’s “Save the Book” project that has repaired over 200
rare, old books with the nearly $20,000 in donations that was received during
her tenure. Joann also started a “Photo Restoration” project to scan, catalogue
and preserve the PMA’s photograph collection. Approximately, $40,000.00 was
donated for this project by 2009.

Joann’s “Michigan Friends of the PMA” donated generously toward
specific projects, including renovating a storage room into a Conference Room,
renovating the Archives and the Library, as well as purchasing computers,
printers, a copier, TV, video equipmment and donating toward the Photo
Restoration project.  During Joann’s tenure, that group donated over $35,000.

With a track record like this, it is no wonder that Joann Ozog was chosen
for this well-deserved honor from the Polish Museum of America. She
accomplished her goal of making the Polish Museum a well-known institution
throughout America. Thousands have benefited from the programs that she
initiated, and hundreds of Pol-Ams have learned a greater appreciation for
their Polish customs through the workshops she held. Without a doubt, Mrs.
Ozog’s efforts have resulted in her making a worthwhile contribution to the
preservation of Polish culture, customs, traditions and heritage in America -  a
feat that makes the PRCUA proud of her accomplishments. Bravo!

News from Philadelphia District #3

PRCUA HONORARY CHAPLAIN REV.
MSGR. ANTHONY E. JAWOROWSKI, age 96, died
on February 22, 2014 at Saint Francis Country House,
Darby, PA.  Monsignor Jaworowski was a retired
priest with the Archdiocese of Philadelphia, who
served the faithful for 69 years.  He was ordained June
3, 1944 by Bishop Hugh Lamb and was given the rank
of Monsignor in 1976.  He served as an associate pastor
at St. Anthony of Padua, Cumbola; St. Hedwig,
Chester, PA; St. Mary of the Assumption, Coaldale,
PA; St. Casimir, Shenandoah, PA; and as a faculty
member of Pius X High School, Pottstown, PA.  He

was a Pastor of Sacred Heart Parish, Clifton Heights,
and retired as Pastor of St. Adalbert Parish,
Philadelphia after 22 years of service in 1994.  Once
retired, he resided at Sacred Heart Rectory,
Swedesburg, PA for 16 years, where he celebrated Mass
daily.  He then moved to the Villa St. Joseph for clergy
in Darby, PA.

Msgr. Jaworowski was involved with church and community activities,
especially in the Parish community, and was a member of the Parish Priest
Consultors, the Diocesan Consultors, and the Council of Priests.  

Monsignor Jaworowski, who was proud of his Polish heritage, was one of
the founding members of the Polish American Cultural Center Museum. He
was a personal friend of Blessed Pope John Paul II, whom he first met while
serving as the Regional Chairman for the 41st International Eucharist Congress
in 1976, when the former Karol Cardinal Wojtyla headed the delegation from
Krakow, Poland.  Msgr. Jaworowski was also on the committee for the visit of
Pope John Paul II to Philadelphia in October, 1979. The two became friends and
corresponded regularly until the Pope’s death in 2005.

Msgr. Anthony Jaworowski was the son of the late August and Kazimiera
Jaworowski, the eighth child of a family of ten children.  He is survived by his
sister, Veronica Gromelski, many nieces and nephews. 

Mass of Christian Burial was celebrated on Feb. 27 by Most Reverend
Charles J. Chaput, O.F.M., CAP., Archbishop of Philadelphia, along with Rev.
Msgr. Albin J. Grous, Rev. Edward P. Kuczynski and Rev. Joseph J. Zingaro.
Father Zingaro was the homilist.

Monsignor Jaworowski was Chaplain of the Union of Polish Women in
America when it merged with the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America in
1997, at that time the PRCUA bestowed upon him the title of Honorary
Chaplain of PRCUA.

We will always remember Monsignor for his caring heart and his words of
wisdom, especially during UPWA Board Meetings.  Monsignor was also
known for the notes that he would send to people, along with his list of funny
sayings, and the holy card he always included that seemed to have special
meanings for things that were going on in the recipient’s life.  He will truly be
missed by all. May he be blessed a hundredfold for all the good he did and
may he rest in eternal peace, satisfied that he lived a good life in service to God
and His people.

JENNIE RYBICKI, age 93, President of
PRCUA Society #2005, passed away on November
27, 2013, at St. Mary’s Home in Cherry Hill, NJ.
Formerly of Magnolia, she was the beloved wife of
the late Stanley Rybicki. Loving mother of Carole

NOTICE  TO  CANDIDATES  SEEKING PRCUA NATIONAL  OFFICES

The Candidates Qualifications Committee has announced that all candidates seeking to run
for election to a national office in the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America must contact the
Secretary-Treasurer for an application. All applications must be submitted to the Office of the
Secretary-Treasurer and postmarked by May 30, 2014. 

