(Continued from page 1) violence by pro-Russian separatists
in southern and eastern Ukraine.

“I have come to Warsaw today on behalf of the United
States and the NATO Alliance, to reaffirm our
unwavering commitment to Poland's security...An attack
on one is an attack on all. Poland will never stand alone.
Estonia will never stand alone. Latvia, Lithuania and
Romania will never stand alone,” he said to loud
applause from an audience that included presidents,
crowned heads and high-ranking officials from some 50
different countries.

Pres. Obama touted a proposed $1 billion in security
assistance for Ukraine, NATO allies and other Eastern
European nations that feel threatened in light of Russia's
actions. These nations will not "stand alone," Obama said,
citing "unbreakable commitments backed by the strongest
alliance in the world and by the armed forces of the
United States of America -- the most powerful military in
history."

While in Warsaw, Pres. Obama met with Ukraine
President-elect Petro Poroshenko. Afterwards, Obama
praised Poland's skyscrapers, super highways and
budding high-tech industry, as well as its steadfast
opposition to Russian adventurism in neighboring
Ukraine.

Pledging to back the security of all European nations,
Obama said, "We stand together because we believe that
people and nations have the right to determine their own
destiny -- and that includes the people of Ukraine." He
offered $5 million in new American aid -- including body
armor, night vision goggles and other equipment -- as
Ukraine's government battles with pro-Russian
insurgents. Saying he does not accept Russia's seizure of
Crimea, and accusing it of fomenting violence in Ukraine,
Obama said that "bigger nations must not be allowed to
bully the small, or impose their will at the barrel of a gun
or with masked men taking over buildings. And the
stroke of a pen can never legitimize the theft of a
neighbor's land."

Pres. Obama also discussed the Ukraine situation at
the start of a Group of Seven Economic Summit in
Brussels, later in the week, from which Russia had been
expelled for its illegal annexation of Crimea.

The White House also said it would review
permanent troop deployments in Europe in the light of
the Ukraine crisis -- though that fell short of a firm
commitment to put troops on the ground that Poland and
some of its neighbors had sought. Stationing troops
permanently in Eastern Europe would be tricky: many
NATO members in Western Europe would balk at the
cost, and a big increase in U.S. forces could prompt
reciprocal steps by Moscow and spiral into an arms race.

According to Our Warsaw Correspondent, Robert
Strybel: Poland used the Freedom Day Celebrations to remind
the world that collapse of the Soviet “Evil Empire” began in
Poland with the June 4, 1989 election. Over the past quarter-
century, that message has been drowned out by world media
assertions that it all started with the collapse of the Berlin Wall,
which actually occurred more than 6 months later. The Wall
was a dramatic symbol of the Iron Curtain, so its destruction
stuck in the public’s mind.

Some observers called Obama’s remarks the most pro-
Polish speech ever delivered by a U.S. President. Others were
quick to point out that his pledges may have been easier to make
than fulfill. The $1 billion to beef up the defenses of former
Soviet-bloc countries is a drop in the bucket, for which Obama
first has to ask Congress. The defense budget of Poland alone
amounts to $10 billion.

But there was general agreement that the Ukrainian crisis
had forced the former “soft on Russia” Obama Administration
to change its tune. Obama is remembered for trying to “reset”
America’s relations with Moscow by scrapping Bush-era plans
for an anti-missile shield in Poland.

How the new pledges turn out in reallity, remains to
be seen, but Eastern Europe is hopeful.

25 Years Ago Poles

Voted for Freedom

WARSAW - The 25th anniversary of Poland's regained
independence is being celebrated with heavy TV coverage,
including documentary footage and interviews with prominent
figures who helped topple the communist regime. “Oaks of
Freedom” have been planted in 25 Polish localities, and the
festivities will include exhibitions, concerts and patriotic programs.

Since so much has occurred worldwide over the past 25 years,
many people have forgotten that it was the partially-free elections
of June 4, 1989, which led Poland to freedom and democracy after
45 years of Soviet-imposed communist rule. That raises the logical question: How could an election that
was largely undemocratic lead to full democracy? The answer reflects the convoluted meanderings of
Polish politics that included the peaceful Solidarity revolution, the communist regime's martial-law
crackdown and several intermittent stages leading to the June 4th parliamentary contest.

