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“JASELKA” AT ST. RAPHAEL KALINOWSKI
POLISH SCHOOL IN MUNSTER, IN

Munster, IN - “Jaselka” is a
Christmas Nativity Play modeled after
the Medieval Franciscan Mystery
Plays; its name is derived from the
archaic Polish word “jasto”, meaning
“Manger”.

St. Francis of Assisi is regarded as
the originator of the Nativity manger
scenes; he got permission from the
Pope to arrange the first one in 1223.

On Sunday, December 21, 2014, St.
Raphael Kalinowski Polish School
presented a Jaselka under the title,
“Oh, What a Night!” at the Church of
the Discalced Carmelite Fathers in
Munster, IN. Third-grade teacher,
Agata Wilgocki, prepared the set (on the basis of A. Szafraniec) and likewise directed the entire
presentation. All the teachers assisted in preparing the children for the performance.

The entire presentation consisted of seven scenes, beginning with the Annunciation to the
Blessed Virgin Mary, and subsequently depicting scenes with the Shepherds and their domestic
animals, the Birth of the Son of God, the Star of Bethlehem and the Three Kings, as well as the
Adoration of the Newborn Jesus by countless hosts of beautiful Christmas Angels.

HALINA SZYRZYNA

The Polish Teacher for the upcoming
“Polish for Americans” conversational Polish
class sponsored by the PRCUA is Halina
Szyrzyna, who is a proud Silesian and native
Pole. She completed her Master’s Degree at the University of Silesia
in Katowice, Poland.

As a child, Mrs. Szyrzyna knew what career path she wanted to
take — she wanted to be a teacher. She feels it is an honor and a
privilege “to share with children one’s knowledge, watching them
grow and mature before your very eyes.”

Halina came to the U.S.A. in the 1980s. A few years later, she
met Father Bruno (both studied English Language at Moraine Valley
Community College) who told her that a teacher was needed at the
John Paul IT Polish School in Lemont. And the rest is history!

“I love this school,” she says and feels it is the best!

Several years ago, Mrs. Szyrzyna and the Principal at that time,
came to the conclusion that something had to change for the children
who spoke very little, if any, Polish. The idea for a bi-lingual program
was born and she undertook its development. This program continues
to be taught, now by several teachers. It gives her a sense of happiness
and pride. There are children in the classes who know nothing about
the Polish language yet within a short period of time, they say basic
words and begin to formulate sentences.

In the last year, Mrs. Szyrzyna assumed the position of Principal
(School Director) of John Paul II Polish School (a position she held
successfully in the late 1990s and early 2000s). She is proud to devote
her time and energy teaching every Friday night and Saturday,
together with an equally dedicated group of teachers. “Every week,
we add another brick of knowledge to our children and teens. We
share with them the beautiful Polish traditions, Polish culture, and
Polish values.”

In 1999, Mrs. Szyrzyna was instrumental in initiating the start of a
Polish folk dance group at John Paul II known as “Polanie”. She is
involved in the Union of Upper Silesians, where she holds the office
of Vice President. She is also one of the radio hosts of “Na §laskiej
fali”.

Halina’s family includes husband Jerzy; son Dawid, his wife Ola
and their two children, Maya and Igor; and daughter, Patricia and her
daughter, Kalina.

Halina Szyrzyna has been a PRCUA member since December,
1999. The PRCUA is excited that this extraordinary PRCUA member
has agreed to share her teaching talents with our adult members.

The Polish Museum of America (PMA)
cordially invites you to the exhibition opening
of Truth and Remembrance — The Katyn
Massacre.

FROM PACZKI
TO PENANCE

This February issue of Narod Polski will be
arriving early enough in this second month of the . S/
year to still give all of our readers ample By Fr. Erich Orzech,
opportunities to celebrate the happy St Stanislaus Parish
Carnival/Festival season which precedes the rigors & St. Casimir Parish,
of Lent. This year it begins with Ash Wednesday on Cleveland, OH
February 18th. Since it wouldn't be right to observe one without the other,
it's important for us to take a look at this “unofficial" season to see what it
has to offer us. To our credit, Poles and Polish-Americans are very good at
observing Lent, with its prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. We all, though,
might need a little boost or send-off beforehand to get us off-and-running
on the right foot.

The whole concept of a celebratory time before the coming of Lent
developed in Catholic tradition precisely because Lent was so strictly and
universally observed. In days past, where people spent much of their time
and effort in life simply procuring and preserving food for survival, the
thought of certain foods spoiling over a long period of time because they
were forbidden to be eaten, was abhorrent. This included things like
meat, dairy products, and eggs. People sought a solution by seeing to it
that it was all eaten before Lent began. How much food there was
determined how many days of festivities there would be that particular
year - three, five, seven, whatever it might be. Over time, the tradition of a
festive season before Lent - Carnival, where you said "farewell to meat" -
developed. All this culminated on the day before Lent began, which
quickly became known by its French name: MARDI GRAS, or Fat
Tuesday.

Such strictness served as an inspiration for many other things, too.
For example, do you know how pretzels were invented? Why, as the
perfect Lenten treat, of course. They are made simply from flour, water,
and salt - all things you can eat during the fast period. Plus, their
originators - the German bakers - called them "bretzel", which means "little
arms" since they were folded like arms crossed in front of your chest.
Interestingly, this was a popular prayer form for people before folding
your hands came into fashion. Remember that the next time you take a
handful and don't be afraid to have them around during Lent, either!

Our Polish-American observances have added a novel twist to this
pre-Lenten tradition. In almost all of our Polish-American communities,
you can bet that the TV cameras and newspaper reporters will be at our
Polish bakeries - sometimes for days before "Fat Tuesday" - covering the
phenomena of that great Polish delicacy: The Paczek. (That's right, while
you may not be able to eat just one, the singular form is "paczek” while the
more familiar plural form goes by "paczki".)

These wonderful, light, airy, often fruit-filled delights are often
described as being like a doughnut. However, any experienced eater
knows the difference! So successful and widely known in the wider
community are paczki at this time of year, that often even non-Poles are
referring to the day before Lent as "PACZKI DAY"! I can recall getting up
at the crack of dawn to beat the lines to the best Polish bakery in Cleveland
to get dozens of paczki for the school teachers and office staff at my
various parishes. They always went from being surprised, to most
appreciative, to expecting them every year!

Perhaps this is an unheralded Polish
cultural success story... a time where we
"break through" into the mainstream in a
very favorable light without even trying.

Be that as it may, it reminds us that there
is a time and place for everything - and
that includes celebrating.

Save the diets for Ash Wednesday
and Lent and treat yourself, your loved
ones and friends, to some appropriate
indulging beforehand... and make sure it
includes a paczek or two!
