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Dear Members and Friends of the Polish Roman Catholic
Union of America,

Welcome to my annual State of the Union message.

How is the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America
doing in these still challenging times?

Let me begin by reviewing the events of 2014 and
proceed into what we are planning for 2015.

First of all, as you know, the PRCUA held its 61st
Quadrennial Convention in August, at the Grand Plaza Hotel
on the banks of the Maumee River in Toledo, Ohio.

The host committee, chaired by District #5 Director Joan
Sylak, did an exceptional job in preparing for all of the
activities of the week. From the opening welcoming party on
Saturday held at the PRCUA Misiuda Hall to the closing
ceremony on Wednesday morning, the committee performed
admirably.

Thank you Joanie and the entire Pre-Convention
Committee for a job well done.

Previous issues of the Narod Polski reported extensively
about Convention activities. The budget was passed,
amendments to the Constitution were made, and a new
Board of Directors and National Officers were elected.

Those newly elected have been charged with the
responsibility of leading our organization for the next four
years. I am humbled to say that I will again serve as your
president. Thank you.

Our platform for the PRCUA remains the same as it was
when I first was elected almost 5 years ago:

¢ Financial strength, stability and integrity

* Sales of our financial products

¢ Fraternalism
Let me first address our financial position.

We are very fortunate that actions, taken early in my first
term, continue to contribute greatly to improving our
financial strength.

Selling excess real estate in Cleveland and Wisconsin in
2011 and in Philadelphia in 2014, achieved significant
savings. In addition to this, savings were incurred through
reductions in staff by retirements, job eliminations and
consolidations, pension and general operating expenses.

Our annuity program continues to be profitable while
still providing our members with very competitive interest
rates when compared with those offered by bank certificates
of deposit or money market funds. Interest rates paid on
varying annuity maturities range from 2.5% to 2.75%.

Due to the attention placed on our investment income
and a watchful eye kept on our expenses, I am pleased to
report that 2014 recorded a net profit of $1,126,861 and an
increase in our surplus to $7.1million, a $500,000
improvement.

This represents the fourth consecutive profitable year and
the third year of reporting a profit of a million dollars or
more. Furthermore, since the end of 2010 when our surplus
account was $3.6 million, in four years we have almost
doubled that amount and greatly strengthened our
organization’s financial position.

Our assets now total $205,000,000.

Our dividends have grown every year since 2010 and we
have increased this distribution to our members from a low
$61,000 in 2010 to $163,000 for 2014. We are pleased to be able
to return more to you our members, while also improving the
financial status of our organization.

We have been able to accomplish this while operating
with the uncertainty that still influences our national
economy and international affairs. These external influences

are quite challenging in
eliciting worldwide
confidence and positive
economic growth.

The full financial
report for 2014 can be
found in detail on page 4
of this issue of the Narod
Polski.

Let’s talk about sales.

Our annuity sales in
2014 were only slightly
higher than the previous
year. We know that our
annuity rates are very
competitive, but to offer
higher rates on our
annuities without a
corresponding increase in
interest income to the PRCUA would weaken our improving
financial position. Be assured that we watch rate movement
daily and will adjust our annuity rate at a feasible time.

In 2014, our life insurance sales were flat. Does this reflect
the uncertainty we all feel about the direction of our national
economy and worldwide issues? How can we improve the
sale of our life insurance products?

We are constantly reviewing our life insurance programs
and making adjustments where needed. Our Final Expense
Plan will add a whole life payment option that stretches out
the premium payment to allow this plan to become more
affordable to individuals. We are offering a MEGA Plan that
will combine separate premiums, commingling them into one
when an applicant applies for a Term and Whole Life Plan.
And we are testing a Graded Benefit Plan that will not
require any medical questions.

These are in addition to our existing plans for Whole Life
and Term including the Family Benefit Plan that offers a
discount when two or more family members apply.

