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PRCUA SUPPORTS TWO IMPORTANT PETITIONS

Chicago, IL - The Polish Roman Catholic Union of America unites with the Polish American Congress and the
Polish American community in support of action taken against inaccurate remarks made by FBI Director James B.
Comey on Apri 15, 2015.

In an unfair and inaccurate statement made by Dir. Comey at a meeting at the Holocaust Museum in
Washington, DC, he characterized Poland as an accomplice of Nazi Germany in the Holocaust and murder of
millions of people.

This has caused an outcry in Poland and in Polish communities around the world and a demand for an
apology and clarification of the insulting accusations.

Poland did not collaborate with the Nazi occupant. As a result of the German invasion in Poland and war
operations about 18% of the Polish population (6 million - 3 million non-Jewish Poles and 3 million Jewish Poles)
lost their lives in World War 1I, killed in battles, murdered in prisons, camps and mass executions, died from
wounds, malnutrition, disease, and other causes. Poland was the only country occupied by the Third Reich in
which any kind of help to persons of Jewish faith or origin was punishable by death. Despite this fact, many Poles
risked their own lives to rescue Jews from the Nazis. Many Polish individuals and special units were involved
and dedicated to helping Jews escape from the Holocaust.

Therefore, the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America is appreciative of the Polish American Congress and
it'’s National President Frank Spula, for taking action to clear these unjust and damaging remarks. The PRCUA
asks its members to join the PAC, other Polish-American organizations and the whole Polish-American
community to sign the petition, demanding that the FBI Director apologize and resign. President Spula’s letter
and the petition can be found at www.pac1944.org.
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The Polish Roman Catholic Union of America also encourages PRCUA members to petition U.S. Senators and
Congressmen to include Poland in the Visa Waiver Program (VWP). The Visa Waver Program allows citizens of
certain selected countries to travel to the United States for business or pleasure, for stays of 90 days or less,
without obtaining a visa. At present, citizens of 38 countries are eligible for visa-free entry into the United States.
Poland is excluded from the Visa Waver Program (VWP). Why?

Poland is a great ally of the United States. Polish troops have fought alongside Americans in Iraq and
Afghanistan, Poland is a member of NATO and an influential member of the European Union.

For more than a decade, Poland has been requesting that its citizens be included in the program. Several
attempts to create special legislation for Poland to be included in the VWP had been made by various U.S.
Senators and Congressmen but have failed.

On April 20, 2015 the VWP4PL. Action Group met at the Polish Embassy in Washington to discuss a possible
course of action that can be taken to elicit the help of the Polish American community to encourage federal
legislators to admit the Republic of Poland into the Visa Waver Program.

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Francis Cardinal George, 1937-2015
A Personal Reflection

Chicago, IL - When Cardinal Francis
George, retired Archbishop of Chicago,
passed away at his residence on Friday
morning, April 17, expressions of gratitude for
the humble yet inspirational leadership he
gave his flock during difficult times poured
out from around the nation and beyond. In a
particular way, the Polish-American
community joined in prayerful remembrance
of a dear friend and zealous shepherd,
including families from PRCUA’s St. Raphael
Kalinowski Polish School headquartered at
the Carmelite Monastery in Munster, Indiana.
Cardinal George’s visit to the Carmelite
shrine several years ago, when he presided at
the patronal feast of our Lady of Mt. Carmel,
was truly like a family gathering. Even though
Cardinal George was such a public figure, he
was always close to families and young
people. In addition, he was always grateful
for the work of the Polish Carmelites from this
monastery, who serve at St. Camillus Parish in Chicago, with Fr. Wactaw Lech as
Pastor, as well as their work as chaplains for the Polish Highlanders” Alliance and at
PRCUA'’s St. Raphael Kalinowski Polish School.

Coming from a large family of thirteen children myself, with four brothers who
are priests and two sisters who are nuns, I always appreciated the gentle, humble
way in which Cardinal George encouraged all of us to be grateful to God for the gift
of family life, regardless of our ethnic background. For the Polish community,
Cardinal George always showed his gratitude for the strong faith which they
brought with them as immigrants from Poland. That faith bore fruit in his support
for a special seminary, now named after the late Bishop Alfred Abramowicz, where
seminarians from Poland can study English, complete their studies at Mundelein,
and serve the Archdiocese at this time when we need so many new vocations to the
priesthood. Cardinal George did the same for the Hispanic community and others,
and even established the first Syro-Malabar Diocese in Chicago’s history for
Catholics from Kerala, India, birthplace of the local “Polish Carmelite” from India,
Fr. Joseph Ivans.

Wherever Cardinal Francis George served, the spirit of belonging to a family,
especially the family of God, was evident, beginning in his own residence. We who
knew Cardinal George personally were aware that for almost the entire time he
served as Archbishop of Chicago, the community of Polish Albertine Sisters worked
and cared for him at his residence, and were at his bedside last Friday when he
entered into eternity. For this reason, it was an honor for the Polish community that
one of these Albertine sisters was chosen as lector for the First Reading at the
Cardinal’s Funeral Mass this past Thursday, April 23, at Holy Name Cathedral in
Chicago. Moreover, Cardinal George was especially close to the Holy Father who
brought him back to his native Chicago as Archbishop, the Pope whom we now
honor as St. Pope John Paul II.

