GAME and CONTEST INFORMATION

SCRAMBLE: On every hole each member of the team hits a tee shot. The team determines the best shot and
then all team members hit from that location. This procedure is repeated until the ball is holed out. A team
score is then recorded and the team moves to the next hole.

SKINS GAME: The basic format for "Skins" is one in which the winner (individual or team) is awarded a

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OUR TRIP TO POLAND

Detroit, MI - On Thursday, April 16, 2015 our much-anticipated trip to Poland
began. We departed from Detroit Metro Airport flying to Frankfurt, Germany,
then onto Warsaw, Capital of Poland. When we arrived in Warsaw we were
overwhelmed with the beauty of the city and astonished at the buildings that
spanned hundreds of years - a city reborn after World War II. We experienced
the remains of the Warsaw Ghetto and Wilanow Palace.

After two days of touring Warsaw, we traveled south to Krakow, a charming
Old World city famous for its well-preserved Town Center. Being impressed
with Krakow is an understatement. We visited the Market Square, St. Mary’s
Church and the
University. We

also visited
Wawel Castle,
the former

residence of
Polish Kings
and we strolled
the quaint side

streets of
Krakow'’s
famous Old

Town.

En route,
we stopped in Czestochowa, the spiritual capital of Poland, where each year over
5 million pilgrims journey to pay their respects to the famous Black Madonna
icon. On the Sunday when we visited Czestochowa, we were stunned to see in
excess of 3,000 bikers attending a yearly traditional outside Mass. What a sight, as
they all lined up to receive Holy Communion. We were also able to tour the
Wieliczka Salt Mines - that was absolutely astonishing!

En route to Wroclaw, we toured Auschwitz, a visit that put into perspective
the atrocities that occurred during World War II, where more than 1.1 million
people died. The total deaths in WWII were over 72 million, with the total in
Poland of over 6 million people who were put to death. As we toured the city of
Wroclaw, we were astonished at the many churches dating back centuries.
Glancing around, we saw many pictures of St. John Paul II proudly on display.
The Town Square was something to behold with restaurants, shops, churches and
places to enjoy liquid refreshments.

We then traveled to the towns of Poznan and Torun. Poznan was a quaint
town with much history. Torun remains one of the best preserved medieval
towns in all of Europe and is the birthplace of the Polish astronomer Nicholas
Copernicus.

Our final destination was Gdansk. En route, we stopped in the town of
Malbork, home to Marienburg Fortress, the largest castle in the world (700-year
old structure). While in Gdansk, a strategic and historic city, we visited the
Gdansk Shipyard, site of the creation of the anti-Communist Solidarity movement
in 1980 that helped liberate Poland from Soviet rule. It was here that we enjoyed
a wonderful lunch on the pier overlooking the Baltic Sea. The view was
absolutely awesome!

Poland is an absolutely beautiful country. The history, the people, the
scenery, the shopping, the food were just outstanding. WE FELT LIKE WE
BELONGED THERE! Every city was different but, needless to say, very
memorable. On our last day, rain fell from the sky and our Tour Manager, Michal
Kuzniar said, “Poland is crying because you're leaving.” It was with much
sadness that we departed. But our trip to Poland — our Motherland — will remain
in our hearts forever! WE LOVE POLAND!

The Month of the
Sacred Heart of Jesus

The month of June is the month in which
we Catholics honor the Sacred Heart of Jesus.
This is a long standing tradition in our Church

that goes back hundreds of years now. Its By Rev. Canon
theological foundation is taken from the Walter J. Ptak
Gospel of John in two specific passages: John Na’lo;‘gggjplam’

7:37-39 and John 19:33-37. The first deals with
the Lord’s revelation that living water would flow out from His heart
and the second, that from His pierced heart flowed blood and water,
the source of sacramental life for the Church.

