AND EXPANSION OF THE
VISA WAIVER PROGRAM

Chicago, IL - The Polish Roman Catholic Union of America
(PRCUA) strongly supports the Visa Waiver Program (VWP)
expansion, which would add Poland, as well as a few other
countries, to the program. Established in 1986, the Visa
Waiver Program, allows citizens of 38 countries to visit the
U.S. for up to 90 days without obtaining a visa and can be
used for business or tourism. Despite Poland’s vast
contributions and loyalty to the United States of America, it
remains the only Central European country that is not
allowed participation in the VWP, as of 2015.

The Visa Waiver Program is one of the provisions of the
Jobs Originated through Launching Travel (JOLT) Act. JOLT
was designed to create well-paying jobs in the U.S. through
the economic growth of the travel market. Passing the Bill
would improve the U.S. economy, add jobs, and increase
revenue from the travel industry in the United States.

Poland is an important member of NATO and the EU, as
well as an economic and military partner to the U.S. The
VWP will enable Polish citizens to securely travel to the
United States for short-term business or tourism purposes
without having to go through the lengthy and complicated
visa application process.

The Polish Roman Catholic Union of America appeals to
the Polish-American community to contact their local State
Representatives and encourage them to support the Visa
Waiver Program for Poland, and to work within Congress to
finally pass the Bill. It is crucial for American Polonia to
unite again — just like it has many times in the past — when
Poland was fighting for the freedom from the Communist
regime or for inclusion in NATO, and for many other vital
issues.

To help with the process of sending a letter of support
of Visa Waiver for Poland (the JOLT Act) to your
Congressman, the Piast Institute and the Polish American
Communication Initiative (PACI) provide a quick and easy
way to do so. All you have to do is follow the 7 simple
steps below:

1.) Go to www.paciconnect.org

2.) Select and click the “visa waiver” link on the upper edge
of the web page.

3.) Locate the red text in the gray box at the end of our
description of the Visa Waiver issue and Click it.

4.) Sign up to become an Advocate. This tells your
Congressperson who is sending the letter and verifies that
you are a constituent. (Please note that your address, email
address and name will remain confidential. Your information
will never be sold or disclosed.)

5.) Check the “remember me” box if you want to save time
when you send out your next letter.

6.) Now you can write your letter in the box provided to urge
your representative to support the JOLT Act. Instead of
writing your own letter you can copy and paste a sample
letter from a Polish organization. We have included a sample
letter from the American Polish Advisory Council, which you
can copy and paste into the letter box, if you wish.

7.) Click “Send.” Your letter is on the way to your
representative by email. You won’t have to search for contact
information because PACI automatically sends your letter to
the correct address. Congressional Quarterly guarantees that
your representative gets your message in a timely manner.
You will probably receive a reply by email.

Recipes
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BAKED TROUT WITH TOMATOES,
ZUCCHINI AND FRESH SAGE: Preheat oven
to 390 F. Rinse thoroughly 2 large trout fillets (may
be substituted with halibut or cod), pat dry with a
paper towel, season with salt and pepper. Place filets
in a greased ovenproof dish. In a fry pan heat 2-3 T of
olive oil, add a fistful of fresh sage leaves and 3-4
cloves of chopped garlic. Add 2 chopped red onions,
1 large diced zucchini. Fry for about 3 minutes. Add
1 can of diced tomatoes and mix thoroughly. Pour the
mixture over the fillets, cover with aluminum foil and
bake in the oven for approx. 25 minutes. Serve with
mashed potatoes and a salad of your choice.

AVOCADO AND APPLE SALAD: Dice 2 medium
apples (peeled and cored), add 3 diced ripe avocados
(halved, pitted, peeled), 2 diced medium size
tomatoes, 1/2 t of garlic salt, 5 T of fresh squeezed
lemon juice, 2 T of fresh chopped chives, 1 chopped
red bell pepper, and 3-4 diced marinated mushrooms
and sugar to taste. Mix everything with 1 c of
mayonnaise (may be substituted with 1/2 ¢ of mayo
and 1/2 c of plain greek yogurt).

