Color the Wycinanka

Color the right side of the Wycinanka to match the left side.

Wycinanki (vee-chee-nan-kee) - paper cutouts - are a traditional type of Polish folk art, which became
popular in the mid-1800s. They originated with shepherds cutting designs out of tree bark and leather.
Colorful paper cutouts were used by Polish peasants to decorate their houses. They were hung on walls
and along ceiling beams to make the white-washed houses more cheery. The cutouts are symmetrical
with designs from nature (flowers, peacocks, roosters, birds, stars, etc.) and geometric shapes.
Wycinanki also vary by region, some are all one color (Kurpie region) while others are multicolored
with different colored cutouts of various sizes placed one on top of another (Lowicz region). Various
Wycinanki were also made for special occasions such as Christmas or Easter.

Detroit, MI - May 14, 2016: Join Hands
Day is the annual day when the PRCUA
dance groups come together and help fix up
the historic St. Albertus Church at the corner
of Canfield and St. Aubin in Detroit, MI.
Volunteers from these groups come together
to plant flowers, lay down mulch, and pull
weeds to help the landscape match the beauty
of the church. This year, the day got off to a
chilly start due to the usual sporadic rain and
wind of a Michigan May. Polish immigrants
in the forested neighborhood of Detroit
founded St. Albertus Church in 1871. It is the
2nd oldest church in Detroit, behind only St.
Anne’s Church. When it first began, the
Church was the worshipping home of over a
hundred Polish families living in Detroit.
While there are still Masses held there to
celebrate various events throughout the year
and to preserve this historic treasure, St.
Albertus is no longer used for weekly Masses.

The PRCUA was founded at St.
Albertus in 1873. It was headquartered in
Detroit until it relocated to Chicago a few
years later. This year, the three PRCUA dance
groups that attended Join Hands Day were Halka, Zajaczek, and Zakopane. The
groups came together with their gloves, shovels, wheelbarrows, and proud
smiles and worked for hours. The workers got their hands and knees down and
dirty and didn't stop until the place looked miraculous. Join Hands Day is mainly
about the coming together of friends and family, giving back for everything the
Polish community has done for us. Two PRCUA National Directors Tom Lisiecki
and Colleen Bonkowski were in attendance and lent a hand pulling weeds and
planting flowers.

HEARTS ON FIRE

Congratulations and best wishes to all members of
the PRCUA on the Solemnity of the Most Sacred Heart
of Jesus! May all the blessings of heaven be ours!

For the Polish Roman Catholic Union of America,
the feast of the Sacred Heart of Jesus holds a special
place. Each year — on the first Sunday of June — we
gather to honor and celebrate Jesus and His Immense,
Immeasurable, Incomprehensible Love for us. In this
Year of Mercy we focus especially on the Heart of God
... truly a HEART ON FIRE.

As early as the 17th century Saint Jean Eudes organized the scriptural,
theological and liturgical sources for what came to be known as the Alliance
of TWO HEARTS - the Sacred Heart of Jesus and the Immaculate Heart of
Mary.

St. Marguerite Marie Alacoque, Saint Louis de Montfort, Saint Catherine
Laboure, Saint Maximilian Kolbe — all encouraged devotion to the Two
Hearts. As late as 1986 Saint John Paul II explained the theme of the unity of
Mary’s Immaculate Heart with the Sacred Heart of Jesus at an international
conference held at Fatima, Portugal.

In Catholic teaching, the object of the devotion to the Heart of Mary is
her physical Heart that burned so intensely with love for God. Because of the
inherently close relationship of Mary and Jesus in Catholic teaching about
salvation, the Heart of Mary is associated with the Heart of Jesus. The Sacred
Heart of Jesus is viewed as the source of God’s boundless love and charity,
while the devotion to the Immaculate Heart stresses the nature of Mary’s
love and concern for all who call upon her.

Catholic devotion encourages the faithful to honor the two Hearts
together — in celebration of God’s generous love. The Catholic feast of the
Sacred Heart always falls on a Friday, 19 days after Pentecost. The feast of
the Immaculate Heart of Mary is on Saturday, the day after the feast of the
Sacred Heart — thus, the Night of the Two Hearts.

Let us be aware of this sacred link between the Hearts of Jesus and Mary:
- when we say the Morning Offering:

“ O Jesus, through the Immaculate Heart of Mary, I offer You...”

- when we pray the mysteries of the Rosary

- when we recite the Litanies to the Sacred Heart of Jesus and to the
Blessed Virgin Mary

- when we contemplate the Seven Last Words of Jesus, the Seven Joys of
Mary, the Seven Sorrows of Mary

- when we see the image of the Two Hearts on the reverse side of the
Miraculous Medal

- when we celebrate the Night of the Two Hearts on the first weekend in
June

- when we remember the messages of Our Lady of Fatima.

Detroit, MI - The PRCUA Halka Dancers have been known to be a busy group
and this past year was no exception. The group began their 47th year in September
with the news that Director Rita Cerankowski was retiring after 35 outstanding
years of proud service to the youth of the PRCUA and that her daughter, Laura
Hejza, would now accept the position.
