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Westlake, OH - The Polish
Roman Catholic Union is saddened
by the death of former PRCUA
President Francis A. Rutkowski, who
passed away on Sunday, July 31,
2016.

Rutkowski, 74, was the son of
the late Honorable Anthony and Ann
Rutkowski. He graduated from St.
Edward High School in Lakewood,
OH in 1960, received a B.A. degree
from Alliance College in Cambridge Springs, PA in 1966 and a J.D.
degree from Cleveland Marshall College of Law in 1972. In 2002, he
retired from Cleveland Municipal Court where he worked for 30
years as a Probation Supervisor. He also served as an Adjunct
Lecturer at CSU College of Urban Affairs at Baldwin Wallace
College, a faculty member of the Judicial College of the Ohio
Supreme Court, and as an instructor of criminal justice and
investigations at the Academy of Court Reporting.

Rutkowski was licensed with the Ohio Department of Insurance
to sell life, accident, and health insurance, as well as annuities. In
1986, he received insurance training at the Life Insurance
Marketing/Management Institute of Purdue University.

Both Rutkowski, and his father, Anthony, held numerous
positions in the PRCUA. Anthony Rutkowski served as PRCUA VP
for the State of Ohio (1931-34), Ohio National Director (1934-41),
and National Vice President (1941-50). Following in his father’s
footsteps, Francis Rutkowski also became very involved in the
PRCUA. He was elected as Chairman of the 51st PRCUA
Convention in Chicago, IL (1974) and the 52nd Convention in
Buffalo, NY (1978).

At the 52nd Convention, Rutkowski ran for the office of
National VP and was elected. He was re-elected for another term at
the 53rd Convention in 1982 in Cleveland, OH. He held the position
until January of 1986, when PRCUA National President Joseph
Drobot, Sr. resigned from the office. Rutkowski assumed the
Presidency for the rest of the term until elections were held at the
next Quadrennial Convention of the Union in August of 1986.

Through the years, Rutkowski was a Delegate to PRCUA
Quadrennial Conventions, frequently attended Quarterly Board
Meetings, and participated in various PRCUA sport tournaments,
events, and activities.

Mr. Rutkowski was the recipient of numerous honors and
awards: Heritage Award, Polonia Foundation of Ohio; Man of the
Year, Polish Legion of American Veterans, Roosevelt Post #58;
Franklin A. Polk "Public Service Merit Award" of the Cuyahoga
County Bar Association Foundation, 1996; from The American
Nationalities Movement of Ohio, 2014; and others. In 1984, he was
one of the Presidential Delegates of the U.S. Presidential Delegation
to Puerto Rico on the occasion of the visit of Pope John-Paul II.

He has served the Polish American community in various
capacities and was a member of numerous Polish organizations:
Judge Advocate of the Polish Legion of American Veterans,
Roosevelt Post #58; General Secretary of the Alliance of Poles of
America, a Division of the PRCUA (2002-10); Polish American
Congress - Ohio Division (from 2nd VP to National Director);
Secretary/Treasurer of the Alliance of Poles Federal Credit Union;
Trustee and Treasurer of the Cleveland Society of Poles and of the
Polonia Foundation of Ohio, Inc., where he also served as VP.

Francis was married to Patricia (neBuk); he was the father of
Christine (Scott) Hirth, Joseph (Julia), Anne, and Michael and the
grandfather of Hannah and Gabrielle. Francis and Patricia were
residents of Westlake, OH, and members of St. Ladislas Parish,
where Francis served as a Eucharistic Minister.

The Funeral Mass for Francis A. Rutkowski was held on Friday,
August 5, 2016 at St. Ladislas Catholic Church in Westlake, OH.
Mass was concelebrated by: Rev. Donald Snyder, Pastor of St.
Ladislas Church, who was the main celebrant, Rev. Thomas Winkel,
Rev. James Marsick, Rev. Eric Orzech, and PRCUA National
Chaplain Rev. Canon Walter Ptak.

Attending the Mass were about 350 faithful, which attested to
Rutkowski’s lifetime of service to others. Also in attendance at the
funeral, was a PRCUA delegation: Pres. Joseph Drobot and wife
Judy, Vice Pres. Micheline Jaminski, Secy.-Treas. James
Robaczewski, President Emeritus Edward G. Dykla; National
Directors Mitchell Bienia (D-5), Thomas Jesionowski (D-5), Kevin
Kucik (D-7); as well as Past Directors: Joan Sylak (D-5) and Barbara
Toboy (D-10). Representatives from various other organizations were
also present. A reception followed the Mass.

