Magic of the Polish Christmas Eve

Christmas, in particular Christmas Eve, is one of Poland’s most
solemnly celebrated feasts. The 24th of December marks the end of
Advent - the forty-five day period of quiet waiting, spent in prayer,
fasting and preparation for the birth of Jesus. For Poles, the day
begins with preparations for the Christmas Eve supper, called
Wigilia. A Christmas tree is brought inside and decorated with bright
lights and colorful ornaments. The smell of the evergreen and the
traditional Wigilia food fills the air, in anticipation of the evening
celebration. For children, this is one of the most magical and
beautiful evenings of the year, when the atmosphere of a fairy tale is
created by the glow of multicolored lights on a Christmas tree and
colorfully wrapped gifts beneath it, waiting to be opened.

Christmas Eve supper is a very intimate feast and is usually
spent in the company of close family. A white linen tablecloth is laid
on the table with hay strewn either on it or underneath. Bundles of
grain stand in the corners of the room to commemorate the manger
in the stable where Jesus was born. The table is set with the family’s
best dishes. An extra place is set at the table for the soul of a

departed family member or for a stranger who, according to Polish
tradition, should to be welcomed and honored because the guest
may be Christ Himself, in disguise, who has come to join us.

At the appearance of the first star, the meal begins with the
family sharing a Christmas wafer (oplatek) as they wish each other
good health, good luck and happiness. It is a touching moment that
awakens many childhood memories, as well as a melancholy sadness
when remembering loved ones who are gone forever. A traditional
meatless meal is served and the supper is eaten in the atmosphere of
peace and harmony. Old grievances and quarrels are forgotten.

When the supper is over, presents are opened and leftovers from
the meal are given to the farm animals which, tradition says, are able
to speak in human voices on this magical night. The grain is fed to
chickens for better egg-laying and trees in the orchard are tied with
grain stalks from the dining room, so that they will yield more fruit.

This very special Christmas Eve ends with the whole family
attending Midnight Mass (Pasterka), one of the most joyous and most
festive Masses celebrated in the Church calendar.

Polish Christmas cribs

Ever since St. Francis of Assisi pioneered the world's first live nativity scene back in the 13th
century, the depiction of Jesus' birth has become an integral part of world culture. Across Europe one
can encounter a great variety of Christmas cribs ranging from basic to elaborate, traditional to
contemporary, from home-spun to “Made in China” plastic kitsch all the way to true works of art.
But nearly all of them fall into one of two categories.

In southern Europe the Holy Family is portrayed in a stone grotto or cave. That is probably
closer to the original shelter in the largely tree-less and desert-like Middle East where wood was too
expensive for something as lowly as a sheep shed. But northern European adapted our Savior's
birthplace to the kinds of structures they were most familiar with, hence usually it took the shape of
wooden, often thatched-roof stable, cowshed or barn. Some of the best-known Polish nativity scenes
include:

PERMANENT NATIVITY DEPICTION: These are usually found in churches in the form of
carved wooden altars or those sculpted in marble or other stone. Nativity scenes are also found in
paintings, murals and stained-glass windows, Churches named after the Holy Family sometimes have
a nativity scene adorning the building's fagade. Occasionally a chapel honoring the nativity is found
on the parish grounds.

SZOPKA KRAKOWSKA: The Krakéw Créche or Crib resembles neither a cave nor a stable.
This shimmering cathedral-like structure is a unique urban folk-art form roughly patterned after that
city’s Kosciot Mariacki (Marian Church). Each year in early December a crib-making contest is held
in Krakow and the szopki krakowskie ranging in size from 2-3 inches to 10 feet or more are displayed
in the city's main square. Visit www.polishtraditions.org to see some examples.

STATIC NATIVITY SCENE: This is the traditonal and most common type of manger scene,
comprising scale or life-size figures of the Holy Family, shepherds, sheep, cow and donkey. On Jan.
6 figures of the Three Kings are added, as the tableau remains up until Feb.2. It is usually displayed
at a church's side altar or outdoors on the parish grounds. Smaller versions of this type of manger
scene are displayed in Polish homes, often beneath the Christmas tree or on a windowsill.

