Between its founding and
public opening, the Museum began
to amass a noteworthy collection of
art, artifacts, and archives.

In its 80 years, the PMA has
acquired unique collections
representing the history of
American Poles, and of Poland.
Early on, the PMA appealed to
Polonia to send materials it deemed
worthy to represent their
community. With the swells of
Polish immigrants in the late 1800s
and early 1900s, these recent

Americans wanted their history to be remembered.

With the outbreak of World War II, the PMA’s mission changed. With the
destruction of Europe, materials from the homeland began to disappear. Acquisition
was spurred even further; items were actively obtained by the PMA that would have
otherwise been destroyed or dispersed under the Nazi and Soviet regimes. The Polish
Pavilion collection from the 1939
New York World'’s Fair first arrived
at the PMA due to these drastic
circumstances. With Poland under
Nazi occupation, the art and
artifacts could not be returned.
Through official agreements with
the Polish government-in-exile, the
PMA purchased many artifacts;
others were received as gifts, and
further items were held on deposit
for Poland and for private
individuals. The assembly of items
constitutes an extremely varied
collection.

Throughout its existence, the
PMA has strived to share the story
of Poland and Polish Americans with all its visitors. In addition to the Library and
Archives, the Museum presents its permanent collections. Highlights include: personal
and professional mementos of Ignacy Jan Paderewski (1860-1941), statesman and
pianist, in the I. J. Paderewski Room, renovated in 2009; Inter-War paintings and

Muzeum posiada
unikatowa kolekcje stala, organizuje
wystawy tymczasowe, sponsoruje
warsztaty, programy i pokazy filmowe w
celu propagowania polskiej sztuki,
zwyczajow i tradycji wielu pokolen. W
archiwum znajdujq sie historyczne materialy, dokumenty, mapy i fotografie oséb i
organizacji polskich i polsko-amerykanskich. Zbiory biblioteczne obejmuja ponad 100
tys. woluminéw do codziennego wypozyczania i celéw badawczych, kolekcje
polonikow, drukéw rzadkich i periodykow. Za swoja 80-letnig dziatalno$¢ na rzecz
kultury i dziedzictwa narodowego MPA otrzymato we wrzesniu 2016 r. ztoty medal
Zastuzony Kulturze Gloria Artis od Ministerstwa Kultury i Dziedzictwa Narodowego
RP.

Muzeum Polskie w Ameryce powstato w 1935 r., a oficjalne otwarcie odbylo sie 12
stycznia 1937 r. MPA zostato stworzone przez Zjednoczenie Polskie Rzymsko-
Katolickie w Ameryce (ZPRKA), najstarsza polsko-amerykanska organizacje bratniej
pomocy w Stanach Zjednoczonych z siedziba gtéwna w Chicago. Poczatkowo znane
bylo pod nazwg Archiwum i Muzeum ZPRKA. Jako Muzeum Polskie w Ameryce
uzyskato status organizacji autonomicznej w 1959 r. i instytucji pozytku publicznego
stanu Illinois w 1971 r.

Pierwsza wzmianka o zatozeniu muzeum polskiego pojawita si¢ w 1928 r. podczas
39. Sejmu ZPRKA. W styczniu 1931 r. muzeum polskiej imigracji w Alliance College w
Cambridge Springs w stanie Pensylwania uleglo zniszczeniu podczas pozaru tego
College’u. Pojawilo sie wtedy wiele glosow mowiacych o koniecznosci utworzenia
nowego polsko-amerykanskiego muzeum, a pomyst ten poddano dyskusji na
kolejnym, 40. Sejmie ZPRKA w tym samym roku. Do 1934 r. trwaty dyskusje o
utworzeniu towarzystwa historycznego, ktére miatoby za zadanie zachowanie wiasnie
zdeponowanych dokumentéw archiwéw Wydziatu Narodowego Polskiego. Od
momentu decyzji o jego utworzeniu az do otwarcia, Muzeum rozpoczeto gromadzenie
dziet sztuki, obiektow, eksponatéw i dokumentéw archiwalnych.

Kazda z jego czesci,
Biblioteka, Archiwum i Muzeum, posiadaja state kolekdje,
z ktérych nalezy wymienié: osobiste i zawodowe pamiatki
po Ignacym Janie Paderewskim (1860-1941), mezu stanu i
pianiscie, znajdujace si¢ w pokoju L.J. Paderewskiego,
odnowionym w 2009 r.; obrazy, grafike i rzezbe okresu
miedzywojennego w Galerii Sztuki im. Stephena i
Elizabeth Ann Kusmierczakéw, odrestaurowanej w 2011 r.;

Wystawy Swiatowej w Nowym Jorku 1939 r. w Sali
Gloéwnej MPA im.
