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PRCUA ANNUAL STATE OF THE UNION

Dear Members & Friends:

A year ago, I mentioned to you in my annual State of the
Union message, that the PRCUA had formed a Corporate
Governance Committee from members of the Board of
Directors, to work through and review the corporate
administration of the PRCUA, as suggested by the National
Association of Insurance Commissioners (NAIC).

The NAIC is the designated governing body that
determines the rules and regulations by which all insurance
companies must abide. It is their responsibility to assure that
financial promises made to individual members, fraternal or
otherwise, are protected and that they are distributed to the
member when the need arises.

Therefore, the NAIC is looking for fraternals to
voluntarily move away from the traditional governing model
of electing the President, Vice President, Secretary/Treasurer
and Board of Directors at a quadrennial convention, to a
corporate model, electing a Board of Directors qualified in the
business and insurance arts who would be charged with the
responsibility of hiring operating officers (President, Vice
President, Secretary/Treasurer) experienced in management,
finance, insurance, compliance, information technologies and
accounting, to run the daily affairs of the organization.

This model is promoted because fraternals have not
always elected candidates who meet this criteria. In today’s
challenging world, having only fraternal activity experience -
without also being schooled in business affairs - has weakened
and, in some cases, caused fraternal benefit organizations
great financial stress. This has led to mergers and
consolidations of weaker organizations into stronger ones.
The number of fraternal benefit companies continues to
decline.

Our Polish Roman Catholic Union of America is a
$200,000,000 organization whose assets are to be managed and
protected for the benefit of its members.

With that thought in mind, some topics being debated and
discussed by our Corporate Governance Committee and the
entire Board are exactly those advocated by the NAIC.

For example: Should the PRCUA:

e Change to an elected, business-educated and
experienced Board of Directors, reduced in number
from fifteen to five;

¢ Change to a secondary Board to address fraternal
issues, also reducing the number of Directors to five;

* Change to the Board of Directors being responsible for
hiring the President and Vice President;

e Change to the Board of Directors being responsible for
hiring an experienced financial professional to the
position of Secretary/Treasurer;

* Do nothing.

These examples are not all inclusive but only some of the

ideas being debated.

It is hoped that a proposal will soon be formulated, and a
Special Convention called, for presentation of this topic to the
2014 Convention delegates.

It will be up to these delegates to vote on accepting or
rejecting any proposal. Should the voting accept the proposal,
it will become effective at the 2018 Quadrennial Convention.

Sales

In reviewing 2016 sales efforts, the amount of premium
income has increased over 2015 as new products, including
FINAL EXPENSE and SIMPLIFIED ISSUE, have been
introduced. Larger face amounts are being written as
individuals are realizing that the cost of financially protecting
our loved ones continues to rise.

Our efforts to reach out to
independent insurance agents to
represent the PRCUA have been
moderately successful, and are
improving and helping increase
our sales growth.

Sales through our traditional
fraternal agents remains steady,
but the number of fraternal
agents is declining. We continue
to solicit our members to join us
as sales agents but have not been
very successful in this
recruitment effort.

Are you interested in
becoming a registered insurance
agent for the PRCUA? If you are, please call me directly at
773-782-2603 or 800-772-8632, ext. 2603. We will provide all of
the training necessary for you to succeed. The cost of training
and licensing is covered entirely by the PRCUA.

Our membership continues to decline even though the
amount of insurance written is increasing. Our marketing and
sales efforts are working hard to reverse this downtrend.

Our annuity program is strong and steady. This past year,
we have reached out to those members whose contracts have
matured. It is very important that these matured contracts
rollover into a more current one. For those whose contracts
have expired, we are offering a premium interest rate for one
year to continue membership in the PRCUA and market rates
thereafter.

Operating Results

I am pleased to report that for 2016 the PRCUA again
returned an operating profit. This is the sixth consecutive
year that we have been able to operate in this manner.

As you can see on page 5 of this issue of Narod Polski, our
bottom line Net Income is reported at $529,746, versus an
amount reported for 2015 of $252,359, an increase of
approximately $277,000, doubling the 2015 reported profit.

This has allowed the PRCUA Board of Directors to declare
a 50% dividend increase over last year to our whole life
insurance certificate holders.

More importantly, the Surplus account of the PRCUA
continues to improve, increasing from a low in 2010 of $3.6
million to more than double at $7.7 million in 2016.

