Orchard Lake, MI - Monsignor
Thomas C. Machalski, Jr., Chancellor
of the Orchard Lake Schools and
Rector of SS. Cyril & Methodius
Seminary for the past six years, will
return to his Brooklyn, New York
diocese in July, 2017. To address this
impending vacancy, the Board of
Regents has revised the criteria for his
replacement based upon the Orchard
Lake Schools (OLS) current
environment, and is actively
conducting a search for a highly
qualified Chancellor, as well as
Rector, who will be approved by
Archbishop Vigneron.

The Regents are committed to
maintaining the long-standing Polish
heritage of the campus with the
assistance of The Polish Mission. This
institution within the Orchard Lake
Schools was created with the purpose
of advancing Polish culture and
heritage across the United States and
around the world. It is dedicated to
working very closely with Polonia and Poland, and for this work the Polish
government bestowed the prestigious Gloria Artis award upon the Orchard Lake
Schools. It is the first institution in North America to receive this award. The
honor not only recognizes the Schools” significant Polish art, archives, and
artifacts, but also the tireless work invested in forming partnerships and
executing Polish- themed programming. The Polish Mission has made great
strides cataloguing the campus’s vast Polish archives with the assistance of
experts from Poland. It also operates a Polish language school for approximately
70 children, many of whom are also taught religious education by the campus
seminarians. These are just a few of The Polish Mission’s numerous efforts to
preserve the OLS Polish heritage.

Much of the Schools” valuable
Polish art collection was displayed in
the campus Galeria, which was first
opened in 1965. Originally built in
1888, the existing building is in need
of serious repair. While refurbishment
plans are being considered, the art
collection is secure in a climate-
controlled storage facility.

An architectural firm has : - - , i
completed plans for upgrading and OLS St. Pope John Paul II bronze statue
expanding the Galeria. The entire project will cost close to $4 million. A
generous gift will cover the majority, but the Orchard Lake Schools must raise
the rest before work can commence.

Polish women have long had a reputation for beauty, ‘F,'.\‘L"-"'N-S M, y
intelligence, and courage. s}v :

Poland herself has appeared in iconography, /
especially in the Romantic era, as a woman bravely
suffering oppression, defying her tormentors or
grieving her sons and daughters. People call to mind
Queen Jadwiga, the legendary Princess Wanda or the
brilliant Marie Sklodowska-Curie when Polish women are
mentioned. But the full story of their accomplishments finds
almost no place in the popular history of Poland. Yet, it is a rich, inspiring and
complex story that gives us new perspectives on the history of Poland and Polish
communities throughout the world. We can never fully understand who we are
until we join the histories of our mothers to that of our fathers.

It is for this reason that the Piast Institute founded the Polish Women’s Hall
of Fame as a record of the story of Polish Women and as a resource for our
community, schools and universities, and especially for young Polish women -
and indeed young women everywhere - so that they might know and
remember.

The Polish Women’s Hall of Fame is a virtual exhibit hosted by the Piast
Institute that seeks to honor and raise awareness of the stories of women’s lives
and contributions to Polish and Polonian culture and history, and the
contributions of women of Polish birth or descent to the world.

This pin and
certificate will be provided to the nominee, if she is still living, or else to the
person who submitted the nomination.

To submit a picture and story about a special woman in your life, please visit
the website at www.FamousPolishWomen.com to download the “Women to
Remember” nomination form. It is a wonderful way to remember or honor
someone on special occasions such as birthdays or Mother’s Day.

How to Get Involved

The public is invited to participate in this project through the nomination of
women both to the Hall of Fame and to the “Women to Remember” page. The
Polish Women’s Hall of Fame accepts nominations on a rolling basis, with two
induction dates each year. The deadline for the September 8 induction is July 1,
2017.

Nominations are reviewed by the Selection Committee for each selection
cycle, and in most cases six are selected for each cycle. Nominees who are not
inducted may be re-nominated for a subsequent cycle. More information on
criteria for inclusion and the nomination form may be found on the website
under “How to Nominate.”

The “Women to Remember” page is updated more frequently throughout
the year as nominations are received. These stories and photographs are not
subject to review by the selection committee, as these women are not inducted
into the Hall of Fame but instead are honored on the “Women to Remember”
page. A nomination form (separate from the Hall of Fame nomination form) is
available on the website.

MAMMA MIA!

Mary - by any other name - is our Mother. The
dictionary defines mother as author, originator, giver of
birth, nurturer, one who looks after or cares for. Holy
Mother Church holds up Mary, the Mother of God, as the
Pinnacle, the most noble of God’s creation.
