Installation of Newly-Appointed Chancellor
Marks the Rebirth of the Orchard Lake Schools

Orchard Lake, MI - Very Reverend Canon Mirostaw K. Krél, M.A., S.T.L., a native of
Poland and a former student of SS. Cyril & Methodius Seminary (SSCMS), will be
installed as the fourth Chancellor of the Orchard Lake Schools (OLS) on Tuesday,
October 3, 2017 during Holy Mass at the Archdiocesan Shrine of St. John Paul II at the
Chapel of Our Lady of Orchard Lake. This marks the rebirth of OLS'132-year history
that began in 1885 when Fr. Jozef Dabrowski established a Polish Catholic Seminary in
Detroit to serve the Polish-American community.

Fr. Dabrowski’s mission was sustained in the words of St. John Paul II who twice
visited the campus, and stated, “If the Orchard Lake Schools did not exist, it would be
necessary to establish them,” and, “Fill Orchard Lake to capacity; sustain Orchard Lake;
we need Orchard Lake!”

Reverend Krdl is the 13th overall head of OLS, and the first Polish-born leader in 50
years to head America’s only Polish Seminary, St. Mary’s Preparatory, and The Polish
Mission. He was born on August 18, 1970 in Gorlice, Poland and grew up in the village
of Stawisza. After attending high school in Gdansk, he emigrated to the United States
and attended SSCMS and Immaculate Conception Seminary of Seton Hall University to
complete his theological studies. On May 29, 1999 he was ordained a priest for the
Archdiocese of Newark, New Jersey. As a motto for his priestly ministry, he chose the
famous quote of St. John Paul II who inspired him throughout his vocation: “Be not
afraid.”

Krol served parishes of the Archdiocese of Newark, returning to SSCMS as the Dean
of Human Formation and the Vice Rector, and served as President of the Saint John Paul
II Foundation Be Not Afraid Center. He also served as Chaplain of many organizations,
including the Police and Fire Departments of Linden, NJ and The Pulaski Parade
Committee.

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Thaddeus Kosciuszko “Hero of Two Nations”

October 15 marks the 200th
anniversary of the death of Thaddeus
Kosciuszko.

Andrzej Tadeusz Bonawentura
Kosciuszko (Andrew Thaddeus
Bonaventure Kosciuszko) was born on
February 4, 1746 in Mereczowszczyzna,
Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth (now
Belarus). He was the youngest son of
Ludwik Tadeusz Ko$ciuszko, an officer
in the Polish—-Lithuanian
Commonwealth Army, and his wife
Tekla (née Ratomska.)

He attended school in Lubieszow.
In December of 1765 Kos$ciuszko
enrolled in the Cadet Academy in
Warsaw. After graduating on December
20, 1766, he was promoted to a military
rank equivalent to a modern-day
Lieutenant, and served at the Academy
as an instructor. In late 1769,
Kosciuszko was sent to Paris where he
studied military and civil architecture
and painting.

After returning home in 1774, he
taught drawing and mathematics to the
daughters of General Jozef Sosnowski.
He fell in love with one of the
daughters, Ludwika, and the couple
tried to elope but the plans were
thwarted by Sosnowski.

Kosciuszko fled to Paris where he
learned of the outbreak of the American
Revolutionary War. In 1776 he left
France and went to America where he
joined the Colonial Army fighting for
independence from the British. He was
transferred to the Pennsylvania
Committee of Defense in Philadelphia,
where he took part in planning
fortifications to defend the residence of
the Continental Congress against the
British. For this work he was promoted
to the rank of Engineer Colonel.

Kosciuszko’s fortifications
contributed to the capitulation of the
British Army and the American victory
at Saratoga on October 17, 1777. He
was then assigned to fortify West Point,
NY, a key point of defense on the
Hudson River. In March of 1780 he
was appointed Chief of the Engineering
Corps. In the spring of 1781 in South
Carolina, Kos$ciuszko conducted the
siege of Ninety-Six and then a lengthy
blockade of Charleston. In 1783 he
received U.S. citizenship, was appointed
as Brigadier General in the U.S. Army,
and was awarded the Cincinnati Order
Medal by General George Washington,

Commander-in-Chief of the Continental
Army.