Candidates must meet the following requirements as set forth by the PRCUA Constitution.
Although the Constitution uses masculine terminology, the information applies to male and
female equally.  Article 03K Nomination of Officers and Directors
1. Only a Delegate meeting the following requirements shall be nominated for the position of
Officer or Director for the UNION and may be a candidate for that office in the UNION:

a. the Delegates must personally be present and registered at the Convention within the 
timeframe of the first session on the second day of the Convention;

b. must have been a member of the UNION for at least five (5) years; 
c. is a citizen of the United States of America;
d. has indicated his desire to aspire for the specified office or his name has heretofore been

presented by a Society or a Circuit with the consent of the candidate. Such an 
announcement must be forwarded to the Candidates Qualifications Committee and 
postmarked by May 30 of the Convention year. Once approved by the Candidates 
Qualifications Committee, all qualified candidates must be published in an issue of the 
official publication of the UNION thirty (30) days prior to the Convention. A candidate 
for the office of Director must be a resident of the District and he must be a member of a
Society, which is located in the District. 

2. No two members of a nuclear family shall be permitted, during the whole or any part of the
same term, to be members of the Board of Directors. Nuclear family shall mean familial
relationships only including husband and wife, parent and child and brother and sister. If and
in the event that two or more members of a nuclear family shall, at a Convention, run for and
receive enough votes to be entitled to be a member of the Board of Directors, then only that
member of the nuclear family who has received the most votes from the Delegates at the
Convention shall be entitled to take the oath and serve the Term of Office provided for the
position for which that member sought election.

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Poland, as a country, is extremely
rich in customs, traditions and special holiday
celebrations. What strengthens the traditions
is the fact that Poland is a homogenous
nation. Nearly 95% of the population declare
themselves to be Catholic, and very few
residents of Poland were born abroad. A
melting pot, Poland certainly is not. Poles
hold to their way of life very strongly, and in

general, support their customs and
traditions with heart and soul.

In Poland, the Easter season is
exceptionally rich with traditions,
including many festivals and
competitions re: Easter egg decorating,
palm making, Passion Plays, visiting
the tomb of Jesus, blessing of Easter
food baskets and Sprinkling Day
(Smigus-Dyngus) on the Monday after
Easter. Tradition is not just folk lore in
Poland; it is truly alive. During the
build-up to Easter, Polish cultural and
religious traditions are very rich indeed.

The largest Easter egg decorating competition in Poland is a Pisanki
Festival, held at the Ethnographic Museum in the southeastern town of
Tarnow. In addition to Easter Eggs, the competition also includes making and
decorating palms for Palm Sunday,  Easter displays and Easter table
presentations. The event is called the Regional Competition for Folk Easter Eggs
and Artistic Rituals. 

During the week before Palm
Sunday, thousands of decorated
Easter eggs, palms, Easter table
displays, and foods are entered into
the competition by more than 200
exhibitors from the Malopolskie
Province of Poland, which is in the SE
central region of Poland.

Rooms at the Museum are
filled to overflowing with every
imaginable type of decorated Easter
eggs. The Egg Competition includes
two categories: 1) traditional, and 2)

modern. Traditional techniques, motifs and colors are used with great care to
preserve their historical accuracy. Modern Easter eggs may be made from
artificial elements including glue, markers,
sequins, string, thread and yarn, etc.

Pisanki are the typical batik
technique of drawing designs on eggs
with a stylus, filled with melted beeswax,
and dipping the egg into multiple dyes to

create a
m u l t i -
c o l o r e d
crea t ion .

tones, and the mallow flower produces
a lovely violet color. Nalepianki are
decorated with petals of elderberry
and flowers, layers of paper and/or
cloth. Oklejanki are made by applying

bulrush pith or yarn - these are popular in the
Padlaskie Region. Pacenki are painted eggs.
Skrobanki - also called Drapanki - are eggs that
have first been colored and then have a design
scratched or etched into them.

The more modern eggs are decorated with
crocheted covers, which include animal
features, the most common being the rooster.
Eggs are decorated with all kinds of natural elements, such as tree bark, twigs,
dried flowers, and ribbons. 

One of the most unusual techniques is carving of the eggshell into
intricate, lace-like patterns. The artist uses a tool similar to a dentist’s fine drill
to remove portions of the empty eggshell. A slim file is
used to smooth away additional fragments of the shell.
The result is a perfectly symmetrical egg shell with
exquisite, delicate lace-like detail.

The Easter Display category of competition entries
is presented as a cluster of Easter eggs, beautifully
arranged in a wicker basket, sometimes with palm
branches added. Since palm trees do not grow in
Poland, people make “palms” from a straight stick
covered with many different layers of colored flowers
and ribbons. They come in all sizes, from a foot long to
over 10 feet high. (Last year’s Easter issue of Narod
Polski featured an in-depth article and photographs
about such Polish palms.)