General Wojciech Jaruzelski's December 1981 martial-law clampdown had effectively quashed labor
unrest, but the economy kept deteriorating until a new wave of strikes swept the country in the late 1980s.
The communists decided to sit down to a roundtable in spring 1989 and negotiate, rather than violently
suppress the protests. The more liberal Soviet leadership of Mikhail Gorbachev was open to such dialogue.
At the roundtable, the Solidarity opposition surprisingly agreed that the election to the Sejm would be
only 35% democratic, with 65% of the seats reserved for the ruling communists and their allies. As leading
dissident Jacek Kuron put it, “they (the regime) have the army and police, control the state apparatus and
the airwaves, so that counts for about 65%.”

There were, of course, Solidarity radicals who said that anything less than 100% free elections were a
sell-out and betrayal. But the tactical compromise of Solidarity's moderates carried the day. This made
Poland the first Soviet-bloc country in which the opposition got a real say in the governing process.
Solidarity scored a landslide by winning all of the freely contested seats and 99 seats in the newly restored,
democratically-elected 100-member Senate.

Under a “your president/our prime minister” proposal floated by dissident Adam Michnik, Jaruzelski
became President of Poland by a single vote and Catholic journalist Tadeusz Mazowiecki, as Prime
Minister, headed up Poland's first post-communist government. But Mazowiecki agreed to include two
communist generals in his cabinet, as an interim arrangement to ease the transition. That evoked outrage
in many Solidarity quarters, but the moderates knew that the Polish ship of state was sailing in uncharted
waters at a time when 70,000 Soviet troops were still based on Polish soil. Even two years later, Moscow
witnessed a failed attempt to restore the Soviet order. In 1989, no one knew how things would play out.

It was only after the Eastern Bloc's first non-communist government was in place that the Berlin Wall
came tumbling down, and one Soviet-style regime after another collapsed. The following year, in fully-
democratic elections, Lech Watesa was chosen as Poland's first popularly elected President. But the
country did not follow a smooth and straight road to freedom and prosperity — rather it was more like a
bumpy, winding path strewn with pitfalls and obstacles.

The hardships caused by Finance Minister Leszek Balcerowicz's shock-therapy reforms, coupled with
constant bickering in Parliament, where 29 different political parties were represented, caused a political
backlash in which Poles returned former communists - called “social democrats” - to power. And ex-
communist Aleksander Kwasniewski narrowly defeated Watesa in 1995, quashing his bid for re-election.

Although governments have come and gone, one cannot deny that overall the country has progressed
over the past quarter-century. Cities have been modernized, highways have been built, home and car
ownership has expanded, and Poles are better educated than ever before.

Apart from the June '89 election, other milestones this year include the 15th anniversary of Poland's
admission to NATO, and the 10th anniversary of European Union membership. Although, like most
everything else, those moves have had their downsides, all-in-all they have firmly anchored Poland on the
side of the Free World. That development became all the more valuable in view of the recent Ukrainian
turmoil east of Poland’s border. Unemployment still remains high at around 14%, while the country
simultaneously suffers a shortage of specialists and skilled workers, who emigrated to Western Europe.
Nevertheless, not many Poles would want to go return to communist times.

Wojciech Jaruzelski Dead at 90

WARSAW - Poland's former communist dictator General Wojciech Jaruzelski died on May 25, 2014 in
a Warsaw military hospital of circulatory and respiratory failure. The people of Poland remember him as
the man who had plunged his country into martial law in December 1981. He went to his grave claiming
he had chosen “the lesser of two evils.” By using Polish troops to crush Lech Watesa's 10-million-strong
Solidarnos¢, he said he had averted an alleged Soviet invasion. Except that the Kremlin later admitted they
had no plans to invade in 1981. In 1968, he sent Polish troops to help the Soviets crush a peaceful
democratic movement in Czechoslovakia and purged the Polish armed forces of Jewish officers. In 1970,
Jaruzelski's troops opened fire on and killed dozens of protesting workers on the Baltic coast. Since 1990,
when Lech Walesa replaced him as President, Jaruzelski spent his life finding ways to avoid being
convicted of his political crimes and nursing his deteriorating health.