Our Sales and Marketing Directors, as well as our field
sales representatives, can help you update your family
protection needs to give you peace of mind under any
contingent emergencies.

Please give the PRCUA the opportunity to service your
life insurance and retirement needs. You will be pleasantly
surprised by our competitive rates, as well as the wide
variety of plans and options that are available at the PRCUA.

Anna was always accompanied by her amiable
husband, Mark, who graciously stood by her side, silently
supporting her.

Did You Know That....?

--- Polish people refer to Lent as “Wielki Post” (the Great Fast).

— Lent begins on Popielec or Sroda Popielcowa (Ash Wednesday) when the faithful have their heads sprinkled
with ashes as a sign of the transitory nature of life on earth.

--- The ashes sprinkled on the heads of the faithful on Ash Wednesday come from the burning of the previous
year’s blessed palms

--- Although known in Polish as “palmy” or “palemki” (palms), what Poles have blessed in church on Palm
Sunday are pussywillows interspersed with boxwood or other evergreen sprigs or rod-type wildflower bouquets.
--- The Kurpie region of NE Poland is known for the country’s tallest Palm Sunday “palms”. These are trees up to
45 feet tall, stripped of their branches and decorated with evergreen roping, paper flowers and ribbons.

--- “Gorzkie Zale” (Bitter Lamentations), a typically Polish Lenten service, reflects on the Passion and Death of
Christ through a series of mournful chants. The hymns were published in a prayer book for the first time in
Warsaw in 1707.

The Society's valuation indicates that on the basis of the American Experience of 1941, 1958 and
1980, 2001 Commissioner's Standard Ordinary Table of Mortality with interest at 2 1/2% through
5.5%, the future assessments at the rates now collected together with the invested assets are
sufficient to meet all certificates as they mature by their terms with a margin of safety of $7,118,628
over the above statutory standard.

EASTER RYEMEAL SOUP (zurek wielkanocny): In pot combine 2
to 2 %2 ¢ diced smoked kielbasa, ham and/or roast pork, 6 c water, 1
quartered onion and several peppercorns. Simmer on low, covered,
1 hr. Stir in 1 c ryemeal sour* (zur liquid - available bottled at Polish
delis), 1 ¢ water in which 1 heaping T flour has been dissolved and
Y4 of a mushroom bouillon cube. Bring to boil, reduce heat and
simmer 2-3 min. Turn off heat, add 1-2 buds crushed garlic, 1
heaping t prepared horseradish and 1 T marjoram. Stir, and salt &
pepper to taste. Serve over cut-up hard-boiled eggs.

HOT STUFFED EGGS (IN SHELLS) (jaja faszerowane w
skorupkach): Although a bit involved, this is a fantastic Easter dish
well worth the effort! Cook hard-boiled eggs allowing 1-2 per guest.
Start with 8-10 cold, hard-boiled eggs with the shells on. Hold each
egg firmly against cutting-board and tap it lengthwise with a sharp,
thin-bladed, non-serrated-edge knife. With swift cutting motion cut
through the egg, shell and all. With small spoon gently scoop out
yolk and white and set aside, taking care not to break the shell.
Carefully remove and discard and loose, jagged shell fragments
that adhere to eggs or the rim of shells. Set shells aside. Simmer 2
finely minced onions in 2 T butter until tender and golden. Grind or
chop eggs fine and combine with onion. Add 1 - 2 heaping T finely
chopped fresh dill, 1 heaping T finely chopped chives and salt &
pepper to taste. Mix ingredients well. (Optional: Work 1 T sour
cream into mixture.) Fill shells with mixture, pressing it down very
gently so as not the damage the shells. Sprinkle tops generously
with bread crumbs, pressing crumbs in gently. To serve, fry stuffed
eggs, crumb-side down in 2 T butter or margarine until a golden-
brown crust forms and the shells are hot to the touch. Serve
immediately.