Since Cardinal George had grown up in the neighborhood just to the north of
Munster, IN, meeting him after such a long hiatus brought my family back to
childhood years when one of my five sisters first volunteered to work with mentally
challenged children at the Italian Daughters of St. Mary of Providence, just around
the corner from the Cardinal’s home parish of St. Pascal. That’s also where my sister
eventually entered the convent at a time when, in cities like Chicago, Catholic morals
and family values so imbued our culture with the highest standards of excellence in
education, health care, science, the arts, and even athletics, that people of other faiths
were even proud to identify their home neighborhood by adverting to the name of
their local Catholic parish. Such was the ethnic, working-class, universal sensitivity
that pulsated in the magnanimous heart of Francis George when he set out to face
the countless challenges and obstacles that he would meet at every turn, like the
humble fishermen who first set out from Galilee at the Lord’s bidding two thousand
years ago.

As we know, there was a long story behind Cardinal George’s journey back to
Chicago, the city where he was born. Because he was afflicted with polio from age
13, Francis George was not able to enter the seminary here as he desired, and for that
reason he entered the religious order of the Oblates of Mary Immaculate. It is
unusual for a religious order priest to be named Bishop and then Archbishop of a
major city. Yet it was yet another example of how the Holy Spirit inspired St. Pope
John Paul II when he chose Francis Cardinal George to be Archbishop of Chicago,
ironically making him the leader of the very Archdiocese where he couldn’t enter the
seminary because of polio.

Suffering from polio and then cancer, which finally took his life, was just one
dimension of the life of humble sacrifice which, at times, made Cardinal George an
enigmatic figure in the media. But his suffering also made him a very endearing
figure to all of us who admired his great intellect, his gentle spirit, and most of all,
his deep passion for not only preaching the truth, but also for practicing what he
preached. On several occasions, when Cardinal George went out of his way to pray
with and bless my parents, it hurt me inside to see him stumble down the aisle with
his crozier (bishop’s staff). But I knew how special each person was to him, and that
is what the faithful witnessed when Polish, Latinos, Filipinos, Koreans, Italians, and
people of many faiths testified as to how they were touched by this humble pastor
during the many devotions, rosaries, and inter-faith prayer services that took place
during the three days of mourning this past week. It was also what made him, like

his mentor St. Pope John Paul II, unwavering in defending the dignity of every human
life from the moment of conception and always ready to stand up for the dignity of
marriage and the family in these difficult times.

As members of the PRCUA and in representing St. Raphael Kalinowski Polish School
at the Carmelite Monastery in Munster, we were also touched bythe Cardinal’s life of
sacrifice, as beautifully testified to at the Funeral Mass itself at Holy Name Cathedral —
from the prayers and readings in Polish, Spanish, Latin, and other languages, the
consoling strains of “Serdeczna Matko,” sung in Polish after Communion, and after “In
paradisum...May the angels lead you into paradise,” — the singing of the “Salve Regina...
Hail Holy Queen,” the chant in which we pray that Mary will show us the face of her
Son Jesus after this “earthly exile.”

One of the Polish Albertine Sisters who took care of Cardinal George at his residence
told me that the Cardinal had requested that chant just before he passed from this life, so
it seemed so appropriate that his funeral would conclude with that chant on a day when
nature itself seemed to reflect that “joyful sacrifice” — a beautiful, sunny day in this Easter
season of Resurrection, but with just enough Chicago cold to remind us that our true
home really is elsewhere. As if to remind us of that truth, as the hearse bearing Cardinal
George’s body to All Saints” Cemetery for burial passed St. Pascal School, which he
attended as a small boy, a young girl from that same school standing along the street said
that she simply wanted to thank Cardinal George for blessing her mother when she was
pregnant with her in her womb. I could only think of my own sense of gratitude that
Cardinal George had blessed my parents and thanked them for receiving their thirteen
children as a gift from God, along with my fervent hope that after this life of joyful
sacrifice, our beloved St. Pope John Paul II and the communion of saints in heaven were
ready to welcome the beautiful soul of Cardinal Francis George into the joy of Paradise.

PRCUA Executive Officers were honored to attend the Funeral Mass of Cardinal
Francis George on April 23, 2015 at Holy Name Cathedral in Chicago, IL. Truly, Polonia
has lost a dear friend and beloved leader. May he rest in eternal peace.

Reverend Canon Anthony D. Iwuc, Pastor Emeritus of St. Joseph’s Parish,
Central Falls, RI, celebrated his 87th birthday on February 25, 2015.

Providence, RI - 1In
celebration of Rev. Canon
Anthony D. Iwuc’s 87th birthday,
a concelebrated Mass of
Thanksgiving was offered at St.
Adalbert Church, Providence, R,
at 10 a.m, in the presence of the
Most Reverend Robert C. Evans,
Auxiliary Bishop and the Most
Reverend Louis E. Gelineau,
Bisbop Emeritus of the Diocese
of Providence. The concelebrants
of the Mass were: Reverend
Marek Kupka, pastor of St.