The high point of this month is the celebration of the Feast of the
Sacred Heart which occurs each year on the Friday after the Feast of
Corpus Christi. This year, the Feast falls on Friday, June 12th. This
Feast actually traces its roots to Poland, as the bishops of Poland
petitioned the Church and were permitted to celebrate this Feast
beginning in 1765. In 1865, it was extended to the Universal Church
and has since become an important part of the devotional life of the
Church throughout the World. Before the actual Feast was placed on
the Universal Calendar, many of the Saints and countless others
promoted love and devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus. Some of
the more notable individuals are St. Ignatius Loyola, St. Francis de
Sales and St. Margaret Mary Alacoque. St. John Eudes also played a
large role in developing our devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus,
composing a Mass and Office to Jesus’ Sacred Heart. It is from St.
Margaret Mary’s private revelations that we are aware of the
devotion called the Act of Reparation and Consecration to the Sacred
Heart of Jesus. This remains a very popular and meaningful
devotion to many Catholics today. I am sure many of you remember
or still participate in the weekly devotions to the Sacred Heart of
Jesus, which were or still are a mainstay of Parish Life in many
Parishes around this country during the Month of June.

The month of June is also the month in which we honor our
fathers with a special day to celebrate their contributions to family
life. Where would we be without our fathers? How appropriate that
this day falls during the month of the Sacred Heart of Jesus! I hope
and pray that all of you will take time out to honor your Dad on his
special day. If he is no longer with you, a visit to the cemetery, a
Mass offered for his intention or a prayer for his eternal repose is
most appropriate. If you are lucky enough to still have him with
you, I pray you will find an appropriate way to honor him on
Father’s Day. A Blessed and Happy Father’s Day to all our PRCUA
Dads!

As I end my column this month, I would like to leave you with
this prayer to the Sacred Heart of Jesus composed by St. Gertrude,
it'’s one of my favorites, and I hope you will pray it often, especially
in the Month of June!

Hail! O Sacred Heart of Jesus,
living and strengthening source
of Eternal Life, infinite treasure
of the Divinity and burning
furnace of Divine Love.

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NEWS FROM OUR WARSAW CORRESPONDENT

Andrzej Duda — 51.5, Bronistaw Komorowski — 48.4%
Andrzej Duda - Poland's New Head of State

WARSAW-Thanks to the support of a slim 51.5% majority, conservative challenger
Andrzej Duda scored a political upset when he won the final round of Poland's
presidential election. He beat incumbent Bronistaw Komorowski who won 48.4% of the
vote. In the first found, Duda had defeated his opponent by less than one percent. If no
candidate receives more than 50% in the first round, a run-off is held two weeks later.

Many Poles were clearly fed up with two-term (eight-year) of rule by the center-
right Civic Platform (PO) party and five year's of Komorowski's presidency and their
many unpopular moves and unkept promises. Although he officially suspended his
party membership for the duration of his term in office, he routinely approved nearly
every law passed by the PO-dominated Sejm (lower house) and his election campaign
was bankrolled by his former party.

Duda was backed by the conservative Law and Justice party (PiS) which says it
wants to give the average Pole a fair shake. It is known for its crackdown on corruption,
wants tax breaks for the less well-to-do, free daycare and the restoration of 65 as
retirement age for men and 60 for women. Despite widespread protests, the PO-led
government had raised it to 67. Amid heightened tensions caused by Russia's aggression
against neighboring Ukraine, Duda has called for NATO to permanently station its
troops on Polish soil. But he is wary of excessive European Union interference in
Poland's internal affairs and is in no hurry to replace the ztoty with the euro.

Ideologically, Duda exemplifies the conservative line of PiS. He is pro-family, pro-
Catholic and favors instilling traditional patriotic values in young Poles. By the same
token, he opposes leftist-liberal social experimentation including gay marriage, abortion
on demand, test-tube babies (IVF) and the legalization of so-called “recreational” drugs.
Interestingly, it was Duda who won the support of over 60% of the country's youngest
voters in the 18-29 age group. He also enjoyed the backing of the trade unions and the
poorer eastern and southern regions of Poland.