GRILLED CHICKEN DRUMSTICKS: Rinse and pat
dry 8 chicken drumsticks, rub with a mixture of
cinnamon, curry powder, salt and pepper. Drain and
dice 6 canned peach halves and 8 slices of canned
pineapple. In the frying pan, melt 2 T of butter, add
diced fruit and fry shortly, add 8 T of chicken broth, 6
T of Sherry wine. Fry until reduced by half, add 13 oz
of Half & Half and reduce again. Salt and sprinkle
with curry powder. Place drumsticks on a grill. Grill
for about 10 minutes on each side or until done.

GRILLED EGGPLANT AND TOMATO
SALAD: In a large bowl, dissolve 2 T of salt in 12 ¢
of water. Wash 3 medium size eggplants, cut in slices
and submerge in the salt water. Wash and slice 4 ripe
tomatoes. In a blender mix 1/2 ¢ of olive oil, 1/4 ¢ of
lemon juice, 1/2 ¢ of fresh mint leaves, 1 clove or
garlic, 1/4 t of mustard 1/4 t of ground pepper, 1/2 t of
salt. Heat the grill. Drain eggplant slices and dry
with the paper towel. Place eggplant and tomato
slices on the grill, brush with 1/2 c of the olive oil.
Grill tomatoes on both sides for 2-3 minutes and
eggplant for 5-8 minutes until it browns. Place the
eggplant on a plate and baste with 1/2 of the prepared
olive oil mixture, top with tomato slices and baste
with other half of the olive oil mixture. Sprinkle with
1/2 c of chopped mint leaves, salt and pepper to taste.

QUICK AND HEALTHY SUMMER
DESSERT: Crush 2 multigrain cookies. Blend in a
mixer 1 mango and 1 ripe banana. In a small cup
place alternately: crushed cookie, natural vanilla

yogurt, and fruit mixture. Decorate with mint leaves.
Serve chilled.

QUICK PUFF PASTRY SQUARES: Use store bought
puff pastry dough - unfold and cut into squares.
Drain canned peach halves, cut into smaller pieces
Place peaches on the dough squares, brush with egg
yolk and sprinkle with sugar. Bake for 15 minutes in
390 F.

GIFT FROM THE HEART FOUNDATION and SHRINERS HOSPITALS FOR CHILDREN - CHICAGO
RecipiENTS OF THE 2015 POLISH SPIRIT AWARD

Chicago, IL - The 35th Polish Museum of America (PMA) Summer Ball, which was held at Galeria
Marchetti in Chicago on Friday, June 5, 2015, was attended by 169 people. The evening began at 7 p.m.
with cocktails and hors d’oeuvres in the gardens of Galleria Marchetti.

The official program was opened by Ball Chairperson Virginia Cudecki, who welcomed guests and
thanked them for supporting this elegant event. PMA Chairman and President of the Polish Roman
Catholic Union of America (PRCUA), Joseph A. Drobot Jr., sang the Polish and American National
Anthems and a short prayer was offered by Rev. Canon Walter ]J. Ptak, National Chaplain of the
PRCUA.

PMA Managing Director Malgorzata Kot introduced Paulina Kapuscinska, Consul General of the
Republic of Poland in Chicago, who emphasized the relevance of the many anniversaries observed by
the PMA in 2015. Joanna Fabisiak, member of the Sejm of the Republic of Poland and Vice-Chair of the
Commission on Liaisons with Poles Abroad, was a surprise speaker. On behalf of her husband, Marek
Machata — who was also in attendance - and herself, she presented a collection of publications to the
PMA Library on the occasion of its centennial.

Before the dinner, President of the PMA Richard Owsiany offered the toast to the Polish Museum of
America, thanking the Ball Committee, Board of Directors, PMA’s employees, volunteers, and most of
all, all of the supporters who believe in its mission.

After dinner, President Owsiany recognized the biggest, most-deserving supporters of the Polish
Museum of America, both institutional and private. Those donors who were present received red roses.

Next, Chairman Joseph A. Drobot, Jr. and President Richard Owsiany introduced two recipients of
2015 Polish Spirit Award: The Gift from the Heart Foundation and the Shriners Hospitals for Children -
Chicago. Andrzej Pawlowski and Stephen Kusmierczak presented a short history of both institutions,
their cooperation and the remarkable medical help they give to children who come to the United States
for various medical treatments.