In 965 A.D., Duke Mieszko I of Poland married Czech princess Dobrowa (Dabrowka, in Polish) and in 966, he embraced her Roman Catholic faith. His
baptism brought the Polish State into the cultural sphere of Western Christianity, ending paganism, protecting it from attack by any Catholic country, and
spreading Latin culture into Poland. As the first Christian ruler of Poland, Mieszko I is considered the de facto creator of the Polish State. In addition to the great
conquests accomplished during his reign, essential for the future of Poland, Mieszko I was well-known for his internal reforms, aimed at expanding and
improving the monarchy system. History credits Dobrowa with the establishment of Holy Trinity and St. Wit Churches in Gniezno and the Church of the Virgin
Mary in Ostrow Tumski, Poznan. (Paraphrased from Wikipedia)

Poland continues to turn to its Roman Catholic faith for guidance and strength. Celebrations for Poland’s Millennium abounded in 1966 throughout the world
and the PRCUA was an integral part of the planning of the Chicagoland Observance. Now in 2016, fifty years later, the celebrations continue and once again
PRCUA finds itself promoting the 1050th Anniversary of Poland’s Christianity.

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PRCUA DIRECTOR BIENIA ATTENDS POLISH-AMERICAN FORUM IN RZESZOW

Cleveland, OH - PRCUA District 5 National Director Mitchell
Bienia was honored to participate in the first Polish —American
Forum in Poland, held in the southeastern town of Rzeszéw from
July 25 to August 1, 2016. The Forum was combined with a
summer meeting of the Polish American Congress (PAC), which is
headquartered in Chicago, Illinois. Over one hundred participants
were the guests of several Polish government entities, including
the Wojewodztwo of Podkarpackie, Senat Rzeczypospolitej
Polskiej and Wspoélnota Polska. Joining the members of the PAC
were businessmen and Polonia from all of North America.

Opening Session

The opening session of the Forum was held in the chambers of

the Podkarpackie Wojewodztwo in the center of Rzeszow.

Rich Tourist Program

A rich tourist program was also prepared for the visitors.
Among places visited was All Saints Church in Blizne, which has a
wooden church from the 15th century. Next stop was the outdoor
Museum of Peasant Buildings in Sanok. The PAC group toured
the reconstructed 18th century town square, one of the eight areas
of specialty at the Museum. A traditional delicious Polish lunch
was served al fresco, consisting of golabki, pierogi, kapusta and
sernik for dessert. After lunch, the group was taken to the
Museum in the Castle of Sanok, where the highlight of the exhibit
is the largest icon collection in Europe, with over 700 examples of
Ruthenian icons, dating from the 15th century to the 18th century.

Government officials were introduced to the assembly, who
offered words of welcome, as well as words of encouragement to
do business in the Podkarpackie region. Light refreshments were
offered, and following the formal program, the Rzeszow dancers,
named Poloniny, performed regional dances for the guests. The
first evening concluded with a wonderful concert at the
Podkarpackie Philharmonic Hall, performed by the Two Tenors,
who sang many selections from the region.

Additional sessions, which focused on panel discussions
concerning future cooperation between Poland and the PAC, were
held at the new Congress and Exhibition Center at Jasionka, near
the Rzeszéw airport. During coffee breaks and at lunch, many
booths were sponsored by Polish enterprises, designed to
familiarize participants with the region and its opportunities.

Second Day

The second day of the Forum was dedicated to a closed PAC
meeting for PAC National Directors. Five questions were
discussed:

1) What does Poland expect from the U.S. today and what can
the PAC do to help?

2) What does the United States expect from Poland today and
what can the PAC do to help?

3) Prejudices, discrimination and bias against persons of
Polish heritage in Europe (U.K.) and in the United States — what
new strategies could the PAC employ in response?

4) What strategies and new approaches should the PAC employ to
promote education about Poland among subsequent generations
of Americans of Polish descent in a contemporary American Polonia?

5) With the upcoming presidential elections, how could the PAC
mobilize the Polish American community to ensure greater participation
among our nation’s citizen voters of Polish descent?

Other sessions focused on networking with Poles abroad, press
briefing, and best practices for working with Polonia. Other topics of
discussion addressed were: New-old ways of supporting Polonia and
Poles abroad; What separates/unites Poles in the United States; Polish
capitol in Poland, Polish capitol abroad — pro-development tangential
points.