MECHANICAL MOVING CRECHE: These have been around since the 19th century and are
still popular. Typically, a mechanical device allows small New Testament figures, national heroes
and other outstanding individuals to file past the Holy Family. Sometimes non-nativity figures such
as skiers or skaters, cartoon-style animals or Disney characters are included as a side attraction for
the kiddies. During the Christmas season many families with children visit such moving tableaux.

LIVING CHRISTMAS CRIB: This form of créche has become extremely popular in Poland.
Sometimes only the Christ Child is represented by a doll, but a real live infant plays the role when
one is available. The remaining figures are all volunteer parishioners. The animals often go beyond
the traditonal sheep, cattle and donkeys and include ponies, goats, llamas, rabbits, poultry and other
creatures not mentioned in the gospel. This fusion of a religion lesson and petting zoo is especially
liked by the parents of young children.

PORTABLE CAROLERS' CRECHE: In the days of widespread house-to-house caroling,
two carolers would carry a small wooden stable housing a nativity scene and mounted on wooden
poles, followed by the traditional star-bearer, angel, devil, grim reaper, King Herod, etc..This was in
effect a roving nativity play. In addition to koledy, the kolednicy would sing songs and recite poems
of well-wishing and receive some treats or a few coins in exchange. Nowadays, Polish children's
magazines often contain cardboard fold-out cribs which can also be used when making house-to-
house rounds.

Some Polish Christmas Projects to Consider

“Jingle Bells” blaring from shopping-mall loudspeakers since October, frenzied Christmas
shoppers, people rushing to put up Christmas trees right after Thanksgiving. Also porches and gables
decked out with colored lights and illuminated plastic reindeer, Santas and snowmen out on the lawn,
Then there's the rush to open presents on Christmas morning. Later in the day it's that “big Christmas
dinner”, often little more than a rerun of Thanksgiving......

Fortunately, our Polish Christmas heritage contains many things that can enrich and diversify
our PolAm holiday routine. Here are a few projects to consider in your family, circle of friends,
PolAm group or local community:

START 'EM YOUNG: Observing customs varies from family to family, and occasionally some
teenagers become deeply interested in Polish traditions. By and large, however, the most receptive
and absorbent are preschoolers who have yet to become addicted to smartphones, tablets, MP3s and
all that Pokémon nonsense. Younger kids are naturally curious, eager to explore new things and want
to be a part of what's going on. Wherever possible, try to involve your kids or grandkids in some of
the projects listed below.
ADVENT - HELPING THE NEEDY: More than just shopping and house-cleaning the weeks
ahead of Christmas are the ideal time to engage in charitable activities, and many youngsters are
more than willing to help. Good deeds might include helping the elderly with shopping and driving
them to the doctor's, as well as leaf-raking, snow-shoveling and other household chores. Laundered
used clothing, personal hygiene products and sweets can be delivered to homeless shelters, and used
but unbroken toys — to child-care homes (formerly known as orphanages). Christmas food parcels
can be made up and delivered to poorer families in the neighborhood. Check with your parish or
local social workers where your efforts would do the most good.
POLISH CHRISTMAS WORKSHOP: Wherever local interest exists, a December workshop
could provide participants with hands-on experience creating Polish Christmas things. In addition to
. the crafts mentioned in preceding entry, it could also include
hand-made Christmas cards, wood-carving and
embroidery. Some of the popular koledy could also be
taught. Where facilities permit, the preparation of
Polish Yuletide delicacies could be highlighted. It
might suffice for such a workshop to meet 3-4 times
before Christmas and possibly culminate in an optatek
gathering or a full-fledged Wigilia for participants and
their families.