This is very important to any company as Surplus growth
strengthens the organization to better withstand economic
and financial downturns in the national or international
economies.

Reasons for this successful operation in 2016 can be traced
directly to improving insurance and annuity sales, reducing
annuity reserves, controlling expenses, and realized capital
gains from profitable stock market sales.

Building Improvements

As our building continues to age, we are constantly
challenged to make new repairs and improvements.

As you may recall, we have already tuck-pointed the
building, put up a new sign, replaced the roof and completely
removed and replaced the building sewer system. This last
item required a complete cleaning and vacuuming of the
entire basement and its contents, to remove the concrete dust
generated by the jackhammering needed to replace the 103-
year-old sewer system.

Now our building is surrounded by scaffolding and
shrouded from top to bottom because the top cornices and
window filigree have broken and are (Continued on pg. 4)

The Actual Cost of Life Insurance

Expense is the #1 stated reason why Americans are underinsured or don’t
have life insurance. However, a 2015 study indicates that it’s actually much more
affordable than most people think.

According to the study, 80 percent of
consumers misjudged the price of term
life insurance. Breaking that number
down into demographics, Millennials
overestimated the true cost of life
insurance by 213 percent and Generation
X, by 119 percent.

The second road block discussed is a lack of financial literacy in regards to
how life insurance premiums are determined. Understanding the pricing
mechanisms allows consumers to take simple steps to lower the cost of their
policies. Healthy living, lifestyle choices, and purchasing coverage in younger
years can all lead to savings.

An applicant’s health is the first consideration life insurance companies take
into account when determining a premium. Tobacco use, maintenance of chronic
conditions, current weight, and frequency of exercise can all have an effect on the
cost. Even after a policy is issued, reporting improvements in health, weight loss,
or changes in medication can actually result in savings.

Non-health related lifestyle choices also
play a role in determining a premium. A
safe driving record and a good credit score
can help lower premiums because both
indicate a low risk for the insurance
company. Activities and hobbies such as
scuba diving, recreational flying, and boat
racing suggest a higher risk that will result
in higher premiums.

Another main consideration in setting the
cost of premiums is age. The older the
applicants are - even if they are low-risk,
healthy individuals - the higher the

PAST EDITOR-IN-CHIEF
ANDREW AZARJEW PASSED AWAY

The PRCUA is deeply saddened
to report the passing of Narod Polski’s
Past Editor-in-Chief, Andrew
Azarjew, who died in Poland on
February 12, 2017.

Andrew Azarjew, the son of
Wlodzimierz and Helena (nee
Solowiew), was born on October 1,
1932 in Poznan, Poland. He
immigrated to the U.S.A. in 1951 and
settled in Chicago. He studied
journalism and humanities at Loyola
University (1952-57) and English at
Northwestern University (1957-62).

Throughout his career, Andrew
Azarjew was a journalist, cultural — -
activist, social organizer, and volunteer. He was Editor-in-Chief of
Zew Mtodych (1952-55), editor of Merkuriusz Amerykanski (1961-64),
Dziennik Chicagoski (1968-71), and Polonia (1971-76). He wrote
numerous articles and reviews for Dziennik Zwigzkowy (1978-86) and
provided news for the Polish Section of Voice of America. Between
1988 to 1990 Andrew and his wife Ewa, who was a teacher and a
journalist, wrote a religious, cultural, and social column for the
Chicago Archdiocesan newspaper The Chicago Catholic.

Mr. Azarjew was a member, Vice President and President of the
Polish Academic Association in America, through which he
organized over 300 cultural and social events. He was a volunteer on
the Warsaw Castle Committee (1970), a member of the Copernicus
Monument Committee (1973), and served as Public Relations
Chairman on the Polish Museum’s Summer Ball Committee in the
1970s and 1980s. He was also a member of PRCUA Soc. #800.

In 1986, Andrew Azarjew was appointed the Editor-in-Chief of
Narod Polski newspaper. In 1989, when the PRCUA computerized its
publication operations, Kathryn Rosypal was appointed as Executive
Editor of Narod Polski and Mr. Azarjew was appointed as the
Managing Editor in charge of the newspaper’s Polish section. He
continued in this capacity until 1994 when he had to retire due to
health issues.

Mr. Azarjew returned to Poland and lived there until his death.
He was laid to rest on February 14, 2017 in Poland. Andrew Azarjew
is survived by his wife, Ewa (nee Smolko) Azarjew, and daughter
Daria.