Kosciuszko returned to Poland in
1784. Because of his association with
the Czartoryski family (then in
opposition to the King), he could not
secure an appointment in the Polish
Army. For five years he lived in poverty
on a small country estate. In 1789, he
returned to military service in the
Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. On
October 12, he was granted the rank of
General Major.

On May 18, 1792, Russian troops
entered the territory of the
Commonwealth. The Polish-Russian
War began. Kosciuszko rose to fame as
a division commander during the battles
at Zieleniec (June 18), Wlodzimierz
(July 7) and at Dubienka (July 18). For
his merits, he was raised to the rank of
General Lieutenant by King Stanistaw 11
Augustus Poniatowski, and the new
Revolutionary government in Paris
granted him honorary French
citizenship.

The Polish King, fearing defeat,
joined the Targowitz Confederation and
ordered the suspension of all actions
against Russian troops. Most of the
political activists were forced into exile,
mainly in Saxony. Kosciuszko, against
the King’s wishes, gave up his
commission and joined the exiles in
August of 1792.

New demands for starting an
Uprising in Poland arose. Ko$ciuszko
agreed to command the national forces
and went secretly to a place near
Krakow, but, finding preparations
inadequate, he delayed the Uprising and
then went abroad again. This enabled
the enemy to undermine the conspiracy
through widespread arrests and the
reduction of the Army. Those left in the
underground started the Uprising on
March 12, 1794. At their request,
Kosciuszko arrived in Krakow on
March 24, solemnly swore an act of
National Uprising against the occupying
foreign powers, and took military
leadership of the Insurrection as the
Supreme Commander of the Armed
Forces. He expanded existing units by
incorporating recruits into them, and
developed new formations. Since
Poland had no war industry, his forces
were not able to be equipped with
conventional firearms, therefore
Kosciuszko armed his peasant recruits

with pikes and traditional war scythes.

Gen. Kos$ciuszko led the Polish
military troops to a victory against
Russian troops at the Battle of
Ractawice on April 4, 1794. On May 7,
Kosciuszko issued the Manifesto of
Potaniec, in which he partially
abolished serfdom in Poland, granted
civil liberty to all peasants and provided
them with state help against the abuses
by the nobility. This met with resistance
from the nobility, which forced
Kosciuszko to retreat to Warsaw. Next,
he initiated an Uprising in the occupied
Wielkopolska Province, forcing the
Prussian King Frederick William II to
retreat.

On October 10, 1794, in the Battle
of Maciejowice, Kosciuszko was
wounded and captured. He was
imprisoned in the Petropavlovsk
Fortress in St. Petersburg, Russia.
Without its leader, the Uprising
collapsed, and the Third Partition of
Poland took place, ending the existence
of the country of Poland.

Upon the death of the Russian
Queen Catherine II, her son Emperor
Paul I, granted Ko$ciuszko his freedom
in 1796. On August 18, 1797
Kosciuszko arrived in Philadelphia, PA.
There, he led a quiet social life and
formed a strong and lasting friendship
with Thomas Jefferson (their
correspondence continued for over 20
years.) He left the United States on May
5, 1798. Before leaving, in his Last Will
and Testament, KoSciuszko had
appropriated some of his American
estate to purchase slaves, with the intent
of freeing them and educating them.

He returned to Europe, residing on
the estate of a friend in Paris. Between
1807 and 1814 he lived in the Chateau
de Berville and took part in the creation
of the Polish Legions. He spent the last
years of his life living at the home of a
friend in Solothurn, Switzerland.
Kosciuszko died there on October 15,
1817. Initially he was buried in
Solothurn, but later his body was
brought to Poland and laid to rest in the
royal crypt in the Wawel Castle
Cathedral, where Poland’s royalty and
most honored citizens are also buried.
His heart was kept in an urn at the
Polish Museum in Rapperswil,
Switzerland and was brought to Warsaw
in 1927, where it now reposes in a
chapel at the Royal Castle in Warsaw.