The Easter Table category has tables set for the Easter
breakfast, which occurs immediately after Resurrection
Mass. The Easter lamb - made of sugar, butter or raised
dough - is the centerpiece of every Easter table. Easter
Paska (a sweet bread) and other pastries, mounds of fresh
and smoked meats, ham and sausages, eggs, salads of
all types, salt, pepper and horseradish complete the
table displays.

Prizes are awarded on Holy Saturday in categories for
children, youth, adults, and institutional organizations in the region.
Additional prizes
are given for palm
decorating. Easter
display and Easter
foods presentation.
The purpose of the
Pisanki Festival is
to cultivate the art
of making pisanki,
s p o n s o r
competitions and
document pisanki
traditions for Easter
Sunday.

GYPSY CULTURE - As an added bonus, the Museum also maintains a
permanent display of Gypsy culture. The Gypsy emmigration maps show the
path of Gypsy travel to
western Europe and the
Americas as starting in
India, and passing
through Egypt, hence
the origin of the name
Gypsy. Nowadays these
nomadic people prefer
to be called Roma.
Outdoors, at the rear of
the museum, several
Gypsy caravan wagons
are on display.

CHICAGO, IL - It seems
like 40 years have passed in
just a day!

Maria Konopnicka Polish
Language School was founded
40 years ago, by a community
that was concerned for
keeping young Polish
Americans  linked to their
Polish heritage, language,
customs and traditions. In
many ways, this School is an
institution with a unique
past – as was revealed in the
many photos and stories that
were on display at its
Anniversary Banquet held on
February 15, 2014.

The School began in 1974, when a group of parents,
including the Kos, Rozwadowski, and Tarnas families, chose
to further the Polish education of their children. With the

assistance and cooperation of
Bishop Alfred Abramowicz,
then Pastor of Five Holy
Martyrs Parish, classroom
space was provided free-of-
charge at the Parish. 

There were a number
of challenges which the
founders of the School
encountered, but eventually
the institution came under
the patronage of the Polish
Roman Catholic Union of
America. With this added
support, Maria Konopnicka
Polish Language School
soon became a significant
educational institution in
Polonia. In fact, its
development was so
dynamic that it soon became
the largest Polish Language

School on the south side of Chicago, with a peak of 900
students in a single school year. A great event took place about
that time - a meeting of the School’s representative with Pope
John Paul II - when he came specifically to Five Holy Martyrs
Parish in Chicago to celebrate a Papal Mass 35 years ago. 

With the increase of Polish Americans in the south and
southwest suburbs of Chicago, the need arose for the a second
School location in the suburbs. Classes are now conducted in
Chicago and Oak Lawn, both offering classes from kinder-
garten through high school, as well as religious preparation
for the Holy

St. John Paul II, Pray for Us!
What a joy it is to begin this column with the above

exclamation!  Later this month, on the Feast of Divine
Mercy - a feast that he instituted and a feast which, on
its vigil in 2005, he went forth to his Father’s house -
our beloved Polish Holy Father will be proclaimed a
Saint!  In order to prepare for this historic celebration, I
thought I would share with you my first experience
with Blessed John Paul II and some of my thoughts and
experiences with our newest Saint. Those who know
me well, know that he is at the top of my list of favorite
persons and for sure, my #1 Hero!

In the autumn of 1978, I was beginning my senior
year of high school when the sad news came that Pope
John Paul I, the smiling pope, had died after a month
in office.  This sadness was soon replaced by joy at the
election of Cardinal Wojtyła of Kraków, who took the
name of Pope John Paul II.  As he burst onto the world
stage with such strength of character, I knew things would never be the same.
For about a year, I had been thinking about the priesthood quietly, and his
election was the last push I need to make me realize that I probably had a
vocation to the priesthood, and should do something about it.  I credit his
example and election as the main reason that I am a priest today.  Looking back,
I can say that I am in the first group of priestly vocations of the John Paul II era
in the Church.

A year later, I found myself enrolled at St. Mary’s College, Orchard Lake, in
the Program of Priestly Formation at the Polish Seminary. When it was
announced that Pope John Paul II would visit America that October, all of us in
the seminary at Orchard Lake made the trip by bus to be there with him in our
nation’s capital. This would be my first “live” look at him and what an
impression he made! Since the crowds were so large, we knew our chances
would be slim to get up close to him, so a clever plan was devised. The
transitional deacons with us found out where the Pope would spend the night.
We went immediately to that place and began to sing Polish folk songs outside
of his overnight residence. Within a few minutes, Pope John Paul II appeared in
the window and imparted his blessing to the now sizable crowd that had
gathered. His appearance bolstered those of us there and we wanted more.  We
began to sing louder and with more passion as “our” Holy Father stayed with
us as we serenaded him with our Polish songs. After some time, the Pope
gestured his approval and blessed us again and the curtain closed.  As we were
preparing to leave, beaming from the experience, the front door opened and
Pope John Paul II was heading toward us. A startled Secret Service entourage
scrambled into action and stopped the Pope before he could reach us.  This
confirmed the often reported fact that the new Pope was indeed the “people’s
Pope” and we were well pleased!  That first meeting with our future Saint is as
vivid today as it was some 35 years ago when it happened in Washington, D.C.