He was born to Catholic gentry in eastern Poland's Kuréw area. During WWII, his family was
arrested and deported into Siberia as slave laborers. The snow-blindness he contracted in Siberia
permanently damaged his eyesight, causing him to wear his trademark dark glasses. He claimed he did
not get free in time to join the Polish army of General Anders, so he signed up for a Soviet-created Polish
force instead.

After the war, he gave 50 years of faithful service to his Kremlin masters. He betrayed his gentry class,
abandoned his Catholic faith, and betrayed his country of Poland by supporting Russia. He even betrayed
his own mother by refusing to attend her Catholic funeral for fear that it may harm his career.

But his years of self-promoting public relations efforts seem to have worked, because a large number
of Poles now believe martial law was justified. Many others scorn the Soviet-trained general as a Soviet
puppet and traitor. Poland's post-communists regard him as a hero, and left-leaning liberals consider him
to be a statesman and co-architect of today's free Poland. One thing seems certain — the debate about his
virtues, vices and motives will go on endlessly - but he will be judged by the Lord our God.

Timeline of Polish Freedom

WARSAW - June 4th, the anniversary of the partially-free 1989
election is being celebrated as the silver anniversary of Poland's
regained independence. In actuality, that event was but one of the
stages leading to freedom. It could not have occurred, were it not for
Solidarity's peaceful revolution, the regime's 1981 martial-law
crackdown and the resurgence of labor unrest in the late 1980s which
finally brought the communists to the bargaining table.

But why did Solidarity emerge in the first place? What was it
rebelling against and why? Answers to those questions go back
many decades, to World War II and its aftermath, in which Poland
was turned into a Soviet-controlled captive nation.

1939: On September 1st, Nazi Germany attacked Poland, starting
War World II, the bloodiest conflict in the annals of mankind. On
September 17, Soviet Russia invaded Eastern Poland, and Hitler and
Stalin divide up the country in half.

1944: The victory of Poles in the Allied Army over the Germans
at Monte Cassino, Italy, uplifted Polish spirits. On August 1st,
freedom-fighters launched the Warsaw Uprising against the Nazis.
The 2-month uprising was crushed when the Red Army, which in
July had set up a Soviet puppet regime in Lublin, refuses to help.

1945: In the Yalta Agreement, FDR and Winston Churchill
consigned Poland to the post-war “Soviet sphere of influence” that
inaugurated 45 years of Poland’s Soviet subjugation.

1945-55: Hard-line Stalinist rule attempted to crush the Polish
nation by killing and jailing Polish patriots, nationalizing private
property, collectivizing agriculture, destroying the Church and
breaking the Polish people’s will.

1956: “Bread and Freedom” riots in Poznan ushered in “The
Thaw.” Stalinist abuses were exposed. Cardinal Wyszynski was
released from custody, forced collectivization stopped, and an
attempt was made to create “socialism with a face.”

1968: Polish nationalist communists won a power struggle
against Jewish Stalinists, and most of Poland’s Jews were forced to
emigrate in the resultant anti-Semitic purge.

1970: Bloody worker riots on the Baltic coast toppled the regime
of Wladyslaw Gomutka and ushered in a decade of rule by the more
pro-Western Edward Gierek, who got the country into debt by
obtaining excessive Western credits.

1976: Price-hike protests erupted in Ursus and Radom; leftist
dissidents set up the Worker Defense Committee (KOR) to assist
sacked and jailed workers and their families.

1980-81: A strike at the Gdansk Shipyard spread across Poland
and led to the emergence of Solidarnos¢, the Soviet bloc’s 1st
independent trade union - a 10-million-strong movement of Poles
from all walks of life. Solidarnos¢ sought to democratize Poland but
was temporarily stopped by martial law in December of 1981.