FRESH BAKED KIELBASA (biata kietbasa pieczona): Arrange
fresh kietbasa in a single layer in uncovered baking pan. Cover with
cold water and bake in 350° oven. Turn sausage over when half the
water has evaporated. Scatter wafer-thin onion slices on top and
sprinkle with caraway seed. It is ready when all the water
evaporates and sausage begins to sizzle. Variation: At the start of
cooking, replace 1 c of water with beer.

KIEEBASA & SAUERKRAUT (kietbasa z kapusta): Drain 2 - 3 qts
sauerkraut. If very sour, rinse in cold water and drain again. Press
out moisture in colander, chop coarsely, place in pot, scald with
boiling water to cover, add 1 bay leaf and cook uncovered 45 min.
Intersperse about 2 Ibs smoked or cooked fresh kietbasa cut into 22
- 3” pieces, sprinkle with %2 t caraway seed and cook, covered, at
least 1 hr longer on low. After turning off heat, let stand at least 20
minutes before serving. It'll be even better reheated the next day!

EASY EASTER BABKA (babka wielkanocna latwiejsza): Dissolve 1
pkg. active dry yeast in 1 ¢ very warm milk. Stir in 3/4 c. butter until
melted. Add 1 c sugar, 3 beaten whole eggs, 3 c flour, 1 t vanilla
extract and % c raisins. Mix well to blend ingredients, but do not
knead. Fill well-greased babka pan with dough; pan should be only
5 full. Cover with cloth and let stand in warm place until doubled
in bulk (about 2 hrs). Bake about 1 hr in preheated 350° oven. It is
fully baked when a wooden pick comes out clean. Dust with
confectioner’s sugar or glaze with icing (mix %5 ¢ confectioner’s
sugar, 1 trum or vanilla extract and 2-3 T boiling water).

CRUMBLE-TOP FRUIT MAZURKA (mazurek owocowy z
kruszonka): Cut %2 Ib butter into 3 ¢ flour, add 4 egg yolks and 1
scant ¢ confectioner’s sugar. Quickly work ingredients into a
smooth dough, wrap in foil and refrigerate several hours. Divide
dough into 2 parts. Roll out one half and fit it into square or
rectangular baking pan. Spread with powidfa (prune jam) or other
thick jam. Coarsely grate the remaining dough over jam, evenly
covering the entire surface. Bake in preheated 390°-400° oven about
20 min or until nice and golden. When cool, cut into squares.

Back to the Basics
of the Holy Season of Lent

This year, the entire month of March is taken up
with the Holy Season of Lent as we prepare for the most
important Feast: Easter. In Polish it is called Wielki Post
which is translated as the “Great Fast” as it is the most
important fast of the entire year. Lent runs from Ash
Wednesday until the beginning of the Mass of the
Lord’s Supper on Holy Thursday. In order to make this
Lent more meaningful, it might be helpful to go to the basics of Lent.

The Catholic Ordo (which is a yearly book published to help guide
liturgical celebrations) uses this quote about Lent: “The annual observance of
Lent is the special season for the ascent to the holy mountain of Easter.
Through its twofold theme of repentance and baptism, the season of Lent
disposes both the catechumen (those preparing to enter the Church at the
Easter Vigil) and the faithful to celebrate the paschal mystery. Catechumens
are led to the sacraments of initiation by means of the rite of election, the
scrutinies, and catechesis. The faithful, listening more intently to the word of
God and devoting themselves to prayer, are prepared through a spirit of
repentance to renew their baptismal promises.”

Traditionally, there are three disciplines that are associated with Lent:
Prayer, Fasting and Giving Alms. These three disciplines cause us to look
beyond ourselves to a greater good. Prayer deepens our relationship with the
Lord. Fasting helps us to focus our attention away from our own wants and
desires. Giving alms reminds us that others are in need and, as followers of
Christ, we are to show them His love and compassion.