Following the Mass, a birthday luncheon was held at the Royal Buffet, Cranston,
RI. Anthony Iwuc, a native of South Attleboro, MA received the sacraments of
Baptism, First Penance, First Holy Communion and Confirmation in St. Joseph's
Church, Central Falls, RI. He graduated from St. Joseph's Parochial School in 1942 and
from St. Raphael Academy, Pawtucket, RI in 1945. He attended Our Lady of Providence
Seminary from 1945 to June 1947.

Cyril and Methodius Seminary from
September 1947 through May 1952, both of which are located in Orchard Lake, MI.

Ordained a priest on Memorial Day, May 30, 1953, Father Anthony D. Iwuc offered
his first Solemn High Mass at St. Joseph's Church in Central Falls, RI, the following
day. He also celebrated the Silver Jubilee of his Ordination there on May 31, 1978, his
Golden Jubilee on May 31, 2003, his Retirement Mass on August 13, 2005 and his 60th
Anniversary Mass on May 26, 2013.

Father Iwuc served as assistant, administrator pro temp and pastor at Our Lady of
Czestochowa Parish in Quidnick, RI, from June 13, 1953 to March 3, 1972. Then he had
the privilege of serving as pastor of his home parish, St. Joseph's Parish in Central Falls,
RI, for 33 years.

Since 1970, Father Iwuc has belonged to PRCUA Society #896. He served as
PRCUA National Chaplain for 12 years, from 1974 to 1986 and has been National Vice
Chaplain since 1986. Fr. Iwuc is the longest serving Chaplain in the 142 year history of
the PRCUA! 1t is with deep gratitude that the PRCUA Executive Officers, Board of
Directors, members and employees extend a hearty “Sto Lat!” to the PRCUA’s beloved
Father Anthony D. Iwuc.

First would be the May 3rd
weekend where the U.S.A. joins with Poland in celebrating
Polish Constitution Day in centers of Polonia throughout the
country (Cleveland is looking forward to two parades and
wonderful festivities that weekend!). That's also the most
popular weekend for First Holy Communions in parishes
throughout the USA. The following Sunday brings Mother's
Day when we remember and honor all of our Mothers, Grandmothers, and
Godmothers, both living and deceased. And, May is the month of our Blessed Mother,
Mary, which gives us the privilege of offering our Mayjowa devotions and celebrating
the May Crowning. Plus, all this takes place during a month of the year that is
beautiful with new spring growth, flowering bulbs and shrubs, and the arrival of nicer
weather before we kick-off the official summer season with our observance of
Memorial Day near the month's conclusion.

Amidst all of this, two events have happened recently, which I would like to inform
our readers about, as they effect the larger Polish community.

It also
highlighted the achievements of Msgr. Lucian Bojnowski, pastor of Sacred Heart
Church for 65 years and founder of a religious order of sisters, the Daughters of Mary
of the Immaculate Conception, the St. Lucian Residence for the elderly, an orphanage, a
newspaper, a cemetery, and I'm sure I'm forgetting a few other things. In short, a true
giant of Polonia! Re-elected as National Officers were: President, Very Rev. Canon
Walter Ptak from Detroit (our PRCUA National Chaplain); Vice-President, Rev. Fr. Eric
Orzech from Cleveland (your humble author); Treasurer, Rev. Fr. Ronald Osinski from
Altoona-Johnstown, PA; and Secretary, Rev. Fr. Nicholas Coffaro from Saginaw, MI.

With this in mind, I ask our readers to please do us a favor: When you next have the
chance to speak with your parish priests, why not asked if they were at the P.A.P.A.
Convention in Hartford. If they weren't, ask why not. Ask if they are a member of this,
the only officially recognized association of Polish priests in the United States.

Foundation in Rome. Founded by our Saintly Holy Father himself, shortly after the
beginning of his pontificate, the Foundation promotes the vast deposit of his teachings
through a Documentation Center, runs a pilgrim home in Rome, funds scholarships
and a residence for students from Eastern Europe at the Catholic University in Lublin,
and runs youth and cultural/language programs, too. The Foundation is supported by
Chapters of Friends throughout the world who host cultural, educational, religious,
and social events to raise money for this worthy cause. Many centers of Polonia in the
USA have such a chapter.

Gathering from April 25th to 27th to celebrate the first anniversary of St. John Paul
II's canonization, this is the Organization's first meeting since Pope Francis assumed the
Chair of St. Peter. In addition to opportunities for socializing, the representatives of
the various Chapters of Friends share news and ideas as to how to better promote the
work and support of the Foundation. Masses were offered by Cardinal Stanislaw
Rylko, President of the Foundation's Administrative Council and Cardinal Stanislaw
Dziwisz, Archbishop of Krakow, St. John Paul II former personal secretary and the
Foundation's head. A memorial tablet was also blessed and dedicated at the pilgrim
home noting donors to the Foundation since our last meeting. As you can see, the
whole event takes on the air of a spiritual retreat as well as a working gathering.