The centrist (also referred to as center-right or liberal-conservative) PO is regarded
as more business-friendly and favors closer integration with the EU. It supports IVF,
approves of gay civil partnerships but not marriage, and is more secularist although not
openly anti-clerical. In general, the PO favors less welfare spending, downplays
patriotism and tends to be more cosmopolitan and diversity-minded than PiS. Its
presidential candidate won the most support in big cities and among college-educated
voters.

A doctor of law and university lecturer, Duda had been the legal adviser of the late
President Lech Kaczynski who died in the 2010 Smolensk air disaster. Currently he is a
member of the European Parliament. But until about six months ago he was still a
relative newcomer to Poland's political stage. “Duda who?” is the way many Poles
reacted when they first heard his name. Some confused him with Solidarity union leader
Piotr Duda who is not related.

At the start of the election campaign Duda's support did not exceed 17% as against a
comfortable 65% for Komorowski. But support for the incumbent melted as the
campaign wore on. He was accused of high-handed arrogance, and many PO supporters
were so sure of his victory they didn't even bother to vote in the first round of the
election.

The Polish president is commander-in-chief of the armed forces, guides foreign
policy and has the right to introduce and veto legislation. Although his role is nowhere
near the sweeping prerogatives of the U.S. chief executive, the Duda victory is an
indicator of the national mood ahead of autumn's parliamentary elections.

A PiS parliamentary victory would probably lead to some dramatic changes. If its
arch-rival PO wins, a rerun of the Polish-Polish “war” that has plagued the country over
the past decade is likely. If PiS wins, a pivotal role may be played by anti-PO rock
musician Pawet Kukiz who came third in the first round, winning over 20% support
mostly among younger anti-system voters. If the new political party he sets up does
anywhere as well in the parliamentary elections, a potential PiS-Kukiz coalition could
bring about major people-friendly changes on the Polish scene.

All About Poland's Szlachta (Nobility)

The Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth (Rzeczpospolita Obojga Narodéw — literally
translated as the Republic of Both Nations) was among the countries whose heraldic
development lacked royal supervision. In other words, Poland’s rulers neglected to set
up an official unit to register and document coats of arms and those entitled to use them.

NO ROYAL SUPERVISION: That has led to good deal of incomplete, haphazard
knowledge and confusion. As a result, Polish heraldry is more of a whimsical art rather
than an exact science. Full of lore and legend, it is closer to astrology and alchemy than
to astronomy or chemistry. Individual coats of arms may differ in various details of a
heraldic emblem’s appearance, legend, clan membership, spelling and other elements.

Moreover, Old Poland's lack of a Royal Office of Heraldry gave rise to false counts
and others illegitimately claiming noble status. The post-World War I Polish
Constitution of 1921 abolished the nobility as a legally recognized social class and did
away with aristocratic titles. Although noble ancestry no longer ensures any titles or
privileges, many tradition-minded families, who can legitimately claim their ancestors'
gentry membership, continue to cultivate their heritage and fondly display their coats of
arms (on signet rings, plaques, paintings, stationery, tombstone engravings, etc.) as
cherished ancestral keepsakes.

Poland Welcomes You in 2015

If you have never been to Poland, why put it off any longer? Almost every PolAm
comes away impressed and culturally enriched the first time he or she visits the land of
our ancestors. Those who have already visited will surely be impressed by the progress
the country has made since the last time they were there. Here are some things to consider
and bear in mind.