Established in 1988, the Gift from The Heart Foundation, Fundacja Dar Serca, is a charitable
organization that assists children with disabilities from European countries, most of them from Poland,
to receive urgently needed medical treatment and the highest quality medical care that are unattainable
in their native countries. Since its founding, the very core of the Foundation's mission has been to help
children with disabilities. For over 26 years, more than six hundred children received health and life
improvements. Last year, 32 children received treatments at various world-renowned hospitals and
clinics, including Shriners Hospitals for Children - Chicago, and other locations; Paley Advanced Limb
Lengthening Institute in West Palm Beach, Florida; St. Louis Children's Hospital in St. Louis, Missouri;
the Craniofacial Center in Dallas, Texas; NorthShore University Hospital in Highland Park, Illinois; and
Memorial Sloan-Kettering Cancer Center in Westchester, New York.

Shriners Hospital in Chicago is a 60-bed pediatric facility providing high quality pediatric
orthopedic surgery, in addition to plastic, reconstructive, and craniofacial surgery, as well as spinal cord
injury care. The Chicago Shriners Hospital is one of 22 Shriners facilities operating in the United States,
Canada, and Mexico, all founded by the Shrine fraternity. Besides the financial and volunteer support
provided by the fraternity, a cadre of Shriner drivers provide transportation for children and their
families who are in need of this service.

For more than two decades, the Chicago Shriners Hospital has worked with the Gift from The
Heart Foundation in the caring of patients from Poland. After identifying a child who could benefit = Representatives from the Shriners Hospitals for Children - Chicago
from the medical care at Shriners Hospital, the Gift from The Heart Foundation arranges transportation, receiving the Polish Spirit Award
housing, and hospitality needs for the child. The Chicago Shriners Hospital provides life-changing
surgery and medical care. Its on-site care coordinators, all licensed social workers, ensure that the
patient has everything he or she needs while at the hospital. Dozens of children have been given hope
through the connection between these two outstanding organizations.

A first for this year’s Summer Ball —a “wish list” of items needed to accomplish the everyday goals
of the PMA was prepared by staff and board members. Attendees had the option of sponsoring an item
of their choice, for either the Museum, Archives, or Library. They also had the option to participate in a
Silent Auction, with the chance to purchase original artwork created by local artists during the PMA
“Artist in Action” event held in April.

The program continued with raffles and dancing to the Anthony Kawalkowski Orchestra. The PMA
is grateful to all those who have so graciously supported its primary fund-raiser, the Summer Ball, over
the past 35 years.

GAME and CONTEST INFORMATION

SCRAMBLE: On every hole each member of the team hits a tee shot. The team determines the best shot
and then all team members hit from that location. This procedure is repeated until the ball is holed out. A team
score is then recorded and the team moves to the next hole.

SKINS GAME: The basic format for "Skins" is one in which the winner (individual or team) is awarded a
"Skin" for the lowest score on each hole. If desired, these scores can be adjusted by using handicaps. There are
no ties in this game and it is possible to have as many as eighteen "Skins" awarded. A "Skin" is usually
exchanged for a monetary award.

Men and women may compete separately, or play against each other
taking advantage of the placement of different tee grounds to level the playing field.

LONGEST PUTT: The winner is the player who makes the longest putt in a single stroke while putting
from on the green.

Victor Targonski died in December of 1990. He
was a Judge in the State of Michigan and a very
devoted and active member of the PRCUA and
other organizations.

Circuits of Michigan, Supervisor of Dist. #34, and
served as Chairman of two PRCUA Conventions
(1966, 1970). He was also a Financial Secretary of St.

Salomea Society #1368, and served as President of
Sacred Heart of Jesus Society #162 for 24 years.

Among the donated items are some photos,
PRCUA badges and pins, books, and other
memorabilia. Items directly related to PRCUA’s history will be stored in the PRCUA
archives. They will be a great addition to the constantly growing collection. Some of the
books will be donated to the PMA Library.

One of the donated items is a miniature copy of the bust of Mikotaj Kopernik (Nicolaus
Copernicus). The original 4.5 foot

- The 4th of July wasn't referred to as Independence Day until 1791.

- Two of the signers of the Declaration of Independence, John Adams and Thomas Jefferson, became
future U.S. Presidents. Both of them died on the 50th anniversary of the signing of the Declaration of
Independence on July 4, 1826.

- Benjamin Harrison (future 5th Governor of Virginia) - one of the signers of the Declaration of
Independence, was the father of William Henry Harrison (9th President) and a great-grandfather of
Benjamin Harrison (23rd U.S. President).

U.S. Senator John McCain will Champion
Poland’s Inclusion into the VWP

Washington, DC - “I will do everything in my power” and
explore every legislative avenue to include Poland in the Visa
Waiver Program, declared Senator John McCain before Poland’s
Ambassador Ryszard Schnepf and hundreds of guests who had
gathered to celebrate Polish Constitution Day at the Ambassador’s
Residence in Washington, D.C.

Senator John McCain explained that a majority of Congress
supports Poland’s entry into the Visa Waiver Program, and that
Poland’s membership in the program is long overdue. “The people
of Poland should have the same right to travel to the United States
as other Europeans currently enjoy. This visa issue is a barrier
between two great friends and allies” stressed the Senator, adding
that he will do all in his power to remove this obstacle.

The Senior Senator from Arizona and Chairman of the Senate
Armed Services Committee was the guest of honor during
celebrations marking the 224th anniversary of the signing of
Poland’s constitution, which was the oldest constitution in Europe
and the second oldest in the world following the United States.

During the celebrations, Ambassador Ryszard Schnepf
presented “longtime friend of Poland” Senator John McCain with
the inaugural White Eagle Award in the category of politics for
outstanding efforts to promote the development and cooperation
between the Republic of Poland and the United States.

When Congress was on recess and politicians traveled to their

HAPPY BIRTHDAY TO THE U.S.!

Years ago in one of our large Eastern states the legislature
was about to meet. As usual, the Speaker of the House had the
task of choosing page boys and messengers. These young boys
had the job of carrying letters and papers from one desk to
another, from one office to another. A dozen boys applied.
The Speaker, a man named Patterson, asked their names and
inquired about their schooling, in order to make the best
choice. He came to a small lad about 10 years old, rather
bright looking.

“Well, young man,” said Patterson, “What is your name?

“John Hancock,” answered the boy.

“John Hancock?” echoed the Speaker. “You are not the John Hancock who signed
the Declaration of Independence, are you?”

The boy straightened his shoulders and stretched to his full height as he declared: “No
sir, but I would have signed it if I had been there.”
“You can be one of the messengers,” said the Speaker.

On July 4, 1776, the Continental Congress adopted the American Declaration of
Independence.

Thomas Jefferson was its author. “We hold these truths to be self-evident that all
men are created equal by their Creator with certain inalienable rights, that among these
are life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness. That to secure these rights, governments
are instituted among men, deriving their just powers from the consent of the
governed.” This paragraph from the Preamble of the Declaration contains the following
truths of democratic government:

1. All authority comes from God,

2. God created man with certain inalienable rights. (This means that God has given
every person certain rights which no government can ever take away.)

3. Just governments derive their right to govern from the consent of the governed.

Where did the founders of our American democracy get these ideas? They did not
make them up by themselves. They did not get them from the English government at
the time of the founding of Jamestown (1607). For at that time, the English kings ruled
like dictators. These principles of democratic government came from the teachings of
the Catholic Church. Some of them can be found in the writings of St. Thomas Aquinas.
All of them can be found in the writings of two great Jesuits, St. Robert Bellarmine
(1542-1621) and Francisco Suarez (1548-1617).

The tyrannical kings of England and other countries of Europe during the 17th and
18th centuries hated the democratic teachings of St. Bellarmine. His writings were
destroyed in England. The teachings of the Catholic Church on democracy were known
to Thomas Jefferson, to James Madison, and to other members of the Continental
Congress. The book containing the democratic teachings of St. Robert Bellarmine, used
by Thomas Jefferson, can be found in the Library of Congress today.

Every nation on earth has its birthday. What then, is so unusual, so markedly
different, about July 4, that should merit such uncommon demonstrations or
distinctions? The explanation lies in the fact that the day not only marks the birthday of
a nation, but also commemorates the birth of a concept — the concept that all men are
created equal, that a people have the right to be free and to install a government of their
own choosing, and that each individual has the right to life, liberty and the pursuit of
happiness.

But it is not enough to attain liberty. It must be protected vigilantly, nourished
lovingly, maintained unblemished and without compromise, if it is to be kept alive for
posterity. This basic truth has been the cornerstone of American policy from the very
beginning of the Republic. It is because of this fundamental belief that Americans have
shouldered arms in defense of freedom over the past two plus centuries.

The inescapable truth is that, more than 200 years later, freedom still demands that
their freedom must be prepared to resist any threat to it, whatever form the threat takes,
and whenever and wherever it occurs. Certainly, life, liberty and the pursuit of
happiness are as overwhelmingly precious now as they were in 1776.

Democracy maintains that the state is the servant of man, and that man’s liberty is
of paramount importance, that the state cannot demean the individual without, by that
very act, degrading itself. Democracy restrains individual freedom only when it would
infringe on the rights of others, impair the common welfare, or endanger national
security. The final words of the Declaration of Independence are a testament for all
Americans. “And for the support of this Declaration, with firm reliance on the
protection of Divine Providence, we mutually pledge to each other our lives, our
fortunes, and our sacred honor.”

Today, we can do no less than uphold that pledge with fixed purpose, for were we
to do any less, our lives would be meaningless, our fortunes valueless and our honor
stained.

100 LECIE KATASTROFY
STATKU PASAZERSKIEGO “EASTLAND”

Sobota, 24 lipca 1915 r. wpisala sie do historii miasta Chicago jako jeden z
najtragiczniejszych dni miasta. Tego dnia ponad 10 tys. oséb miato zostac
przewiezionych przez jezioro Michigan na poktadach kilku parowcéw na
piknik do Michigan City. Jednym ze statkéw byl wybudowany w 1902 roku
przez Jenks Ship Building Company rzeczny statek pasazerski SS Eastland.

Poczatek rejsu parowca SS Eastland byt ustalony na godzine 7:40, jednak
wiele osob weszto na poktad juz przed 7:00. Statek miat wyplyna¢ z portu na
rzece Chicago, znajdujacym sie pomiedzy ulicami LaSalle i Clark. Na
poktadzie parowca znajdowato sie 2 573 pasazerow, byli to pracownicy i
pracowniczki firmy Western Electric Co., ktérzy wybierali sie na wycieczke,
wsrdd nich byto wielu pasazeréw polskiego pochodzenia (statek posiadat
pozwolenie na przewozenie 2 500 pasazerdw i cztonkdw zalogi).

Mniej wiecej 15 minut po godz. siédmej statek zaczat odptywac od
nadbrzeza i przechyla¢ sie na lewa strone. Kapitan Harry Pedersen wydat
polecenie, aby pasazerowie (przewaznie kobiety i dzieci), przemiescili sie na
prawa burte. O godz. 7:23 statek przechylil sie jeszcze bardziej i woda
zaczela przelewac sie przez otwarte przejscia do maszynowni.

O 7:28, znajdujacy sie w odlegtosci 20 stép od nadbrzeza parowiec
przechylit si¢ gwaltownie pod katem 45 stopni, woda wlewata si¢ przez
otwarte iluminatory na nizszych poktadach, stojace na poktadach cigzkie
sprzety zaczety sie przesuwac, miazdzac po drodze pasazerow. Chwile
pOzniej statek przechylit sie catkowice na lewa burte i osiadl na dnie rzeki,
ktorej gtebokos¢ wynosita w tym miejscu 20 stop.

Pomimo szybkiej akcji zatogi znajdujacego sie¢ w poblizu holownika
Kenosha, nie udato sie¢ unikna¢ katastrofy.

Czes¢ pasazerow skoczyta do wody, czesé wpadta do niej przez
przypadek. Poniewaz wielu pasazeréow schronito sie¢ przed padajacym
deszczem na nizszym pokladzie, zostali oni uwiezieni w wypetniajacych sie
woda waskich korytarzach i kajutach i nie mogli wydosta¢ si¢ na
powierzchnie. Nielicznym z nich udalto sie przedosta¢ do tej czesci statku,
ktéra znajdowata sie nad powierzchnia wody i unikna¢ $mierci.

Na pomoc ruszyli stojacy na nadbrzezu ludzie. Policja, strazacy i
ochotnicy doptywali do tongcego parowca i starali sie¢ wydobywac na
powierzchnie zywych i martwych. Ranni byli przewozeni do pobliskich
szpitali. Firma Marshal Field & Company dostarczyta do szpitali 500 kocy, a
lokalne restauracje zupy i gorace napoje. Nad rzeke przybyto 7 duchownych,
ktorzy udzielali spowiedzi i modlili sie nad ofiarami.

Do godz. 20 wydobyto z rzeki niemal wszystkich, ktérzy przezyli
katastrofe, po czym zaczeto wydobywac ofiary.

W wyniku katastrofy $mier¢ poniosto 844 pasazerdw i czterech cztonkow
zatogi. 75 procent ofiar miata ponizej 25 lat.

Chicago i Polonia chicagowska okryty sie zatoba. Wsrdd ofiar byto
przypuszczalnie od 300 do 500 osob polskiego pochodzenia. Wsrdéd nich byto
23 cztonkéw ZPRKA, 14 kobiet i 9 mezczyzn, w tym tylko dwie osoby mialy
ponad 40 lat, reszta byli to ludzie w wieku od 16 do 26 lat (wg. “Narodu
Polskiego” z dnia 25 sierpnia 1915 r.).

Wobec ogromu nieszcze$cia, organizacje polonijne zwotaty posiedzenie
swoich administracji i zawigzaty komitet niesienia pomocy rodzinom ofiar.
W wyniku tej akcji stuzono pomoca rodzinom ofiar w formie dostarczania
informacji, samochoddéw i powozdéw na pogrzeby, pomocy pielegniarskiej dla
rannych oraz zbiorki funduszy.

Wszystkie budynki publiczne w Chicago opuscily flagi na pét masztu na
znak zatoby. Budynek Zjednoczenia udekorowano w zalobne flagi, a na
froncie budynku zawieszono czarno-biate wstegi. We wtorek, 27 lipca 1915
roku odbyty sie uroczystosci pogrzebowe siedmiu ofiar polskiego
pochodzenia. Sroda, 28 lipca byta dniem masowych pogrzebéw. W kosciele
Matki Boskiej Czestochowskiej odbyta sie zbiorowa uroczystos¢ pogrzebowa
dla 29 ofiar polskiego pochodznia. Msze koncelebrowato dwudziestu dwdéch
ksiezy polskich, a kazanie wyglosit biskup Rhode. Tego samego dnia odbyly
sie pogrzeby w Cicero, Morton Park i innych parafiach polskich w Chicago.

Prezydent Stanéw Zjednoczonych Woodrow Wilson zarzadzit, aby
departament handlu przeprowadzit $ciste Sledztwo w sprawie katastrofy.
Ujawniono, ze kompania The St. Joseph-Chicago Co., do ktérej prom
Eastland nalezat, miata $wiadomos$¢ niebezpieczenistwa, na jakie wystawia
pasazeréw, przyjmujac na poktad wigcej ludzi, niz byto dozwolone. Ponadto
ujawniono, ze pojemnos$¢ todzi ratunkowych obejmowata tylko 771.

Do sadu wniesionych zostato ponad 800 pozwdéw cywilnych, rozprawy
ciagnety sie ponad 20 lat. Prezes i trzech innych oficeréw kompanii do ktdrej
nalezat parowiec, zostato oskarzonych o nieumysélne spowodowanie $mierci.
Kapitana statku i inzyniera oskarzono o niedbalstwo karne i stwierdzono, ze
katastrofa byta wynikiem niestabilnosci parowca, spowodowanej przez jeden
lub wiecej czynnikdw: przeciazenie pasazerow, niewlasciwa obstuge
zbiornikéw balastowych, lub budowe statku.

Parowiec SS Eastland po wydobyciu z dna rzeki stuzyt pézniej przez
wiele lat w Marynarce Wojennej Stanéw Zjednoczonych. Po przej$ciu na
emeryture, z powodu braku chetnych do kupna statku, zostal w 1947 roku
przerobiony na ztom.

Polska jest waznym cztonkiem NATO i Unii Europejskiej, a
takze partnerem gospodarczym i militarnym USA. Wiaczenie
Polski do programu VWP pozwoli obywatelom polskim na
krotkoterminowe podréze do Stanéw Zjednoczonych w celach
biznesowych lub turystycznych, bez koniecznosci przechodzenia
przez dlugi i skomplikowany proces ubiegania si¢ o wizy.