Tour to Lancut
After sessions on the second day, guests were taken to Lancut to

The City of Glass

Free time was given in Krosno for shopping, sightseeing and
plain old relaxation. Many members of the group bought
glassware in Krosno, which is called the Glass City of Poland —
because Krosno is the center of the glass-making industry of
Poland.

Przemys$l and Lubaczow

On another day, PAC members were taken to the town of
Przemysl, one of the oldest cities in Poland. The next stop on the
itinerary was Lubaczéw for Mass, said by Bishop Ryszard
Karpinski, for the intention of Polonia. Following Mass was an
organ recital by the young organist of the church. The crypts
below the Konkatedra were renovated recently to display graves
of notable clergy from that city.

Kresy Settlement

On the final evening of the Forum, all representatives
enjoyed a visit to a Kresy Settlement. The Kresy are people who
live along the borderlands of Poland and its eastern neighbors.
Upon entering the gate of the settlement, guests were offered a
drink of vodka and a slice of bread spread with smalec. The fete
was held in a reconstructed barn, with entertainment from the ensemble
called Song and Dance Group Kresy. In true Polish style, the dinner
never ended, with course after course being served until late at night.

World Youth Day
Following the official forum, participants were driven to Krakow to
attend the World Youth Day, where some three million youth prayed for
Divine Mercy. An exciting time it was, but for security measures many of
the roads leading to Brzegi, the site of the gathering on the outskirts of
Krakéw, were closed to all vehicular traffic. Participants had to walk
from three to five miles to get to the site. Many PAC members decided to
watch the program on television, instead of venturing into the throngs of
people under the mid-day sun.
Observations
Observations by this writer conclude that the Podkarpackie region,

and Rzeszow in particular, are very up-beat, progressive and promising

tour the castle of the Lubomirski and Potocki families. Lanricut Castle was
built in the second half of the 16th century, and was inhabited until 1944
by the last of the Potocki family.
Ulma Family Museum

Another special visit was to the Museum of Poles Saving Jews in WWIL named the
Ulma Family Museum of Markowa. From 1942 to 1944 the Ulma family, consisting of
seven members, gave shelter to eight Jews. In 1944 they were exposed, the Nazis shot all
eight Jews, and then the entire family of Ulma was shot, each one in the back of the
head. The Museum commemorates not only the Ulma family, but all Poles in the
Podkarpackie region who were killed for the crime of hiding Jews. PAC members
placed lighted candles and wreathes at the memorial.

Traveling Feast

Each evening the delegates were treated to a wonderful dinner, highlighted at an
elegant hotel restaurant with sparkling crystal chandeliers dripping from the ceiling, as
well as at rural venues, capitalizing on the culture, music, and traditions of the
Podkarpackie region. From duck confit to a roast pig, the participants had their fill. Of
course, the national drink, Zubréwka, was served along with a specialty from Lancut,
called “Rosolie Rozany,” distilled at the Fabryka Woédek Polmos at Laricut. The sweet,

cities. Renovation in the area far exceeds what is being done in other
Polish cities. A new airport and a brand new, modern, futuristic-looking
convention center add to the visitor appeal. People are very friendly and
welcoming. New hotels and shopping centers bring creature comforts to

the Forum

all visitors.

This southeast corner of Poland has finally cleaned up the ragged edges left by the
past communist world. New roads and highways are plentiful; center islands are
attractively planted with local vegetation; curbs join the streets and sidewalks,
eliminating the unsightly dusty mud paths which long plagued Polish cities. Poland
even has its version of the Megabus, called Polbus, which offers rides in Mercedes
coaches starting at 1 zloty, about 26 U.S. cents.

The beautiful Podkarpackie countryside, with rolling hills and neatly maintained
farms, now has wind turbines sprouting among the wheat and hay fields. Surely, it
blots the picture-perfect postcard view of the countryside, but progress moves onward.

World Youth Days with Pope Francis

WARSAW — An estimated two million young pilgrims from some 180
different countries joined Pope Francis in celebrating the latest World Youth Days
(WYD). Pioneered by Polish-born St. John Paul II, the latest religious and
cultural festival was held in and around the southern Polish city of Krakow. Its
theme was the beatitude: Blessed are the merciful, for they shall receive mercy.

The six-day event turned out to be a great spiritual adventure for countless
young Catholics from around the globe. They included high school and college
students, young soldiers from half a dozen NATO countries, seminarians, young
nuns and novices, young married couples with children, first-timers and repeaters.
Piotr Michulec, a young Pole, admitted he attended his first WYD out of curiosity
but found such optimism and goodwill that this was now his eighth festival.

The sight of so many clean-cut youths and the sheer volume of Christian joy,
enthusiasm, and exuberance they exuded was a heartening experience indeed. But
there was no getting away from the fact that the event took place following a wave
of Muslim terrorist attacks in France and neighboring Germany.

The Holy Father was especially pained by the cold-blooded murder of an 86-
year-old priest near Rouen, France whose throat was slit by two Islamists as he
was celebrating morning Mass. “Let's recognize it. The world is in a state of war
in bits and pieces," he told reporters, adding that the attacks could be seen as
another world war. “We should not be afraid to speak this truth. The world is at
war because it has lost peace.”

Determined to prevent any trouble, the Polish authorities launched a major
security operation before and during the week-long events. Border controls were
stiffened, and hundreds of foreigners lacking proper travel documents or otherwise
suspicious were not allowed into Poland. Police and army patrols were clearly in
evidence and plain-clothes agents milled about in the huge congregations just in
case.

At Czgstochowa's Jasna Gora Monastery, Poland's most sacred shrine, Pope
Francis stumbled on an altar step and briefly disappeared from sight before being
helped to his feet. Unabashed, he continued the liturgy and only later used the
incident to make a religious point: we all stumble, but the main thing is to pick
oneself up and carry on.

Pope Francis may be less of an orator than Poland's charismatic St. John Paul
II, but he is known for his extreme humility and modesty. Rather than a VIP
limousine, he traveled around Krakow in a small VW hatchback and even rode a
tram. Rather than setting his own distinct style, Pope Francis continued the Polish
Pontiff's good-night chats with worshipers from the upstairs Papal Window of the
Krakéw Archbishop's Palace.

His private visit to Germany's former death camp Auschwitz marked a major
departure from the cheers, applause, chants, and general hubbub that had
accompanied his meetings with pilgrims. Unaccompanied by the bodyguards who
had surrounded him throughout his visit, the Holy Father silently walked beneath
the cynical “Arbeit macht frei” (Work brings freedom) sign and continued his
solitary walk through the camp. He prayed in the cell where St. Maksymilian
Kolbe was killed with a lethal injection and at the Wall of Death. He also met and
chatted briefly with a dozen elderly Auschwitz survivors.

“Our faith batteries get charged up so much during World Youth Days that
they stay with us for days, months and years,” commented Pawel Sroczynski for
whom these were his fifth WYD. A group of pilgrims from the Philippines raved
about the Polish nale$niki (crépes) and pierogi. Several American pilgrims, who
would not walk the streets at night back home, said they felt completely safe in
Krakow and couldn't get over how clean the streets were. They also admired
Krakow's beautiful old architecture. A girl from war-torn Syria also said she felt
safe in Poland. “In my country, when I leave work I never know whether my
home and family will still be there,” she explained.

During one of his daily Papal Window chats, the Pope said that the secret of a
happy marriage boiled down to three expressions: please, thank you, and sorry.
“Misunderstandings will occur, and sometimes even dishes go flying, but the main
thing is to make up before the day is out. There should be no cold war of silence,”
he emphasized.

An ocean of youthful humanity stretched as far as the eye could see in the
Field of Mercy outside the village of Brzegi, some seven miles from Krakéw. That
was the venue of a prayer vigil held on the eve of Pope Francis' departure. There
the Holy Father warned against becoming a 20-some-year-old retiree, a Christian
couch potato whose life revolves round the Internet and computer games. On two
separate occasions he urged young people to converse with their grandparents who
have a wealth of experiences and traditions to hand down.

Several young people came forth to share their experiences. A Brazilian said
he had cut himself off from his family during 16 years of drug addiction and came
clean only thanks to his religious faith. A young Polish woman had a good career
and loads of fun with good-looking males, until one day she woke up and realized
the emptiness of her life. Something pushed her to go to confession for the first
time in years, giving her a new lease on life.

On the final day of his sojourn, Pope Francis invited young people to the next
World Youth Days, which will take place in the Central American Republic of
Panama in 2019. He appeared for one last time in the Papal Window, thanked
pilgrims for receiving him so cordially, and asked them to pray for him. For a
churchman his age, the 79-year-old Pontiff held up remarkably well during his
stay in Poland, despite the hot, humid weather and packed schedule.

MIGHTY MEEKNESS

The beauty of the life, holiness, and message
of Mother Teresa of Calcutta are being lifted up by the Church,
even as she lifted the beauty of the presence
of Jesus in the precious disguise of the poor.

On September 5, 1997, heaven received the soul of Agnes Gonxha
Bojaxhiu, one of the most admired persons of the 20th century — known
to the world as Mother Teresa of Calcutta. In a vision of Jesus, this
diminutive but powerful woman of the cloth was called to serve the
unwanted, the unloved, the uncared for. Jesus requested the founding
of a community which was to be “My fire of love amongst the poor.” Mother Teresa founded the
Missionaries of Charity — to give free and full service to the poorest of the poor. She understood
that the deepest need of the poor is to know that someone loves them. In 1979 Mother Teresa
was awarded the Nobel Peace prize for initiating programs for the sick, the hungry, the
homeless, and the dying. Mother Teresa’s work was not funded by any government and Mother
did not consider her service to be social work. It was a sharing of the lives of others in their need.
It was reported that an observer, seeing Mother Teresa bent over a destitute person in the slums
of Calcutta, remarked: “I wouldn’t do that for a million dollars”... to which Mother replied, “
Neither would I!”.

The bedrock of Mother Teresa’s life - her source of focus, energy, gentleness, strength, and
love — was her deep faith in the Real Presence of Jesus in our world. She was enamored of Jesus,
the Bread of Life in the Eucharist. Born in Bethlehem (the House of Bread), Jesus continues His
Incarnation on earth. He is Emmanuel (God With Us). As Emmanuel, His Infinite Desire is to
dwell with us — absolute proof of His everlasting love and constant affection for us. We are
precious in God’s eyes. He comes again and again to us in Holy Communion — to bring us the
same joy and peace as He did at His Birth.

The little woman of Calcutta came to us in all tenderness, all humility, and in all simplicity —
like Jesus in the Eucharist. Mother Teresa said, “ When you look at the crucifix, you understand
how much Jesus loved you then: when you look at the Sacred Host, you understand how much
Christ loves you NOW.”

Mother Teresa loved Jesus in the Eucharist ...Jesus lived in her. The Presence of Jesus in the
Most Blessed Sacrament transformed her life. Her limitless love was derived from her total
surrender to Christ in the Eucharist. In Mother Teresa’s words, “Holy Communion is the
intimate union of Jesus and OUR soul and body. If we want to have life and have it more
abundantly, we must live on the Flesh of our Lord.” He comes to make all things new. Everyone
in the crowd should want just to touch Him because power comes out from Him.

The greatest love story ever told is that God Who created the whole world and Whom the
whole world cannot contain, contains Himself in the small Sacred Host, a particle of bread that
the priest can hold with two fingers. God chooses a permanent state of humility in the
Tabernacle. Jesus is present in all our Catholic churches. Night and day He is there. He made
Himself the Bread of Life to give us life. When Mother Teresa was asked how many convents she
had, she answered, “We have 584 tabernacles.”

Like St. Therese of Lisieux, whose name she took, Mother Teresa’s goal was to act and think
with charity — Jesus working within her ...and His love has taken root throughout the world.
Through His Indwelling Presence in her soul, Mother Teresa was able to reach out and touch
those who no one else wanted to touch. What a record Mother Teresa has worldwide! Mother
brought the Presence of Jesus to the world. Jesus comes in our human life as the hungry one, the
OTHER, the unwanted, the leper, the unloved, the needy, the elderly, the handicapped, the
dying — all those hoping to be fed with the Bread of our life. Whatsoever you do to the least of
my brothers, that you do unto me.

May Mother Teresa’s love be ours as we reach out to victims of homelessness, abortion,
AIDS, sickness, poverty, and loneliness.

Let us sit at the feet of Teresa of Calcutta and learn from her the SECRET of her energy,
strength, humility, love, tenderness, and power:

-to believe that without the Eucharist we are nothing, but with the Body, Blood, Soul and
Divinity of Christ — we have everything
-to reverence and receive Holy Communion as the intimate union of Jesus and OUR soul and
body
-to expose ourselves to the transforming rays of Jesus in the Most Blessed Sacrament
-to keep coming back to the Eucharist in order to grow in love
-to be like Mary, full of zeal as we go in haste to give Christ to others
-to humbly surrender to Jesus as we radiate His hope to the world
-to believe that the more we empty ourselves, the more room we give God to fill us
-to know that in life we may not do great things but only small things with great love
-to realize that, if we have no peace, it is because we have forgotten that we belong to each other

In 1988 Mother Teresa wrote:

Who is Jesus to me?