POLISH CHRISTMAS
DELIGHTS

CLE AR
MUSHROOM
SOUP (czysta zupa
grzybowa): In 2 T
butter, sauté 8 oz

fresh Portobello
mushrooms, washed
well, dried and

diced, with 2 med
chopped onions until
lightly  browned.
Dissolve two
mushroom bouillon
cubes in 6 c boiling water after it has cooled somewhat and whisk in 1
level T flour. Add the mushrooms and onions and simmer cover 10 min.
Season with salt & pepper to taste and 1 t cider vinegar. Garnish with a
little freshly-chopped dill if desired. Serve over cooked egg noodles or
cooked lasagna, cut into 1” squares.

CREAMED HERRING WITH APPLE ($ledZ w $mietanie z jablkiem):
Drain a 14-16 oz jar of marinated herring, discarding onion and spices.
Cut herring into 1% inch or so serving-size pieces, plunge into a large pot
of cold water for 1 min. Drain well in sieve until all dripping stops.
Arrange pieces of herring on serving dish. Drizzle with juice of 1 small
lemon (through a sieve to catch the pits). Coarsely grate 1 cored, peeled,
small tart apple and mix with herring pieces. Arrange on serving dish.
Slice 2 small onions wafer thin, break into rings and intersperse with
herring. Fork-blend %2 - 1 ¢ sour cream with 1 T prepared horseradish
and pour over herring. Refrigerate covered several hrs before serving
with boiled potatoes or rye bread.

FRIED BREADED PIKE (szczupak panierowany): Rinse 2 lbs fresh or
thawed frozen pike fillets, dry on paper towel, place fish in dish, sprinkle
with salt and refrigerate at least 1 hr. Sprinkle fillets with no more than 1
t lemon juice and several pinches of pepper, dredge in flower, dip in
beaten egg and roll in plain bread crumbs or cracker crumbs. Press in
breading with hand so it adheres evenly, then gently shake off excess
crumbs. In skillet heat 1/2 c. oil and, when hot, add the fillets. Fry on
medium-high until a nice crust forms on both sides, then reduce heat
and cook until done. Fish is done when it loses its translucence and
becomes flaky. Drain fried fish on paper towel. Walleye, whitefish,
perch, cod or similar are also excellent. Serve with horseradish sauce.
HORSERADISH SAUCE (sos chrzanowy): In mixing cup combine 1/2 c.
mayonnaise, 1/2 c. sour cream, juice of 1/2 lemon, 1 t sugar and a heaping
T prepared non-creamed-type horseradish. Fork-blend until creamy and
serve with fish.

SAUERKRAUT SALAD (salatka z kwaszonej kapusty): Drain 1 pt
sauerkraut, reserving liquid. Rinse in plenty of cold water, drain again
and press out as much moisture as possible. Chop coarse or fine as
preferred and place in salad bowl. Add 1 minced onion (or several green
onion tops & bottoms - all finely chopped), a small grated carrot and 1
peeled, coarsely grated apple. Toss ingredients to distribute them evenly.
Sprinkle with 1 to 2 t sugar, season with several twists of the pepper-mill
and dress with 3 - 4 T salad oil. If the salad is not as tart as you like,
sprinkle it with a little of the reserved sauerkraut juice. Cover and let
stand at room temp at least 1 hr before serving.

RICE & MUSHROOM GOLABKI (golabki z ryzem i grzybami): Make
ahead of time. In 3 T butter or oil sauté 12 oz fresh Portobello
mushrooms, washed and chopped fine, with 2 med chopped onions until
light brown. Combine with 3 to 3% c slightly undercooked rice, barley or
buckwheat groats. Add 1 egg and mix to blend ingredients. Salt &
pepper to taste. Fill and roll pre-wilted cabbage leaves as usual and
arrange in no more than 2 layers in baking dish. Drench with sauce made
by dissolving 1 mushroom bouillon cube in 2 ¢ boiling water and
whisking in 1 sm can cream of mushroom soup until smooth. Bake in
preheated 350° oven 2 hrs. Let stand covered until cooled to room temp
and refrigerate overnight. Reheat before serving at Wigilia supper.