The PRCUA Officers, Directors, and employees extend sincere
condolences to the Azarjew family. May the departed soul of Andrew
Azarjew rest in Eternal Peace.

Narod Polski Executive Editor Lidia Kowalewicz, and past
Executive Editor Kathryn Rosypal-Romani, who had the privilege of
working with Andrew for five years will remember him as a
benevolent, friendly colleague, as well as a pleasant, patient, and
understanding person who sought to make the world a better place
through his social and cultural activism.

"SPRINGING INTO LENT"

This year, March 1st not only ushers in the third month
of this still "new" year, which also contains the much-
awaited first day of Spring, but it also marks the observance
of Ash Wednesday, the beginning of the Lenten Season of
prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. While they might not seem
to be related in any way, a closer look will reveal that these
two themes have more in common than we may at first
realize.

Even with our relatively mild - by Midwest standards -
winter this year, everyone always seems to want to put the
short days and long nights behind them and greet the "new life" that comes with
the seeming "rebirth of the earth" when Spring rolls around. Traditionally, the first
day of Spring falls on the 21st of March. I've heard people already remark how
they can't wait! While March's weather can still fluctuate wildly from one extreme
to another, it does tend to bring forth the Spring thaw, the first blooms of the early
bulb flowers, and maybe even some from the early awakening flowering trees and
shrubs. People's spirits tend to pick-up as the days grow longer and, even if you
don't quite have a green thumb, thoughts of some summer fun-in-the-sun right
around the corner creep into our consciousness.

Lent, with the distribution of ashes on Ash Wednesday and its overall somber
tone, doesn't seem to have much in common with these thoughts of new life. As a
matter of fact, on the surface, they can seem to be almost directly opposite. Yet, this
is exactly what this season of preparation for Easter - with its themes of prayer,
fasting, and almsgiving - call us to do spiritually. As the earth is "reborn" after its
long winter's sleep, we are called to be renewed in body, mind, and spirit as we
prepare to celebrate the new life we enjoy through the resurrection of Jesus Christ.

How does this work? Well, it can almost seem like it does so "backwards". In
other words, just like the seed when planted has to die in order to produce fruit,
we have to "die back" in some areas of our life - which block us from more closely
following the Lord - as well as to see "brought forth anew" those areas that do. The
Lenten characteristics of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving help us to do just that.

Prayer, our communication with God, is our spiritual lifeline. Just like the
branch has to stay attached to the vine in order to have life, so we must stay
connected to the Lord to be alive in the Spirit. We need these annual days to take a
look at our manner and frequency of prayer and our attitude toward it. Is it
"working" for us? Or, are we "working at it" without seeming results. Is it that
"thing I have to do" every day so I won't feel guilty? Or is it the part of the day I
live for because it makes all the difference in the world. Do I "breathe" with both
"spiritual lungs", that is, with a combination of public prayer within the
community of the Church, as well as private prayer and devotions on my own?
An honest reflection on these questions can be the first step toward your "spring"
renewal.

Fasting fits right in, too. We, like the seed that dies, need to sometimes cut
back on our intake of things...food, drink, entertainment...you name it. Just about
anything can become an obstacle to following the Lord if we allow it to become a
misplaced priority in our lives. Setting simple and practical goals, which include
something from each of these categories, is very important. Do fast from some
food and drinks to build strength and show you're not a slave to them. Do fast
from some excess frivolity to see if you can stay focused during this time of
preparation. Do fast from TV programs or computer time or games and give
yourself the gift of time...you know...that one thing that we all want more of but
somehow never seem to have enough. Well, "dying to self" in such seemingly
little, yet significant ways, puts us in a position to live anew - for ourselves and
others.

That leads us right to almsgiving, or charity. Simply by practicing the first two

Lenten characteristics, we place ourselves in the position to practice the third.
Don't have a lot of extra resources to share with anyone else? NOW YOU DO
because in fasting you saved by cutting back on what you would use for yourself.
Don't have time to volunteer or visit or help or tackle that project? Well, NOW
YOU DO because fasting in another way you just gave yourself the
gift of more time. Use some of that "extra" time on your prayer.
This will help guide you. The Lord will help reveal which are the
best ways to live out His law of love in charity.
Put these two themes together, and with the
j coming of the "rebirth of the earth" this Springtime,
you may find that in addition to enjoying all that
Spring provides, you - and everyone else - will be
enjoying a renewed YOU, as well.