Over the ensuing years, I was fortunate enough to meet Pope John Paul II
about a dozen more times in Rome, up close and in person. Each time was
special and meaningful and to be in his presence was a unique blessing I will
never forget.  He had a real sense of holiness about him and a way of making
one feel at home and very comfortable in his presence.  Being present in his
private chapel for morning Mass a few of those times is still indescribable, and
the thought of those privileged moments gives me ‘goose bumps’ to this day. 

Over the many years of his extraordinary Pontificate, watching him grow
old and suffer was never easy. Looking back on it now, he showed us how to
live courageously with extreme suffering and we watched and learned. He
faced suffering head on, never looking for the “why” of suffering but rather the
“how to,” setting an example for us to follow. He remained faithful to the end,
trusting in Divine Mercy and the intercession of the Blessed Virgin Mary.

My last encounter with him took place in November of 2004, about five
months before his death. I was privileged to have two nephews with me in that
small group meeting with him inside the Papal Apartment. It was very
apparent that he was suffering greatly, yet he took the time to greet and bless
each one in our group individually, as he continued to fulfill his role as Vicar of
Christ among us. I often return, in my mind, to that last meeting with him and
thank God for him and his ministry among us.  Indeed, he changed the face of
the papacy and the Church forever and brought so many people back to the
Church and sacraments.

I am looking forward to his canonization for many reasons. I know it will be
the crowning event of his life. His influence on the Church and the world will
be a continuation of what began long ago on May 18th, 1920 when Karol Józef
Wojtyła first made his appearance in this world in Wadowice, Poland.  Hold on,
the best is yet to come... Saint John Paul the Great, intercede for us!

Pulaski's Birthday in Savannah, GA

SAVANNAH, GA - This
year's Gen. Casimir Pulaski
Birthday Commemoration in
Savannah, GA, was held on March
1, in Monterey Square, location of
a tall marble column that
memorializes the hero of two
nations. Ceremonies began with
the customary greeting to friends
and visitors delivered by Edward
Krolikowski, chairman of the
Savannah General Pulaski
Committee of the American
Council for Polish Culture (ACPC).
Sounds of fife and drum were

heard in a street adjacent to the
square. Soon there appeared a color
guard composed of the Knights of
Columbus in full regalia carrying

flags of the United States, Poland and the State of Georgia. Along with
them, providing marching music were members of the Coastal
Heritage Society, dressed in Revolutionary War uniforms complete
with muskets. They were followed by wreath-carriers from the
committee. The national anthems of Poland and the U.S.A. were sung
to the accompaniment of a trumpeter. This was followed by remarks
by Savannah Mayor Edna Jackson and State Representative Ron
Stephens.

An invocation by Fr. Adam Kasela preceded a ceremonial laying
of wreaths from the Poles in America Foundation and the ACPC,
whose board members had scheduled their annual Spring meeting in
Savannah to be present at the ceremony.  Also present was the eminent
Polish-American historian, founder of the Poles in America
Foundation, Edward Pinkowski. He was accompanied by his son Jack
and Monica Pinkowski.  Edward Pinkowski provided the inspiration
for this Pulaski Birthday observance, and the Poles in America
Foundation was a major sponsor of the ceremony. After the wreaths
were placed, the musket team fired a memorial salute. Closing remarks
were delivered by committee treasurer Andrew Boguszewski.
Afterwards, the out-of-town visitors had an opportunity to meet
Mayor Jackson and State Representative Stephens.

A lunch was held at Johnny Harris Banquets, which gave ACPC
board members the opportunity to become acquainted with the local
group of members who worked so hard to make the event a success.
Frank Sulkowski, Sports Dir. at WJCL TV in Savannah, delivered an
address that spotlighted Polish Americans in American sports. Mr.
Pinkowski spoke about his research into the life of General Pulaski. 

It should be remembered that Casimir Pulaski was born on March
6, 1745, as indicated by records at the Church of the Holy Cross in
Warsaw, where the baptism took place. These records were discovered
by Sławomir Górzyński in 1992 and later incorporated into an updated

entry for Pulaski in the Polski  Słownik
Biograficzny, an official source for
biographical sketches of famous Poles.
Pinkowski’s research helped to uncover
Pulaski’s real birth date.

RED PICKLED EGGS: Use the liquid from pickled beets
to drench  as many shelled hard-cooked eggs as it covers. You
can stretch the liquid with a little cider vinegar. Keep the eggs
submerged in the red marinade overnight or longer. Pat the
red eggs dry with paper towel and intersperse them among
the white shelled eggs for a colorful accent.

EASTER SALAD: Combine 2-3 c cold, cooked, diced
potatoes, 1 can drained peas & carrots, 2 cans drained navy
beans, 4 diced dill pickles, 1 bunch chopped green onions, 1
bunch diced radishes, 2-3 peeled, diced apples and 2-5 diced
hard-boiled eggs. Toss ingredients gently, season with salt &
pepper, garnish and lace with mixture of 1/2 c  mayonnaise,
1/2 c sour cream, mixed with 1 T spicy brown mustard.  

GREEN-PEA SALAD: Combine 4 c drained canned peas
with 6-8 coarsely-grated radishes, 2-3 finely chopped dill
pickles and 2-3 chopped hard-boiled eggs. Toss and lace with
1/2 c mayonnaise, 1/2 c sour cream, mixed with 1 T spicy
brown mustard to coat ingredients.

ROAST PORK LOIN: Mince and mash 2 cloves garlic into
a paste with 1 t salt and rub into 3 lb boneless pork loin. Place
in roasting pan, cover and let stand at room temp 2 hrs.
Remove loin, dust with flour (through sieve) and brown in hot
fat on all sides to seal in juices. Place loin in roaster, fat side up
on rack, sprinkle with caraway seeds, pepper and marjoram.
Roast uncovered at 450° 15 min, then reduce heat to 350°. Add
1 c water to pan and baste occasionally with drippings. Roast
90 min or until liquid that comes out of meat when pricked is
white, not pinkish. Remove from oven and cool to room temp.
Refrigerate overnight and slice when cold. Serve cold with
bread or as a hot entrée, using the drippings as a gravy base.
RED CABBAGE BRAISED IN WINE: Cut med. head of red
cabbage in half and slice thin with knife. Place in pot, add 1 -
1-1/2 c cold water and bring to boil. Stir, reduce heat and
simmer covered about 20 min. Meanwhile, fry 1/8 lb diced salt
pork, adding 2 chopped onions when nuggets are golden and
fry to golden-brown. Stir in 1 slightly heaped T flour and fry
into a golden roux. Remove from heat and stir in 1/4 c vinegar.
To cabbage add 1 lg peeled, coarsely grated apple and the
vinegar-roux mixture and stir well. Add 1 T sugar, salt &
pepper and simmer covered 10 min or so.
EASY NO-KNEAD BABKA 

In a bowl that holds at least 1 c place 1/4 c very warm
water 110-115°F, sprinkle 1 (.25 oz) pkg activate dry yeast on
the water and stir well. Set aside until yeast becomes frothy. In
lg bowl, beat 3 eggs with 3/4 c sugar, add the yeast mixture.
Heat 1 c milk to very warm and dissolve 3/4 c unsalted butter
in it. Let cool slightly. Add to the yeast/egg mixture. Add 4-1/4
c flour, 1 t salt, 2 T grated lemon rind (opt.), 1 t vanilla extract
and 1/2 c dried fruit (cranberries, raisins) or nuts. Mix well to
blend all ingredients, but do not knead. 

Grease a 9-1/2 inch Babka pan, brioche mold, Bundt pan,
or other tube pan and fill with the dough to about 1/3 full (or
use two 8" fluted bundt pans.) Cover with cloth and let stand
in warm place for about 2 hours until the dough has doubled
in size. Towards the end of the rising, preheat the oven to 350°.
When risen, place the Babka in oven and bake  for about 40-45
minutes. (Note, if you use bakeware that is dark or colored on
the outside, set the oven at 325°F.) It is fully baked when a
wooden pick comes out clean. It should be a medium brown. If
too light it will be underdone and moist inside. Remove Babka
from the oven and let cool for a few minutes. Carefully remove
from pan, dust it with confectioner’s sugar or glaze with icing.
Icing: Combine 2 T lemon juice, 2/3 c confectioners' sugar, and
1 T boiling water in a small bowl and mix well. Add a few
drops of food coloring, if desired. Drizzle or spread over
Babka.
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MUNSTER, IN - In life, there are exceptional moments that inspire us to reflect and
reminisce.  We wait long periods of time for precisely such moments, and recall them just as
long afterwards. For the St. Raphael Kalinowski Polish School in Munster, IN, such a moment
occurred on March 1 & 2, 2014, when our school celebrated the 45th anniversary of its founding.

Since 1968, when a group of Polish enthusiasts decided to establish a Polish Language &
Dance School in South Chicago, IL, the school has grown and relocated several times, until it
found a home at the monastery of the Polish Discalced Carmelite Fathers in Munster, IN.  For
over 20 years, the School has been the only Polish school functioning in Northwest Indiana, on
the Illinois border. Recent Polish immigrants, as well as various generations of Polish-
Americans, live in this area, and want their children to cherish their Polish heritage as well as to
learn the language and culture of their forefathers. The school program serves their needs,
offering classes from pre-school through 8th grade, and since 2000, has also offered a 3-year
high school curriculum, concluding with final matura examination.

On the occasion of the 45th anniversary, a Solemn Mass took place on Sunday, March 2, at
the church of the Carmelite Fathers in Munster, IN. The night before, on March 1 - the last
Saturday before Lent -  a gala Dinner-Dance was also held in honor of the School’s Emerald
Anniversary at the Carmelite Fathers Monastery Banquet Hall in Munster, IN.

The Dinner-Dance began with the singing of the Polish and American National Anthems,
after which School Director Małgorzata Czachor greeted dignitaries, parents, students,
graduates, and invited guests in attendance. Before the dinner itself, Prior of the Carmelite
Fathers, Rev. Francis Czaicki, gave the invocation.  

Among the honored guests attending the jubilee celebration
was one of the School’s founders, Barbara Pawłowski. She colorfully
recounted how she, together with her husband, Casey, and members
of PRCUA District 8, established our school, which the PRCUA
continues to sponsor.

Thanks to this support, our students are taught Polish folk
dances in the “Mały Śląsk” (“Little Silesia”) Dance Group.  PRCUA
National Officers were present, including President Joseph A. Drobot,
Jr. and First Lady Judith Drobot; Resident V.P. Anna Sokołowski, with
her husband Mark; Dir. of District #8 Krystyna Lech, Dir. of District #9
Elizabeth Sadus, Past Dir. of District #9 and School Director Elizabeth
Grabowski. Past School Directors  Barbara Pawłowski, Bożena Matson
and Elżbieta Orciuch were also present.

i bł. Jana Pawła II

W Niedzielę Miłosierdzia, 27 kwietnia 2014
roku odbędzie się w Watykanie kanonizacja
dwóch papieży - Jana XXIII i Jana Pawła II.   

Jan XXIII (Angelo Giuseppe Roncalli)
urodził się 25 listopada 1881 r. w Sotto il
Monte we Włoszech.  Jego rodzice byli

rolnikami.  Pierwszą Komunię przyjął w 1888 r., rok później został bierzmowany. 
Ukończył trzyklasową wiejską szkołę powszechną.  Od 8 roku życia uczył się łaciny.  W 1891 r.

rozpoczął naukę w gimnazjum w Celana. W 1893 r. w wieku 12 lat rozpoczął naukę w seminarium
duchownym w Bergamo.  Ukończył gimnazjum i liceum, a mając 19 lat był już na trzecim roku teologii. 3
stycznia 1901 r. został przeniesiony do seminarium papieskiego św. Apolinarego w Rzymie jako
stypendysta fundacji księdza Casaroli.  Rok później na kilka miesięcy przerwał naukę, aby odbyć
zasadniczą służbę wojskową. W grudniu 1903 r. otrzymał święcenia diakonatu. 8 czerwca 1904 r., po
ukończeniu czwartego roku teologii, złożył wniosek o święcenia prezbiteriatu, które otrzymał 10 sierpnia.
Trzy tygodnie przed święceniami uzyskał doktorat z teologii.

Pod koniec 1904 r. zapisał się na wydział prawa kanonicznego, w kwietniu 1905 r. przerwał studia,
gdyż otrzymał funkcję sekretarza biskupa Bergamo Giacomo Radiniego-Tedeschi, którą pełnił do śmierci
Radiniego w sierpniu 1914 r. Wykładał również w seminarium duchownym historię Kościoła oraz
apologetykę. Był diecezjalnym kapelanem Akcji Katolickiej kobiet. W 1908 r. opublikował swoją pierwszą
książkę – „Kardynał Cezary Baroniusz. Z okazji trzechsetlecia śmierci”, w 1912 r. monografię „Wyższe
miłosierdzie w Bergamo i inne dzieła dobroczynne zaprowadzone przez Zgromadzenie Miłosierdzia”.

W 1915 roku, na początku I wojny światowej, został powołany do wojska, gdzie początkowo był
sanitariuszem, a następnie kapelanem (służbę pełnił do 1918). W 1925 r. papież Pius XI mianował go
Oficjałem w Bułgarii i tytularnym arcybiskupem Areopolis. W 1931 został nominowany delegatem
apostolskim w Bułgarii, a w 1935 r. delegatem apostolskim w Turcji i Grecji. Po wybuchu II wojny
światowej korzystając ze statusu dyplomatycznego pomagał ludziom prześladowanym przez hitlerowców.
W 1944 r. papież Pius XII mianował go nuncjuszem apostolskim w Paryżu, a od 1951 stałym
obserwatorem przy UNESCO.

12 stycznia 1953 r. został mianowany kardynałem, a trzy dni później patriarchą Wenecji.  Był
członkiem trzech kurialnych dykasterii: Kongregacji ds. Kościołów Wschodnich, Kongregacji
Rozkrzewiania Wiary i Kongregacji ds. Zakonników.  Po śmierci papieża Piusa XII w dniu 28 października
1958 r. kardynałowie wybrali go za "papieża przejściowego", ze względu na zaawansowany wiek (77 lat).

Wkrótce po wyborze Jan XXIII zwiększył liczebność Kolegium Kardynałów, postanowił zwołać
synod i sobór powszechny, a także zrewidować kodeks prawa kanonicznego. Pierwszy w historii Rzymu
Synod Biskupów odbył się w dniach 24-31 stycznia 1960 r.  Najdonioślejszym wydarzeniem pontyfikatu
Jana XXIII był zwołanie II soboru watykańskiego.  Sobór trwał od 11 października 1962r. do 8 grudnia
1965 r.  Sobór został zwołany w celu uwspółcześnienia Kościoła katolickiego.

5 czerwca 1960 utworzył Sekretariat Jedności Chrześcijan, 20 grdunia 1960 r. spotkał się z
arcybiskupem Canterbury Geoffreyem Fisherem, było to pierwsze od 400 lat spotkanie abpa Canterbury z
papieżem.  Udzielał się w reformie liturgii: zatwierdził nowy brewiarz i mszał, a także wprowadził do
kanonu mszalnego wspomnienie św. Józefa. W pierwszym roku swojego pontyfikatu napisał cztery
encykliki.  W 1962 r. został Człowiekiem Roku magazynu „Time”.  Był pierwszym papieżem od 1870 r.,
który odbył oficjalne spotkanie poza Watykanem – wizyta w więzieniu i jednym ze szpitali w 1958. W
1962 odbył także podróż do Asyżu i Loreto.

W 1962 r. u papieża zdiagnozowano raka. Ostatnie publiczne wystąpienie Ojca Świętego odbyło się
11 maja 1963 r.  Jego ostatnia publiczna wypowiedź, dzięki przekazowi radiowemu, została skierowana do
pątników zgromadzonych w sanktuarium u stóp Matki Boskiej Piekarskiej w Piekarach Śląskich.  Jan
XXIII zmarł w Watykanie 3 czerwca 1963 roku o godzinie 19:49.  Pochowany został w krypcie w
podziemiach Bazyliki Świętego Piotra. Po beatyfikacji, jego ciało zostało złożone u stóp ołtarza św.
Hieronima w Bazylice św. Piotra w Watykanie.  Proces beatyfikacyjny rozpoczął się 18 listopada 1965 r.
Jan XXIII został ogłoszony, razem z Piusem IX, błogosławionym przez papieża Jana Pawła II 3 września
2000.

Jan XXIII był autorem 8 Encyklik i autorem innych dokumentów.  Przez organizacje protestanckie jest
uważany za reformatora chrześcijaństwa.

Jan Paweł II (Karol Józef Wojtyła) urodził się 18 maja 1920 roku w Wadowicach 50 km od
Krakowa. Był drugim synem urzędnika wojskowego Karola Wojtyły i Emilii Kaczorowskiej.  Jego starszy
brat Edmund - lekarz, zmarł w 1932 roku, a siostra Olga - zaraz po urodzeniu.

Został ochrzczony 20 czerwca 1920 r. w kościele parafialnym w Wadowicach, przyjął Pierwszą
Komunię Świętą w w wieku dziewięciu lat i został bierzmowany, mając 18 lat.

Po ukończeniu czteroklasowej szkoły ludowej uczył się w państwowym gimnazjum męskim im.
Marcina Wadowity. Po maturze w 1938 r. rozpoczął studia polonistyczne na Uniwersytecie Jagiellońskim
w Krakowie.  W czasie wojny (w latach 1940-44) pracował w kamieniołomach i fabryce chemicznej
Solvay, aby nie zostać wywiezionym na roboty do Niemiec.

Od roku 1942 uczęszczał na wykłady podziemnego seminarium zorganizowanego przez arcybiskupa
Krakowa, kardynała Adama Stefana Sapiehę. Równocześnie był jednym z założycieli tajnego Teatru
Rapsodycznego.  Po wojnie kontynuował studia w Wyższym Seminarium Duchownym w Krakowie oraz
na Wydziale Teologicznym Uniwersytetu Jagiellońskiego. Święcenia kapłańskie przyjął 1 listopada 1946 r.

Następnie został wysłany przez Kardynała Stefana Sapiehę do Rzymu, gdzie rozpoczął studia
doktoranckie. Pod kierunkiem wybitnego teologa, dominikanina Reginalda Garrigou-Lagrange'a napisał
rozprawę doktorską “Zagadnienie wiary u świętego Jana od Krzyża (Questio de fide apud sanctum Ioannem
de Cruce)”. Podczas studiów rzymskich w okresie wakacji pracował duszpastersko wśród Polonii
mieszkającej we Francji, Belgii i Holandii.

Do Polski wrócił w 1948 r., został wikarym w parafii w Niegowici, niedaleko
Krakowa, a następnie w parafiii świętego Floriana w Krakowie.  W 1951 r. rozpoczął
studia filozofizne i teologiczne i został duszpasterzem studentów. W 1953 r.
habilitował się na Uniwersytecie Jagiellońskim.  Został następnie wykładowcą
teologii moralnej i etyki w seminarium krakowskim i na Katolickim Uniwersytecie
Lubelskim.

4 lipca 1958 r. papież Pius XII mianował go biskupem tytularnym Ombri i
biskupem pomocniczym w Krakowie.  Sakrę biskupią przyjął 28 września 1958 r. w
katedrze wawelskiej.  13 stycznia 1964 r. papież Paweł VI mianował go arcybiskupem
Krakowa, a 26 czerwca 1967 r. kardynałem.

Brał udział w Soborze Watykańskim II i uczestniczył w 5 synodach biskupów
zwołanych przed jego pontyfikatem.

Na zwołanym po śmierci Jana Pawła I drugim konklawe w dniu 16 października
1978 r. Karol Wojtyła został wybrany na papieża i przybrał imię Jana Pawła II.
Pontyfikat, który trwał 27 lat, rozpoczął w dniu 22 października 1978 r.

W czasie swojego pontyfikatu odbył 146 podróży apostolskich na terenie Włoch,
odwiedził 317 z 333 parafii rzymskich.  Odbył 104 pielgrzymki zagraniczne.
Przeprowadził około 1200 środowych audiencji generalnych, w których uczestniczyło
prawie 18 milionów pielgrzymów, niezliczone audiencje prywatne i ceremonie
religijne.  Przyjął przywódców państw w trakcie 38 wizyt oficjalnych oraz udzielił
738 audiencji i spotkań z głowami państwa, odbył 246 audiencje i spotkania z
premierami.

Jan Paweł II zapoczątkował tradycję dorocznych Światowych Dni Młodzieży.
Przewodniczył 147 ceremoniom beatyfikacyjnym, w czasie których ogłosił 1338
błogosławionych i 51 uroczystościom kanonizacyjnym ogłaszając 482 świętych.
Przewodniczył 9 konsystorzom i mianował 231 kardynałów. Przewodniczył 6
zebraniom plenarnym Kolegium Kardynalskiego.

W trakcie swojego pontyfikatu zwołał 15 synodów biskupów: 6 synodów
generalnych zwyczajnych, jeden synod generalny nadzwyczajny i 8 synodów
specjalnych.

Był autorem: 14 encyklik, 15 adhortacji apostolskich, 11 konstytucji apostolskich
i 45 listów apostolskich. Napisał też 5 książek: “Przekroczyć próg nadziei”, “Dar i
Tajemnica: w pięćdziesiątą rocznicę mojego kapłaństwa”, “Tryptyk rzymski,
Medytacje w formie poezji”, “Powstańcie, idźmy”, “Pamięć i tożsamość”.

Jan Paweł II zmarł 2 kwietnia 2005 roku o godz. 21:37. Pogrzeb odbył się w
piątek 8 kwietnia.  Uczestniczyło w nim na placu św. Piotra ok. 300 tysięcy wiernych
oraz 200 prezydentów i premierów.  Został pochowany w podziemiach bazyliki św.
Piotra na Watykanie.

28 czerwca 2005 r. rozpoczął się proces beatyfikacyjny Sługi Bożego Jana Pawła
II.  Został ogłoszony świętym przez papieża Benedykta XVI w niedzielę 5 kwietnia
2011 r. w Watykanie.  We Mszy św. beatyfikacyjnej na Placu św. Piotra wzięło udział
półtora miliona pielgrzymów z całego świata.

5 lipca 2013 r. papież Franciszek spotkał się z kardynałami ze świata i wyznaczył
na dzień 27 kwietnia 2014 (Niedziela Miłosierdzia Bożego) kanonizację dwóch
papieży: Jana Pawła II i Jana XXIII[59]. Będzie to pierwsza podwójna kanonizacja
papieży w XXI wieku i zarazem pierwsza kanonizacja głowy Kościoła od czasu
kanonizacji Piusa X w 1954.