1982-1988: Troops and tanks patrolled Polish cities, 10,000
activists were jailed and industry was militarized, as Gen. W.
Jaruzelski tried to restore communist rule. Underground opposition,
led by Solidarno$¢, continued to defy the regime. New strikes erupted
in 1988, forcing authorities to negotiate with Solidarnos¢.

1989: Roundtable negotiations between the communist regime
and Solidarnos¢ led to an agreement to hold partially-democratic
elections. Despite restrictions, Solidarnos¢ scored a surprising victory
at the polls in June, leading to the emergence of Poland’s 1st non-
communist post-war government several months later. Poland’s
example led to the domino-like collapse of one communist regime
after another across Eastern Europe.

Over the next decade, joining the European Union and NATO
became Poland’s top foreign-policy priorities.

1990: Lech Watesa, leader of the Solidarity Trade Union, became
Poland's first popularly-elected President.

1993: Poland, Hungary and Czechoslovakia signed an association
treaty with the EU, which was expected to lead to full membership by
2000. The same year Soviet troops pulled out of Poland. Former
communists, calling themselves social democrats, won the
parliamentary election.

1995: President Lech Watesa lost his presidential re-election bid
to former communist Aleksander Kwasniewski. The surprise upset
sent shockwaves across Poland and Polonia.

1997: The Solidarity-led government of Jerzy Buzek carried out 4
major reforms, including replacing Poland’s 49 tiny voivodships
(provinces) with 16 big ones.

1999: Despite Moscow’s opposition, Poland, the Czech Republic
and Hungary joined the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO);
Polish troops set up joint forces with Ukrainians and Lithuanians,
who were still not members of NATO.

2003: Poles approved their country’s membership in the
European Union in a June referendum.

2004: Poland and 9 other countries joined the EU on May 1st, but
only 3 EU countries opened their job markets to Poles. Now, Poles
can travel across EU borders with only their ID cards.

Thus, Poland’s initial foreign policy goals were achieved.

Chicago Height, IL- From a parish priest to bishop,
cardinal and pope, the native son from Wadowice, Poland,
Karol Wojtyla, reached the summit of the Roman Catholic
Church on April 27, 2014 when he became Saint John Paul II.

A capacity crowd of local citizens of all faiths gathered at a
special city council meeting in Chicago Heights on May 5,
2014, to recognize the canonization of John Paul II, born in
Wadowice, a sister city to Chicago Heights since 2001.

Attending the council meeting were leaders of various
Polish clubs and organizations. Representatives included:
Polish Roman Catholic Union of America District 9, Polish
American Club of Chicago Heights and Auxiliary, Polish
Falcons of America Nest 42, Polish National Alliance Lodge
590 and The Polish American Community Fair. The Chicago
Heights-Wadowice Sister Cities Committee organized the
event.

On behalf of the City Council, Mayor David Gonzalez read
and presented a proclamation to the Chicago Heights-
Wadowice Sister Cities Committee congratulating the City of
Wadowice and honoring Saint John Paul II.

Eugene Sadus, Committee Chairman, addressed the
council and audience with regard to Chicago Heights’
relationship with Wadowice, and how they are proud
knowing it is the birthplace of John Paul II. He also said that
the purpose of a sister city relationship is to promote goodwill
and understanding among cultures, and to create world
citizenship among nations.

Wadowice became a Sister City to Chicago Heights on
April 22, 2001, and is one of five Polish Sister Cities in Illinois.

Sadus introduced Former Mayor Angelo “Sam”
Ciambrone, Mayor at the time Chicago Heights-Wadowice
sister cities program was established. Ciambrone spoke of his
visit to the City of Wadowice in April 2001 to sign a reciprocal
agreement. The trip included a visit to Pope John Paul II's
home (birthplace) museum and the church where he was
baptized. Ciambrone said “It was an awesome experience, one
that I will never forget.”

During the week following John Paul II's canonization, the
Polish flag waved proudly alongside the American flag in
front of City Hall in recognition of the city which gave birth to
the most influential and beloved leader of the 20th century,
now and forever: Saint John Paul II.

Representing the efforts

Allied Forces wreath-laying ceremony with dignitaries, military leaders and
reenactors at the Eisenhower Presidential Library and Museum Courtyard of the Republic of Poland in

WWII, the group traveled
together and led a comprehensive educational effort with participation in the Forbidden Art exhibit, and
sharing artifacts from The Polish Mission that are now on display as part of the Be Ye Men of Valor Exhibit.

The formal program began on Friday with the Star Spangled Banner sung by the Kansas State
University Summer Choral Institute. Then the Chorus gave an exceptional performance of “Mazurek
Dagbrowskiego.” The event continued with a Remembrance Ceremony, Presentation of the Colors, Allied
Forces Wreath Laying, Order of the Day Reenactment and a rifle salute. Military re-enactors narrated
weapons demonstrations throughout the weekend.

The Film “The Ritchie Boys” was shown. As teenagers, these men from escaped the Nazis and came to
the USA. Here, they trained in intelligence work and psychological warfare, and returned to Europe as US
soldiers. They were Jewish and called themselves The Ritchie Boys, since they trained at Camp Ritchie, MD.
The film ended with the defeat of Germany in May of 1945. The Ritchie Boys interrogated German
prisoners, defectors and civilians, collected information of tactical and strategic importance: about troop
size and movements, and the inner workings of the Nazi-regime. Dr. Guy Stern, from the Holocaust
Memorial Center in Farmington, MI - who was an original Richie Boy - gave a very moving talk about
"Life as a Ritchie Boy” and shared his heroic encounters and memories. He is the recipient of a Bronze Star.
His family sadly perished in the Warsaw Ghetto. Today he is Distinguished Professor for German at
Wayne State University in Detroit, MI. Steve Goldman, from the Holocaust Memorial Center,
accompanied him to Kansas.

In the evening, a Gala Reception was held in the courtyard, followed by the Opening of three exhibits:
1) Be Ye Men of Valour: Allies of World War II - the forgotten stories of smaller Allied countries, such as
Poland, during WWIL 2) Forbidden Art - on loan from the Auschwitz-Birkenau State Museum of Poland
and the Polish Mission - which featured photographs of art created by prisoners of the Auschwitz
concentration camp. (It was illegal for the prisoners to create art, yet many did so at great risk.) And finally
3) World War II Remembered: Leaders, Battles & Heroes. Each day, Exhibit Talks were presented on each of
these subjects. There were also exhibit supplements which featured: Operations Overlord (D-Day/France),
Bagration (Eastern Europe), Ichi-Go (China), and Forager (Mariana Islands).

Polish Mission Director Marcin Chumiecki was awarded the prestigious Army Engineers Pin, awarded
yearly by the U.S. Army Spouse of the Year - this year Misti Stevens - to an individual or organization
credited with constructing partnerships that shape a better future. Congratulations to the Polish Mission!

On Saturday, a special CBS program D-Day Plus 20 Years: Eisenhower Returns to Normandy was shown.
Reported by Walter Cronkite, it opened with Cronkite and Eisenhower at Southwick House, Supreme
Headquarters of the Allied Expeditionary Force. Eisenhower recalled the strategy of the attack and
discussed the choice of Normandy as the site. Eisenhower also discussed his journey on D-Day, and
Winston Churchill. At Normandy, he reconstructed the attack on Pointe Du Hoc and Omaha Beach, and
discussed the landings.

This was followed by a talk on Eisenhower’s Not-So-Famous Last Words when Launching D-Day by
Timothy Rives, Eisenhower Library Deputy Director. A panel discussion on Life on the Home Front and Life
on the Battlefield took place, followed by a presentation by Nigel Hamilton, author of a 3-vol. biography of
Field Marshal Montgomery on D-Day: 70 Years Ago.

There was a Flyover by C-47s (over 1,000 C-47s dropped paratroopers behind enemy lines in
Operation Overlord - the plane was on view at the Abilene Airport that day); and the event concluded
with a Concert by 1st Infantry Division Band.

The Eisenhower Library is the most prestigious of the 13 US Presidential Libraries and is worth a
visit. The Polish Mission delegation has solidified numerous educational opportunities to fulfill the vision
of its most generous Orchard Lake benefactor, Dr. Wikiera, and it can claim responsibility for
unprecedented recognition of Poland in WWII by the U.S. government.

The Polish Mission is especially grateful to Polish Mission Chair Dr. Stanley Z. Majewski; Consul
General of the Rep. of Poland in Chicago Paulina Kapuscinska; Dir. of the Auschwitz-Birkenau State
Museum Dr. Piotr Cywinski; Pres. of the Eisenhower Foundation Stephen McLean; Dir. of the Eisenhower
Presidential Library, Museum and Boyhood Home Karl Weissenbach; Curator of the Eisenhower
Presidential Museum William Snyder; and Army Spouse of the Year Misti Stevens.

WORLD WAR II: D-DAY, THE INVASION OF NORMANDY - The D-Day operation of June 6, 1944
brought together the land, air and sea forces of the allied armies in the largest invasion force in human
history. The operation delivered 5 naval assault divisions to the beaches of Normandy, France. The
invasion force included 7,000 ships and landing craft manned by over 195,000 naval personnel from 8
allied countries: 133,000 troops from England, Canada and the US landed on D-Day. Casualties from these
3 countries during the landing numbered 10,300. By June 30th, over 850,000 men, 148,000 vehicles, and
570,000 tons of supplies had landed. Fighting by the brave soldiers, sailors and airmen of the allied forces
western front, and Russian forces on the eastern front, led to the defeat of German Nazi forces. On May 7,
1945, German Gen. Alfred Jodl signed an unconditional surrender at Reims, France. - By The Polish Mission

The Wesoly Lud Polish Folk Dance Company of the PRCUA made history as the
first Polish Dancers to perform in Salt Lake City (SLC), Utah. At the invitation of Chair,
Margie LaCerra of the Polish Genealogical Society of America (PGSA), 18 Wesoly Lud
dancers, Artistic Directors and Choreographers — Misia and Richard Jaminski - and
Costume Manager — Krystyna Rozwadowski traveled to the United Polish Genealogical
Societies Conference in SLC. They spent May 2-4 touring the beautiful city, meeting
some of the nicest people ever and presenting a “Musical of Polish Folk Dances.”
Arriving in SLC late Friday evening, the Group boarded the Utah Transit Authority
train to the Salt Lake Plaza Hotel at Temple Square, situated downtown.

On Saturday, May 3, the group was treated to a Genealogy Workshop conducted by
Cecile Wendt Jensen, Director, Polonica Americana Research Institute and 2014
Recipient of the PGSA’s Wigilia Award. We were all impressed by Cecile’s knowledge
and direction, and she was quite impressed with the enthusiasm and receptivity of the
dancers in their quest to learn more about their ancestry. Books on genealogical subjects
were available — some about surnames and their origin, others about first names and
their international counterparts, etc. An interesting presentation by a very learned
genealogist — thank you, Cecile!

visit to the
International Floor of
the Family History
Library, the largest
genealogical library in
the world, with copies
of millions of original
| records including the
names of more than two
billion deceased people.
Here, Maria Eppich,
and other volunteer
missionary genealogists
worked with the dancers

and chaperones on how to
actually research their ancestries via film or computer. Prior to arriving in SLC, the
dancers were given an assignment to prepare their family trees so that when they arrive
at the Library, they would have a starting point. Their interest was piqued and
hopefully will continue.

Margie LaCerra then arranged for a bus tour of
the city. We saw the Capitol building, Cathedral of
the Madeleine, etc. then drove to view the Great Salt |#§
Lake from the grounds of the University of Utah [[i%
(marked by a giant “U” on a mountain) from which
the panorama is impressive. Beautiful, colorful
flowers grew everywhere including poppies in
various shades (yes, Pani Ania Sokolowski — we
thought of you). After taking photos, we were back in :

our buses to

“This is the Place” Heritage Park, where
the covered wagons first arrived with
Brigham Young. Here we saw the Pony
Express Monument, Pioneer Village and, if
we had time, we could have panned for
gold. The early day s of SLV were depicted
in interesting paintings. We also stopped at
East High — site of the popular 2006 movie
“High School Musical.”

Our tour ended with the
impressive Temple Square and its 35 acres.
Of the 16 buildings in Temple Square, it is
interesting to note that the Temple built by

Mormon pioneers in the late 1800s is not

open to tours. We visited other buildings in
this Complex, including the Tabernacle, and returned soon to the Conference Center
which houses the Little Theater where our performance would be held.

It was time for our performance. For many in the audience, this was their
introduction to Polish folk dancing, so we wanted to present a well-rounded program.
We opened with the National Dance of Poland, the Polonaise — performed in regional
costumes from Cieszyn, Gorny Slask (Rozbark-Bytomski), Lubusk, Biskupin, Kaszuby,
Warmia, Podlasie, Lowicz and Opoczno. This was followed by a medley of dances from
the macro-regions of Slask, Wielkopolska and Pomorze. To present three National
Dances of Poland - Mazur, Kujawiak and Oberek - our seasoned dancers performed
duets. These were followed by a suite of dances and songs from Rzeszow, Spisz, a duet
from Old Warsaw, Eastern Krakow medley and Podhale duet.

To emphasize the mix of old and new, Polish and American, Wesoly Lud ended its
program with a touch of Polish-Americana. In studying the Polka in Chicago, other
than the basic steps and innovative choreography, many of the dance combinations were
influenced by the dances of, among others, the Swing Era. So one of our couples paid
tribute to the USA, by performing the Jive. Then a Polka Duet was performed, followed
by the Country Western Chicago Polka.

(Here’s a little trivia: The polka is not Polish in origin, but its popularity is found in every
region of Poland. It is a fun dance that became a part of the social and ballroom scene. The
history of the polka in Chicago evolved in 3 periods: 1) 1880s to WWI; the 2) Interwar period; and

3) the post-WWII era. Immigration from Europe in period 1, together with the variety of its
musical genres, led to widespread integration during period 2, when Chicago became the nucleus
for publishing and recording ethnic music. Period 3 was dominated by Pol-Am musicians and
the Chicago-style.)

Wesoly Lud has been a leader in performing various Chicago Polkas integrating
the genres of country, rock n'roll, swing, etc. In fact, that’s how Wesoly Lud found its
way to SLC — Margie LaCerra attended a Polka Party hosted by the Polish Museum of
America a few years ago in Niles, IL. She liked us so much, she wanted to have Wesoly
Lud perform at the Conference and she made it happen!!

The SLC audience was amazing — receptive, attentive and involved — which made
my job as emcee enjoyable! Their standing ovation honored the amazing Wesoly Lud
dancers, who performed for an hour with only 9 couples — changing costumes, getting
into the character of the various dances and regions, and still having energy to smile
and perform. They prepared for this performance with additional rehearsals, even
though for weeks prior to and after this show, they were studying for finals. Bravo,
Dancers, on a job well-done!

Behind the scenes, our always-vigilant,
detail-oriented Choreographer Richard
Jaminski managed the music flow and
Krystyna Rozwadowski assisted dancers
with costume changes.

The state-of-the-art facility of the Little
Theater - and stage professionals from sound
man to stage manager - made this experience
memorable. We were greeted and treated so
sincerely by David Lewandowski, President
PGSA, Margie LaCerra, Conference Chair,
Conference attendees and the Mormon
people we met along the way. Special thanks
is extended to Pat and Laura O'Reilly, from
the Church of the Latter Day Saints, for their
kind words, assistance and the special tour.

On Sunday, Wesoly Lud was able to see, hear and experience the beauty of 360
voices, and an orchestra of professional musicians, who volunteer their talents to share
the Word of God at the weekly performance of the Mormon Tabernacle Choir and
Orchestra. Then Pat O’'Reilly gave us a personal tour of the Conference Center (part of
the Temple Square complex) which houses an auditorium seating 21,000 people. The
Little Theatre, which seats 850, has a waterfall flowing down the south fagade and a
FOUR ACRE ROOF GARDEN of trees and flowers, from which there is a phenomenal
view of the city.

POLISH SPRING SALAD: In a large bowl, combine 4
chopped green onions, 1 ¢ finely chopped radishes, 1 c finely
chopped pencil-thin asparagus stalks (no tips), 1 c fresh peas, 3
chopped hard-cooked eggs or 1 c cubed yellow cheese. Season
to taste with salt and pepper. Add 1 ¢ mayonnaise, mix well
and refrigerate covered until cold. Seves 4.

POLISH RHUBARB-CARROT SALAD: In med. bowl
combine 3 ribs chopped rhubarb, 4 carrots, peeled and grated,
2 T sugar, salt to taste and 4 T sour cream; mix well. Arrange
atop lettuce leaves on 4 chilled plates. Sprinkle with chopped
parsley and 1 T orange zest (optional). Serves 4.

POLISH PINEAPPLE CHICKEN SALAD: In med. bowl
combine cooked chicken breasts, diced, 1 (14-0z) can drained
whole kernel corn, 1 (14-0z) can drained pineapple chunks or
tidbits, 6 T mayonnaise, and 3 T chopped parsley. Salt and
pepper to taste. Refrigerate at least 30 min. Line 4 plates with
lettuce and top with chilled chicken salad. Serves 4.

POLISH WILTED LETTUCE: Place 1 head romaine lettuce,
washed, dried and torn into pieces in a heatproof bowl. In a
large skillet, fry 1/2 Ib. bacon until half cooked. Add 1 large
finely chopped onion and continue to fry bacon until crisp.
Drain all but 4 T bacon grease from the skillet. Add 1/4 ¢
water, 1/4 ¢ vinegar and 3 T sugar, and bring to a boil, stirring
to dissolve the sugar. Pour hot mixture over lettuce, add salt
and pepper to taste and toss. Serve immediately.

POLISH POTATO SALAD: In Ig bowl toss 1 1/4 pounds red
or white potatoes cooked in their jackets, cooled, peeled and
diced, 3/4 cup cold cooked carrots, cut into 1/4-inch, 3/4 cup
finely chopped celery, 4 T finely chopped dill pickles, and 3 T
finely chopped onion. Salt and pepper to taste. In a separate
sm bowl, mix 1 to 2 ¢ mayonnaise (according to your
preference) and sugar (up to 4 t). If you use Miracle Whip,
omit the sugar. Gently fold into potato mixture, making sure
all the vegetables are coated. Chill, covered, until serving time.

POLISH SHRIMP SALAD: In a large bowl, combine 3 (4-0z)
cans drained tiny shrimp or 1/2 Ib. cooked diced shrimp, 3
hard-cooked eggs, chopped fine, 1 1g cold cooked chopped
carrot, 1 rib celery, chopped fine, 1/2 onion, chopped fine, 1 sm
dill pickle, chopped fine, and 1 T chopped fresh dill (optional).
In sm bowl mix desired amt of mayonnaise with sugar to taste.
Add to salad and mix well. Salt and pepper to taste. Chill until
ready to serve. If desired, portion onto individual lettuce-lined
chilled plates and garnish with a lemon slice. Serves 4.

POLISH RAW CARROT SALAD: In Ig bowl, mix together 5
peeled and coarsely grated lg carrots, 1 lg peeled, cored and
coarsely grated Granny Smith apple, Juice of 1/2 lemon, and 1
T vegetable or olive oil. Salt to taste; add sugar to taste. Mix.
Refrigerate, covered, until cold. Serves 6.

POLISH TROPICAL FRUIT SALAD: In Ig. bowl, combine 2
lg. cans pineapple chunks drained, 2 Ig or 4 sm cans mandarin
oranges drained, 1 Ig or 2 sm cans fruit salad drained and 1 ¢
coconut (optional). Mix. In food processor, combine 8 oz.
cream cheese softened and 1 can condensed milk (not
evaporated) until smooth. [Sour cream, mixed with 2 packets
of sugar substitute, can be substituted for the condensed milk,
if a less sweet salad is desired.] With spoon, mix 1 container
Cool Whip into the cheese mixture. When blended, add to the
fruit; mix well. Chill, covered, until ready to serve. Serves 12.