These disciplines can be a very practical guide for us during the season of
Lent. Many times, we may not even think about practicing all three disciplines
during Lent because it seems so many of us get caught in the trap of thinking
about fasting, the “what can I give up” frenzy that often becomes associated
with Lent. While fasting or abstaining from something we really like during
Lent can be helpful in our growth in holiness, so too prayer and giving alms -
which includes giving of ourselves - can be equally or even more important for
our spiritual growth. Sometimes prayer and almsgiving can be harder for us
than anything we may have chosen to give up.

Here are some practical examples for putting into practice these
disciplines. In the area of prayer, consider praying the Stations of the Cross at
your Parish during Lent or attending a daily Mass. In the area of fasting,
abstain from snacking between meals during the entire season of Lent. If that
seems too daunting, pick a specific day of the week to do so. In the area of
giving alms, write a check to your favorite charity, especially if that charity
serves the Poor or make a visit to someone who is in a nursing home or
hospital. While these may seem to be insignificant, they are all signs of the
beginning of an internal conversion, of which, Lent is all about.

The Church offers us these three
disciplines in her wisdom and her
concern for our spiritual growth. I am
inclined to think that these three
disciplines work together, in harmony,
to help us on not only our Lenten
Journey but also on our journey
toward genuine holiness. To pick only
one and exclude the others may do
more harm than good, causing an
imbalance in our spiritual growth.

As we walk through the season of
Lent during this month of March, let
us pray for each other that we make progress in spiritual growth in holiness by
prayer, fasting and giving alms, returning to the basic of the Lenten Season, as
we ascend “the Holy mountain of Easter.”

Protecting your privacy is important to the Polish Roman Catholic Union of
America. We want our customers to understand what information we collect
and how we use it.

Information We Collect About You

You have provided the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America certain
nonpublic personal information, such as your name, age, residence, marital
status and social security number. If you have applied for life insurance or an
annuity, you also provided us with employment and medical information and
authorized us to obtain further information concerning your health history,
mode of living, avocations and other personal characteristics. Based on this
authorization, only the minimum amount of information necessary to
underwrite your application has been collected. If you have applied for a
mortgage or a student loan, you also have provided us with information about
your employment, income and assets.

Information We Collect Through Our Website www.prcua.org

We do track general Website non-personal information to determine the
number of web site visitors; date and time of access; host or server provider
information. This information is used to improve web site content, monitor
traffic and diagnose server problems and is not disclosed to third parties.

We do not obtain or utilize user-specific information and do not capture
personal information unless you willingly provide it to us either directly by e-
mail or in those areas of the Website where you may provide it for
informational type requests.

In order to provide better service, the Polish Roman Catholic Union of
America may occasionally use a "cookie". A "cookie" is a small text file placed
on your hard drive by our Web page server. These cookies do not collect
personally identifiable information, and we do not combine information
collected through cookies with other personal information to determine who
you are or your e-mail address. We may use cookies for a number of purposes,
such as storing your password so that you do not have to input it every time
you visit our Website.

Any oversight of
these matters is rigorous and our employees understand that improper
disclosure of nonpublic personal information is a serious matter with severe
consequences.

PRCUA works hard to ensure that our systems are secure so that they meet
industry standards and comply with Federal and State regulations regarding
the safeguarding of nonpublic personal information. Where appropriate, we
employ firewalls, encryption technology, user authentication systems (e.g.,
passwords and personal user ID) and access control mechanisms to control the
physical and electronic access to our systems and data. We also institute
policies and procedures to maintain the accuracy of customer information.

What Information We Disclose

We are a fraternal benefit society that has always been committed to
protecting the privacy of our members. There are no affiliated financial
institutions or third party non-affiliates, which have access to your nonpublic
personal information, except pursuant to your written authorization. We never
sell lists of the names and addresses of our members to any vendor of goods or
services.

Access to your records is limited to those employees who are working with
your file. Should we be required to disclose information in connection with
civil or criminal litigation, we must comply, but such instances are exceedingly
rare.