MONEY AND PRICES: The good ol' American greenback has been doing rather well
for itself in Poland this year, fetching even 3.90 zlotys and more per dollar. Even at the
3.80 zt = $1 exchange rate a basic Warsaw bus, tram (streetcar) or subway ticket costs
90¢ and a pack of cigarettes is $3.50. At McDonald's a small cheeseburger runs 92¢ and a
Big Mac — $4.68. Pierogi are from 20¢ to 35¢ apiece. A fifth of 80 proof vodka is under
$9 and beer runs from 65¢ to85¢ for a 17 ounce bottle. Dinner at an average restaurant is
$7 and up. A movie ticket can cost $6.50, but senior citizens can get in for $4.20. In
general, most prices are lower in small towns than in big cities.

WITH A TOUR OR ON YOUR OWN?: First-timers are usually better off signing up
for a tour, since the organizer (travel agency, parish or other sponsoring organization)
will facilitate things and make the visit more carefree. Those who have already been to
Poland and are on the adventurous side may prefer to go it alone, rent a car and take to
the country's highways and byways.

ITINERARIES: The most popular, basic tours start in Warsaw and move south to
Krakow and vicinity. Other options include the Warsaw to Gdansk route, Wielkopolska
(Poznan region), Biatystok region (NE Poland), the Lublin area of eastern Poland and
Wroctaw in the country's SW corner. If undecided, why not Google those or other
localities to find out more details and see some of the views.

WARSAW: Poland's capital (since 1596) is where most PolAms commence their visit.
The city is a major cultural repository which includes the impressive Old Town district,
rebuilt from the ashes and rubble of World War 11, with its splendid old churches, palaces
and townhouses. Also worth seeing is King Jan Sobieski's summer palace in Wilanow
and Chopin's birthplace in Zelazowa Wola, the scene of free summer concerts. Folk art
lovers might want to visit the town of Lowicz some 40 miles west of Warsaw.
KRAKOW: Poland's old royal capital is even more impressive than Warsaw. Unscathed
by the war, it features the Wawel Cathedral and Castle complex containing an impressive
museum (crown jewels, regal finery, art works, knight's armor and weaponry). Poland's
kings, national heroes and bards have been laid to rest in the Wawel Cathedral crypts.
The unfinished Hejnal trumpet call issues forth from St Mary's Church (Kosciot
Mariacki), and nearby is the Renaissance Draper's Hall (Sukiennice), now a Polish folk-
art emporium.

SIDE TRIPS FROM KRAKOW: If your time is limited and you have to choose
between Warsaw and Krakow, the latter is by far the better choice. Not only does the city
boast more cultural assets, but it is an ideal base for side trips to interesting attractions in
the general region. Most PolAms fall in love with Zakopane in the Tatra Mountains. A
visit to the nearby Wieliczka Salt Mine and a raft ride down the Dunajec River rapids can
be an unforgettable experience. The Shrine of the legendary Black Madonna at
Czgstochowa's Jasna Gora Monastery is an absolute must. A rather gruesome but eye-
opening experience is a visit to Nazi Germany's former Auschwitz death camp.
VISITING RELATIVES: If you are in touch with relatives in Poland or at least have an
address to go by, paying them a visit may provide a change of pace from the hotel and
tour-bus circuit. Hearing Old World stories about your ancestors, viewing old family
snapshots and graves and seeing how your relatives live and work can be an enriching
experience. The hospitality (goscinnos$¢) of Polish families is proverbial and can even
become excessive at times when Old Country cousins try to smother you with kindness.
NOSTALGIA TRIP: PolAm visitors often find that being in Poland evokes long-
forgotten memories. Especially those raised in an old Polish neighborhood experience
sight, sounds, smells and tastes going back to their younger days. PolAms with four
Polish grandparents are often surprised to encounter people in Poland that remind them of
their their Aunt Sophie, old Polonian pastor or other denizen of their distant childhood.
After all — it's the same gene pool!

ROOT TRACING: Apart from pumping relatives for family information they may or
may not have, more and more PolAms are interested in exploring their ancestral
connections while in Poland. Since time is usually at a premium, it's a good idea to touch
base with English-speaking genealogists in Poland well ahead of departure time. They are
experts at researching public records that can help create a family tree. Suggested
contacts:
